She is ever ask-
ing foradvice and spiritual guidance,
and confesses her faults with a can-
dor that is rendered additionally
attractive by reason of the polished
language in which it is clothed.

_ When quite a girl George Eliot
was known as pious and clever;
and in the letters she wrote in 1839,
when she was nineteen years old,
the cleverness has grown and ex-
panded, but she is not so sure about
her piety. She says that ¢ unstable
as water thou shalt not excel” secms
to be a description of her character,
instead of the progress from strength
to strength that should be experi-
enced by those who wish to stand in
the presence of God. In another
letter she admits that she cannot
' givo a good account of her spiritnal
state, says that she has been sur-
rounded by wordly persons, and
that love of human praise is one of’
her great stumbling-blocks.  But
in a letter written in 1840 the un
certainty has gone from her mind,
and she writes that she resolved in
the strength of the Lord to serve
him evermore. In a later com-
munication, however she does not
appear so confident, and admits that
she is obliged to strive against the
ambition that fills her heart, and
that her fondness of worldly praise
is a great bar and hindrance to
spiritual advancement.  Still she
thinks it is no use sitting inactive
with folded hands, and believing
that the love of God is the only thing
to give real satistaction to human
beinus, she hopes with His help, to
obtain it,

One of the letters is chiefly devot-
ed to the concern felt by'Gco:';:e
Eliot at “ Dinah Bede's” illness;
and another, written at Foleshill,
betrays some humor, amid the trou-
ble that afilicts the authoress about
her future. Their outward circums-
stances, she writes, are all slhe can
desire; but she is not so certain
about her spiritual state, althongh
she feels that it is the grace of God
alonie that can give the greatest sa-
tisfaction.  Then she goes on to
speakc of the preacher at Foleshill,
withwhomsheis notgreatly pleased.
We zet the trath; but it is not re-
commended by tne mode of its de-
livery,” is  how she writes of
this divive; yet she is charitable
withal, and removes the stinz by
adding that more good may some-
times be obtained from humble in-
struments than from thee hizhest
priviieces, and that she fiust exam-
ine her own Leart rather than speak
unkindly oi the preacher.

[—Who the Preacher Was.

The lesson tells us plainly. He was
John, the son of Zacharms. We bave
beard of bim before as an mfant, _and
bave heard pothing about him since,
But now he emerges suddenly from his
seclusion in the mldc,-rness,'and ap-

ars before us a man—plaln, stern,
simple iu appearance, attire and hab-
its (Matt. in. 4)—but ev1den‘tl; no or-
dinary mau, and come to falfill no or-
dinary mission. th was be? John,
the son of Zicbarias, 18 l'rut the least
part of the answer. That was the
question which puzzled the scribes ;u;d
the Pbarisves much (Jobn i. 19-22).
It was a question whicu cuuld only be
answered by a right understanding of
Jsaab’s prophecy. He was the fore-
junner of the Messiab, whose kingdom
was at band, and as_such, bore a char-
acter and held an office so great and
us, as to lead Him, wiouse way
be prepared, to say—" Awong thom
that are born of womeas, there bath not
risen a4 greater than Joubn the Bap-

tist.”

II.—What He Preached.

« The baptism of repentance for the
remission of sin.””  He told the Jews
that the times of tbe Messiah bad
come—the kingdom of heaven was at
bhand—and those who would enter into
it and be saved, must repect of all
their sins, be baptized by bim, and in
their future lives bring forcth the fruit
of repentance.  He warned them that
it was no wse simply to piide them-
gelves on their descent fr{)ul Ahrgham,
and think that would avail them in the
day of wreth. All the promises to
Abrabam could be fu?ﬁlled }n_dvpcud-
ently of them. God is Almighty, and
counld raise up childeen to Abrabawm,
even from the stones .aruund them.
The aliusion, of course, 18 to the Gen-
tiles ; aud the explanation 18 to 'b.:
found in St. Paul’s words (Rom. iv.
11-16). He warned them thot the axe
was already laid at the root of the
tree, preparatory to its being cut down
—that iz, nunlesa they repented, their
rjection was alre ady decreed and pre-
pared for. Such was the substance of
John’s preaching. And though it
took its furm and colouring very much
from the epecial character of his mis-
sion, and had a special relation to the
times, and special uq:q:tarmu to the
Jews, yet we see in it the type and
model of all preaching to unconverted
sinners. There is no subject on which
men are prone to wake greater wmis-
takes, than on the true nature of aqd
pecessity fur repentaunce ; therefore it
ought to be a very prominent topic in
Christian teaching. It is nout only a
topic for tte preacher, but for the
Suuday-school teacter. Children need
to repent—tbey are cf«\pm_-le of repent-
ing ; the Holy Spirit 18 given to L.hem
for this purpose ; aod the fiuits of re-
pentance may reasonably be expected
frow them.

III—How He Preached.

1. Plainly—He was a plain man,
and he spoke to the people 1n a plain,
homely manner. He did not study any
of the adornments of speech, nor use
graudiloquent expressions, nor try to
sroduce an oraturical effect. Al that
kind of thing was out of bis e, and

inconsistent with tbe nature of his |

mission.

9, Practieally—He had a message to
deliver, and he came to the point at
once. His preaching was full of prac-
tical statements and exhortations.

3. Faithfully.—He was not airaid to
tell them the truth; be did not shring
from describing their sins, and telling
them of the consequences ; there were
denunciations anud  warnings, and
searching appeals to the couscicnce.

V.—The Forerunner and the Christ.
It was not strange tbat the people

began to wonder about this great |

preacher whether 'he were the Christ
or not. And one of the noble traits
of Jobn’s character was shown in the
great pains he took to set them right.

He not only spoke of the superior glory |

of Him who was to follow, but after
Jesus bad been baptized, he plainly
pointed Him out to the people as the
Messiab, whom they were to expect
(Jobn i. 19-36). 8o covstant, repeated
and empbatic was bis testimony that
Jesns himself appealed to it as one of
the proofs of His Messiahsbip (Jobu v,
33-36).

AN ELOQUENT LIFE.

Some twenty years or more ago the
Presbyterian Board sent out to India
a young wan as a missionary. He was
by no weans a “ choice young man ;"
in fant, his standing at the seminary
was rather low. The professors did
not endorse his application for a for-
eign appointment, but such was the
intensity of his desire, and the un-
doubted natare of his piety, that the
Board seut him. He went ; studied
five years, and was unable to acquire
the language so as to preach in it. He
sent to the Board his resignation, hum-
bly confessing that be had not suffi
cient intellect to serve as a good mis-
sionary. The whole Presbytery, com-
posed of a dozen educated and suc-
cesstul Presbyterian missionaries, pro-
tested to the Board against the
acceptance of the resignation. They
admitted bhis limited 1ntellectual facul-
ties, but said that his life was such, that
even tbe beathen would point to bim
as be walked the street, vainly trying
to make himself understood, and say,
“There is a good man.” They de-
clared that his daily hife did more to
exhibit Christianity than their preachb-
ing, and therefore they desired him to
be retained in the oussion. He was
retained, and died a good man, a com-
fort to hig brethien and an attraction
to the heathen ; and yet he was not a
“ choice young man.” But God chose
him—a weak thing to confouand the
mighty. His life inade converts, even
though his lips could bat Lisp to them
tke way of salvation.”

Gov-
erament nstitutions  are  proverbiuly
expensgive. The withdrawal of the grants
naplics, as ¥ showed in my tirst letter,
the establishment of Dalhousie as the
Provincial University.  How longy would
the unsightly and inconvenient pile cn
the Grand Parade be regarded asadequate
for the purposes of a Provincial Univer-
»ity, provided Dalhousie were accepted |
as such by the people generally . An
expenditure of $100,000 at least would
svoon be needed in order to provide suit- |
able buildings and grounds.

Has the government of Nova Scotia any
guarantee that the Presbyterian church
or people will continue to maintain three
or more chairs!

Vould the ‘‘more than four
thousand dollars a year” of which the
Witness speaks be forth-coming under
such circumstances ! I trow not. The’
truth is, the sum paid by the Presbyter-
ian body for the support of Dalhousie.
chairs may continue to be paid so long
as that body has the controlling influence
in the government of the University,’
but not a day longer. When Dalhousie
ceases to be a Presbyterian college, if
not before, the golden stream which lows
into her treasury from Presbyterian
coffers will be dried up. It is not rea-
sonable to expect otherwise. Recourse
must then be had again to the public
revenue, else the University will languish
and perhaps die. Those who demand
the withdrawal of the grants on econo-
mic grounds must be either short-sighted
or insincere.

2. The withdrawal of the grants will
not only embarrass for a time the de-;

These are not the large camps usga]l y
heard from about the head of the
Nashwaak. but smaller ones which,
however, have a suflicient number of
men in them to warrant the visits of a
Methodist preacher. )

In and around my circuit, (Have-
lock, N. B.) are four camps containing
about one hundred and fifty men 1u
all, who are away from the refining
influence ot wife, mother, and sisters.
Believing, as we all do, that the Gos-
pel is adapted to cheer and help men
at their daily toil, by elevating their
moral life,even amid untoward circum-
stances, I conciuded that these camps
presented a ficld for useful Christian
labor.

To the first camp I went one day at
noon. llere were thirty-six men, some

from my own circuit and others from
distant places. When dinner was over
I read and prayed with those teamsters
and others who had not yet gone out to
their work ; and then spoke to the pro-
prictors about an evening service.
They seemed glad to have such ap
pointment made. I then sent away to
our Bock Room at Halitax for a pack-
age of attractive and usetul papers,
such as the DBritish Workman and
others. Five evenings later [ went,
taking Bible and hymn bocks with me.
The cooks had cleaned up the camps,
arranged green boughs in the root, and
hung the lighted lanterns around,
giving the pluce a;cheerful appearance,
and cuusing the preacher to feel that
somewhere among the men there was
a thorough appreciation of the appuint-
ment.

About seven o'elock. the tables being
cleared, we began service.  The sing-
ing was very hearty, and the service
one of the most interesting I ever took
part in.  about forty hard working
men, as eagerly attentive as they
could possibly be, made the preacher
feel the solemn importance ot teeding
immortal souis.  We cannot tell who
shall reap from the seed thus sown,
but the preacher never felt wore cer-
tain that he was sowing the seed of the
kingdom, which  would  Dbear fruis.

Under the circumstances it became
necessary to run engines over the line
to keep it open; for, if this had not
been done, the track would have {rozen
up solid, and the only way in which it
could have been opened fortraftc again
would be by employing large numbers
of men to c1ut the ice off the rails with
picks.  This would have been a work
of days, and traffic ot every kind would
have been stopped during the time 1t
was being done.

To show you that this would have
been the result, it trains had not been
run, it is only necessary for me to say
that the branch lines in the Fietou Coal
District remained closed until yester-
day, the 21st, as the ice had o be pick-
ed off the track by gangs of men. The
consequence of this has been that the
Londonderry Iron Works were in im-
minent danger of being closed tor want
ot fuel.

This sleet storm is said to be the
most severe that has occurred for many
years, and a large tract of country is
covered with ice. Ireada puragraph
a few days ago in a newspaper stating
that 2 man had skated over the country
(from Green Hill to Westville, and you
know the condition ot the country in
the ncighborhood of Halitax. It you
can imagine the railway track covered
with ice in many places six or eight
inches thick, you can form some idea
ot what its condition weuld have been
had some effort not been made to keep
it open.  The means adopted for this
purpose were simply the ranning of
engines, plows and flanges over the
track at frequent intervals while it was
in process ot freezing, to break the ice
as it formed, with the wheels, and then
scrape it from the track when loosened.
The running ot one engine or train
would not have sufliced to de this work.
A succession of them had to be run at

facts, however, are these:—A large
number of sheep were brought ever by
the Prince Edward Island steamer to
Pictou Landing to be transported to
Quebec, and there shipped to Gieat
Britain. While empty sheep cars were
beng brought from the New Brunswick
end of the line to Pictou to load these
sheep, the train got off the track and
was delayed.  The owner represented
to the Traffic Superintendent that it
was of the utmost importance that his
sheep be loaded and torwarded at once,
because unless this was done they
would miss the steamer in which he
intended shipping them.  The Traftic
Superintendent was unable to muke in-
quiry into the correctness ot this state-
ment, and took it for granted, and
theretore, as the sheep cars had been
detained on Saiurday in getting to
Pictou Landing, he took them there on
Sunday. The sheep were loaded and
taken to Moncton, where they arrived
Sunday night. These are the facts with
reference o the transport of the sheep.
There ezn be no doubt, in view ot the
intormation which was afierwards re-
ceived, that there was no real necessity
for transporting them on Sunday, but
the Traftic Superintendent acted upon
the intormation he had at tke time. It
may be called an' error in judzment,
although that is, perhaps, too gtrong a
term to apply to it.

In my last letter to you I said that I
was having a statement prepared ol
the trains run upon sunday. This
statement I got from the Traffic Super-
intendent a tew day's ngo, but 4s he had
neglected to insert the hour of the day
at which the trains were run, I return-
ed it to procure this information, In-
stead of waiting until it was received,
| I have deemed it best to reply to your
| last letter, and give you the particulars
I have just written.

As there was a large accumulation of
perishable freight and English goods
for the Upper Provinces awaing trans-
portation, and which, it the road be-
came blocked, might be detained for
some days, it was deemed advisable to

ask you to publish it, or as much of it

brexking the ice, and the perishable
freioht was forwarded one saage upon
the roud and placed beyond the possi-
bility ot being detained, should the
track freeze up notwithstanding the cx-
ertions which were being made to keep
it open.  The eflforts made vere, how-
ever, successful, and there was no in-
terruption to the traflic on the main
line on Monday, the trains running
regularly as usual.
The exertions of the men were con-
fined to the main line, and noeffort was
made on Sunday to break tke ice on
the Pictou line. The consequience was
that on Monday several engmnes were
thrown from the track in trying to
mauke their way over the road, although
the ice was not nearly as ba n that
line as upon the main line. ™ Jdgst of
the cuttings on the Pictou liffe afford
the water an opportunity of druining
away readily, which is not the case on
the main line in the neighberhood ot
Londonderry. If it had been possible
to spare engines and plows to break
the ice on the Pictou line, it would
have saved considerable trouble and
expense.
On Monday and Tuesday when it
was attempted to run wing plows upon
the Pictou line to widen the traek, in
consequence of ice having been allow-
ed to form alongside the track, they
mounted on the ice, and this bed of ice
on the side ot the track will either have
to be removed with pick and shovel, or
it will remain a source of danger all
winter. I think I have fully explained
the reason for running the trains as
they were run last Sunday from Truro.
With reference to the genera: ques-
tion ot the running of trains on Sanday,
I should say that it is the wish of Sir
Charles Tupper, the Minister of Rail-

ia connection with the Railway on
Sunday, as possible; and he has re-
peatedly given orders that Sunday
work be reduced to the smalles: possi-
ble amount.

It seems almost superfluous to say
that neither myselt nor the Traffic
Superintendents have any wish to
work on the Sabbath—that, on the con-
trary, our time is so fully oceupied on
week days that we are glad o: the Sab-
bath rest. When trains are moving on
Sunday it requires the personal alten
tion of the ‘Iraffic Superinendents;
