A'NEMESIS IN PETTICOATS.

How a Woman Has Tracked Her Bro-
ther’s Murderers.

Ellen Duprez's Remarkable Story of Five
Years' Thrilling Adventare—Xf{ Trae,

(From the Eansas City Times.)

In yesterday's T'imes mention wes made of
& woman, calling herseli Mrs. Ella Duprez,
with & wonderful story, & small part of which
she related to the Chief of Police, and was in
effect that she was chasing a man who mnr-
dered her brother five years ago last April.
From the facts which she asgerted there
were only two conclusions to be drawn, and
those conclusions were that she was
either a phenomenal liar or a most wonderful

‘Woman. .

Her story is told in her own words, and is
t0 the following effect :—

« My husband was Surgeon Duprez of the
Regular United States Army, and he died
gom: years ago. I have a danghter at present
in Denver. She is 16 years of age, and very

retty. Five years ago, in Houston, Texas,
in the mouth of April, I was stopping at the
Hutchins House, ahd was expecting the ar
rival of my brother, J. W. Laforce. Before
his arrival Iheard of a homelike boarding
house, below the Masonic Templo and senl
my negro servant to secure rooms there, 85 t
thenght it would be a pleasant place to wel-
come my brother. A fow days afterward he
arrived from Kansas City. He had a large
sum on money —nearly $11,000—with him,
which fact became known to three desperate
characters, who laid a plan to kill and rob
him ashe was crossing one of the two bridges.
One of the men Charley Howard, watehed the
iron bridge over the bayous, and met my
brother. He sprang upon him and foully
murdered him,stabbing him in several places,
after whioh be secured the money ard. threw

the body into the bayou. Some days
afterward the body was found and
recognized by me. To render it

more terrible, it was committed by a man
whom my brother had educated and lavished
money upon as he would on a son. I found
out tie names of the three men upon whom
the crime rested, and swore an oath that I
would follow them to the death. That was
five years ago, und I am still on the trail.
‘While pursuing my self-imposed task I be-
came acquainted with every outlaw of note
from Denver to the Rio Grande, and have
friends among them, hundreds I might say,
who would dare anything for me in return for
what I have done for them.

“ At one time I visited the camp of the fa-
mous outlaw Sam Bass. It was in Indian
Territory, and I boldly went into his camp
and presented to him letters of recomtaenda-
tion from mutual friends. Isaton a stump
some distance from the fire and held a long
conversation with him. Charley Howard, my
brother's murderer, was also there, but did
not recognize me, as I wore a false beard and
was dressed in men’s clothing. Bass took
my letters, and went to the fire to read them.
When he returned I asked him if he knew
me. Hesaid he did not, when, with one
sweep I tore the disgnise away and let my
hair down. He stepped back and surveyed
me, after which le passed a compliment on
my bravery. Collins, afterward concerned in
the great Union Pacific robbery at Big
Springs, was also my friend. There was
another man in the gang—a young man
named Bill Scott ; also a man named Frank

Snow. On  account of information
which I gave Bass he discharged
five of his men, Charley Howard

among the number. This was what I planned
for, but I did not make enything out of it.
Snow was suspected by Bass, who feared that
he meant to give them away, whiel he could
easily do, Thoe gang had their programme
arranged to the most minute particulars for
months ahead, and, ps Soow, had the know-
lege of even where the g would be at cer-
tain hours they resolved to get rid of him as
an easier task than 1ging the programme,
By substituting another man's clothes for
Snow's while he slept, the latter, when wak-
ing, put them on aud was immedistely ar-
rested and placed in an unde ud -cell in
Sherman, whers the heat was so great that
the skin upon his hands cracked open. When
it was learned by the officers that the prisoner
knew of Bass's movements, he was treated
better. in hopes that he wonid squeal. From
Snow I learned of the fature moyements of
the Bass gang. Their intentien was to kill
and rob an old man who possessed a lnige
sum of money, and lived near Fort Worth.
1 hired out to hum and saved bis life. They
also intended killing a planter who lived on
outskirts of Eagle Ford. Iknew of their
plang, even to knowing under what bushes
in the yard they would conceal themselyes. I
sook supper with the planter on the night of
the propused robbery and saved bim. I knew
in advance of the Mesquit robbery, the Eagle
Ford afiair, the robbery of the First Nationa)
® Bank of Dalles and the Post Office at Bhreve-
port. I further know where there is a
peach basket fail of money, the fruit of the

famous stage coach robbery in the Black
It is in gold and silver, and buried in

ain spot
second time I entered Bass' camp

secretly, and lay in the brush. looking at
Howard, who was fashioning a wooden sword
out of red cedar. Howard afterward went out
with the militia after Ba as a blind, he
being a member of the gang all the time. I
was shot ounce by Howard, aud have been
shot altogether sowe five times, ruining my
health and reducing me from 200 pounds
weight to what I am—almost a skeleton. For
a long time I did not believe that Howard was
the one who actually murdered my brother.
1 suspected another man of the trio. I traced
him down and found him dying, I ran a
great risk, but lie told me all. He said Howard
watehed from the bridge, and the other two
went to look for him at the remaining bridge,
over which 1t was thought he would comé.

Contrary to expectations he met by
Howard. The fight was desperate, sud the
vietim fonglit bravely in the dusk, while ths

murderous kuife was plunged into his body
seven times. The dying man fully described
the thrilling fight and fixed the crime on
Howard, Soon after the murder 8 man named
Voorhees, one of the three murderers, passed
throvgh Kangas City, and is at present in
Toledo, 0. My husband was well known on
the lower river, having been captain on the
ill-fated Sultana, on which so many lives
were lost.

A part of my life I have been in Mexico,
where I was constantly engaged with the re-
wolutionists, I am endeavoring at present to
raise money with which to liberate Marian
Iscovoda, the Mexican General, who is chained
down in & dungeon with six other ecaptives.
At one time I posscssed the coat worn by
Maximilian whon he was killed. It is in the
French Musenm at Parie, France. 1 also
owned & knife which belouged to the Emperor,
but it was stolen from me when I was drugged
in St. Louis. In my search I found mysell
in 8t. Louis, last August. I stopped at the
8t. James Hotel. During the latter part of
the month [ took medical baths in a bath-
house not far from the hotel. One day I took
some tea that was offered me by the attend-
ant, and in « short tiwe my tongue swelled up,
my mouth became dry, and I became ancon-
seious. I was insensible twenty four hours,
and my life was preserved by & scratch, s While
in this condition I was robbed of $1,000, leav-
ing me in straitened circumstances. htilu.
of St. Louis, chief of detectives, treated me
shamefully; but I'll get even with him. I
oould have obtained some money next day,
but unfortunately necessary papers had been
stolen which prevented me from getting #.”

There are a nnmber of things in addition
tothe foregoing which were told to the re-
porter, but are not ready for publication. The
recital occupied nearly three hours' tiwe;
although cross-questioned the speaker did not
wary a particle. The reporter left the parlor
in a wkirl, with brain dazed at therecital. In-
quiries have been made, and should her story
be verified the remainder of ¢he tale, which is
more remarkable than the introduction, will
be given to the public.

SANEWCEREALFOR THE WEST,

In the regions of Western Kansas, where
there is liable to be & lack of rainfall in any
season, and where the corn especially must
have plenty of moisture to produce a erop
paying quantities, a grain that will not mere-
1y be a succedancum, but will absolutely take
the place of corn, has beep experimented
with during the past three seasons, aud it is
believed to be demonstrated beyond a doubt
4hat it will add very much to the value of
swestern lands.

The grain is called here Egyptian, or rice
comn, and, £o far as known, has not been cul-
givated in any other part of the United States.
“The seed was obtained from the displa® made
by the Egyptian Government at the Centen-
nial Exposition. The name is derived from
dhe resemblance of the grain to rice, and, so
far as it has been esperimented with, has
proved a suceess, both in wet and dry sea-
sons. While growing, this crop ean hardly
be distinguished from sorghum ; the seed
dorms at the top of the stalk in large bunches,
and, as it ripens and gets heavier, bends over
and hangs down, not uvlike a cluster of

8. 1t belongs to the sugar-cane family,
and is cultivated in the same manner and as
easily as sorghum or broom corn.
of the seed is snficient for five acres, and j#

has been put in here with a wheat drill. Tn
harvesting the heads only are gathered, and
a good threshing muh{ne will clean ready
for market two thousands bushels & day.

unds to shel. e yield per aere in
%78 was from sixty to seventy-five bushels.
This season, which, as said above, hes been &
very dry one, the yield was forty to forty-five
bushels per acre.  No scientific analysis has
been made of this new grain as yet ; indeed,
it is scarcely known, exceps ‘n some two or
three conpties in Western Kansas, where it
hasbeen grown by several farmers who de-
sired to find some grain that would serve in
the place of corn as food for stock. The trial
by these men has satisfied them that for
horses, cattle, sheep, or swine, it - is lnpgrlor
to maize, and farm animale to which it is
fed give it the preference to corn, when I?oth
are laid before them. When ground into
meal the rice corn is about equal to a mix-
tare one-third wheat flour and two-thirds
corn-meal,

The value of this new grain to the people of
Western Kansas can hardly be estimated,
when considered a sure yield in any seafon,
and it will enable the stock raiser to fatten
his herds at home instead of shipping them
east, as has heretofore being mostly the
custom for fattening. The vast plains in the
western portion of this state, so celcbrated as
grazing grounds by reason of the buffalo grass
with which they are covered, and its ex-
cellent olimate, will be doubly valuable if fur-
ther experiment confirme the value of the
hitherto unknown grain.— Letter to Chicago
Times.

Hinlter Pulling.

‘We never see a horse pulling at the halter

whether from a viciousness or from a fear of

heing hurt, when & hand is put toward him,

but we recall the advice which a correspon-

dent of the New York Observer couched in &

bit of experience which he related as follows:

1 took & good, well twisted eord, slightly thick-

er than a lead pencil, strong enough to bear
some strain, yet not o large as to prevent it
stinging & little, and of sufficient length,

passed it under the tail, twisting it double to

secure direct pull, as it ran over the back and
under the saddle, and then an _end through
each bit ring, making there a simple slip-knot
which would give at once upon tension, still
keeping the cord in the ring, and running 1t
beyond tied it tightly to the hitching post. I
thus had him in fact tied up to the post by
the tail. ThenI tied him up by the bridle
rein, shorter than by the cord, making the
tie to the post with a slip-knot, which would
give upon the least tug. The result was that
as soon as left to himself he began to pull,
the bridle slipped loose quietly, and before he
got to the end ; as he supposed, he brought
up sharply against the now tightened cord,
which stinging him severely, yet not cutting
the skin under the tail, made it spring for

ward and away from*'a fire in the rear” I
repeated it again tying liim up by the bridle
but I had to back him the second time, and
within fifteen minutes I couldn’t force him
back nor would ho stir 8o as to tighten the
bridle rein, although I flirted an umberelia
and tbrew a robe in his face. He never again,
while 1 knew him —for five years after —pulled
on his halter.

J. H. Wilson, London, Ont, President fo
the Ontario Veterinary College, says : Botts
are the larva of various species of the gadfly
that pester and annoy the horse in the sum-
mer and autumn months by depositing their
eggs on the long hairs underneath the jaws,
on the breast, shoulder and forelimbs of the
animal, thus placing the eggs in a proper
| position when matured to either drop into
the animal’s food, or be taken by the month
into the stomach by the horse biting at his
sides or limbs when the fly is about to deposit
the egg. 1tis in this way that the fly or bott
18 preserved from one season to another, the
stomach of the horse being provided by na-
ture to protect them during the winter

the, After hatel they are plied
with two sharp fangs or hooks, by which they
attach themselves securely to the various
coats of the stomach, more particularly in the
right or pylaric region. The duodenum also
is not unfrequently the seat of the bott. In
this position they are nourished and fed by the
various secretions of the stomach and fluid
portions of the food until they be-
come matnred, which generally oceurs in the
months of May aud June, when they sudden-
ly let go their hold and pass off with the
ficces, where they again undergo another
change, and once more assume the parent fly.
Great diversity of opinion exists as to whether
botts do any harm or not. Some even go so
fas as to assert that they assist materially in
digestion by their stimulating action on the
secreting portion of the stomach. But in my
opinion they frequently do much harm and
mischief, thet is, when they accumulate in
large numbers and partially fill or block up
the pylorio orifice, thereby preveunting the
food from passing out of the stomach into the
duodennm,

Symprows.—Botts are seldom recognized
by any distinct signs, except that the animal
ie weak and easily fatigned. His coat ie long
and staring. The bowels are sometimes loose,
and at other times constipated, but the surest
sign of their presence is when they are found
in the manure, which generally happens in
the spring season. The reason attributed for
their oppenrance at this particular time is
that the time has arrived for them to quit
their winter quarters and to be once more
tiausformed from a grab to a fiy.

Trearest.—The irritatioa eansed by the
presence of botts is not easily distinguished
from other forms of indigestion ; sometimes
we have flatulency and at other times attacks
of spasmadic colic. There is one thing cer-
tain, that we eannot kill the botts in the
horse's stomach, as they will resist the strong-
est acids and alkalies, the most potent nar-
cotios and mineral poisons, but if their pres-
ence should be suspected it would be well to
feed the animal op soft, nutritious diet; also,
a mild purgative, given occasionally, might
do much in removing the mucouns that is gen-
erally present in the bowels when the animal
is troubled with parasites of any order what-
ever.

Sheep Raising.

A New Brunswick correspondent writes : —
I am surprised that farmers do not kepp

not keep sheep. On many farms the flocks
are small, and some farmers have not a sheep
to their names. A flock of sheep should
be large enough to make it profitable to a ram,
and there are few farms on which such a
flock will not pay. I have met with farmers
who have only two or three sheep, or none
at all, who once kept & decent flock. When
asked if shoep wero profitable, the invariable
reply has been that sheep paid about as well
as anything else, if not better. The flock
has somehow got run down. We cannot
afford to neglect this or any other source of
profit. Sleep are casily cared for. They are
the pleasantest of all our live stock to handle.
They will live on steep hillsides and other
comparatively waste places. They do not re-
quire costly shelter in winter, an open shed
being better for them than a close building,
They require some attention at lambing time,
but if the lambs come early, there is leisure
to leok after them. A flock soon multiplies.
and with judicious management will improve
from year to year. I know a farmer who,
beginning with common ewes and using well
bred rams, now owns a flock from which he
has no difficulty in selling his surplus every
fall to American buyers, at prices greatly in
advance of what they are worth for mutton.
He counts on these yearly sales as an import-
ant.item of income.

Here are no extravagant figures, with the
exception perhaps, of the wool item, which
is higlier than last season's prices would war-
rant. But if we reduce the weol item, there
arestill $120 profit on the investment of $115,
npwards of 100 per cent. The cost of keep
is buta little more than two cows, and from
this would bave to be deducted the value of
manure. The heep had good ordinary care,
no petting, Itis quesfionable if, for some
time to come, wool will be as low in price as
during the past reason, so that there sepms to
be little or no risk about sheep raising,

Kiow te Bave Liquid Manure.

An inquiry has come to hand in regard
to the value of liquid manure—the urine of
domesti imal d the simplest mode of
saving it. When it is recollectod that it is to
the urine in it, that barnyard manure chiefly
owes its fertilizing properties both as regards

gen and salts, the value of liquid excre-
mentory matter will be appresiated. Some
of the most eminent authorities deny that
there is any available nitrogen in horse
manure. In 100 pounds of barnyard manure
when it has been properly cared for, as has
been found by apalyses, there are sixty-five
of water. Of the remaining I{u&y

ve pounds twenty-flve are inert carbonaceous
matter, leaving but 10 per cent, of inorganie
substances and 0.6 of nitrogen s true fertil-
izing matters. This, it must Dbe borne ip
mind, is based upon good manure, and not
such as has been thrown from stables and
subjected to sun and rain which drive outand
leach out about everything which will cause
& plaut to grow, leaying listle or nothing that
is soluble. But yrine, rotted with water
contains a large quantity of nitrogen,  and
many valuable salts also, already dissolved
and suitable at once for plant food. The
urine of all animals is very much alike in
chemieal constituents. For preserving the
liguid, various methods are employed. The
floors of the stalls in which the animalsstand
are laid with & slight incline, from which the
urine runs off into a small gutter immediately
in the rear of the stall, and is conveyed to
some receptacle provided for it under, or very
near, the barn. The following desoription of
such a tank was recently given by Prof. G.
C. Caldwell: * First of all, a suitable
water-tight covered receptacle iust be
provided, which should be deep rather
than shellow, and have a capacity of
ten to twolye gallons for every adult animal
in the stalls, on the supposition that it will
be emptied once or twice & week, This tank
may consist simply of a hogshead sunk in the

Pousn Caxe (Warre.)—One cupful of fine
white sugar and a half cupful of butter; beat
10 minutes, add the whites of four eggs, well
beaten, end beat 10 minutes longer. Sift 13
cupfuls of flour, in which sift 1 scant tea-
spoonful of baking powder and 6 tablaspoonsful
of milk., Flavor with rose or bitter almond.

Creay Pi (VeEry Nice).—One tablespoen-
ful of syrup, a large tablespoonfal of flour,
one do. of butter ; stir well together ; one cup
of rich cream and one do. of milk, sweetened
with sugar and eeasoned with nutmeg to your
taste. This isone pie ; bake in crust.

Correr CaxE.— One cup of batter, one cup
of sngar, one enp of meolasses, one cup of
cold cofiee, four or five cups of flour, one
pound of raisins (only one and a-half cups are
necessary).

InpELinLE Inki—An indelible ink without
silver ealts is made by rubbing together 15
grains of aniline black with 60 drops of muri-
atic ncid, and adding 1§ ounces of strong al-
cobol. The mixture is'dilated with a hot so-
lution of 88 grains of gum arabic in a third of
s pint of water. This ink is asserted to have
no corroding effecton steel pens, and to be
neither destroyed by mineral acids nor by
caustic alkinlies. ~

Brack Writino Iyg.—Digest together for
a fortnight 18 ounces of bruised galls, and
half an ounce of clovesin five quarts of water,
or at this rate for any other qnantity. Press
and filter. Add to the clear mixture six
ounces sulphate of iron and two fluid drachms
of sulphuric acid, shaking thoroughly until
dissolved. Then add an cunce of indigo
paste, and filter if necessary. The work
should be done in glass or stoneware ves-
sels, and the ink thus made kept .well
corked. Druggists, who bave the materials

The terrific nature of the gale at this time
may be inferred from the fact that, descend-
ing the slope of the green, I had to erouch
down npon the grass to prevent my being
blown bodily away. It seemed as it the wind
had became a solid compelling power, One
gentleman was blown against ancther on the
green and both tumbled together. The mas-
sive signal post beside the signal box on the
north side of the bridge was bent by the wind
like & willow wand, and on entering the Eso-
lanade the sand and pebbles were dashing
about with such fores that tho hands and
face were positively sore with the violence of
the impact. My hands held behind my back
for a minute were completely filled with drift-
ing sand and pebbles. Louking towards the
river nothing clearlycould be made ont. The
water from the broken Newport waterpipe on
the bridge was pouring into the river, and
being caught in its descent by the wind, was
lashed into a misty spray that helped to veil
the gap that had by this time been made in
the iron highway.

A number of gentleman having now col-
lected below the bridge on the Esplanade,
one of them climbed up into the signal box
avove, and tliere learned from the man sta-
tioned less than a mile from the scene of the
great catastrophe that he knew nothing more
of what had happened than that the train sig-
nalled to him ashavingentered upon the bridge
fully fifteen minutes before but had never
reached his station, and that all telegraphic
communication withthe other side had ceased.
What had in reality happened the public know
as weil as they will ever be likely to know.
An entire train with its living freight had
been swept into the bosom of the Tay. The
rest was left to the imagination. Inthe clear
sunlight of this morning I have agein visited
the spot, but so ealmly was the river then
rolling onwards towards tho sea that, save for
the incontestible evidence of the great gap. in
mid-river, it was difficult to think that the
significant scene of last night was other than
& herrid nightmare.

IN THE BIGNAL BOX.

In the signal cabin as usual the signal man
Barclay had en Sunday afternoon taken his
post some time before the south train was
due. It was blowing guite a gale, which with
every passing minute scemed to increase in
strength and volume, After he had entered
his box he was joined by Watt, a foreman
surfaceman. Watt had just entered the
eabin when the Edinburgh train cameon from
St. Fort, speed being reduced until Barclay
had passed the baton, without which no train
is supposed to enter upon a single line of rail.
At this time the wind was so high that Bar-
clay experienced the greatest difficulty in
making his way safely down the steep stair
that led from his cabin to the ground, Hur-
riedly handing the baton to the stoker, John
Marshall, he made the best of his way up-
stairs, while the train continued on its
journey. The speed was about three miles an
hour, and at that pace it crept along steadily.
Its course was earnestly watched by the
surfaceman. Walt, who had previously ex-
pressed his fears as to the structure being
able to weather the storm. The red danger
lights at the rear of the train were distinctly
vigible for some time, but just as, from
caleulations, it was pretly accurately
known that the engine must almost have
oleared the centre span of the bridge, the red
lights, with a startling suddenness, disap-
peared. Though the cabin door was imme-
diately opened by Watt, not asound was
heard above the roar of the wind and the wild
splash of the waves beneath. Barclay, who
had been otherwise engaged and had not
closely observed the progress of the train,
assured Watt, in response to his expressions
of alarm, that no doubs the lights had disap-
peared from view as the train took the decline
and rounded the eurve on the northern half
of the bridge. Hoping that all was well, yet
fearing the worst, the two men patiently
waited for the signal that the train had reached
the Dundee side. The allotted time passed
and still there was no signal from the tele-
graph instrument. Barclay touched the com-

icating knob ; the ind showed that
the electric carrent was interrupted, but still
the cause was unknown. Barelay, thorough-
1y elarmed, then tried some eight instruments
which gave direet wire connection with Dun-
dep, but all were silent, and the horrible truth
was now forced upon the minds of both Watt
and Barclay that some parts of the bridge had
broken down.

A FLASH IN THE NIGHT,

The first idea that suggested itself to the
two men was to run along the bridge and see
the nature and extent of the undoubted dis-
aster ; but the storm was still at its height,
and in the intense darkness that prevailed
second thoughts warned them that danger
might attend any efforts which counld be made
to penetrate the mystery that way. Analarm
being raised, some people who lived close by
‘k;-l:. mn were roused, and measures
really stood. About this time the moon shot
out from behind a thick bank of rain-laden
clond, and the men ranning down along the
margin of the river to the point whence they
could command the greater part of the
bridge, were enabled to make out
a large gap in the central portion. Suddenly
there was a great glare noticeable towards
where the front portion of the train was sup-
posed Lo be ; simultaneously all the lights to
the rear—the white side ones and the black

red ones—seemed to -get mixed up,
and in & moment darkness supervened.
Several other persons in adjoin-

ing houses witnessed the seme strange phe-
nomenon, and a number of gentlemen, who
were detained by the rongh nature of the
night from crossing to Dundee, either by
ferryboat or the tram, and who were driving
from Newport to ** The Cottages” to see how
the train fared, were also obgervers of the
gingular jumble of the lights. So far asis
known the train had got about the middle of
the bridge, and was running upon the hizh
girders which were lashed overhesd, formwing,
a8 it were, & cage for the train, It is theught
that it Lad got to_the fourth high girder
when the vast fabric tottered beneath its
weight, and fell, with its load, into the water,
which at low tide is twenty-six feet deep ; the
whole of the high girders, twelve in number,
went at once, and the iron piers which sup-
ported them had also snapped asunder, leav-
ing only the stope piers above high water.
