Scotland and Yorkshire strove together

- in her blood, making a compound, whim-
sical and strange, kind and ungracious,
foolish and yet endowed with a shrewd
common sense, which kept her safe, dur-
ing the lengthened period of her life, from
all the larger follies, whilst still permitting
her to give full run to minor eccentricities,
both in speech, deed, and dress.

Tall, thin, and willowy, and with a skin
like parchment, which gave her face,
when worked upon by a slight rictus in
the nose she suffered from, a look as of a
horse about to kick, she had an air, when
you first saw her, almost disquieting, it
was so different from anything, or any-
body that you had ever met.

She never seemed to age, although no
doubt time did not stop the clock for her
during the thirty years she was a land-
mark in my life. Perhaps it was her
glossy, dark brown hair, which, parted in
the middle and kept in place by a thin

_band of velvet, never was tinged with grey,

" not even in extreme old age, that made
her ever young.

Perhaps it was her clothes, which for
those five-and-thirty years (I cannotswear
it was not forty) were invariable, that
made her neyer change. .

sprigged, as she would have said herself,
with little trees, and in the summer, on
fine days, a lilac poplin, which she called
“laylock,” surmounted by a Rampore
Chudda immaculately white.

Her cap was generally adorned with
cherry-colored ribbons. Perched on her
head, as if it were a crown, moral and
physical, of virginity, it used to have a
strange attraction for me when it trembled,
now and then, making the ribbons shake,
as she reproved a servant, or signified her
disapproval of some necessary change.
The youngest of a large family, whose
members all were cleverer than she, until
death set her free by taking off her sisters,
she had been held a fool. Not that the
imputation ever stopped her for amament
from heving her own way; but only laid
her open to the comments of the “other
members of the family, which she accept-
ed, just as a shepherd or a sailor always
accepts bad weather, without a murmur,
and with a sense of superiority to fate.

In all her sisters the Scottish strain pre-
vailed. They spoke, not in broad Scots,
but with the intonation that sounds like
the whine a bagpipe gives when the player,
after a pibroch, or a lament, ' allows the

* bag to empty slowly of the wind.. Their
mental attitude was that which their stern
Scottish faith gave to its votaries. Even
in Scotland it is now unknown, leaving
the world the poorer by the extinction of
a type of mind so much at home with the
Divinity, that it could venture freely to
admonish him if he fell short in any of
his deeds, from the full standard of per-
fection raised by his worshippers. So did
an ancient Scottish lady on being told,
during the course of a dispute on * Sab-
bath recreation,” that the Lord walked in
the fields and ate the ears of corn, not

practice, but then the issue was confused,
so that it never was cleared up, whether
my aunt was better than her creed, or if
she held her Scoto-Yorkshire faith in its
entirety. A celebrated lady horse-break-
er, of perhaps easy virtue, having come
into the street in which she lived, my aunt,
to the blank consternation of her friends,
prepared to strike up an acquaintanceship,
and when remonstrated with, observed:
“She may be all you say, my dear, but
what a seat she has, and hands like air ;
she must have learned in a good school,
she rides so quietly.”

As fortune willed it, the acquaintance-
ship waa never formed, but had it been,
my aunt, I fancy, would have discoursed
on snaffles and on curbs, and on that sym-
bol of all equitation, the sacred lip-strap,
with as much gusto as she used todo with
other of her friends. Strange as it may
appear, although a semi-invalid from her
birth up, a martyr as she was to violent
sick headaches; which in those days were
the equivalent of " nerves,” she always
used to ride. :

She and her brother were both bern
horsemen, riding to hounds, and jealous
to a fault. No woman, in my aunt’s eyes,
could ever ride, that is to say, up to her
standard. Either their hands were bad,
or .else their seatswere loose, or.if both'

attention. “ You know,” she used to say,
* Miss Featherstone never was known- to
jump a fence, unless a man was looking
at her. If there was but a butcher’s boy
she would have risked her neck, although,
in that long run, the onel told you of,
when we met at the Rising Sun upon
Edge Hill, and finished somewhere down
in Gloucestershire, she never took a fence,
and then came up just as we killed, with
several officers, all galloping -like tailors
on the road.”

1 hear her now, talking about her cele-
breted mare, * The Little Wonder,” which
she declared she never touched witha
whip in all her life, but once, and never
with the spur. This happened at a fence,
at which the mare had sweryed ; but when
she felt the whip, she put her back up and
entirely refused. A Frenchman who was
following my ausf, passed her, and took
his hat off. saying as he passed, “ Thank
you for whip’ your mare. I have followed
you a month, but never pass you till to-
day.” My aunt never related this, but
tears rose in her eyes : whether at her own
cruelty, or at the Frenchman having pass-
ed her, I never could make out.

Horses and hunting were the chief
‘themes of conversation with my aunt. and
as she did not care the least for anyone’s
opinion but her own, her talk ran usually
into a monologue, in which she set her
theories out, as to which rein should go
under which finger, and how good hands
consisted in the’ wrist. “It is all done
with a turn of the wrist, my dear, and not
by butchering,” a theory sound in itself
and one which many would be wise to fol- |
low, if they had aunts as competent as
tmine to teach them the right way. Years
only added to my aunt’s eccentricity, and
as she lived in times when gentle-women

passed away, to drive perhaps in some
particular limbo, where the shades of Cap-
tain Barclay, old Squire Osbaldiston, and
Sir Tatton Sykes drove shadowy chariots,
dressed in their “down the road” coats,
with a coach and horses on the big pearl
buttons, just as they had appeared in life,
all with straws in the corners of their
mouths, and with that air of supernatural
knowledge of the horsé which they all had
on earth.

My aunt, I fancy, could she have chosen
for herself, would have gone to some
heaven, half stable and half country house,
with just a sprinkling of Low Church di-
vines flying about in black Geneva gowns
and white lawn bands, to give an air of
having been redeemed, to the select, but
rather scanty, inmates of the place when
they sat down to dine.

Poor lady, all her life was one long tute-

lage, till her last sister died. Then when
she had peeped below the blinds to satisfy
herself that the hearse horses all were
sound, and none wore housings, a thing
that she detested, saying she could not
bear to see a horse in petticoats, she found
herself quite free.
. After the fashion of the times, she did
not go herself to see her sister buried, but
sat at homie and read the Burial.Service,
al a member of the family averred
oh Hiis return hie caught her dezing with
the Church Service closed upon her lap,
and Market Harboro’ in her hand. Years
passed, and she became a kindly tyrant in
her old age, making her young relations
happy and terrified by her- ungracious
kindness to them all.

Lastly, in a Bath chair, she used to have
herself dragged up and down the Holly
Walk or the Parade, criticising horses and
riders most relentlessly, and now and then
making the chairman stop before the
shops where pictures were for sale, and
after looking at them most intently, usual-
ly saying, “'Tis distance lends enchant-
ment to the view,” a piece of criticism
which she thought final, as applied to art
in all its branches, even to photographs.

She died as she had lived, after arrang-
ing her own funeral with the undertaker,
and enjoining on him to be sure that the
hearse was not started with a jerk, and
all his beasts were sound.

He left her presence snorting a little in
a bandanna pocket-handkerchief, remark-
irg: * Well, I never saw such a lady inmy
life, a plucked one to be sure, I'll bet a
suvering.”

My aunt rests quietly under some elm
trees in Old Milverton churchyard.

Many old Scottish ladies lie round about
the grave where my aunt sleeps under a
granite slab now stained a little with the
weather, imparting to the churchyard a
familiar air, as of the tea-parties that she
once used to give, when they all sat to-
gether, just as they now lie closely in the
ground, to keep each other warm. The
rooks caw overhead, and when the hounds
pass .on a bright November morning, I
hope she hears them, for heaven would be
to her but a dull dwelling-place if it con-

The Astrum, Spei and Clavis were
sunk, and the frigates Bird and Beubus
damaged, but were able to return to their
port. The crew of the Astrum and Spei
were taken prisoner, and among the re-
mainder of the boats there were ten killed
and eight wounded.”

——Manila, July 12.—The collector of
custems has granted a hearing in the case
of-the steamer Chinese Prince, on Thurs-
day morning at nine o,clock. The steam-
er is still detained with the customs
guards in control. The British consul
will confer with Governor-General Harri-
son to-night before reporting the seizure
of the Chinese Prince to the British Gov-
ernment in London.

The Chinese Prince, a British steamer,
which left New York April 15 for Far
Eastern ports, was seized by the collector
of customs at Manila: yesterday as she
was about to leave for Vﬁdivostok, and a
fine of 1,000,000 pesos was imposed for
2,000 missing packages consigned to Man-
ila ‘merchants. The packages were con-
fiscated by the British- authorities at
Penang.

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" PROGRESS OF THE WAR

g
[July 6 to July 12.]
7 HILE there was no sensational de-
\\ velopment or outstanding event in
the hostilities during the week under
review, heavy fighting was maintained on
most fronts, the net results showing sub-
stantial gains for the Entente Allies.
in the Western campaign the British
and French succeded in mak‘mg a further
advance and consolidating: previols gains
every inch of which was most stubbornly
contested by the Germans. The casual-
ties on both sides are heavy, the Germans
suffering most severely.
made a considerable
Champagne district; and in the Verdun
struggle, which was continued, apparent-
ly, with unabated vigor, the Germans
were enabled to make a further slight
gain by a great sacrifice of men, but failed
to reach their goal. At other points on
the Western front there was much activ-
ity, but no changes were effected.

In the Eastéin campaign the Russians
gained” fresh ground, especially in the
drive on Kovel, and in the advance in the
extreme south-east of Galicia. North of
the Pripet marshes all the way to Riga
the opposing armies were constantly en-
gaged, and the Russians reported satis-
factory progress.

In the Caucasian and Mesopotamian
campaign the Russians were able to repel
all Turkish attacks; and they made an
important gain in the recapture of Ma-
makhatun, west of Erzrum. There was
no authentic news of the operations of
the British on the Tigris.

In the Balkan campaign artillery activ-
ity was reported on the Macedonian
frontier, but no details of the results were
forthcoming.

The Italian campaign was marked by
steady progress of the Italians in the
Trentino and on the Isonzoefront, the
defensive of the Austrians on the latter
showing diminished force.

It was reported during the week that
the British forces under Gen. Smuts had
taken Tanga, the Ocean terminal port of
the railway to Moshi and Arusha along
which the British had been operating
from the terminal point in the interior.
Presumably the whole line is now in
possession of the British.

The capture by the insurgent Arabs of
the Red Sea port of Kunfidah may have
an important bearing on the subsequent
progress of the war; and it cannot be
otherwise than beneficial to the Entente
Allies, in that it weakens the power of the
Turkish arms.

The port of Calais’ was attacked by
German aeroplanes, and some casualties
and destruction of property resulted. The
unfortified and unprotected coal-ship-
ping. port of Seaham in Durnam, six
miles south of Sunderland, was bombard-
ed by a German submarine, which dis-
charged about thirty shrapnel shells,
resulting in the fatal wounding of a
woman and the destruction of a building.
Some activity on the part of Austrian war
vessels in the lower Adriatic was reported,
the details of which as well as of all the
other naval activities and marine disasters
referred to in the dispatches of the week,
will be found in “ News of the Sea."
The arrival of the German submarine
“ merchantman ” at Baltimore is one of
the surprises of the war ; but even if the
heralded fleet of similar vessels should
materialize, it can have but slight effect
in ameliorating the conditions in Central
Europe which have resulted from the

" ever-tightening blockade.

{NFW ENGLAND WHALE FISHERIES

The story of a dying industry is told in
some figures lately printed in regard to
the New England whale fishers. In 1854
the tonnage of the ships engaged in the
business was 198,594, a large figure in
days when a ship of 600 tons counted
something to talk about. In June last
year the vessels engaged measured only
8,829 tons. The introduction of petro-
Jleum cut off some of the market for oil,
and too many hunters reduced the num-
ber of whales to be caught. It is not
known whether the industry will recover.
The price of sperm oil is reported to have
gone up 10 cents a gallon in a year,
while that of oil from other varieties of
the tribe has risen 50 per cent. The lat-
ter yields a large percentage of glycerine,
and glycerine is needed for explosives.

NHE pranks played by tradition with
rl the memory of various noted individ-
uals, saintly and otherwise, display not
unfrequently the most whimsical anom-
alies both as regards praise and blame,
Whilst the sordid and heretical George of
Cappadocia has been transformed  into
the gallant and chivalrous St. George, the
patron saint of England, and the mirror
of all knightly virtues, it has been the
misfortune of the patriotic and virtuous
St. Swithin to be associated in the popular
mind with drunkenness and excess, and
at best to enjoy only a mythical reputation
as the hero of a well-known saying in
connexion with the state of the weather
on the anniversary of his so-called trans-
lation.

The common adage regarding St. Swith-
in, as every one knows, is to the effect
that, as it rains or is fair on St. Swithin’s
Day, the 15th of July, there will be a
continuous track of wet or dry weather
for the forty days ensuing.

«St. Swithin’s Day, if thou dost rain,

For forty days it will remain:

--"%St.Swlﬂiin’lDty:’ﬂmﬁe faif, - °

For forty days 'twill rain nae mair.”

_~ The explanation given by Brand in his
Popular Antiguities of this saying—an ex-
planation which has been pretty currently
received as correct—is as follows. St.
Swithin, bishop of Winchester, was a man
equally noted for his uprightness and
humility. So far did he carry the latter
quality, that, on his death-bed, he request-
ed to be buried, not within the church,
but outside in the churchyard, on the
north of the sacred building, where his
corpse might receive the eaves-dropings
from the roof, and his grave be trodden
by the feet of the passers-by. His lowly
request was complied with, and in- this
neglected spot his remains ‘reposed till
about a hundred years afterwards, when
a fit of indignation seized the clergy at
the body of so pious a member of their
order being allowed to occupy such a
position ; and on an appointed day they
all assembled to convey it with great
pomp into the adjoining cathedral of Win-
chester. When they were about to com-
mence the ceremohy, a heavy rain burst
forth, and continued without intermission
for the forty succeeding days. The
monks interpreted this temptest as a
‘warning from Heaven of the blasphemous
nature of their attempt to contravene the
directions of St. Swithin, and, instead of
disturbing his remains, they erected 2
chapel over his grave, at which many
astounding miracles were performed.
From this circumstance, it is stated, arose
the popular belief of the anniversary of
the attempted translation of St. Swithin
being invested with a prophetic character
in reference to the condition of the
weather for the ensuing six weeks.

This statement is specious, but unfortu-
nately rests on no authority whatever,
and indeed has been traced by an an
notator on Brand to no more trustworthy
source that a cutting from an old news-
paper. So far from the account of the
repugnance of the saint to his transfer-
ence from the churchyard to the church
being borne out by the real facts of the
case, these are diametrically the other
way ; and from what has been actually
ascertained, the translation of St. Swithin
was, instead of being a disastrous failure,
accomplished with the utmost éclat and
success. For the most recent history of
this celebrated personage we are indebted
to the Rev. John Earle, professor of
Anglo-Saxon in the university of Oxford,
who has published a fac-simile and trans-
lation of a Saxon manuscript of the tenth
century—the earliest fragment which we
possess regarding St. Swithin—along with
an ingenious essay, in which he has col-
lected all the reliable data connected with
the saint that can be obtained. These
are far indeed from being either numer-
ous or ample, but, such as they are, may
be considered as exhaustive on this sub-
ject.

Swithin, or Swithun, was born in the
neighbourhood of Winchester, probably
about the year 800. He became a monk
of the Old Abbey of Winchester, and
gradually rose to be prior of that com-
munity. He seems to have gained the
favour of Egbert, king of Wessex, who
intrusted him with the education of his
son and successor, Ethelwulf. An auth-
entic record of Swithin at this period is
furnished by a charter granted by King
Egbert in 838, and bearing the signatures
of Elmstan, episcopus, and Swithunus,
diaconus. ~ Elmstan dying in 852, Swithin
was appointed his successor in the see of
Winchester, a situation which he filled
with great credit and usefulness. Through
his endeavours great improvements were
effected on the city, including the erection

= of several churches, and the spanning of

" parts. After the accession of Ethelwulf,
he acted as that monarch’s counsellor in
all matters relating to religion and the
peaceful arts, whilst the charge of military
and foreign affairs was assumed by Alstan,
bishop of Sherbourne. It has been im-
agined that he was chosen by Ethelwulf
to accompany his son, the great Alfred,
then a boy, on his visit to Rome, and also
that he acted as mediator betwixt Ethel-
waulf and ‘his eldest son, the rebellious
Ethelbald. Swithin seems to have died
about 862, leaving directions that he
should be buried in a vile place, under
the eaves-dropings on the north side of
Winchester church. Mr. Earle conjectures
that he may have chosen this locality for
sepulture, to put a stop to the common
superstitious prejudices against burial in
that part of the churchyard. Whatever
apay have been his reasons, his request
was acceded to, and there he would pro-
bably have been permitted to rest undis-
turbed, had it not suited the policy of
Dunstan, more than a hundred years
afterwards, to revive the popular venera-
tion for Swithin, in furtherance of his own
schemes for the establishment of monastic
discipline, for Swithin appears to have
been a maintainer of the strieter con-

- ventual rule, which Dunstan zealously
sought to enforce; and he had, moreover,
earned a most enduring mark of distinc-
tion, by being the first to get introduced
the system of tithes as a provision for the
clergy. This was during the reign of
Ethelwulf, who was induced by Swithin
to set apart a tenth of his lands for relig-

of some distinguished relics was a most
desirable object. The organized plan
was now accordingly put into execution,
and ingenious reports were circulated re-
garding certain miraculous appearances
made by Swithin. The account of these
forms the subject of the Saxon fragment
above referred to, edited by Mr. Earle.
According to this, Bishop Swithin appear-
ed in a dream to a poor decrepit smith,
and requested him togo toa certain priest,
named Eadsige, who, with others, had
been ejected for misconduct from the
abbey of Old-Minster, and desire him,
from Swithin, to repair to Bishop Ethel-
wold, and command him to open his
(Swithin’s) grave, and bring his bones
within the church. The smith, in reply
to the orders of his ghostly visitant,
stated that Eadsige would not believe him,
whereupon Swithin rejoined that he would
find the reality of the vision confirmed by
going to his stone coffin, and pulling
therefrom an iron ring, which would yield
without the least difficulty. The smith
was still unconvinced, and Swithin had to
repeat his visit twice; after which the
smith went to the bishop’s tomb, and
withdrew the ring from the coffin with
the greatest ease, as had been foretold.
He then delivered Swithin's message to
Eadsige, who: hesitated for a while, but at
Jast communicated it to Bishop Ethelwold.
Contemporaneously, various wonderful
miracles took place at Bishop Swithin’s
tomb, including the cure of a deformed
man, who was relieved of his hump, in
the most astonishing manner, by praying
at the grave; and of another individual,
who recovered by the same means from a
grievous ailment in his eyes. These pre-
ternatural occurrences were all duly re-
ported to King Edgar, who thereupon
gave directions for the formal translation
of the relics of St. Swithin from the grave
in the churchyard to the interior of the
cathedral, where they were enclosed in a
magnificent shrine, and placed in a con-
spicuous position. A few years afterwards,
the church, which had previously been
dedicated to the apostles Peter and Paul,
changed these guardians for St. Swithin,
who continued its patron saint till the
time of Henry VIIL, who ordered the
name of the Holy Trinity to be substituted.
A splendid ceremonial and feast accom-
panied the translation, which was effected
on 15th July 971, 108 years after the death
of Swithin. It ought to be remarked,
that, though distinguished by the prefix
of Saint, Swithin was never regularly
canonised by the pope, a practice not in-
troduced till nearly 200 years after his
translation, which is the only ceremony
on which he rests his claim to the title.
He is thus emphatically what Mr. Earle
calls ‘a home-made saint. It will be
noticed that the above narrative complete-
ly contradicts Mr. Brand’s account of a
supposed supernatural interposition on
the part of Swithin to prevent his trans-
lation. No event or natural phenomenon,
which could be construed into such, is
alluded to by any of the various authors—
Monk Wolstan and others—who subse-
quently wrote histories of St. Swithin.
On the contrary, the weather seems to
have been most propitious, whilst the
community at large, so far from regarding
these proceedings of their rulers as an
unhallowed contravention of the wishes
of the holy man, seemed rather to have
rejoiced in the honours bestowed on his
relics, and to have feasted and revelled to
the utmost. How, then, did the popular
notion about St. Swithin’s Day arise ?
Most probably, as Mr. Earle remarks, it
was derived from some primeval pagan
belief regarding the meteorologically pro-
phetic character of some day about the
same period of the year as St. Swithin’s.
Such adaptations, it is well known, were
very frequent on the supplanting through-
ont Europe of heathenism by Christianity.
Many of our popular customs and beliefs
can indeed be only satisfactorily explained
by tracing them to such a source.

In further confirmation of this view, it
is to be observed, that in various countries
of the European continent the same be-
lief prevails, though differences exist as
to the period of the particular day in
question.  Thus, in France, St. Médard’s
Day (June 8), and the day of Saints Ger-
vais and Protais (June 19), have a similar
character ascribed to them :

*S'il pleut le jour de Saint Médard,

11 pleut quarante jours plus tard;

S'il pleut le jour de Saint Gervais et de
Saint Protais,

1l pleut quarante jours apres.’

It is a little curious that St. Médard

should have the post of a rainy saint as-

signed him, as the celebrated féte at

Salency, where the young maiden who

has enjoyed the highest reputation during

the preceding year for good-conduct re-

ceives a.prize, and is crowned with a

chaplet of roses, takes on this day,

'and is said to havebeen instituted by him. |

A somewhat ludicrous account is given of
the origin of the peculiar characteristic of
St. Médard’s Day. It is said that, Médard
being out with a large party one hot day
in summer, a heavy fall of rain suddenly
took place, by which all were thoroughly
drenched, with the exception of the saint
himself, round whose head an eagle kept
continually fluttering ; and by sheltering
him with his wings till his return home,
accomplished effectually the purpose of
an umbrella. In Belgium they have a
rainy saint, named St. Godeliéve; whilst
in Germany, among others, a character of
this description is ascribed to the day of
the Seven Sleepers.’

The belief in the peculiar characteris-
tics of St. Swithin’s Day is thus alluded to
in Poor Robin’s Almanac for 1697:

“In this month is St. Swithin’s Day,

On which, if that it rain, they say,

Full forty days after it will,

Or more or less, some rain distil.

This Swithin was a saint, I trow,

And Winchester’s bishop also,

Who in his time did many a feat,

As popish legends do repeat :

A woman having broke her eggs,

By stumbling at another’s legs,

For which she made a woful cry.

St. Swithin chanced for to come by,
Who made them all as sound or more,
Than ever that they were before.

But whether this were so or no,

*Tis more than you or I do know.
Better it is to rise betime,

fleeces drain,
And wash the pavement with incessant

rain.
Let not such vulgar tales debase thy mind;
Nor Paul nor Swithin rule the clouds and
wind !’

The question now remains to be an-
swered, whether the popular belief we
have been considering has any foundation
in fact, and here the observations at
Greenwich for the 20 years preceding
1861, must be adduced to demonstrate its
fallacy. From these we learn that St.
Swithin’s Day was wet in 1841, and there
were 23 rainy days up to the 24th of
August ; 1845, 26 rainy days; 1851, 13
rainy days ; 1853, 18 rainy days; 1854, 16
rainy days; and, in 1856, 14 rainy days.
In 1842, and following years, St. Swithin’s
Day was dry, and the result was in 1842,
12 rainy days; 1843, 22 rainy days; 1844,
20 rainy days; 1846, 21 rainy days; 1847,
17 rainy days; 1848, 31 rainy days; 1849,
20 rainy’days; 1850, 17 rainy days; 1852,
19 rainy days; 1855, 17 rainy days; 1857,
14 rainy days; 1858, 14 rainy dayss 1859,
13 rainy days ; and, in 1860, 29 rainy days.
It will thus be seen, by the average of the
foregoing 20 years, that the greatest num-
ber of rainy days, after St. Swithin’s Day,
had taken place when the 15th of July was
dry. It is, indeed, likely enough that a

track of wet weather, or the opposite,
rhay occur at this period of the year, as a
change generally takes place soon after
midsummer, the character of which will
depend inuch on the state of the previous
spring. If this has been for the greater
part dry, it is very probable that the
weather may change to wet about the
middle of July, and vice versd. But that
any critical meteorological influence re-
sides in the 15th, seems wholly erroneous.

Hone, in his Everyday Book, quotes an
amusing instance of a lady, a stanch be-
liever in St. Swithin, who, on his day one
year being fine, expressed her belief in an
approaching term of fine weather, but, a
tew drops of rain having fallen in the
evening, changed her tune, and maintain-
ed that the next six weeks would be wet.
Her prediction was not accomplished, the
weather having been remarkably fine.
*No matter,” she would say, when pressed
on the point, ‘it there has been no rain
during the day, there certainly has been
during the night” Her opinion of St.
Swithin’s infallibility was in nowise to be
shaken. The same author mentions a
pretty saying current in some parts of
the country when rain falls on St. Swithin’s
Day: ‘St. Swithin is christening the
apples.’

It is only to be remarked, in conclusion,
that the epithet of the ‘drunken saint,’
sometimes applied to St. Swithin, is a
base slander on the worthy bishop’s mem-
ory. True, the Saxons were rather noted
for their convivial habits, and St Swithin,
doubtless, had no objection to a cheerful
glass ir moderation. But no aberrations
whatever, on the score of temperance,
are recorded of him. The charge belongs
clearly to the same category ds that vera-
cious statement in the popular ditty, by
which St. Patrick, the apostle of Ireland,
is represented as a lover of potheen, and
initiating his converts in the art of manu-
facturing that liquor.—Chambers’ Book of
Duays.

On’ May 28th, 1915, they
went to the assistance of the waterlogged
Canadian schooner Harry 30 mile south
of Cape Sable. The crew of the Harry
had been for 72 hours without food or
water and the captain was disabled with
a broken leg.

POTATO GROWERS: ‘ATTENTION’

P —

The potato crop may be greatly dam-
aged, or perhaps a complete failure dur-
ing the present season, unless farmers
immediately adopt measures to prevent
Late Blight or Rust, which is usually
favored by wet, cloudy weather.

The shortage in the potato crop last
year, throughtout America, was due large-
ly to Late Blight. This digease was more
general than usual, on account of the wet
season. The possible potato crop in New
Brunswick for 1915 was shortapproximate-
ly 25% or 3,000,000 bushels,owing to. these
conditions, and unless potato growers
practice thorough spraying, a still greater
loss is likely to occur during 1916 if the
present heavy rainfall continues. Un-

tinued at intervals of ten days or two
weeks, until five or six applications have
been made.

Several strengths of the solution have
been recommended, but either of the fol-
lowing have given good results;

4 Ibs. of Copper Sulphate,
4 1bs. of Lime, (freshly slaked)
40 gallons Water,

or the same for-
miula, using six pounds of Oopp'er Sulphate,
has been recemmended by some experi-
menters. 3

Separate stock solutions of the Lime
and Copper Sulphate will keep indefinite-
ly.and may be made up at the beginning
of the season, but the Bordeaux resulting
from the mixture of the Lime and Copper
Sulphate, will not keep and should be
made up only as needed.

Stock Solutionsi—

(A) Dissolve con-
siderable Copper Sulphate, (sufticient for
the season) at the rate of one pound in a
gallon of water.

(B) Slake the
Lime and add water to make a Milk of
Lime, equal to one pound in a ‘gallon of
water.

To make the required mixture, dilute
four gallons of the Copper Sulphate solu-
tion up to twenty gallons, and four gallons
of the Milk of Lime (after stirring up) to
twenty gallons, and mix these two diluted
solutions in the spray tank.

PRESERVATION OF WOOD
-

From the standpoint of the average
consumer, more has been expected of
wood and less done to help it serve a great
variety of uses than almost any other
building material. Itis a comparatively
modern conception that proper preserva-
tive treatment is practical and economical
on the farm and around the home. Good
paint is a good friend of lumber, and,
while not usually considered in that light,
is the one protection against the natural
progress of decay which has been univers-
ally used. Yet the well painted house has
unprotected floor beams in moist walls,
door steps on wet ground, and many in-
side surfaces and timbers which are con-
tinually exposed to conditions favorable
to decay. The wonderful service which
wood has given during all the years, with
little or no consideration of the factors
which destroy, brings into greater promin-
ence the possibilities of preservative treat-
ment under the present day desire for
permanence and elimination of waste.
No one expects unprotected steel to do
anything but rust, concrete is waterproof-
ed and its surface protected from abrasion
and disintegration, fabrics are shielded
from the elements, while wood has largely
been left to shift for itself. ~The applica-
tion of wood preserving methods to the
every day uses of {umber, where it needs
protection from decay, is in keeping with
modern ideas.—Sterling.
