House of Lords Decides » Case of In­
terest to Trades Unions.

London, Dec. 14.—The house of lords 
has rendered a judgment in the Allen 
vs. Flood case, which is of much interest
to trades uniohs, and has sustained the 
appeal, Lords Herschell, MacNaghton, 
Snand, Davy and James forming the 
majority and Lords Halisbury and Noms 
composing the minority. Two ship­
wrights named Flood and Taylor were 

îployed in 1884 to repair the British 
ship Weller then lying in the Mill wall 
docks, London. The boilermakers ob­
jected to the shipwrights working on an 
iron ship and their delegate, Allen, ob­
tained the discharge of Flood and Taylor 
by threatening a strike of the boiler­
makers. Later Flood and Taylor sued 
Allen for wrongfully and maliciously ob- 

ning their discharge and were awarded 
£200 damages. Allen appealed to the 
house of lords on the ground that no 
evidence was shown that he acted 
maliciously. The judges of the high 
court of justice summon* 
of lords can consider suet 
delivered the opinion on 
the question of law and whether the 
evidence. was sufficient to constitute a 
cause of action.

The largest real estate transaction that 
has taken place for some time in Ross­
land was the recent sale of the Interna­
tional property by John A. Manly to
Albert Klockman for $26,000. The prop­
erty sold consists of three 30-foot lots on 
the east side of Spokane street, between 
Columbia and First avenues, to­
gether with the International hotel and 
hall building and tbe Highland hotel

such a condition of affairs. Let them 
agitate in favor of the road to the Boun­
dary country, and with a very little aid 
from them and a substantial appropria­
tion from the government, a road would 
soon span the distance between here and 
Cascade City. Once this is an accom­
plished fact there will be no more com­
plaint in this city for some time to come 
on the part of the hotelkeepers, at least, 
for the passengers passing to and from 
the Boundary country would pretty 
nearly double the present number of 
hotel guests. Then, too, the tradé with 
the merchants of the city on the part of 
the Boundary people, which amounts to 
about $10,000 per month, would be a 
most desirable addition to the business 
of the camp. The merchants here 
might not be able to secure all of 
this trade, but with a fairly good wagon 
road stretching from here to the Boun­
dary country it is reasonably certain 
that they would secure the lion’s share 
of it. What we want into the Boundary 
country is an all-Canadian route, not a 
hybrid one like the one that has to be 
now traversed into that region via Mar­
cus and Bossburg.

At the same time, the fact must never 
be lost sight of that there is a mine to 
be made tributary to Rossland fqr every 
road constructed.

In time there would 
be an increase in the traffic, and then 
the government could be requested to 
appropriate money for the electric road. 
It is to be feared if the government is 
asked for money for such an expensive 
piece of public improvement as an 
electric tramway at the present it would 
be unwilling to make so large an ex­
penditure of the public funds. For the 
wagon road, involving as it does a much 
smaller expenditure, it seems to us that 
there would be little or no hesitation on 
the part of those in authority to grant 
the sum necessary.

It is doubtful, too, if an electrical 
tramway could be built so as to be of the 
benefit that is desired and which would 
be sure to come from the wagon road. A 
tramway would not answer the present 
requirements near as well as a wagon 
road. In time, when the mines along 
the route are more fully developed so 
that it may be determined over which 
route an electric tramway could best be 
built, it might be laid, but to 
construct it now would be to make 
something that would be in ad­
vance of the times and ahead of the 
current needs.

Another point in which we think the 
committee was at fault and that was in 
its estimate of the cost of the construc­
tion of the wagon road, which was 
placed at $1,000 a mile. This is too high 
as competent engineers have placed the 
cost at a much smaller sum than this 
per mile. •

THE GROWTH OF KOOTENAY.

The interest in British Columbia 
mines, and particularly those of the 
Kootenays, is now very great in London, 
where large syndicates are being formed 
for the purpose of investing in mineral 
lands of this Province. It is quite inter­
esting to trace the genesis and growth of 
the concern that is taken in our deposits 
of precious metals by the financiers and 
investors of the British metropolis. 
Prospectors from Idaho and Montana 
first made known io the world the fact 
that there were fortunes to be made 
amid the mountains of this district,! 
and it was only natural that they should 
go to their countrymen for money to 
develop their rich finds. During the 
first few years of mining àetivity in 
Kootenay, Americans had the field al­
most exclusively to themselves, but the 
great financial successes that they 
achieved awakened a widespread inter-, 
est, and, with the establishment of bet­
ter transportation facilities to and with­
in the district, Canadians evinced a 
desire to share in their prosperity. The 
more enterprising capitalists of the Coast 
cities were the first people of this coun­
try to engage at mining in Kootenay. 
As the marvelous resources of the dis­
trict became more and more apparent 
men of money and influence in the East­
ern Provinces also became interested to 
such an extent that Kootenay grew to 
be a familiar word from one end of the 
Dominion to the other.

Then the good news of our mining pro­
gress found its way across the Atlantic 
ocean, and the moneyed men of the lead­
ing financial centers of Europe began to 
investigate and pat some of their capital 
into the mines here. The theater of the 
greatest activity, however, has been 
London, where great syndicates, with 
millions of pounds capital, were formed 
for the purpose of conducting large min­
ing operations in this country.

Among these is the New Goldfields of 
British Columbia, with a capital of 
$1,250,000. The head of this company is 
Charles Tapper, ex-prime minister of 
the Dominion of Canada. The New Gold­
fields has acquired the Velvet, the 
Portland, and other properties in this 
district, which are being rapidly devel­
oped into valuable mines.

Then there is the British-American 
corporation, with a capital stock of $7,- 
500,000. This corporation was organized 
by the Hon. Charles H. Mackintosh, 
lieutenant-governor of the Northwest 
territories, and has in its directorate the 
Marquis of Dufferin and Ava, late gover­
nor-general of the Dominion and ex-vice- 
roy of India ; Edward A. Hoare, one of the 
directors of the Bank of British North 
America, and Mr. Whitaker-Wright, one 
of the shrewdest of London financiers. 
This company has Already secured, 
through its agents, the Josie, No. 1, the 
Nickle Plate and other valuable proper­
ties in the Trail and Nelson divisions, 
and active operations, backed by plenty 
of British gold, will soon be begun upon 
them.

Then there is the Lillooet, Fraser 
River A Cariboo Gold Fields company, 
limited, that has a capital stock of 
$5,000,000. This company owns the City 
of Spokane property in this ‘district, and 
«dan the Lanark and Isabelle daims, sit­
uate at Laurie, on the C. P. R.

There are, besides, the Hall Mines, 
limited, owners of the famous Silver 
King mines and the Nelson smelter; 
the London A B. C. Gold Fields, the 
Vancouver syndicate, the Recordia syn­
dicate and a dozen others of large capi­
tal and good standing.

So general has become the interest in 
the mines of this Province in London 
that a portion of the stock exchange 
there has been set aside and is known as 
the British Columbia section of that 
greatest of stock marls. The dealing in

# * * There can can be no question 
as to the desirability of everything pos­
sible being done to promote mining 
development around Rossland. We are 
confident that the government’s only de­
sire will be to meet the wishes of the 
people to the greatest extent possible, 
consistent, of course, with other de­
mands upon the revenue. The peo­
ple of Rossland have never shown 
any disposition to be _ extreme in 
their demands, and this of itself 
will lead the Province to view with favor 
anything that they may now ask. At 
the same time it must be kept in 
that Rosslapd is not all Kootenay, and 
that Kootenoy is not all British Colum­
bia . We concede the strength of Koot­
enay’s claim for liberal consideration at 
the hands of the Government and legis­
lature, and admit that the subject of 
local improvements in aid of mining de­
velopment must not be approached in a 
picayunish spirit. There most be no 
quibbling about the taxes paid in the 
district where the expenditures 
needed. What is done to build up one 
part of the Province will benefit, either 
directly or indirectly, every part of it, 
and the cost should be borne by every 
part without regard to local contribution.

We are glad to see The Miner lead in 
demands foir Kootenay, and hope its ex­
ample will be followed in all parts of the 
Province. The newspapers should let 
the government and tne people generally 
know what the several localities need. 
In that way some idea can be formed of 
how much the legislature ought to be 
asked to expend in these works next 
session. We repeat that the Colonist 
favors a vigorous, liberal, but, of course, 
judicious expenditure.

to the miner for his ores. Otherwise the 
smelter goes into liquidation or sells out 
to a concern with more capital. Since 
the miner cannot wait for the marketing 
of the metals, he must pay the smelter 
for taking the risk of the market, and 
the less that risk is the less the miner 
will have to pay for assuming it. If the 
smelter could ascertain what the market 
price of his metals would be two or three 
months in advance, he would eliminate 
this risk and could on an average pay 
better prices for his ores.

The interests of both miners and 
smelters would be served by some ar­
rangement under which the purchase 
price of ores would be based on the 
market prices of the metals two or three 
months later. Whether this could be 
arrived at by having the prices based on 
quotations of 60 or 90 day “futures,” or 
by providing a specific safety margin on 
the price of the ore, or by an insurance 
fund to protect the smelters against the 
risk offluctuations in the market, may 
be open to discussion ; but it is unques­
tionably to the interests of the miners 
that the smelting business should be 
sufficiently profitable to attract capital, 
and that it should be free from gambl­
ing risks of market fluctuationai&s pos­

MINERAL LOCATIONS.

W. A. Carlyle, Provincial mineralo­
gist, has published an article on the law 
regulating the location of mineral claims 
that will undoubtedly receive the in­
dorsement of a very large majority of 
British Columbia mining men.

It is the opinion of Mr. Carlyle that 
the Mineral act should be amended so 
that within 60, or perhaps 90, days after 
staking a mineral claim a certain amount 
of work on the claim, before it is re­
corded, should be made imperative.

The mining laws of this P/ovince 
relating to mineral claims are simple 
and extremely liberal, but the attempt 
to limit the number of claims that one 
person may locate on a vein or deposit to 
one, was at once nullified when the right 
to purchase (that could hardly be de­
nied) was granted, for, provided with a 
sheaf of miners’ licensee, an axe and a 
pencil, a man can stake ont and locate 
as many claims as he feels disposed. 
Under the present regulations, says Mr. 
Carlyle, it has been possible for a com­
paratively few men to effectually lock up 
great areas of valuable mineral land- by 
simply putting up their stakes on each 
claim, which claims are sometimes re­
corded, and very often not. That the 
annual,assessment work required bylaw 
is not being done on a very large pro­
portion of these claims is a notorious 
fact, as the requirement is simply 
evaded by the now universal 
subterfuge of re-location of these 
claims in the name of other 
parties who at once deed them back by 
bills of sale to the locator. Thus from 
year to year thousands of acres of valu­
able land are being held, on which not 
even search La being made for leads that 
might otherwise there be found. Mr. 
Carlyle states that he has been informed 
that one man held 70 claims in the Trout 
Lake district, and'quite recently another 
man proudly informed him that he held 
200 locations, or 10,000 acres of presum - 
ably mineral land.

Many attempts have been made in 
other mining countries to overcome this 
same difficulty, and some have adopted 
intricate and arbitrary latos that would 
not serve here. Our Provincial mineral­
ogist believes that a simple yet absolute 
method is the beet, and the best, he 
maintains, is the one already sug­
gested. In Cçlorado for many years the 
prospector, after discovery, has had to 
sink a 10-foot hole on the vein of run a 
cat to expose a face 10 feet high on the 
vein. In Montana the same amount has 
lately been required, while in California 
$50 worth of work is stipulated to be 
done in a certain time before record.

Snch a regulation in British Columbia 
would at once open up a large extent of 
territory now held by men on pure 
speculation, who are only hoping 
in many cases
dollars by their sale, and there is 
much ground that would then be care­
fully prospected by honest prospectors 
who today are being forced to leave most 
desirable districts because on all sides 
they are confronted by stakes on claims, 
many of which have never been re­
corded, but to ascertain which these 
men will not tramp many difficult miles 
to the recorder’s office; and such men 
who would carefully look over the 
ground and work it if anything were 
found, simply move off to some other 
place, probably to be again confronted 
by these ubiquitous stakes.

Some will contend that a regulation 
requiring the performance of $100 worth 
of work on a mineral claim prior to the 
recording would be too great a hardship 
considering the heavy country that is 
being prospected, but it cannot equal 
the hardships now being felt under the 
present greedy grabbing up of so 
much land by a few. The ancient

The dispatch says:

“One of the latest letters received in 
Cardiff, from a miner who emigrated 
from that citv and is now working on 
the Crow’6 Nest Pass railroad, has 
created a sensation, especially as several 
parties' are Sn process of formation with 
the view of,emigrating to the Dominion 
next spring. The letter is a lengthy 
but its principal plaint is as follows :

We aie nearly 200 miles away from 
any town. We have to find our own 
blankets,' brushes and light, and every­
thing costs five times as much as you 
have to pay at home. We have to walk 
14 miles to post this letter, and get paid 
only once a month, then they keep 15 
days in hand, so that they can easily 
give one dollar and a half a day. If you 
know of anybody coming out let them 
know that they may come over for 
£4 17s 6d, but that great care will be 
taken thev do not get away from here,

TRIAL OF LUTSTGERT.CONDEMNS THE ACT MANY WILL PERISHceptian of two or three provisions every­
one concerned would be much better off 
if the act were repealed in toto.

Mr. MacNeill’s View of the Law.
A. H. MacNeill, another member of 

the committee, stated to the board that 
in case a repeal of the act coaid not be 
obtained, there were certain special 
clauses which certainly ought to be 
repealed at the earliest possible moment.

The first of these was section 133, pro­
viding amongst other things (a) that all 
extra provincial companies must file 
with the registrar a power of attornev 
empowering some person therein named, 
resident in the province, to issue tod 
transfer stock, etc., (b) “a true copy of 
the charter and regulations of the com­
pany,” which has been interpreted by 
the registrar of joint stock companies to 
mean that a company incorporated in 
England must furnish a copy of all the 
statutes passed in England since the date 
of the companies act, 1862., .

Secondly, to strike out the provisions 
relating to special resolutions, which 
made it more difficult for a company to 
secure authority to borrow a thousand 
dollars on mortgage than to sell out its 
whole assets.

Thirdly, that the provision relating to 
service of process on unregistered com­
panies was much more onerous and ex­
pensive tbe" the provisions of our law 
relating to service on registered com­
panies, and that provisions could be 
made under which the former should be 
served with greater speed and lees ex­
pense than the latter.

Finally, Mr. MacNeill made a strong 
appeal against the $100 license fee 
charged against the companies, which, 
he declared, served no useful purpose, 
bat was only a source of annoyance and 
needless expense to the conduct of busi­
ness in this province.

Favor the Wagon Road.
The committee on trails and roads, 

through J. A. Kirk, submitted a report 
recommending that a wagon road be 
constructed from Bossland to Cascade 
City along the line of the Dewdney trail. 
It also suggested the practicability of a
road up Centre Star gulch to Murphy 
creek, thence to Sheep lake, and from 
there on to Christina lake through Mc­
Rae pasfe. Either a wagon road could be 
constructed from the top of Christina 
lake to Cascade City, or wagons could be 
transported down the lake on scows.

The latter route is estimated at neaily 
50 miles in length, while the Dewdney 
trail route would be only about 25 miles 
in length, of which only about 16 or 17 
miles would need to be built. The cost 
of construction need not exceed $1,000 a 
mile. In conclusion the report recom­
mended that the government, instead of 
constructing a wagon-road, install an 
electric tramway of two-foot gauge, for 
which power could be secured from the 
&11 of the water in Sheep creek.

The board adopted a resolution urging 
that the government look into the two 
routes and also the route from here to 
Waneta over the Dewdney trail, a dis­
tance of nine miles, which, if repaired, 
would open up a new field to Bossland 
merchants.

Mr. Kirk’s report was accompanied by 
an excellent map of the country between 
here and Christina lake, showing both of 
the proposed rôutes to Cascade City. It

Before adjourning the board passed a 
resolution, calling upon the province to 
extend its aid to the Sisters’ hospital in 
Bossland.

It Ie Estimated That 25 Per Cent of 
the Terror-Stricken Army Will Suc­
cumb to the Hardshlpe During the 
Perilous and Fearful Journey.

Analysis of the Features of the Act 
bv Barristers A. O. Galt and A. H. 
MacNeill—An Indorsement of the 
Cascade City Wagon Road.

Victoria, Dec. 13.—By the steamer 
Topeka, which arrived today from Dyea, 
news is received that more than 1,000 
ill-provisioned men stampeded from 
Dawson Oity during the latter part of 
October, and impelled by the haunting 
fear of famine are now: madly forcing 
their way over the mountains to Dyea. 
Auk, the Indian mail carrier, who 
brings this report, left the Yukon capi­
tal fully 10 days after tl*> Dalton party. 
He says that the vanguard of the terror- 
stricken army is following less than a 
Week behind him. Auk declares that 
fully 26 per Cent of the stampeding army 
will not live to recite the terrors of the 
flight from the north. The river steam­
ers Belle and Weare, it now appears, did 
not land more than 100 tons of provisions 
<m their arrival at Dawson City in the 
earlv part of October, owing to their 
having been held up at Oircle City.

The board of trade had an important 
meeting in Dominion hall Friday even­
ing, when the Companies act, 1897, was 
vigorously assailed. The committee on 
roads and trails recommended the con­
struction of a road from here to Cascade 
City, in line with The Miner’s Sugges­
tion.

The committee to investigate the Com­
panies act reported through the chair­
man, A. C. Galt.

Mr. Galt explained that owing to the
shortness of the time allowed the com­
mittee it had been unable to prepare its 
report in writing, but it had discussed 
thevarious pointe of the act; and had 
come to definite conclusions regaining it.

The easiest mode of dealing with the 
subject, said Mr. Galt, would be to con­
sider the 10 parte separately. He pre­
faced his remarks by saying that while 
credit should be given to the government 

1 for its desire to benefit both the com­
panies and the public by passing the 
act, yet, as was apparent, the efforts were 
not successful, as the act consisted for 
the most part of the re-enactments of 
former laws, with cumbersome and puz­
zling provisions regarding the manage­
ment of companies.

He pointed out that the first part re­
garding the incorporation and constitu­
tion of companies was in no respect an 
improvement on previous laws. The 
second part regarding distribution of 
capital and the liability of members was 
practically a re-enactment of former 
laws, and any changes introduced were 
burdensome rather than beneficial to 
companies.
Extraordinary Powers of Companies.

The third part re the extraordinary 
powers of companies was dealt with at 
considerable length, owing to the suppo­
sition that it would be advantageous to
companies to be registered under the 
act, but Mr. Galt pointed out that these 
so-called extraordinary powers were 
almost all provided for under the act of 
1890, and so no good object could be at­
tained by taking advantage of them. 
The two' exceptions pointed out were 
contained in sections 56 and 82, the 
former providing for the issue of shares 
without personal liability, and the latter 
providing for a company obtaining a 
change of name. It was shown that al­
though foreign companies could not ob­
tain the benefit of section 56, without 
payment of the full schedule of fees, 
amounting to nearly $1,000 in the case 
of a large company, yet section 61,which 
practically makes all shares in an exist­
ing mining company assessable, ren­
dered it unnecessary for any such for­
eign company to take the benefit of the 
act, and that the provision relating to a 
change of name could also be secured 
under former acts without any such pay­
ment as is required by the schedule.

A Heavy Burden to Bear.
It was shown that the fourth part, re 

the management and administration of 
companies, instead of being an advan­
tage was an excessively heavy buMen to 
companies ; that the fifth part, re the 
borrowing powers of companies, con­
tained nothing new.

A good deal of consideration was then 
given to part six, concerning the licensing 
and registration of extra-provincial com­
panies. Letters from the deputy attor­
ney-general and the registrar of joint 
stock companies were produced, showing 
that the opinion prevailed at Victoria 
that unless an existing foreign company 
obtains a license or registration on or 
before January I, such company would 
incur the penalty 01 $50 for every day it 
carried on business thereafter, under sec­
tion 123 of the act.

Mr. Galt ventured on behalf of the 
committee to challenge this opinion upon 
the following grounds :

Section 123 provides that 
less otherwise provided by any act, no 
extra-provincial company, having gain 
for its purpose and object, shall carry on 
any business within the scope of this act 
in this province unless and until it shall 
have been dulv licensed and registered 
under this act.” Manifestly every exist­
ing company was incorporated under 
one of the previous acts, and hence its 
rights were “otherwise provided for by 

l an act.”

O. BOX 157. Üpossesses
supplies on the Yukon river, Secretary 
Alger today submitted a letter, reciting 
hia action in sending Captain Ray of the 
Eighth infantry to that country to in­
vestigate the conditions, and enclosing 
copies of that officer’s report, giving the 
features which have already been pub­
lished. Secretary Alger says: “From 
these reports it will be seen that as early 
as the first of September, while en route 
up the Yukon river, Captain Ray was in 
receipt of information to the effect that 
Unless some relief was sent to the dis­
trict, starvation or at least great priva­
tion would be inevitable.

“From other sources, including dis­
patches from the chambers of commerce 
of Portland and Tacoma, which, while 
unofficial, the department believes to be 
thoroughly reliable, it was ascertained 
that since August 13 but 165 tons of pro­
visions have reached Dawson City by 
river and the boats of the two transpor­
tation companies operating thereon. It 
was also learned from three different 
sources that the population of Dawson 
City and vicinity m October of this year 
was-estimated at not less than 5,000, and 
probably much more. The population of 
Dawson City and the country tributary 
thereto, containing a large number of 
American citizens, are, reported to hâve 
insufficient food to last them during the 
Winter, and many are absolutely 
destitute. When it was ascertained 
at Dawson City, about October 1, 
that no provisions would reach the 
miners before the summer via the 
Yukon river 700 or 800 people are re­
ported to have gone 400 miles down the 
river in boats to Fort Yukon, a journey 
requiring 23 to 28 days’ travel, where it 
ils estimated that 700 tons of provisions 
are cached. The last information from 
the mining district bears date of October 
17th, when it was reported that the 
stores in Dawson City and those acces­
sible to the mining region had not a 
single pound of bacon, beans or flour, 
and the miners, who have been In the 
territory contiguous to Dawson City de­
pending on the stores there for usual 
winter supplies, found it impossible to 
purchase any provisions whatever, ex­
cept in rare instances, from friends or 
individuals, who thought they had an 
over supply, and even prices under these 
Circumstances were exorbitant and al­
most prohibitory, a 50-pound sack of 
flour selling for from $100 to $125 per 
sack. Although there are many tons of 
supplies at Fort St. Michaels, 1,770 miles 
from Dawson City, down the Yukon, it 
is impossible to get anything from there 
before next summer.

“The only possible route by which 
supplies can be transported into the 
mining district at the present season 
would be either by Chilkoot or White 
passes, through Lakes Linderman and 
Bennett and down the Lewis and Yukon 
rivers.

“From the best information obtainable 
it is believed that the use of reindeer 
will be the best means by which supplies 
can be gotten through, if at all. It is 
therefore recommended that reindeers 
be purchased in .Lapland to the number 
of 500 and permission be granted to 
bring reindeer drivers from that country. 
This is upon the information that it re­
quires much skill to manage these 
animals. It is believed that the sup­
plies taken into the country need not to 
any great extent be furnished as a 
gratuit/, but that many miners will be 
able to pay the cost of such supplies.”

ers of stock from losses by forged trans­
fers, etc., and it was shown that while
these provisions were doubtless ben­
eficial to the public or at least intended 
8o to be, they afforded no reason to a 
company for desiring to register under
the act

In concluding his remarks, Mr. Galt 
stated that in the opinion of the com­
mittee the act was unnecessary and un­
workable; nearly all of its beneficial 
privileges being already in force under 
the repealed acts, and that with the ex-

1 mIn the Tacoma Ledger of December 12 
was a highly sensational story regard­
ing the matrimonial affairs of J. Harry

Sirs : I have to say in reply to yours 
of the third instant that extra-provin­
cial companies registered under the old 
laws, will, if they wish to carry on busi­
ness within the scope of the “Com­
panies ’ Act, 1897,” after the first of 
January next, have to comply with the 
provisions of the new act. The pro­
cedure to be followed to obtain registra­
tion will be found in section 133, and 
the registration fee will be $10, unless 
the company is to be specially limited, 
in which case full fees are to be paid, 
less the amount paid on the former 
registration. The certificate of registra­
tion will have to be published m the 
Gazette and in the local newspapers as 
before. I enclose forms of power of 
attorney which need not necessarily be 
used, but every power of attornev must 
give all the powers provided for in sub­
section (d) of section 133, and also em­
power the attorney to issue and transfer 
shares of the company as provided by 
section 140.

“(b) An affidavit or statutory declara­
tion that the said company is still m 
existence and legally authorized to trans­
act business under its charter.

“(ç) A copy of the last balance sheet of 
the company and the auditor’s report, 
thereon.

“(d) A duly executed power of attor­
ney, under its common seal, empower­
ing some person therein named and re­
siding in the city or place where the 
hêad office of the company in this prov­
ince is situate, to act as its attorney and 
to sue and be sued, plead or be im­
pleaded in any court, and, generally on 
behalf of such company and within the 
province, to accept service of process 
and to receive all lawtul notices, to issue 
and transfer stock, and to do all acts and 
to execute all deeds and other instru­
ments relating to the matters within the 
scope of the power of attorney and of the 
compnny to give to its attorney, and 
such company may from time to time, 
by a new or other power of attorney, 
execute! and deposited as aforesaid, ap­
point another attorney with the prov­
ince, for the purposes aforesaid to re­
place the attorney formerly appointed.

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C. R. Hamilton.CRUELTY TO ANIMALS.
There is said to be a society for the

prevention of cruelty to animals in this 
city and its members should be more 
active. In several instances recently 
horses have been left tied to poles in the 
street for from four to eight hours. 
When the snow is falling and the weath­
er is as cold as it has been it is a shame 
to expose animals to such hardships. 
It is sometimes the case that the owners 
are in saloons and elsewhere having a 
pleasant time, while their poor animals 
are chilled to the bone and must endure 
considerable pain. It is often pure 
thoughtlessness and sometimes down­
right criminal carelessness and cruelty. 
In one case recently a reliable citizen 
stated that a horse was left standing for 
10 hours and he unfastened the animal 
so that it might return to its stable. 
There was only one regret in this act, 
and that was the thought that the stable 
door might be shut and then the horse 
would not be able to get in and would 
be in almost as bad a position as 
though he was tied to the post in the 
streets, with this differencé, that it could 
get behind some shelter until such time 
as its owner appeared. In the earlier 
history of the camp the provincial police 
were very particular about such riiatters 
and took charge of horses that remained 
tied in the street, and if the practice 
continues the city council should pass 
an ordinance fixing a penalty for such 
an act during the cold months of 
year. The least that could be done 
would be to blanket animals when they 
are left tied in the street. The society 
for the prevention of cruelty to animals 
should bestir themselves, and at least 
remonstrate with those who abuse ani­
mals in this and in other ways.

^njured in a Snowelide.
Ymir, Dec. 10.—[Special. 1—An acci­

dent happened at the Porto Rico mine 
on Tuesday when Jack Chestnut, who 
has a contract for tunneling, met with a 
considerable injury. Mr. Chestnut was 
leaving the tunnel after firing off his 
blasts when a snow slide, probably 
loosened by the concussion, struck him 
and carried him into an open ore chute, 
and but for the fact that the partitions 
of the ore box prevented the snow from 
packing, he would undoubtedly have 
been smothered. As it is he has sus­
tained a severe facial injury.

The council of the board of trade had, 

a special meeting at 4 o’clock Thursday 
afternoon in the office of J. B. McArthur 
to consider the Elgie scheme.

Elgie’s proposition requesting the as­
signment to him of the city’s water 
rights, and the reduction works feature 
did not come up for consideration. The 
council’s legal adviser, J. A. Macdonald, 
presented an opinion to the effect that 
as yet the municipality had not secured 
any water rights, and hence was not in 
a position to negotiate for their transfer. 
Acting on this advice, the council de­
cided to recommend that the city 
promptly secure its title to the surround­
ing streams, so as to be in a position to 
use them to the best interests of the
