So you want to know what I think is the 
difference between a blonde and a brunette?

Its general appear­
ance is-that of a huge boiling spring, and 
for many years its true character was not 
Buspected. Its first eruption occurred in 
1880, when it revealed itself as a stupendous 
geyser. The power of its eruptions wae 
almost incredible, sending an immense 
column of water to heights of 100 to 300 
feet, and hnriing with it rooks and boulders 
of from 1 to 100 pounds in weight. Its 
present eruption is said to be a repe 
of that of 188& It is throwing its vol 
of water 300 feet into the air, and Fire 
Hole River is reported to have risen two 
feet from its rushing floods. This is now 
conceded to be the moet powerful geyser in 
existence.
