LAURIER AT SOREL.
A Great Liberal Demonstration — The 

Leader's Speech.

Sorel, Aug. 9.—A platform erected in 
the town park here yesterday was the 
centre of an unusually large crowd, com­
posed of citizens and visitors from Mon­
treal and elsewhere, who had come to 
listen to the Hon. Mr. laurier and his 
lieutenants, upon the political topics of 
the day. The morning train had brought 
down a large number of passengers from 
Montreal and intermediate points, and 
the different boats running into Sorel 
from Berthier and parishes along the 
Richelieu river brought their due con­
tributions to the crowd. Capt. Louis 
Morasse, mayor of Sorel, presided at the 
meeting, having been called to the chair 
on motion of Philippe Beauchemin, 
president of the organization committee. 
He opened the proceedings by presenting 
an address, couched in the usual compli­
mentary terms, to Mr. Laurier, on behalf 
of the citizens. The address had been 
signed by all the members of the Sorel 
town council. Mr. Laurier replied 
briefly. Short speeches were next de­
livered by Mr. Bruneau, Aid. Beausoleil 
and Dr. Mignanlt, M. P. for Yamaska, 
after which Jos. Dauphinais, president of 
the Liberal Association, of Sorel, read an 
address to Mr. Laurier.

THE leader’s ADDRESS.

Mr. Laurier was then called upon, and 
Joseph Douphinais, president of the 
Liberal Association of Sorel, presented 
him with another address of welcome. 
When the leader arose he stood for some 
minutes unabl to utter a word. The ap­
plause was so hearty and prolonged that 
it seemed it would never stop. When he 
was allowed to proceed he expressed his 
gratitude to the Liberal Club for the 
kindly sentiments which they had em­
bodied in their address. His friend, Mr. 
Bruneau, the able and assiduous member 
for Richelieu, had asked him last winter 
to address a public meeting in Sorel, as­
suring him that if he went there he 
would have for his audience the largest 
assemblage he had ever addressed. Mr. 
Bruneau had the fault of being young — 
a fault which could, of course, be cor­
rected. Youth was prone to exaggerate, 
but in stating that he [Mr. Laurier] 
would be greeted by the largest audience 
he had ever addressed, Mr. Bruneau had 
exaggerated only a little. The assemb­
lage which he had the honor to address 
was undoubtedly one of the most im­
portant that he had ever addressed. 
[Cheers.] He was glad to meet on that 
platform, besides the young, brave and 
energetic member for Richelieu, Mr. 
Bruneau, such men as Mr. Beausoleil, 
who ably elucidated every question of 
which he treated ; Hon. Mr. Marchand, 
Dr. Mignanlt of Yamaska, F. Langelier, 
and last, but not least, Mr. Tarte. [Ap­
plause.] He was glad to meet that large 
gathering of farmers, merchants, mechan­
ics and laborers. What was the reason 
that that crowd had assembled ? Because 
their minds were troubled with unrest 
and anxiety, caused by the indecision, 
weakness and tergiversation of the Fed­
eral government in regard to a very im­
portant question. [Loud applause.] A 
session of parliament had just been held 
for a reason which neither the govern­
ment nor the friends of the government 
dared to explain. A general election 
ought to have been decided upon ; bat a 
session had been convoked instead. The 
calling of that session had been lightly, 
even joyfully, commented upoff by 
ministers, deputy ministers and the Con­
servative press at the time it was called. 
The session finished amid sadness; dis­
appointment, recrimination and accu­
sations on the part of the government’s 
friends that their solemn promise was a 
false one. [Cheers.] Why had the gov­
ernment broken its promise ? The false 
gods who constitute the government at 
Ottawa only knew. One thing was cer­
tain, and that was that the two ministers 
who went back after their three days’ 
strike had gone back to pick up the 
crumbs that fell from the government 
table, but the presence of those ministers 
in the cabinet, and any action that they 
might take would make not the slightest 
difference in the question, the present 
government would never settle the 
question. It had never intended to set­
tle it. [Applause.] They had sowed 
joy and had reaped tears. [Laughter 
and cheers.] The reason the session had 
been called was in order that legislative 
force should be given to the remedial 
order, that justice should be accorded to 
the Catholics of Manitoba. During the 
Vercheres election the bold Col. Ouimet 
spoke very strong language and made a 
dire threat, as became a soldier. [Laugh­
ter.] He called religion to his aid and 
declared before high heaven and the 
Supreme Being that if executive effect 
were not given to the remedial order by 
parliament at the session which was then 
coming on he would cut off his head — 
he would cease to be a member of the 
cabinet. Heaven had witnessed lots of 
queer things, but not many queerer 
things than the conduct of Mr. Ouimet 
in this respect. Heaven had seen Mr. 
Ouimet leave the ministry, and heaven 
had seen him go back to it after three 
day had expired. [Applause and laugh­
ter.]

CONFEDERATION ALL RIGHT.

To talk seriously, it was a fact that the 
session which had recently closed had 
been called for the purpose, as the gov­
ernment had solemnly assured the public 
at the outset of giving legal force to the 
remedial order. The situation constituted, 
he Was sorry to say, a crisis in the history 
of confederation. That was a circum­
stance of solemn moment. He had al­
ways been, and would always be, a friend 
of confederation. He had the fullest faith 
in the institutions ot our country if they 
were honestly administered. (Applause). 
Those men were the incarnation of hesi­
tancy, tergiversation and vacillation. It 
seemed as though their virility had been 
buried in the grave with Sir John Thomp­
son. Was any further proof necessary 
than the fact that a session was called to 
settle the school question, and that no at­
tempt at all at settling it was made during 
the session? Had not Mr. Ouimet, when 
in Vercheres, called on God to witness 
the declaration he made that it would be 
settled ? And had not that declaration 
been proved to be false ?

Turning to the repeated statements of 
the conservative press, especially of the 
sanctimonious portion of it, such as the 
holy Minerve, that he had been silent on 
the school question, the Liberal leader 
indulged in a little banter, which was 
greatly enjoyed by the large crowd who 
listened to him. He knew those conser­
vative-papers well, he said. They would 
be delighted, it would seem, if he said a 
word about the school question. In Que-_ 
bee these pious conservative newspapers 
were Catholics; in Ontario they were

Protestants. In Quebec the saintly 
Minerve, Sir Adolphe Caron, Mr. Ouimet 
and the Ultramontanes were listening to 
him with clubs in their hands ready to 
down him if he said a single word about 
the school question, and in Ontario Mr. 
Clarke Wallace, Sir Mackenzie Bowell and 
the Tory and Orange organs were watch 
ing him with another club, ready to strike 
him if he dared to say a word on the same 
question. (Laughter). Now, he had ex­
pressed his views on the school question 
on many occasions and in many parts of 
the Dominion. He had said over and 
over again that it was a question of fact, 
and that the federal government had a 
right to interfere, but it had never yet in- 
terferred. It had shuffled and dallied 
with the question all along. Why had it 
not interferred? He would tell them 
why, and in doing so he was speaking 
with a sense of his responsibilities as a 
public man speaking to his countrymen. 
It was because in this country Catholics 
and Protestants had each their own ideas 
on the subject of education, and that the 
ideas of each were different. He was of 
the same faith and race as those whom he 
was addressing. Catholics were in the 
minority in Canada, and also, of course» 
in parliament. Th is school question could 
not be settled by an appeal to Protestants— 
by an appeal to Catholic prejudices or by 
an. appeal to Protestant prejudices—it 
could only be settled by a statesman who 
had thé’courage to discuss the question in 
the same terms before both Catholics and 
Protestants. (Loud applause).

He had used the same language in deal­
ing with this question in Montreal, in 
Toronto, in Winnipeg, in every place, 
east and west, which he was then using in 
Sorel. Our constitution guaranteed to our 
people every right to which they could 
lay claim ; to every minority, every right 
to which it could legitimately and fairly 
lay claim. (Applause). Every reform 
that had been accomplished in Canada 
had been accomplished by Liberals, the 
Liberal Catholics of Quebec and the Lib­
eral Protestants of Ontario. (Applause). 
In support of this statement Mr. Laurier 
appealed to the patriotic memories of men 
whose names are enshrined in Canadian 
history — Nelson, Brown and Blake, the 
fathër of Hon. Edward Blake, and others. 
That race of Canadian Protestant and 
Catholic Liberals had by no means died 
out. The school question could only be 
settled by an appeal to the sentiments of 
justice which existed in the hearts of both 
Protestants and Catholics. (Applause).

ANGERS OUT, WALLACE IN.

It was a significant feet that Mr. Angers 
had stepped out of the cabinet while 
Clarke Wallace remained in it. Mr. 
Angers was in favor of separate schools, 
while Clarke Wallace was opposed to 
them. Yet why had Mr. Angers left the 
government when it had stated that it 
would restore separate schools in Mani­
toba ? Because he felt and he knew that 
the government did not mean what it said. 
(Cheers). He (Mr. Laurier) had been ac­
cused by the holy Minerve and others 
who proclaimed their ardent love of re­
ligion, when it paid them to do so, that 
hé-was a man of no religion. He did not 
boast of being very religious, but he could 
conscientiously claim that ire was as re­
ligious as Mr. Ouimet, or Sir Adolphe 
Caron, or the present editor of La Minerve 
at election times. (Applause). The state­
ment that Liberals had no religion was a 
low trick resorted for political purposes. 
Other Canadian public men had been re­
viled as he had been reviled by the Con­
servative press. Today he (Mr. Laurier) 
was denounced by the Conservative press 
as being a man devoid of religion, the day 
might come when justice would be meted 
out to him as well as it had been to Four­
nier. (Cheers). There was one thing 
which he would never do. For no reason 
whatever would he do or help to do afcy- 
thing of which his conscience, as an 
honest man, did not approve. (Applause).

Mr. Laurier quoted, amid derisive 
cheers, an article in The Montreal Gazette 
of July 29th, stating that the government 
of Canada had opened negotiations with 
the government of Manitoba with a view 
to repairing the error that had been made 
in issuing the order in council. That was 
a strange admission to make. Having 
contrasted the action of the Attorney 
General o£ Ontario, Sir Oliver Mowat, 
with the Attorney General of Quebec, 
Mr. Casgrain, in their conduct in bringing 
to justice men like McGreevy, Connolly 
and St. Louis, and spoke of the evils of 
protection. Mr. Laurier concluded by 
stating that when the Liberals got into 
power they would see that such a tariff 
was levied as would benefit the masses of 
the people, and not a few monopolists. 
From the Liberal party monopolists 
would receive no consideration, no 
quarter. (Cheers.) “I am a British sub­
ject,” he said, “and I am proud of it, but 
I frankly say that as a matter of business,
1 would rather get an American dollar 
than an English shilling for the same 
amount ot work or produce.”

Washington, August 13.—The appre 
hension at the state and navy depart­
ments over the safety of American mis­
sionaries in China, is greatly relieved 
through the receipt of several official 
despatches containing reassuring infor­
mation landing to the belief that the out­
breaks against the foreigners have ceased 
for the present af least. Minister Donby 
has secured a promise of redress for out­
rages in the past, and the future pro­
tection of American missionaries. Rear 
Admiral Carpenter, commanding the 
United States forces in China, has taken 
action looking to the relief of Americans 
in Chinese seaports by providing ade­
quate mfeans of suppressing any further 
outbreaks.

New York, August 10.—A special cable 
despatch to the World from Shanghai, 
China, says: The statement of Mies 
Mabel C. Hartford, the only American at 
Hwasang at the time of the massacre, is 
as follows : “August 1, at 7.00 a. m., I 
heard shouts. They were yells of ser­
vants, who rushed in shouting to me to 
get up, for the Vegetarians were coming, 

-tearing down the houses on the hill be­
longing to the English mission. A few 
minutes later a teacher came to my door 
and told me to run. I put on my clothes 
and rushed to the door. I was met by a 
man with a trident spear, who yelled :
* Here is a foreign woman.’ He pointed 
the spear at my chest. I twisted it to 
one side and it just grazed my ear and 
head. He threw me on the ground and 
beat me with the wooden end of the 
spear. A servant came and

THE STING WITHIN.

It is said there is a rankling thorn in 
every heart, and yet that none would 
exchange their own for that of another. 
Be that as it may, the sting arising from 
the heart of a corn is real enough, and in 
this land of tight boots a very common 
complaint also.

seriously injured. The boy vomited all 
day, but we thought it was from fright.

Mr. Phillips, of the 1 >glish mission, 
who lived in a native house some diet-* 
ance away, escaped all injury, only ar­
riving in tipie to see the bodies of the 
dead and hear the Vegetarians say :

tention to destroy the churches and to kill 
the Christians. The officials knew of 
this, but they did nothing to protect or 
even to warn the foreigners. The night 
before the massacre a native pastor in the 
city of Kucheng heard that the Vegetar­
ians were going to kill the foreighers on 
the morrow. He wrote a letter of warn­
ing to Mr. Stewart at Hwasang, but de- 
laped sending it until daylight. The 
messenger arrived half an hour too late. 
Dr. Gregory was in the city of Kucheng 
at the time, but he was not notified. The 
foreigq^rs had no . uspicion of the intend 
ed slaughter.

The Plucky Young Canadian Still Sticks 
to His Venture.

WE HAVE KILLED ALL THE FOREIGNERS.

“At first we heard that some foreign­
ers had escaped and were in hiding, but 
Mr. Stewart did not come and we feared 
the worst. Mr. Phillips went to the 
rains and found eight bodie; five not 
burned and three burned so as not to be 
recognizable.

CUT OFF.

“ The bodies were put in coffins and we 
left Hwasang for Sulko w, about four o’clock 
Friday afternoon, August 2. Herbert 
died about three hours later, just below 
Colong. We took the body in achairand 
had a coffin made for it at Sulkow. We 
reached Sulkow about 8 a.m. Saturday 
and telegraphed to Foo Chow for steam 
launch. We left Sulkow in native boats 
at 3 p.m., and on Sunday morning met a 
steam launch going towards Sulkow tak­
ing soldiers. We engaged it to tow us to 
Foo Chow. Soon afterwards we met the 
rescuing party in a launch. The party 
consisted of the United States marshal 
and two English missionaries bringing 
full supplies to the sufferers. When I 
was thrown down my teacher’s wife called 
on some Hwasang men around to save 
me. There were four. Hwasang men to 
only one Vegetarian, but they would not 
help me. She came and tried to pull me 
away as he was beating me. The Vege­
tarian kicked her. When the Vegetarian 
who beat me started down the hill to 
come to our house three others were with 
him, but these ran off after some China­
men, and so I escaped with only one per­
secutor. There were

ABOUT FIFTY VEGETARIANS,

but I only saw one, the man who attacked 
me, who shouted : ‘ Here is a foreign 
woman.’ He had a trident spear. Some 
had swords. There was at least one gun, 
for 1 heard it fired off. The natives say 
there were more. Uong, the Kucheng. or 
magistrate, came to Hwasang on Friday 
afternoon, August 2, with 100 soldiers. 
He viewed the bodies, saw the injured, 
enquired the names of all the places of 
the injuries, and made out an account. 
He did what he could to help us get off 
to Sulkow.”

Robert MeCallum, the venturesome 
young skipper who set sail from this port 
on June 13th last in a 19 foot sloop, in 
which hé hoped to successfully complete 
a passage across the Atlantic, was sighted 
and spoken last Wednesday by the Union 
line steamship, Taormina, Captain Kudep- 
hold, which arrived here yesterday morn­
ing from Rotterdam.

MeCallum reported “ all well,” and ask­
ed for his position. He was then in lati­
tude 43.10 N., longitude 52.40 W. This 
would make him about 994 miles from 
this port and 230 miles due south by east 
from Cape Race, Newfoundland. He had 
expected to make the passage across in 
forty days, but just that time had elapsed 
when spoken by the Taormina, and he 
had covered less than one-third the dis- 
ance. t

I saw Chief Officer, P. Moller, on board 
the Taormina .which was tied up at the 
Atlantic dock, South Brooklyn, yesterday, 
and he said that the appearance of the 
miniature craft so far from land created 
considerable surprise on board the steam­
ship. She was first sighted by the third 
officer, who reported an iceberg four 
points on the starboard bow. Chief offi­
cer Moller scrutinized the stranger through 
his glass and declared it to be a buoy 
adrift. He expressed his opinion to the 
captain, who ordered the vessel's course 
changed and she headed off towards the 
mysterions thing. Then it was made out 
to be the little sloop.

She was sailing on the wind at the time 
with a light breeze, heading north and 
northwest, in fine weather. The steamer 
passed near enough to speak MeCallum 
and gave him fhe information he desired, 
but those on the Taormina did not know 
until their arrival here yesterday that the 
youtnful mariner was bound eastward. 
They thought he had crossed from the 
other side and was bound for Newfound­
land. Mr Moller said the boat was badly 
worn on the outside parts and the paint 
had been nearly all washed off above the 
water line. Across the stern, concealing 
her name, was nailed a short plank, indi­
cating that she had been damaged. Mc- 
Callnm’s sole companion, a little Scotch 
terrier, ran over the deck, barkingjoyoqs- 
ly, as though delighted to see some sign 
of life on the vast expanse of water.

A STATE PRISON ROBBED.

A CHINESE MADSTONE.
It is Sàid to Have Cured Hundreds of, 
Persons Bitten by Vemonous Creatures,

Ben R. Spradley, an attache of the St. 
Louis Sanitarium, has one of the most 
carious, and what he asserts to be one of 
the most usesul and valuable of articles-' 
It is a Chinese snake stone, and there is- 
said to be but one other in the country 
Indeed the one in Mr. Spradley’s possess­
ion is but half a one, the original having 
been cut in two by Mr, Spradley, and half 
of it given to a friend. The stone looks 
like a piece of oblong cannel coal, and is 
about one-eighth of an inch in thickness, 
three-eighths of an inch wide, and half 
an inch long.

Each 
morning and evening it is taken off abc 
put into a glass of lukewarm water to re­
main a few moments, until it discharges 
the poison it has absorbed. Then, after 
the wound has been washed in a strong 
solution of salt water and again scarified, 
the stone, which in the meantime has 
been rubbed in warm ashes until dry, is 
again applied. If this treatment is kept 
up fpr nine days and the patient abstains 
during that time from spirituous liquors a 
cure is assured.

“ I secured the stone,” said Mr. Sprad­
ley, “from my father more than thirty 
years ago. He got it from James J. Parker 
the man who made it. From 1874 to 1877 
I was with the party which was putting 
through the Texas Pacific Railroad, and 
during that time cured several of the party 
who were bitten by rattlers and other 
poisonous snakes. I have frequently loan­
ed the stone to friends, and I cut the 
original in two, giving half of it to a par­
ticular friend of mine. I have not used 
the stone for some time, but I am ready 
to give a test of its merits at any time.”

Following are some excerpts from à 
written history of the stone, in the pos­
session of Mr. Spradley :

The said cap­
tain, by paying the juggler liberally, and 
agreeing not to make any for sale in 
China, obtained the recipe for making.

BURNED BY HIS OWN BREATH.

Awful Fate of a Whiskey-Soaken Alaska 
Indian Who Caught Fire.

Early one morning recently, two thieves 
broke into the yard at the state prison at 
Wethersfield, by climbing the high fence 
and then broke the lock of the stable, a 
hundred yards fiom where they entered. 
They took a span of black herses, harness­
ed them to a Surrey wagon and drove 
around inside the prison wall. They 
then cut a wire fence, drove across a field 
of cabbage and out to the main road run­
ning to Middleton and Hartford. Then 
all trace of them was lost. A big mastiff, 
the terror of Wethersfield, lay in a stall 
near the horses which were stolen and 
gave no alarm. The team belongs to the 
estate and is worth $600. It is thought 
the thieves Were discharged convicts 
owing to their familiarity with the prem­
ises and the fact that the dog did not 
molest them. The theft was committed 
without being observed by the watchman 
stationed in a tower qn the inside wall of 
the prison.

The manufacture of distilled spirits, 
locally known as hoochinoo, has been 
carried on by the natives of Alaska for a 
long period and at times during the early 
days of the Cassiar excitement it was 
freely purchased by the white miners as 
the Only liquor obtainable, owing to the 
strict enforcement of the prohibitory 
clause against the importation of liquors 
into the territory. Hoochinoo is nothing 
more nor less than raw alcohol, being 
distilled mainly from raw sugar or mo­
lasses and cornmeal. Undiluted, the stuff 
has a double proof strength, makes a 
drunk ’ come freely, and but a few swal­

lows of it will set a man howling in 
demoniac glee, and nothing but an Indian 
with his copper-lined stomach can stand 
a protracted spree on it. The Kake 
Indians probably lead all others in the 
manufacture of these spirits, and as proof 
of their knowledge in the art of making a 
double-proof article, we give the particu­
lars of the awful fete of an expert Kake 
distiller which happened recently on that 
island. It seems that the Indian, while 
engaged in the manipulation of his little 
coal oil can still, imbibed too freely of its 
ticklings, and in a drunken stupor lay 
down by his fire of cedar logs and fell 
asleep, with his face uncomfortably close 
to the flames. Through some reason, 
known only to the medical fraterniiy, gas 
accumulated in the stomach, and the 
breath of the sleeper reaching the flames, 
this alcohol gas ignited. The sleeper sud­
denly leaped to his feet with a terrifying 
scream and fell back again writhing in 
agony. The man was burning internally. 
Smoke and even flames were issuing from 
his mouth, and his agony was something 
awful. His loud screeching brought the 
members of the camp about him, who 
looked on in silent, terror-stricken awe, 
unable to do anything for his relief. The 
combustion continued until the Indian 
was literally consumed inside, and for 
some time after the spirit of life had fled

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THE CONTEST IN WESTMORLAND.

The Westmorland Tories who were 
counting on practically a walkover in 
the contest for Senator Wood’s late seat, 
have had their calculations upset by the 
nomination of Mr. Killam, M. P. P., who 
is.in the field as the Liberal candidate. 
In the general election of 1891 Mr. Wood 
had a majority of 2,148 over W. F. 
George, the Liberal nominee, and it will 
thus be seen that our friends in West­
morland have heavy odds against them. 
However, the circumstances have largely 
changed since 1891. It is not Mr. Wood, 
but Mr. Powell they have to fight this 
time, and if they are not able to secure 
a victory, they will reduce the Tory 
majority to a figure that can easily be 
wiped out entirely in the general election 
which must be held within the next few 
months.

Mr. Wood was first elected in 1882, de­
feating the late Sir Albert J. Smith. 
Originally he was a Liberal, but the pros­
pect of a subsidy for his Cape Tormentine 
railway boomed up before him, and he 
was accorded a hearty welcome to the 
Tory ranks. Mr. Wood is a wealthy 
man, and it was his pocket-book which 
attracted the Tories to him, and made 
him a desirable candidate from their 
standpoint. But Mr. Powell is not 
wealthy ; neither has he t^e personal 
characteristics which rendered Mr. Wood 
popular. Mr. Powell has, it is true, been 
elected three times to the local legis­
lature, but more by accident than other- 
wiser In the election of 1892 he merely 
squeezed in by a few votes, the result of a 
split among the French electors, "Mr. 
Killam leading him by 118 votes. In 
the Assembly Mr. Powell accomplished 
nothing. He was a smooth talker, and 
nothing more. He gave little attention 
to the details of legislation, and knew 
little about the needs of his constituents. 
He was erratic, and unstable except in 
his opposition to everything proposed by 
the government.

Mr. Powell cannot be considered a 
strong candidate in the present contest 
except in so far as he has the backing ol 
the Tory machine, the railway influence, 
etc. On the other side is Mr. Killam 
who has always had a strong hold on 
the electors of Westmorland, running 
elections under discouraging circum­
stances and unexpectedly turning up at 
the head of the poll when the chances 
were apparently against his success. Mr. 
Killam led Mr. Powell in the last elect­
ion, as we have said, by 118 votes, and 
we believe he can do it again. No man 
is better known in the county than Mr. 
Killam, and even the Moncton Times, of 
which Mr. Powell is chief proprietor, 
acknowledges that “ Mr. Killam is a man 
of much local strength and has probably 
a larger personal following in the consti­
tuency than any other of his party.”

But Mr. Killam must command the 
support of ..the electors of Westmorland 
from the cause of Liberalism which he 
represents. The Tory government at 
Ottawa is admitted to be on its last legs. 
It could scarcely survive the last session ; 
its members are quarrelling among them­
selves and only the flesh pots keep them 
together. They have" brought the 
country to a condition of strife to be re­
gretted, on the Manitoba school question. 
They tiave fooled with the matter until 
Canada is threatened with a religious 
war, and Mr. Powell appears in West­
morland as the apologist of the govern­
ment’s record in this particular. And 
then there is the black history of Tory 
dishonesty and boodling of railway and 
canal contracts sold to the highest con­
tributor to the Tory ejection fund, of 
thefts in the public works department, 
the Curran bridge steal, the Fredericton 
bride scandal, and a score of other dis­
honest deals which have aroused the 
people of Canada to indignation and a 
resolve to rid theinselves of the corrupt 
Tory combination.

We believe that Mr. Killam will make 
a strong fight for victory on Saturday 
next, and that nothing short of an im­
mense expenditure of Tory boodle will 
preverit his success. The county will 
swarm with -political orators during the 
next week, and the contest, although 
short, will no doubt be unusually lively. 
Nomination took place to day, and poll­
ing will be held next Saturday.

LOOKING FOR A CONSTITUENCY.

The announcement that Hon. G. E. 
Foster has about decided not to contest 
York county, is denied in a half-hearted 
way by the government organs, but that 
does not alter the fact. Mr. Foster wants 
to return to parliament and in the past 
few weeks he has realized the force of the 
opposition to him in this constituency. 
He left Kings because he had no prospect 
of re-election there, and he came to York 
confident that with the assistance of Mr. 
Gibson he would have an easy ran. 
However, from the day of his nomination 
here, there has been open rebellion 
against his candidature in the Tory ranks. 
All over the county prominent men who 
have hitherto yoted for Mr. Temple, are 
determined not to encourage the accession 
of an outsider into this constituency. 
They say we have always been able to 
produce our own representative men, and 
it is an insult to the people to introduce a 
tramp politician who has been kicked out 
of his own county. Mr. Foster, no doubt, 
has kept in close touch with the party 
leaders here and knows the objections 
which have been raised against him. He 
therefore is not likely to risk defeat, and 
hence bis desire to secure another con­
stituency, no matter were, so long as it can 
be depended upon to return him to par­
liament. It is said that at present he has 
his eye fixed on a sparsely settled and 
uninformed district in British Columbia, 
which might be induced to adopt the man 
without a county—the wandering carpet 
bag politician, who finds no rest for his 
weary political feet in his own province.

Mr. Foster out of the race, the Tory 
party in this county must cast about for 
another candidate, and it is stated that in 
their extremity they are thinking < ' put­
ting Mr. Temple in the field again The 
bare suggestion of such a course shews how 
hard up th£ party is for available men. 
We fancy the" old gentleman, in the ab­
sence of the long promised senatorship, 
and on condition that somebody else put 
up the money—would be quite willing to

run again, bnt his candidature would not 
be taken seriously by the rank and file of 
the Tory party. No doubt Mr. Gibson 
would be willing for Mr. Temple to run, 
for the latter has proved a useful man at 
Ottawa for the Nashwaak lord, but what 
suits Mr. Gibson does-not generally suit 
the independent electors of the county. 
The voters of York have a shrewd sus­
picion that Mr. Gibson, in politics as in 
business, is looking out for himself and 
they do not relish the idea of becoming 
mere machines to register Mr. Gibson’s 
within the meantime Mr. Foster is on 
the tramp for a constituency and Mr. 
Temple is again likely to be before this 
county as the Tory candidate.

Mr. Allen, the Liberal candidate for 
York, got a very hearty reception at the 
Canterbury picnic last week, and spoke 
effectively for an hour on the current po­
litical issues. He "received the most posi­
tive assurances of a hearty support in the 
parish when the election comes around, 
electors who have hitherto supported the 
Tory candidate, giving him pledges that 
they will assist Mr. Allen in the approach­
ing contest. Mr. Allen went to Bloom­
field to-day, and addresses the electors 
there this evening, and arrangements are 
also being made for him to speak at 
Zealand in a few davs.

There are now four vacancies in the 
House of Assembly, caused by the resig­
nations of Mr. Baird, Mr. Killam, and 
Mr. Powell, and the death of Dr. Atkin­
son. Both parties have lost two support­
ers, the opposition suffering the absence 
of two of their leading men. There is 
little left indeed of Dr. Stockton’s aggre­
gation, outside of himself and Mr. Phin- 
ney, and it will not be surprising if in 
sheer disheartenment the whole gang 
disappears before another election.

The cabinet ministers have deserted 
Ottawa and are enjoying their holidays, 
rolling around the country in magnificent 
palace cars at the expense of the rate­
payers. “ Village lawyers and country 
doctors,” observes the Toronto Telegram, 
“ who climb to cabinet rank, become alto­
gether too gorgeous to use the travelling 
facilities which are good enough for men 
in private life with more brains and 
more money than ever they will have.”

In his speech at Bras d’Or, Cape Breton, 
Tuesday, Sir Hibbert Tupper said that he 
was prepared to stand or fall by the remed­
ial policy of the Dominion government 
on the Manitoba school question. The 
impression appears to prevail in Nova 
Scotia that if Sir Hibbert contests Pictou 
on that question, he is more likely to fall 
than stand.

A young clergyman belonging to Cape 
Breton, who went to Corea, as a Presby­
terian missionary recently, is dead. He 
was engaged to be married to Miss McCul­
loch of Truro, and the lady was to have 
left home next week to join her future 
husband.

Mr. Powell is a man of good ability, 
but has poor fighting qualities. He is 
hot industrious, suffers considerably from 
an abnormally developed opinion of his 
own greatness, and makes a poor repre­
sentative for the people.

It ip announced that Lord Wolsley who 
had command of the expedition which 
put down the Northwest rebellion in 
1870, will succeed the Duke of Cambridge 
as commander in chief of the British 
army.

The British parliament opened Monday 
ahd Speaker Gully was re-elected without 
opposition. The anti-Parnellites have re­
elected Justin McCarthy, chairman of 
their organization.

The number added to the Dominion 
voters’ list by the recent revision in New 
Brunswick was 21,176, and the entire 
vote of Canada is increased to 1,353,735.

The Reporter, whose editor was assoc­
iated with Mr. Powell in the legislature, 
expresses a very poor opinion of the Tory 
candidate in Westmorland.

THE BATHURST SCHOOLS.

Protestants are Satisfied with the Pres­
ent Arrangements.

The hearing of the Batjiurst school 
matter was resumed at Bathurst, Tuesday 
before Judge Barker of the Equity Court. 
Dr. Inch, Chief Superintendent of Educa­
tion, was the first witness, and among 
other things testified that he visited 
schools in the convent building. They 
were very satisfactory so far as his obser­
vation of an hour would allow him to 
judge. tHe was very well pleased. He 
found no books but those prescribed by 
law. The intellectual character of the 
schools in the convent was equal to similar 
schools elsewhere, and in some cases 
superior. He was pleased especially with 
the order, general behavior and prompt­
ness in replying to questions. Sisters 
teach in St. John, Fredericton, Moncton 
and he thought, Shediac. There are other 
places where the trustees have rented 
buildings for school purposes. He saw 
no sign of religious instruction at the con­
vent schools. He did not think that the 
teaching of religion before and after 
regular school hours is a violation of the 
regulations or renders the schools in any 
way sectarian. The schools everywhere 
throughout the province have been and 
are used for religious, temperance and 
political meetings, and he did not think it 
his duty to interfere so long as the trus­
tees consent to it.

Trustee John E. O’Brien testified that 
he did not know of any ecclesiastical 
control exercised over the sisters as 
teachers. It is not so that by reason of 
understanding the Bible was excluded 
from the schools. The board never took 
afiy action touching the Bible, as they 
knew it was optional with the teachers 
to fipad it or not read it. Catholic prayers 
are not had in the schools daring school 
hours.

Alexander Doucett, one of the trustees, 
testified that religious instruction or 
prayers were not to his knowledge given 
in school hours, but were given before 
and after school hours with his consent. 
With reference to reading the Bible in 
the schools he had given no direction 
whatever, as that was optional with the 
teachers. As a trustee he was well 
pleased with the manner the convent 
schools were conducted.

Mrs. Bessie Bishop, wife of Henry 
Bishop, postmaster, testified she was a 
Protestant, and decidedly preferred to 
send her three daughters to the school 
taught by the sisters. Her children were 
not to her knowledge ever asked to attend 
religious instructions at the school. On 
one or two occasions her children had at­
tended a children’s service at the Ri C. 
church with her consent As a Protestant 
of the district she was not dissatisfied 
with the employment of the sisters as 
teachers, nor had she found that the re­
ligion of her children had in any way 
been interfered with by their attendance 
at the convent school.

Albert S. H. Stewart testified that of the 
Protestants in the district, about 50 per 
cent were in favor of the school system 
now in vogue in Bathurst.

Mrs. J. Ellen White was in favor of the 
present system.

The hearing of the argument will take 
place in St. John on the 24th September.

WELCOMED LIKE A KING.

Private Hayhnrat’e Grand Reception At 
Hamilton.)

With the ringing of bells, the music of 
bands, the cheers of thousands of citizens, 
and the explosion of fireworks, the 13th 
Battalion crack shots were welcomed 
home to Hamilton, Ont., from their vic­
torious trip to Bisley, Wednesday even­
ing. The steamer Modjeeka arrived 
at her dock, about 8.30 o’clock, having on 
board the Queen’s prize winner, Private 
Hayhurst, Color-Sergt. Skedden, and 
Sergt. Marris, the reception committee of 
the Hamilton City Council and the 13th 
Battalion, and a large number of Toronto 
and Hamilton citizens. At Hamilton 
Beach the steamer was saluted with a fine 
display of fireworks, and as the boat 
steamed through the piers cheers were 
given for Hayhurst and his comrades. 
An escort of a dozen steam yachts, all 
beautifully decorated, accompanied the 
Modjeska up the bay, and when the 
steamer arrived at the James street slip 
the noise from the many bands, the ring­
ing of city belie and the blowing of steam 
whistles and explosion of fire works was 
nearly deafening. At the dock a pro­
cession was formed, headed by bicyclists 
nearly all of whom had decorated)wheels ; 
then came carriages containing the aider- 
men and members of the board of trade, 
Canadian Club and representative bodies, 
the Hamilton Field Battery, 13th Bat­
talion and 13th Band, Army and Navy 
Veterans, Veterans’ Association,’ S. O. E. 
band, fife and drum bapd, and citizens on 
foot. The procession marched through 
the principal streets and then to Dundarn 
park.

The principal business houses on James 
and King streets were decorated in honor 
of the procession and in front of the City 
Hall hung three illuminated transparen­
cies of Hayhurst, Skedden and Marrie, 
with a large banner containing the word 
“welcome,” The Gore park was brilliant­
ly lighted with gas fixtures, globes and 
illuminated lights showing “Canada For­
ever.” Members of the Canadian Club 
acted as marshals for the procession, and 
distributed 10,000 Roman candles and 
other fireworks, which were exploded 
during the march. At the Dundurn Park 
the Bisley riflemen were presented to the 
citizens by Lt. Col. Gibson, an^ short ad­
dresses were made by the acting mayor 
and others. The civic illuminated ad­
dress was presented and replied to by the 
three 13th representatives on the Bisley 
team, after which there was a band con­
cert and pyrotechnic display of fireworks. 
Everybody went in for having a general 
good time, and the weather being pleas­
ant during the evening, the reception 
was a great success. The Beach Club 
house was illuminated and bonfires burn­
ed at several points on the shore.

BESIEGED BY TRAMPS.

There was great excitement in the vil­
lage of Toronto Tuesday evening when 
the place was attacked by a crowd of 
tramps. They invaded houses, insulted 
women in cases where husbands were 
away from home, and stole everything 
they could carry away which happened 
to suit them. The crisis was reached when 
five tramps went to Scarboro railway 
station and took possession of it. The 
operator telegraphed to the next village 
for help. Meanwhile several railway 
men arrived and tried to dislodge the 
tramps. They showed fight and one 
drew a revolver and threatened to shoot 
the first man who entered the station. 
Armed with fence rails, etc., a number of 
villagers made a raid on the station and 
put the gang to flight. They ran along 
the railway track and the railway men 
prreued them with a locomotive, and 
after a lively fight two of the tramps 
were arrested.

Vincent de Paul, has fallen heir to $25,000 
through the death of an old friend in 
Holyoke, Mass.

Western Union telegraph messengers in 
New York are furnished with bicycles for 
the delivery of messages, and the plan is 
likely to be adopted in all the large cities.

The probable grain yield in Mahitoba 
is given by the government bulletin at ; 
wheat, 30,000,000 bushels ; oats, 22,000,- 
000 bushels ; barley, nearly 6,000,000 
bushels.

Sir C. H. Tupper and Hon. J. J. Cur­
ran of the Ottawa government addressed 
a Roman Catholic picnic at Little Bras 
d’Or, C. B., Tuesday and were given a 
good reception.

Pugilist James Corbett whose wife se­
cured a divorce from him a few days ago, 
on account of his attentions to Vera Stan- 
wood, was married to the latter at Ash­
bury Park, N. J., Thursday.

John F. Stairs, M. P. for Halifax, was 
married at Almonte, Ontario, Wednes­
day, to a widow named Helen Gaherty, 
niece of Mr. Rosamond, M. P. Mr. Stairs 
was a widower with several children. • -

In the Imperial House of Commons, 
Thursday, Dr. Tanner, an Irish M. P., 
created a lively scene by calling a fellow 
member a liar. He was named by the 
Speaker and suspended for one week.

The engagement is reported of H. P. 
Timmerman, the popular superintendent 
of the C.P. R., and Miss Drinkwater, of 
Montreal, daughter of Mr. Drinkwater, 
secretary of the C. P. R. Mr. Timmerman 
is a widower.

At the meeting of the Maritime Board 
of Trade at Halifax this week, Mayor 
Rebertson of St. John was elected presi­
dent and Ira Cornwall of the same city, 
secretary. The Fredericton board was 
not represented at the meeting.

Seventy alleged Nihilists were arrested 
in a restaurant at Odessa, Monday. After 
the police had raided the pi je, the keep­
er of the restaurant committed suicide. 
Thousands of leaflets advocating the Ni­
hilist doctrine, and a hand press were 
seized.

The salmon ran on the Fraser River, B. 
C., Sunday night, was the heaviest on 
record. More fish were taken from the 
river than ever before in the same period. 
A conservative estimate places the total 
catch at 750,000 fish, an average of 350 
each for 2000 boats.

Apples sold for a dollar a barrel at Tor­
onto this week, and it is said the crop is 
so plentiful in many spots in Ontario that 
they will be a drug on the market. Crop 
reports say that instead of only twenty- 
five bushels to the acre in Ontario, the 
crop is nearer forty bushels.

An official enquiry into charges against 
Police Magistrate McCulley of Chatham, 
preferred by Z. Tingly and R. H. Arm­
strong, is to be made at Chatham on 
Tuesday, 27th inst., by Geo. Gilbert, Q.C., 
who has been appointed commissioner 
for the purpose by the Governor in 
Council.

W. Hamilton Hegan, a young St. John 
man, who inherited a fortune of $25,000 
a few years ago, and has succeeded in 
spending a large portion of it, left St. John 
suddenly last week to escape some credi­
tors. He only went as far as Bangor and 
his trouble being arranged by his solicitor 
he returned Tuesday.

T. E. Babin, a well known Monctonian 
who has been in business trouble, dis­
appeared from home last week and it is 
feared he has suicided. He was last seen 
in St. John, and his wife has received a 
letter from him written on the Suspen­
sion bridge, over which he declared he 
intended throwing himself.

The reports of the Oddfellows’ grand 
lodge in session at St. Stephen this week 
showed that during the year one sub­
ordinate lodge had been organized, at 
Marysville, N. B., and lodges of Rebekahs 
at St. John (west side) and at Oxford, 
N. S. The present number of lodges is 
61, with a membership of 4,676, a net in­
crease of 115.

The Dominion Department of Agricul­
ture is in receipt of intelligence through 
the High Commissioner that the demand 
for bacon and ham in England is rapidly 
supplanting that of salt pork. English 
provision merchants admit that Canadian 
bacon is superior to American and that it 
commands a higher price, being more firm 
and more appreciated by consumers.

James Henry Scott who is working as 
an electrictian for a hotel at Ottumwa, 
Iowa, for $7 a week, has been apprised 
that he is one of three heirs to the estate 
of his father Otto Scott, a native of Ger­
many. The son ran away years ago, and 
since that time his father had become 
wealthy. The boy’s share is placed at 
over a million dollars.

The long fight between the insurance 
companies which carried policies on the 
life of Dr. W. G. Fraker and the benefici­
aries, has terminated at Kansas city, and 
the last of Fraker’s insurance has been 
paid, amounting with interest to $32,474.94. 
Dr. Fraker disappeared two years ago but 
the officers of the insurance companies do 
not believe he is dead. The United States 
courts have decided that he is, and that 
the companies can do nothing but obey 
the order of the court.

Hubbard Bush and Theodors Diersen, 
court house janitors at Louisuille, 'Ken­
tucky, have acquired sudden wealth. 
While destroying old papers Diersen not­
iced odd looking blue stamps on some of 
the papers. He [took them to a stamp 
collector, and it was discovered that they 
are what is known as St. Louis ‘bear’ 
stamps, issued in 1845-7. They are now 
very rare. St. Louis and. New York 
stamp collecting firms bid for them and 
the former got them for $5,000.

A tornado swept over Steele county, 
Minn., Tuesday, doing immense damage. 
It centered at Belle Plain, striking that 
place at five o’clock. Hailstones from 
four to six inches in diameter fell to a 
depth of four inches, breaking all glass 
fronts in the business places, all the win­
dows in the dwellings, churches and the 
city hall. Smaller buildings were un­
roofed and overturned. Horses standing 
on the streets were knocked senseless. 
The corn crop in that region is totally de- 
troyed.

John Tole, aged 46 years, died from ex­
haustion after being taken from the water 
in Quinn’s slip, St. John, Thursday morn­
ing. He was seen about Reed’s point at 
ten o’clock in the morning. Half an hour 
later some boys noticed a man walking in 
the mud* in the slip. With his shirt, 
trousers and boots on, he waded into the 
water and when he had reached the depth 
of his waist he started to swim on his 
back. After some little time he called to 
some bo vs who were near by : “ Pick me 
up, I’m drowning.” James Murray-was 
the only one who would go to the rescue 
and he managed to get the man ashore, 
but he dipd-eoon afterwards.
