Provincial General
;. Election.

WE understand that his Honor, the
Lieutenant Governor, signs an order
today dissolving the Legislature, and
it is further stated that the general
election for the Province will be held
on the 1zth of December. This is
certainly very short notice ; but the
Government are doubtless anxious to
spring the election on the:people in
the hope of obtaining a snap verdict.
This, however, is what the electorate
should not allow them to secure, The
Government certainly cannot appeal
to the people on their record, with
any hope of success; therefore, they
seek to profit by the recent victory of
the Dominion Government and, as it
were, to steal a march on the electors
before they recover from the excite-
ment incideat to the elections of last
week. Now, this is just what the
people ‘should not allow the Govern-
ment to do. Knowing the weakness
of their cause and their unpopularity
with the people, in consequence of
their mal-administration and extra-
vagance, they avail themselves of this
opportunity to bring on the efections
in the hope that the real issues before
the public may be obsgured. This
is a most unsuitable time of the year
to bring on an election, and the Gov.
ernment could have had another ses-
sion of the Legislature before dis-
solution ; consequently the present
appeal cannot be regarded as any-
thing eise than an attempt to catch
the people napping. In consequence
of the recent elections the people of
the country must be- bebind with
much of their work, anad moreover,
from this time forward the weather is
likely to be very disagreeable and the
roads will be very bad. But the
Government takes no account of these
things ; they pay po respect to the
difficulties apd inconveniences of the
people. They undertake to treat the
people as if the latter had so yights;
but were so many chattels to be at
the beck and call of the Government.
Let the people rise in their might
and give the Government to under
stand in the most empbatic mancer
that they resent this atteppt of the
Government tc insult the intelligence
of the electorate.

Result of the Elections.

THE result of the Dominion
general election held on Wednes-
day last, is the return of the Lau-
rier Government to power with a
somewhat reduced majority. Need-
less to say we are disappointed, as
we had expected the people would
have rendered a different verdict,
and we can scarcely believe the
result of the balloting is the free
and ipdependent; unbiased and
untampered with gonviction of the
great majority of the Canadian
electorate, The public issues, as
presented to the people during
the election campaign told alto-
gether against the administration
and must have emphatically con-
demned, in the opinion of reason-
ing men, the Government’s con-
duct of the trust gopfided to them,
The exposure of the Government’s
mal-administration and extravag-
ance evidently has not had the
weight with the people that was
expected, and their triumph at the
polls must, therefore be attributed
to other causes. There is teo
much reason to believe that the

somp of our United States politi-
cians would say, “fhe persuasive
power of public plunder,” has been
a very gonsiderable factor in ro-
turning the Sovernment to power.
However, they are in power for
another term, and it will cow be
the duty of the Opposition to be-
gin at onee to prepare for their
overthrow. The Conservatives
were singularly unfortunate in
the loss of their leaders. No
doubt, the Government concen-
trated thejr forces against these
and left nothing mndone fq
complish their defeat. Sir Charles
Tupper was defeated in Sydney
by nearly 506 vates; Mr. Foster
was beaten by Blair in 8t. John
by upwards of a thousand votes ;
ﬁglgb John McDonald fell in his
terrible fight agaipgbt Sifton in
Brandon ; Bergeron, Taillon, Gar-
on, Montague, Powell and Me-
Inerney and Quinn were all
defeated. In Picton, Sir Hibbert
Tupper and his colleague Mr.
Bell were elected with fair major-
ities. In Halifax, Borden, Con-
servative was eleeted ; but Mr.
Kenny, his colleague seems to be
defeated by a small majority. On
the whole Nova Scotia did very
badly for the Copservatives, and
New Brunswick not much hetter.
Our own Provinee, although af-
fording some surprises in the loss
of King’s, and the close vote in
East Quesn’s seems to hava eleot-
ed thres Conservatjyes to two
Liberals. Ontario gave a major-
ity of about twenty four Con-
servatives; but Quebec went
almost entirely Ljberal, electing
only seven or eight dons'er_va.tiyeq,
