Daring the budget debate in the 
House of Communs, Ottawa, on the 
2od. inet., Mr. Alex. Martin, M. P.

It was not my intention to take 
part in this de Date, for indeed I was 
of the opinion some days ago that it 
had already extended beyond the 
usual term of debates on this very 
important question. But, when I 
beard my learned friend trom Kings 
(Mr. J. J. Hughes) make suoh 
halting and rambling speech about 
some things which he knew very 
little about and some other things 
which were not exactly to the point,
I thought I would say a few words 
in reply to him. He commenced 
by taking about Sir MaoKenzie 
Bo well and his cabinet of some 
years ago.

An hon. Member. Ancient 
history.

Mr. A. A. Martin. Very ancient 
history. He gave us some anoient 
history which was not very true and 
some modern history which was 
not history at all. Just think of 
comparing the cabinet of Sir Mac­
kenzie Bow ell with the Liberal cab­
inet which has existed since 1896. 
Why, Sir, the men who were in the 
cabinet of Sir Mackenzie Bowell left 
a record which stands high in the 
history of this country and they 
went out of power without any one 
ever thinking of making charges 
against them suoh as have been 
made and proven against members 
of the Liberal cabinet. Then, the 
hon. gentleman (Mr. J. J. Hughes) 
referred to the balance of trade. 
Now, I believe it to be true that 
when a man knows very little about 
a thing he can talk for a long time 
about it, and the lees he knows 
about it the longer he will talk.

I hold in my hand a 
letter addressed to me by the legis­
lative council of Prince Edward 
Island on this subject. These are 
live questions. My hon, friend has 
just left his seat; I hope I did not 
drive him away, I tried to treat him 
as leniently and kindly as I possibly 
could under the circumstances and 
I thought he would try to stand 
fire. This letter refers to a matter 
in reference to which he might have 
been of some service to his pro­
vince.

One would suppose from 
listening to the bon gentleman who 
has just sat down (Mr, J. J. Hughes' 
that there is nothing wrong in the 
province of Prince Edward Island, 
that all that ie wanted is that the 
hon gentleman (Mr J J Hughes) 
should be properly looked after him

Further resolved, that this legis­
lative assembly respectfully request 
the federal government to pass such 
legislation, if necessary, as will give 
the sailing and a team tonnage equal 
rights in their proper loading tarns 
at the ooal ports in NovaSootia,

Now, this is a live question, but 
my bon ' friend (Mr J J Hughes) 
left aside all suoh questions and 
went into anoient history. There 
is nothing that he asked for Prince 
Edward Island. His speech is in 
effect : The government is doing 
just lovely. He talks about the 
Grand Trnok Pacific and the ser. 
vice it is doing. What service is it 
doing for bis own province ? Has 
he been sent up here to advocate 
the Gra/id Trunk Pacific at this 
late day ? And has he told ns of 
the increased cost of the Grand 
Trunk Pacific at this late day 7 
that it has increased ten-fold ? He 
talks about having this railway 
from the west to Moncton. He 
says, further, that the government 
are going to provide a new steamer 
for Prince Edward Island ; and be 
accounts for the increase in our 
public expenditure from $40,000,- 
000 by the fact that the govern 
ment are going to build this new 
steamer for Prince Edward Island. 
Did you ever hear - anything so 
logical as that. Mr. Speaker ? 
Mind you, this expenditure has not 
yet been made, and this new vessel 
not yet provided. And I am not 
sure that we are any nearer to hav­
ing the vessel now than wo wore 
three years ago when the late 
Minister of Marine and Fisheries 
(Mr Prefontaine) was in office. The 
whole expenditure, when it ie made, 
will be about $300,000 or $400,060. 
And suoh an expenditure which bas 
not yet been made, is used by the 
hon gentleman to aooount for an in 
crease of $60,000 600 or $70,000,000 
in our national expenditure.

Nor did the hon gentleman say 
anything about the fact that the 
Minister of Public Works (Mr. 
Pugeley") was anxious to go to Tor 
onto, which is a good Conservative 
city, and survey for a tunnel to 
serve a small island having on it 
about fourteen voters—at least, that 
is what I have beard.

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The Legislative Session 
____ a

The seven weeks Session 
of the Provincial Legislature 
came to a close, with almost 
dramatic suddenness, on Wed 
nesday last. The Leader of 
the Opposition and his follow­
ers in the House had got the 

* Government so completely 
on the run, that the Premier 
w£5 evidently completely at 
sea as to the date of proro­
gation. This was the con 
dition of things in the H°use 
up to midnight on Tuesday. 
At that stage the Leader of 
the Opposition asked if the 
business could not be finished 
on the following day. This 
came as a relief to the Gov­
ernment, and arrangements 
were at once commenced for 
winding up. It was quite 
evident that the Leader ol 
the Opposition was master of 
the House, and that the Gov­
ernment were completely at 
sea, during the last few days 
of the session. This is the 
position to which the Govern­
ment brought themselves by 
their arbitrary conduct, during 
the earlier stages of the ses 
sion. The conduct of the 
Government was contemptible 
and abject in the extreme 
Whenever they found their 
position untenable they had 
recourse to the despicable 
resort of hiding themselves 
behind their officials, their 
own employes. Of these 
they made scape goats, to 
shield themselves from the 
consequences of their politi 
cal sins. This is particularly 
true as regards the Provincial 
auditor and the assistant Pro­
vincial Secretary. The pub­
lic accounts were falsified, 
and all information regarding 
certain statements therein 
made, was refused the people’s 
representatives. When the 
public accounts committee 
was called to investigate these 
matters, the officials possess­
ing the necessary information 
were summoned ; but, on the 
advice of the Premier, they 
were not allowed to tell. If 
the accounts were not falsi­
fied ; if statements were not 
improperly entered therein, 
why refuse the information ? 
Before the end of the session 
most of these manipulations 
were laid bare, and these ex 
posures placed the Govern 
ment in such a false and un­
tenable position, that they 
were afraid even of some of 
their own supporters. Truth 
never suffers by investigation 
and the brutal conduct of the 
Speaker and the Government, 
in refusing to allow Mr. New- 
bery to be cross examined by 
the Leader of the Opposition, 
showed the Government’s 
false position in that case. 
All these matters were 
brought home to the Govern­
ment in the most forcible 
manner, by the Leader of the 
Opposition and his followers. 
The evidences of graft in 
connection with the Summer 
side Court House and Jail ; 
the expenditure of large sums 
of money without authority of 
the Legislature or Governor's 
warrent ; the evidences of 
crookedness, and squander­
ing of public money in the 
Public Works Department, 
and numerous other derelic­
tions of public duty were 
pressed home to the Govern­
ment so strongly that there 
was no chance of escape 
What was the answer ? An 
.attempt <to #tpply the closure.

This is what they had re­
course to, in the hope of 
shutting off discussion and 
preventing further exposure 
of their scandalous misman­
agement of public business. 
When the resolution to ap­
point a committee to press 
our claims on the Federal 
Government was before the 
House, the Leader of the Op­
position pointed out how this 
matter was delayed and mis­
managed by the Government, 
Instead of having the com 
mittee embrace members from 
both sides of the House, or 
men from outside the House, 
who might be eminently quali­
fied, the Government made it 
a purely partyaffair, and put 
no one on the committee ex­
cept some of themselves, and 
some of the members sup­
porting them in the House. 
Mr.- Mathiejori's-able presen­
tation of this matter and his 
exposure of the Government’s 
improper and partisan method 
of appointing the committee, 
had the effect of eliciting from 
M D. P. Irving, one of the 
Liberal members, an ex 
pression of opinion against 
the Government. He dis­
approved of the manner of 
appoint^the committee and 
considered that brofider lines 
should have been followed. 
He backed up his statements 
by voting with the Opposi­
tion when the House- divided 
on the question. All the 
other Government members 
popped up like jumping jacks, 
to support the Premier. 
There were a number of other 
questions before the House 
during the session that should 
be reviewed ; but our space 
this week will not permit of 
this. The Opposition stead­
ily gained in power as the 
session advanced and at the 
close, as we have already 
stated, had the Government 
on the run.

The Budget Debate.

$40,000 are to be borrowed. Ac­
cording to the Patriot the more 
money you can borrow the better. 
The deeper the government goes 
into debt the better for the Pro­
vince. When the Conservatives 
got that twenty thousand dollars 
a year from the Dominion Gov­
ernment in 1887, they obtained 
an increase of net revenue to the 
amount of $10,000 a year. And 
the minute of council on which 
it was based contained words of 
hope. It set forth that inasmuch 
as Public Works had been con­
structed on the mainland of Can­
ada which would not be beneficial 
to this Province, the Dominion 
Government recognizes our rights 
to a larger subsidy on that ac­
count. Upon this principle when 
large expenditures are under­
taken by the Government of Can­
ada, for which this Island will re­
ceive little or no benefit, we can 
get a quid pro quo. Has the 
government tried to obtain this ? 
No, they never got one cent on 
account of Public Works that 
have beeo-ttndertaken -throughout 
Canada in recent years.

House adjourned.

MR. MORSON’S SPEECH.

Mr. Morson took a retrospec­
tive view of the financial con­
ditions and showed that the large 
indebtedness of the province at 
the present ticqe is due to the ac 
tions of the present government, 
By calculating the interest on the 
$51,000 left as a debt by the 
Davies Government in the same 
way that the Premier has cal­
culated the interest on the balaoce 
left by the Conservatives it will 
be found that the amount would 
have been raised to $103,000 by 
the time the Conservatives left 
office in 1891. Subtracting this 
account from the $128,000 which 
was the balance when the Con­
servatives left office, it will be 
found according to the Premier’s 
method of calculation that the 
Conservatives had really added 
to the debt only $24,000 or $25,- 
000. But the Premier says the 
Conservatives drew two hundred 
thousand dollars from capital. 
The interest on that would reduce 
our subsidy by $10,000 a year. 
The Premier forgets to state that 
the Conservatives obtained ap 
additional subsidy of $20,000 a 
year for all time to come; and 
that this left $10,000 a year in 
their favor. That's bow the case 
would stand as to the Conserva­
tives, if the Premier’s method of 
calculation were adopted. When 
the Conservatives went out of 
office they left the Provinae tep 
thousand dollars a year better ofi 
than when they went into office. 
This statement cannot be success­
fully combated.

amount they had expended in the 
repair of the burned building to 
capital account. If it were right 
to charge the one amount to cap­
ital, it is also right to credit the 
other to capital account. For the 
current year the Premier antici­
pates a deficit of something over 
$7,000. But the Patriot says that 
he will show a surplus of $33,000. 
But it neglects to say that be is 
going to borrow $40,000. Why 
doesn't he borrow $100,000 more 
and show a surplus of $133,000. 
This is to be an election year and 
the Government will require a 
large amonnt of borrowed money, 
if any surplusjat all is to be shown. 
Every election year is marked by 
its own heavy deficit. They have 
the unique distinction of piling up 
the biggest deficits and imposing 
the heaviest taxes. These are the 
results of the reckless expenditure 
they have made in times when it 
was necessary for the preservation 
of their party.

Mr. Morson contrasted the capi­
tal payments of the Conservatives 
with those of the Liberals and 
showed that those of the Liberals 
were but little more than those of 
the Conservatives. He ridiculed 
the government’s capital account. 
They had put into ordinary rev­
enue this year $5,000 received 
for insurance and had charged 
the amount paid for rebuilding 
the Prince County jail to capital 
account. When they came into 
office they were pledged to make 
revenue and expenditure meet, 
and there has not been a credit 
balance shown at the end of any 
year since they came into power. 
But it is said there will be a sur­
plus next year, The Patriot 
talks of a surplus of $33,000. 
The article is misleading from the 
beginning, The Patriot editor 
must know, or ought to know, 
that of the estimated receipts

Mr. Morson resumed the 
Budget debate. He compared the 
records of the two parties and de 
dared that he could come to no 
other conclusion than that the 
affairs of this Province were not 
now conducted in the same 
straigtforward, honest and econ­
omical manner as they were when 
the Conservatives were in office. 
He briefly reviewed the facts. 
Beginning with the report of Mr- 
F, W. Hyndman, which set forth 
that when the the Davies Govern­
ment left office the liabilities of 
Jhe Province were $51,740.87, Mr. 
Morson compared the financial 
conditions of the two periods.

When the Conservatives left 
office there ivas a provincial debt 
of $128,000. This included the 
$51,000 left by the Davies. 
Administration for which Conser­
vatives were not responsible. 
That amount at interest up to the 
time the Conservatives left office 
would have amounted to $103,000. 
Therefore #1} that the Conserva­
tives were responsible for waa 
about $24,000. This was accord­
ing to the principle adopted by 
Premier Haszard. But it would 
be e»14 the Conservatives drew 
$200,000 from OIK capital at 
Ottawa. If they dyi there je RP 
doubt that the Liberals who had 
a majority in the Legislative 
Council at that time could have 
voted against the bill if they bad 
chosen to do so. But in the cir­
cumstances of the Province at 
that time the Liberals were quite 
willing that the sum of $183,000 
should be withdrawn from cap 
ital. They were unanimous for 
that. But the Government of 
that day stood out for authority 
to withdraw $250,000 —and they 
got it. Afterwards they with­
drew only $200,000. ft is to bp 
remembered that the Conservât 
ives received an average revenue 
of only $265,659. Their expendi­
tures amounted to an average of 
$275,785, so that tbair average 
deficit was little less than $10,000 
a year. The Conservatives im­
posed no taxation. But it will be 
said they collected amounts from 
the Laud Office. §o did the 
Davies Government. So did the 
Liberal Government under Pre­
mier Peters and others. In point 
of fapt the Liberals obtained 
nearly as much money from the 
Land Office as the Conservatives 

and all went into current rev­
enue, There was then no such 
thing as a so-called capital ap*- 
cout. But the Liberals, after they 
got into power, despoiled the Land 
Office. They passed an act which 
set forth that debtors to the Land 
Office should have a discount of 
12$ per cent. This was taken 
advantage of by those who were 
wealthy and coqld command the 
money. But the poor man who 
owed the Land Office got no bene­
fit whatever. At the same time 
the Royal Qapette was full of noth­
ing but precept sales. The Lib­
erals oppressed the poor man and 
gave the advantage to those who 
were well off. When the present 
Government party came into office 
in 1891, they said, “ We’ll have no 
taxation, we'll make ends meet.” 
But the first thing they did was 
to apply taxes and they have col­
lected taxes to the amount of more 
than three quarters of a million 
of dollars. The taxes have been 
getting bigger and bigger every 
year, and they have been imposed 
by the party who got into power 
waving the flag of “ no taxation,” 
and repeating the cry that there 
would be no more deficits This 
year they claim «‘Surplus. It was 
the first year they could even 
make pretence of doing so, But 
to show their surplus they took 
$5,000 insurance money, hid it 
away under casual revenues, 
placed it to the credit of current
mount—and then charged th#

Last session the Leader of the 
Opposition proposed a resolution 
with reference to the prices of 
school books. The Opposition 
have indeed done all that they 
could do to impress upon the Gov­
ernment the necessity of obtaining 
school books at the lowest possible 
prices. Mr. Morson then criticised 
at length the conduct of the Gov­
ernment in taking credit for $35,- 
000 two months before it was re­
ceived and so falsifying the ac­
counts and deceiving the people. 
He also criticised at length the 
folly of the bargain made at the 
Ottawa Conference with reference 
to increased subsidy. He regret­
ted that P. E. Island had been re­
presented at the last Conference ; 
for if our delegates had not been 
there this Province would not 
have been bound by the bargain 
arrived at. We should have got 
just as much as we have obtained. 
They could give ue no less, and we 
should gut be bound by the açts of 
the delegates present at the Con­
ference. Why did British Col­
umbia get a million dollars more 
than her share under the scale 
adepted ? British Columbia got 
the money because her represent­
atives stood out for the rights of 
their Provinae ffihej greater part 
of this session has been marked 
by a struggle on the part of the 
Opposition to obtain information 
which the Government would not 
gjve. Witnesses before the Public 
AccpupW were in­
structed not to answer the qney- 
tiona put to them. What is the 
good of a Public Accounts Com­
mittee of that kind ? The Oppo­
sition had no recourse but to put 
questions on the Order Book. For 
many of these questions the Pre­
mier has himself to blame. Mr. 
Morson then directed his attention 
to the PotneRissloner pf Public 
Works, criticizing severely the 
unbusinesslike methods and care­
less acts of his department and 
denouncing his system of Jetting 
public works and public supplies 
without public tender. He re­
ferred particularly to Mr. Hinton’s 
accounts and to the Commis­
sioner’s statement that ga no ten­
der had been received the goods 
had been obtained under the con­
tracts of the previous year. In 
point of fact the contractor of the 
previous year was the TryW 
Woolen Faotory Company, the 
head and body of which was the 
hon. the Commissioner of Agricul­
ture. Why, he asked should the 
Goinowsioner renew a contract 
which had never existed. In 1896 
Mr. Hinton had no contract with 
the Government. Yet the Com­
missioner says that the goods he 
supplied last year were supplied 
under a renewal of the old con­
tract.

After recess Mr. Morson devoted 
his mention particularly to the 
criticism of the contract end report in 
connection with the construction of 
the Prince Oounty Jail and Court 
House. He pointed out that shortly 
after the occurrence of the fire, Mr. 
H. 0. Lowe had reported the walls 
of the building to be all right, and 
had given an estimate of what the 
repairs would cost. In the 4ace of 
that report the Commissioner of Pub­
lic Works called for lenders to tear 
down the old walls and to build up 
new ones. The plans and specifi­
cations were drawn requiring that the 
walls be torn down to the spring of 
the arch of the first floor windows. 
Two tenders were received ; one from 
Schurman & Morrison. The Com 
missioner refused to bring down the 
original of these tenders and got bis 
majority to vote down a motion that 
he required to produce them. After 
ward*, he laid these tenders on- 
the table and they are now before the 
House. Mr. Lowe says, in his re­
port that the probable cost of making 
the repairs would be about $7.500 
Afterwards the words seven was 
changed to eleven. Jf Mr. Lowe 
bad made the change he could have 
easily struck out the words seven and 
written in the word eleven. Mr. 
Lowe said that the repairs should be 
Wdg tor shout $7,500 sod the cqbq-

try bas paid upwards of $14,500. 
Wby was Mr Baker instructed to 
draw plans and specifications setting 
forth that the walls should be pul’ed 
down while Mr Lowe’s report that 
the walls were petfecly sound was in 
the office of the Commissioner of 
Public Works ? Yet this was done 
and tenders were obtained. After­
wards, by private arrangement, eleven 
hundred dollars were taken off the 
amount of the contract price and tbe 
walls were allowed to stand. Mr 
Morson had been informed by com­
petent men that the saving of the 
contractors on this account was from 
$4,000 to $5,000. This would agree 
with Mr Lowe’s slatemen s that the 
repairs could be made for "$7,500 
That is a point that requires ex 
planation on tbe part of the Com­
missioner of Public Works. Almost 
double tbe amount estimated has 
been paid. Mr Lowe says : "I 
have made an examination and find 
tbe necessary work can be done for 
about $7,500.” But it cost $14,660. 
The contract required that all the 
broken stone and brick in tbe walls 
should be replaced by new ones. 
But they were instead, covered with 
cement. In a few years, tbe frost 
and rain will make this cement peel 
off, and tbe fraud will be revealed. 
Mr. Morson said also that be had 
been informed that the gutters were 
to be of lead. Tbe lead was replac­
ed by line. In a few years the gutters 
will be corroded ; and the staging 
which will be required before they 
can be replaced will alone cost, as he 
had been informed, about $600. He 
hoped that tbe Commissioner would 
be able to make satisfactory ex­
planation of the fact stated to him 
that some of the posts which were 
to have been of hard pine were re­
placed by hemlock. If that state­
ment should be correct there is an­
other slighting of tbe contract. Mr. 
P. J, Clarke, a son of the member 
from Summerside, was one of the 
contractors and the Hon. member 
himself was the witness to the con­
tract. It looks very much like a 
family compact or at least like a 
family csntract. If the Commission­
er of Public Wqrfcs çgp give an ex­
planation of the matter he ought to 
do so. Mr. Morson then directed 
his attention specifically to the fact 
that the tender of Clarke & Morrison 
was dated on the first of July, and 
that it was all written in one hand, 
except the amount, $14,456, written 
in another and different hgndi ft 
looks as if the tender had been put 
in with a blauk, and the blank after­
wards filled up. The tender of 
Messrs Schurman is all in one hand 
writing. These are tbe facts which 
anyone who examines the tenders can 
see and judge for himself.

A CRAZE FOR EXTINGUISHERS.
In 1904-6 the department had a mania 

for baying chemical fire extinguishers 
and paid $9,000 for » heavy order, of 
which 142 were sent to Quebec, and a 
large qnan tity stored in Montreal. This 
supply was forgotten, and the next 
year one Mr. Perreault waa Belling ex­
tinguishers, and the department at Que­
bec was instructed from Ottawa to buy 
from him. He bought heavily. Then 
Perrault was taken into the service, and 
the Quebec chief officer wrote that Per- 
reanlt “ has a ton of fire extinguishers 
on hand, which he would like to sell to 
the department, aa he is a poor man 
with a family. ” It is added that “ the 
late lamented minister waa Perreanlt’a 
friend and fully recognised the worthi­
ness of the said extinguishers.” So the 
goods were bought. Afterwards there 
waa a great struggle to dispose of the 
vast accumulation piled np in Montreal 
and Quebec. (Page 76.)

THE ACCTYLENE BUOY EPIDEMIC.

Since the beginning of 1906 the t*- 
partment of Marine has paid ;l>000>^ 
to the International ^arlne 81 , Com„
pany, formed T. L Wil.on, of Ottawa. 
lbiS concern makes and sells acetylene 
gas buoys, which the department has 
bought in prodigious numbers, discard 
>ng expensive and serviceable appli- 
snçeg. Commissioners Fyshe and Basin 
show plainly their belief that the de­
partment bought these goods for other 
reasons than the good of the aer- 
viee. They point out that the first 
sample was offered for test in August. 
1904. Only two months later the de­
partment decided that these gas buoys 
would now be used exclusively. No 
less than 46, costing $148,000, were im­
mediately ordered, and Wilson was al 
l°Wed to import the material free of 
duty. The Commissioner says :

“ This was a good beginning for Mr. 
Wilson and with the splendid facilities 
extended to him by tbe department he 
has not been slow to better it. It may 
seem that in taking np with the new 
idea so largely and so suddenly the de, 
partment ware acting with the
prudence required by the circumstances,

This youth unloaded so much 
goods on the agency that the department 
coaid find no ose for it, so the minister 
instructed the agent “ to try and getrjd 
of them to the best advantage."

PROGRESSIVE IDEAS.

The Commission sarcastically ob

The Commis­
sioners assert that these were ordered 
before tbe officials knew what they 
would do with them.

HOW NOT TO DO IT.

There is a long- account of proceedings 
respecting Morin shoal. The Shipping 
Federation asked fora lightship, but an 
acetylene buoy, with bell and whistle 
attachment, was bought from. T. L. 
Willson and placed on the spot. As 
the matter was urgent, Mr. Willson was 
to have the buoy ready in thirty days. 
It was delivered in four months. From 
October 9th to November 20th the 
Willson buoy was on the shoal. The 
local superintendent of buoys had re­
ported it unsuitable before it was pur­

chased. There were many complaints 
afterward, and after six weeks’ use the 
department decided to replace it with 
a lightship. A similar story is told of 
tthe handling and repairs of the Anti­
costi lightship, which cost $66,600 in 
three years, and was in hospital most 
of the time, The Commissioners say 
tt\6t this is a conspicuous case of “how
not to do it.”

R V5A80N FOR THE CRY.

Our old *riend, Merwin, does not 
figure by nam « extensively in this re­
port, but it is sh.™n tblt Chief Kngin- 
eer Anderson has .'trenuonsly protested 
against throwing efficient light-
house equipment ami replacing it with 
costly imported apparatus recommend­
ed by the department.

WALBERG IS HERE TOO.

35. A. Walberg, better known in con­
nection with the railway contracts, is
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represented by the Commissioners as 
having things much his own way with 
the Department of Marine. He secur­
ed contracts without competition for 
several steel concrete towers, three of 
them because he was the only person 
able to do the work that season. Not 
one of these was finished until the 
following year. Mr. Walberg has a 
habit of writing personally to the 
officers of the department asking con­
sideration of bis tenders. He tried to 
get into hie contracts a special allow­
ance, or royalty, on hie method of con­
struction, and secured the consent of 
all the authorities until Chief Engineer 
Anderson again interposed with the 
statement that there was no patent, and 
that the Walberg metho4 had long pre­
vailed In concrete buildings. But for 
this protest the royalty would have 
been added to the cost of the numerous 
towers which Walberg seems likely to 
build.

A Boy’s Vacation. >
A novel booklet has just been 

issued by the Grand Trunk Railway, 
entitled “What shall a boy do with 
bis Vacation ? ” The book answers 
this annual puzzle in a manner that 
should prove satisfactory alike to 
parents and boys. The idea de- 
veloped by the brochure is the estab­
lishment of boys’ camps in the wilder­
ness, where the youngsters could live 
under canvas and get a genuine bit of 
simple life, with plenty of fishing, 
swimming, rowing and other outdoor 
sports, while instruction in woodcraft 
and such nature studies make the 
camps veritable schools of the wilds, 
such as would rejoice the hearts of 
Dr, Long, President Roosevelt or 
other advocates of the simple life

The Ontario Legislature prorogued on 
Wednesday last. This is its last session ; 
a general election will be held probably 
within a conple of month».

Advices of the 16th inet., from Swift 
Current, Saskatchewan, say that about 
fifty percent of the crop was in in that dis­
trict and that the weather was ideal for 
the farmers.

The Imperial Parliament adjourned on 
the 15th until 27th inet., for the Easter 
recess. The by-elections, rendered neces 
aary by the reconstruction of the Cabinet 
by Premier Asquith, are called on in the 
mean time.

Shanghai advices of the 15th inet., say : 
—Disastrous floods are reported to have 
occurred at Hankow, in the Province of 
Hn-Peh, and it is stated that 2000 persons 
have been drowned. Seven hundred junks 
were sunk or wrecked. The floods are said 
to be due to an unexpected freshet. The 
waters caught the people unexpectedly in 
the middle of the night.

A New York paper eayt : —Tom Long­
boat Will go to. England to represent 
Canada in the 25 MU-Marathon race in 
■pile of A.A.C. opposition. In order that 
they may have in their hand» document­
ary evidence of the Indian’s parity the 
Canadian Olympic Committee asked the 
C.A.A.C., .for a report upon the Indian’s 
whole career. The report says that after 
rigidly investigating all affairs and con­
nections of the Indian, the Committee was 
unable to discover that he had profitted in 
the slightest degree in any way from ath­
letics.

Intelligence of the 18th from Fort Worth, 
Texas, says : —Clear Fork and Wait Fork 
are raging torrents and the water is the 
highest for 20 years. Heavy rains have 
added to the already swolen streams. One 
man lost his life in Clear Fork in sight of 
the citizens, who were unable to rescue 
him. People are leaving the lowlands for 
higher ground and several had narrow 
escapes from drowning. AU traffic be­
tween here and Fort Worth hai been sus­
pended, and the bridges across the Trini­
dad river are in danger of being carried 
away. The city park ia flooded and the 
power houses are surrounded by water. 
Several bridges south on the Frisco road 
have been washed away and 1700 feet of 
track washed out at Harbin.

In a collison between two railroad trains 
near Melbourne, Australia, on Monday 
night last, 41 persons were killed and 80 
injured.

At a Liberal Convention, held at Cardi­
gan Bridge, on the 16th Inat., Messrs. 
Jamea J. Johnston, Barrister, Charlotte­
town, and Charles B. Clay, Dundee, were 
nominated as the Government candidates 
for the Cardigan district.

Emile Cardinal, his wife and child, were 
drowned on Saturday last, while making 
a journey with a dog-sleigh near Artha 
baik Landing. They went through the ice 
and another man, who accompanied them, 
was able to crawl out and bring the news 
to the Landing.

Great flood» have recently been raging 
in Montana. One town hai been practi­
cally wiped ont ; herds of cattle have been 
destroyed ; miles of railroad track have 
been washed ont and a seventy-foot dam 
has been broken. The loss on the walk­
ing out of the dam alone is see down at 
#1,000,000.

The vessel experienced very heavy wea­
ther on the voyage, and in the galea Satur­
day and Sunday, 11th and 12tb, she had 
her spanker-boom, two gaffs and jib-boom 
carried away. The Mersey registers 191 
tons and is owned by A. W. Hendry, of 
Liverpool.

A lad named Henry Lessard, 11 years 
old, was in his father’s well, at Lake St. 
John, Quebec, the other day. He and his 
younger brother were playing about the 
well, and the deceased while handling a 
pole that was in the well, fell in. The 
younger brother did his best to keep him 
over water, by means of the pole, and 
shouted for help in the mean time. His 
trength failed before assistance came and 

poor Henry fell into the water and was 
drowned.

Sir Adolphe Caron, for many years a 

prominent Conservative member of the 
House of Commons, Minister of Militia in 
Sir John Macdonald’s Government, and 
later Postmaster General, died at the 
Royal Victoria Hospital, Montreal, on 
Monday last, aged 65 years. He had been 
suffering for some time from an incurable 
throat trouble and this was latterly com­
plicated with pneumonia. He was a law­
yer by profession, and kept at bis work till 
the last fatal illness.

After leading the police of Toronto and 
Pinkerton detectives a chase of thousands 
of miles, as far south as Caraou, South 
America, Captain Colin Harbottle was ar­
rested Sunday, 12th inst., at Havana.

(Continued from first page )
the resolution he ha, pr tposed would 
have the desired effect, or would 
oarry out the tenor ot bis speech 
I do not see why changing the name 
of the Intercolonial would cheapen 
the rates down to Prince Bdward 
Island, I suppose this government 
has lots of mocpy to epend, and I 
think on mature .'onsideratjon it 
ygonld involve an expenditure d * 
quarter of a million dollars to c.l'*D8e 
the name on all the care from the 
Intercolonial to the Interprovinoial 
Railway. Even when they had 
accomplished that great teat of call­
ing the Intercolonial the Interprov­
inoial Railway. I wonder what 
effect it would have on those ex: 
horbitant freight rates wniob I am 
prond to see my hon friend now 
realizes. It took him a long time to 
see them. I never beard him say a 
word of critioism on acoonnt of the 
Government in keeping these 
freights up, but now be has obtained 
new light. He has always been 
very quiet in this Hones, and I am 
proud that he is now waking np. I 
do not think he has ovevdiawn the 
picture, in fact I do not think be has 
drawn it quite so dark si it should 
be. I have some figures before me 
similar to those the hon gentleman 
lias quoted. I have a letter here 
written a year or two ago which I 
will read :

Dear Sir,—Referring to ycut let. 
1er under date of May 12, asking for 
some information called for by the 
House :

I enclos* you herewith freight 
tariffs of the P E Island Railway 
one the raaximnm general freight 
tariff in effeot prior to January 1, 
1906, and the other the maximum 
freight mileage tariff applicable after 
January 1, 1906. I also give you 
the rates on grain for export las 
winter.

The House is rather thin, but I 
am sure there are some hon mem­
bers here who will appreciate these 
figures and who will see the position 
In which the Province is placed with 
regard to freight rates. This is the 
étalement which was sent to Mr 
Pottinger by Mr Tiffin :

From Montri al to St John, 9 rente 
per 100 pounds, plus 1£ cents per 
100 pounds for elevation ; distance 
735 miles.

That is, yon could take 100 
pounds from Montreal 10 St Joon, 
a distance of 736 miles for 9 cents.

From Montreal to Sydney, 16J 
cents per 100 pounds ; distance 977 
miles.

I might add, however, that there
■would be no grain for export via 
Sydney.

In very sharp contrast to that, 
this letter quotes the rates in my 
Province :

Regular rates on g^ain in carloads 
from Tignleh to 8 J hi , 26 oani. 
per 100 pounds; distance 432 miles.

Regular rates on grrin in carloads 
from Tignish to Halifax, 23 cents 
per 100 pounds; distance 309 miles,

Regular rates on grain in carloads 
from Tignish to Sydney, 26 cents 
per 109 pounds; distance 380 miles

I want the Minister of Railways 
to take note of this. You can take 
from Montreal to St John 735 miles, 
100 ponnde for 9 oems, hot from my 
Province, from Tignish to Si, John, 
only half the diatanoH, you charge 
26 cents per 100 pounds. Those 
are yoür railway rates. D, you 
suppose that the people of that Prov­
ince do not feel the injustice under 
which they labor in having to pay 
these very exhorbitarit rates ? They 
are not only excessive; they ere 
exhorbitant, and I do cot 
think the Minister of Railways,

for years. I think it behooves him 
to do something to remove that great 
injustice. From Tignish to Halifax, 
a distance of 309 miles, the rate is 
23 cents. How fair is that to the 
Island Province? Yon pay 23 cents 
for 309 miles when yon only pay 9 
cents for over 890 miles on the In. 
teroolonial Railway, From Tignish 
to Sydney it is 26 cents for 380 
miles. I do not think that this con­
dition exists for want of bringing it 
to the attention of the Government. 
Time and time again it has been 
brought to the attention of the Gov 
ernment by the representatives in 
parliament, by the boards of trade in 
Prince Edward Island and by the 
Maritime board of trade which meets 
in Halifax, but no remedy has been 
provided. It would be useless to 
quote figures at any greater length 
here, because if these figures which 
I have quoted are not sufficient to 
convince any hon member or any 
member of the Government I think 
I might se well give itnp. I asked 
some questions In regard to this 
matter in the early part of the ses­
sion and they told me it was under 
consideration. Well, it has been 
under consideration for ten years, 
perhep twenty years, and we want 
to know how long that consideration 
is go.'0* t0 ,a8t' G've *°®e decision, 
I am glad .*“* 866 tbat 8°Bie of m7 
colleagues are here. t 4^ D0^ know 
that the question was to be i'r°Dgbt 
up for discussion today. I have 
piles of figures, but I do not think it 
is necessary to go any further be­
cause I have proved my case up to 
the hilt and I hope at last, now that 
the hon member for King’s, PEI 
(Mr Hughes) his wakened up tbat 
he will impress this matter upon the 
the Government and do what be can 
to assist us in securing the removal 
of this injustice.

Mr A A McLean (Queen’s, P E 

I),—Like my colleague I did not 
know that this matter was coming 
up this afternoon, and I am there­
fore quite unprepared to discuss it. 
It is a matter that has engaged the 
attention of the people of Prince 
Edward Island and those who deal 
with them. My colleague (Mj*,A 
Martin) has stated tbat the koh 
member for King’s (Mr Hughes) 
had wakened up to the faot that thie 
was a matter of some importance, 
because every time that the matter 
of transportation has been brought 
up in the Houae he has either ridi­
culed members on this side of the 
House coming from that Province 
or he has pointed ont to the Gov. 
ernment that it was simply a griev­
ance they were using for political 
purposes. Now, he has come ont of 
his shell and be sees, with the rest 
of the Province, tbat it is a very 
important matter and one that should 
teoeive the immediate attention of 
the hon Minister of Railways and 
Oanale (Mr Graham) and of the hon 
Minister of Marine and Fisheries 
(Mr Brodeur), Last year a com­
mission including I think, the de­
puty Minister of Railways and Can- 
alv, the depnty Minister of Marine 
and Fisheries and certain other gen­
tlemen, visited Prince Edward Is­
land, and when they went to meet 
the board of trade and other business 
men in the city of Charlottetown, 
they promised tbat the matter would 
receive the immediate attention of 
the Government. But nothing has 
been done, I want to direct the 
attention of the Minister of Rsilways 
and Canals to an answer which wae 
given to me by himself a few days 
ago in this House, and I would ask 
him to prepare the rates for trans­
portation in force on the rest of the 
Intercolonial Railway, because I take 
it that the Prince Biward Island 
Railway is still a part of the Inter­
colonial Railway, with those charged 
on freight shipped from Prince Ed­
ward Island. A return was brought 
down a few days ago showing that 
It costs 11 cents to’ take 1Q0 pounds 
of freight from Charlottetown to 
Piotou, and in the summer time it 
costs from Halifax to Pictou 20 cents. 
But when the summer boats went 
off the Iotei noloni*l Railway in­
creased the t ariff to 24 Cents per J.00 
pounds. Why is this? Why are 
the people of Prince Edward Is- 
land asked to pay 4 cents par 100

pounds more in the winter than in 
the summer? Today if yon wish to 
take 100 pounds of freight from 
Charlottetown to Halifax, yon pay 
35 cents for it when you can ship 
from Montreal to St John 100 pounds 
for 9 cents.

Just imagine that it costs for less 
than no miles from Charlottetown 
to Halifax 35 cents per roo pounds 
and for the 735 miles from Montreal 
to St John it costs only g cents per 
100 pounds. Here is a matter which 
the Minister of Railways, although he 
is new to his office, should take under 
his immediate consideration. Ac­
cording to this return which the min­
ister brought down the first class sum- 
mer and winter rata from Truro to 
Pictou is 16 cents and Truro is dis­
tant about 50 miles from Pictou and 
about roo miles from Charlottetown. 
But for the distance between Truro 
and Charlottetown you pay 27 cents 
per too pounds Then, from Am­
herst the rate is the same both sum­
mer and winter. In summer the busi­
ness for the Island via Moncton goes 
entirely by way of Pointe du Oheoe 
and when the Pointe du Chene route 
is closed it goes by Pictou. The sum- 
mer rate from Moncton to Charlotte­
town by way of Peinte da Chene is 
32 cents, and the rate from Moncton 
to Charlottetown by way of Pictou in 
the winter time, 197 miles, is enor­
mously high. When navigation 
closes at Pointe du Chene the cost 
by way of Georgetown is 52 cents per 
100 pounds to Charlottetown. Just 
imagine at this date in the history of 
transportation paying 63 cents for 100 
pounds of freight from Moncton to 
Charlottetown when you can bring 
that same 100 pounds of freight from 
Montreal to Sydney, a diitanoe of 977 
miles for 16J cents. Is that a condi 
tion of affairs which should exist ? Is 
it any wonder that the population of 
the Maritime Provinces is being de­
pleted ? Is it any wonder that the 
greater portion almost of the profit 
which the farmers of Prince Edward 
Island should have in their pockets 
(or their products, goes either into 
the government railways or the gov­
ernment steamboats. This resolution 
Hates that the government transporta- 
tion system down there should be un 
der the control of one department. 
Today it is under the control jointly 
of the Pepartment of Marine and 
Fisheries and the Pepartment of Rail 
ways, but would it make any differ 
ence who controls it when they charge 
41 cents for 100 pounds of freight for 
147 miles from Moncton to Pictou 
and 11 cents from Pictou to Char­
lottetown, making 52 cents in all ? 
Is there any yse in changing the name 
of the Intercolonial if these rftpi are 
allowed to continue in force ? What 
benefit would it be to the people to 
change the name and still charge these 
high rates ? There is not the slight­
est doubt that the Intercolonial is to 
day Charging more for freight that goes 
to Prince Edward Island, than any 
other railway in Canada. You can 
take goods for almost one-fourtb less 
from Montreal to Sydney over the 
Canadian Pacific Railway than you 
can take them from Moncton, N B , 
to Charlottetown, P.E I. Here is a 
matter which should receive the im. 
mediate attention of the gayerpipent. 
The hon. gentleman who introduced 
the resolution states that the govern 
ment system of railways should be 
considered as one entirely in the 
keeping of accounts and all other re­
spects. He does not say what the ‘all 
other respects’ are. Perhaps it might 
be beneficial to the government of 
of Canada to have the railway under 
one system for the keeping of 
accounts, but what benefit would that 
be to the people of the Province 
which the hon. gentleman (Mr. 
Hughes) represents ? In my opinion 
there is only one way in which this 
grievance can be remedied and tbat 
is by the government giving their im­
mediate attention to the building of a 
tunnel between Cape Tormentine, 
N.B., and Cape Traverse, P.E.I. 
Then we would have the fulfilment of 
the terms of the union and we 
would have one continuous haul, one 
entity as the member for Kings’s calls 
it. We would then have one railway, 
and you may call it the Interprovin­
cial or the Intercolonial, or anything 
you like so long as the people of my 
Province receive fair treatment at the 
hands of the government of Canada. 
We may be told now that the tuonel 
question has been brought up here 
from time to time for a number of 
years and that justice was not done by 
previous governments, but the time has 
come now to do something. If the 
people did not press for a settlement 
of this grievance long ago it was their 
own fault, and as a matter of fact the 
question has never been prominently 
brought before the government until 
within the last three or four years. 
And since it has been brought to their 
attentiou I understand that the offi. 
cials who went to the Island are treat­
ing the Board of Trade and the other 
gentlemen who are pressing this mat. 
ter in the Province, with almost con­

tempt. Resolutions were passed by 
the board of trade and were brought 
before these commissioners who went 
down there last summer, and notwith­
standing the fact that there was a 
short-hand report of what was said at 
that meeting by the members of the 
board of trade and by the commis­
sioners, still a contention exists as to 
what was said, and also as to what the 
resolutions were. But we have these 
resolutions here and they were read 
in the House not only by the mem­
ber for King’s but by Mr. Martin, 
the member for Queen’s, and they 
were plain and distinct, and the gov­
ernment have received copies of these 
resolutions because it was directed 
that copies should be sent to the gov 
ernment. But in this case as in al­
most every other case that has come 
before them, the government are ne­
glecting this question. I hope the 
present Minister of Railways will do 
his duty a little better than bis prede­
cessors did, and that he will at once 
take this matter into bis consideration. 
I do see the Minister of Marine and 
Fisheries in the House just now, but 
I know that when his deputy was 
down in Charlottetown a year ago 
with reference to this matter, he gave 
great promises that he would place 
the matter before the minister and be­
fore the government. But nothing 
has been done. The people of Prince 
Edward Island are under this great 
handicap which no free people should 
endure any longer. I think we have 
endured this grievance long enough, 
and it is high time that the Minister 
of Railways and Canals and the Min 
ister of Marine and Fisheries and the 
government should give this matter 
their immediate attention. They are 
attending to the wants of the treat 
west, they are looking after the build­
ing of the Transcontinental Railway, 
but they are neglecting the descend­
ants of the men who settled in 
Eastern Canada many years ago and 
hewed homes for themselves out of 
the forest, and they are sending every 
young man in the East who grows up 
to manhood away to gain his liveli­
hood in the United States or in the 
Great West where this government 
is spending millions and millions of 
dollars to develop. I say it and I 
say it advisedly that the East is ne­
glected by this government. Not only 
is that the opinion of men 
who live in the East, but 
one of the ablest journalist» in 
western Canada has endorsed that 
view, and has elated that the Gov­
ernment is negleoting the wants and 
requirements of Eastern Canada. 
And when the people of Eastern 
Canada oome here and ask the Gov­
ernment plainly and distinctly to 
meet tha;r waptÇj they arg torpid 
down and the transportation question 
in Prince Edward Island and the 
Maritime Provinces has no attention 
paid to it by the Government. So 
far as the proposal to change the 
ppme of the Intercolonial Railway is 
oonoerned, J have ypry little sym­
pathy with it, I think the Govern 
ment ppn do this without changing 
the name. If it ia not done jp a 
very short lime, the same feeling 
which exists in British Colombia to­
day with referenoe to certain matters 
engaging the attention of this Gov­
ernment may assert stself more forc­
ibly than they tbjnjp in the east.
