Just about this time the whole 
Roman Empire had been declared 
Christian by Constantine the 
Great, and as the Emperor, the 
head of the Roman army, was 
Christian, the teachings of the 
Church were much in favor in 
the camps, and many young sol­
diers became Christian. No 
doubt, one of these young officers 
took little Martin, a great favorite 
with them all, to a Christian 
church. What the boy saw and 
heard there made a deep impres­
sion upon his young heart, and, 
going home, he asked his father 
if he might be instructed in the 
Christian doctrines. Owing per­
haps to the popularity of the 
Christians just then, the father 
consented. Thus little Martin 
became what was called a cate­
chumen—that is, he learned about 
the doctrines, but was not admit­
ted to any sacrament, not even 
baptism, and with all the other 
catechumens, was obliged to leave 
the church, or place where Mass 
was said, before the more solemn 
part. The Holy Eucharist was 

uarded so carefully in those 
early days that no unbaptized 
person was allowed to see or hear 
much about it. Many persons 
foolishly put off the titne of their 
baptism, fearing they wduld be

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Parliament -Building 
Destroyed, Canada’s 
Pride Reduced to 
Ruins, Sudden and 
Fatal Conflagration.

Canada's Parliament building 
at Ottawa, the finest Gothic 
structure in America, .was de­
stroyed by fire last Thursday 
night. By the time the fire 
was brought under control, Fri­
day morning, not much beyond 
blackened walls and smouldering 
ruins were left of the magnificent 
edifice, which had been the forum 
of the peoples representatives for 
half a century. The House of 
Commons was in session when the 
conflagration started at 8.50 p.m 
By midnight hope had been 
abandoned of saving any portion 
of the wings eXfcept the Par­
liamentary library. The fire is 
believed to have been the work of 
incendiaries and General Sir Sam 
Hughes, Minister of Militia, 
issued orders to the militia, 
are on guard duty at every point 
of ingress and egress on the 
Canadian border, to exercise the 
utmost vigilance so that no per 
sons might pass without thoroughly 
accounting for themselves. Th 
Dominion police were also notified 
everywhere and the United States 
authorities were apprized of the 
occurrence at Ottawa, so that 
every effort will be made to pie- 
vent the escape of any persot s 
suspected of participation in the 
firing of the buildings. At one 
o’clock one of the walls of the 
building collapsed. Mr. W. S, 
Loggie, New Brunswick, was 
addressing the Chair, when the 
Chamber was startled by Mr. 
Glass, member for East Middlesex 
Ont. rushing in and shouting. 
“ The buildings are on fire.”

At once the startled members 
and a few membew the par­
liamentary press gallery made for 
the entrances, followed by the 
Speaker and sergeant-at-arms, 
They were astonished to find the 
corridors filled with heavy dark 
smoke and the member* barely 
had time to grab their «oats, 
indeed most of them ran for safety 
bareheaded. Fortunately there 
were few visitors in the galleries, 
or the loss of life must have been 
appalling as it was almost im­
possible for them to reach safety 
A half dozen soldiers who were in 
the publie gallery turned their 
khaki handkerchiefs in to respira­
tors, seized a couple of their com­
panions who were overcome and 
carried them down the stairway. 
They stated that they feared there 
was loss of life in this gallery as 
there Was a number of visitors 
there, and they believed they were 
overcome. They tried to locate 
them but in the black smoke and 
darkness they were unable to 
find them. Sir Robert Borden 
took command of the work of 
rescue and fire fighting but there, 
was little that could be done. At 
9.35 p. m. there was a loud deto­
nation just to the west of the 
center of the main building where 
the Commons chamber is located 
The explosion was followed by 
the lifting of the roof and a flash 
of flame high into the sky. It is 
almost certain that the conflaga- 
tionis the work of incendaries and

Haeen, Rogers, Crothers and the 
rest were all either ih the chamber 
or in their offices nearby. A few 
seconds more and the Premier 
would have been caught. When 
the word of alarm was given 
The Speaker rushed to his own 
ipartment to find Madame Sevi- 
;ny. The flames spread so fast that 
they were cut oft" and were only 
rescued by jumping into a fire­
man’s net. Several of their stafi 
were saved in the same way. Dr. 
Clarke of Red Deer reports that 
when he left the Common.1 
chamber there were still three 
members there. Dr. Clarke was 
rescued with the greatest difficulty. 
Thomas McNutt, of Saltcoates. 
had with him Dr. Cash 
member for Yorkton, whom ht 
bad carried out ii*Bi#%rin& ' Dr 
Cash was nearly ^suffocated but 
soon recovered. E. W. Nesbitt 
member for North Oxford, alst 
had a close call and he is badly 
burned and bruised. Hon. Marti i 
Burrell is very badly injured 
The skin has been burned ofi both 
cheeks and lie is suffering severly 
from shock. At 9.50 the center oi 
the main building was completely 
gutted and the west wing was a 
mass of flames. The firemen wen 
devoting their efforts to saving 
the east side which contains the 
beautiful Senate chamber and 
offices.

The fire started in the Com­
mons reading room, and in a few 
minutes that section of the build 
ing near the reading room was i 
mass of seathing flame.

Some spectacular rescues were 
made in the section of the build 
ing near where the fire started 
There were many employees in 
the restaurant at the time, and 
the lower corridors filled with 
smoke so quickly that they were 
unable to get down the stairs 
They made their way, however 
along to the southwest corner and 
reached the window looking down 
on the front. They were soon 
noticed there, and from hundreds 
arose the cry : “ Don’t jump
ladders are coming. Major General 
Sir Sam Hughes, minister oi 
militia, was in the crowd at this 
point and he too helped gallantly 
in the work of rescue. It was very 
difficult to get the men and wo­
men out here, as they were sixty 
feet above ground and there was 
not a fire escape to be seen. Fire 
Chief Graham’s men aided by 
members 'of the 77th Regiment 
and the city and Dominion police­
men, rushed ladders up. For 
time it looked m though their 
efforts would be fruitless, as the 
flames licked up the intervening 
space in no time, and soon 
threatened the room in which the 
unfortunate employes had been 
trapped. The latter remained 
cool however, and in about fifteen 
minutes ladders were run up both 
sides of the room and they were 
able to scale down. Some of the 
firemen remained in the place long 
after they had saved those inside 
and suffered severely from smoke 
One or two crashes shook the 
place as the sections of the. too: 
collapsed, but the oerner remained 
intact

The library, an octagonal build 
ing, unsurpassed for beauty on 
the American continent, was 
fortunately saved with its most 
valuable contente.

Two lady visitors of the Speak­
er and Mrs Sevigny got lost in 
the maze of corridors in the 
Speaker’s chamber and were 
overcome by the smoke.

The outer 
facing of the walls was of local 
sandstone, while the dressiuçp-

The front facade of the Com­
mons building was 572 feet in 
length and three stories in height 
The central tower was 160 feet 
in height, surrraounted by a crown 
and flags taflk The elevated 
position of the structure made it 
appear much higher, and lent to 
the imposing nature of the hand­
some building.

Ten years ago extensive ad 
dirions were made to the western 
wing by the Laurier government. 
The Commons chamber was in 
the western wing of the building, 
and the senate chamber in the 
eastern extension. The building 
was roughly oblong in form, with 
the library of parliament con­
nected by a vaulted passage to 
the centre of the block. The 
library was one of the show 
places of the dominion, holding 
on its shelves and in its vaults 
scores of thousands of books of 
all kinds, many of them of inesti­
mable value. The fire, though 
starting in the reading room im­
mediately adjoining the library, 
burned in the opposite direction. 
Hundreds of volumes which were 
stacked above the reading room 
were destroyed.

The remainder of the build­
ing was occupied by offices, press 
rooms, restaurants, etc., all of 
which were destroyed or gutted.

The first session of parliament 
in the building was that of 1866, 
the year prior to Confederation, 
the session opened on June 8, an 
the iqidst of the first “Fenian" 
invasion.
