Meaning of Words,

The word ‘‘watch” was originally used
asa term of endearment, similar to
‘““darling.”” The word ‘‘wench” formerly
‘was not used in the low and vulgar ac-
ceptation that it now is. ‘‘Damsel’”’ was
the appellation of young ladiesof quality,
and “Dame” a title of distinction.
‘“‘Knave” once signified a servant.
““Varlet” was formerly used in the same
sense as ralet, On the other hand, the
werd ‘‘compaunion,” instead of being the
honorable synonym of associate, meant
the sams as “‘fellow.” “‘Villain” was a
bondiran. ‘‘Penant,” a schoolmaster.
Many words have deteriorated, and gain-
ed a sinister meaning at first foreign to
them.
The word ‘‘cunning,” for example,
formerly meant nothing sinister or
underhanded. ‘‘Demure” is another «f
this class. It was used by earlier writers
for the insinution, which is now almost
latent in it, that the external shows of
modesty and sobriety rest on no corres-
ponding realities. ‘‘Explode” formerly
meant to drive off the stage with loud
clappings of the hands, but gradually be-
came exaggerated to its present significa-
tion. ‘‘Facetions,” too, originally meant
urbane, but now has so degenerated as
to have acquired the sense of buffoonery.
‘‘Indolence”’ originally signified freedom
from passion or pain, but now inplies a
condition of languid . non-exertion.
“‘Insolent ' was only ‘“‘unusual.” “‘Gos-
sip” was a sponsor at baptisms. A poet
1s a person who writes poetry; and, ac-
cording to the good old custom, a proser
was a person who wrote prose, and ' sim-
{»ly the antithesis of poet. The word

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WHY PLATT SHOULD BE REEVE.

In the municipal contest at present
going on, the question is frequently
asked, ‘‘Why should Platt be elected in
preference to Johnston ?” To our friends
who ask this question we will give a few
reasons why Platt is the preferable man.

4. Mr. Platt in times past has been
considered a sufficiently good man, by

5. Mr. Platt believes the present
holder of the Reeveship having reached
thetop of the municipdl ladder—the
Warden's chair—should gracefully step
aside so that the honor of representing
the town at the County Council Board
might be passed around.

6. Ths present Reeve has never ful-
filled a promise he made to the electors
at any previous nomination, and Mr.
Platt contends it is time the town was
represented by a man who will only
make pledges that will be kept.

7. And lastly, because Mr. Platt be-
lieves there is no town by-law to hinder
any ratepayer from offering for a muni-
cipal office, at the request of friends,
even though the sanction of Jehnstcn,
Campbell and the other responsibles (f)
were not asked.

These, and a hundred other ressons,
can be adyanced why Platt should be
the Reeve of Godorich fer 1883. If he
and his friends continue their canvass
without ceasing, he will sweep the field.

GETTING WELL PAID.

Ar THE public meeting on Friday,
when Mr. Johnston tried to explain
away the charge laid against him by Mr.
Platt, that the Warden had gone to
Hamilton on County business in com-
pany wict. Mr. Adamson, and had charg-
ed $8 more than the latter for the trip,
he was singularly unfortunate in his
statement. He admitted that he had
charged more than Mr. Adamson,but con-
tended that Mr. Adamson received a sal-
ary from the county, whilst he did not.
Mr Johusion, as usual, was inaccurate
in his remarks. Mr. Adamson is paid a
salary for his office services as Clerk of
the County, but if the County sends him
with the Warden, it is not expected that
his expenses will be limited and the War-
den’s expenses extended. The Warden
of the County every year receives a sal-
ary of $100,over and above his days’ pay
at Council meetings, but it seems Mr.
Johnston is anxions to charge both ways
—t6 charge in addition to mileage, and
hotel fare, a salary for the day, when al-
ready he is in receipt of $100 which the
Council pays him to recompense him for
any loss of time he may be at in the
County interest. If the Warden of a
County is to be paid by the hour for a
trip similar to that of Mr. Johnston to
Hamilton, where is the sense of paying
him $100 a year as a salary ? Again Mr.
Johnston stated he was away three
days on County business. Mr.
Johnston is out again in his accuracy,
If we remember rightly, he was only
about three hours on County business.
and was wired by Mr. Campion to go to
Toronto on another matter ; and if the
three days are charged for, there was
other than County businesa done at the
County expense. Then he made a path-
etic statement of having been taken sick,
and having a doctor’s bill to pay. Well,
some young men, when they get away
from home,are not careful in their habits,
and eat or drink something that may not
agree with them, and suffer from indi-
gestion, or stay up too Jate, etc. Bret

But we can’t for the life of us see that
because Mr.' Johnston took sick—after his
trip to Hamilton on County business,
thence to Toronto on personal business,
and to Davenport on a fool’s errand—all
at the County expense—the bowels of
compassion of the ratepayers of Gode

A LEAN RECORD.
Never,since the unfaithful servaut dug
up the talent which was buried in the
napkin, was a leaner record of a steward
ship given than wae inade by Mr. Joha-
ston on Friday evening. From the
hands of the people of Goderich he re-
ceived the reeveship last January, and
to the people, when agair soliciting their
suffrages, he surrendered the trust on
Friday night. Like the unfaithful ser-
vant of old, he returned only what he
had received from his masters—the peo-
ple—but through no effort of his had
the trust been rendered more vsluable
or added more lustre or brilliancy unto.
During his address, lengthy though it
was, credit was claimed for many things
by Mr. Johnitan, but he failed to show
that by voice or counsel he had done
anything by which Goderich had been
benefitted during the year. He failed to
show that he, during his incumbency of
the reeveship of Goderich,had done any-
thing that could not have been equally
well done by any ratepayer of the town
of Goderich. He laid great stress upon
he fact that an iron bridge was built ov-
er the Maitland, but did he dare to tell
the clestors of Goderich that he had
raised his voice during the past, two
years to further the. scheme. re
were many present in the audience who
knew that Mr. Johnston’s course in re-
gard to the erection of the iron bridge
had been one of ‘‘masterly insctivity.”
His remarks on the actions of the Town
Oouncil during the year were equally
barren. He rehashed the speech of the
Mayor, and did not improve upon the
original. On the railway question he
grew decidedly adverse, and did not
think it was feasable to construct a com-
petitive ling.  Other questions fared
equally bad, and although the speaker
grew hoarse in endeavoring to put the
best side foremost, even his friends saw
the effort was futile. He failed to show
that his stewardship had been & success-
ful one, and, although he was prolific of
promises, he gave no certain sound that
the incumbency of the office in 1883 would
be less barren of results than the records
of 1881 and 1883. When Mr. Johnsten
pointed to his past record he might as
well have pointed to a barren waste.
The town of Gederich has done much
for Mr. T. W. Johnston, but Mr. F.
W. Johnston cannot place his hand on
his heart, and point to any good thing
which he has done for the town. He
has been given positions of trust, but he
cannot point to a single instance in which
he has not made the public trust a
secondary copsideration to self. Evdy
vote polled for Mr, F. W. Johnston on
Monday next will be a voluntary sacri-
fice to the selfishness of that gentleman,
and every vote against him will be in the
interest of the town.

THE “GLOBE’ NEWSPAPER.

The Toronto Globe is a great news-
paper. Considering its constituency, it
is a more potent factor in public affairs
than any newspaper ever published. It
has a larger circulation than any other
paper in Canada, and in proportion to
our population, it has the most popular
circulation in the world. It has been,
and still is, the admiration of its friends,
and the envy of its opponents.

Just now the public mind is much ex-
ercised over recent changes ‘in the man-
agement of the Globe. Started by the
Browns in 1844, and controlled by the
family until a short time ago, the vigor
of George Brown forced the Globe into
the foremost place in the journalistic
race in Canada, and the energy, ability
and assiduity of J. Gordon Brown has
enabled it to keep the lead of all comers.
The Globe has always been on the side of
the people. Its support has been drawn
from all classes, but the rural population
has been its mainstay, and right nobly
has it deserved the public confidence.
Shoddy and sham, and a miserable im-
itation of an effete aristocracy, have re-
ceived but little encouragement from it.
George Brown himself declined knight-
hood, as well he might, for he, as editor
of the Globe, occupied a position which
any garterea court favorite might envy.

After a long connection with the Can-
adian “Thunderer,” Gordon Brown re-
tires from active service as its editorial
controller and general manager. His
life has been a busy one ; and his work
upon the Globe was earnestly and devot-
edly performed. But the paper has out-
grown his individual control ; fellow

A despicable attempt to injure its suc-
censful rival has been recently made by
the Toronto Mail. | The Toronto KEven-
ing News, a sort of dorkey engine of the
Mail,—a paper printed from Mail type,
on Mail presses, and edited by men paid
from the Mail purse,—has been used to
make a vile attack upon the alleged re-
ligious views of some of the Globe em-
ployees, and copies of the sheet contain-
ing the article, marked by heavy lines of
@ blue pencil, have been sent, as a
Christmas present, to the Presbyterian
ministers throughout Canada. Some of
the writers objet;ted to as unorthodox
have been recently in the employ of the
Mail, but that fact ‘is not stated in the
hypocritical issue of the evening reprint.
Now that Mr. John Cameron, a man of
strong religious opinions and undoubted
piety, has chosen to control the
Globe, we wonder if the Mail, which was
so ready to impute the agnosticism of
certain writers on the Globe to the entire
staff of the offending journal, will im-
pute the piety of the new manager to his
able, if not,ortho dox, assistants.

A ““ MUVING'" SPEECH.

SHAKBSPRARE wrote, ‘‘Some men are
born great, others become grest, and
others have greatness thrust wpon
them.” The bard of Avon omitted one
class of men from the list—he failed to
state that some men endeavor to thrust
themselves upon greatness. To this last
class belongs Mr. William OCampbell,
who believes himself to be possessed of
high’ administrative avility and grand
oratorical powers, and is never tired of
thrasting himeelf and his views in this
respect upon the public. The less maid
about his administrative abilitigs the
better it is for Mr. Campbell, but & word
or two on his oratorical efforts will not do
him much harm,and may open his eyesto
the fact that he never was intended for a
public speaker. A speech from Mr.
Campbell has the same effect upon a
meeting as & motion to adjourn. The
larger portion of the audience usually
put on their hats and leave. Those who
remain divide into little knots and dis-
euss the weather, the crops, the result
of the transit of Venus, and the possi-
bility of holding a meeting at which Mr.
Campbell can' be compelled to keep
quiet. The ‘‘churchyard cough” comes
into being, and sneezing is the order of
the eveming, for when Mr. Campbell
“lays himself out” for an effert in
oratory he creatss a draft—a breeze, so
to speak—and the crowd having almost
entirely disappeared, a great coolness
usually prevails. The chairman hasalways
a big contract to keep order when Mr.
Campbell has the floer, on account of the
people rushing from the ball. Some-
times the speaker takes the tramping of
feet by the people walking out for ap-
plause, and taking a fresh grip of his
subject, he nearly talks 1o death those
who remain in the hall. On Friday last
he asked thechairman to'keep the knots of
ratepayers from discussing cutside sub-
jects, so that he could continue his re-
macks. When the crowd heard Mr.
Campbell deliver himself in this wise,
there was a general stampede, and when
Mr. Campbell saw the rush, he told them
to hurry and get out so that he could
finish his speech in quiet. For the
benefit of those who left the meeting
early we might say that the chairman
managed to survive the infliction. Mr.
Campbell believes orators, like poets,
are born, not made. Mr. Campbell be-
lieves he was born an orator, and those
who have had the misfortune to listen
to him at a public meeting are sorry he
was.

A manof expediency should have a good
memory, and Mr. Johnston is a young
man of expediency. But he fooled him-
gelf badly on one of his expedients at the
Friday evening meeting. He set up the
plea that he felt impelled to offer again
for the reeveship because his two cel-
leagues in the County Council from
Goderich in 1882 were resigning, and it
would not do for him to step down, and
thus have three ‘‘green” men sent to the
County Board. A very nice contention,
and very nicely put, we admit. But al-
most in the same mouthful the gentle-
man who was anxious to be a stay and a
prop to Goderich after his colleagues had
stepped from under, stated that if Mr.
Platt had come to him and infermed him
that he was going to run for the Reeve-
ship, he (Mr. Johnston) would have al-
lowed him to take the position, and
would not have opposed him. Accord-
ing to Mr. Johnston Mr. Platt could
have had the position for the asking of it
from Mr. Johnston. Which all goes to
show that Mr. Johnston's little twister
abont not having all ‘‘green” men at the
County Board was slightly gauzy. Well.
Mr. Platt is asking to be elected Reeve
of Goderich, but he is asking the rate-
payers of Goderich, and not Mr. John-
ston. It remains to be seen whether the
ratepayers will back up Mr. Johnston’s

arrogant assumption that he carries the
Reeveship of Goderich in his breeches

He
said, “I have not becn asked hy a large
or influential body of electors to come
out as a candidate for the position. I
am out on my own hook ; I am out be-
cause T want the position. Nobody has
asked me to become a candidate. 1 am
in the field independently of everybody,
just because I want the office. ” In stat-
ing the above Mr. Campion was too can-
did by half. In municipal matters, as in
every act of polite society *‘it is ' manners
to wait until you are asked.” Nv man has
a right to endeavor to pitehfork himself
into a public position without any invi-
tation from the people. Positions of
irust should seek the man, instead of the
man seeking the position. Mr. Cam-
pion in making public the fact that he is
an office-seeker, and was endeavoring to
push himself into place, without the wish
or advice of any ratepayer in the town,
kas rather injured than improved his
chances for the second deputy reeveship.
Mr. Smith, on the other hand, is the
nominee of the vested interests and in-
telligence of all parts of the town, and
being deeply interested in the well-being
of Goderich, has thus conssnted to be-
come a candidate for the position.

Mx. JomnsTon's anxiety for the erec-
tion of a poorhouse issomething painfully
painfal, and would almost lead one to
think that his long candidature for pro-
vincial houors has warped his pocket-
book. But it is a matter of surprise to
us to hear Mr. Johmston at this, the
eleventh hour, raisea pathetic wail for a
poor-house. The House of Refuge ques-
tion is not a new one,—it is an old one
revamped by Mr. Johnsten for munici-
pal purposes. Four or five years ago the
matter was taken up and a committee
appointed to examine the Wellington and
Waterloo Houses of Refuge, and report
thereon. It was done, but nothing came
of it. Next the question was taken up
by Mr. John McMillan, Reeve of Hullett,
and now M. P. for South Huron, and
was advecated with all the power and
earnestness of that able gentleman.
Messrs Rogers of Brussels,and Campbell
of Goderich, raised their voices to assist
Mr. McMillan, but Mr. Johnston was as
mute as an oyster when the question was
on for discussion. Now, when he lacks
a catch-cry, and can show no record of
good work done, he raises as his shib-
boleth ‘‘a poor-house, a poor-house i
believing that only a popular cry will
‘‘gave his bacon.” If Mr. Platt be elect-
ed he can do as much as,if not more than,
Mr. Johnston to bring about the erec-
tion of a County House of Refuge.
