Not Yet Qut
of the Woods.

Scmie people talk as if Sir Edward
Morris had won the confidence of the
electorate at the general clection just
past, and as if he had secured a safe
working majority for his Government
in the House of Assembly. But this
is not so. The administration of Sir
Edward Morris only received a min-
ority of the votes of the electorate.
The opposition obtained over 10,000
votes more than they did, and it fol-
lows from this that the elcctorate, on
the basis of a referendum, have pass-
ed a vote of want of confidence in Sir
Edward Morris and his colleagues in
the Government. More than this, they
have defeated two of the holders of
portfolios who are also members of
the Executive, and have defeated
them under ecircumstances which are
calculated to upset the equanimity of
the Government. The -department of
Agriculture and Mines has been the
cyncsure of all eyes for the past four
yvears. The Minister of that Depart-
ment, the Hon. S. D. Blandford, -a few
months after his appointment to that
office obtained the greatest individual
vote of any candidate at the General
Election, which then took place. Hr¢
received 3,158 votes, and was of cours:
placed at the head of the poll. As
Minister of Agriculture he commenc-
ed; with the greatest expression of
confidence that any constituency had
ar that time given to a Minister whe
faced a contest in any district. He
started thus under most favourabl
auspices. But the policy and work of
hic department gave ¥ise to fierce op-
position. The reversal of the agri-
cultural policy of the Bond adminis-
tration proved a great blow to Agri-
cultural Development. The sound
and scientific foundations laid down
by the Liberal administration were
ruthlessly overturned and a policy in-
stituted which has earned the derision
of the colony. It resolved itself into
a mere system of givings-out, and the
department became a bureau of place-
men. Even three members of the
House of Assembly were enlisted in
the ranks and a bill of indemnity was
got through the Assembly, nobody
seems to know how, to clear them of
the effects of Carter's purge. Even
the Western Star Dbitterly assailed
Mr. Downey as a plademan. Even
more severe were the comments on
the extensive grabbing of timber land
which has gone on under this de-
partment, while Mr. Blandford has
been the head of it. This leads up to
the protests which were made in con-
nection with the interests in timber
land acquired by Mr. Morison. These
acts led to a request to the Governor

P s .
o1 the time for the dismissal of Mr.
Morison. Sir Edward Morris excused
Mr. Morison’s acts. But the electors
of Bonavista Bay ncither excused nor
condoned them. Both Mr. Morison
and Mr. Blandford were defeated by
overwhelming majorities. Both lost
the confidence of their constituents.
In face of this expression of want of
confidence, they are still at the head
of their respective departments. But
Sir Edward Morris is in a quandry. He
has either to find seats for them in
the House of Assembly, or find seats
for appointees who may take their
place., or betray weakness by putting
either or both in the Legislative Coun-
cil. If he opens two seats, he may
lose them, and then he will still have
two defeated ministers and only 195
members in the House of Assembly
with 17 in the oppoesition and with a
Speaker to take out of the 19 giving
him only a majority of one, which
may be converted into a minority by
the further opzning of seats. Sir Ed-
ward Morris and his colleagues are
not out of the woods yet.

Rear Admiral Fletcher, command-

irom General Aguilar, Constitutional-
ist leader, who has occupied the vicin-
ity of Tuxpan, giving assurances to
American and other extensive oil in-
terests territory that would be pro-
tected. Fletcher is under orders to
take such steps as may be necessary
to protect foreign lives and property.
Reports from Tuxpan having indicat-
»d the Constitutionalists threatened to
destroy the tanks of the British oil
interests, this led to talk of possibility
of landing marines or blug jackets
irom American battelships. Develop-
ments of situation have been awaited
with intense interest. General Agui-
lar’s message was sent in reply to
Admiral Fletcher’s demand that no
narm should come to foreigners or
their property.

He said I am governing on a con-
stitutional basis, my attitude being to
guarantee the interests of all foreign
and domestic o0il concerns, existing
in territory 1 occupy, fulfilling in this
manner the demand of civilization
and not being governed by vengeance.
Officials here think this means there
will be no troublesome complications
as a result of Aguilar's oeccupaticn
of the oil fields teritory. The. de-
struction of tanks would have en-
dangered the lives of many Ameri-
cans and other foreigners. Two
British armoured cruisers have been
ordered to the scene, but in the mean-
time the States have been asked to
guard British interests.

CALCUTTA, To-day.

Relations of a Man’s

Stature

Evidence Produced to Disprove Napo-
That Short Men

Are the More Intellectual.

lesn’s Theory

What is the height of genius? How
does its physical inches correspond
with its altitude of mind and soul?
These questions are a subject of curi-
ous inquiry with the Boston Herald.

Napoleon the Great, a short man,
surrounded himself with a staff of
short men. He did not care to look
like a pigmy among his subordinates.
Doubtless vanity contribated to his
preference for few inches. He said
of General Kleber: “He has all the
qualities and defects of a tall man.”

Napoleon would not only have
agreed with Lombroso that great men
are short men, but he went further
tpzm that; he altered the stature of
Frederick the Great, of Alexander, of
'Cae‘\:u'. to suit himself. He always
insisted that they were short men,
but the chroniclers of thelr times tell
us otherwise.

The chroniclers of Napoleon’s time
Seem to have been struck by his own
faney, for they made him as short as
they 'conveniently could. His old
friend Bourrienne wrote Napoleon’s
height as five feet two inches. Gon-
stant put it as five feet one inch. But,

after all, these were old French mea-
sures.

and Genius.

Captain Maitland’s testimony is
more to the point. It was to Captain
Maitland that Napoleon surrendered
on board the Bellerophon. Maitland
measured him and recorded the fallen
conqueror’s height as five feet seven -
inches, English. That, by the way,
is half an inch more'than the stature
of Lord Roberts.

The Test of Figures.

But the Napoleonic theory does not
bear the test of figures. Intellectual
power in its varied manifestations is
not found at its utmost strength in
small men only. It takes men as it
finds them—tall and short, thin and
plump—and it seems to rather like
height. {

Greatest Thmg in the World.

Love suffereth long, and is kind;
Love envieth not;
Love vaunteth not itself, is not puffed up,

Doth not behave itself unseemly,

Seeketh not her own,
Is not easily provoked,
Thinketh no evil;
Rejoiceth not in iniquity, but rejoiceth in
the truth;
Beareth all things, believeth all things,
hopeth all htings, endureth all things.
—St. Paul.

Everyone has asked himself the
great question of antiquity as of the
modern world: What is the summum
bonum—the supreme God? You have
life before you. Once only you can
live it. What is the noblest object of
desire, the supreme gift to covet?

We have been accustomed to be
told that the greatest thing in the
religious world is Truth. That great
word has been the keynote for cen-
turies of the popular religion, and we
have easily learned to look upon it as
the greatest thing in the world. Well,
we are wrong. If we have been told
that, we may miss the mark. I have
taken you, in the chapter which I have
just read, to Christianity at its
source ; and there we have seen, “The
greatest of these is love.” It is not
an oversight.

Paul was speaking of faith just a
moment before. He says, “If I have
all faith, so that I can remove moun-
tains, and have not love, I am noth-
ing.” So far from forgetting he de-
liberately econtrasts them, “Now
abideth Faith, Hope, Love,” and with-
out a moment’s hesitation the decis-
ion falls, “the greatest of these is
Love.” Nor is this letter to the Cor-

inthians peculiar in singling out love
as the summum bonum. The master-
pieces of Christianity are agreed
about it. Peter says “Above all things
have fervent love among yourselves.”
Above all things. And John goes far-
ther, “God is love.”” And you remem-
ber the profound remark which Paul
makes elsewhere, “Love is the fulfill-
ing of the law.” If you love, you will
unconsciously fulfil the whole law.
Take any of the Commandments.
“Thou shalt have no other gods be-
fore Me.” If a man love God, you
will not require to tell him that.
“Take not His name in vain.” Would

he ever dream of taking His name in

vain if he loved Him? “Remember

the Sabbath day to keep it holy.”

Would he not be too glad to have one

day in seven to dedicate more exclus-

ively to the object of his affection?

Love would fulfil all these laws re-

garding God. And so, if he loved Man,

you would never think of telling him

to honour his father and mother. He

could not do anything else. It would

be preposterous to tell him not to kill.

You would only insult him if you sug-

gested that he should not steal—how

could he steal from those he loved?

And you would never dream of urging

him not to covet what his neighbours

had. He would rather they possessed

it than himself. In this way “Love is

the fulfilling of the law.” It is the

rule for fulfilling all rules, the new

commandment for keeping all the

commandments, Christ’s one secret of

the Christian life.

“Rattle his bones over the. stones

{'A poor old pauper who ‘nobody owns.”

A sad scene was. enacted at Harbor'
Grace to-day, when all that was mor-
tal “of pcor ‘old Jim and Anastatia
Brien, was conveyed to the R./ C.
Cemetery, there to await the sound
of the last trump that shall call both
potentate and pauper to answer for
the deeds done in the body.

The _tragic circumstances  sur-
rounding their demise are of such a
horrifying nature, that they make
just one more black chapter in the
history of Harbor Grace. That they
literally died of starvation and ex-
posure in a. Christian community is
only too true, and amid such  eir-
cumstances as would make the stout-
est heart feel sick. The story as told
by an eye-witness is as follows:
Cn Tuesday, about 12 o'clock, Bert-
ram Gordon went to the railway sta-
tion and asked Mr. Ford to telephone
to the police station that he feared
the old couple were either very ill
or dead, as his mother who had been
trying to gain admittance to their
house could not get any response.
Constable Dooley was despatched,
and he found things just as outlined
above. “He was shortly joined by
Bert and Mrs. Gordon, Patk. O’Neil
and T. G. Ford, who on looking
through a window saw a naked leg
protruding from under. a Dbedstead.
Dr. Strapp, who was just driving
by was called and on opening the
back dcor of the hovel (I had almost
said house), a horrible sight present-
ed itself to.them. Stretched on the
back-house floor partially naked was
the dead body of poor old- Jim. He
had apparently been dead for hours.
On going into the room where they
had seen the naked leg through the
window; they found his sister, Ana-
statig, under what one time had been
a bed, breathing her: last. Tenderly
they picked her up and placed her on
the bed covering ‘her with whatever
they could find, as bed clothes there
were practically none. She must
have fallen through the old bedstead
in her death throes and perhaps had
had lain there for hours in the cold.
The doctor seeing her’ condition had
the priest telephoned for, and shortly
after . his arrival to administer the
last rites she passed away.

That they perished from hunger
and cold is only too true, as there
was nothing in the house to warrant
any other theory. The house was in
a condition beyond description,. and
the stench pervading it was sickening.

Mrs. Gorden did all in her power
to keep them and reported their con-
diticn to those whom, in her opinion,
ought to know, but apparently no
steps were taken to enquire into
their condition. They were both old
and e¢ccentric and should have been
sent to the Poor Asylum years ago.

There are yet two or three similar
cases in our midst, which if not look-
€d after right away may have the
same tragic ending.
