SAILORS’ AND
SOLDIERS’ CLUB.

Yesterday afternoon this

Club was opened, and the

rooms handed over to re-

presentatives of the Ser-
vices, in a pleasing ceremony, . of
which we give a full account else-
where. We are asked to state that
the furniture and fixtures of the rooms-
have been made locally by the follow-
ing firms: The Pope Furniture Com-
pany, 120 arm chairs and stools; Cal-
lahan and Glass, reading table, rounds
tables, screens and refreshment count-
er; Howlett and Armstrong, tables for
gamos, writing-desks and fixtures. The
whole of this wbrk has been carried
out in mission style, and the excel-
lenee of the workmanship reflects
much credit upon the firms mentioned.
We do not need to be told that the
Club is the result of the Ladies’ en-
terprise: the appearance of the rooms
is undeniable evidence of feminine
taste. The furniture, admirably
chosen for its purpose, is so arranged
that every available inch of space is
utilised without any suggestion of
overcrowding. A large double read-
ing and writing table runs down the
middle of the room, while round tables
and comfortable chairs are placed
around the sides. At the western end
the refreshment bar is screened oif
from the rest of the room. The prevail-
ing color is dark green, and the whole
effect is a very pleasant one which
must be s€en to be appreciated. Every-
thing that could be foreseen for their
comfort and vonvenience of the men
has been provided, and in a most
tastefu] manner. We compliment the
Ladies’ Committee, and congratulate
the men on their ew acquisition.

The Dust Nuisance.

This subjéct recurs &S a

source of discussion regu-

larly each year with the

advent of summer and
dry weather. Yesterday we published
a timely letter which made particular
reference to the Waterford Bridge
Road, the direct thoroughfare from
the city to Bowring Park. Having
ourselves frequently traversed it of
late, we can vouch for the truth of
‘Anti-Dusts’ ‘remarks. It is not often
necessary to draw attention to the
state of our country roads in this re-
spect, that of the. city streets prpvid-
ing in any case quite sufficient matter
for comment, but this road is an ex-
ception. It leads to our principal and
most valued recreation ground; it is
much frequented on holidays and.Sun-
Gays; and, most of all, it is easily the
worst offender we have seen.

We do not make these observations
in a spirit of captious criticism, for we
appreciate the difficulties of dealing
adequately with the problem. More-
over, we know that in this instance
the nature of the road itself is largely
to blame. Its structure is very faulty.
In many cases it slopes with the
declivity zlong which it runs, and for
2 great part of its length it sta'ud;s be-
tween deep ditches falling away on
either side. Roads of this sort are in-
variably muddy. The traffic over them
is compelled to follow a narrow track
which quickly becomes worn and full
of ruts; oi this the autumn gives
abundant, we might say liquid, evi-
c¢ence. “So that this particular thor-

expense should not be entertained. In
the first place, it may be doubted if
this would be really more expensive
than the present watering system,
which is quite inadequate. One appli-
cation of oil should suffice for half
the summer, or in some places for the
whole of it. In the second place, the
health® of the city is gravely imperill-
ed, to safeguard which no expense
should be spared. Besides preventing
germs from flying around broadcast,
the oil, we believe, is an admirable
disinfectant. While we give the full-
est credit to the Commission for their
work in removing one of the primary
causes of disease, by thoroughly
cleaning many of our worst streets, we
recommend this matter to the new
Council as one of the first and most
pressing to demand their notice and
action.

We learn that the offering taken up
at the Dedicatory Services of the
Cochrane Street Methodist Centennial
Church on Sunday amounted to the
splendid sum of ten thousand 'four
hundred dollars. So generous a re-
sponse from the congregation must be
very gratifying indeed to the Church
officials. Assured of such support as
this, they will feel less the weight of
the heavy debt that must necessarily
be borne for some years.

The official difinition of the qualifi-
cations necessary to entitle citizens to
vote next week is given elsewhere; it
has been prepared by the Attorney
General. It will be seen that the fran-
chise is a very wide one, permitting
the casting of a large vote. Subject
to the rules of residence and sex, any-
cne who has occupied a dwelling-
house for a year prior to the election,
or who has paid any recognized muni-
cipal tax, will be entitled to vote. This
fhould remove any doubt on the sub-
ject. We understand that many names
were omitted from the Voters’ List
which should be included in it. If this
is so, thg owners should themselves
see that the omission is repaired. They
may do this on Polling Day, by having
themselves registered on the Supple-
mental Lists. It is not merely the
privilege, but the duty of every man
who is. qualified to cast his vote on
Thursday week.

The sec-
ond recolution cited that confusion
and discouragement had resulted from
the present) methods of recruiting,
which entailed a waste of time and
money, and the withdrawal of men
needed in industries, causing dis'c-
cation, and called on the federal gov-
ernment to register all men of .nili-
tary age, and to give badges to all re-
guired in home industries, including
women, and also to“/the physically un-
fit and to thoroughly organize TFesour-
ces of the country. The third resclu-
ition expressed the gratitude of tae
women of Canada to the soldiers at
the ff‘ont, a copy to be sent to Gener-
al Sir Julian Byng, commanding the
Canadian forces.

A voter must be a male British sub-
ject of the age of 21 years and up-

wards.

He must have t'es:ded gpr one year
next preceding the election within
the, limits of the town of St. John's as
cdefined in the St. John’s Municipal
Act, 1902 "

Bemg qualified as above, he may
vote if he

(1) Has occupied a dwelling hcuse

within the above limit for the
above period; or if he

(2) Has been liab¥e to and actucliy

paid rates or assessments to the
St. John’s Municipal Council as
(a) Ground landlord, or
{b) Owner, lessee or occupier
of any lands, tenemcnts,
buildings or any interest
therein, or
Any other taxes under the
St. John’s Municipal Act,
_ 1902, or any former Act re-
lating to the Municipal af-
fairs of St. John’s.

The mere fact of the purchase of
Coal upon which a revenue has been
paid to the Customs does not in itself
qualify the purchaser to vote.

‘The New Charter.

Fiditor Evening Telegram.

Dear Sir,—The announcement made
by the members of the Board already
published states shortly their attitude
in respect to the Charter. !

The question has been asked, “If 1

vote for the members of the' Board

will I be endorsing the Charter? The
answer is “No.” And any statement
made to the contrary is only intended
to deceive the electorate.

The members of the Board theni-
selves arc not in entire: accordance in
respect to all the sections of the Char-
ter. .
There are several which I am going
to try to get altered, and other mem-
bers have similar designs on other
sections.

The Board was commissioned to
prepare a Charter, and has submitted
to the Legislature the finding of the
mezjority in the shape of a Bill, and
also several minority reports.

In the ordinary course of events the
Legislatuire, through a Committee, or
by the usual procedure, would debate
the matter of each section, and it is to
be presumed that the decision would
1epresent the will of the majority.

The Government, however, deciced
to do more than this in order that a
correct conclusion should be arrived
at, and accordingly submitted it to a
(Committee of Citizens for their criti-
cism.*

It must be recognised that it is im-
vossible for all to be of one mind on
every seciion. For instance:

(1) Owners of houses will naturally
object to being made responsible for
all the taxes.

(2) Ground landlords, whether re-
sident 'or absentee, will not approve
of the clauses dealing with Lease-
holds.

(3) Many people will think that the
powers given to the Council to remedy
the housing problem are altogether
too large. ’

(4) The people who do not want to
pay any taxes will think the provi-
zions for collecting taxes too severe.
"hose wino always pay regularly will
think them: not strict enough. It is
therefore evident that you cannot
please everybody.

The members of the Board have en-
deavoured to settle all these knotty
points by one and the same method.
They have asked, “What is right and
just? ‘What is best for the City as a
whole? and have formed their dedi-
¢ion upon the reply, so far as they
could determine it.

I am of opinion that the Citizen’s
Committee and the Legislature will
arrive i‘ery nearly at the same con-
clusions as the Board has done in re-
gard to the Charter. In any case it
is in their hands, and voting for or
against the Board will have no effect
apon the issue..

The Board has had no opportunity
yvet to explain the Charter, and 1 am
confident that when it is understood it
will be approved. I have noticed that
nearly all the criticisms that have
been levelled at it are from individual
:'md selfish view points, while the
Charter was designed for the City as
2 whole, and it is as a whole we must
learn to regard the City, if it is to be
made a pleasant place to live in and
one that we can be proud of.
