ON THE FRANCO-BELGIAN FRONT

LONDON, March 1.

In a statement in the House of
Commons to-day dealing with recent
happenings on the. Franco-Belgian
front, H. W. Forrester, Secretary of
the Foreign Office, said that until the
last few days British operations had
been confined to minor attacks. In
these he said heavy losses had been
inflicted upon the Germans, more
than 3,000 prisoners taken and ground
gained. During the past few days,
continued Forrester, as a result of
continuous pressure on the Ancre
front the enemy had retired on a front
of twelve miles giving the British
possession of ten villages and sever-
al positions to which the Germans
hitherto clung with the utmost deter-
mination. Up to the present the Ger-
mans had impressed upon their
troops the necessity of defending these
positions and fighting to the very end.
. In view of these instructions, he said,
their withdrawal cannot but have an
unfavorable effect upon the enemy
troops and upon the German people
when they became known. At the
same time it is probable the enemy
is retiring not only defensive
manner, but with the object of saving
his strength for a great blow on one
or other of the Allied fronts.

must yield first place of interest to
the momentous issue that has at last
descended upon the United States.
Truth is stranger than fiction. The
plot itself concocted in Germany to
embroil America in a conflict with
Mexico and Japan and its sudden re-
velation by President Wilson before
the dying session of Congress, which
it will probably electrify into action
and a prolonged life, might have been
said, before we knew them as facts,
to belong properly to the realms of a
Pemberton novel or a sensational
‘movie’ seeking an original plot,
There may be some speculation over
the President’s exact motive in -pre-
serving silence so long, but it is ob-
vious that the policy has had some
advantages. Pacifists of every degree
have had the time and opportunity to
declare themselves, and the country
to see who they are. It was illumin-
ating to hear Mann, the Republican
leader in the House, pronounce himself
flatly against war on any pretext; it
will now be interesting to observe his
opinion and that of others of his ilk
in the light of the new development.
The tremendous ‘volte face’ that is al-
ready discernible in the action of
Congress, will greatly strengthen the
hands of the President and of true
Americans. It is natural, too, that
Mr. Wilson should insist on having
authority for stronger measures than
the defensive arming of merchantmen.
The country is in for war, not for
amateur target practice at sub-
marines.

The reception of the news by Ber-
lin and Germany generally of the now
unavoidable entry of the United States
is significant, for it displays striking-
ly the crass ignorance of the whole
nation of the real meaning of it all.
For the present the military despots
are shrewd enough to turn the posi-
tion to moral advantage. It will be
easy to give the credulous people a
vague impression that” America’s ac-
tion reflects the success of the sub-
marine campaign. It is regrettable
that America should become an active
enemy, etc., etc.,, but the potent wea-
pon must not be abandoned on that
account but rather - brandished the
more terribly. It is unnecessary to
show how. far otherwise the real facts
are. The sole injury suffered by'the
States so far from the potent weapon
sufficient to precipitate ' it into ° war
(apart from the Zimmerman-Berns-
torff note) has been the murder of two
women. Two days ago not a single
sinking was recorded by London. Ger-
many has succeeded merely .in in-
flaming America without' damaging
her at all or the Allies one whit the
more. S G R

She has now to feel how weighty
the hand of America really is. The
country being embarked upon war, in-

terest will centre in her method of
conducting it. We published a few
days ago a leading article by the
Scientific American, a high authority,
pointing out the proper direction it
should take. The navy would, of
course, lend its great power to the
task of combating the submarines,
but the enormous potentiallties of the
nation in money, ' munitions, arma-
ment and machinery of all kinds
should be applied where they are
most needed and certain to be most
telling. This, the Scientific Ameri-
can says, is in Russia. That country,
capable of winning the war alone if
fully armed, needs that armament,
and the States could give a huge con-
tribution towards it which would be
far more valuable to the general
cause than independent national ef-
fort. - It is likely that this sound
counsel will in large part be adopted,
but it is certain also that the Stars
and Stripes will soon float proudly
above more than one line of trenches
in France. America is in it at last
and not for nothing. The end, never
doubtful, is hastened by her entry.

Years.

The ex-soldier Paver, who was ar-
raigned in the Supreme Court yester-
day and against whom the Grand Jury
brought in a true bill for bigamy, was
sentenced to two years’ hard labor
by Chief Justice Horwood this morn-
ing.

Leonidas was a Spartan hero who
carned a large bronze monument by
holding the pass of Thermopylae with
300 men and a shoestring.

Sparta was a small, irritable coun-
try about the size of a Florida town
site, but it was never stepped on with
any success. The inhabitants lived
on cayenne pe'pper and red beefsteak
and practised shooting at a mark
eight hours a day. One time Xerxes,
king of Persia, decided to annex 'Sp:;r-
ta, and after rounding up a meat little
army of 2,000,000 men he headed for
the Grecian archipelago, which was
about in the same place it is now.

Xerxes did not get far before he ran
into the pass of Thermopylae, which
was a short cut between the moun-
tains wide enough to allow two thin
men to pass without being telescoped.
Here Xerxes found Leonidas drawn
up in battle array, defymg the whole
Persian army in some of the rudest
Greek adjectives ever used.

Xerxes took the affair as a joke un-
til Loeindas had spitted a few thous-
and Persian hushands on his trusty
sword, when he decided to surround j
Leonidas. When the’ Spartan hero
discovered this, he delivered an elo-
quent address to his men and charged
the ‘entire. Persian army, which_ filled "
him so full of arrows that he had to
be pin-feathered before being remov-

COMMENT ON GERMAN
PLOT.

LONDON, To-day.

The majority of the morning news-
papers give the greatest prominence
te the German plot to have Mexico
aud Japan go to war with the United
States if that country should not re-
main neutral in the European situa-
tion.

TO DESTROY SUBMARINES.

PITTSBURG, Pa., To-day.

Theodore Fichhols, engineer and
architect, of this city, has invented a
wireless device that may be used to
destroy submarines by causing the
explosion of the gases that are al-
ways present in submersibles. For
several years the inventor was con-
nected with the United States corps
of Engineers. Mr. Fichholz stated
that a few days ago a small experi-
mental apparatus in his home on
Neville Island sank a small dummy
submarine in Ohio River, five, miles
away.

Praises Newfoundland’s Part.

Editor Evening Telegram.

Sir,—After several weeks absence
in Canada I entered the reading room
of the Boston - Public Library and
found the Telegram on fyle, the first
Newfoundland paper I had seen for
some time. That your paper is eager-
ly read by the patrons of the library
was proved by the worn appearance
the fyle presented. The mname of
Newfoundland looms high these days,
chiefly because of the gallantry and
undying glory of the First Newfound-
land Regiment.

Newfoundlanders in both Canada
and the United States are aglow with
pride and enthusiasm over the mag-
nicent record achieved by our, brave
boys. To my mind it is the classic
regiment of the war. The bravery,
intelligence and morale our lads ex-
hibited amid all the horrors of this
awful conflict, will forever adorn the
pages of our Island’s story. That so
many of them lie sleeping beneath the
shell torn fields of the Eastern and
Western battle fronts has grieved
every son of dear old Terra Nova. But
the price they paid for the cause of
civilization was not too high. In giv-
ing their lives for the freedom and
the peace of the world, they have done
a nobler thing for humanity than the
most learned publicist could accom-
plish.

It is regrettable that American
newspaper writers cannot differentiate
between Newfoundland and Canada.
Only recently a reference was made in
a Buffalo ‘paper to John Gallishaw’s
“Trenching at Gallipoli.” The item
was headed “A Gallant Canadian Regi-
ment.”

General Booth

Will Provide a Rest, Recreation anl
Refreshment Poom for Our Boys ai'
the Front.

Colonel Otway, the Salvation 4rmyl"
Leadey for Newfoundland, has just re-
ceived a cable to the following ef-
fect from General Bramwell Booth
London, England.

“It has been decided to extend our
accommodation for Rest Rooms, for
the Troops in France, and would like
to erect one for Newfoundlanders, if
funds can be raised for erection only,
We will officer and maintain after
erection.”

Colonel Otway has replied that the
Salvation Army of Newfoundland are
grateful to the General for giving
consideration to Newfoundlanders,
and would guarantee the cost of this
erection.

The Salvation Army have already
over a hundred of these Rest Rooms
erected at the Training Camps in
England and at the bases in France,
and Military Officers of every rank
from Generals down have expressed
appreciation for this service to the
Troops.

At a\recent opening of a large Hos-
tel in London, Major General Sir
Francis Lloyd not only declared the
Home opened, but in a kind, outspok-
en manner, gave his own personal ex-
perience and estimation of the Salva-
tion Army, stating, “My experience
is that whenever I want anything
done, if I ask them to do it, it is done,
and I know of no organization in the
whole world that has been more un-
selfish than the Salvation Army in
its work among military men, both
on the battlefield and in the Training
Camps.”

These Rest Rooms provide a suit-
able place where the men off duty
can spend their time and enjoy com-
radely Christian fellowship, and they
are thus shielded from the counter
attractions of the saloon and can-
teen and other undesirable places.

They really provide a “Home away
from Home,” where writing materials
are provided free, and every oppor-
tunity is given for profitable leisure.

The boys cannot always be drilling
or on guard, and thus it is often a
qne:é&ion, Where shall we go? or what
shafl we do?—and the S. A. Room
becomes a suitable rendezvous.

As occasion offers, suitable weekly
or bi-weekly entertainments are ar-
ranged, and on Sunday GospelvMeet-
ings, such as the boys are used to at
homo are arranged and conducted by

. A. Chaplains and others.

The proposal to erect a Room ea-
pecially for Newfoundlanders will be
received with great pleasure, and
there should be little difficulty in rais-
ing the modest sum required.

Colonel Otway states that the room
will be about 100 by 50, built of wood
and iron, equipped with suitable fur-
nishings such as tables, chairs, books,
papers, refreshment bar, with urns,
crockery and cooking utensils.

The question is asked, shall not our
boys be as well provided for as those
of other countries? and there can be
but on reply: They who have done
“better than the best” should have the
best we can give, and a “Home away
from Home,” while at the trenches, is
a very attractive proposal.

It should also be noted that General
Bramwell Booth will, from England,
undertake to arrange to maintain the
Room.

A suitable officer and wife are
placed in charge, usually an officer be-
yond military age, with a matronly
wife, who can mother the boys.

Many are the stories told of little
acts of kindness by these officers’
wife or mother, as they are usually
called, by the boys who flock in
crowds to the Home for rest and re-
freshments. A little mending, or a
few words of love and cheer, or a sug-
gestion and counsel for their good.

The place for a big hearted woman
at the Camps is beyond all question.
The Salvation Army has now a very
large staff of its seasoned and matur-
ed officers engaged in this work, and
to the parents who have boys away
at the Front it is a great relief and
pleésure to learn that these Rooms
are provided. They prove as light-
houses amid the surging waters of the
World’s War, or to use a better ﬂg-'
ure, as a Safe Harbour in the Storm.

St. John’s, ever noted for its gener-
ous donors, no doubt desires to send
to Colonel Otway a contribution to-
wards the cost of this erection of the
Newfoundlanders’ Rest Room in
France.
