German methods of warfare 
have brought new problems to the 
medical profession, and perhaps none 
of these has been more successfully 
tackled than the treatment of men suf­
fering from burns from flame-th rott­
ers or other causes. The Naval Med­
ical Service has utilised with great 
advantage a novel emollient, the in­
vention of a French naval surgeon 
named Parthe de Sandfort, who sent 
a first supply of his composition to 
the British Admiralty, because he 
"wanted to do something to help the 
glorious wounded of the Royal Navy.” 
The treatment consists in the appli­
cation to the affected parts of paraffin 
wax. The material Is heated and ap­
plied by means of small sprays. 
Though to the lay mind this may seem 
like an aggravation of the trouble, 
the effect is to give instant relief 
from pain, and it has proved a bless­
ing to many sufferers.

That Flag Incident.

This flag suits us better than any 
other suggested flag as the Union 
Jack in tho corner shows our con­
nection with the greatest Empire up­
on which the sun never sets, and the 
Nfld. coat of arms stamps it as the 
flag of this Dominion.

We will then be In line with the 
various dominions and colonies of 
the Empire, the majority of whom 
fly the Ensign with their own coat 
of. arms. -

Let the Colonial Secretary make 
his pronouncement and seule this 
matter once and for all and avoid 
such further misunderstanding as we 
have had recently.

I The average recruit is somewhat 
nonplussed to learn that various ac­
tions quite-, innocent in themselves, 
and done most unconsciously in civil 
.life, constitute a “crime” when, com- 

j.mitted in the Army.
You "mustn’t" let your hair grow 

in the Army, and you. “mustn’t” pat­
ronise a civilian barber, since the hair 
must be cut in regimental style and 
by the regimental barber. You 
"mustn’t” shave your neck, or your 
company officer will want to know the 
reason why.

You "mustn’t” put your hands in

fyour pockets. A soldier's trousers 
have pockets, certainly, but what they 
are tor is a problem which defies any 
sortition, since the owner's hands may 
not be placed in them, and the sol­
dier never has any money to put in 
them. Yon “mustn’t” put any bulky 
articles, such as pocket-books, cigar­
ette cases, and the like in your tunic 
pockets.

However an ardent politician you 
| may he, you "mustn't" indulge ih po­
litical meetings in the Army. If your 
wife cannot get her separation al­
lowance, or if you wish to apply to 
the commanding officer of your re­
giment on any business matter, or 
you have any complaint to make, it 
would seem the simplest matter to 
settle if you sat down and wrote to 
the officer concerned. But this would 
constitute a “crime”. An N. C. O. or 
man is not allowed to communicate 
directly with his superiors. Your cor­
rect procedure is to approach your 
company-sergeant-major, who will 
take you to your company officer, who 
will take you to the commanding of­
ficer.

If the trousers issued to you would 
take a giant’s legs instead of your 
puny ones, doesn’t that imply that 
you should go to a tailor’s and have 
them altered to fit you? Certainly 
not; you "mustn’t" do it. That is 
another “crime”—defacing H. M. uni­
form. You can wear your boots to 
the sole if you like—in civil life— 
but not in the Army. The moment 
the heel plates get worn down that 
pair of boots must be handed to the 
regimental cobbler. If the company 
officer makes a “boot inspection’’ and

PARIS, June 13.

The French official statement says: 
During the course of the day the 
Germans launched a powerful coun­
ter attack from Courcelles to the 
north of Miry (Mont Didier sector) 
and were caught under the fire ot our 
guns, the assaulting troops were 
not able to reach our positions, but 
were obliged to retreat to their line 
of departure after having suffered 
heavy losses. The material captured 
in our attacks on June 11 included 
ten cannon, four of them heavy pieces 
and a very large number of machine 
guns. Between the Oise and the 
Aisne the day was calm. On the 
Aisne the enemy continued this morn­
ing his thrust between the Aisne and 
the forest of Villers Cotterets. He 
was repulsed at the majority of the 
points, but succeeded in gaining a 
foothold in the Village of Laversne. 
All attempts to debouch from Coeu- 
vres and advance west of Verte Feu­
ille farm completely failed. The ene­
my was not able to renew his attacks. 
In the afternoon north of Corey the 
enemy who had penetrated our lines 
momentarily was driven out and we 
established our positions in their en­
tirety. The artillery fighting was 
quite spirited in the region of the 
Ourcq River near Champlat and 
Pompelle. Quiet prevailed on the rest 
of the front On June 12 our bomb­
ing planes dropped in the battle zone 
16 tons ot projectiles and 25 tons on 
cantonments, convoys and marching 
troops behind the enemy lines, and 
bombarded as well the village of Res- 
sons-Sur-Matz, Ricquebourg and the 
regions ot Roye and Quignecourt. Sev­
eral fires were seen. The same day 
seven enemy airplanes were brought 
down, and nine were put out ot ac­
tion. In the first week of June, thir­
teen enemy planes were brought down 
by anti-aircraft guns.

There is a growing tone of optimism 
in the newspapers as it becomes 
clearer that the Germans have been 
checked. They certainly compelled 
the French to withdraw at the north­
ern end of the salient on the left 
bank of the Oise, including Carlepont 
Wood plateau, but the French retain­

Their 
strength is, indeed, remarkable. Four 
divisions were identified on a front of 
3,500 yards. The enemy in the centre 
continues at heavy cost to push his 
way yard by yard down the Matz Val­
ley where there is an abundance of 
small woods and broken ground, af­
fording the maximum of protection 
against machine guns and artillery 
fire. Our troops further west pushed 
forward on the plateau into the val­
ley below. This position, in which the 
enemy believed himself firmly estab­
lished 48 hours ago, was most im­
portant for his advance in the centre.

! out his wishes. This often means a 
boycott of the offender’s person or 
store. The innocent victim may nev­
er in his life have seen the Great Wil­
liam, and is often left to wonder why 
he has been singled out for such hon­
or on the part of the “wordy" Presi­
dent

It may be, in an unguarded mo­
ment, he had mentioned some fact 
connected with the President’s past 
checkered career, when ho was, by 
his own efforts, trying to raise gulls 
on Damage Island, and the remark 
had been noted and carried by some 
heeler to the willing ear of the Presi­
dent.
