St John’s West 
Goes Over the Top
Last Night’s Meeting an An­

swer to Squires-Coakerism— 
Bennett, Mulally and Martin 
Receive Tremendous Ova­
tion—Sir M. P. Cashin Gives 
Second Chapter of Escasoni 
-Coaker Challenged to Take 
Up Gauntlet.

BENNETT, MULLALÏ & MARTIN
will roll up the biggest majority ever 
polled in SL John's West, was the 
verdict of last night’s meeting of the 
West End Liberal-Progressive candi­
dates held In the Casino Theatre. The 
Hall was packed, and it holds 1200 
when filled. (The Coaker candidates 
in sending out their usual stuff told 
the outports and St. John's that thou­
sands were present) The aisles, the 
boxes, and the doorways were also 
packed, making In all about 1500 voters 
present. Compared with all other pub­
lic meetings ever held in St. John’s, 
last night's was the greatest, and the 
answer was plainly written on the 
faces of the intelligent gathering, that 
the grass is not going to grow on 
Water Street, nor is the dock, nor the 
boot and shoe factories, nor the rope- 
walk, nor the clothing factories, nor 
the wharves on which men cull and 
handle fish, nor where the steamboats 
discharge their cargoes, to be shifted 
and changed as the West End Coaker 
candidates desire. As a very prominent 
fisherman from the South Side, who 
has taken more fish from the water, 
killed more seals and contributed more 
money to the revenue, than the three 
Coaker candidates would ever likely 
do In the next century, remarked last 
evening, not one of the Coaker candi­
dates ever bought a quintal of fish in 
their lives, and providing"" either one 
of them did so, they waited for the 
Labrador man to come home In the 
Pall and then get the few quintals he 
had from him as cheap as It was pos­
sible to buy. And this same old gentle­
man, who has been a life-long suppor­
ter of the Liberal party and voted 
against Sir Edward Morris at the laat 
elections, remarked that it the Coaker 
candidates for the West End got elect­
ed there won't be a job for us men on 
the Southside after two years. Good 
bye to our skinning, and coopering, he 
remarked, and good bye to the hand­
ling of the fish we catch ; and this good

This expres­
sion of opinion was evident before the 
meeting opened, but when Sir Michael 
Cashin told how he helped to save the 
F.P.U. when It was down and ouL and 
when the appeal was made by Coaker, 
he was only voicing the sentiments of 
every man of the 1500 present who 
are In sympathy with the F.P.U. and 
want to see It saved from destruction 
and placed on a sound basis. When 
the members of the F.P.U. read what 
Hon. Sir M. P. Cashin said, they will 
realize who is the true friend of the 
Union, and they will realize further 
that when the F.P.U. had its dark cloud 
and danger threatened the sharehold­
ers, Michael P. Cashin was one of the 
first men to come to the rescue.

Chairman Chafe In a tew brief re­
marks, stated the object of the meet­
ing, and after paying a deserved trib­
ute to the memory of the late M. J. 
Kennedy, and to the efforts of Sir Ed­
ward Morris, who had left the country, 
introduced Hon. J. R. Bennett Mr. 
Bennett on rising to address the big­
gest audience that ever appeared in 
th Casino, was received with thunder­
ous applause. As was fitting, he, like 
the Chairman, paid tribute to his de­
ceased colleague, Mr. M. J. Kennedy, 
and to the great service Sir Edward 
Morris had given to St John’s West 
After having done so, he began an ad­
dress to the voters of St John’s West 
that must for ever go down as one of 
the most argumentative, honest sin­
cere and convincing that the voters 
of this important constituency ever 
listened to. Hon. Mr. Bennett opened 
by expressing his gratitude to the great 
audience who were present to hear 
himself and colleagues tell the voters 
of St John’s West of their policy and 
the Liberal-Progressive platform. 
After a pathetic reference to the noble 
dead, and those who returned maimed 
as well as those In full life after the 
great world war, he went on to give an 
account of his stewardship for the last 
six years. He traced In telling words 
the position that he held during all 
and every day of that time. Elected as 
a colleague of Sir Edward Morris, and 
as Colonial Secretary he had been call­
ed upon to undertake many respon­
sibilities. In the great sealing disaster 
of 1914, when he was acting as Prime 
Minister, he was called upon to ar­
range and undertake the recovery of 
the bodies and the saving of those who 
were yet on the Ice. Every effort on 
his part was made until the last body 
was recovered, and until something 
was done for the fatherless and those 
left In distress.. The part he played In 
this *unfortunate occasion had the ap­
proval of all right-thinking men. Then 
came the outbreak of hostilities In the 
world war. He as Colonial Secretary 
was one of those who called the first 
public meeting to make It possible 
that Newfoundland would take part 
In the war and help the Mother Coun­
try. When the meeting took place, Hon. 
Sir Edward Morris, Governor David­
son, the French Consul and others of 
prominence were present and the de­
cision was reached to send 600 men to 
represent the Oldest Colony. As a 
result of this meeting, the Patriotic 
Association wae formed, but it was 
not expected, nor contemplated, nor 
Imagined that the war would last long­
er that a few months. The strength, 
the resources and tfiè determination of 
the enemy was underestimated, and 
we were obliged to strengthen onr 
fores. Then went the thousand, and 
soori Newfoundland had a strong force 
in the field. The work of the Patrio­
tic Committee was well carried out, 
and the volunteer recruiting did not 
fall behind. In 1917 when the German 
submarines were causing such great 
destruction to British shipping, and 
when Newfoundland was without a 
ton of salt, and not a vessel was at 
hand to take our shipments of fish to 
market, or able to bring the necesspry 
salt to cure the catch, Water Street 
made application to the Government 
and then he as acting Premier under­
took to help the country out of Its dif­
ficulty. After consultation with His 
Excellency the Governor of that time, 
and with the unanimous effort of the 
Government and on representations 
made to the British Government that 
our resources would suffer. They came 
to our assistance, steamers of 6,000 
tons with full cargoes arrived, and the 
situation was saved. Again, the coal 
question came up, when St John’s 
working people almost shivered In 
doors, and scarcely more than a "buck­
et” of coal could be had without ap­
plying to the Government Engineer. 
Through arrangement, this problem 
was also solved. Opposed to the Gov- 
•erment all the time was a wrangling 
opposition, and It was expedient that 
all parties should" come together with 
a united front, for the purpose of 
showing to the world that Newfound­
land was prepared to carry out her 
part In the war. 1$ was true that the 
policies of Coaker and the Government 
parties were as opposite as the poles, 
and it was a matter of sinking party 
differences In the interests of New­
foundland and the Empire. The Coali­
tion Government was formed, and 
with every honest Intention he Joined 
It, so that the great work undertaken 
by the country would be carried out; 
and to make the Coalition certain he 
voluntarily resigned the tost of Col­
onial Secretary, and accepted the of­
fice of Minister of MlMtia. The Militia 
Department was created for the'pur­
pose of taking over control of tad 
handling of the monlee that were then 
In the hands of private citizens, known 
as the Patriotic Committee, and at the 
suggestion of the Government Hon. 
Mr. Bennett went- to Ottawa, in com­
pany with Lieut Cel Bendell and Capt 
Gerald Byrne, where à study of milit­
ary matters was made. On return he 
made an appeal to the country tor the 
young men of military age to come 
forward : to fill the depleted ranks of 
the “Blue Puttees” and the other men 
that followed them. The losses at this
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Large size, 3.
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gave notice that If voluntary offers 
were not adequate, other means 
wouIThave to be resorted to. All this 
time Hon. Mr. Bennett was acting 
alone. Sir Edward Morris was out of 
the country, and Mr. M. J. Kennedy 
had passed away. Then followed the 
retirement of Sir Edward Morris, and 
the Induction of Dr. Lloyd. When Dr.
Lloyd took over the Government he 
asked Hon. Mr. Bennett to retain hls 
position as Colonial Secretary and an 
executive seat But, said Mr. Bennett,
I asked him what his policy was. I told 
Mm that I could not do so before con­
sulting my colleagues of the People’s 
Party, otherwise I could not ac­
cept Dr. Lloyd told him he had 
to accept right a way.
And later he learned it was the idea 
to spring an election on the country In 
February. He told Dr. Lloyd that he 
would not go to the country on hls 
policy, as the people of SL John’s West 
would not elect him on any Coaker 
policy, nor under his Government or 
leadership. Lloyd offered him another 
district but he would iy>t accept It.
He was not prepared to stand by the 
Coaker element at that time, or any 
other time, and tendered hls resigna­
tion to Dr. Lloyd, which he read as 
follows:

January 2nd, 1918.
Dear Doctor Lloyd,—

In furtherance of our conversation 
of to-day In relation to your forming 
of an administration, owing to the re­
signation of Sir Edward Morris as 
j^rime Minister, I beg to say that after 
careful and mature consideration I 
find I am unable to accept a seat in 
the Executive Council that you offer 
me.

At a very latpr 
date the old Executive of the National 
Government went to Government 
House to have a final meeting, and a 
different proposition was put up, as 
against the first Instance. Dr. Lloyd 
was prepared to carry on the National 
Government as It existed and Mr. Ben­
nett was not asked to follow him as a 
leader. Hon. Mr. Bennett then had an 
interview with the Governor and what 
happened Is told In the following cor­
respondence. which Mr. Bennett read 
at the meeting:

When frying doughnuts, put a 
teaspoonful of cinnamon and one-half 
teaspoonful of ground cloves in a 
hag and drop into the fat.

When taking the snaps from a gar­
ment for future use, cut the goods 
around them, snap together and put 
them in the button box.

To clean white spots wash them in 
warm water and ivory suds, rinse 
well, but do not wring out. Hang j 
them up wet overnight

When serving prepared cereals, 
put the cream or milk into the bowl J 
first and then the cereal. The cereal 
will then not be mushy.

Oblong enamel dishes of different I 
sizes can be bought at any 5-and-10- j 
cent store and are useful as food 
containers in the refrigerator.

A delicious beverage is made by 
covering pineapple cores and peelings 
with water in a kettle, adding a tea­
spoonful of ginger and letting sim­
mer all day.

Drop a few drops of cottonseed oil 
into the compartments of a fireless 
cooker each time it Is used, and 
spread around the seams with a 
camel’s-hair brush.

LET HIM TRY
HIS HAND.

For the past six years qr 
more Mr. Coaker has made it 
his boast that he has been the 
means of keeping up the price 
of fish, and one, at least, of his 
chief supporters has advanced 
the astounding statement that 
the laws of supply and demand 
have nothing whatever to do 
with the rise or decline of prices 
in the foreign markets. That 
any sane man could put forward 
such preposterous doctrine i° 
almost incredible, because we 
know thàt from the earliest 
days of trade and commerce the 
exchange rates of commodities 
were always regulated under 
such circumstances. At the 
present moment the prices of 
our staple is somewhat lower 
than it was last year, at this 
time, and it is therefore square­
ly up to Mr. Coaker to make 
good his loud-voiced assertion 
that he is the arbiter of prices 
at home and abroad.

* * * * * «
Glancing over the commercial 

record of the concern managed 
by Mr. Coaker, it will be found 
that that gentleman accepted no 
risks whatever in the issuance 
of supplies by his Trading Com­
pany to fishermen, neither in 
the past or the present. The 
Wordy President preferred to 
leave all the risk of credit to 
the. merchants whom he has 
ever roundly abused. But at the 
end of the voyage it suited Mr. 
Coakcr’s purpose, through the 
columns of his delectable jour­
nal—The Advocate—to endeav­
or to make trouble between the 
supplying merchants who is­
sued, and the fishermen who 
took, their season’s outfit. The 
suppliers accepted all the risk 
in making advances on credit 
amounting to hundreds of thous­
ands of dollars before a fish had 
been taken out of the water. It 
was not so with Mr. Coaker. 
His idea of aid was to use the 
money invested in his Company 
in erecting large plants, bunga­
lows and cruising yachts, taking 
especial care to look out for his
own comfort.

* * * * » •

Various officials of the Union 
Trading Company hew been 
sent to districts to contest the 
forthcoming election, ostensibly 
in the interest and for the 
common good of the fishermen, 
but in reality to further his 
own personal ambitions and de­
sires. Among all the candidates 
sent out, there is not one man, 
who has supplied, to any ex­
tent, the fishermen of New­
foundland. Neither Messrs. 
Winsor, Abbott, Halfyard or 
Jennings, are in any way sup­
pliers of fishermen, nor are they 
connected with general trade in 
the way of being of service to 
the men who toil-by sea. Com­
pare them then with such cap­
tains of industry as Kean, Win- 
sor, Crosbie, Hickman and oth­
ers who have conferred more 
practical benefit on the fisher­
men in a year than Coaker and 
his men will ever do. There is 
a sentiment abroad, too, that a 
feeling of confidence should ex- 
i.-t between the supplier and 
supplied, the merchant and the 
fisherman, the planter and the 
i.harc’nan. and that this senti­

ment should be fostered by 
square dealing. But when poli­
tical agitators step in and by 
bolshevik doctrines seek to fo­
ment commercial strife between 
these two important factors in 
our greatest industry, a spirit 
of unrest becomes manifest and 
that confidence which should ex­
ist for the mutual benefit of 
merchant and dealer becomes 
partially undermined.

e * * * * •
As an illustration of this, 

look at the district of Port de 
Grave, a district whose people 
hold a record second to none in 
Newfoundland, in both the cod 
and seal fisheries. Whether,on 
the frozen pans, or in the fish­
ing boat on Labrador, the hardy 
mariners of Port de Grave dis­
trict were ever the first about, 
and it has produced men famous 
in our fishing annals. Who does 
not remember the Bartletts, 
Roberts’, Byrnes’, Smiths’, Mun- 
dens, Clarkes, and scores of 
others who have taken a fore- 
most*^)osition in the history of 
Newfoundland’s advance to pro­
gress ? The descendants of 
these men to-day are as fully 
qualified to occupy a foremost 
position as their sires and 
grandsires were, provided they 
be given the opportunity. But 
who will give them that oppor­
tunity? Is it Mr. Geo. Grimes, 
whq has misrepresented them 
for six years, and who now goes 
to Port de Grave district again 
as the candidate of the Squires- 
Reform - Coaker - Tory Party? 
What interest has he in the fish­
eries, and what does he know 
about them? If his publicly 
stated doctrines of Bolshevism 
were put into practice, the hon­
est, upright, industrious fisher­
man, farmer, laborer, artizan, 
who had earned a fairly good in­
come, and saved considerable of 
it by the exercise of thrift, 
would be compelled to share 
with any indolent, shiftless, dis­
satisfied neighbor who holds the 
bolshevist belief that all wealth 
should be equally divided, and 
that one man is as good as an­
other—if not better. Truly a 
pleasing prospect. There is not, 
however, any danger of any per­
son becoming wealthy through 
Mr. Grimes running any risks ! 
in supplying for the fishery, and 
the people of Port de Grave are 1 
now perfectly aware of this 
fact.

* * • • * *
The opportunity to once more 

become a leader is being offered 
this district, with the prospect 
of once more becoming promin­
ent and occupying that proud 
position it once held in the in­
dustrial life of this Colony. Sir 
John C. Crosbie is a candidate 
for his native district. He is a 
business man. keen, successful 
and enterprising. He invests 
his money in the industries of 
his native land, and it is but 
natural to suppose that he will 
take the most sterling interest 
in the district in which he was 
bora and spent his boyhood 
days. He is not afraid to risk 
his steamers at the sealfishery, 
and his pluck and enterprise has 
been rewarded by bumper trips. 
What has Mr. Grimes to offer 
in the way of employment and 
advancement? Merely lip logic 
and such promises as his master, 
Mr. W. F. Coaker, will allow 
him to make. How then can 
the result be in doubt for one 
moment? Crosbie the success­
ful business man-or Grimes the 
paid servant of the Union Trad­
ing Company. The choice is 
obvious.

evidence of it is afforded by the 
difficulty the party baa had in 
obtaining candidates to contest 
the districts. For a long while 
they found it impossible to 
make up their teams, and it is 
only now that they are getting 
together a collection of candi­
dates who, after various induce­
ments, have consented to lead 
forlorn hopes in the expectation 
of getting some of the public 
money should their party win 
out. That they will be doomed 
to disappointment is now cer­
tain. • • • s • •

Squires and his men have- no 
chance whatever in the city.

Not the Ghost
of a Chance.

As the days go by, and the 
General Election is brought 
nearer at hand, it is noticeable 
that there is a big slump devel­
oping in the campaign of the 
Squires - Coaker combination. 
Most of their erstwhile sup­
porters have lost heart, realiz­
ing that the fight is going dead 
against them, and they do not 
wish to be identified with a 
losing party. This is very no­
ticeable in the city, and we 
learn that the same thing is 
taking place throughout the 
outports as well.

In the North Coaker has been 
losing his hold steadily since 
1913. Perhaps the worst thing 
that could ever have happened 
him was to have had anything 
to do with active politics. His 
short lease of power in 1917-18 
did more to damn him in the 
eyes of his own men than any­
thing else could possibly have 
done, and there has been no­
thing but dissatisfaction in the 
ranks of the F.P.U. ever since. 
Coaker is experiencing the 
greatest difficulty in arousing 
any kind of enthusiasm amongst 
the members of the Union. 
Most of them have come to rea­
lize that by his participation in 
politics he is seeking only to 
benefit himself, and that by 
having so many irons in the 
fire, he is unable to attend pro­
perly to their business and other 
interests. Besides his attitude 
on the question of Conscription 
has killed him politically, and 
the wiser heads amongst his 
followers are beginning to fig­
ure out that the best thing that 
could happen both Coaker and 
themselves would be his defeat 
at the coming election, so that 
he would be in a position to de­
vote his whole time and energy 
to Union affairs. Quite a lot 
of dissatisfaction, too, has been 
aroused over the amalgamation 
with Squires. Coaker had 
taught them to hate the name 
of Squires whom he represented 
to them as their greatest enemy 
in the country. He dubbed 
Squires a “black rascal” and 
the chief enemy of the Union in 
Newfoundland, and wanted to 
have him thrown out of the 
Legislative Council for alleged 
misconduct while Attorney Gen­
eral, when, according to Coaker, 
Squires received money from 
the Reids.

* * • * * *

It is incomprehensible to Un­
ion men tliat Coaker can now 
not only associate with Squires, 
but endeavour to have him 
elected as head of an F.P.U. 
party. They cannot understand 
why they should / welcome as a 
friend the man who was repre­
sented as their bitterest enemy, 
or why they should help to 
place him in power, after he did 
his best, according to Coaker 
himself, to ruin the Union. 
These are some of the reasons

why Coaker has lost his 
strength in the NoHh, and why 
he is ranting and raring in the 
Advocate daily, in order to try 
and frighten and bully his sup­
porters into voting for him and 
the misfits with whom he has 
associated himself. His influ­
ence is waning daily and he 
knows it, but he is trying to 
bolster up a lost cause and in­
ject some enthusiasm into his 
followers.

He concluded with a call to re­
member the slogan, "Cashin is com­
ing hack," which was greeted with 
thunderous applause.

Mr. J. T. Martin followed and was 
greeted with an outburst of applause 
that said "good night" for the oppom- 
ents of himself and collagues in St. 
John’s West. He thanked the aud­
ience for their reception and express­
ed his high appreciation of the honor 
in having the privilege to address 
such a gathering composed such as it 
was of all classes of St. John’s West. 
He did not intend, he said, to make a 
lengthy speech, as a resume of his 
manifesto was to be given by Sir M.P. 
Cashin, which would occupy some time 
but he wished to point out his Inter­
ests were identical with those of the 
man who earned his living by the 
sweat of his brow. He was a work­
ingman himself and had risen to Ills 
present humble position by hie own 
efforts. The cause of the working­
man was his, and if honored by them 
in being elected to a seat in the House 
of Assembly, he would espouse that 
cause to the fullest extent of his ab­
ilities. Any questions affecting their 
welfare and the welfare of the work- 
ingmen throughout the country would 
demand his closest attention and as 
one of themselves he asked them to 
support the party of which he was 
proud to have been a standard bearer 
under the leadership of Sir M; "I’. 
Cashin. That policy, he saod, was a 
sound one and its carrying out must 
spell benefit and advancement to *11 
In the Island. Its advocates therefore 
deserved the endorsation of all who 
have the interests of Newfoundland 
at heart and wish to avoid the dom­
ination of Coaker or his partner (for 
the present) Squires, the self appoint­
ed, who ie trying to foist himself upon 
the people. He felt sure that the vote 
himself and his collègues would re­
ceive, would be such as to put other 
opponents down and out and in con­
clusion he asked that the straight 
ticket be voted, because those who

Hon. Sir Michael Cashin, being call­
ed on to speak, received an ovation 
that no other public man ever receiv­
ed in the Casino, and political meet­
ings have been held there during the 
last 26 pears. Sir Michael dealt fully 
with his manifesto and what it meant 
to the people of Newfoundland if the 
Liberal-Progressive Government par­
ty were returned to power.

Well, I don’t think so, nor do the pub­
lic. The Coaker organ in four columns 
of head lines says Coaker had no fish 
on the Escasoni, and had no Rouman­
ian bonds, hut in another columns 
says Coaker had 1600 casks of fish 
aboard which were purchased by 
Greek buyers, and that the money was 
paid over by the Royal Bank of Can­
ada. Coaker says I lied. But I want to 
tell you that I did not lie. nor had no 
Intention of lying when I made the 
statement at the East End Commit­
tee meeting, that this cargo or rotten 
fish was shipped abroad, and that the 
Government was held up to pay for It. 
It Is not my words that it was rotten. 
The agent who was sent abroad, Mr. 
Hepburn, of Baine Johnstone’s, in his 
report to the Board of Trade said he 
was afraid the fish was going to be 
pumped out of the EsCasoni. However, 
the Escasoni was sent to Greece, And 
the cargo was not purchased there. 
According to the Board of Trade re­
turns, Coaker owned one-seventh of 
the cargo. 8000 quintals, and if he was 
paid for it, the proposition put up to 
the Government was worse than I 
first stated, because it was not only 
to guarantee Roumanian bonds forthe 
Water Street merchants, but also to 
to guarantee Roumanian bonds tor the 
Greek merchants as well. If the Gov­
ernment had foolishly fallen into the 
trap, and the bonds were not negoti­
able at the end of three years New­
foundland would have to go into the 
money markets, borrow 21,226,000, and

pay interest of 290,000 a year as long 
as the money was owed. This Is what 
I want to say, said S6r Michael, that 
as your Receiver-General I refused to 
be a party to the holfl-up, because it 
was your money I was protecting. No, 
said Sir Michael, I did not lie when I 
made the statement that the Govern­
ment was called' together to get the 
21,226,000 guarantee, and I challenge 
any man to meet me to contradict the 
statement Continuing, the Prime Min­
ister said, “I want to tell the F. P. U. 
and Coaker, that when they were down 
and out and needed financial assis­
tance, I was one of those who saved 
the Union. Coaker could not save them. 
No, but myself with some friends came 
to his assistance and saved it from 
vilified and abused In the Coaker or­
gan, but if they want a true statement 
of facts, and what was done for the F.
