THE TOURIST TRAFFIC OF NEW-
FOUNDLAND. CAN IT BE DE-
VELOPED.

At the Rotarian luncheon last week
the speaker was our esteemed citi-
zen, Mr. Thomas Soper—the gentle-
man who has done such good work
in connection with the recomstruc-
tion of our surburban roads. Amongst
various matters to which Mr. Soper
referred, he laid stress upon that of
tourist traffic in Newfoundland; and
) his remarks he mentioned the par-
ticular parts of Newfoundland, which
»resent attractions such as tourists
3eek—and they may well be termed
the beauty spots of the country. The
speech was almost a challenge, as to
whether these attractions should be
known to tourists, and whether they
ever will become a source of revenue
to Newfoundland. Perhaps some of
our readers will say they are tired
of hearing about tourist traffic In
Newfoundland, and tired of seeing it
referred to in the papers. One can-
not wonder at such being said, be-
cause we must all admit that many
speakers and writers have dealt with
this subject.. This then brings us to
the point,-as-to further guestion about
our tourist traffic; and leads us to
ask, Can it be developed? The an-
swer to this question is not easy, be-
cause we are all aware that many
difficulties and obstacles present
themselves. There are so few real
highways-in Newfoundland, beyond
those which skirt its sea coast, and
the railway, and the contemplation of
such a project as tourist traffic brist-

les with difficulty—therefore we shall'
not attempt to prove that tourist traf-_i
fic can be developed. We will go fur-

ther, and state that under present
conditions, with so much money ne-
cessary for so many things, with our
high rate of taxation, and compar-
atively small population, it seems im-
possible to develop tourist traffic in
the country.

We will therefore pass on to-an-
other phase of the question by asking
“What would be the opening up of
tourist trafic in Newfoundland
mean?” This can be answered by
those who have travelled in the coun-
try, and who have seen its ®gandeur
and solitudes; and who, in additiom
to having seen Newfoundland, have
seen other countries, and who there:

proven, and is not true, I think, that
men cannot be found to do their ob-
vious duty as good citizens.

T hold the opinion, Sir, that the ap-
peal to the Colonial Secretary's Office
to name & suitable person to hold an
investigation is an unjustifiable im-
putation apon our citizens, is not like-
1y to lead to an efficient investigation,
and will cause great and unnecessary
expense. The expedient seems to have

thought as to the duties of an inves-
tigator in such an inquiry as ought to
be held under existing circumstances.

If the enquiry were to be ~held in
secret, and only the opinions of the
investigator published, so that the
popular verdict would be affected by
his reputation, his party bias or
otherwise would be a matter of prime
importance; and much of the diffi-
culty, apparently, which has been ex-
perienced in finding local investi-
gators may have been caused by
_searching for men who could not be
suspected of having any party feelings
whatever. But {f the
were to be held in public, the witness-
es, on oath, being examined and cross-
examined by Counsel for all interest-
ed parties, and if all the evidence
taken were to be published day by
day, the suspected party leaning or
otherwise of the investigator would be
of minor importance, for the public
would have all the facts upon which
to form an independent judgment,
and the findings of the investigater at
the close would be 2 mere summary
of the evidence.

This public investigation 1is the
sort which is indicated by the charges
8o far published as essential in the
public interest. For such an enquiry,
competency to extract evidence is the
chief quality an investigator should
have, and no stranger to the
Colony, no matter how able or im-
partial, can wholly fill the bill. He
will have to depend almost altogether
on the evidence placed before him by
instructed Counsel, and will not know
where to probe, or whom to call as
witnesses, A loeal tribunal of com-
petent men, with power to employ
competent Counsel, condueting an en~
quiry as free as air, and not narrow-
1y confined as to subjects, is the kind
of investigation that is needed, and
any narrow investigation, presided
over by a stranger, and conducted in
reality by counsel instructed by the
Goverpment, will be as fareial as
other inquiries of recent days have
been.

It is rumoured that the Colonial
Office has nominated a man as inves-
tigator who will be acceptable to the
Government, and I suggest that if
this be the case, two local men should
be appeinted by the Government to
act with him, one nominated by the
Opposition, and the other supposed to
be friendly rather than otherwise te
the Squires and Campbell element, so
that even the suspicion of unfairness
by the investigating tribunal may not
be.reasonably entertained. Then, as te
Counsel to condnct the examinatien,
these should either be appointed by
the tribunal itself, if it be composed
as I have suggested, or by the Gov-
ernment, the Opposition and the pub-
lic respectively.
