He also admitted writing 
that the chairman of the committee on 
reception to the Prince of Wales, on the 
occasion of the latter’s visit to Ireland 
some years ago, would be hunted from 
public life. Mr. O’Brien here excitedly 
exclaimed : “He has been driven from 
public life, and rather than allow 
Englishmen to be deceived by a 
show of sham lovaity, I resolved to tell 
them the truth. I never personally 
spoke disrespectfully of the Prince oi 
Wales. “If, continued the witness, 
“it is clear that England will not satisfy 
Ireland’s aspirations, and if there is any 
rational chance of success, an attempt 
would be made on the part of tbe Irish 
to rebel” The London papers, the 
witness declared, were more responsible 
for the use of dynamite than the efforts 
of Messrs. Finerty and Patrick Ford. 
But for the views the London journals 
had expressed it would have been im­
possible to collect £10,000 for dyna­
mite.

Chicago, May 28.—The grand jury 

this evening, in session nearly seven 
hours, indicted Detective Daniel Cough­
lin, P. O. Sullivan, a Lake View ice­
man, and Frank Black, alias Woodruff, 
for the wilful murder of Dr. P. H. 
Cronin. Black is the man arrested for 
stealing the white horse horse and rig 
in which the physician was driven to his 
death, and who told the wooly story re­
garding Dr. Cronin having been taken 
to attend a woman whose body, as he 
claims, was afterwards hidden in a 
trunk. Over a score of witnesses, in­
cluding both personal and political 
friends of the murdered man, were ex­
amined, but no evidence was introduced 
to prove a conspiracy, and the private 
papers, about which so much has been 
said, were kept from the jury. As a re­
sult of the examination, it was decided 
by a unanimous vote to include the 
three prisoners in one indictment of 
three counts ; one charging them 
with killing Dr. Cronin with a blunt 
instrument ; the second alleging 
the use of a sharp instrument, and the 
third with “instruments and me^ns un­
known.” The indictments were, re­
turned to Judge Williamson and the 
jury released for the night. States At­
torney Longuester said subsequently 
that the question of a conspiracy 
not investigated in any form and 
the matter would not be taken up again 
by the present body. It is said to-night 
upon absolute authority that the police 
are only just beginning to get an insight 
into the magnitude of the conspiracy. 
All along they have been working on the 
theory that it was confined to a few. 
Within the last 24 hours, however, they 
have come into possession of informa­
tion that places it beyond the shadow of

But if the relations between Canada 

and the United States on the Jktl&iatic 
are unsettled, they are nothing short of 
dangerous on the Pacific coast. There 
the United States Administration seems 
inclined to insist on a pretension which 
the British and Canadian authorities 
cannot for a moment admit, and which 
United States ministers tlieiQselves have 
shrunk from asserting when, brought to 
the test. What is wanted is only too 
obvious—a clear definition of th» claims 
to which the Washington Government 
restricts itself, so that the way may be 
open for their submission to some court 
of arbitration. But that is just what 
Mr. Blaine seems disinclined to agree to 
though his refusal inflicts grave injus­
tice upon the honest and industrious 
fishermen of the North Pacific, and. im­
poses a restriction Upon legitimate Brit­
ish enterprise which may become 
baarable.”

We find it hard to bring ourselves to 
believe that the United States will in­
sist on a claim so utterly unreasonable, 
and one which she would not think of 
allowing if it were preferred by any 
other nation. The unreasonableness of 
the claim is seen and protested against 
by American citizens as well as by Brit­
ish subjects. We are inclined to think 
that the necessity of preserving the fur 
seals from extermination has a great 
ileal to do with the assertion to the 
claim to exclusive jurisdiction over the 
waters of Behring’s Sea by the United 
States. It would be a very great. mis­
fortune if those valuable, animals were 
by reckless hunting to be completely de­
stroyed. But surely some means of 
preserving them may be found other than 
that of setting up an Inequitable and on 
tenable claim. Secretary Bayard begad 
negotiations for an international agree­
ment to effect that purpose, but they 
were, by the exigencies of the president­
ial election, apparently broken off. 
These could be renewed. It would not, 
we think, be difficult to frame regula­
tions which, while they acknowledged 
the right of men of all nations to fish 
and hunt on the high seas in that part 
of the Pacific, would forbid the 
hunting of seals daring a cer­
tain season. No one wants to
interfere with the lawful jurisdiction of 
the United States in Alaskan or any 
other waters. By means of interna­
tional regulations with regard to the 
high seas, and United States laws with 
respect to territorial waters, the fur 
seals could be better preserved than they 
are now. The present state of things, 
if continued, will certainly be produc­
tive of endless disputes, and will most 
likely lead to war. The cause may ap­
pear trifling, but when nations are irri­
tated by a succession of misunderstand­
ings and provocations a very small mat­
ter will cause an open rupture.

were at the demonstration at Versailles, 
and the British section was the only one 
in the Exposition in which the prepara­
tions were well forward on the opening 
day. British exhibitors were then far 
in advance of even those of France. 
They evinced no backwardness. They 
were not afraid of being considered the 
encouragera of revolution or the con- 
donersof political crimes. Theyknewthat 
it did not become them to be politically 
prudish. In gaining their own lilierties 
their forefathers had beheaded one king 
and driven another out of the country. 
They saw that it was slightly inconsist­
ent in the admirers of Hampden and 
Cromwell and those who had benefitfced 
by the accession to the British throne, 
in quite an irregular way, of William of 
Orange and Mary his wife, to pretend 
to stand aside while the French people 
were celebrating the meeting of the first 
real parliament. They saw clearly that 
this would be a piece ofpolitical pharisee- 
ism that would make them both ridiculous 
and contemptible in the eyes of the 
world. They therefore went to work 
with a will to help to make the Paris 
Exposition of 1889 a success. And their 
example has been followed by the people 
of every monarchical country in Europe. 
It appears to be nothing to them that 
their governments refuse to give an 
official recognition to the Paris Exposi­
tion. They look at the matter from a 
business point of view. It is their in­
terest to make a good display at that 
exhibition of the world’s "industry, and 
they oare very little what the year in 
which jft is h,eld or the day in which it.ia 
opened commemorates or celebrates. If 
the statesmen are afraid to accept the 
facts of historÿ they are not. It seems 
unfortunate that the statesmen allowed 
their scruples and their fears to prevent 
their giving official countenance to the 
Exposition, for the absence of the ambas­
sadors of the empires and the kingdoms 
makes it apparent that the rulers of the 
nations of Europe àre not in agreement 
with their subjects. The rulers boy­
cott the Exposition while their subjects 
unite heartily with those who are carry­
ing it out. It was hardly wise thus to 
accentuate the difference on such a sub­
ject between princes and people.

The traveller who sets out for Khar-, 
toum, no matter what his errand may 
be, must expect to meet many and great 
dangers. The country south of Egypt 
is inhabited by a wild and wandering 
people who are unacquainted with the 
usages and amenities of civilization. 
They are fierce, suspicious and fan­
atical, and the white man who falls into 
the hands of a band of Arabs stands but 
a poor chance of ever seeing country 
and friends again. It is impossible to 
traverse the stretch of country that lies 
between Khartoum and the sea without 
meeting many such bands and the route 
by way of Egypt and the Nile is not 
likely to be any safer.

I Very few will be surprised to hear 
that British war Ships are to be sent to 
Behring’s sea to protect from outrage 
British subjects pursuing their»lawful 
avocation on the high seas. If Canada 
is to be considered part of the British 
Empire, and if Canadians are to be re-’ 
garded as British subjects, there was no 
other course left to pursue. It is an 
uipleasant necessity, but there can be 

.10 doubt that it is a necessity. Great 
Britain has never recognized the United 
States’ claim to exclusive jurisdiction 
over the waters of Behring’s sea. It is 
not a closed sea, and British statesmen 
refuse to regard it as such. It follows 
that it is the duty of the British Gov­
ernment to protect ships sailing under 
the British flag in Behring’s sea as they 
do in every other sea which is part of 
the great highway of nations. :«

We are not a little surprised that the 
United States Government should force 
the British Government to pursue such 
a course. American publicists know 
that the claim of the United States to 
jurisdiction over that part of the Pacific 
Ocean cannot be sustained by am appeal 
to the law of mations. It has not al­
lowed the question to be tested in its 
own Supreme Court. There can be no 
doubt that if the question were submitted 
to that court, it would decide against the 
claim.

The barque Emerald, belonging to 
the Puget Mill Company, was destroyed 
by fire, and a half cargo of 500,000 feet 
of lumber almost totally ruined, t 
Gamble, at an early hiur Sunday
ing-

The fire was discovered about 12:30 
a.m., and the alarm was immediately 
sounded. The fire, however, had gain­
ed such headway that it was apparent 
that more than ordinary effort must be 
made to save the vessel, and it was de­
cided to scuttle her. While this was 
being done, adjacent vessels and the 
wharves and mills of the company were 
in great danger from the flames, and the 
attempt had to be abandoned. The

Gallant Behavior of Some of the Sailors-

In an article on some novels, which 
appeared in this paper a few days ago, 
we described a class of them as being 
silly and stupid, but not bad. But a 
novel which we received since then him 
convinced us that there are novels is­
sued by Canadian publishers and sold in 
Canadian book stores which are bad as 
well as silly and stupid. “The- Scrag- 
ville Bandits, or the Whjte-Caps of 
Pepper Island,” is a novel of this class. 
It is intended for boys. How any pub­
lisher desiring Ur be regarded as re­
spectable could bring himself to be a 
party to the Circulation of such per­
nicious trash is beyond our comprehen­
sion. It is hot a story of impossible ad­
ventures in the Wild West, but a nar­
rative of the doings of the boys of an 
eastern country village. There is no 
humor in the story, and the style is 
abominable. There is not the semblance 
of probability in the plot. All that it 
has to recommend it is its unmitigated 
badness. These boys are represented as 
committing crimes, most of which would 
be punished by long terms of imprison­
ment, without apparently having the 
faintest idea that they were in any de­
gree culpable. The author never hints 
that there was anything morally wrong 
in the crimes which the boys committed, 
or that their parents had any 
claim on their -obedience. A list 
of the offences which the “Bandits” 
were guilty of will astonish persons' 
who have never dipped into the litera­
ture provided for the boys of this» gen­
eration. They went about the country- 
armed and masked. They are repre­
sented as stealing from their parents 
and other members of the reap -ctivc 
households which they infested what­
ever they wanted. They, in fact, 
gloried in deceiving father and mother, 
and| found intense amusement in the 
vain attempts of their parents to find 
out the perpetrators of the thefts which 
they had committed. This is the light­
est of the offences of the gang. They 
committed robbery, burglary, assaplt 
and battery ; they garroted an aged mac 
whom they in their wisdom had con­
demned; they seized, imprisoned and 
tried the village doctor, the clergyman 
the innkeeper and the expressman ; they 
took money that did not belong to 
them, and they negotiated one note oi 
hand which they had stolen and de­
stroyed another. The reader is led to 
believe that all these lawless acts are 
heroic, and of course the boy that does 
them is a manly fellow whom it would 
be the greatest tyranny to punish as ht 
deserves.

The absurdities of the book, it might 
be supposed, are too many and too glaring 
to do much harm. But it is hard to tel 
what effect such a story might have oi 
an ignorant neglected boy who require* 
no encouragement to enter upon a vici­
ous career.
