SRR
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‘COMMON SCHOOL EDUCATION.

Whatever difference of opinion there may
be about the value of a ollege education to
men who have to fight their way through
the: world, all jare agreed that a good
elementary education is in these days a ne-
ceasity for boys and. girls of every rank snd
ocondition of life. There are some, indeed,
who believe that education—or what is
oalled education—is too common, and that
very many would be better able than -they
are to do their duty in that state of life to
which it has pleased God to call them, if
they had never attended school. But the
difficulty is to find the people who are will-
ing shat their children ehould grow up com-
pletely ignorant of letters. Those who
complain the loudest about education giving
boys and girls ideas above ‘their station in
life, and about fits waking them un-
willing to engage in what are con-
sidered - lowly occupations, take very
good care that ' their children ' shall
enjoy every educational advantage that their
means will permit. The children that are
to be allowed to grow up in"ignorancq are
always someone else’s children, their own,
like ““present company,” being always ex-
cepted.

As every parent, who ia respectable, or
who desires to be thought respectable, con-
siders it hia duty to give his children a good
education, andas the State, in this part of
the world, believes itself to be in duty bound
to place the means of education within the
reach of all classes of the people, it is im-
portant that the educstion provided shonld
be sound and practical. J

The ' children who attend the public
schools should learn to read well, to spell
oorrectly, to write legibly, and to be able to
add, subtract, multiply and divide rapidly
and accurately. This, it will be said, is’s
very narrow curriculum. Perhaps it is.
Bit there are people, in. this and almost
every other American community, who say
that they would be quite satisfied with the
public schools if the three R’s were taught
in them thoroughly, and if the children,
when ‘they lefs school, were -able
to write a letter neatly and correctly  in
every respect, and knew ‘enough of arith-
metic o work ordinary business caloula-
tions quickly and accurately. - The com-
plaint is often heard that.children of ordin-
ary capacity, who have attended schools for
yeats, write horribly, spell abominably, and
are not able to work out simplest, cal-
culations off-hand withont making the most
. egregions blunders, It has been known
that even boys who are o far advanced as
to have made what is considered ' consider-
able progress in the study of the dead lan-
guages commit very singular mistakes in
the spelling of simple English words, and
we have heard of their exercise papers be-
ing so badly written as to be scarcsly
ot TIERR e Ry g o

This, {6 must be adinisted, ¥s a most ua-
desirable state of things. The elements of
education should be: taught in the element-
ary schools thoroughly. This should be the
first. object of the teacher. Nothing should
be allowed to stand in the way of the -ohil-
dren becoming pi t in reading, writing
and arithmetic. These are the essentials of

* wohool work. The study of these branches
should not be neglected for the more showy
and more pretentions accomplishments. The
oy, say of sixteen, who is able when he
Aeaves school to write a good hand, to read
and understand b fairly well, and
‘who is expert rather than profound in arith-

netic, is,we venture to say, better equipped,
as far as education goes, for the battle of
life, than a very -large proportion—we
would not like to say how large—of those
who leave the public” schools, not of this
Province alone, but of the whole continent.

A SPECIAL PLEADER.

The account given by Mr. Phelps of the
attempta of the United States to settle the
Behring Sea dispute by convention was not
as ingenuous as it might be. He, we see,
adhberes to the\contention that the Ameri-
cans never claimed exclusive jurisdiction
over the waters of Bebring Sea because they
had purchased such jurisdiction from Rus-
sia, The denial that the. Americans ever
contended that Behring Sea was a mare
clausum must sound strange to those who
have anything like a distinos recollection of
the grounds on which the seizure of British
sealers was justified by the Amerigan Gov-
ernment and American citizens,

But, independently of the persistent de-
nial by the American counsel of what is a
matter of history, Mr. Phelps’ statement
with regard to the convention is not as full
or as fair as it might be, - He is reported in
our telegram of yesterday to have\said :
“The Government next endeavored to
obtain a convention which, waiving its
rights, would preserve the seals. The con-
vention was only defeated by Canada’s in-
terference, on the ground that protection
was needless after an agreement respecting
a close season had failed.”

We would like to know what rights the
American Government waived . in those
negotiations? 'We  venture ‘to say, none
whatever. What they did was totake ad-
vantage of the ignorance of the British

The spirit
that is in ‘them will flame np and impel
them: to put down and to keep down, the
races that would try to presume upon their
forbearance and their dislike of vio-
lence.

‘even death itself, is preferable to the loss of
all that Christians and free men hold dear.

A CUNNING ESCAPE.

Frederick Day Pretends to Have s
Very Sore Leg and is Sent to
the Hospital.

But He Suddenly ' Gets Well and
Leaves With Only a Nightshirt
and a Blanket. -

About as cute a piece of scheming as has
been heard of in these parts for some time
was ‘carried to a more or less successful
termination early yesterday morning, with
the result that a convict nameéd Fred. Day,
sentenced {0 nine months’ imprisonment at
the Provincial ' jail for larceny, was allowed
to get away, and, though he escaped
with no covering other than a night shirt
and a blanket, he, has so well succeeded in

keeping out of the way that the posse of
officers in chase have been unable to find
any trace of him.

Day was removed from the Provinecial jail
on Wednesday to ‘the Provincial Royal
dJubilee hospital to have a broken knee cap
attended to. ' The knee cap certainly was
broken; and as there was nothing to show
that it was not a new fracture when he was
taken to the hospital, Dr. Richardson had
the injured limb put up in bandages. Un
Friday, .Dr. Davie in going bhis rounds at
the hospital noticed the new inmate, whom
he at once recognized as an old patient of
his, who, eight years dgo, had been treated
in the old Royal hospital for a broken knee
cap. At that time he *had got around all
right but a short time after his ,discharge,
he again fell on the knee and sustained an-
other and more serious fracture, from which
he did not recover for a number of months.
Even then the bone was not knitted to-
gether, but only what the doctors call
ligamentous unionresulted,the two fragments
of bone being distinctly separated one from
the other. Having  recalled Day’s
antecedents, Dr. Davie examined the
broken = knee cap carefully. After
leaving the ward he instructed Dr.
Richardson to telephone at once to the
police that ‘the hospital authorities wounld
not* held themselves responmsible for the
prisoner’s safekeeping for ther-hour, as,
in  bis opinion, Day had *he use of his
leg. just - as mwuch now as .at
any time for a number of years.

The first reports of the disaster stated that
about 200 men had been drowned, but later
despatches show thatthe loss of life was
far greater; not less than 400 of the officers
and crew of the Victoria having gone down
with their ship.

THE MONEY QUESTION.

Secretary - Morton’s Views on the
Repeal of the Sherman
y Law.

No Advantage in Cheaper Funds—It
Drives Away the
Trade,

WasHINGTON, June 23.—In an interview
to-day, on the money question, Secretary
Morton expressed the hope that the Sher-
man law would be repealed by Congress.
In reply to the query whether he thought
the advocates of the repeal would have to
accept a compromise, the Secretary said :
I do not know about that. "I am a little
uncertain 8s to just how Congress will
stand on that question. I am hopeful of
the repeal of the Sherman law and think it
may be repealed, though there is an element
of doubt. I have no objection to the repeal
of the ten per cent. bank tax as a means of
supplying the increased currency which it is
claimed is needed. I am opposed to °that
tax chiefly because it was tried under false
pretences and has no right to exist. It is
prostitution of the taxing power, because,
under the pretense of raising revenue, it
was never intended to raise revenus, but to
prevent the issuance of State Bank ocur.
renoy. I do not think there is any danger
of wild-cat banking, for only that ¢
will circulate which is based on sound secur-

HOME RULE BILL. .

A Number of the Original Provisions
Omitted from the Latest
Draft.

The New Financial Clauses—-Revenue
to Consist of General and
Special Fands.

LoxpoN, June 23.—The new financial
proposal in connection with the contem-
plated establishment of an Irish Parliament
was issued to-day. The original clauses,
10—relating to separate consolidated fund
and taxes ; 11—relating to hereditary reve-
nues and income  tax ; 12—relating to the
financial ‘arrangements = as between the
United Kingdom and Ireland, and 13—r¢-
Iating to the Treasury account of Ireland,
are omitted from the proposal. The new .
scheme provides that the revenue shall be
divided into two classes, general and
special. The general revenue shall consist
of the gross taxes, Ireland’s portion of the
Hereditary Crown. revenue and a certain
smount of ocustoms and excise duties col-
lected in England on articles consumed in
Ireland. 'The residue of the general class of
revenue, after Ireland’s imperial contribu-
tion shall have been paid, shall form the
special revenue. Ireland shall bear her
own civil charges, have a separate ex-
chequer and consolidated funds shall be es-
tabtished ~The taxes imposed by the Irish’
Parliament shall form part® of the special
revenue to be applied to the public service -
of Ireland..

He produced
no records of ' birth registration, and this
point was made the most of by the defence,
who rested their entire case upon the fact of
Miss Lucy’s age. . Mr. Taylor, in fact, de-
olined to oross-examine any witness, intima-
ting that he intended to ask for an adjourn-
ment a8 he had wired for copies of the re-
oords, by which he expeated to contradiot
the statement of age, but-had ‘not yet re-
ceived the documents, the necessary'time
not having elapsed.
