Wept end Begged Forgiveness.
The minister was so overcome that the

Later M. Goremykin took part in the 
Von Plehye cabal, which drove him from 
the ministry of finance in 1903.

M. Goremykin is reported to be a 
mediocre *man, of insignificant appear­
ance as well as capacity. He wears 
side whiskers and looks like an English 
butler. While for some, time past he 
has been called a liberal, it was on'y 
in contrast with such men as Von 
Plehve and >1. Sipiaguine, the late "n- 
terior minister. He began his career in 
the ministry of justice, becoming as­
sistant minister, from which poet he 
was called in 3895, as a protege of the 
dowager empress, to become minister, of 
the interior. The student troubles, the 
Forerunners of the Recent Revolution, 
were just beginning, and M. Goremykin 
lacked the energy necessary to end 
them. He was supplanted in 1899 by 
M. Sipiaguine. Last year, when In­
terior Minister Durnovo legislated out 
of existence the rural commission of 
which Witte; was president and which 
had been investigating the agrarian 
question for several years, M. Gore­
mykin was appointed head of the agri­
cultural commission which supplanted 
it. When he became premier, Witte 
retaliated on M- Goremykin by retiring 
the commission. ,

It is stated today that Minister ot 
Justice Skymoff will also follow Count 
Witte into retirement, though not as a 
friend ot the former premier.

Guerasey, Channel Islands, May 2.—

members of the crew and one passenger

Edward Norman Lewis, M. P., i as 
favored us with a copy of the Hansard, 
of April 5(:h, containing a report of his 
speech in favor of Jhe improvement of 
the waterways of Canada and - the en­
couragement of shipbuilding. Mr. Lew­
is regards shipping as lone of the two 
great arms of commerce, railways be­
ing the other.

Can­
adian ships must be manned by Can­
adian men and boys. There is more 
interest -in one old wind-jammer that 
pounds her way from the Bay of Fucdy 
or the St. Lawrence Gulf to Hull, or 
from Port Arthur at the western end 
of Lake Superior down to Kingston, or 
from Vancouver to Alaska or Honolulu, 
provided "it carries the flag of Canada, 
than in the proudest liner afloat, if she 
is a foreigner and is manned by Chin­
ese. Under that flag the hearts at home 
-will'go aet f# the hearth'at "s*a7 and, 
in the language of Lord Dufferin, one of 
the finest igen that ever ,graced the of­
fice of Governor General of Canada, as 
that ship returns from a foreign clime, 
tlie girle at home will have hold of the 
tow rope."

TrfE CASE OF THE SALVOR.

Although the whole transaction, so 
far as the subsidy of the Salvor is 
concerned, is open'to serious criticism 
from a political point of view, the main 
cause of offending and the thing for 
which the Dominion government is 
held mainly responsible is the fact that 
while a private firm could be subsid­
ized to the tune of $10,000 a year for 
the saving of hulls, which would bring 
business to this port, absolutely not 
the slightest provision was made for 
the saving of lives, which are infinite­
ly more important in the eyes of the 
community. As a consequence, and 
we say it deliberately, when tlje Valen­
cia went on the rocks, there was no 
avenue of escape for the poor unfor­
tunate people on board, and with a 
few exceptions they were all drowned. 
The one thing that was established by 
the circumstances connected with the 
disaster, and established beyond all 
question of doubt, was that if the Sal­
vor or some other vessel had been 
equipped with proper life-saving ap­
pliances, a large number of the, un­
fortunate passengers could have been 
saved. The force of this contention is 
admitted by the fact that arrange­
ments were made for several lifeboats 
—onë was promised to be shipped im­
mediately from the east, which has 
not yet arrived—and promises have 
been made that such facilities as were 
heretofore neglected, though frequent­
ly urged, would be supplied. The gov­
ernment only woke to a sense of its 
duty after the terrible loss of life had 
occurred, and there were political con­
sequences staring it in the face.

Nobody would find fault with the 
government for subsidizing or other­
wise assisting in enterprises calculated 
to increase the industry of shipbuild­
ing and marine repair work at this 
point, provided that the matter was 
cârried out in a proper and business­
like way, and provided that the more 
important consideration of- life-saving 
had not been neglected. We are all 
pleased that the Victoria Salvage com­
pany has been enabled to raise the 
German steamer Mariec.hen, and that 
that she will be brought to Esquimau,: 
with the possibility of the repairs be­
ing effected in Victoria. We under­
stand that the company entered into 
a contract to accept a sum between 
$85,000 and $40,000 in case of being 
successful and’ nothing in case of 
failure. Therefore, with such chances 
at stake, nobody will envy tlie B. G. 
Salvage Co. their good fortune, and if 
it receives the further contract for re­
pairs the management will deserve to 
be congratulated for its enterprise. 
With the subsidy of $10,000 in addition 
that will be a pretty good business for 
one year.»

The 'bçmpany is lucky in more res­
pects than one. The contingency has 
been suggested of a wreck taking place 
in these waters while the Salvor was 
in Alaskan waters looking after the 
Mariechen. The situation would have 
been an embarrassing one for the gov­
ernment, at least. We have no desire 
to discuss the subject further, but 
there is Just the possibility of obtrud­
ing under the public nose too con­
spicuously the material benefits to be 
derived from the arrangements made 
bÿ the govenment in connection with 
the Salvor. It is not good taste, and 
wlsè politicians are content to let.

KEEP UP YOUR INSURANCE.

The insurance companies investigation 
in the United States has done harm as 
well as good. The evil has been the re­
sult of what President Roosevelt calls 
“muck-rake” journalism, which has 
greatly magnified the abuses which have 
existed in the management of the Amer­
ican insurance companies. In other 
words, the people have been unneces­
sarily frightened hy the revelations that 
have been made. As a consequence, 
there was a drop of $194,(XK),000 in 
new insurance in the United Statellsdur- 
ing the year 1905. A great many per­
sons neglected to take ont insurance to 
protect their families, and a great many 
others stampeded. So that while a 
very desirable housecleaning has been 
going on, the principle of insurance, 
which we all recognize as very desir­
able, has been greatly and unneces­
sarily prejudiced in the minds of the 
public. In a public address not long 
ago, Mr. Jerome, of New York, who 
has been himself very active in the cam­
paign of housecleaning, declared that 
at no time was there any" danger of the 
insolvency of the large life insurance 
companies- The margin of safety was 
at all times sufficient to cover reason­
able contingencies, and he sincerely de­
plored that the tendency to sensation­
alism among the yellow journalists had 
produced such a bad effect on the pub­
lic mind. -,

SOCIALISTS AND THE GOVERN­
MENT.

The Colonist rather prefers “concrete” 
instances,' and, therefore, when its posi­
tion is challenged on the question of 
socialism it is glad to get down to par­
ticulars. It is apparently inconceivable 
that the Colonist, which is opposed to 
the • general principles of socialism, 
should support a government that is, in 
turn, supported by two socialistic mem­
bers off the legislature, and in this atti­
tude we are accused of hypocrisy and 
deceit. We do not know quite how this 
charge can be sustained. There cannot 
be any doubt that our opposition to the 
principles off socialism is quite as open 
as it is fair. We believe there cannot 
be much less doubt'about our support 
of the Conservative administration 
across tùe Bay. Neither of these facts 
should, we hope, establish the existence 
of hypocrisy or deceit. The public, the 
government and the socialists know ex­
actly where the Cokmist stands in rela­
tion to tfie government and socialism-

.Coming now to the “concrete” - in­
stance of Messrs. Hawthornthwaite and 
Williams’ support of the government, 
that is a matter which largely concerns 
themselves and the ; socialist party in 
this province. As there are two parties 
in the house, they must support one or 
the Othpr, although they may agree with 
the policy of neither. In their estima­
tion both parties are wrong, bub.they 
in all probability proceed^, on the prin­
ciple off, between two evils, choosing the 
least. We leel quite sure that the great 
cause of the enmity which members of 
one party holds towards the socialists 
is that the latter do not support their 
leader instead of "Mr, McBride. Con­
sidering, therefore, the motives which 
inspire the attack upon the Colonist ’n 
this respect, we do not feel greatly per­
turbed.

It does not follow, nor is it the case, 
that because the socialist members 
support the McBride administration 
the members of the government are in 
sympathy with the socialistic pro­
gramme. Messrs, 
and Williams have no illusions on that 
score, nor has the socialist party as a 
whole. Nevertheless, as between two 
parties, fhpre is nothing inconsistent 
in supporting one party in preference to 
another; in tact, by our system of gov­
ernment it is very difficult to stand aloof 
from both. Then wé have always to 
discriminate between men as men end 
the political principles with which they 
may • be allied. While we may wholly 
disagree with the policy of a party, we 
may nevertheless respect and honor an 
individual member of it. The time has 
long gone by when we judge of men 
■by the kind of coat they wear or the 
politics or religion they profess; end be­
cause a man may be a socialist he is 
not necessarily less a good man or a 
good citizep. We wafer a good socialist 
to a poor Liberal any day, an* to judge 
of the state of affairs at Ottawa the 
Liberals cannot afford to throw stones 
at socialists or any other class of the 
community. The political conduct of 
the government and thé party leaders 
are tending as much as anything else in 
this country to give btrength to the so­
cialistic movement.

Only 
a couple of days elapsed between the 
time he left and the date of the earth­
quake. Mr. Hooper has always been a 
stiong believer in Victoria and his trip 
on this occasion has strengthened his 
opinion considerably. In reviewing his 
travels yesterday he said that he had 
taken in the greater part of the tourist 
resorts and zseid Mr. Hooper: “from 
what I saw, Victoria is good enough for 
me. If the large cities iu the East ns 
well as California had thé scenic advan­
tages of Victoria, it would not he long 
till they took advantage of them. Los 
Angeles poses as a tourist resort and 
what have they got? The only thing 
that struck me was the tram car ser­
vice. A person could get on the cars 
at 10 o’clock in the morning and ride 
all day but not see anything for dust.

‘The people of Victoria complain 
about the dust, but if they stayed in Los 
Angeles for a while they would find that 
they have no kick coming. From morn­
ing till night it is nothing but dust and 
every day at that.”

The Hansard report of the Senate de 
débutes for Thursday, April 26th has tho 
following:

Hon. Mr. Macdonald—I do not like 
this resolution to pass without saying 
a few words. I feel quite certain that 
every member of this House will cordial­
ly agree with the terms of the resolution 
and with the loyal, instructive ■ and elo­
quent words uttered by the hon. secre­
tary of state and the hon. leader of the 
opposition. Not only in the British em­
pire and its important dependence, but 
by other nations of the world. King 
Edward is held in the highest esteem 
as a constitutional ruler, an astute dip­
lomat, a smoother ; of international dif­
ferences and a lover of universal peace. 
His majesty has shown his confidence in 
•the people of the 'Dominion by sending 
the Prince of Wales thtee years ago 
to visit this country, and more recent­
ly his nephew. Prince Arthur of Con­
naught. These princes will be able to 
convey to His Majesty, the loyalty and 
high respect which has been manifested 
towards them, and will also convey some 
idea of the extent and resources of the 
Dominion. In visiting this country, and 
traveling through it from ocean to 
ocean, His Majesty, will find six mil­
lions of loyal and contented people, be­
lievers in British institutions and of 
British connection working out their des­
tiny under a system of freedom, a free­
dom which can be found only under Brit­
ish institutions, a freedom which is in­
herit in the minds and aspirations of 
British people wherever they may be 
found. . His Majesty .will find that, in 
this portion of his vast- Dominions, the 
people who emigrate from the mother 
country can make their homes with ev­
ery- prospect of improving their condi­
tion under British sovereignty. The vis­
it of His Majesty would not be com­
plete unless he traveled throughout the 
length and breadth" of the Dominion from 
the Atlantic to the Pacific. In that way 
alone could he get a proper conception 
of the vast extent of this portion of his 
empire. Whether he will be able to 
accept the invitation of his loyal Cana­
dian subjects or not; we may rest as­
sured it will be received as an express, 
ijion of the loyalty and attachment of onr 
people to His . Majesty's person and 
throne.

Chief Justice On Perjury.—During

'His Grace Archbishop Orth. He wished 
to thank the members of the Royal Temp­
lars for the courtesy extended to himself, 
and he congratulated them in their efforts 
to strike at the root of'a very real evil. 
He was aware that many ladies and gen­
tlemen were in the habit of drinking 
spirituous liquors every day of their lives, 
and they remained ladies and gentlemen 
siul; but this fact did not remove the 
danger to the community at large, and 
he thought all were justified in calling 
upon tihe civic Authorities to minimize the 
temptations in the way of the people to 
the utmost of their power and judgment.

Outlined the History 
of alcohol from its Arabic source, and its 
many prejudicial effects, its tendency to 
develop rapidly the germs of disease, and 
pointed to the repugnance with which it 
is regarded by the lower animals, to whose 
systems it carries swift death. He ad­
duced many arguments in favor of abstin­
ence, and proved his points from life in­
surance statistics, depicting in realistic 
language the detrimental action of alco­
hol on the organs of the human body. He 
explained ;its action on the blood and Its 
tendency to greatly reduce the tempera­
ture instead of increasing its heat, as the 
popular idea has it. He told of his own 
personal experiences of the use, or disuse, 
of alcohol during exposure to excessive 
cold, and his verdict was that alcohol 
“does not warm one for a long time.” 
One-third of the sudden deaths, said he, 
are caused by alcohol, and even inciden­
tal Intoxication, according to reliable stat­
istics, causes death once in five times, and 
the climax is the large proportion of in­
sanity due thereto. Physicians agree that 
a major proportion of the causes of the 
principal diseases are due, directly or in­
directly, to alcohol; and the human, spe­
cies is admittedly affected to a vast de­
gree by hereditary alcoholism, and, added 
he, nothing has contributed more to the 
spread of alcoholism than the erroneous 
popular belief in its efficacy as a stimu­
lating and nutritive beverage In sickness.

“We arrived at San Francisco Mon­
day, the 16th, from San Diego and 
Los Angeles, on our return home to

gether in our minds the news of our 
.travels, which were nearly over, of all 
the gay scenes we would tell of on our 
arrival.

.and earthquake, as wafe all this section 
of the city. Next day we visited Ala­
meda, Oakland and Berkeley and re­
turned to San Francisco .by 7 p. m. At 
8 p. an. we went to view the skaters in 
the grand new and immense skating 
rink, admission being charged to all to 
reduce overcrowding.. Hundreds were 
here enjoying themselves upon the floor, 
end a fine band discoursed good music 
et intervals, breaking the monotony of 
the deafening, ranting noise of the many 
hundreds of skates. (Che spectators hau 
comfortable seats, arranged amphi­
theatre style, and all was gaiety and 
happiness, and the remark passed be­
tween ns was, “What a. happy people. ’ 
The entertainment closed with the floor 
being cleaved, and a professor and hie 
little daughter gave an exhibition of 
most marvelous «ad difficult feats, win­
ning rounds of deafening applause.. At 
9:45 the place was closed for the night, 
end the crowds dispensed, ell happy, 
jolly, contented, many making appoint­
ments to meet their friends again at 
this place of enjoyment the following 
evening. We returned to-our hotel, hav­
ing planned to go to the bank the_ fol­
lowing morning, then continue onr sight­
seeing, Sausileto being our first point. 
Little did we dream what our sightsee­
ing would be or what the proposed meet­
ings oH those happy .people for the next 
night would mean. Some met, but the 
music, excitement, happiness and gaiety 
of the night before a blank on their 
minds, and the gay pavilion turned inW 
deepest gloom of impenetrable depth; 
agonizing, heartrending cries of dear 
friends bending over their loved ones 
who had been carried to this temporary 
place of safety, both from the hospi­
tals, which were burning, and the fright­
fully wounded, mangled and dying from 
the streets, imploring God for mercy in 
this their stricken city; some in their 
frenzy and despair tore at their hair and 
clothing, ran with terror-blanched faces 
and flnng themselves down upon some X 
the ruins and fainted: others remained 
and clung to their dead and dying. We 
learned afterwards that the fire trav­
eled with such rapidity that many of 
the poor sufferers were burned with the 
building, being unable to get them all 
out in time.

1 “Such were the contrasting scenes en­
acted within this building during the 
space of a few hours. On the morning 
jlof the great earthquake we were awak­
ened at about 5:16 a. m. by a loud, rat­
tling sound, very like a hailstorm of 
eome force striking against a window. 
(We realized instantly what it was. The 
floors, walls, ceilings, all the furniture, 
the two large chandeliers shivered ant. 
shook most violently, plaster was falling 
jin places all over. We got up and tried 
i bo get to the window to look out, and 
lit was with the greatest difficulty, being 
knocked about from side to side, that 

Vwe reached the windows, and holding on 
es tightly as we could to keep from 
feeing brown about and injured, we 
looked down into the streets below and 
saw men, women and children running 
$n every direction as though panic- 
stricken, barehekded, scarcely more than 
a covering upon them, and passing sol­
emnly among tire crowds gathering 
every minute were two express wagons 
iwith a man in each, stretched out, one 
with mangled arm dangling and face 
covered with blood.

Bandit and Murderer Shot Yesterday 
Afternoon In Oregon.

New Era, Ore., May 1.—Outlaw 
■Smith has been shot dèad.

Word was received from Canby early 
today that a man anewehng Smith’s 
description had begged for food at a 
bakery and then disappeared. A posse 
started for that place at once.

When about a mile from New Era 
bloodhounds found Smith’s trail t^nd he 
was run down in a clump of bushes and 
shot by Henry Draper, of Spokane.

The outlaw was trapped at 9 o’clock 
this morning, and at 11:10 was writhing 
in the underbrush iu the death struggle. 
Prior to destruction, Smith had made 
a sensational escape into the timber and 
’had been surrounded and penned in by 
at least two -hundred officers and vol­
unteers.

Dynamite had been used to dislodge 
him, and the woods had been fusilladed 
with -bullets, all of which he escaped un­
harmed. Smith was tracked to his Ian- 
through the sagacious intelligence of 
Draper’s bloodhounds. In the chase for 
«Smith the finish jvcould not ‘have been 
more spectacular nor more dramatic. 
His end came less than two hours after 
information had been received by Sheriff 
-Culver that the suspect had been seen 
near Canby.

Concealed behind a fallen log, less 
than twenty-five feet in a straight line 
from the railroad track, Smith was 
brought -to baÿ, and there crouched until 
bis pursuers came upon him. The of­
ficers stumbled upon hiip and wer* 
standing within three feet of him when 
lie espied the dogs, which had followed 
the hot scent and uttered fond cries, 
stopped at the log and snigged the air, 
holding their heads aloft- Draper had 
the beasts in leasfli and was urging them 
on. Suddenly Draper glanced'down, and 
there, concealed partly by a log, was the 
murderer and fugitive. Smith saw he 
was cornered and made no outcry. He 
was industriously pulling razors, watch»» 
and jewelry from his coat pockets and 
hiding them under the log when Draper 
saw him.

“Are you Smith?” demanded Draper.
“Yes,” was the brief answer.
As (Smith made this reply be pulled
revolver from inside of his coat .and 

started to level it at Draper In the 
twinkling of an eye. Draper whipped out 
his own revolver and sent a bullet crash­
ing through Smith’s temple.

SITUATION AT SAN FRANCISCO.

Suggestel That Steps Be Taken to
Provide for British Subjects Here.

Oakland, May 1.—^(Special.)—Saloons 
will be opened hère tomorrow, and the 
military anticipate considerable trouble, 
but have determined to suppress any 
disorders.

The British consul now located here 
considers that Canada, and particularly 
British Columbia, should not miss the 
opportunity of effective relief by arrang­
ing for the transportation to Canada of 
desirable British subjects. As the fare 
to Victoria can be arranged us low as 
$10, the expense entailed would be no 
greater than that of feeding a person 
for three weeks. He suggests the ad­
visability of his being furnished with 
funds for this purpose. Such a course 
appears to be a much more intelligent 
and economical use of relief funds than 
can possibly be made by the relief com­
mittee here. It may be mentioned that 
corruption and mismanagement is not 
wholly absent in the distribution of re­
lief supplies, and the consul’s sugges­
tion is considered very sensible-

The consul desires the influence of 
newspapers throughout British Colum­
bia. towards assisting him in this work 
instead of remitting money or sendÎDB 
supplies to the general relief committee 
in San Francisco. All funds for this 
work should he sent to Oakland^

New City Hall.
San Francisco is to build a new city 

•hull at once. A temporary structure, 
but one which will do away with the 
necessity of paying the high rent which 
the owners of property available tor 
municipal use are inclined to chargé, 
will be secured. A site which is looked

At Lyons, a crowd of manifestants 
attacked tjie street cars, breaking the 
glass windows, whereupon the dra­
goons charged the rioters, wounding a 
large number. There were lesser dis­
turbances at many points.

Early Report Yesterday.
Paris, May 1.—May 1st, the day for 

which the government made prodigious 
preparations,. finds many quarters of 
the city presenting the appearance of 
an armed camp. The forces concen­
trated under Prefect of Police Lepine, 
are estimated at 50.Q00 troops, 12,000 
police and 8,000 republican guards, 
gendarmes and detectives.

Detachments of troops of all arms 
took up positions in the main centres 
at an early hour. The bulk of the mili­
tary forces had been strictly confined 
to barracks since midnight, and re­
mained under orders to be ready to 
move at a moment’s notice, 
troops at midnight began to guard the 
public sources of water, gas, and elec­
tric supply. The plan of the authori­
ties was to avoid the use of the mili­
tary unless such a step was impera­
tive to maintain order.

Accordingly the aspect of the city 
during the early ho.urs was little dif­
ferent from usual, but toward noon 
the military activity increased. The 
metropolitan railroad and the omni­
buses continued to operate, but cab 
traffic was crippled owing to the cab­

Mr. James Penrose, of the provincial 
license department, has received a let­
ter from his son who is connected with 
a trading post at Spirit river, twelve 
miles west of Dunvégan on the Peaco 
river, and near the east boundary of 
British Columbia says the Winnipeg 
Fiée Press. The letter contains some 
information regarding that distant part 
of western Canada which will be of in­
terest as It shows that only the thres­
hold of the productive portion of this 
great country has as yet been exploited. 
Referring to farming operations the 
writer says: “No wheat is grown at 
this particular point, but it is suc­
cessfully grown in the Peace river val­
ley and in "the neighborhood of Lesser 
Slave lake. Wheat culture is not at­
tempted here as summer frosts are Ma- 
ble to occur, but it is thought that these 
will disappear when there is more land 
under cultivation. Oats, barley and veg­
etables grow to perfection. I never saw 
anything so good in Manitoba. Wheat 
last year in the districts where it was 
grown averaged thirty-five to fifty bush­
els per acre and graded No. 1 hard, and 
No. 1 and 2 northern. Oats yield over 
fifty bushels an acre and weighed forty 
to forty-three pounds to the measured 
bushel. Potatoes grow to an immense 
size. In a garden here last fall the crop 
was

:

Tubers weighing three and three and a 
half pounds were quite common and 
they were of splendid flavor and so meal- 
ly that an epicure could not desire any­
thing better.

“There are a few ranchers here, but 
with one exception all have a poor class 
of cattle. Herds number from seventy- 
five to a hundred and fifty had. Animals 
that Awould dress about 600 pounds sell 
fox from $60 to $65. There are also n 
couple of horse ranches on which the 
stock is (principally of the native types. 
A gopd cay use is wortlFfrom $75 to $90.

“The climate here is milder than 
that of Manitoba, there being no 
cold snaps. We had no snow here 
January 15th. Ten days later a Chinook 
set in and the snow melted in a few 
hours and live stock was out. “rustling.” 
It continued warm' until February 12th, 
when another snowstorm occurred and 
the ranchers began feeding their cattle. 
On February 20th there was another 
chinook and the snow disappeared as if 
by magic. A warm spell ensued until 
March 10th, when two feet of snow fell 
and remained until the 18th, and was 
then taken off by another chinook which 
left the prairie covered with running wa­
ter. We do not look for any more snow 
until next December. Horses range out 
all winter and always look well in the 
spring.”

Such being the case, it cannot tout seem 
eminently desirable that action—immedi­
ate, determined and influential—should be 
taken, to secure for Victoria the actual 
Pacific terminus of this great railway, 
and, incidentally, of every other trans­
continental line heading in our direction.

It appears to me that there are no lees 
than four points on Pacific tide water, 
any one of which might be named as a 
probable terminus, and, stated in alphabet­
ical sequence, and not in the order of 
their importance, they are:

Bute Inlet,
Kalen Island or Port Simpson,
Vancouver,
Victoria.
Assuming Edmonton as starting

point for the West, there are no insuper­
able or even unusual or constructive dif­
ficulties In reaching by a fairly direct 
route any of the above suggested termini. 
The exhaustive surveys of the Canadian 
Pacific railway amply demonstrated the 
entire feasibility of the Rocky mountain 
passes, by way of the Peace or Pine river 
and Tete Jaune Cache, as well as the ab­
sence of any other favorably located and 
otherwise satisfactory route across the 
great barrier. What really now remains 
for the Grand Trunk Pacific, between any 
of these passes which it may choose to 
adopt and the Pacific, is the simple prob­
lem of filling In details.

The Northern or Peace river route, if 
adopted, would naturally run from Edmon­
ton northwest by the southern border of 
Lesser Slave lake to the vicinity of Peace 
River Landing, thence following the river 
valley and through the Rocky mountains 
by the Peace River pass, at an altitude of 
1,200 feet above the sea—the lowest known 
pass in this mountain range. After cross­
ing the Rookie* and leaving the valley of 
the Peace river, the line would continue 
due west, skirting the northern edge of 
the great Babine-Tatlah lake basin, across 
a desolate, inhospitable region to the or­
igin of the Skeena river, and thence by 
thè valley of that stream to Port Simp­
son or Kalen Island, on the Pacific. Af­
ter crossing the western limit of the great 
Northwest wheat belt, there is but little 
along this route to encourage or develop 
trade or settlement and promote traffic 
for a railway. This northern line could, 
however, be relieved of some unattrac­
tive features by adopting an alternative 
and somewhat less direct route toy way 
of the Pinè River pass. The altitude of 
this pass is 2,750 feet above the sea. and 
from here the line would follow down 
the western slope of the Rocky mountains, 
by easy grades, along the rivers Atunat- 
che and Mlslnchlnca, to Fort McLeod, 
thence by way of Fort St. James, the Ne- 
chacco valley, Fraser lake and the Bulk- 
ley valley to the Skeena river at a com­
mon point on tne more northerly route.

The redeeming features of this alterna­
tive or Pine river route may be summed 
up in the valuable agricultural lands and 
extensive coal areas of the Pine and 
Bulkier valley*.

The southern route would follow the 
course of least, resistance, on an easy and 
gradually ascending grade, from Edmonton 
southwestward by Jasper House, at the

Most miners have had one or more nar­
row escapes from death by accident; the 
subject of this sketch bad such an experi­
ence about two months after coming to the 
Cariboo.

Rothschild, the new manager of the 
company, who has reached Dawson 
from the company’s home office in De­
troit. Of lute Mr. Rothschild has been 
engaged in otherJtmsiness in New York. 
His father, Sigmund Rothschild, of De­
troit is one of the heaviest stockholders 
in the Canadian Klondike company.

‘"The new dredges which we have or­
dered,” says Mr. Rothschild, “will have 
a theoretical capacity of 4,800 cubic 
yards a day.

A London despatch, dated April 25th, 
says: Admiral Palliser, formerly in 
command of the British squadron at
Esquiipalt, announces U^t . he will
have nothing to do with the new 
treasure-hunting expedition to Cocos 
island, which it is reported is being I 
fitted out in America. The admiral, I 
who accompanied Earl Fitzwilliams on 
his expedition in the Véronique, prob- ! 
ably knows more about the location ofj 
this famous treasure than any other 
living man, and he does not hesitate 
to announce that this searching party, 
is doomed to failure from the outset.

Admiral Palliser, in explaining the 
situation, said: “Ih the first place, the 
chart possessed by the party is un­
doubtedly false. It is only one of many 
which were sold to treasure-seekers 
some years ago. Then when the island 
is reached—and that will be in the 
rainy season-r-it is almost certain that 
the treasure-seekers will not be al­
lowed to work, for1'a syndicate, of 
which it is reported Harold Grey, Mr. 
Montmorency and Captain Kennedy 
are the principals, holds a concession 
from the Costa Rica government for 

Exploiting the Whole Island,
^nd until it gi\res this up, no one else 
can work there. This syndicate has ^ 
been working the island for the last 
two years without success.

It was mainly on account of the — 
existence of this concession that Earl 
Fitzwilliams’ expedition failed. The 
earl’s party found it impossible to in­
terfere with the syndicate, and could 
only work by its consent in certain 
parts of the island. There is absolute­
ly no doubt that two great treasure 
hoards are hidden on the island. One, 
a pirate treasure, is valued at between 
$30,000,000 and $60,000,000, and the 
other,' known as Keating’s treasure, is 
said to be worth $15,000,000. The for­
mer consisted of fnasses of gold and 
silver ornaments and Scotch 'ingots.
They were originally seized by the 
.Spanish in Mexico and Peru, and were 
being carried away in Spanish galleons 
Wvhen a notorious pirate, Captain Don 
Pedro Bonita, attacked and captured 
the vessels and concealed their freight

CHLORODYNEBE
Rossland Keeping Up Shipment* Better 

Then Earlier in Year.
Nelson, B. C., April 28.—Looking 

the mining reports for the week the 
best news comes from Rossland, where 
the Le Roi is keeping up its shipments 
inbetter styje than that which prevail­
ed during the earlier months of the 
year. Also the Le Roi No. 2 has in­
creased Its output about 50 per cent., 
due to the recent prosecution of stoping 
upon the discoveries of good smelting 
ore recently made. Iir the Boundary, 
as well as in the Slocan, the melting 
snows, by filling the mines with water, 
as well as by blocking or destroying 
the roads, has interfered somewhat 
with the output, which is something 
less thap usual. In the Slocan there 
are but few mines shipping from the 
causes already alluded to, but there 
Is one new shipper, the Pearl company. 
Locally a syndicate has been, formed to 
take up 50,000 shares of Eureka treas­
ury stock and provide funds for the 
sinking which is now going on to 
prove the 'property below the 150-foot 
level before putting in more expensive 
machinery. From the smelters which 
are enlarging their plants, comes in­
variable word of progress being made, 
but nqne have as yet completed the en­
largements. The first will probably be 
the Hall Mines, but nearly every smelt­
er will have at some date later some­
thing to report this year as to increas­
ed facilties for smelting; facilities, 
which, on the whole, should enable a 
tonnage of at least 50 per cent larger 
than that of today being dealt with.

MARIECHEN FLOATED.

Salvor and Wreckers On Board Have 
Success in Raising Steamer.

The German steamer MariecJien which 
stranded at False bay, Alaska, in Feb­
ruary last has been floated by the 
wreckers on the steamer Salvor of the 
British Columbia Salvor company which 
went north ten. weeks ago to wreck the 
stranded German vessel. Private tele­
grams from Juneau, state that the 
steamer was raised two days ago aud 
has been towed to Juneau where tem­
porary repairs will be effected to per­
mit of the steamer being towed to Es­
quimau by the Salvor. The wreckers 
under Mr. H. F. Bullen of the Brit­
ish Columbia Salvage company have 
worked diligently to float the wrecked 
German vessel. The cargo was taken 
out of the vessel, at least, all that could 
be taken out, and the divers made tem­
porary patches for the holes punctured 
by the rocks in the hull, and, then the 
big pumps of the British Columbia Sal­
vage company which are fitted in the 
’tween decks of the wrecking steam­
er Salvor were called into action. Aft­
er several failures the last attempt re­
sulted in success, and the steamer was 
taken to Juneau. The Salvor was given 
a special permit by the United States 
government for the work of wrecking 
til|e Marieehen which lay in United 
States waters. The company made a 
contract with the underwriters repre­
sented by Capt. J. S. Gibb of Seattle, 
who was present on board the steamer 
Salvor during the wrecking Operations 
and by the terms of the contract the 
wreckers were to receive $37,500 if they 
were successful in raising_the steamer 
and bringing her to Esquimâît. The 
Salvor will bring the Marieehen south 
as soon as possible and she will be 
placed in the dry dock- to be surveyed 
by Lloyd’s surveyors who will then draw 
up specifications for the necessary work 
to renovate the steamer. It is expected 
that the various local firms will tender 
and some tenders will also be received 
from Puget Sound firms.

Keating’s treasure was obtained in 
much the same way.

The Spaniards never found the 
treasure, and the captain of the Mary 
Dier, escaping to Canada, handed over 
the secret of the hiding place before 
his death to Càptain Keating, of Nova 
Scotia. Kea^ng twice visited the 
island, and on each occasion returned 
home with $10,000 worth of gold. This 
treasure was also seen by a man who 
was afterwards killed in the Chilean

San Francisco, May 2.--An investiga­
tion today demonstrated that the fear 
that San Francisco will suffer a period 
of -hard times as an aftermath of the 
disastrous fire is unfounded. Careful 
estimates show that within the next 
year there will be more than $200,000,- 
000 available for the rehabilitation of 
San Francisco, and it is expected that 
most of this money will come from 
eastern and foreign capitalists. The 
two weeks since the day of the disaster 
have witnessed a transformation from 
chaos to regular order. The burned re­
gion has been nearly restored to its nor­
mal conditions, and when housewives 
are permitted to return to their kitchens 
to cook, after the inspection of chim­
neys, the streets will have their natural 
appearance. In the burned area each 
day brings its added share of improve­
ment, and the great task <ff cleaning 
up has .been actively started.

Coroner Fish said today he believed 
the number of dead would be at least 
1,000 more than at first was supposed. 
Down in the fish market district, where 
hundreds of mén were at work at the 
time of the earthquake, several struc­
tures collapsed and the workers had no 
time to save, themselves. He said:

having been made by Sir James Stuart 
nearly a hundred years earlier, while 
the suggestion to derive the standard 
of length from the pendulum had been 
made by the French scientist, Picard, 
many years before.

Of Revolutionary Origin.
In France especially the want of 

uniformity in the weights and mea­
sures of the different provinces had 
for a long time been exceedingly em­
barrassing and troublesome in the 
transaction of affairs.. Various at­
tempts had been made during the six­
teenth and seventeenth centuries to 
establish a uniform system of weights 
and measures for that country, but it 
was not until near the close of the 
eighteenth century that the question 
assumed such importance as to war­
rant legislative action on the part of 
the National Assembly. In 1789 the 
assemblage of the States-General in 
Paris brought to a focus the long-felt 
discontent at the numberless variations 
in use in various parts of France, 
and in the following year the Academy 
of Sciences was instructed to devise 
a system of weights and measures 
which would be suitable to all nations. 
This the academy undertook to do, 
and the Royal Society of London w£U$ 
asked to take part in the movement, 
but declined the invitation, and Eng­
land accordingly lost any share of the 
credit for formulating the new system.

than that of a settled pastorate in an old 
congregation, and the missionary worthy of 
more esteem than the inducted pastor of 
even an Influential charge. He came to 
Manitoba in 1879, afcd ministered to a 
group of stations around Manitou for three 
yea re, for one year at Burnside and for 
tairee in an extensive field of which Nee- 
pawa was the cefitre. Comfortable church­
es and large congregations are now in 
many of those stations. In 1886, Mr. Mac­
Rae came to British Columbia, and took 
charge of all the mission stations on the 
southern portion of Vancouver Island, in­
cluding among other points Cedar Hill, 
Craigflower, Esquimalt, Saanich, Sooke, 
and Mqtchosin, a territory which in work­
ing entailed much labor, and no little 
hardship. As the stations gained strength, 
they were formed into groups, and a mis­
sionary put in charge of each group. Now 
tne people worship in comfortable church­
es, where formerly they met for divine 
service in log school houses and in private 
dwellings, much of which is due to Mr. 
MacRae* s work and the financial help of 
the Church and Manse Building fund. In 
1893 Victoria West, now St. Paul’s, was 
separated from Cedar Hill, and made an 
independent mission with Mr. MacRae as 
missionary. A year later St. Paul’s was 
raised to the status of an augmented con­
gregation, and the missionary in charge 
unanimously called to the pastorate. In 
January last the congregation reached Its 
manhood, became self-sustaining, and re­
cently paid off the last instalment on the 
mortgage held by the church and manse 
building board.

The congregation is in good heart and 
well organized, and has a vigorous Ladles’ 
Aid society, and a Christian Endeavor so­
ciety.

Mr. MacRae is the only charter mem­
ber now In this province of the old Pres­
bytery of Columbia, and indeed, with the 
exception of the Rev. J. A. Jaffray or 
Macleod, the only one in the synod of 
British Columbia and Alberta. He "was 
clcerk of the Presbytery of Columbia when 
In IbifZ it was (fivided into three presby­
teries, and erected Into the Synod of Briti 
ish Columbia, of which he was appointed 
by the general assembly the first moder­
ator, an honor at that stage of Presby­
terian development in the Far West, not 
lightly to lie esteemed.

Sciences, known as the metric system 
of weights and measures, was laid be­
fore the national convention in 1733, 
and received its endorsation.

The 
ten millionth part of this length was 
called the metre, and on this unit, 
together with the maximum density of 
water, the whole system of weights 
and measures was built up, all sub­
divisions and multiples of the stand­
ard unit, according to Watt’s proposal, 
being decimally connected.

How Standard Was Obtained.

the organization of the congregation, and 
the extinction of the mortgage debt on the 
property, says the Presbyterian. Rev. Dr. 
Campbell and Rev. W. L. Clay w^re pres­
ent as bearers of congratulations from 
their respective congregations to the pas­
tor and people of St. Paul’s. The former 
said the “First Presbyterian church, the 
mother of Presbyterianism in «the West, 
the first to unfurl the blue banner to the 
Pacific breeze, sent hearty greetings to 
her daughter in Victoria West.” The lat­
ter said that “St. Andrew’s church, fol­
lowing tho good example set by her sister, 
would next September invite the Presby­
terians of Victoria to rejoice with them 
over the extinction of their mortgage 
debt.” Then the three congregations of 
the roÿal city will be clear of debt, and no 
doubt will make a great forward move In 
doing work of church extension,* and in 
contributing to the missionary and other 
schemes of the church.

As a few geographical and historical 
notes of a pioneer of pioneers on the Pa­
cific slope may not be uninteresting to the 
readers of The Presbyterian, I will use my 
gooso quill in giving you a synopsis of 
what in extenso would be a large chapter 
of Presbyterian church history.

Sooke, the hunters’ par­
adise; to the south the silvery straits of 
Fuca, having as background, in the land 
of the Eagle, the Olympia mountains,, 
whose peaks of eternal snow rise like mar­
ble cathedrals in the blue of heaven.

The Rev. D. MacRae, pastor of St. 
Paul's church, is a “man from Glengarry,’ 
that historic part of Canada, which has 
given many good, strong, energetic minis­
ters to the Presbyterian church, men who 
have proven themselves a power in the 
centres of population and in the pioneer 
settlements, in city congregations and ifi 
mission fields. Mr. MacRae took the. pre­
scribed curriculum at McGill university, 
and the theological course at the Presby­
terian college in Montreal, which 
then presided over by the late Dr. Mac- 
Vicar, a man who infused much of his 
own strong personality, zeal and earnest­
ness Into the lives of his students. He 
graduated In 1875, and immediately after 
took up mission work in Ontario. He al- 
wavs considered mission work of greater 
importance in a new country like Canada
