It is to be hoped in the interests of the 
bank, in the interest of its shareholders and 
of the trading public, that the shareholders 
will not allow themselves to be blinded by 
parsiou to their own true interests, and 
that their desire to bring somebody to the 
stake may not cause them to forget those 
sonud principles of banking; which can only 
be contravened with lorn to all.
