ventions ; dinner parties are provided for
men who have judgments to make ; and
generally these book publishers are demoral.
izing the whole system. They should be

the public should not believe it. Now we do
not mean to assert that: Amprican invoices
of coal sent to Canada aré generally made
out with the duty deducted om the face of
them. This would be highly inconvenient
to the Canadian dealer, who does not want
the secvets of his trade exposed ; and, be-
sides, there is a far neater way of doing
the thing. It isdone, as we are credibly
informed, by rebates or sllowances on
American railway freight charges. But
what appears on the face of the
documents to be a simple allowance on
freight, is in reality a deduction to offset
the Canadian duty, in order to keep the
Canadian market for American coal.  As
for the amount allowed, that varies with
the longitude. At points east, where Nova
Scotis coal is delivered in considerable quan-
tity and largely used, the freight allowance
is at its maximum, Aswe come west, how-
ever, and as the chances of competition
by Nova Scotia coal diminish, - the
allowance diminishes too.  This is the re-
gular wav—the way the thing is generally
done., But in some instances, and not so
very few of them either, it is done openly
and direotly on the face of the invoice, as
we have statéd. We know of credible
witnesses who have seen invoices with the
Canadian duty deducted on their face, and
we have every reason for believing
that they speak the truth. Perhaps
some of the cosl dealers will come forward,
and over their own signatures say, plump
and plain, without any evasion or quibhle
of words, that they positively get no freight
allowance onaccount of the duty, and that
there are positively no such things in ex-
istence as invoices of coal with the duty
deducted on the face of them from the
reqular American price. Our columns are
freely open to them,to give to the public
their version of the coal duty story, if they
choose to do so.

The New Fremch Premier.

Senator Charles Duclerc, the new French
premier, was born at Bagneres-de-Bigorre
on November 9, 1812, and became in
1836 a proof-reader on the journal Le Bon
Seus, at Paria, He soon became an editor
of that paper, then of the Revue du Pro-
gres and of the National from 1840 to
1846. Appointed by the revolution of
1848 assistant to Garnier.Pages in the
functions of mayor of Paris, he organized
the municipality and reformed the police
on the London model. - Becoming sub-
secretary of finance under Garnier-Pages,
he soon succeeded him as minister, He
was chosen deputy for the Landes in the
constituent assembly, and e)x‘poud his_life
during the insurrection of May and Junme'
in the effort to effect a compromise be-
tween the armed populace and ¢ assembly.
Retiring from political life at the close of
1848, L became administrator of the
Spanish enterprise for the, canalization of
the river Ebro and director of the Spanish
Credit Mobilier. During the second em-
pire he refused all political proposals. He
was made by the government of national
defence in December, 1870, chairman of
the committee of inspection of ministerial
accounts ; was chosen deputy for Basses-
Pyrenees in February, 1871 ; became presi-
dent of the republican left and vice-presi-
dent of the assembly in"March, 1875, and
was chosen a life senatdr on December 10,
1875. v

Rebuilding Paiesiine.

The progress which has been made in
Palestine during the last twenty-five years
is especially evident in the erection of
many new buildings, In Jerusalem, in-
side ths town, ruined houses have been re-
stored or rebuilt, Outside the ®id town
are entirely new subuibs, the extension
being made’ especially towards the west.
The Jews have formed among themselves
building societies, which have erected lon
barrack-like buildings adapted for severi
families. The number of dwellings duri:ig
the last twenty-five years has been trebled.
Bethlehem conveys the impression of a
newly-built town. In Jaffa the town wall
has been demolished, the ditch filled up,
and a ‘number of new honses and maga-
zines, even palatial buildings have been
erected. So also inthe gardens of Jaffa many
pew houses have been erected, and to the
south and north of the town complete
Arabic suburbs, mostly by settlers from
Egypt. In Ramleb, also, new houses are
seen, still more in Kaifa, ~Nazareth has in-
creased in size, and looks as if it had been
rebuilt. Tiberias also has its new houses ;
in Jenin a new military arsenal has been
erected, as also in Sabius along with a
fine new barrack. In the latter place the
once lonely valley toward the east has as-
sumed quite a homely aspect, and in the
town are many new private buildings and
also & mew khun ; there are also the new
school, the Roman monas‘ery,and the build-
ings of the Protestant mission. In Bethle-
hem a new barrack and arsenal have been
erected, Through the schools and the in-
creasing trade the working people have
acquired greater style and taste, and the
newer houses are thus most a great improve-
ment on the old—not the oldest, which asa
rule are well built, Nearly all the houses
have bow glass windows, a rare thing 20
years ago. :

DeAR B1r: In reply to your inquiries,
I will say that the character of Uncle Tom
was not the biography of any one man,
The first suggestion of it came to me while
in Walnut Hills, Ohio. I wrote letters for
my colored cook to her husband, a slave in
Kentucky. Shetold me that he was so
taithful that his master trnsted him to come
alone and untrusted to Cincinnati to market
his farm produce. Now this, according
to thelaws of Ohio, gave the man his free-
dom, siuce if any master brought or sent
his slave into Ohio he became free de facto.
But she said her husband had given his
word as a christian to his master that he
would not take advantage of the law—his
master promising him his freedom. Whether
he ever got it or not I know net.

It was some four or five vears after, when'
the fugitive slave Jaw made me desirous of
showing what slavefy was, that I conceived
the plan of writing the history of a faithful
christian slave. After I had begun the
story I got, at the ahti-slavery rooms in
Boston, the autobiography of Josish Hen
som, 9nd_ introduced some of ite most strik-
ing incidents into my story. The good
re'ople of England gave my simple, good

riend Josiah enthusiastic welcome as ‘the
Uncle Tom of the story, though he was
alive and well, and likely long to live, and
the Uucle Tom of the story was buried in a
martyr's grave. So much in reply to your
inquiries. I trust this plain statement
may prevent my answering any more letters
on this subject.

80 great is the progress of education, Per-
haps the most striking example he saw in
England in the educational way was the
local college at Nottingham. It was one
of the points of the great hives of industry,
and the lives of men are taken up to a
ﬂut extent in the pursunits of wealth,
t the people of Nottingham had ar-
rived at the conclusion that educa-
tion was necessmy to enjoy life.
Some of them must represent the people
in parliament and they could not discharge
these functions without having knowledge
other than pursning wealth. The conse-
quence ‘of this conclusion was, a large sum
was subscribed for the purpose of a local
e. It was to be affiliated with the
great and historic universities of Oxford
and Cambridge as it was better to have a
consolidation of universities instead of a
multiplication of separate institutions.
[Appauu.] Sixteen years ago the scheme
was brought before the university of Ox-
ford for affiliating local colleﬁu genera'ly
thr out the country. Many - persons
were unwilling to break away from their
i connections to go to Oxford and
Canibridge for four years, At the time
the upiversity would not take up that
scheme but since then Owens college, Man-
chester, has obtained a charter as a separate
university. The other universities have
come into the affiliation plan. The subject
was once talked of in this province, The
multiplication of universities
OR ONE-HORSE COLLEGES
is a great disadvantage to education,
[Applause.] 'They all knew that the uni-
ty of Toronto in Canada was like
Oxford and Cambridge in England. Dif-
ferent sects have founded universities in
this province, when the province is hardly
competent to keep one university, Under
this system the different universities could
hardly have the adequate staff of teachers
in all subjects of literature and science,
nor can they have degrees kept up to a
proper standard, neither can universities
perform that function in advancing learning

and ecience, We meem to have got
into this system of separate uni-
versities and mno doubt it will be

“extremely difficult to get out ofit. To
