NOT PARALLBL OASES.

Our friend *“ Miles " objects to the exclu-
sion of Chinese laborers from Canada on the
ground that it would violate treaty stipula-
tions between China and the mother coun-
try. By the treaty now in force, British
subjects are allowed to travel for pleasute or
business in all parts of the intérior of China.
Why then exclude the Chinese ffom British
territory anywhere? If we shut the Chis
nese ont from British Columbia, the gov-
ernment of Pekin will have the right to call
(ireat Britain to account. To which we re
ply that the two cases are not parallel,
British subjects may travel  through
China on business * or. for = plea
sure, and mnobody objects to giv-
ing Chinamen the same  privilege in
Canada, But that is not what the China.
men want, What they want is the privi-
lege of coming into Canada by tbousands
and tens of thousands, and taking bread
and work from our own working people.
Suppose some ten thousand English or Ca-
nadiau workingmen, of various occupations,
tofland at Shaghai, and to take the work
from as many Chinese in that city and dis-
strict, as has been done by Chinese immi-
grants in and around San Francisco and
Victoria, Would the Chinese government
stand it? Would there not very quickly
be such an uprising of the ‘‘celestials”
against the barbariane, that the latter
might think themselves fortunate if they
escaped with their heads on? Not for
twenty-four' hours would 'the Chinese or
their authorities tolarate ‘such a thing as
that foreigners should come in to take work
and wages away from the natives.

Far different’ is ‘the case with British
residents or travelers in China, Instead of
taking work from the natives, they create
it for the latter, pay better wages than
Chinese employers do, and ‘scatteér money
with a lavish hand, = Let wealthy China-
men do the same here aud they will be
welcome, But instead of that, the Chinese
who come here take work 'from our own
poor people.  Against this ipjury done to
the latter we protest; and we feel quite
eertain that the agitation against the great
wrong to those of our own household will
continue until the iniguity is abolished.
Surely ““Miles” must see that the two cases
he speaks of are not parallel

the work done by the women in retarn for
their wages ; then the ladies of Toronto
will know what menufactures o patronize;

ENGLAND.”

To the Edicor of the World.

81w : In your Saturday’s issue s corres-
pondent writing on the above subject pro-
pounds six questions, which he would like
to have answered *‘ sedately "’ by yourself
or ““any of your readers.” With your per.
mission I would be glad to briefly answer
the gentleman’s questions, and I promise to
do so s soberly and * sedately ” as will
become the occasion. In consideration of
your limited ‘space, I will, if you please,
answer three to-day and three to-merrow.

Question number one : * Why are blas-
phemy and atheism necessary to scientific
thought? In other words, are no christians
men of scientific thought ?”

Ans. Sonme scientigts are nominally
christians, but no really eminent or
first-class scientist of to-day is even
nominally a - christissx Prof. Dawson of
Montreal is perhaps as respectable a scien-
tist as the christian world can at present
claim, yet nobody would think of placing
him in the same eminence as Darwin, Hux-
ley, Tyndall or Spencer. If “blasphemy
and atleism” comsist in ignoring the anthro-
pomorphic God of the bible in scientific
teaching, in disbelieving in His existence,
and in showing that the plan of creation in
Genesis is not true, then blasphemy and
atheism are ‘‘necessary to _sciestific
thought,” for science is bonund to deal with
cosmogony and the order of: development.

Question number two: “‘Is it more'sci-
entific to deny God than to believe in
Qo' -

Ans. This depends upon which God it is
that's denied or believed in, - If the God is
meant whose character and 'doiogs ‘dre
described in the bible, who created the
universe out of nothing; who made the
world in six days ; who started vegetation
before there was any sun, and after vards
made the sun and moon ‘““‘stand e#ill” to
accommodate Joshua—if this js. the God
meant (and this is the cbristian’s God) then
I should say 1t is ‘“more scientific to deny
Cod than to believe in‘ God.” - ‘But!'the
scientists do not *“ deny ”’ God.  They do
not even deny the christian’s God any more
than they would deny the assertion  thet
there were men on some other planet who
w'ecr;h each 40 tons avoirdnpois, are 200 feet
high, and soufl up the east wind for a liv-
ing. They may dishelieve both assertions
as being very absurd ; but they do not deny
them, for the reason that neither the one
nor the other can be proved or dis-
proved, All the gods, and the cos-
mogonies ascribed to them (not exceptin
the Jewish), are completely disproved nmf
overthrown by the facts and deductions of
modern science, © It is, therefore, much
more scicntific to deny tuem than to believe
in them. The only God the scientist be-
lieves in is the mystericus power in nature,
concerning which he knows nothing; but
be declines to clothe this power with flesh,
blood aud passions, and give it sex

Question vumber three: *‘Is physical
science (,wh'w'n is the pursuit of the scientists
named) in its investigations at all concer) -
ed with a spiritual world? May it not be
a8 free as it likes in the mate.ial sphere,
without denying God or his provideuce?”

. Ans, 8cience cannot very well go on with
its investigations, even into ptiysical phesio-
mena without coming in direct conflict with
this God and this Providence you speak of,
who,‘the christian tells us, manages and con-
trolseverything by His arbitrary, power,even
to the fall of & sparrow or 4 hair, from your
head. Science says va'ural law reigns
supreme and aniversally. The christisn
says God reigns supreme 2nd brings every-
thing to pass, sometimes in direcs contra-
ventvion of these laws and sequences. (Vide
miracles in all ages.) Now, here is direct
conflict which the scientist must meet; and
he does meet it by simply affirming the
scientific truth and completely ignoriug the
theological assumptioc, and this is called
