Meantime it had
decompsed greatly, and to-day the features
were practically beyond reco%"nl_nqn. Photo-
grapher W. E. U'Brien of Whitby Sunday
afternoun took & megative of the remains.
Simons positively identified the clothes as the
same as had been sold by him to a man
T bling the d d. The body was too
far goneé for recognition, but the general
contore of the remains led Simon to conclude
that his customer and the vietim were
identical.

Where is Patton?

It will be recollected that James J. Black,
one of the witnesses at’“the—mquest, recog-
nized the body as that of otie-of ~three men
who cume into Cowan’s fleld and eadeavored
to engage the rig to drive to the nearest
botel., Black told Detective Rogers yester-
day that he was positive the dead man Wwas
the one who endeavored to hire -the horse,
Ho was more eortain bécause he looked like
William Ford, au acquaintance, for whom

ok him ap first. He recognized the
brown Christy hat found in the river as
having been worn by the man who attempted
to hire the horse, Chance Long, another
witness who was en to about the Rorse,
thought he recogn deceased, but ‘was of
the opinion that he wore a “fedora” hat.
Yesterday’s davelmu' would lead to the
conclusion that was mistaken and
that the borse hirer-and the floater are two
different persons altogether. As a matter of
fact,the man who approached Black and Long
is believed to bé a residegt of this city, named
Patton, and his two companions are employ-
ed in a factory here, their names being in
possession of Detective Rogers,

The Men Were Fishermen.

Young Lawson, who accompapied Detec-
tive Rogers to the scene yesterday, also
viewed the body. Lawson, together with
Bolton Reid and Harry Reid of No. 9 Wash-
ington-avenue, were camped alongside the
G.T.R. bridge on Saturday, July 25. The
three men described by Long and Black were
fishing in the vicinity of the bridge. They
appeared to him at the time as being three
residents of the city out for a time. Two of
them had bamboo fishing rods, bait cans,
etc. The boys endeavored to secure some
bait from them, and the mem direct-
ed them to their companion, © who
was lying behind a pile of wood on east
shore, and who was partially intoxicated.
The men-had a quantity of liquor with them
and all had been indulging. In directing
the boys to their companion the men said:
“Go and ask Patton, he has some worms.”
Lawson went over and spoke to Patton. His
description, of Pation exactly corresponds
with that given by Chance Long of the party
who asked about the horse, while all the
descriptions of the other two men gaily. The
men fished, remained around for a while and
then went up the hill into Cowan’s field. It
was here they attempted to secure the horse.
This was about 530. Half an hour later they
returned to the bridge and built a fire on the
beach on thelakeside. The boys did not see
them again until 11 o'clock, when they re-
turned to the bridge and saton the stone
approach until' 3 o'clock Suni morning,
when the boys ‘‘turned in.” after
they heard & splash, as if made by a perty
rowing, and concluded that the men were
rowing across in an old - punt which
they had previously been using. They heard
no pistol shots. The boys paid articular
attention to the movements of the men, not
knowing but that in their reckless state h'om
liquor they might take a notion to *‘borrow™
their boat.

Lawson viewed the body yesterday in the
boathouse and said he thought he observed
something familiar about the corpse—it
looked something like the man pointed out
to him as ‘“‘Patton.” This is as far as he
would go. There is every reason for believ-
ing thdt it was but a resemblance and that
the floater was the corpse of a man whom pe
had never seen before.

Who the Floater Is,

Acting on'the clue furnished by Mr. Simons,
that the man evidently lodged in York-street,
The World last évening succeeded in estab-
lishing the floater’s identity. He was a Ger-
man named August Werner, and he came
to this country from .Jaskon, or Jack-
son, Germany, about eight years ago and
lived for neariy twu years With a farmer in
Waterloo, Since then he h#is been knocking
around the country. In January last
Werner came to the cheap lodging house of
Edward Nuttall, corner of York and Pearl-
streets, and remained ome night. He
registered in a fair band and . was given
room 16, He was registered under the name
of Evaus, through a misunderstanding of
the pronunciation of his name. Next
morning Werner told Nuttral that he was
going to work on the Belt Line, and pre-
sumably did so. On July 6 heagain put
up at Nuttall's, He only slept there one
night, but the landlord saw him in the
waiting room several days in succession.
On the morning of July 7; he told Nuttall
he was going up to buy a suit of clothes at
Simons’ and did so. Nuttall, who was shown
a sample of the coat found on the body, joins
with Simons in positively identifying the
clothing. Werner remained about §ork-
street for a fortnight, amd on the
night of Monday, July 20, again slept at

Nuttall’s, Next morning he told the latter

Both Simons and Nuttall say that Werner
was of a very taciturn disposition and had
little to say. During the time he was in the
! g house he kept to himself and taliked
with no one. He spoke with a Pronounced
German accent, in fact his dialect was so
difficult to_ understand that Simons, in sell-
ing the clothes, conversed with the man io
German.

The man Patton, who attempted to hire
the:horse, spoke English fluently, all the wit-
nesses say—another proof that the men were
not identical.

There are too many Pattons in the direc-
tory for a visit to be made to all of them.
The authorities, however, expect to locate
him to-duy.

Suicide or Murder.

Granting that the victim is the unfor-
tunate German August Werner, how did he
meet his death? Constable O’Connor, in ex-
amining the G.T.R. bridge, discovered what
he thought to be blood stains on the girder
and on the platform of the lake side of the
fabric. Marks were found where what ap-
peared to be the fibre of woolen clothing had
been rubbed into the rough grain 0;
suc
as could bave been made by dragging some-
thing overit. Dr. Bateman cut out a por-
tion of the wood containing the stains and
will analyze the marks, The discovery of
these stains led to the belief that the victim
had been murdered on the bridge and
thrown into the river, or that he had shot
himself there and fallen into the water, 18
or 2 feet below. There were no bruises
found on the body. but this fact does not
disprove the briage theory, There are
several peculiar geatm‘us in the case.
The connection of the two fisher-
men with the dead man having
been disproved there is nothing to show on
what day be (Werner) met his death, That
he was in the water on ‘Monday, July 27, is
evidenced by the fact of his not having been
picked up on that day, but the statement of
the medical men on examining the body
three days later that it had probably been in
the water a week would indicate that he met
his death prior to the 27th, possibl
two after he left Toronto, July 21. Where
was the body in the meantimef The post
mortem showed that he was killed by the
bullet wound—that he was dead before he
touched the water. Such being the.case the
corpse would not-have sunk. The decom-
posed condition of the face, compared with
the appearance of the remainder of the body,
whicnh was remakably well preserved, show-
ed, moreover, that the head had been exposed
to the sun for some time. If the corpse had
been floating inside the bar between the
bridge and the lake for several days, it seems
remarkable that it was not discovered earlier,
for almost every inch of water is traversed
daily by fishermen in boats, Neither is iv
likely that it floated in from the iake. True,
there are currents running both in from and
out into the lake, but the water is so shallow,
being barely 18 inches at the deepest part,
that it is highly improbgble that a corpse
could wash in. One hyz is advanced is
that Werner met his th further up the
Rouge, and that in_the course of time the
body washed down. But how did his hat
come to be floating on the water Monday
within a few yards of where the body was
found three “days later? A search will be
made of the stream underneath the bridge to-
day to see if any trace can be found of the
revolver. The fact that deceased was oub
of work, that be had no money and that the
bullet in his head corresponded in size witk
the cartridges found in his pocket makes the
suicide theory not only tenable but probable.
Against tnis are the bloodmarks on’ the
bridge and the unlikelihood of a man walk-
ifig ‘along a bridge, loading a revolver,
calmly buttoning up his coat, sending a
bullev into his temple, which must have
caused instant death, and then falling down
into a stream, ‘From whatever aspect tke
case is viewed it is full of mystery—a mys-
tery possibly known ouly to the remnant of
humanity, which Constable O'Connor buried
in a pauper’s grave in a field near ‘“‘Rose-
pank” camp last night.

%\o Case Against the Father of the Mur
