TaE 43th annual report of the Women's
Institute of Ontario has just been issued
and is a very iuteresting document.
There are now 760 branches throughout
the Province, with a membership of 22,-
042, and every branch is on the active
list. During the winter of 1912-13 system-
atic instruction was given, by wayv of
demonstration lectures, in F Values
and Cooking, Home Nursing and Sewing
to 1,667 persons. The institutes are des-
erving of commendation for the way they
place in the hands of the people ~some
of the large fund of valuable information
available on household matters generally,
public health, school betterment, civic
improvements etc. During the year just
closed speakers were furnished to 1,877
meetings, while the local branches held
6,204 additional meetings - without out-
side assistance.

IT is to be regretted that good music
and real talent are so unpopular in Wat
ford. This has time and again been dem-
onstrated in the lack of patronage, and
consequently appreciation, of the sever-
al Lyceum courses that have been pres-
ented. Music is a great education, and
the benefit of concerts by talented artists,
cannot be valued by dollars and cents to
any community — more especiallv to the
rising generation. The popular desire
seems to be amusement, not education
and inspiration, This was again demon-
strated on Thursday evening of last week,
when a slim audience greeted the Jess
Pugh Co. The entertainment, varied as
to its nature, was in the hands of some of
the most capable artists seen in Watford
for some time. Miss Hunter in vocal and
pano selections, Miss Clark with the
violin and Mr. Pugh in readings and
songs, showed themselves thoroughly
trained in the art of entertaining. The
sketch **A Musical Evening”’, was one of
the best things in its line ever given here.
It was expected that this course being
under the auspices of the Board of Educ-
ation and the surplus money to be de-
voted to beautifying the school grounds,
that all the concerts would be well pat-
ronized, but such was not the case, and
the promotor, Mr. J. W. McLaren, who
magnanimously took all the responsibil-
ity with a view of turning over the sur-
plus to the school grounds committee,
finds himself facing a deficit. This is
to be regretted as he has, during the past
three years, done much toward supplying
the public with educating and entertain-
ing amusements.

THEATRES FOR THE PEOPLE.

Russia Leads the World In Cheap
High Class Entertainment.
Russia, backward in most things of
culture, leads the world in people’s
theatres. That is, in theatres with
good art and low-priced seats, where
the tired workingman, to whom half
a dollar is an exorbitant charge, can
see things worth seeing for much less.
In most European countries peo-
ple’s theatres are few. Yet barbarous
Russia has 407 theatres existing
wholly and entirely for the working
classes.
They range from splendid stone
playhouses and opera houses, one
of which is the second biggest theatre
in the world, down to modest frame
buildings in remote towns; and even
Siberia boasts about 30.
People’s theatres existed in Russia
at times when there were none at all
elsewhere. They existed under serf-
dom, and, in fact, originated with
serfdom. Wealthy owners of thous-
ands of ‘‘souls” used to send the
most promising ‘‘souls” to Moscow
and Petersburg that they might learn
to dance, play and sing, and these
histrionic monjiks, though remaining
slaves, were kept for my lord’s enter-
tainment, just as the medieval barons
kept jesters and buffoons.
Soon after emancipation the need
for doing something to entertain the
now free monjik led to small thea<
tres being started by kind-hearted
people in towns and even in villages,
chiefly in Tamboy and Kursk gov-
ernments. Several towns Tater start-
ed municipal people’s theatres with
popular prices, or allotted the use of
the ordinary theatres for several days
in the week to audiences of working-
men.
The foundation and management of
the people’s theatres are carried out
either by the local state temperance
association, by the municipality or
by private associations and philan-
thropists. Sometimes the three col-
laborate. In one caseé the associa~
tion subsidizes a municipal people’s
theatre or agrees to make up its de-
ficit; sometimes it finds the money
for construction, while the municipal-
ity contracts to bear the deficit; some«
times it makes a contract for sharing
the cost with local rich men or asso-
ciations.
“The People’s House of Nicholas
IL1.,” in St. Petersburg, consists of
theatre, library and restaurants, and
last year it had a triumph in the ad-
dition on its left wing of a vast Peo-
ple’s Opera House, which holds 3,500
| spectators. The opera house has thus
no rival in the world. Since its ad-
dition, the people’s house as &
whole, counting the two theatres, res-
taurants, libraries and grounds, cam
hold 30,000 persons, and every Sun-
day and holiday it is filled.
It has staged all the best Rus-
! sian, Italian, French and German
composers, and can claim with the
Metropolitan Opera House, New York,
to have been the only theatre other
than Bayreuth, to play Wagner’s Par-
gifal. So well was Wagner done thal
one of the Bayreuth managers went
to St. Petersburg to see if he could
pick up notions. In this way, at
prices as low as gix cents, a musical
feast 18 given to the St. Petersburg
workmen which is not emjoyed by the
richest citizens anywhere else,

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THE LENTEN SEASON
It is well at times, to stop the
. whirl of every day life and take
" stock of ourselves. It is well~to
. drop our common habits of thought
and pay some heed to that inner
life without which no man's develop-
ment can be called complete.

It is for this purpose that the
lenten season is obseryed in all

Chrigtian countries, and though the

.observance may be varied according
to the accepted religious creed of
the individual, some sort of recog-
nition is due from every man and
woman who recognizes the teachings
of the Christian church.

Ash Wednesday, February 25th;
will begin the brief period when we

are expected to turn more than is |

our custom from business and our
daily tasks to consider that inner
life and our relation to the powers
that govern the universe. But it is
not enough to consider abstractly

the relations of man to his God. If

we areto make the season . fruitful
» for good we must also consider each
his own personal relation to his
fellow men
The l-nten season was established
in recognition of one whose life was
gpent in doing for others, whose
life is a modol towards which
all of us may strive. What better
recognition of the time can be" found
than to take stock of our own rela-
tions to those about us ? Such an
observance cannot fail to make the
time of the greatest value to the
world and to humanity at large.

A justification for the 20 -mile loeal
zone, instead of a 150-mile one, is
found in the fact that most of the
parcel post business at pgesent is by
the mail order housesy—¥he 20-mile
limit’ was to give some protection to
country retailers, who were afraid of
the parcel post, because it seemed to
threaten them with city competition.
Experionce is likely to show that the
rural merchants are not injured, and
the chief obstacle to the enlargement

- of the 20-mile zone will therefore
disappear.—Mail.

An English poultryman has dis-
covered that an occasional shock is a
capital thing for chickens. ¥or ten
minutes in every hour of the day he
has been sending an electric current
through his poultry-house, with the
result that the ecnickens have grown
twice as fast as other chickens and
bave eaten only half as much. Also,

only six out of 400 died, and the

whole brood was ready for market in
five weocks instead of nearly three
months.

There is always hope for he ignore
ant man and for the man who doesn’t
know, for he has the open mind and
might be willing to learn. For the
man, however, who knows it all and
who is cocksure of himself and of
everybody else, but who neverthless
is often wrong, there is positively no
hope, and if he happens to occupy a
position of importance, he becomes a
menace to the commonwealth.

In a certain city an important
Presbyterian chureh was voting on
a call to a new pastor. There was
only a few negative votes cast, and
one of the minority arose and 'grac-
jously proposed that the vote be
made unanimous. But in an ingtant
a stern old Scotchman jumped to
his feet and delivered his ultimatum :

T'll
let ye know that there’ll never be
anything unanimous in this church
as lang as I am in it."” And the meet-
ing believed him. And we have a
feeling that we have met that man's
relations somewhere, and yebt they
were neither Scotch nor Presbyter-
jan.

The ratepayers of every munici-
pality are entitled to know the as-
sessment of each property in the
municipality, and to have this infor-
maticn available in such form that
they may compare their own assess-
ment with those of others owning
gimilar property. Frequently one
hears talk about the inequality of
the assessment of his town. A lot
of this talk is not based on fact, but
the publication of the figures would
place the property owners in the
possession of the accurate informa-

one subsequent visit $10.00 ; complicated
cases $15.00 to $30.00 ; for every hour
detained after four hours, per hour $1.00;
administering anaesthetic $5.00 to $15.00.

Rev. E. B. Horne on
“Protestantism .’

At the anniversary social of St. An-
drew’s Church, Renfrew, last week, the
pastor, Rev. E. B. Horne, formerly of
Wattord, made some pmnted remarks on
church union. The Renfrew Mercury
reports him as follows :—

Rev. Mr. Horne in his address expres-
sed himself as much more at home than
a year ago and thought that though there
was a great deal of troublein gettingup
these socials there was ample re-payment
in the opportunity for social intercourse,
all too rare, in these busy daysas the con=
gregations became larger, as well as in
the opportunity afforded for the people
of the different denominations to frater-
nize, know, appreciate, and respect one
another. While, as his address proceed-
ed, it would seem that Mr. Horne was
not greatly enamoured of the idea of
Protestantism in one vast organization,
neither has he any sympathy with the
spirit which he observes in some to al-
most apologize for being Protestant; ‘‘not
using that term in a narrow, partizan, or
sectarian sense, but in the broader view
of being heirs of the great benediction of
protest that came into life a spirit of Di-
vine discontent that makes men dissatic=
fied and sets them on t1e rcad to better
things.”” He hoped to continue to be a
good protester. It was the spirit of life
and progress. God came tocall the dis-
contented ; the men who were sinners
and knew it ; not the standpatters or
righteous: In any world or any religion
that is dominated by that spirit of pro-
test a great diversity of opinion must be
expected, but there could Le toleration
and respect. While some of the divi-
sions of Protestentism were absurd, there
was much ill-considered advocacy for ab-
solute uniformity. He for one didn’t
want everything rolled flat and painted
red with the intolerable uniformity ot
monotony. While there could be re-
spect for all those who differ, particular
proposals for union must stand on their
own merits. While there could be re-
joicing in co-operation each in his own
way, there was danger in building up
what might be called a great machine,
Quoting a Presbytery story ‘‘What was
the use of being a Scotchman and a
Presbyterian unless one can object.”
Mr. Horne thought that while the object-
ing Scotchman and the fault-finding
Englishman might at times go to ex-
tremes, these very qualities had helped
to make their country the freest and the
greatest.

General News Items

That Paid a Good Rental

Mrs. John Leacock Enters 100th
[ Year

Wyoming, Feb. 16.—Mrs. John Lea-
cock, of Watford, who is visiting with
Mrs. M. Brooks, has just entered her
100th year and from present appearances
is likely to celebrate many birthdays.

She is not only in excellent health but
retains her mental abilities to a marked
degree, recounting clearly and with evi-
dent enjoyment, happenings of long ago.

Born 1n Ireland of Scotch parents, her
early years were spent in the old lands,
living first in Scotland after her marriage
and then in Ireland from where she sail-
ed to ‘America, landing in Quebec, Cana-
da, July 12, 1836.

The ocean voyage of 6% weeks, follow-
ed by thestirring events of the Macken-
zie rebellion, are fresh in her memory to-
day, while the battle of Yonge street to
her seems but of recent date.

Herself an eye-withess of the burning
of Montgomery’s Tavern, she has vivid
recollection of her hasband dashing
through one of the hotel’s windows in a
vain attempt to quench the fire' at its
first outbreak.

Of her family of eleven children,
(among them being eight boys in succes-
sion), four are living., Her eldest son,
now living in Brigden, is in his eightieth
year. Some of her children were born in
Scotland and some in Ireland. Five
were born in Pennsylvania, U.S., and
the remaining members of the family in
Canada.

Returning from Pittsburg, where her
husband, in pursuit of his trade of shoe-
maker, had removed the family, they
again came to Canada in 1852, settling in
Brooke Townsnip, near Watford, on the
farm owned by her youngest son at the
present time.

Apart from a general feeling of weari-
ness, Mrs, Leacock continues in excel-
lent health, eating as heartily, shet de-
clares, as in her younger and more active
days. Mrs. Leacock has for many years
been a member of the Presbyterian
church, Watford.

In addition to her large family of child-
ren, Mrs. Leacock has raised three
children and one adopted child, Mrs.
Brooks. Five generations are at present
alive. ILongevity seems to be a family
characteristic, as Mrs. Leacock’s grand-
father attained the great age of 108.

There are no better goods in the world in
this line than magic baking powder, and
it is made 1n a model sanitary up-to-date
factory, and can be procured in any
first-class store at one-half the price the
imported article sells for.

Such articles as raising, currants, and
many other things, which do not grow
in Canada, or are not produced here,
have of necessity to be imported, and the
duty paid.

If the consumer would devote a little
thought and attention to ¢his subject a
large aimount of money could and would
be saved.—Canadian Home Journal,
