Tho quantity required for Lome consump­
tion that year would appear to have been 
about 32,000.000 bushels.

Small Fruits,
Rsvivmo Fbojt Trrrs.— Mr. 8. D. 

Pratt writes to tbe American Institute 
Farmers’ Club about tbe care of fruit 
trees as follows : 4 Remembering Prof. 
Liebig’s theory that when a. vegetable 
is burned, the part which came from 
the air in the process^ its growth, re­
turns to the atmosphere, and the part 
which came from the ground ja reduced 
to ashes, I came to the conclusion that 
ashes would be beneficial when applied 
to the roots of the trees. They were 
standing in the soil strongly inclined to 
clay, with a turf around them that bad 
not been removed for several years. 
After pruning them properly, removing 
every indication or worms, eto., and 
washing the body and branches with 
soap-suds, I began operations below, 
first removing the turf around tbe tree 
for two feet, then with a garden-pick, 
the ground was loosened from six to 
twelve inches in depth, taking oare not 
to injure the larger roots. 20or 30qts. 
of loose dirt were removed, leaving a 
large cavity shaped like a saucer, with 
tbe tree standing in the centre. About 
one pint of unleached ashes was sprink 
led about the tree, and upon this ehip 
manure was placed, nearly filling the 
cavity. Another pint of ashes was 
sprinkled upon the fertiliser, which 
was pressed down, and tbe hole cover­
ed with tbe loose dirt taken from the 
cavity, leaving the surface nearly as it 
was excepting the turf. A young or­
chard was treated in a similar way. The 
efleet was wonderful. Plum trees that 
were going to the bad revived. Peach 
trees that had presented small and 
shrivelled leaves threw out luxuriant 
foliage, and cherry trees gave fruit 
larger and fairer than ever before.’

Deadly Pets.

Some time ago three children of one 
family residing at Amsterdam, New 
York, were stricken with*diphtheria, in­
tervals of several months occurring be­
tween the cases. The oirenDistances 
were peculiar, and attracted consider­
able attention. A committee appoint­
ed by the Board of Health investigated 
the surroundings of the house, but dis. 
covered nothing of a nature to superin­
duce the disease. They did find how 
ever, that a few days before the first 
child wss attacked it bad fondled a cat 
which was suffering from a swollen 
throat, and a discharge from the nose 
and mouth. During its illness tbe child 
played with a doll. The doll was some 
weeks later given as a plaything to a 
younger child, which shortly fell sick 
with diphtheria and died. Tbe doll next 
fell to the third child, which in turn 
was attacked with the same dread dis­
ease. It is believed by the committee, 
that tbe cat was the primary cause of 
the diphtheria outbreak, and that the 
doll transmitted tbe disease by germs 
held in its clothing.

Supposing tbe conclusion correct, 
have we not in every household one or 
more pets whose ailments must 
be watched as closely as those of 
the children themselves? Animal pets 
at beat receive too much fondling. 
When showing symptoms of disease in 
any form, oats and dogs should never 
be caressed by children or adults j their 
place is in tbe ‘ hospital ’ or under tbe 
sod. With hydrophobia developing in 
dogs and diptberia in cats, it looks as 
though our children’s playthings must 
be limited to automatic dolls, and the 
hundred and one pleasant and instruct­
ive and mechanical devices of the 
day, to picture books and the like.
