Christian Endeavor Convention Plans.

The central committee of arrangements 
for the great Christain Ernies vpr con vet. t ion 
to be held at Montreal beginning July 5 has 
received a setback because of the refusal of 
Archbishop Fabre to give his official sanction 
to the opening of Catholic religious . institu­
tions for the entertainment of Christain 
Endeavor delegates. This means a second 
house to bouse canvass for the committee. 
Up to Jan. 1 accommodations for 13,000 
delegates have been secured, but almost 
twice that number will be present. In all 
some 25,000 visitors are expected. It is the 
biggest crowd that has ever visited Mow 
real at one time, but the city is quite able 

to take care of it. When the necessary ac­
commodation has been secured, the city will 
be divided into blocks of various lodging 
capacity, and each state delegation will be 
assigned to an area commensurate with its 
numbers. In this way, as it were, the city 
will be covered with little colonies, each 
centered around a local headquarters, with 
its own local excursion manager in chatge.

Two thousand visitors are expected from 
Ptnnsylvama, 1,000 from Massachussetts, 
700from Illinois,500 fro.n Missouri, 500 from 
Indiana, 300 from Michigan, 2,000 from 
New York, 250 from New Hampshire, 500 
from Georgia, 350 from Vermont, 400 from 
Nebraska, 100 from Texas 1,000 from Maine, 
1,000 from Wisconsin, 400 from Connecticut, 
600 from Iowa, 200 from West Virginia and 
150 from California, with the other states 
yet to be heard from.

At present Montreal has no building suf­
ficiently large to accommodate all the p<o- 
ple who simultaneously will desire to attend 
the various meetings, but the Dominion 
government has permitted the use of the 
large government drill hall, which will easily 
seat 9,000 personsnud have sufficient room 
for a platform accommodating 1,000, and 
permission to use the Celebrated Champs de 
Mars, which'is adjacent to the drill hall, 
has been obtained from the city authorities, 
with a guarantee of sufficient police protec­
tion, and here a tent 230 by 180 feet will be 
erected which will comfortably seat 8,000 
more. Simultaneous services will be held 
in both places.

One of the features of the convention will 
he a representative choir of 300 voices. 
Quartets are to he secured from each of the 
states and territories and each of the pro­
vinces of the Dominion, and in addition 100 
of the best singers in the ci'y will lie en­
gaged. Special dining accommodations will 
be provided by the Women’s Christian Tem­
perance Union.

As far as the reception of delegates is con­
cerned, every incoming excursion will be re­
ceived 100 miles from town by committee­
men, who will wear white yachting caps and 
badges.

Representatives from England, Germany, 
India, Australia, Japan, China and South 
Africa intend to take part in the convention.

The Late Lucy Larcom.

THE FAMOUS NEW ENGLAND POETESS, W1IO 
WAS ONCE A FACTORY GIRL.

Miss Larcom, whose death was announced 
recently, was born in Beverly Farms, Mass., 
in 1826. Her father was a sea captain, who 
died when Lucy was a child. On her father’s 
death, her mother, who was left with eight 
y*.ung children to support and educate, re­
moved to Lowell, Mass. Lucy went to the 
Lowell Grammar School, and here her edu­
cation went on until she was compelled to 
earn her own living. She attended school 
only two or three year?, and then began to 
work in the mills as a “iloffer,” taking off 
empty bobbins and putting on full ones. In 
1 his Lowell cotton factory she learned many 
useful and practical things about life.

In her “Idyl of Work,” and also in “A 
New England Girlhood,” she felicitously 
described her early life of struggle. Of the 
spirit of kindness and helpfulness which 
prevailed among her fellow-.workers she has 
dso said many pleasant things. In the 

Larcom portrayed the mill life
d fifty years -age*»_From the employment 
»f doffing she passed to tTTtrfKtg ft ^jP’Hflg- 
trame and .lien a dressing frame. Later on 
she was employed in a “ cloth-room.” This 
position was inoic congenial to her ou ac­
count of its fewer hours of confinement, the 
cleanliness of the room and the absence of 
machinery. The last two years of her 
Lowell life, in all a period of ten years, was 
-pent in that room. And here she had a 
iiusy life. I11 her intervals of leisure she 
studied. Her spare moments were given to 
text-books on mathematics, grammar, Eng- 
ish or German literature, which usually lay 

open on her desk.
Miss Larcom was a precocious writer of 

verse. Her factory experiences, too, gave 
her inspiration for her work. She closely 
watched the girls with whom she was asso­
ciated as they went their various ways, 
in this hard school she saw many exan^^e8 
of gentle culture and self-sacrifice. _

On 
her return to Massachusetts she was employ­
ed for six years in a seminary at Norton, 
but desisted on the failure of her health, 
only taking classes occasionally in Boston 
schools. During the Civil War she wrote 
many patriotic poems, and when Our Young 
Folk* was established in Boston in 1865, she 
became an assistant, and in the following 
year chief editor, conducting the magazine 
till 1874.

Miss Larcom's published works are “Ship2 
in the Mist and Other Stories,” “Poems,” 
“An Id>l of Work: a Story in Verse,” 
“Childhood Songs” and “Wild Roses of 
Cape Ann and Other Poems. ” She also 
edited several collections of poems.

Five Thousand People in Attendance.—The 

Mammoth Concert a Brilliant Success.

Greater attractions than are usually given 
on the Queen’s birthdav in this county were 
presented last Wednesday at Lawrenoetown. 
The 24th has come and gone many many 

times, but never before has so great a num­
ber of strangers thronged the streets of our 
sister town as was witnessed on the last 
occasion. A concert by 2,000 children 
is certainly a novelty in this country at least 
and well worthy the attendance of so many 
people. It is generally agreed that the tones 
of the human voice are more pleasing than 
any others, and then, too, music is more 
powerful when combined with language. 
This concert waspre pared under the direc­
tion of Prof. N. II. Phinney, of Lawrence- 
town, who is well known as an instructor in 
vocal music. The concert had the double 
object of stimulating the interest in Sabbath- 
school music and celebrating the birthday of 
our queen in a fitting manner. Mr. Phinney 
thought that if the Sabbath-schools of the 
province could be induced to practise under 
the supervision of good choristers, they 
would sing together all right, if gathered en 
masse.

With this object in view he invited the 
schools of the province to lend their assis­
tance to his concert. Not content with that 
he has visited about all the schools that took 
any interest in the matter and presided over 
at least one practise with every such school. 
Sabbath-school superintendents then report­
ed the number of singers between the ages of 
five and eighteen years that their respective 
schools could furnish, and as fast as the re­
ports were received the schools so reporting 
were numbered. Fifty-one schools were 
heard from, being principally in the counties 
of Digby, Lunenburg, Kings and Annapolis, 
and the numbers so reported aggregated two 
thousand.

As the scheme became more generally 
known, it was condemmed in unmeasured 
terms by not a few; and even old and exper­
ienced music teachers declared that it could 
only terminate in failure and confusion. To 
all these Mr. P. turned a deaf ear. Having 
put his hand to the plough he refused to 
turn back. On the other hand, some, not 
quite So pessimistic, worked with might and 
main to get their schools in trim.

The next question was to secure a suitable 
place in which to hold this mammoth con­
cert. At the upper end of the town and 
situated on the Annapolis river is & vacant 
factory, of large dimensions, and it was de 
termined to utilize this as an audience-room. 

_A*jHi*re again those croakers who doubted 
P^ Mr' Phinuey’s ability to conduct the con­

cert and did not hesitate to say the plan was 
not feasible, now assurred the public that 
his judgment was astray in selecting such a 
buildiug. The Annapolis correspondent of 
the Progrès* mildly suggests that there will 
be a crush and wisely advises people to yay 
at home. In addition to the building already 
referred to, the tent belonging to Evangelist 
Meikle was used to shelter the singers, the 
whole making a seating capacity of upwards 
of five thousand people.

Mr. Phinney next made arrangements 
with the W & A. R. R. and the N. S. C.
R- R- to run special trains on the 24th and 
carry passengers to town and back for one 
first-class fare. Things looked all right 
and the weather was the only condition on 
which the success of the day depended.

The morning of the 24th was dull and 
cloudy and soon raiu fell, probably causing 
quite a number at a distince to remain at 
home; but by 10 o’clock all was clear and 
the remainder of the day was fine and cool.
A large number of people from the neighbour­
ing hamlets drove to town early in the morn­
ing; then came the regular morning train 
from Annapolis, bearing a great many; and 

^mst before noon the special from the east 
{ "^rod south arrived, bringing more than a 

thousand people and also the Mahone Bay 
Brass Band.

In order to feed so many people, the 
Methodists and Baptists had preparad tea- 
meetings at their respective churches, in ad­
dition to the hotels of the town, and beside 
these there were numerous stalls in various 
parts of the town. The teamectings were 
liberally patronized by the strangers, and 
the town accredited herself nobly in this re­
spect and demonstrated her ability to feed 
double the number if occasion should demand 
it. The Baptist table was set principally by 
the ladies of Williams ton.

The worthy promoter had arranged that 
the various Sabbath-schools should form four 
deep and march before the beginning of the 
concert, so about one o’clock the procession 
was formed. Each superintendent carried a 
flag bearing the number and in some cases

VMBefore the close of the programme the 
Rev. G. O. Huestis was called upon for some 
remarks, and in a somewhat hnmoursome 
manner instituted a striking comparison be­
tween the religious singing of fifty years ago 
and the present. He referred to some of 
the old time ideas in which an audience 
sang “ Send down Sal—! Send down Sal—! 
Send down Sal—! Send downs a-l-v-a-t-i-o-n. 
He thought it would be rather ridiculous to 
hear a female audience sing, “O, for a man! 
0, for a man—! O, for a m a n s i o n! He 
then told of a little incident where the man 
who started a hymn in prayer-meeting be­
gan thus: “I love to steal — ! I love to 
steal—! 1 love to steal—! ” Then came a 
longer pause than teemed consistent, when 
the minister said, “ it is to be regretted: let 
us pray.” Mr. Huestis then expressed him­
self as well pleased with the afternoon’s pro­
gramme and expressed the hope that greater 
interest would henceforth be taken in Sun­
day-school work. At the close of the con­
cert the whole vast gathering rose and sang 
the national anthem.
lAiThroughout the whole afternoon there was 
îïtft a discord nor a break in any piece. It 
was feared that there might be some bad 
time kept by a chorus of 2,000 children who 
are for the most part uneducated in the 
theory of music, but these fears were wholly 
groundless. The children could not have 
been excelled in time or melody by 
singers. The music was not diffii 
many of the pieces have been sung for y 
in a careless draggy manner which threatened 
to well nigh extinguish their real music. 
This was one of the obstacles Mr. Phinney 
had to combat with, viz., to get the pieces 
rendered in correct time. The music was 
not rattled off at a break-neck rate to des­
troy the solemnity, but was rendered in a 
manner free from all dragging and 
the words were clearly intelligible. That is 
saying considerable for 2,000 children. “My 
Own Canadian Home” which was compara­
tively new to all was sung as fully and nicely 
as any of the others and elicited great ap­
plause. Copies of this National Song were 
distributed to all the singers that afternoon, 
Mr. Phinney having received a large number 
gratis for this particular occasion.

A remarkable feature of the afternoon’s 
programme were the two duetts by the little 
girls from Lunenburg. Though only eight 
years of age they sang with a confidence 
very becoming to those who are much older. 
It was impossible that their ohildish treble 
could fill that large room, but those who sat 
near pronounced their singing fine. The 
band was a great addition to the entertain­
ment and performed most beautifully. Pro­
bably they pleased their audience most with 
the selection ‘ ‘ Come where the lilies bloom. ” 
This band is composed almost wholly of 
young men and presents a very fine appear­
ance.

Professer Phinney is to be warmly con­
gratulated on his grand success, for such the 
concert certainly was from a musical point 
of view, but it is to be regretted that proper 
precautions were not taken to exclude the 
people from congregating in large numbers 
on the adjoining hillsides, from which they 
could hear quite well the singing from under 
t he tent and also save—just think—twenty, 
five cents.

Dainty Bedspreads.

INSTRUCTIONS AS TO THE METHOD OF MAK­
ING THEM.

Firm round-thread, white linen is much 
favored for bedspreads. A very pretty 
spread of this kind had a scattered design 
of leaf and flower sprays of some size, 
which were worked in yellow silks of differ­
ent shades. The edges were finished with 
buttonhole scallops. The bolster cover had 
a similar design, embroidered in the same 
color. A more elaborate bedspread is made 
of cream-white satin. The design consists 
of three wreathe of small flowers held to­
gether by ribbons in a group of clover-leaf 
shape. This occupies the centre of the 
spread The edge of the spread is finished 
whh a gold cord. A wide cotton cloth re­
sembling white Bedford cord, seen in an 
imported bedspread, is embroidered with a 
number of large daffodil clusters held by 
bows of ribbon with fluttering ends. The 
ribbons are carried from one posy to the 
other, making a continuous pattern. Before 
working, heavy white Brussels net is firmly 
tacked under the flower clusters, and the 
embroidery stitches are taken through both 
the lace and the foundation material. The 
flowers are done in buttonhole stitches taken 
quite far apart. The leaves and stems are 
outlined, as are the edges of the ribbons. 
The centre of the ribbon is filled in with 
white embroidery silk taken in long length­
wise stitches. The under material is cut 
away from the flowers and largest leaves 
after the work is finished. The spread is 
bordered with point de Paris lace, which re­
sembles a coarse white wash net with scal­
loped edges.

Spring Care of Stock.

Spring is generally a more critical time 
for stock than winter. During the low tem­
perature of the winter months stock have a 
ravenous appetite and will eat almost any­
thing, the product of the vegetable kingdom, 
that is placed before them—badly cured 
hay, moldy stalks—or they will even get 
their living from the straw stack. So great 
is the demand of the system for fuel to sus­
tain the vital temperature that almost any­
thing containing sugar and starch, 
woody fibre, will be consumed to enable 
them to withstand the rigors of winter.

The best, brightest, most palatable, most 
nutritutious hay and cornstalks should be 
carefully stored for this emergency. Teo 
often the best fodder is thoughtlessly fed 
first, and that which stood long before cut­
ting or was exposed to rains until weather­
beaten is left on hand as the only dependence 
during the vernal months. Cows fed upon 
such fodder will be sure to shrink in milk 
and flesh, to grow weak and perhaps become 
diseased. If they are dry and expected to 
calve soon they are in poor condition to pass 
through that trying ordeal. Horses, kept 
on maintenance rations through the winter, 
perhaps allowed to run in barnyard and un­
der sheds and obtain a considerable portion 
of their sustenance from the straw stack, 
need now to be prepared for the severe labor 
of spring, plowing and preparing the ground 
for spring crops and assisting in sowing and 
planting the seeds. They should have the 
best of hay and a grain ration, small at first 
but constantly increasing until they reach a 
full work standard. Oats are a better 
spring grain than corn. They contain more 
protine for muscle-building and less of the 
heat forming elements. But oats and corn 
ground together, equal parts by weights, 
two of oats to one of com by measure, make 
the ideal horse feed for the spring work, 
Wheat bran ought to be one of the cheapest 
foods now, for wheat, is the lowest in price 
of all the cereals at present. No mistake 
will l>e made if equal parts, by measure, of 
the corn and oats provender and wheat bran 
be fed. Such a ration would be improved 
by throwing in a handful or two of cotton­
seed meal or ar linseed meal to every feed-

Twenty-five million dynamite cartridges 
are made annually by three factories in 
France. This gives but an imperfect idea of 
the great extent to which this concentrated 
terror is used in the world’s work, for it is 
made at many other place s. A necessity to 
miners and excavators generally, it isalso an 
aid to crime and has given a name—dyna­
miter—to a class of revolutionists, but now 
there are materials for murderous bombs as 
much more destructive thsn dynamite as it 
is than gunpowder. The pioneer dynamite 
factory at Isleton, Switzerland, is still in 
operation, and skill with long experience 
has reduced the danger to a minimum. In 
a large upright revolving cylinder of lead, 
cooled by a series of surrounding cold water 
pipes, the acids and the glycerine are thor­
oughly mixed, being admitted in due pro­
portions by other pipes from above. The 
compound liquid, yellowish oily matter, is 
conveyed to the kneading pans in another 
department, and there mixed with a fine 
siliceous sand and farinaceous meal, after 
which it is perfect dynamite powder. The 
cartridges, however, are made of another 
form of it called “explosive gum.” This 
contains some extra ingredients, and is a 
sort of paste. One of the elements is gun 
cotton highly charged with nitrate. The

Receipes for Preparing Rhubarb.

Preserved Rhubarb.—Peel and cut up 
the rhubarb, boil with a very little water 
till reduced to a pulp; allow one pound of 
sugar, one ounce of sweet almonds (blanched 
and chopped), half a lemon cut in three slices, 
to every pound of pulp; boil slowly for an 
hour, remove the lemon peel, and put the 
preserves into glass cans.

Rhubarb Marmalade.—Peel six oranges, 
take away the white rinds and pipe, slice 
the pulp and peel into a preserving kettle, 
cut very small, add a quart of rhubarb (finely 
cut), and from one to one and one-half pounds 
of sugar. Boil down same as for other pre­
serves. This is excellent.

Rhubarb Jam.—Peel and cut the rhubarb 
into nice sized pieces, and to every quart 
give one pound of good, moist sugar; put 
the sugar over the rhubarb and leave it 
twenty-fours to draw out the juice. The 
sugar sinks but does not dissolve. Boil the 
sugar and juice together for twenty minutes. 
After it begins to boil put in the rhubarb 
and boil slowly twenty minutes longer. If 
only allowed to simmer gently it will not 
require to be stirred, and the pieces of rhu­
barb will thus remain separate. This will 
keep good a year if kept in a cool, dry store-

Fight the weeds now—do not let them 
get the start of you; one hour now will save 

several later on.
In selecting soil for raspberries take, if 

possible, a clay loam for all black or cap 
varieties, and a sandy loam for the red or 

suckering kinds.
When plowing your orchard, do not plow- 

more than two or three inches deep near the 
trees. Many an orchard has been either 
killed or so badly injured by deep plowing 
that it is almost worthless.

Mt.rlboro is "a good, large, early red rasp­
berry for a rich clay loam, but does poorly 
on a light or saudy soil. A good, early, pro­
ductive, hardy, large red raspberry that will 
succeed on all soils has not yet been found.

Parker Earle is one of the best strawber­
ries to plant, if you want one that will make 
a large plant and few runners; it will give 
a large crop of large fruit of good quality; 
well adapted to garden culture, blossoms 
perfect. Woolverton and Saunders are both 
strong growers, and produce large berries 
and many of them. They are Canadian 
seedlings of merit. Try them.

The time is fast approaching when war 
will begin with insect enemies, many of which 
are easily kept in check if taken in time. 
The striped cucumber beetle is, perhaps, one 
of the most troublesome; it can, however, 
be easily driven away by simply using land 
plaster and coal oil. Put just enough of the 
oil on the plaster to moisten it a little when 
thoroughly mixed, but not enough to pre­
vent it from spreading freely when sown by 
hand on the plants. A handful to each hill 
of melons, squash, pumpkin and cucumbers 
will in a few minutes drive away the striped 
beetle, also those large squash bugs; this 
may require to be repeated in a week or ten 
days. I have always found one or two ap­
plications sufficient to save the crop perfect­
ly. The onion maggot, also the radish mag­
got, can be kept in check in the same way 
by starting early, or before they have got 
into the roots of them.

In cultivating potatoes or other hoed crops 
one should do all the cultivation possible 
before planting. Get the ground mellow 
and as free from weeds as possible. Then 
cultivate often while the crop is small. 
Cultivate more and more and shallow as the 
season advances. When the weeds are all 
killed by early cultivation there is no call 
for any but the shallowest stirring possible, 
just enough to keep the surface from crust­
ing. An inch of loose earth prevents exces­
sive drying of the soil beneath. Such shal­
low stirring is always in order.

Soil For Strawberries.

Passing one day a piece of ground that a 
young man was covering four or five inches 
thick with an extra good article of manure,
I asked: “Getting ready for early cabbage?”
“ No,” he replied, “ for strawberries.” “ Is 
the land poor?" I enquired. “No it is very 
rich.” “ Then why manure in that way,"
I asked in surprise. “ Do you want to get 
an immense foliage and no fruit?” “ Why 
Mr. C-,” quoting a strawberry authority, 
says “ laud cannot be <00 rich for straw­
berries. ” “ Yes,” I replie*, «« J have 
that statement, but if you sh*uld see him 
and talk with him in reference to vhe ground 
you are preparing, I think he wouH hedge 
a little.” As a rule people are not apt t* get 
ground too rich, but still it is possible to *q 
so. What strawberries need is the fertility" 
that nearest approaches a virgin soil; a soil 
that contains the remains of a plant and an­
imal life after it has been prepared in na­
ture’s laboratory. Such soil as you find in 
the corners of old Virginia rail fences, in 
blackberry thickets, in old stumpy clearings, 
anywhere in fact that cropping has ceased 
and nature has had her own way for a time. 
The nearest approach to this in cultivated 
farms is a heavy sod of grass or clover, 
plowed under, and subdued by growing one 
or two crops of potatoes or wheat.
