us more than at present. Canadian
would come down in price and Am-
erican would go up. Cotton is now
so high that we are using hemp can-
vass for ships. Jt comes from Eng-
land. For three or four years past we
have . been importing, English cordage
The preferential tariff enables us to
get a little under the Canadian
price.

‘“We ship about ten or twelve mil-
lion feet of lumber ¥yearly. The re-
moval of the American duty on

l lumber would give us more profit and

a bigger market, but we would not
have the stuff to send them. The re-
moval of the duty would not divert
the Ilumber from our other export
markets. Generally speaking, however
reciprocity should ‘be an advantage
to us: The New England States is our
natural market.”’ .
‘‘Reciprocity in fish would not help
our dried fish business at all,’”” said
Mr. F. C. Whitman. ‘“We do not ship
any to the States from this port.
