—& “thinz unprecedented, at least
$n ‘modern times, occarred recently
when five European nations were
represented by their rulers- vpen the
battle fields, viz., King George V.,
King Albert, Fresident PoincaTe,
ihe Czar and the Kaiser.

_ King George received g royal wel-
iome in France as well as gmong
, "{We troops in the trenches and in
the hospitals. In France he was at-
tended by the Maharaja of Bikaner,
"apd Major Gemenal Maharaja 8ir
Pertap Singh, Regent of Jodhpur. Of
,special interest were the homors be-
- .stowed upon men who have dis-
ticguished themss:lves by perscnal
daring and skill during the present
conflict. On Belgian soil, surrounded
by the officers of his staff and offi-
cers of the British and French arm-
jes the heroic King Albert was dec-
orated with the order of the Garter,
after g review of his troops and g
lupcheon ‘provided for King George.

Subsequently the Order of Merit
was’ conferred upon Sir- John French,
the brilliant Comamander in° Chief of
the British forces. This is the rarest
end most bprized of the Ordars, and
is held by only  eighteen members,
ten of them civilians, and the oth-
ers belonging to the military. Of
the latter two are Field Marshalls,
three Admirals gnd t ,\Japanm-

General Jofire, the Cofhmander of
the Frentch Wrmy was invested with
the Order of the Grand Cross of the
Bath, as a recognition of the har-
mony with which. the commanders
and soldiers.of the two nations have
worked togetber.

Three Victoria Crosses were glso
bestowed for deeds of extraoridinary
courage. One went(to Private George
Wilson, of the Second Battahon of
the Highland Light Infentre, Cn
September the 14th, this h&x0 zC-
companied by Only cn: mam attacked
a hostile machind gun. Whep his
companion was killed he went on
alone, and captured the gun, after
shooting whe officer and six meén wWho
were working it. The other two
crosses went to members of the In-
dian forces for special pravery.

The United States, for
ten months of the current year, at
its leading markets is shcrt 746,045
cattle, 208,000 sheep gnd-1,894,939
hogs. Canada has, as hefor‘e stated,
heavily liguidated her breeding ani-
mals and, while it may possibly
maintain its quota next year of cat-
tle gnd sheep, it is doubtful if more
than seventy-five per cent of the
number of hogs will find their way
to market in 1915, compared
with the current year. It is, there-
fore, a time for live stock men to
stay with their trade. The present
tendency is, of course, gll the other
way. A safe harvest is likely to be
reaped by those who have stock for
sale neoxt year. Even ben-ers and
| business men are of this opinion.
One word of advice is to be given.
Avoid marketing so far as it is at
all possible to do so duringithe per-
jod of October fifteenth to Decem-
ber fifteenth. This is a time of the
year when everybody else has stock
'for sale. It is a period when pack-
ers know that they can fill their
cellars with cheap meat. These are
the mon'hs when the surplus’ of the
whole countny finds its way to the
| packing centres. It is invariably the
' period of low prices, uncertain mar-
T%ket:s and disappointinz returns to
{the producers. Breed, therefore, to
| have young stock available for sale

at some other time of the year. Take
care to - provide gufficient Winter
feed that you may not be forced to
gell when the cold weather comes.

Word had come to us that ther?

an exXDerience to remember for long—
the silent march along the dark
in the distance burning vil-
lages, the flash in the sky as a saell
burst, and every now and then the
sudden rip of rifle fire, and through
it all the regular beat of the ma-
chine guns pumping out their stream
of death. No smoking was pcrmitted
in the ramks, or the showing of any
light; men spoke in subdued voices
or in whispers. Above us was the
scream of our own tshell, and we
wondered if the enemy would roply,
and, if so, whether their answer
would be to sweep the road on which
we marched with chrapnel, as they
had been doing all through the hours
of light. We passed through the
smoldering rains of g ,village, the
walls of barns and cottages
showing up like gaunt sieletons
against the firelit shiy. Then the
challinge of a sentry, and Wwe were
marching into what was I2ft of the
village of Lourges. What 5 sight it
was-little more than a heap of ru-
ins, houses still burning furiously,
and, by the light of the fire, tha
regimental bearers bringinz in the
wounded to the collecting points.

HEROIC MEDICAL.OFFICERS

I canpot Wwrite of the horrors I
saw, and I am sure you would not
wish me to do so; but I shall never
forget thos, awful collecting points—
men still in their filth and blocd,
the haggard, hollow-eyed melical of-
ficers  (Lieutenzn's Eccles and Mat-
thews),
nights, and the smell of blood—
faugh, I have' it in my nostrils now
as I write. In one of these collecting
stations, if g light was shown gt the
b¥ck of the house they were sghelled;
if at the front, they were sniped and
during that very day the roof had
been carried away from over their
heads by a lyddite shell. Whilst in
another, only a few days later, pboth
doctors, bearers and wounded
puried under the ruins resulting from
a shell explposion. I have oftén heard
it said that a medical officer doing
regimental duty earns the V. C. over

At the rezimental collecting point
Mr. Winnifrith and I parted com-
pany, for there was much to¢ do, and
it could be best done by dividing
our forces.
