recent winners. If the Malay -
standard is to be approached it will
have the effect of driving good
men out of the Indian Game fancy,
and we, therefore, trust for the
sake of a breed which is invaluable
as a table fowl, and which is be-
coming more popular every year,
that judges and breeders will put
their feet down and squash the
leggy birds before the latter are in
a position to seriously assert their
pre-eminence in the show pen.”’

ISIT CHOLERA OR NO?

NVESTIGATION is required

to be made, and that soon, nto

a disease which is garrying off

a large number of turkeys in dif-
ferent parts of the country. The
losers of the birds state the disease
to be cholera, and the symptoms
described are almost alike, in the
cases so far reported. The birds
mope about, wings droop, they
seem stupid and sleepy, their drop-
pings are watery and tinged yellow
and green. Finally the bird refuses
to cat and dies, sometimes in a few
days after sickness is noticed. In
other cases death does not follow
for a longer period. But in all
cases death follows. The disease
is evidently wide-spread We
hardly think it _is cholera, for that
dread disease in poultry, has so
far been considered foreign to
Canada.

A CONCLUSION

as to the disease being cholera
or no, may be arrived at by the
party, who loses a bird with the
cholera symptoms, sending it im-
mediately after death to Prof. Ross,
Bacteriologist, Agricultural Col-
lege, Guelph, Ont., and have him
determine as to whether the cholera
germ exists or no. This is really
the first practical step to take. If
the discase proves to be cholera

then the best remedies therefor
must be sought for. Perhaps, in
the Eastern part of the Province,
or in the neighboring Province of
Quebec, it would be more con-
venient to send birds for post mor-
tem examination to Prof. Wesley
Mills of the Physiological Labora-
tory, McGill University, Montreal.
Prof. Mills is one of the best
authorities on poultry diseases on
the Continent and he has always
been willing to have investigation
made, or, to prescribe for poultry
ailinents, whenever requested to do
so. It is only by referring the sub-
ject to such expert authority that
the exact nature of the fatal discase
can be determined. And action
cannot Le taken too soon by the
parties who have the ailing birds.

NEW LAID EGGS WANTED.

AT present, beginning of No-
vember, there is a good
demand for strictly new

Jaid eggs and much hust-
ling is done in order.to get them.

As a result twenty-five and even

thirty cents, per dozen, can be

obtained for the genuine article.

Yesterday afternoon an expert

poultry keeper paid me a visit and

after preliminary conversation he
said, “I came to sce if I could get

a dozen new Jaid eggs from your

establishment.” “We have just
sold out or you would have them
with pleasure,” I replied. “But
what about your own hens?” “Oh,”
he said, “the old story, pullets late
and the hens not yet beginning to
lay after their moult.” And then
we discussed the situation. To ob-
tain pullets early enough so that
they will begin to lay when the
hens are in moult necessitates in
this part of the country, the use of
incubators.

AND THAT AGAIN ' :
necessitates the proper housing and
feeding of hens, of the right age,
during the winter season, so as to
have carly fertile eggs. An easy
matter apparently, but not so much
so, as is generally imagined. Tt
is not so difficult to get early fer-
tile eggs from hens which are not
sfimulated to lay in the early part
of the season, but is is a matter of
skill to have your hens lay well
in the Iatter part of November,
December and a part of January
and then get a satisfactory per cent-
age of fertile eggs from them. A-
gain, chickens cannot be raised in
winter in any number without
a properly constructed brooder
housc, or a portion of the poultry
house arranged for the purpose.
So that it is more than likely we
shall see, in this part of the country
at any rate, for some time to come
new laid eggs in the latter part of
October and November, at com-
paratively high figures. When the
hens are closed in and begin to
give their regular winter output of
eggs, prices are exceptionally high,
and unavoidably so. And this in
the face of the great number carried
over in cold storage.

THE FARMERS TAKING TO
THORQUGHBREDS.

SOME time ago the statement

was made in this section of

your paper that the farraers

were rapidly taking to thor-
oughbred poultry in lieu of the
nondescript. Here are two proofs.
A farmer in the ncighborhood
of Guelph writes to say, “that
he has sold all the barred and buff
Rock and S.L. Wyandotte cock-
ercls, that he has to spare, to a
party who is sending them out
west, (B. C. doubtless). The pur-
chaser takes them in ten days at
a much better price than is paid by
the local market, and without the
trouble of dressing them. The
cockerels sold were hatched about
end of May and their average
weight for the Wyandottes was
five and a quarter pounds; for the
barred Rocks,™ five and a half
pounds. Had they been shut up
and specially fed they would have
been heavier.” Another farmer in
the neighborhood of Dominion-
ville, not very far from this city
sent to me, at my request, four
barred P. Rock cockerels. They
were his first attempt at breeding
and fattening thoroughbreds. The
1csult was very satisfactory, the
weight of the birds being respec-
tively, 0.13; 6.12%; 6.11%; 6.0. It
will be noticed that, with one ex-
ception, they all weigh within a
few ounces of seven pounds each.
No wonder the farmer writes, “1
am not going to be bothered breed-
ing culls any longer.” And so
experience goes to show the su-
periority, every time, of the thor-
: ughbred over the nendescript. 1
mention these two cases because
they are new. There are many
other farmers in our locality and

elsewhere who are breeders of

thoroughbreds and their number

is largely added to every year.

l HAVE always had the idea that

a lot of our American cousins’,
large establishments existed on
paper only, but was agrecably
surprised when I reached my desti-
nation, the Cyphers’ Incubator
Co.’s factory, Wayland, N.Y. The
catalogue they have been issuing
did not do them justice, and as onc
of old has said, “The half has not
been told.” I was ushered into the

water pipes are laid all through this
building on trucks with rails; the
lumber is put in at one end of the
building and comes out at the other
end., .
We entered the factory, and
found ecverything on the hum.
First was the self-feed gang rip
saw that has a capacity of cutting
up 100,000 feet of lumber per day.
Then came the four-sided planer;
capacity, 60,000 feet tongue-and-
groove casing board per day for

from all appearances nothing but
the best material was used in the
Cyphers’ Incubators.

moisture required, as the machine
is so constructed that it supplies
its own moisture.

We next visited the poultry
buildings. I have forgotten how
many houses there were, but I
think about forty. On one side
were Pekin ducks, and a fine lot
they were. All these houses were
separate, with separate runs and
fresh, running water running into
troughs all the time, the overflow
forming a running stream at the
back of the houses. On the other
side were the noultry yards, laying
stock and young birds. The morn-
ing I was there the pickers were
picking one thousand young chick-
ens for New York. .

Next came the incubator-room,
containing, I think, fifty 220-egg
size incubators. These incubators
are used for raising broilers. The
brooder-house, which is 300 feet
long, is also under the same roof,

and is heated with the Cyphers’
system of hot water pipes. My
visit being at an off season, there
were not more than a thousand
chicks on hand.

Better shipping facilities could
not be found, as the depot of the
Lackawanna, Delaware and West-
crn Railroad is but a stone’s throw
from the factory, and on the other
side of the town the Erie Railroad
is situated.

On our return to the office we
found Mr. Patchen busy at the tele-
pnone attending to a cable mes-
sage from Australia, via New
York, for a carload of incubators.

To
my surprise I found the company
were behind with their orders, and

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GOOSE BREEDING.
(Continued.)

Editor's Note—We are Indebted to Mr. A,
A. Brigham, Ph,D., director of the Rhode
Island Agricu'tural Experiment Station, for
advance proofs of this most valuable and
comprehensive article on ** Goose Culture,”
and also for procuring for us duplicates of
some of the engravings to be used in con-
nection with the Report.

PATE DE FOIE GRAS.

HIS is a luxury prepared
from the livers of specially
fattened geese. It is im-

ported from Europe, where in

certain sections of Germany and
France, geese are fattened for the
express purpose of preparing the
livers for sale to the manufactur-
ers of this dainty. The manufac-
ture of “goose-liver-pie,” is mainly
confined to the vicinity of Stras-
bourg.

The birds are closely confined
in rather warm quarters and fed
by “cramming” to the last stage
of repletion, when the livers be-
come enormously developed and
the birds, unless slaughtered when
exactly the right stage has been
reached, are subject to death from
apoplexy. We do not know that
the manufacture of - pate de foie
gras has thus far been attempted in
this country.

LEGS AND FEET
f

The legs and feet, properly pre-
pared and cooked, are considered

good cating by some. In this
country they are usually consigned
to the butcher’s scrap box. When
used for eating they are first thor-
oughly washed and scalded until
the outer skin can be easily re-
moved, when they are slowly
cooked in water, to which they
give a gelatinous consistency.
When done, they may be sea-
soned and caten without further
preparation, or they may be sea-
soned in a similar manner to that
used in the preparation of pigs’
feet, or the bones may be removed
and the broth used for a soup
stock.

PICKING LIVE GEESE

In former times live geese fea-
thers commanded a much higher
price than at present and the fea-
thers constituted no small part of
the income derived from a flock of
geese. A description of the cus-
tom followed by goose breeders in
the early part of this century is in-
teresting as illustrating the value
of the feathers at that time. One
author says, ‘ that the first picking
takes place about April 1st in Eng-
land. The fine feathers of the
breast and back are gently pulled.
Care must be taken not to pull the
down or pin-feathers. Quills may
be pulled, five out of each wing,
and they will bear pulling again in
thirteen or fourteen weeks. The
feathers can be pulled three times
a year from the old geese and gan-
ders, about seven weeks interven-
ing between each plucking. The
young geese may be plucked once
when thirteen or fourteen weeks
old, but should not have the quills
removed. Good feeding promotes
the growth of feathers. Some
pluck five times, as: Lady Day—
March 25th, Midsummer — June

24th, Lammus—August 1st, Mic-
haclmas — September 20th, and
Martinmas—November 11th. The
fecathers of a goose killed and
plucked are worth sixpence, when
plucked alive about threepence per
head per annum is realized. ‘Some
wing them every quarter, taking
ten feathers from each goose.”
The quills sell at five shillings per
thousand. In Wildmore Fen geese
return’ an income of one shilling
per head for the feathers plucked
from them.”

The demand for feathers has so
far decreased that, aside from those
obtained when goslings are dress-
ed for market, little, if any, atten-
tion is paid to them. All growers
are united in the opinion that gos-
lings intended for market in the
fall should by no means be picked
alive, as in the first place the re-
moval of the feathers is a serious
interruption to the satisfactory
growth and development of the
gosling, and in the second place
the goslings when dressed at a later
date will not present a very satis-
factory appearance for the market.
If breeding geese are picked at
about the time when the feathers
are naturally shed some feathers
may be secured with little detri-
ment to the geese. If, however,
they are phicked alive every seven
or eight weeks, between June and
October, the demand upon the
constitution of the bird for the
growth of the repeated crops of
feathers must be met by liberal

In picking geese a clean, close
room is required, as the slightest
motion of the bird is liable to scat-
ter the feathers.  \ stocking or
long bag is drawn over the head
of the goose and the wings must
he held, care bang taken not to
mjure them. as frequentls results
if they are locked togather. Oy
the <small icathers of  the breast
and sides <hould be removed, all
the domn should be leit on the bid
as nell as the feathers along the
back and the larger icathers on
cach side of the taill which natur-
ally hold the wings i place and
Lkeep thet from drooping.  Care
of course must be taken that the
skin of the bird is not injured in
removing the feathers,  If a cold
rain or storm comes immediately
after the geese are plucked, they
shauld be given shelter in a warm
place.  Liberal feeding  promotes
the rapid growth of feathers. Fea-
thers should only be plucked when
there is no blood whatever in the
quills.  Few, if anyv. goose breed-
ers at the present time pluck geese
alive.

OLD ENGLISH GAME BAN-
TAMS.
BY P. PROUD. |

REEDING of Oid English
B Bantams is as yet a bit of a
lottery, as no Standard has
been fixed that T am aware
of, and such being the case, there
is no guide for the young fancier
as to what is really required. Still,
if he breeds to my description of
what I consider an ideal Old Enyg-
lish Game Bantam, as the Yankec
says, I guess he’ll come out on the
top of the heap when the prize
cards are distributed.
Black-red cocks may either be
bred from partridge or wheaten
hiens, Strange to say, the soundest

ern black-red Bantam pullet breed-
ing, care being taken that your
male bird is not wheaten bred. If
he is your labor will be lost. To
breed partridge pullets you must
have a partridge bred cock bird,
and don’t you forget it. A wheaten
bred cock, with partridge hens,
spoils the color in both wheaten
and partridge chickens. To breed
wheaten hens T should select a
good-colored wheaten hen and put
her to a wheaten-bred cock. The
cocks from wheaten hens are gen-
erally a shade darker than the part-
ridge-bred birds, and are more in-
clined to show ied in breast more
or less,

In bresding spangles I think if

and brightest colored cocks are to
be bred frown a partridge hen; if
the cock bird is also partridge bred,
this is important. Partridge-bred
cocks, as a rule, are much brighter
in color than wheaten-bred cocks,
and are frequently found to be a
bit striped in hackle, and it is these
bright-colored birds that find most
favor in the show-pen.

To breed even’y -spangled pullets
it is Dbest to use a light-colored
cock, but as an all-round breed.r
I should prefer a medivni-colored,
cvenly-spangled bird.  Dlue duns
or blue reds are only to be found
licre and there, although they are
quite as pretty as the black reds.
In the first place, I think the name
blue dun hardly correct. The blue-
breasted red cocks I would call
blue red. These may be bred from
blues on both sides. but I think one
could hardly know what color 1o
expect in the chicks, as they
“sport” all ways, and require very
carcful breeding to et the color
fixed. T have seen a good blue
cock bred from a <ound bluc-
breasted cock and wheaten hen.
and I think a pullet could also be
bred same wav, or from blues on
both sides. .\ blue-red cock can
be bred from a blue hen and a
sound-colored black- red cock. In
fact, they will breed any way al-
most, and as color if only a sec-
ondary consideration in Old Eng-
lish Bantams, it is not of very great
importance how they are bred, pro-
viding the proper shape. type, and
size is all there.

A little advice. and then I've had
my say on this variety, Don't try
to breed Old English Game DBan-
tams by crossing with the Modern
Game Dantam, for it can't be done:
and don’t try and palm off a rank
waster of a Modern Game Bantam
to a judge as an Old English Game
Bantam, for that won't wash in
189y, although it did in 188, If
they have got to be Old English
let them be Old English, for there
are hundreds of them in the coun-
try to day. and have been for vears.

In judging Old English Dan-
tams care should be taken to have
the proper cobby tvpe. broad in
chest, low on leg, firm in breast,
and <traight in hreast-bone, strong
in head and beak, with a red fear-
less eve: feet well on the ground,
and sound in back toe. with hold
but graceful carriage. quick in
movements, and cver on the alert.
The tail should be full, and the
sickles and side hangers of the cock
should be *fairly long and well
curved, not whip-tailed, as is often
seen. Dark legs, light eyes. crook-
ed breast-bones, wry-tailed, and
duck-footed should one and all
amount to disqualification.—Fea-
thered World.

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WHAT RHODE ISLAND IS
DOING.

ADVANCE NOTES BY MR, A, A BRIG-
HaAM, DIRECTOR OF THE EX-
PERIMENTAL STATIOX.,

URING the six months e-

lapsed since the report for

1898 was rendered there

have been continued or

undertaken in the poultry division

several lines of experimentation

upon which we can at present re-

port progress, hoping later o
publish the final resulfs,

Further trial of the hot-air sys-
tem of brooder heating and venti-
lation encourages the belief that
this plan is developing in the right
direction, and will prove helpiul
in solving one of tite most difficult
problems in poultry culture. Se-
veral other systems have been tried
during the past few months, and
a special bulletin witl he devoted
to this subject after the matter has
been thoroughly demonstrated.

A special study of the ventilation
of fowl-houses is being made, and
a variety of plans will be tested dur-
ing the year. The object in this
case is to secure, if possible, a
* simple, effective, ann economical
method of ventilation.

Some very instructive and very
interesting experiments in the feed-
ing of young chickens have, with
the active interest and co-operation
i

of the Station biologist, been car-
ried on. These experiments will be
repeated, and so soon as the results
are fully corroborated a special
bulletin wili be published, giving
the practical bearing of the results.

Prelimnary experiments in the
feeding of laying fowls have bheen
conducted, an 1 the very important
subject of poultry f. ods and feed-
ing is re.civing increased atten-
tion. Our work in this line is
hampered by the lack of a suit-
able building which would en-
able-us to control more fully than
we can at present, the conditions
affecting the fowls during the
period of experimentation. We
need facilities in this connection
that will enable us to maintain
definitc and uniform conditions sur-
rounding the fowls, so that the
influence of the food factor may be
more definitely determined among
the many other factors which act
upun the fowis.

The establishment at this insti-
tution of the inspection and
analyvsis  of feding-stuffs. com-
mensing on July 1st of this vear,
will, we trust. enable us to give ad-
ditional attention to the investiga-
tion of foods adapted to poultry.

Some attention is being given by
the biologist of the Station to the
question of the factors determining
the sex of offspring of poultry. A
linc of experiments has been
started, dealing with this intricaie
and puzzling problem, which may
require to be continued many years.,

Trials of recording nests and
trap nest boxes, commenced ‘ast
vear, are being tontinued. Our
college carpenter has planned and
constructed several simple and
effective contrivances for this pur-
pose, and many ingenious devices
have been sent us for trial by poul-

trymen interested in the new
movement for securing accurate
records of the egg production of
individual fowls.

Other work in this division in-
cludes continued experimentation
with geese, Belgian hares, pigeons
for market, and the breeding and
testing of the variety of fowls com-
monly called Rhode Island Reds,
Our experimental work is, from the
condition of things here, intimately
connected with the estabhishing of
a business poultry plant to supply
the College Dboarding-hall  with
fresh eggs and dressed poultry, and
the development of a poultry de-
partment which shall be sufficiently
complete and adaquately equipped
to serve as an object lesson and
a possible training place for special
students in poultry culture. The
present importance and the future
possibilitics of poultry keeping in
Khode Island alone certainly war-
rant the establishment and equip-
ment at this institution of a very
complete poultry plant and the
development of the best possible
schoot of instruction in poultry cul-
wure,

The co-operation and criticism of
the poultrymen of the State are
desired in these attempts to forward

the cause of poultry keeping. Iix-
perimental work s slow. and

educational work often more so, in
producing results: It the plans for
work in these lines at this institu-
tion are based on the profound
belief in the great future of poultry
culture in Rhode Tsland, and the
necessity of building upon the truc
scientific principles that underlie
the business.

Judging from the questions rela-
tive to pon'try which are asked in
many of the letters received at this
Statinn, there will have to be some
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fundamental instruction given to
am gained by the majority of
voung poultrymen before the re-
sults of advanced experimentation
will be fully appreciated or utilized.
This is reason sufficient for the
introduction of the following brief
explanation of some of the princi-
ples which underlie the breeding of
plants and animals, with especial
reference to their application to

poultry.

THE POULTRY CROP OF
1899.

HE Sprague Commission
T Co., of Chicago, in report-
ing their returns of the
poultry crop in the United
States for 1899, say:

“The principal feature touched
upon by our correspondents in
aiving their reports of the poul.try
crop was the cold and wet spring
and the lateness of the scason. The
unfavorable spring, which was
from three to four weeks Iate,
killed off a good deal of stock.
Cholera also affected some of the
young stock, as did also in some
sections rats and wild animals.
Every indication at the opening of
the season pointed to an unusually
large crop, but taking the crop all
in all it will not be much, if any,
larger than last year. Turl\:cys
likely will be more plentiful.
chickens an average crop, ducks
less and geese also less than last
year.

TURKEYS.

The many reports received
would indicate a larger crop of tur-
keys than last year—possibly 15 to
25 per cent. on the whole. The
increase in the crop was due to the
high prices which ruled last year
in consequence of the previous
short crops. Farmers have made
extra exertions for the past two
vears to increase their crop of tur-
keys and have found it a little up-
hill work in doing so on account
of the wet seasons for two years.
The high prices, too, was an in-
centive for farmers to sell out
closely, and not until the last year
did they carry much stock over
with which to build up a new crop
very fast. The last year, however,
more turkeys were carried over,

and a good start made for a larger
supply. As the advices in nearly
all instances from points tributary
to the Chicago fnarket reported
the crop three or four weeks late,
it may be possible that the supply
of really fine, desirable turkeys for
the Thanksgiving Day trade may
be light.
CHICKENS.

From the numerous reports re-
cei 24 we believe that the crop of
chickens will be smaller than last
year, certanly not any larger;
possibly about 10 per cent. less
than last year. Sonie of the re-
ports indicate material increases,
say from 10 to 25 per cent. more
than last year, and some of the re-
turns report a shrinkage of from
25 to 50 per cent., which in some
instances se.m to be a little sensa-
tional, but might nevertheless be
a fact. After-a careful study of the
reports, however, it is fair to pre-
sume that the crop will be slightly
short of an average one. Had not
the very cold and late spring been
unfavorable for the hatching of the
eggs and killed off so many chick-
ens, the crop would have been a
large one. The high prices ruiing *
the past spring for eggs kept far-
mers from holding as many eggs
for hatching purposes, and they
marketed stock closer than they
would have done had prices been
low. Then, too, the price of chick-
ens has averaged higher than in
former years, and this induced
freer sclling and closer marketing
of stock than if chickens had been
cheap.

DUCKS.

Last year was a bumper crop.
For two years ducks have been
plentiful and prices low. This has
discouraged the raising of ducks,
and the crop will be much short of

house and in a draft. The latter
will usually bring on a cold. 1f a
hen sleeps with her head within
a foot or two of a small sized
knot hole she will get up in the
morning with a stiff neck, and very
likely a <old. Dampness in the
houses from whatever cause will
also bring on the discase. There-
fore prevention is much the best
thing to look after.

Among the first symptoms of
roup is a watery discharge from
the eyes and nostrils and a slight
redness around the eyes, with a
swollen appearance.  If this symp-
tom is taleen care of at once, a case
of roup will generally be checked.
If let run, the eyes witl begin to
swell and the bird begins to droop
and refuse food. Frequently the
bird opens its beak to breathe,
which denotes a throat affection. A
wheezing sound is emitted, and
then one may know that roup is
well developed.

After a fowl develops a well de-
fined case of roup the best cure is
applied with a sharp axe just back
of the head. Then burn or bury
the carcass. Roupy fowls may be
cured, but a flock which is once
seriously affected will prove unpro-
fitable during the whole season.

Roupy birds, even if cured, are
dangerous to breed from; hence all
the more reason to keep the flock
healthy.

There are dozens of remedies for
the cure of roup and colds. If
taken in the carly stages it gen-
crally yields readily to treatment.
Shut the bird up in a light, dry,
warm coop where there are no
drafts. Give the fowl plenty of
pure water and feed on casily di-
gested food. Wash the face and
eves in warm water, to which has
been added a Tittle Listerine or car-
bolic acid. Keep the nostrils clean,
and give a one-grain quinine pill
two or thrie times a day. A mix-
ture of cqual parts of ammonia,

glycerine and turpentine has
proven very effective. Apply this
around the nostrils with a camel’s
hair brush or a feather.

Fowls out of condition, over fed,
or over fat contract disease much
more readily than those in perfect
health. Many times a roupy fowl
is found to be a fat one. If fowls
are let run free they can be given
a liberal amount of food: the ex-
ercise will work it off and prevent
fattening. If yvour houscs are kept
clean and free from lice and your
fowls are given olenty of fresh air
without drafts, there will be but
little sickness and the dreaded roup
will be unknown.—E.C.P., in The
Fanciers’ Review.

HIROUGH the courtesy of
The Nor-West Farmer

we have much pleasure in

presenting our readers with
the plans of the new poultry house
erected this summer by W. F.
Crosbie, of Manitou, Man. Mr.
Crosbie has made a close study of
poultry buildings with a view to
getting the most serviceable style
of building at the least cost, yet
providing necessary room with the
required degree of warmth needed
for successful winter poultry keep-
ing without artificial heat. The
details of his plans will therefore
be of interest to our numnierous
readers,

The building is 40 x 16 feet, set
with the long side to the south
on a stone foundation. The stud-
ding on the south side is 14 fect
high, and only 8 feet on the north
side. The studding is 2x4, set
2 feet apart. On the outside of the
studding there is half-inch lumber,
tar paper and then fir siding. On
the inside of the studding, half-
inch lumber, then tar paper put

on up and down, well lapped and.

stretched tight, and on top of this
again halfsinch lumber. Second
studding, 2x2, was then set up
2nd on this half-inch lumber, paper,

and flooring for inside finish were:

put on. This makes quite an ex-
pensive wall, but it. should make
a warm building. The flooring of
the building is a double layer of
inch lumber with paper between.
Joists cross the building so as (o
give a ceiling 6 feet 8 inches clear
of the floor. The ceiling is match-
cd lumber. The space above is
used as a store-room for coops,
straw, feed and chaff for winter

scratching. This is put in from the
west end, through a door opening
outwards, 2 feet 8 in. wide by 3 feet
high. The loft is also reached from
the feed room by a ladder and trap
door,

The inside of the building is
divided into five compartments,
four pens, 8 x 12, and a feed room.
The division between the feed room
and the pens is of matched lumber
running to the ceiling, Through
it a doorway opens into the feed
passage, which is 3 feet wide, and
runs the length of the building,

¢d cdges, on 10 inch upriglts. The
platforms are cleaned with a hoe
from the passage-way. In order
to explain how this is done it will
be necessary to outline the coun-
struction of the pens in the passage
way. An inch board is nailed to
the two division uprights (2x4)
3 and a half feet from the Hoor,
ITung to this by light strap hinges
is a half-inch board 8 in. wide;
by raising this board the platforms
can be casily cleaned into a wheel-
barrow. Below this hinged board
is nailed a strap 2 in wide by 1 in,,

A MANITOBA POULTRY HOUSE.

The pens open off this passage
by doors, 2 feet wide, in the west
corner of cach pen. The door is
a light one, just a frame work of
2% in, x 1% in.ch stuff, over which
wire netting is stretched. It is
hung with cheap strap hinges and
opens into the pens to the right.
The pens are divided by a specially
woven poultry wire.

The roosts are placed on a plat-
form, as shown in the accompany-
ing plan, 5x6 feet and 2 feet 8
inches above the floor. The roosts
are 1% x 3 in, laid flat, with round-

on which is hung another board,
8 in. wide, through which we ga-
ther the eggs.. Underncath the
platform and next to the passage
way the nests are placed. They are
raised up 135 inches from the floor
and are square boxes with a board
six inches wide in front for the
hens to step on. Both egg-gather-
ing and removing the droppings
can he done from the passage-way.
The rest of the partition along the
passage-way is of woven wire, Both
nests and platforms are moveable,
and can be taken out and cleaned.
