“llonest?” said he, “yes, we on this line aro
as honest s others; that iy, as honest as any
can be with the badge of suspicion around
their necks, in the shape of punches, checks,
&c., and with the certain knowledge of spres
being set upon them continually, whose simple
assertion just or unjust, would Dblast our
characters at ence. You can never make 1
rogue honest by machinery; and a man who
respeets himsell feels degraded by being
placed under constant suspicion.”

Although this man took a rather narrow
view of the eage, et Ins reasong was correct
insune points. .\ man can not be made honest
by machinery, and therefore it is the trainin
of the Loy which will constitute the man cither
upnght or dishonest.  Especially is this ap-
purent 122 commercial circiey, for the boy who
hears s futher expluin with zest how he got
the better of zome one by selling worthless
goods at a Ligh fizure, is apt o think of the
best plan of getting thie better of his com-
panions in some childish barter; sueccessful in
this he tries bolder flights, and later spec-
wlates with his employer’s goods or money,
and finally has the alternative of being an ac-
complished thief, or winding up ina peniten-
tiary for beiuy found out as a bunghng one.
It is i vain to invent patent car-fare paying
machines, to exact bond of security from
friends who may be duped, or to try the
thousand and onn means of enforcing honestye
if the fundamental principals of right and
wrong are not instilled into youthful minds,
and examples set them by their elders to fol-
low which will make them honest men. We
are thankful for the services of police magis-
trates, hut_prefer those of the teacher as a
means of diminishing, not alone dishonesty,
but crime of all sorts, and we contend that
negluet of our youth is the fruitful source of
ciery misdemeanor. Not that education is
lacking, such ax it is, but the education which
teaches how to restrain envious thoughts, how
to curly evil inclinations; not the school, but
the home training is what is neglected, ang
that is the cause of a necessity to invent ma-

chines to enforce integrity and upright deal-
mg, .

g‘:\ homg training is then the s;\:eat necessity,
but of what description must this bo and how
imparted? No dodbt a boy is highly interest-
ed in hearing of a successful turn in'stock ex-
change gambling, or of a prolific corner in
grain formed by his father in_ conjunction
with a fow more choico spirits sut generss; but
is the boy improved thereby, and what form
of mental resolution loes he tukq? He will,
1o doubt, in time eclipse, if possible, tho ac-
tions of his worthy parent, and if without
means to do so, will procure them in o manner
which will make him either & millionaire or o
convict, This is the sequence in nine cases
out of ten to that course of training; but on
the other hand, with a daily examvle before
him of yustice and kindness toall, how different
is the result?  In the former case so scldom is
the rara avis seen of an upright man made
from a boy who was subject to such home in-
fluences that an eminent novelist has created
an extravagant _talo with one for a hero undor
the title of *Ready Monoy Mortiboy.” Let
then, example take precedence of precept in
the traming of youth, and the conduct of the
father bo a guide to that of the soun in xecti-
tude, and it will be the only means to affoct-
ually banish the absurd existence of compul-
sory honesty.—3ferchantman,

A method for making joints to unite the
sides of boxes, &c.,has been rocently patented
in England. Ths two pieces of wood to be
fastened together are mitred in the usunl man-
ner, and a hole is then drilled Jvertically in
each pieco from the bottom upwards, at a
short distanco from the mitred edge.Z A chan-
nel or groove is then cut, by a saw or otherwise,
from the mitred edgo to tho drilled hole.
This channel is of a less width than the di-
ameter of the Idle, and may be cut either
parallel to the sides of the pieces of wood, or
at right angles to the mitre, so that when the
two pieces of wood are put together, a con-
tinuous channel shall be formed between the
two holes. The two piccesjare then held
tightly together, and a key is formed byrun- *
ning metal such as lead or fusible metalinto
the channel; and by this means the key is
‘cast in the place which it is to occupy. The
key may also bo made separately, of solid
metal, and driven homo into the channel,

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THE ALLAN LINE,
And its Valuo to the Dominion.

1t is with infinite pleasuro we reprint the
following article from the Liverpool Jowrnal
of Commerce, 1t is gratifying to every Cana-
dian (as it must be to the Messrs. Allan), to
have so true an estimate put upon this most
successful Canadian line by so cmiinent an
authority:

When tho history of Canada is written;
when her rise, her progress, and her civiliza-
tion is recorded, the name of Allan will gtand
outas oneof themost honorable in the roll of
the friends of the Dominion, From the Red
River to tho mouth of the St. Lawrence, from
Manitoba to Maine, away along the Doy of Is-
lands, in St. John,s, Nova Scotis, New Bruns-
wick, Baltimore, and even as far as the James
Itiver, the Allan lino carries commercs in its
wake. Yes, when the history of the Dominion
of Canada comes to be writfen, it will be secn
how much its magnificent position before the
world has been owing o the British connec-
tion, and low entireﬁ' it has besn owing to
men like Sir Hugh Allap, who lias passed a
lifetime in the coneeption and prosecntion of
enterprises calculated to promote and develop
the Canadian Confederacy. No other men
havedor® so much for Canada as the Allans;
it isto them that Quebec and Montreal may
ascribe a great deal of their present commer
cial prosperity. The Province of Quebec les
the edvantages of & maritimo and interior
navigation unsurpassed on the continent, and
possesges nearly two-thirds of the territory
of the Dominion; and her progress from 1820,
when Mr, Alexander Allan of Glasgow, had
s fleet of sailing veesels running betwecen
tbe Clyde and the St Lawrence, bas oxpanded
with the growth and development of tho Mon-
tzeal Ocean Steamship Company. As thisis
the only company whotd riso is indelibly
blended with that of Canada, and more especi-
ally that of the Iﬂrovince of Quebee, it may not
be out of place hero to stato that the port of
Quebec is only 2,649 geographical miles from
Liverpool by thoe Straights of Belle isle, and
2,808 miles by Cape Race; whilst Boston is
2,895 miles, and New York 3,095, From the
instant the waters of the St. Lawrenco are

breasted, the dangers of navigution ceass to bo

as great as on the open sea, and of this navi-
gation there are 826 miles—viz, from Belle
Isle to Quebee. The great advantage of the
St. Lawrence, or river route, over the rival
rontes of the United States, is the all-import-
ant one of ghorter distance—a fact that must
always have great weight in deciding emi-
grants to give preference to the Canadian
steamers.  Of this fact one may become read-
ily convinced upon reflecting that once arrived
at Quebec, the emigrant finds himself in the
heart and centre of the continen., in & temper-
ate and sulubrious climate, and thence by
steamboat or rail may direct his atops to what-
ever point of Canada he likes, or the far West
thus “shortening his distance, avoiding hun-
dreds of miles of travellhg, which, 5id he
land at any of the ports in the United States,
be would have to undertake to reach his des-
tination.

As an instance of the great development of
the Canadian trade, we may remark that u
to the year 1840 about & dozen sailing vessels
of from 400 to 500 tons register were sufficient
to conduct all the trade that then oxisted
Now the Allan Company alone poasess 21 first-
class steamers, with a grross tonnage of 56,000
tons, the bulk of which are sngaged in the
Cenadian trade, TFrom the year 1840 to 1850
the sailing fleet of the Allan Company was
increased according to the advance of the Can-
nadian trade, the requirements of which were
attentively watched by the late Mr. Bryce Al-
lap, Mr. Alexander Allan, Mr. Andrew Allan,

and Mr. Hugh Allan (now Sir Hugh Allan).] 48 Newspaper Lub-

Nearly, all the captains in tho service leve
Deen, literally speaking, born in it, and conse-
qu%ntly have 4 thorough knowledge of the
trade.

Towards 1850 the various provinces now
forming the Canadian Dominion awoke from
a long Jethargy, and no doubt ingpired by what
was passing in the United States, determined
to enter with earnestness into the struggle for
recogmition as a power in the world. The
leading men of Canada, the major portion of
whom were Scotch either by birth or descent
began to turn their minds to the opening up
of the country by railways, canals, and the es-
tablishment of a more regular and rapid com-
munication with the mothor country. The
enornyous stream of emigration which was
then flowing from the old to the new world
attracted tlieir attention, and, to some extent,
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naturally aroused their jealousy, They were
not the men to rest guietly on their oars with-
out making an attempt to discover whether
there were not hundreds and thousands of En-
glishmen, Irishmen, and Scotchmen wlho, while
they were desirous to enugrate, looked with
more favor on the United States than Canada,
It was, therefore, agrinst many and difli-
cult obstacles that Messrs. Allan ¢stablished a
line of steamships to promote and acecimmos
date the growing trade between tircat Britain
and the Donunion of Canada, and also for
the pur‘)oso of carrying the mals, At this
period the saibing fleet of the Allan Company
nuwmbered 15 vessels; but i the year 1853 two
fine iron scrow steamships were added to the
fleot. These were the Indian and the Canadian
of 1,500 tons register and 250 nominl Lorse
power eech, Tho vessels were intended to
trade regualarly between Liverpool and Que-
Lee and Montreal.  In the Legimng of 1857,
tho flect having been mcreased by the
steamers North American and Anglo-Saxon, the
Allan Company entered mto arrangements
with the Canadian Government for a fortnight-
1y sexrvico of mail steamers between Liverpuul
and Quebec mn the summer, and Portlund
(Maine) in the winter months; and since thet
date tha company has carried the Canadian
mails under contract with the Government of
Canada. In 185Y, however, the orzgmal cou-
tract wag extends” to & weekly instead of a
fortnightly sail.ig, which continues up to the
present day — the steamess leaving Liverpoul
every Thursday, calling at Moville on the fol-
lowing day for the supplementary British
matle. In addition to this service the Allan
Company a fow years agu eatered into a fresh
contract with the Canadian Government
for the carmage of the mails between
Laverpool and Halfax, Nuva Scotia; and St.
John'’s, Newfoundland., In 1859 tho trade be-
tween Liverpool and Canada had so far in-
creased that the Messrs. Allan were obliged to
add fournew steamers to their flect ; and {from
that year up to the present time their line of
steamships has increased until it stands now as
follows :— Sardiman, Circassian, Scandinavian,

Moravian, Hiberman, Nova Scotian, Manito-

bap, Austrian, Phemeian, Acadian, Polynesian,
Sarmatian, Prussian, Peruvian, Caspian, Can-
adian, Waldensian, Nestorian, Corinthian, St.
Patrick and Newfoundiand, the latter being a
wouden vesgel of 900 tons, constructed espec-

.

1ally for carrying the mails between Halifax
aml Mewfoundland duiing thice months of the
year, when the ice makes the navigation be-
tween thuse two places both difficult and tedi-
ous for the regular mail steameys cmployed in
the service.  In connection with tue cunstrite-
tiont of their steamers we may state that Mcs-
sre, Allan were the fitst company to adupt the
spar or flush deck to their steamers, and in
doing tlus they were opposed strongly by the
Board of Trade, who would not alluw them
any concessions in the way of measurement
for harbur dues, ete., and thus put them at the
aeat disadyventage of placing superior ships
at an extra cust upon the Transatlantic line of
traflic, without the slightest recognition of the
ctrcunstances in their favor. But whan the
unfortunate Lundun went duwn in the Bay of
Biscay, the death-knell of the open deck sys-
tem was tolled, and the Board of Taade itself
was hiterally “pooped,” and it was compelled
by the inexorable logic of facts to take cogni-
zance of the value of Messrs. Allan’s improve-
ment by making over to them the neecssary
concesstons in the way of a reduction of mea-
surement.  Nov, with but few excoptions, all
the recently constructed steamers employed
in the Atlantic trade have the spar deck, than
wlich nothing conduces more to tho safcty
and comfort of the passengers—as even in the
heaviest weather, f vessel with a spar deck is,
as » rule, dry. The Hibernian, which was
constructed in 1861, was the first ¢ covereds
1n” vessel of the Allan fleet.  With vefcrenco
to some of these vessels weway remark that
tho Noiva Scotian, Manitoban, Hibernian, and
one or two uthers are engaged in what now is
a fortnightly service between Laerpool and
Halifex and Baltinmore, and passengers for the
Western States often choose Baltimore as their
rou(lc, by way uof the Baltimore and Ohio Rail-
road.

Aswe before slated, it is with the Dominion
of Canada that the name of the Allan Com-
pany is inseparably linked, and no notice of
this compauy would bo complete which failed
to give a special prominence to the connection
which Messrs. Allan have had with emigration
to Canada, 1 is unly since the period of con-
federation that the centual and provincial Go-
vernments have been at any trouble to en-
cournge inanigration. Up to the present time
the very essence of the work of promoting
cmigration has been carried on by Messra,

I.&llnn themselves, who hiave over 1,500 agen-
cius ¢otablished throughout Great Brittin and
Iveland, every one of which is a centre of in-
formation about work ann livin{: in Canada.
In & pamphlet issued by the Department of
Agecaltiue at Ottawa, we find the following:
“The ¢t mercinl importance af the pravinees
culif-sixing the Donini 0 of Canada 1 well es-
tablished, and cvery effert to develop their re-
souic s and extond their trade hes been at-
tetided witde the most s cdefoeory results,
The Canadiane system of inland navigation is
the most extensive il recfeet in the workl,
Tiie vag* texritorig! extent, the mincral wealth,
fortillty of = i, wiparadle led ishy ries, and ex-
tensive forests of ihe ¢ >ined provinces are
becoming understood and velued abroad. No
mauntain barviers, with the exer ption of the
Rocky Mountains on the Pacific side of the ©

favorable passes thraugh these), interfore (o
divert the currents of trade in thicir flow to the
warkots of tho world.  With almost hiound-
lees fields of coal in Nova Scotiz on the P'acifie
coast, #nd in the North West Territory, with a
climate most favorahic to the development of
human energy, it is hmpossible for the mind
1o assign a limit 1o the future growth of the
Dominion of Canada, The united revenues of
the Provinces exceed the se of any of the third
rate powers of Burope. 'Lheir railroad extent
exceeds tho aggregite Of Ruesia, Deamark,
Norway, Sweden, llolland, Portugal, Turkey,
Switzerland, Egypt, and Brazil; whilst their
lengih of telegraph wires exceeds the aggre-
gatc of many of the uations of Europe. This
status has not been won without a streggle —
not a struggle for Jiberty against the oppres-
sors—Dbut it has been the strugglo in changing
the wilderness into productive fields, and in
procuring and maintaining free institutions
andself-goverament. Iachearly pioneer of tho
wilderness wlho hewed out 2 home for him-
self and his family has transmitted the fields
thusg won from tlI'¢ unbroken forests to pos-
terity ; and it is the aggregation of lfleso
ficlds that forms the settlements everywhero
traversing the provinces, while the slow but
g'cady progress of changing fhe wilderness
into smiling flelds still goes on. The means
of water communication which the Dominion
wssess through ealn of the Nwovinces, tend-
mg, as it eventually does. however remote, to
the scabuard, afford a veedy line of transport

continent (and Canade possesses the most .
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for al} the protucts of the interior, and thus
will allow of intercourse and trade relations
with foreign natiens through ports and har-
bors of our own.  Thus, flour manufactured in
the weatern distriets of Ontario, the mineral
products of lake Superiol, the peltries of the
north-west, aud the timber of Upper Ottawa,
can find_their way to Quebee, and thence to
Ellmpe.’
Tiis is no Lrilliantly colored statement:
there i3 not & werd in the above which has
not foundation on fact, and which caunot be
borne out by hundreds of thousands. The
Earl of Dufferin, the present Goyernor-tiener-
al of Canada, recently, in sgooaking of the em-
igration to_the provinee of Ontario, sud that
Mie believed emigration was a benefit to thoso
_hat go, and to those that remain, at the same
time it is the most effectual and legitimate
weapon Wwith which labor can contend witi
capital. *Of course,” said the noble lord, * it
js not desirable that 1 should take the regpon-
sibility of saying anything which wonld ex-
pose me hereafter to the reproach of having
drawn a false picture or gmiven delusive in-
formation in regand to the prospects and op-

yortunities afforded by Canada to the intend-
g settler,  The aub{'cct 13 8 serious One—so0
much depends upon the individual training, ca-
pacity, realth, conduct and antecedents of each
emigrant, that 10 one without an intimate and
special knowledge of the snbject wonld be
justified in authoritatively enlarging upon it;
but this, at all events, I may say, wherever 1
have gone 1 have found numberless persons
who came to Canada without anything and
have since risen to competence and wealths
that 1 pave met no one who not gladly ac-
knowledge himself Lettex off than on his first
arrivaly and amongst thousands of persons
with whom I liave been brought into contact,
no matter what their race ov nationglity, nore
ever seemed to regret that they had come
heve. Probably the agrvienltural Jaborer who
vome to this country from Norfolk and Dor-
setslire will have to work a great deal barder
than he ever worked in hix lile before; but
if his work is harder, he will find a sweet-
ener o his toil of which he could never have
dreamt in the old country,mamely the pros-
weet of independence, of a roof over his head
}or which he shall pay norent, and of ripening
cornfields round hig homestead which own no
master but himself,

healthy and indusixious: let him come ont ut
a proper time of the year, let him be content
with snall beginnings, and not afraid of hard
work, and 1 can scareely conceive liow he
should fail in his caveer.”

Theso are certainly eneanraging words and
coming fram such an authority, cannot fail
to further the tide of emigration to Canada,
and call forth the utmost resources of Messra,
Allan’s fleet of steamers.

Al
the Allan steamers have been construeted with
an exclusive regard to the elementsof strength
and solidity, but that these are not inconsist-
ent with extreme beanty of model will be ad-
mittee by anyone who has examined the Cir-
cassian, Sarmatign, and Polvnesian, These
steamers are not claswed at Lloyd's, nor with
the Liverpool nuderwriters, the company hav-

&c. which, however, are very much in excess
of the requirements Lloyds®

It may not be out of place to cali attention
{o some recent and very important alterations
which Messra, Allan have effected in several
of their steamships, but more particularly to
immense improvements whil have taken place
in the Poruvian and Moray jan.

A new steamship line between New York
and Hull, England, is to Uec established. Tt
will be known as Wilson’s line, and is owned
by Thomas Wilson's & Co., of Iull, who have
more than ) steamships, axl are said to be
the largest private ship-owners in the world.
They send vessels to twenty-nine of the prin-
cipal ports of Europe. It is now proposed to

add New York to the list. and the Othello, the

fiost vesa] of the new line, will leave Hulb
Jaary 80, The onvaera i that the fail-
ities for the traashipment of freight to the
differenit ports to which their vessels sail,
which wiil me aorded by the new line, will
e sugnpior (o those of the other lines runninga
{rom New York, as the entire business at ufi
will be conducted unider one roof and at the
same dock, thereby saving extra handling xmd'
cartage. It is the intention of the company,
to induce a large continental passenger trade !
by means of their connectivn with the princi-
pl Buropean ports, and to that end to issue
through tickels and to fix a system of low
rates. The Othello will be Jfollowed at fort-
nightly intervals by the steaniers Colombo,
Virago, and Yeddo. Theso steamers are of
iron, 3000 tons burden, with engines of 900-
horse-power, registered Al at Lloyds, and are
comparatively new., Only first<class passen-
gers will Le carried for the present, and of
these about 100 can be comforiably accom-
modated. The fare will he $70.in currency.
If the business of the new enterprise will
warrant, three larger vessels, the Eldorado,
Navarino and Hindoo will be added to the
Jme, and weekly trips will be made. The

About Some of our Acquaintances.

The copybooks long ago taught us that there
are “many men of many minds,” and our
every day experience enforces the trath of the
statemen.,— that ig, if actions are to he taken
as proof of mental states. Our neiglibors are
very different from each other in many res-
pects, and wo propose, for their own and others’
benefit, to point out some of their differences.

There is one large class, to begin with,
whose members steadfest’y refuse to join in
any movement that proposes to be undertaken
for the public good. Either because they are
too selfish to devote time and money to any
object that aims at the good of the community
—toomeantocontribute to any object in whose
benefits they will share even though they con-
tribute nothing,—or because they have nofaith
in any such endeavors, they preserve their is-
olated position with a persistency that seems
sclfishly indifferent or sublimely superior to
the public-spirited activity of others. Boards
of Trade are organized with difficulty, kept up
at some expense, attended at o considerable
sacrifico of time, and exercise an important in-
fluence for good on trade legislation and other-
wise; but the imembers of this classnever give
a dollar or lose an kour for their maintenance,
although they share in the legislative benefits,
and mako usc of tho statistics and other use-
ful information brought out in debate or em-
bodied in reports of committees. When the
action of tho Board is contrary to their wishes,
when it treads on their commercial or political
corng, when it fails {o accompl'sh all that
theso gentlemen think it should, Jhen itis de-
cricd as useless, ridiculed as pretentiouns, or
denounced as the ool of a ciique, by the gen-
lemen who have done nothing o keep it in

the right path, increase its efliciency, or pre-
servo its independence, These gentlemen
seem to consider that they have aninalienablo
right to dictate the policy of such bodies, pre-
seribe the objects which they shall consider,
and grumblo at their failures. It neverscems
to occur to tl:iem that, as they havo not taken
part in the support of such o body, they have
nothing to say about its management, and no
right to gnumblo at its delegates aud commit-
tees. The nssurance with which they come
forwar as critics, directors, prorapters and de-
nouncers of men whom they have refused to
aid is simply marvellous. The attitude these
gentlemen take up towards Stock Exchanges,
hotel and railway projects, and other enter-
prizes that promise as much good to the pub-
lic as to the projectors, still further illustrates
their peculiar method of shirking the burdens
and sharing the benefits of public improve-
ments, The members of thisclassare invisible
when the hat or subscription paper is passing
around, silent wwhen they are reaping the ben-
efits of others’ enterprise, and very demonstra-
tive when failure follows the disinterested la-
bors in which they have refused to share,

Wo are inclined to scold the great majority
of our peightbors for the manner inwhich they
under-estimate and over-estimate men. It is
too much the custom to value them in propor-
tion to the amount of talking the do at pub-
lic meetings, the frequency with which they-
get themselves put forward as representative
men, and the amovunt of knowledge they
profess to have on every subject that comes
up for consideration, There could be no
greater mistake than this, and it is & mistake
for which the newspapers are largely respon-
sible. Many of the most useful of our public-
spirited citizens, many of those who are the
most active in working for the advancement
of schemtes for tho welfare of the community,
are without the self-confidence and command
of words that are necessary for addressing o
public meeting. Most of the real work of
Boards of Trade, Yarliaments, Municipal
Councils, and lndustrial Associations, is not
done publicly by the talkers, but privately by
active and industriou. conumittees, and yet
the speeches made on the floor are reported
at length in the newspapers while the labors
of days and wecks are hardly noticed. The
eredit is given to the man who grasps the
facts, arrays them in the most effective order,
and presents them in flowing sentences, rather
than to him who has worked weeks in gather-
ing them. This is not right, and thoughtful
people should not bo misled in this way,
valuing words more than decds, an hour's talk
more than & month’s work, the facility with
which facls arc marshalled into an oration
more than tho industry and penetration with
which the facte were brougnt to light, We
have many qiiet, hand working men in this
commercial community who are always rcady

to share in any good wexk, and never mako
speeches on any account, and we hopoe the
public will value them at their real worth,

There aré men in this community, including
some of its most talented speakers and influ-
entinl citizens, men with peculiar qualifica-
tions to do good in the capacity of mewmbers
of the Local ¢r Dominion Parlinment, or as
AMayor of the city, who aro blamed by many
for steadfastly declining to become candidates
for public positions. If they made no use o
their talents as speakers and writers, held
aloof from public meetings and public enter-
prises, the blame would be deserved; but if
we look into their conduct carefully, we may
find {hat they are doing more good daily, in
their capacity of private citizens, than they
could do in oflice. The names of some men
will recur to vur readers, men whose talents
are ever at the disposal of charitable societies,
whose names ave on ¢very subseription paper
that is handed around for religious or charita-
ble objects or the promotion of enterprises
such as the building of railways, hotels, ete.,
for the public berefit, and it will be easily
seen that their capacity for good would
bo lessened DLy their acceptance of ofice, In
oflice, or as candidates fur oftice, theiwr benes-
olence would be interpreted as corruption,
their suavity as bids for votes, and their char-
itable views of religious and other opponents
as sacrifices of principle to popularity. They
do a great deal of disinterested work now, and
will be missed more when they die than our
officials and legislators, for e ave sure of able
successors for these, but can only hope for
worthy successors of those.

Aumong the most useful men in this and
every other community are those who are ac-
tive in organizing companies for undertaking
work that individuals are seldom ready to
perform. These men risk a great deal, and
their molives are often misconstrued. They
have the courage to go aheed, gencrally after
having examined the path to be trodden with
much more caution and clear-sightedness than
they are credited with, and the magnetic
power of infusing some of their own spirit
into others, In this way they secure combin-
ations of capitalists that carry forwand enter-
prises of the greatest good to the conununity,
giving cuployment to a large number of men,
carning profits for money that would have
been idle, and developing naturel wealth that
would have lnin dormant. Some of thoso who
condemn these enterprising spirits regard
them as reckless, and refuse to believe that it
is ability and not luck that carries them over
obstacles that appear insurmountable, while
others recognize ther force of character and
business talents and are jealous of them.

Some men stick to their own business, never
stepping aside to meddle with anything clso
and otherg tind it agreeable and profitahle to

have several “irons in the fire,” The formesr
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if conscious of Leing mastar of the business in
which they are engnged, and aware that thoy
are not qualified for safely taking part in any
other, are perfectly right in “sticking to their
last,” but they have no right to criticise others
whose business tastes are more varied and
whose abilities are more versatile. The men
who fumnish capital for developing mines
building ships, constructing railways, etc., are,
as 8 rule, merchants and others who tako mo-
ney from their business for the purpose. If

every onc should stick closely to vwhat these!

critics should defermine to be his own busi-
ness, there would be less businees for the cri-
tics and everybody else.

Insurance Bummers.

We are sorry to sce that carelessness in the
appointuient of Agents is not confined to any
locality,and that. it appears torun in the same
aroove everywhere. We do not complain of
carelessuess in the appointment of General
Agents in these Provinces by Ircurance Coni-
panies, but of General Agents n appointing
solicitors. The fact is that there is so much
ccmpetition now between Agents, both Fire
and Life, that almost any person representing
himself as a canvasser will be accepted andl
given a trisl, A mere bummer often obiains
an appointment and engagement for a long
time by showing a fictitious list of the busi-
ness lie pretends to have done for his last em-
ployer, and a number of imaginary applica-
tions he has in prospect, and then keeps add-
ing to the prospective business and prolonging
his engagement as long as ho can bleed tho
General Agent who is unfortunate enough to
have employed him. Then he steps intn an-
otheroffice, and tells all he knows that will
flatter the oppovents of his last employers
trunps upsome story to account for his “resig:
nation, and gets another dups whom he bleeds
with equal success, Each employer, cither
for fear of being laughed at for his fooligh-
ness, or.for fear of detriment to his business,
allows the matter to pass, and the bumuer
gocs unmolested on his victim-mekiog way.

But the day has now come when {his spe-
cies of robbery must be put a stop to. Every
office, on engaging a man, should know his
last employer, and make full inquiry concern-
ing the applicant; and then and only then
will justice be done, and competent and relia-
ble ;uen found to fill the xesponsible position
of solicitors for Fire and Life business, Then
tho profession will be lifted to the position in
these Provinces which it should oceupy.
These bummers, who would disgrace any fra_
ternity, will be weeded out.  Let there be, 4t
once, & combination of employers, and Jot only
reliable men be employed,and this systematic
thieving will be put o stop to. The present
system permits an Agent to leave a Company
aud join an opposition Company, and, on the

basis or pretence of information gained contl-
dentially, run down the Company he lately re-
presented, therchy disgusting the public by
an exhibition of systematic lying that makes
them look with contempl on the whole frater-
nity, and put them all on 2 par, so that itis
quito impossible for an honorable Agent to a)>-
proach them. The consequence is that many
respectablemen avoid the calling,and would do
almost anything rather than be put on a par
with these villains. What a gelling thing it
is for a a Genernl Agent to have a man come
to him and talk as if he were on the last legs
of distress, and, kaving failed to obtain any
other means of earning a livelihood, is ready,
as a last resort, to try canvassing for his Com-
pany . And-who has he to thank for this but
himself, in employing incompetent and irre-
sponsible men?

The Insurance bummers will not stop at
anything to gain a point for their own aggran-
dizement, and will make statements which
cannot fail to be injurious to the business at
large. For instance—overrating the salaries
and commissions they receive, thus making
the public believe that they are receiving con-
pensationwhich any person of judgment knows
they could not carn in any honest way. The
great ovils arising from tolerating this
wretched lot of incompetent men are becom-
ing more apparent every day. To give some
of the statements made by some of them to
obtain business when they find their competi-
tors are too mych for them in lhonest compe~
tition:—they stats that an opposing Compsany
has failed, or that it canrot pay twenty-five
cents un the dollar, or that its expenses are
outrageous, &c., &c. Thus, even if they do
not succeed in securing the coveted risk them-
selves, they prevent its going into the com-
peting Company, as very few of those they
canvass take sufficient interest in the mattef
to investigate the statements. Inquirers for
Insurance get so disgusted that they cannot
be induced aganin to discuss the matter, and
thus they am prevented from ever partici-
pating in the benefits of Insurance by the per-
sons who are employed to advocate its inter-
este,

Let there be concerted action among the
employers at once, and let the profession be
cleared of these raseals and lifted to the posi-
tion it should occupy, and then and only then
will the position of a General Agent be an en-
viable one.

Employers, in getting reports of solicitors
from their late cmployers, may find an inclin-
ation to underrate those that have been dis<
charged orhaveresigned, but insuch cases thoy
can use their own judgment equally as well
a3 if they had not made the inquiry, and they
are often enabled to find out the shortcomings
of aman who may be made useful if kept in
check.

Another trouble belween employers is that

in their anxicty to secuve the services of so-
licitors who are reported to be doing a suc-
cessful business for another Company, they
will, without satisfying thomselves of the
trath of the report, rush off and engage them
at an advanced salary; and .in many cases .
thoy find to their cost that they are not worth
linlf the amount that ias been given them.
We write in the interests of the many esti-
mable solicitors there arc among the frater
nity in the Provinces, and wo hope to see this
class of men reccive justice by being given
advanced positions as the others are weeded
out. Wo also hope to seg the time when the
motto of no Agent, as it seems to be now with
too many, shall be—*I will injure my comnt-
petitors all 1 can,"—and when every agent

‘will do what is most for the interest of tho

business at large, combined, of course, -with
the reasonable advocacy of the Company he
represents.

The following very sensiblo urticle from the
Coast Revieww touches very pertinently upon
some phases of our subject:

The Insurance Chronicle, of New York, has

some good suggestions on the subject of ap-
rointing agents, and wo give the Chronicle’s

remarks, that some of our own Underwriters
on this coast may profit by the suggestions.
There is no state in the Union where so little
regard is paid to the appointment of agents,
buth Fire and Jafe, as in California. We do
not make this assertion in way of a reflection
on any particular company or General Agents.
The Chrontele says:

The whole frateinity of underwriters are
mutuslly interested in guerding against tho
evils insvitable to letling down their profes-
sion end its rules. Al are alike sharers in
the dangers and disrepue cast upon the guild
by the practices of carcless and over-zealous
agents, moro anxious to extend their list of

yreminms than to make careful and sure work.
1¢ insurance man, if he is worthy of his call-
ing, possesses & vocation second to no other in
the qualities it calls for in its followers. 1tis
casy to rush from some falling ox fallen occu-
pation, of an entirely different nature, into the
usiness of underwriting. It is not as diffi-
cult as we wish it were for ‘men utterly with-
out experience, to obtain o company or list of
companies to represent.

Wo wonld not write a word to discourage
now xts{)imnts to the insurance bLusiness, but
wo do decry the danger and folly of the too
current belief that “anybody may be an insur-
ance man,” Itis a calling that makes large
demands upon the best native qualities, aided
by the best culture, and it is an insult to the
craft to practically deny this, in the case with
which its best results and highest rewards aro
given to new beginners,  It'is not safe forthe
community to allow an easy success to the
novice in underwriting. There is no calling
where extreme caution and arduous study will
stand its possessor in better stead.

In default of this careful -quest of the pro-
per avenues to succescful undersriting, too
great recklessness prevaile, Carcless under-
writing is too common. There is an insufii-
cient study of risks when origginally taken.
There is too little watchfulness to see that
the risk remaing what the golicy ntust remain
by its very nature,—a fixed and certain quan-
tity. On the contrary, in insurance equation,
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therp is too frequently found “& an uakzown
quantity,” representing tho condition of the
insured. This i a premium offercd for ras-

colity. This leads to arson and incendiary
tires, This hazards the property of inuocent

partics.  And this, too, strikes st the founda-
tiong of tho proeperity of all reliable com-
panica. 1t will not be easy to establish ex-
aminntions and rules of admission to the un-
derwriting fraterni'y. Its lis*s are open to
all, but & very salutary check may be admin-
istered by the sound and reliable companies,
if they are trus to themgelves and to ono an-
other, and carefully maintain the standards of
thieir profession.

Tur: INTERNATIONAL CHAMBER OF COM-
MERCE~The Chicago Lranch of the Interna-
tionul Chamber of Commerco and Mistissippt
Valley Soelety of London, hicld a meeting ro-
contly in that city, at which resolutions mg-
ing the whole Western commercial, manufac-
turing, and farming community of the Valley
to join the organization were passed, and the
pressof the West were wrged to encourage and
endorso the movement. This organization
have a Draach in Memphis, New Orleans and
St. Louis in this country, and in London in
England, whose objects are to develop the ro.
sources of the Mississippi Valley and to open
new {ransportation routes; while on the part
of England- it commends itself to capitalists
who are sccking safe investment for surplus
capital.

Tho Dominion Telegraph Company have in-
troduced a lower tariff for tho transmission of
night messages by adopting-a special rate of
fiftcen cents for not exceeding ten words.

N. Y. Court of Arbitration.
ANOTHENR DECISION THAT FREIGHT MUST BE
. COMPUTKD ACCORDING TO TERMS OF BILL

OF LADING.

Bud: § Jerons against E. Pavenstedt & Co.

The plaintiffs, as owners of the steamship
“Pleiddes,” W. Lee, master, which lately ar
rivéd.at the Port of New York, from Yokoha-
ma, Japan, with a cargo of teas, claim of tho
defendants a difference of freight on 875 half
chests consigned to them. The measurement
of tho chests, according to the bills of lading
was 58 1340 tons. s

The plaintiffs claim freight on .81 25-1C0
tong, which they allege was the truo measure~
ment of the chests.

After hearing the testimony, Justice Fan-
cher decides as follows:

*“The stipulation of the parties contained in
the clhiarter parly and the bills of ladiag ap-
ear in this case to be very explicit and there
oes not appear to-have been any mistake or
fraud suflicient to set aside such mutnal-stip-
ulations of the parties. -

“There must, therefore be an award that the
plaintiffs ave not entitled to recover any ad-
ditional freight on the teasin glucstion beyond

the amount specified in the bills of lading”

of the country during the past twenty-five
years. Our trade with some countries, and
especially the West India Islands,is on a very
limited seale compared to what it ought to Le
and doubtless what it will be when the neces-
sary facilicies are provided for the transaction
of business.

In reviewing tho present business outlook,
the Financial Chronicle, institutes a compari-

son between the monetary situation a year

since, and now, and finds much encouragement
in the contrast, For twelve months the coun-
try has been practicing economy, and with a
check of business has come an acenmulation
of savings. These savinge ave capital, and
capifal cannot long lie idls without set-
ting the wheels of industry in motion. When
the reservoir is at its level it will again over-
flow, and that time, the Chronicle thinks is
now quite near at hand.

Epitome of Commercial Events.

Owing to our limited space, and the long
period between our issues, we cannot give
that complete digest of the news we could
wish, Our readers must therefors bear pa-
tiently with our shortcomings until we can
greet them more frequently than monthly.

That Reciprocity Treaty~Tu the infinite
relief of tho mejority of Canadians and our
American neighbors, the Reciprocity Treaty
was thrown out by the Senato of the United
States, and is a thing of the pust. We, horv-
ever, cannot refrain from referring to it in or-
der to show our opinion of the reasons for its
non-acceptance finve not changed.

Several days previous to its being finelly
disposed of we spoke of its probable fate, and
and gave & strong array of evidence to show
that manufacturing ond other strong intorests
in the United States were working to prevent
its becoming law, not because they feared the

competition of simiiar interests in Canada,
but those of England, There are a fow Cana-
dian papers who wishing to make political capi-
tal out of the Treaty still argue it was rejected
on account of its measures favoring Canada,
or that the political position in the United
States has thrown it aside only for the pre-
sent. But the majority of the press havenow
come round to ourway of thinking,and would
have their readers believe they never thought
otherwise. It is very well for the uninitiated,
but decidedly amusing to those bebind the
scenes to read in the columns of papers, who
never even mooted the possibility of such an
event, let aloneadvance any arguments to show
its probability, ¢They never for & moment
“ Qoubted that this ‘would be its fate” For
our part we have no possible interest in its
political aspecr, and, therefore, only join our
voice wilh the rejoicors at its death.

Dominton Bourd of Trade.~This Body met
at Ottawa during January. Altogether it was
not a very largely attended or important
meeting. Much valuable time was lost in
discussing tho Reciprocity Treaty, and the
Board decided against it without giving us
amy new arguments for or againstit. The an-
nual report of the Executive Committee refers
to soveral items of intcrest.

trade amounting to 8217,565,510.

Taking the four older Provinces for compar-
ison the figures show a decreage of imports as
compared with the previous year of $2,480.-
476, and a decrease of exports amounting to
82,039,079, The decrease of the importsis not
at all to be regretted and is rather the gign of
a healthy caution than of a loss of prosperity.
The decrease in the exports is, of course to be
regretted, but it is not serious in amonnt and
need cause no slann. It is probably to be ac-
counted for by the prevailing dwliness of busi-
ness in the United States

The Inland Revenue roturns show that
the total revonue accrued during the year
was $6,680,848, against $5,431,256 for the
previous year, Or an increase of 213 per cent.
This increase, 88 compared with 1872-3, has
occurred as follows : Upon excise, §1,099,388;
revenue Public Works $35,322; culling tim-
ber, 816,140; bill stamps, 87,737, The in-
creaged exciso revenue is mado up as follows:
Upon spirits, $678224; tobaccy, 8387,714}
petrolexm, $36,683; manufactures in bond,
$6,228; seizures, $1,240, There is a small
increase on mslt lig” r and other articles,
amounting to 810,679. This very considerable
increaso is majnly due to two causes; first the
additional rate of duty on spirits and tobacco,
imposed by the act of last session and which
was in eperation for ten weeks of the fiseal
year: and gecondly to the withdrawal from
bond of large quantities of excisable goods in
anticipation of the advance on the then exist-
ing tariff. A small part of the increase is also
probably due to & growing population and
larger derand for this class of goods, but the
additionsl revenue derived from this source
would not be considerablo and be most proba-
bly included in the second of the above causes,

Banking Matters—Arrangement for amal-

gamation has been arrived at between the
Provisional Directors of the Imperial Bank of
Canada, located at Toronto, Ont., and the Di-
rectors of the Ningara District Bank, of St.
Catherines, Ont., to be carried into effect as
soon a8 tho conditions of the arrangements
have been complied with, and the necessary
legislation (which has already been applied
for) ubtained. It is rumored that the Mari-
time Bank of thiscity is about to amalgamate
with the Merchants Bank of Montreal,

Duties on Tea.—A deputation of merchants
interested in the Tea Trade waited upon the
Mi: ister of Finance to urge on the Govern-
ment the necessity of imposing a ten per cent.
duty on all Teas imported into Canada from
the United States. Ilowever it is exceedingly
creditable to the Government to say that they
did not see the force of favoring monopoly
where it would be so manifestly at the
expense of the consumers, Their plea was to
protect a direct trade with China.

2d. Referring to rights of an agent.

. The answer given also applies here. The
contrac:s would bo the only ground for an ac-
tion.

3d. Question as to liability of deceased part.
ners estate.

Canadian ruling same as given by Journal
of Commeree.

4th, Referring to post dated check.

Answer given applies equally here, except-
ing we think it undoubtedly should be present-
ed for acceptanco although the Bank usages
may not require it. The reference to this
matter in our December number is in accord
with this,

Sth. Referring to wharfage and lnmber.

Decision undoubtedly applies here.

6th. Necessity of protesting a draft,

Reply correct and according to Canadian
law it is absolutely necessary to protest it.

7th. Neglect of proper weighing, etc.

Law would decide against the person so re-
ceiving goods in & cese of this kind unless
good cause could be shown for the neglect.

8th. Borrowing money on Storage Receipts.

We agree with opinion of Editor of Journal
of Commerce.

Oil Matters.

Dealers and importers of coal oils will do
well to note the following facts and govern
themselves accordingly. A dispatch from
Ottawa states

“A large quantity of American oil was seized
on Saturday by the Collector of Inland Rev-
enue here, 1t seems that the oil should be
tested to 110 degrees of heat without cxplod-
ing, and that large quantities of American oil
exploding at 86 degrees of heat, have been in-
troduced in the Dominion, enabling the Yan-
kee traders to undersell the Canadian pro-
ducers.”

A few days after this the Inland Revenue
Departnient found it necessary to issue the
following circular:

Whereas it has been represented that large
importations of Coal Oils are continually tak-
ing place at various ports in tho Dominion,
samples of which will not stand the fire test
required by the Inland Revenue Act, 1863, and

{amendments thereto; also that larize import-

ations of certain products of Petrolcum, such
as Gasoline, Benzine, and Benzole are being
made, such articles being very explosive and
dangerous at a very low temperature,

His Excellency, on the recommendation of
the Honorable the Minister of Customs, and
under the provisions of the 17th section of the
Act passed in the session of the Parliament of
Canada, held in the 31st year of Her Mejesty’s
reign, chaptered 50 and intituled: “An Actto
‘‘increase the Excise duty on spirits, to impose
“an excise duty on refined petroleum, and to
“ Provide for the ingpection thereof,” has been
pleased to oxder, and it is hereby ordered, that
with a view to the better regulation of the
foreign Patroloum trade, and the security of
the lives and property of Her Majesty’s sub-
jects, the following regulations be and they
are hereby adopted and established, that is to
sav:

y:

1. From and after the date hereof, the offi-
cers appointed gauge and test spirituous
liquors, wines, &c., at the respective ports of
Toronto and Hamilton in Ontario; the Port of
Quebee in Quebec; thio Port of Saint John, in
New Brunswick; and the Port of Halifax in
Nova Scotia, shall be and they are hereby ap-
pointed Inspectors of Refined Petroloum at

those Ports respectively; and that the respec-

tive Collectors of Customs and Snb-collectors
of Customs, at all other ports and out-ports in
Canads, shall be and they are hercby appoint-
ed Inspectors of imported Refiaed Petroleum
at their respective ports and out-ports, with

wer to employ in the actual process of test-
1ng such oils any officer or ofticers under their
respective surveys whom they shall cunsider
competent for that purpose,

2. That the instrument to be used for test-
ing all imported refined petroleum shall be the
“Coal Oil Pyrometer,” made by Chas, Potter,
Toronto, Ontario, and all such petroleum as
will not stand the fire test of 105 degrees, as
required by ssid Pyrometer, as required by
section 2 of chapter 15 of 24 Victoria, when
used according to the instructions accompany-
in;{ the same, shall be dealt with as may be
ordered by the Minister of Customs in each

case.

3. That every package of imported Refined
Petroleum, ingpected as before provided, shall
be legibly marked or stamped in sucl manner
as tho Minister of Customs may direct.

4. That no imported refined Petroleum,
which will not stand the said test, whether
desigmated as “Coal Oil,” “Naptha,” “Ben-
zine,” “Benzole,” “ Parafiine” or other oil or
flaid, distiiled, manufactured or produced by
any process or treatment whatever, shall bo
admitted to entry for consumption or Ware-
house in Canuds, unless the importer shall
have produced & license from a collecter or
other proper officer of Inland Revenue, auth-
orizing him to import and keep the same on
