Garibaldi, the Patriot.

Oxg of the most ploasing stories of
the famous patriot Garibaldi is an inci-
dent bold by his biographer in relation
to tho Genorals great anxioly about a
poor Jamb which had got separated
from its mother. It is gaid that the
bleatings of the dam were s0 painfal to
him that he quickly s.ole away from
gome friends for the purpose of going
in sesrch of tholost ono. Ho continued
his wanderings for geveral hours, over
into the dead of night, and ab lagt was
guccessful in finding it and brought it
in his arms to the distressed mothor.

Giusoppo Garibaldi was the son of
an old sea-captain of Nice, and was
born thero in the year 1807. His
early life was chicfly passed awid tho
fishermon-of the district. In his soven-
teonth yoar he entored asa midshipman
fa the Sardinian navy, and remsained
in it titl his twenty-soveuth, Becom-
ing involved in Mazzini's first atterapb
torard tho liberation of Italy, he was
obliged to seek gheltor in Marseilles.
Ilo shortly alterward antered the ser-
“vico of the Bey of Tunis; but this
inactive lifo was too quiet for his rest-
Jess spivit, and he soon tosk servico
under tho Ropublic of Uruguny
South Awmerica.

Aftor tho rovolution of 1848 he was
conutrained to emigrato to tha United
States of Ametica; he shore mob with

povorty compollod him to resort to tho
humble calling of a catdle-maker, ho
was exposed to plunder and to ingult.
Shortly nftorward ho pnrchased =a
gmall farm on tho island of Caprora, in
the Mediterranean Sea.

So soon ns thero was a prospect of
once more striking s blow for tho in-
dependence of hig native land, Garibaldi
offored his sorvices to King Vielor
Tunanuel. With a body of volunteers
ho took Palergo in May, 1860, marched
on the main-land, aud the struggle was
carried to Naples, which King Francis
abandoned, On his march to Gaoba
ho meb Victor Ermanuol, and saluted
him ¢ King of Ttaly.”

Ho did not get on woll with the
Yardinian lientonants of the king, and,
ag poor in purse as ho was when he set
out, ho went on board a veasol, and
roturned to his home.

"Pho last ten years of his lifo were
spont quietly at Gaprora, where he died,
after much woakness and suffering, on
Juno 2, 1882,
