School at Oxford.

A most romantic marriage tock
place in New York recently, when
o Miss Julia Morris of that city was
married by proxy to Frank F. Gearity,
who wes dying of consumption in El
Paso, Tex. Rev. Fether Halpip, S.J.,
performed the ceremony, and the
bride’s cousin Robert J. Heey as proxy
made the responses for Mr. Gearity.
The necessary dispensation was secur-
ed by Father Halpin and the bans
published. As soon as the coremony
was over the bride telegraphed her
dying husband and the marriage
notice was put in one of the Sunday
papers, but the newspaper was scarcely
off vuu press before a telegram was
received by Mrs. Gearity announcing
the death of her husband. They were
engaged for a number of years, Miss
Morris wishing to seo her younger
gisters settled bofore she married,
whon Mr. Gearity was attacked by
Tapid consumption, and ordered to
Texas by his physicians. Ho was only
in El Paso six weeks, and as he felt
that death was approaching rapidly he
had atrangements sll made by telo-
graph for tho marnage.

The supprossion of tho churoh ba-
zaar i8 among tho reforms that some
of our religious legislators at Ottawa
propose to effect. Winle there are
some objections to bo rmised to the
church bazaar, the amount of good
done by mezns of them far out-weighs
anything that can be said agansy
them. A bazaar can be, and, when
conducted in the interests of a church
or charitable institution, usually is,
carried on in an entirely proper man.
ner. The ground taken by the op-
ponents of the bazaar is that the
throws or chances taken on the articles
offered is gambling, and as such is
wrong. We cannot admit the point
well taken. Gambling proper is whereo
two or more persons sit down to @
game of chance and lay a wager on
tho result, each one hoping and trying
to win. In a bazzaar this is not the
caso. The parson who takes a chanco
on nn article does 8o, not with the
hope of getting the prize, but for the
purposo of helping the institution, on
behalf of which the bagzaar is held.
It is Lield that this could bo done by
‘““direet taxation,” to use a parlia-
mentary term, and that there is no
oxcuss even for the semblance of
gombling. That is not the case,
however. Much of the money obtained
through means of the bazaar, could
not be reached in any other way. The
bazaar merely takes the place of a
colleolion bureau, so to speak, and
uatil some better method is discovered,
it would not be wise to interfere with
it.

Justin McCarthy has issued an ap-
peal for funds. In a speech at a
Nationalist Demonstration held at
Liverpool on the 18th, described pa-
thetically the difticulty men had to
remain in the House of Commons.
They had to sacrifice time, money,
even health—and in some cases their
lives. ‘¢ I might,” hesays, hesitate to
make that appeal if T thought I was
making it on bebalf of a flagging, or a
failing, or a languishing movement,
But T am not speaking for any such
cause. I am speaking for o cause and
a movement that is as full of energy
and patriotic fecling as it ever wasg,
and which wants nothing whatever
but what is called * the sinews of war®
to carry on that movement to success.”

Before the Poles lost
their independence, they bad attamed
a high degree of culture, m somo re-
speets as high as that of uny other
Luropean nation, and far superior m
every way to that of tho Russians.
Thanks to this, the Poles lhinve Leen
able to produce dunug the mneteenth
century a literature, unsurpassed n
modern Lurope for orginahty, ex-
uberant imagmation, and profound
religious senthment.

No wonder, then, that when * With
Fire and Sword ** and its two sequels
appeared, they were greeted with an
outburat of popular enthusiasm any-
thing similar to which wo should look
for in vain in the hterary hfe of any
other people in thix century and the
publication of these romances became
a national event.

The period Sienkiewicz treats of is
the seccond half of the scventeenth
century, Long befure his beroes were
born had the Jesuit Peter Skarga—
tbe Demosthenes of Peland in his im-
mortal sermon with prophetical gpirit
warned his countramen that ruin was
impending, were they to keep up their
intesline quarrels aud dissensions. In
Poland the kingz were clected, aud
could not, as in other countries, leave
the throne to their nearest heir.
Americans justly rejoice in their free
institutions - howbeit different epochs
require differont forms of government,
and obviously it was the greatest mis-
fortune for Poland that at s time when
its neighbors, Brandenburgand Russia,
nay, even the distant Sweden, were
threztening its very existence,no single
strong hand guided its destiny. The
very fact of the king’s being, as it
were. the creature of the nobles, de-
prived him of all effective authority,
each individual prince or hetian
(general) congidered himself as pos-
sessed of the right o gever his allegi-
ance to the crewn on any plausible
occasion, in order to join fortunes with
the king of Sweden or C+ar of Russia.
We all know that the ultimate result
wag Poland’s destruction and subjuga-
ticn wvnder the three neiguboring
powers, Russia, Anstria and Prussia,
each of whom is now the possessor of
provinces of that ancient kingdom.

Bicnkicwicz does 1ot conduet his
readers so far, and when he makes us,
as it were, foresee the final disaster, he
does this unly indirectly, by the inev-
itable logic of tho events related by
him. For although it muy be safely
asserted that uo novelist ever possessed
a sounder or taught mure «mportant
lessons to the intelhigent reader, yet
Stenkiewicz 18 nowhere plamly didac-
tic, nor moralizing.

The thag is, boe is beford anything
else a poet and a painter. A puet who
while writing i prose knows how to
mvest 1t with a) entieing charm and
commanding pewcrofsuperbly wrou,sht
verse ; a painter whoze casel containg

by a vewn of wit, as irresistibla as that
of any American humorist.  The ir.

tic Amencin crtic aptly styled, a
comtination of Ulysses and Falsinff—
hns becor.-e so far, perhaps, the most
popular of all lus characters.

I doubt, however, whether in tho
long run Zagluba will be able to main-
tain himself as undisputed favorite by
the side of Mmuta 1the Kwistsits of
the polish originul)the leading charae-
ter of the sequel to * Fire and sword:"”
* The Deluge.”  We know of few as
fascinating creations in modern hitera.
ture as this voung nobleman, who at
the ontset appears almost a brute, and
winds up a truly Christian hero, who
has conquered not only couutless
Swedces, but what s far more astound-
ing, his own nature, so long deemed
indomitable,

And this leads me back to what 1
doviated from : the Catholicity in these
Polish novels. If ** Fire and Sword”
has episodes as edifying as any sermon,
* The Deluge” may be said to form
itself into a hymn 1o honor of tho
Church, and more particularly of the
Blessed Virgin.

Tho deluae: that gives name to the
book is the invasion of the Bwedes,
under their king, Carolus Gustavus,
an invagion that was greatly furthered
by tho treason of s veral Polish prin
ces, foremost among whomn stond the
Calvinist Radziwill. At a certain
time the complete annihilalion of
Polish independence seemed to be a
question of wmnor-ly a few days more or
less; the country was flonded by cne
mies, treasn reigned supreme, the
king himself bad fled in despair.

Then, all of a cudden, something
passing strage occurred - Cavolus
Gustavus sent one of his most famrus
Generals to occupy the monastery of
Chenstohova, where a famous finage
of our Lady is venerated. Chensto
hova is situated on a mountain and
surrounded by walls; yot for a house
occupied only by priests and a small
band of nobles and soldiers to defy the
Swediv: General and his regiments
wonld obviously scem sheer madness.
Novertheless, they did undertake it.
How it was carrird out, how therchy
courage and hope were awakened all
through the country, how Kmita with
all but fabulous daring, had his shure
in the lorious cuteome, and how the
noblo prior, equally great as a pricst
and as a leader of men, hud, tower-
ing above everything else, stood out
for the profuund faith of the people
within the sacred preeincts, their
fervent devotion to our Lady, ther
Christian solf sacrifice and childlike
trust—all of this must be read in the
book itgelf, no magazine article being
able to do justice to the unique pathos
of these chapters.

Not long ago it was publicly assert-
ed that every Catholic priest felt glad
to receive a sct of Scotts novels for
the parish Library, and certainly Scott
was & noblo novelist, and far less pre-
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judicod ngainst tho Chureh than
most Protestant writers, Sienkiowicz,
though not presenting auch a variety
of well-drawn  femelo oharacters us
does tho oreator of Jeanie Deans,
Rebeeen and Julin Mannering, equals
him in tho delineation of masceuline
nature, and excels him by far in gen-
oral literary art and linish ; e renders
tho apirit of bygono ages with greater
correctness; bo is to crown it all a
devout and fearless Catholic - all
strong reasons why we should be a
gtuest moro welcomo nmong Catholies
than ever the author of Ivanhoe.

Sienkiowicz  was born in 1815,
studied at the University of Warmaw,
went abroad, spent years In the nitcd
States, studied African natives and
Catholic missions at Zanzibar, walked
over the boulevards of Paris and along
the Pacific slope.  But Lo lins found,
ag every great writer does find, that
his obief work should be at home, and
from Cracow, where ho resides, ho
has sent forth those romunces which
hiave gone all over the world, aronaing
sympathy aud admiration for the Pol.

The cures relute to the
migrimage of Dijon, which overy year
receives gomo signsl fuvor frem the
hands of our dear wmother. I can
count gix cures this year, which mny
bo considered in tho light of renl re
surrection.

Dijon is famous for its couragoe in
bringing to Lourdes those poor crea-
tures whose very hours scom to ho
numbered, This pilgrimage avrived
hore Saturday, Sept. 11, at 9 I’ M.
Tho hour being late, tho Ladics of tho
Hospitality had all left from one cause
or another. I alone had no exouse
for absenco and was on tho spot to
receive the poor invahds who, after
the long voyago of two days and
nights, were actually exhausted. In
St. Camille's ward wero placed twenty-
five infirm, not one being able to
walk. All of thom wero carried in by
our noble Brancardiers, and placed on
beds.

« We have hero two young girls in
their agony.' suid a priest who ac-
compnnied them. * Quick! let them
be placed—-one is dying fast; be
quick!” They were soon Imd on the
bedsteads whilo remaming on their
own matresses, too ill to bo moved.

When all the sick had beun carried
to their respective beds and quiet suc-
ceeded, the prayers for the agonizing
wero begun. One Margaret Savoie
had been annointed bofore leaving her
home, as the doctors said sho could
not passibly rench Lourdesalive. She
was accompanied by her mother and
uncle, a priest.

Addressing myself to tho latter, I
asked :

«« What discase could have reduced
the poor child to such a pitiable con-
dition 2"

*Ask mo rather what ill she has not.
The poor child for the past six 1nonths
geems to have thrown up all tho blood
in her body, and the physicians de-
clare she has no more to eject. For
six yeara she has been extended on a
mattress ; she has cancer of the
stomach, winch not only prevents her
from tasting focd, but which bhas
caused a contmusal vounting of blood.
She bas been kept alive for years only
by 1njections of wulk. Moreover, she
18 paralyzed on the left side, and her
foot 18 turned.”

Kissing the poor little sufferer, I
told her I would put something to her
feet. Sho smiled and nodded assent.
Then I passed to tho bedside of the
other, whose life seemed fast ebbing
away. Two priests knelt heside her,
ono holding a crucifis before her eyes,
and from time to time pressing it te
her speechless lips, whilst the chaplain
wag called to bring the holy oils, as
the dying girl bhad absolutely refused
to be annomted before leaving home.

‘s No,” she said, *“do not annoint
me; I will not dio ; I kuow I shall bs
cured.”

As soon asthechaplain camo extreme
unction was administered and holy
vinticum roceived. This poor child
brought from her pbysician the diag-
nosis of three diseases, consawmption
in the last stage, heart diseaso of long
standing, and cancer of the stomach.
Three years of intenso suffering had
made a miscrable object of her; she
was terribly swollen, resombling a
person with dropsy. Not able to lie

down, she had to be propped up with
pillars,

In the corner was another interest.
ing young womnn whose crivs of an.
guish wrung our hearts. Her spinul
bono wue dislocated, they snid, the
vory pressuro of one's hands on her
perzon caused her intenge agony, In
theso  horrible sufferings her only
words were :

* (}h, Jesus, tnke pity on thoxe who
sufler.”

I was go touchad at tho beautiful
charity ; the littlo dorling id not think
of her own sufferings, she only sup.
plieated heaven for those who suffur,
“You will be cured,” 1 said, ** your
charity will touch tho hcart of our
Mother, and she will curo you."”

At o late hour of tho night I left,
leaving wy poor dying to the carv of
the sisters, who wateh all night inthe
wards, aud a priest, who had to re-
main and give tho last abgolutions and
mdulgenco in the moment of final
die~olution. I spent an agitated night,
vecing nothing but agovies and death
beforo me, and was glad whon the
hour of morniay permitted tne to the
bedside of the poor sufferers, On
entering the hall that conducts to the
ward 1 met a sister coming out. I
asked if both were dead.

“ No,” sho replied, * noither is
dead, bat they are a8 much os dead,”

“How long is their agony 9 I
entered the ward and softly approached
the bed of Marguerite Savoio. lier
poor mother was knecling beside her,
holding her and sobbing as if her heart
would break.

* Look at her eyes,” she said to mo,
a8 I offered some words of comfort.
+t She ig dead ! dead!”

‘Turning to Marie Marsot, the secoud
deecribed, I found the faithful priest
gtill by her side, with crucifix in hand.
“ What o fearful agony!” he exclaim-
ed. * All night has been passed in
thig mavner ; but it will soon bo over.
What ac you think of transporting
them both to the grotto 2" he added
aftor a moment's refleotion.

“ Certainly,” I replied, * as soon as
the Brancardiers come.”

The hour was early. In the mean-
time the doctor of tho hospital arrived,
and wo told him of our determination.
e replied :

« Of course to the grotto ; but I for.
bid the bath. There is not enough
life left in either; death will come
very soon unless the Blessed Virgin
meaus to cure them, and this she can
do without ths bath. All that can be
dune will be to bathe the forehead and
hands.”

Under these deplorable circum.
slances wo sent both to tho grotto,
either to be cured or to die there at
the feet of our Loly mother. The
hour was 8.80 a.mn., and the last Mass
of that day at tho grotto was about to
take place. The loly sacrifice tor-
minated, tho sacred host was taken to
the chorch. Marguerite lay in a per-
feot state of unconsciousnese, like the
daughter of Jarius, when the Divine
Master took her by the hand and told
her to *“arige.”” He had passed that
morning at Lourdes, hidden under
the cucharistic veils. Nevertheless,
Ho was there as troly and zeally in
person as He had been in the Master
of the synagogue. Did the dying girl
actunlly hear his voice? No one
knows ; but we do know that he spoke
that never to be forgotten morning at
Lourdes, and the dying child obeyed
Hisorder. Asthesacred host, carried
in tho hands of the priest, passed the
couch on which tho girl was lying,
she raised her hitherto motionless
hands towards the King of Kings,
made another move of her hitherto
poralyzed body and was on hor feot—
a stagger, then anothor, aud now with
firm tread, followed her Divine Deliv-
crer. The pallor of death still re-
mained on that bloodless face, but she
was cured ! Cancer healed, parnlysis
disappoared, and foot in right position.

The crowd, wild with enthusiasm,
pushed in perfect delirium on the path

of thoe privileged ohild, who stull fol.
lowed tho Blessed Haorament, and
was kopt from being erushed by the
brancardiers who guarded her, and
also tho pricss who carried tho host,
Now the procession reached the Pis-
ceno where Mario Marsot had just
Leen taken in order to apply the mira.
culous water to lier cliest and stomach.
A cloth just immersed in the water
tonched her chiest when she heard the
littlo bell that aunouneced the approach
of the Dlessed Sagrament. A mo
ment's agony seemed to tell of the
final dissolution to tho ladies who
wero in tho Piscene. Bhe is dend!
Na, it was only tho tearing of her
lungs to preces, o somothing inexpres
gible 1n heart, as though she were tho
prey of o thousand wolves that de-
voured her intcstines, One moment
moro and the girl stood crect, knelt
to ndore the God who passed, and,
without a totter, bounded forward to
follow the true Lamb of Gad.

Thero wera not three minutes be-
wween theso cures. The endhuginsm
was beyond description; it can be
more casily imagined than desenibed.
At 11 o'clock tho scene at the hospital
to which both returned was very gro-
tezque.  Wo wore obliged to station
gards at the gate and door of the
hall.  Many, howover, forced their
wny to witness tho miraculees, who
were dovouring tho contents of a digh
of roast beef. 1 would not like to
pass meny such days; the fatigue and
exciteinent would soon nse me up. A
certain calm began to be re-established
when u girl with radunt fuco threw
her arms around 1y neck, giving mo
a kiss on tho check. Nog recognizing
ny enthusiastic friend, I gaid :

“I do not remember you. Were
you liere last year 2"

* You do nnt kuow me, madamoi-
gelle? I wasin the bed in the corner
last night. You told me I would be
cured because I prayed for others.”

No wonder I did not recogmze my
little sufferer, for she was transfigured,
a complete transition from intense
suffering to perfect health. Thisisa
glimpse of a single day at Lourdes.

The Apartment Rouses of Parls.

These houses nre generally six stories
high ; sometimes, hozover, there is a
seventh story with attic rooms for
servants and storsge. Thoe honse is
divided in this wanner : res.dechaussee
(the ground fleor), entresol (tirst Might
up), the firat floor (up two faghis), the
second floor, and so on to the attic,
When engnging rooms by letter tho
fact should Lo kept in miwnd that the
first floor in Frauce 13 what would be
called the third tyor 1 America. In
houses where the apuriments aro large,
and people generally kerp servants,
the top fleor is resorved for servants,
each tonant having two or more serv-
aots’ rooms. Thu main staircz~ goes
only to the fourth floor, there trirg a
back stoirs from the ground flosr to
the top of the house. This is 18 cailed
a service stairs, and is used by trades-
people ond servants. In tho poorer
houses, where the apartmentsaresmall,
the service stairs are often dispensed
with. In theso bouses the very poor
tonant the attics. The small apart-
ments mey consist of from two to four
or five rooms. The rvoms, as o rule,
aro very small, and 8o arranged that
there can be no privacy nor egcaps from
the odors of cooking. Thelarge apart.
ments generally coneist of entrance-
ball, parlor, dining-room, kitchen, and
four or more sleeping-tooms. The ar-
rangement of tho large apartments is
such that one can have privacy and
freedom from the odors of the kitchen.
The French apartment does not often
contain a bathroom.—Marta Parloa in
the Ladies’ Home Journal jr June,

even of tho Villa Maurcea, The history
of both, us told to we, will perhups bo
of iterest to some of the readers of
the komten,

Somo three years age the Jesut
Iathers of the Resudenee of Quebeo
feching the need of o country house
wluch would cnablo them to receivo
members of the gecular clergy and
1aen of the world, desirous of inaking
gpiritunl retreats, and would ufford to
the Fathers thamselves a place of quiet
repose for the sick and fatyried of thar
commumty. My l.ows de Gonzaguo
Baulairge, a vereruble Queen's Coun-
cil, and the City Attorney of Quebee,
penerously respoinded to tho appeal
with a donation of S¥.000, by means
of which a beautiful white brick house,
s short distance outside the city limits
on the St. Foye road, was purchased
and fitted up as a House of Spiritual
Retreat

Tho familics resident in thoe neigh-
borhood seon became possessed of the
idea that 1t would be a good and con-
vement thing for them, were there a
chureh built in connection with the
Villa. Permission huving been asked
snd obtamed from the cure of the
Parsh of St. Jean Bapuiste, and his
Lmmence Cardinal Taschorean having
approved and blessed the project, the
Jeawit I'athers set about what prom-
ssed to be rather a difheult tagk, that
of cotlecting tho necessary funds.

Althongh they could scarcely expect
any further assistance from one who
had been so extraordinarily generous
as Mr. Baillnirga. atill courtesy de-
manded that they should pay him the
comphment of asking lum to placo his
name at the head of their hist of sub
seribers.  The Iloverend Pere Desy
waited upon him, and received in re-
sponse to his appeal a cheque for the
magpificent sam of ten thousand
dollars. Other friends of the good
work subscribed aceording to their
meang, thus encournged by the evident
success which was attending the ful-
filment of us pious project, the Rev.
erend Father Desy nndauntedly pro-
ceeded with the work of building the
church, winch will be roofed in this
autumn.

The Feast of the Ascension was the
duy chosen for the solunn blessing
of the corner stone. Very charming
wag the weather and very smiling
tho crowd that in fresh spring
toillet thronged St. John street en
route for Notre Dame du Chemin
— which  might bo translated
“Qur Lady of the Wayside.* The
St. Foye road wore 1ts brightest
aspect, the houses had thrown off
their winter gloom and donued their
cool-looking green shutters and spot-
less lace draperies—the trees wero in
blo:son, the crocuses and tulips n
bloom—all was spring hke and gay.
Many of the houses in the wvicinity
were decorated with buuting, as was
also the new church which ut present
cougsts ol a basement rocfed in by a
temporary platform on wbich were
chairs pinced for tho convemence of
the invited guests. All around the
edge of the masonry and lining the
aisles and gangway were young spruce
trees, At the extremty of the build-
ing facing the entrance a large latin
crusy marked the placv whercon the
High Altar wil stand, tlns wae draped
with the tricolor and St. Andrew's
cross  The wl-le building was shad-
ed with o flutterunyg mass of bunting—
the Papal, Luglsh aud French flags
predominating At tho head of ths

gangway, which led from tlo sidewalk

to tho elovat~dplatform, the Reverend
Jeauit I'xthera welcomed their guests.
At threo o'cloch straing of wartial
music wero heard, and tho band of the
Quebce Seuinary appeared escorting
o company of Iapal Zouaves i full
umform, who marched up and grouped
themselves uround tho cross of which
1t is their proud least to bo the re
cognized defenders,  Then came his
Honor  Lieut.-Governor  Chapleay,
with bis stafl, Chief Justice Casanlt,
Judge Routlner, and almost all the
honorable senators, membors of Par
linment and public officinls of nuy
standing w Quebee, for the most part
accompanied by their wives. At a fow
momnts alter theer, tho procession of
cleries au surphicy und baretta defiled
along tho avenuo and under the whito
birch trees, chanting as they enme.
Mousignor Marwis, V.G., was the
officiating priest, and wus assisted by
tho Rev. Father Royer, O.M.1., the
Avbe Beaulieu, Chaplan of the Hotet
Dien.

Rain had fallen in torrents almost
ovory day during the provious weck,
but to-day the sun shone forth in all
its brilliancy. Precisoly at 9 a.m, 10
candidates for confirmation, compris.
ing clrldren from Port Colborno and
Waelland, entered the chuceh in solemn
procession—thegirls taking theirplaces
on the Qospel sido and boys on the
Epistle. His Grace the Archbishop
then vested in copo and mitre, assist-
ed by Very Rev. J. J, MeCann, V.G,
Rector of St. Michael's Cathedral,
"Poronto, and Very Rev. Dean Harris,
St. Catharines. Solemn High Mass,
Coarum Pontitice was then pung by the
Rev. T. J. Sullivan, P. P., Thorold,
Rov. L. A. Allain. P.P. St. Mary's
Church, 8t. Catharines, Deacon, Rov.
J. F. Lynett, P.P, Morriton, Sub-
dencon, and Rev. J. J. McEntee,
Master of Ceremomes.

After the first Gospel tho Yery Rov.
Dean Harns advanced to the Altar
tail and delivered ouo of his masterly
pieces of eloquence on Confirmation,
referring incidently in a most happy
manner to somo of the various charges
made by Protestants against our Holy
Faith. The serinon was histened to
with breathless attention by an im.
mense cougregation composed largely
of Protestants.

At tle proper time the children
advanced to the Altar rail and receiv-
ed Holy Communion, a truly happy
moment for them, and ono most anxt-
ously looked forward to and one that
will be long remmembared by the happy
ones.

‘hoy had preparcd themsclves, with
much anxioty of their young hearts,
by a good confession ond o three days
Rotreat for the great ovent of Our
Divine Lord's first visit to thom in
Hiz own proper person, in the reality
and gubstanco of His Godhead snd
His humenity, to give them, not
merely the gifty of grace lle senda
down from heaven upon holy souls,
but the plenitude of grace in Hisown
very self, Ilis flesh to eat and lhs
blood todrink, that Ho may rest s
head upon their innocent hearts and
bind His lifo into their lives evurinore.
** Ho that eateth My tlesh augd drinketh
My blood abideth mn Me, and I in
him, and I will raige him up on the
last day. . . and ho shall live for-
over.””

Prominent among tho two scoro
English tourists who chanced to bo in
the Italian city @ Livomo (or, to use
ita haraher name, L ghorn), in tho
summer of 15—, wag Lord S, o
wenlthy landholdvr, whosy tasto for
travel drew him to tho coutinent
oftener than it allowed him to remaln
in his nntive couutry. .\ day or two
after his orrival at Leghorn, that
benutiful Tuscan city put ou holiday
attire in honor of the festival of Corpus
Ohristi.  The spectaclo that met the
young Linglishutan’s sight, oy ho left
bis hotel about 11 o'clock, wasan {m.
pressive and splendid one. A wun,
radiant as only the sun of Italy can bo
fluoded the atmosphero with goldon
rays, the air was palpitating with the
melody of joyous church bells ; palaces,
storesand seaser lmtldings wero decked
with bauncrs aud strenmers of ovory
rich and variid olor ; wagnificout
repositorics Lluz+d out in excoptional
splendor heve amd there along the
route, nnd in the {lower atrewn streots
the silent throng of men, womsn and
children kuelt in reverent adoration as
the Eucharistic tiod was bornethrough
their midst by the venerablo arch.
bishop, walking under o goldon balids
quin, and scorted by tho clorgy and
the nobility of tho city.

Anironical smilo played around the
lips of Lord 8, as tho cortegoe ap-
proached the peoint whero he bad
stationed himself, nn amused aud pity-
ing spectator of *“the poor, supersti-
$ous Romsniste” (lo had removed
his hat a8 an act of mere gentlemanly
courtesy, but was standing crect among
the knecling worshippers—when sud-
donly the superstitivus sunle vanished
from his countenance, ho grew palo ns
death, and, falung upon his knees,
burst into teara. \\ bat hod bappened 1
Wo shall let Lord 8., himself explain.

#While I was watching with an
incredulous oye, tho centre of the
ostensorinmw carried hy the archbishop,
it scemed to mo that the Saviour cast
upon mo a glanse in which ineffable
ywoctness, sorrow and repronch were
mingled. Something indescribablo took
place within mo : I fell on my kaees,
believed and adc od”

It was auother Saul struck down on
tho road to Damascus, Lord S, ab-
jured Protestauntizm, and shortly after-
ward cutered the Socicty of Jesus, of
which be became a brilliant ornament.

Throughout lis reiigivus life bis
Jove for the august sacrament of tho
pltar was admirable, 1lo consecrated
to it his elujuent tongue and able pen,
spent long hours in adoration at tho
foot of the tabernacle, and daily made
the off-ring of his life as a eacrifico of
expiation for the outrages of which
Our Lord iy the subject in the holy
Lucharist.

One upringtime ho was sent, at tho
approach of Easter, to help an old
pastor in & mountain parish of the
Sabiues, a district stul nfested at tho
epoch of which wo write by roving
tands of brigands, and less hardy
robbers as well, Voery late ons oven-
ing the pastor happened to bo sum.
moned on a sick call, and Father 8,
wishing to aweit bis retusn, gat at bis
window, contemplating the magnificent
stor gemmed Itahan sky in tho impres
sive silence of a wigbt whose seronity
wags undisturbed by even a passing
zophyr. He glanced too, toward the
modest fittle church, sinated » few
rods from the presbytery; and his
priestly heart, in loviog adoration of
the divine Prisoner, throbbed with
holy envy of the constant sanctuary
lamp, whoso rays shono through tho
chapel windows.

Suddonly he fancied he saw o shadow
moving in the sanctuary ; and impoiled,
by an instinctivo prescatiment of ovil
ho hastened at once to the church, the
door of whith ho found sjar. Ono
glauce at the wltur thrilled bin with
horror . two robburs were standing bo-

fore the open tub rnacle which thbey

lnd aleeady rifled of tho chalice and
tho ciboriuie containing tho con-
secrated hosts, What was lio to do!
Mo knew that near by under tho tower,
thoro were tho sexton’s pickaxes ; and
for a moment his fmpulso was to arm
bimself with onn, and crush the
sacriligious wrotches whoro thoy atood.

«t But no,” ho satd to himeell s ¢ the
hand that conscerates tho Bread of
Lifo will not bo raiscd against thoso
unfortunato men,”

Ho satolo neisolossly up behind the
robliers ; snd, aided by his unusual
height, had seiz:d the ciborfum before
tho dvesccrators were awaro of his
prosence.  Terrified stthisintorruption,
tho Lrigands wers about to flen, when,
aceing that they had only ono man to
deal with, they decided not to abandon
their booty, and throw thomsolves up-
on tho priest in order to wreat the holy
vossel from his grasp. Dracing him.
e2)f ugninst tho altar, bowover, holding
tho etborium close to his breast, Father
S. resisted all their ciforta; and, al
though blows rained upon him, ho
could not ba made to movo or rolax his
hold of the sacred vessel. Fuaricus at
the superbuman strength ho ovinced
one of the wrotches discharged a pistol
at hishead. The gonerous priest sauk
down on tho altar, wounded unto
doath ; but by a suprome cffect, still
held clogo big divine treasure,

“ Iolp, Lord help 1" ho cried ; " my
strength is gone.”

At that moment the pastor,
bis sacristan, and two men who had
accompanied them oun the sick call
enterod the church,

Tho brigauds fled at onco ; but what
a sight mot tho eyes of tho old priest
ond his companions! At the foot of
the altar lay strotched, almost lifoless,
bo whom an hour before they had left
full of vigor and health. From agreat
wound in his head tho blood was
streawing, and his onfcobled hands
pressod to his heart the holy ciborium,
all covered with gore. A heavonly
sinile wreatlied his lips as ho gave up
the sacred vessol to the pastor, whosoe
emotion completely overpowered him.

* Weep not, my good frinnd,” said
the dying priest, bis countenanco all
aglow with joy and triumph ; ** weep
not. The dearest wish of my lifo is
accomplished ; I die for the captive God
of our tahernaclea,”

Help was bastily summoned, but it
was unavailing ; the bullet bad dono
its appointed work. At tho very foot
of tho altar Father 8. received, in
viaticum, the God who made himeelf a
victim for all; and before tho first
blush of dawn tinged the csatera hill-

poses in the talismanic word * Jesuit
ism."— Licerpool Catholtc 1'imes.

Mr. George I'arsons Lathrop, New
London, Conn., lectured at Sanders
theatre, Cumbridge, Mas.,on Wednes-
day evening, Muarch 21, under the
auspices of the Oatholic Ciub of
Harvard University. The sabject was
‘8¢, Francis of Assisi, a Thirteenth
Century Reformer,” and the lecture
proved intercsting and enjoyable to the
Iarge audience present. Mr. Lathrop
spoke in part as follows ;

I am to speak of one whom I cali a
thirteenth century reformer, St. Francis
of Aesisi. He was born in 1182, just
at the close of that ceatury of * mud
and blood,” as they call it, when dark-
Jess really seemed to provail over light.
It was the age of the crusades, those
misteken journeys, ostensibly for the
good of God. Italy at this time
swarmed with heresies. Evils, too,
bad come upon the church, chiefly on
account of the allianco it had to make
with feadalisw, Al the vigilance and
authority of the Popes were needed to
keep things right,

But in the midat of this trouble and
confusion, politicaland religions, Francis
of Ausisi began his work,  He was the
son of a trader, who was far from
religious, and always remained bostile
to his son’s conversion, His mother,
however, wasa noble, religious woman,
From her the young mian took bhis
religious feelings. His brother, how-
ever, took after the father and publicly
reviled Francie.

It was early predicted of St. Fraucis
that he would be capable of carrying
the religion of God into all the world,
He received a good education for the
time, He was & merchant with his
father until he was 24 yoars of age.
He was an enemy to unchastity, His
geuerosity to the poor was his first
trace of the life he was later to lead,
It was after n Jong illness that he was
impressed with the nothingness of life,

he set out for the war with Sicily in

1206. He beoame a oaptain,

“ Don " ﬁpon Archbishop Walsh.

Betweon two very awkward upologies
¢ Don,"” in Saturday Night of the 10th
instant, sandwiches a very coarso
tirade of abuse against the Archbishop
of Toronto for his Grace's discourse at
the laying of the corner-stone of St.
Michael's Hospital. Wo wmey tell
* Don ** that it is hecauae Archbishop
Walsh, to use his own language, is *a
godly man, a just aud wise prelate,”
that ho spoke as he did. Ve thank
thee, ** Don,” for that word. As a
godly man it is tho Archinshop's offico
to place tho spiritual interests before
tho tomporal. As a just and wise
prelate it is one of his Grace's most
sacred duties to attend carefully to
the poor sick of his flock. In what,
therefore, wae the utterance uvnfortu.
nate? Was it because he did not sit
quiet while the shearers stripped his
lamb3? Was it because his remearks
would rouse the already excited bigots
of Ontario? Catholic prelates, being
godly, just and wise, fear not the
noisy demagogismn of political plat-
forms or newspaper cclumng. If his
Grace had kept vilent the Catholic
people of Toronto would have bad
good reason to hang their head. But
“ Don" tells us that it is unlike Arch.
bishop Walsh to spenk so. What!
unlike a leader of people—godly, just
and wisec—to apeak out against an act
which he knows to be ¢ distributively
unjust, barsh and unmereiful to our
sick poor, and offensive and hurtful to
our Catholic people.” 8o far from it
being unlike Archbishop Walsh to act
thus, we are happy to think it is just
like him. He is not, and never was,
a peaco-at-any-price man., He never
seeks a quarrel, but never fliuches
when a just one is forced upon him.
He loves peace, but it must be the
peace of good will.

When once * Don ** starts to lecture
the Archbishop on the duties of citi-
zenship ho ceases to be polite. and
does not begin to be argumentative.
His tone becomes rude and insolent ;
his plea unfounded and presumptuous.
To tell his readers that the Arch-
bishop ¢ seems to forget that in the
body politic no man is forced to have
any religion,” is a betrayal of ignor-
ance and bad manners. The body
politic, if there be any meaning in
British libexty and individual freedom,
is bound {o respect every man's reli-
gion. ‘ Don” ig the one whose mem-

ory is at fault, if he ovor know any of
tho fixst principles of ethics. It is
not only possibile, but it s necessary ,
it is one of the great cornor-stones of
bonsted Dritish freedom, tho cogniz.
ance and care of overy man's religion.

** Ho asscrted that tho Toronto tsonaral
Hoepital was a  Protestant Institution.
What ground has he for this assortiou? 1
deny it absolutely. There are no grounds
oxcept that all of the trastces but ono are
¢ Proteatants ;' that is to say, they are not
Roman Uatholics. Nobody has saked what
thelr religion fs and nobody carea a contl-
nental durn 30 long as they do their duty.
The one thing that wo Jo care about is that
the lnstitution ts under civio management.”

If this oxtract wore not coarso in
style aud untruthful in statement wo
might be amused at the phraseology
of modern society. ** Continontal
durn,” we suppose, is a parlor version,
But let us deal with tho assertion.
The Archbishop said that Toronto
Genoral Hospital was as much a Pro-
testant institution as St. Michael's
was Catholie. A very different thing

from ** Don's" interprotation. It was

no absolute assertion, and called for
no absoluto denial from any one, atill
losa for such effervescing rudencss as
* Don " displays .

1 admit that 1 regard Archbishop
Walsh's utterances as particularly unfortu-
pate at tho present timo. Ho says that ho
and his people will bo dissatisfied until they
receivo a portion of tho uvio funds for the
uso of their Church in matters of charity.
I have only to say that lhio and his fricnds
mnust always be dissatistied if they wait for
this consummation that ho so devoutly looks
for, and if ho protests so vigorously tho very
lnrgo amount that Protestants now subscribo
to Catholic charities {s very apt to boe with.
hold in the future, for no ecclesiastic can bo
permitted to adopt his tone of volco in
addresaing the peoplo of this city. Usliko
his ordinary uttorances, what he said on
tho occasion referred to was o piece of
special reasoning intended to mislead Catho.
lics and to make thein feel that they have
been ill-treated in the matter. This is the
sort of thing that embitters tho othor people,
aud not half of them are roally Protoatants.
If the head of tho Church proceeds in this
fashion he caunot be surprised, nor need ho
express regret, if other eectarians adopt a
similar tone and thus a collieion of opinion
results in individual Protestants refusing
subscriptions towards the maintenanco of
valued and vsluable Catholic institutions.
Ths day has gono past for uny high-handed
or high-voiced proceedings in such matters,
Archbishop Walah is trying it on av a bluff
and it is a mistake, Those who hear such
utterances are apt to thiok that tho nearneas
of an olection and tho political pull which a
cohesive body can exerciso are betng held
up to frighton an alostorate which has boen
too casily biffed in the past. Intho presence
of such a atraight demand for an unduc and
usequal share of public money, wo find the
only justification for tho existence of such a
body as the PP A. Iam sorry that Arch-
bishop Walah spoke as %o did ; it is unlike
him and unfortunate for his Church.”

You accuse our Archbishop of in-
tending to mislead Catholics, that he 1s
trying it on as a bluff, that the nearncss
of an election and the political pull
which a cohesive body can erercise are
being held up to frighten an electorate.
Begone you vulgar, insolent feliow !
You have forgotten yourself entirely.
Such criticism is o disgrace to your
paper, which claims to be the guide
and echo of Toronto society.

P. P, Aism in Practice.

What is the purpose of the P. P. 4.
was well exemplified last Saturday at
Southampton, a willage on the shore
of Lake Huron in the County of Bruce.
It is not the only attempt of the kind
wo know of, but it is one of the boldest
and most public. Thero is & large
tannery ot Southampton controlled and
wanaged by a firm, of which 3r. L. E.
Bowman, M.P. of Waterloo, Mr. C. M.
Bowman in Southampton and Mr.
Zinkan, Southampton, are pariners,

This firm employs about seventy men.
All, g0 far as external appearances go,

ran smoothly till last Saturday morn-
ing when the teaching of P.P.A. prin.
ciples was carried into practice. When
the book-keopor, Mr, Fred Bowinan,
arrived ho found everythung at a stand-
still, while the men were around in
groups discuseing tho situntion. About
twenty fivo of the mon, who are P.P.
Aists declared that they would not
work unless tho foroman Mr. McDer-
mott was dimnissed. The head and
front of bis offenco is that ho is o
Catholie. Mr. Bowman made an
offort to sco to tho fires, but he was
told by tho leadors that if he approach.
cd fartkar thoy would shoot him. The
book-keopur then ealled up Mz, C. M,
Bowman, the partner in the firm, who
arrived promptly on the scene. The
dismissal of McDormott was egain
demanded, but the mon found they
had appealed to the wrong court. Ho
told thom that rather than sebmt
to their demands heo would prefor to
sco tho tannery closed, stating at tho
samo timo that Mr. MoDermott was
not only a capable and faithful me-
chanio, but kind and considerate to
thoso undor him. Defore noon, how-
over, tho tannery was again at work;
but Mr. Bowman in view of theaction
of theso discord-sowors disnmssed five
of tho leadors. Tho boldness of the
men may bo explained by the fact that
tho whole affair was planned and dic-
tatedby the lodge which met on Friday
night.

Thig is the logical conclusion of
P.P.Aiem, Under the hypoeritical
cover of self-protection they strive to
drive us out of public life. They will
not rest satisfiel, until they have
hunted and driven us out of social
life as their ancestors drovo our

fathers beforo us. The spirit of per-
secution is abroad—it 18 that accursed
spirit which in’England, Scotland and
patticularly the North of Ireland
knew no pity, and spared no foe.
Southampton is one instance—and
were it not for a manly, just employer
a faithful workman would now be
forced away from hlome, and most
Iikely from the country. The public
generally will endorse Mr. Bowman's
firm and noble stand. But if that
spirit of perscoution is to be stamped
out it needa something more than
mere endorsation.

“ Politics and Protestantism.”

Under the above heading a western
daily gives an extended report of a
meeting held last week in the County
of Elgin. It was a politicel meeting,
called together for the purpose of
showing reasons why a Conservative
should be elected. The actual mem-
ber, Mr. D. McColl, M.P.P., delivered
the opening oration, in which he intro-
duced sll the arguments of Mr. W. R.
Meredith in favour of toleration of
worship, whether it be Catholic, Pro-
testant or Buddhist ; but ho objected
to specinl privileges being granted to
any sect. He declored that in the
matter of education no distinotion
should be made between the Jew or
Gontile, Mormon or Mathodist, but
¢t the same text books, the same quali-
ficatinns for teachers, the samo state
control should be required over Sepa-
rato as over Public Schools.” DPer-
sonelly, he said, ho was prepared to
vote for tho abolition of Catholic
Separate Schools.

Such is the cry that is now being
raised all over the Province of Ontario,

especially whero no Catholio is sup-
posed to bo present, and where o solid
Protestant vote is required to oust a
supporter of the Mowat Adminisira-
tion. In fact, with tho oxcoption of &
vory fow constituencies tho battlo is
raging all along the huo on the ques-
tions of toleration or perseoution of
Catholics.

A parallel contest is about to open
in Oreat Dntain ond Ireland. The
questions at the hustings and on ovory
platform will bo toleration of Irish
Catholics or porpetual  Coercion.
Thero may bo o fow constituencics
lured ovor to tho onomy by the old cry
of * base, brutal and bloody Whigs,”
who will actually vote for coercion
and their country’s perpetual enslavo-
ment without wishing or oxpeoting
any such calamity. Tho truth is
thoy are honest and patriotic, but they
allow thomsolves to bo gulled by sol-
fish, disappointed politicians, and will
not listen to counsel or suggestion
from their truest ané best teied frionds.

Wo fear somothing similez may
lLiappen at the coming Provincial cloc-
tions, Tho Coorcionists of Ontario,
who would resuscitato tho penal code
of Elizabeth nnd bring us back to the
dark ages of porsccution for God's
sake. may find innocent, unsophistic-
ated Protestants—aye, and Catholics
—ready to listen to their lies, and put
faith 1n their declarations of friendship
for Catholio, and toleration of all
creede., But the good, common senso
of Catholics in general will lead them,
if not to expeet privileges, at least to
trust in Mr. Mowat's Government for
honest dealing and impartial treataent
of citizens, whethor Catholic or Pro-
testant, Jow or Gentile. At least, all
Catliolics arc aware that thero is not
on the side of the Liboeral party denun-
cintions of Rome and threuts of expell-
ing from offico, or of closing tho
avenues of promotion to all Catholics,
whether they be Frasers, or Mowats,
or Thompsons.

At the meeting mentioned in the
first lines of this article the M.P.P.
McColl, suppsrter of Mr, W. R. Mere-
dith, was followed by one George
Davis. * He was glad to be present
at the opening shat of the campaign of
the Protestant party. He would be
a supporter of Mr. McColl and the
party sopposed to placing Roman
Catholics io power. Roman Catholics
were not citizens of this country.
Thoy took the oath of allegiance with
a mental reservation, and that mental
reservation was o mighty strong one.
We could not judge Catholics by what
wo heard or saw of them in Canada,
but must go first to other countries
where from 50 to 95 por tent are un-
able to write their name. In Rome 95
per cent of the peopla could not read or
write. He was o member of the P.P.
A. organization ; therefore they knew
his politics. He had tho wholo shoot-
n:g match in his trunk at home,
showing the history of Rome and the
acts of Rome, taken from Romigh
history.”

Some Catholics who on all occasions
voted with the Conservative party,
and wero present, were so disgusted
with the cocrcion specches of Mr.
McColl and bis henchman Davis, thas
they came away disabueed, and awore
that while persecution of this nature

lasted they could nover in conscience
vote for & Tory.

Catholics and High Schools,

Wa havo observed a rather untimely
correspondence Jutely from AMr. Mar-
tin Malone of Hamilton, who claims
that we Catholics are suffering & griov-
anco of being obliged to support High
Schools and Collegiato Institutes. Ho
says: *In the year 18068 there wero
in this Province no such educational
institutes known as Collegiate Insti-
tutes or High Schools, and they are the
creation of the AMMowat Government,
brought into existence in the year
1878 by the Act of the Onturio Legis.
lature of 87 Victoris, chapter 27, on-
titled An Act respecting High Schools
and Collegiate Institutes.” 'This is
the first time wo ever heard such a
contentien, and it is all the more a
matter of surprise that it is maintained
by a lawyer wha is no donbt conver-
sant with the law and the interpreta.
tion of statutes. We thought that
everyone know that the High Schools
and Collegiate Institutes now spread
throughout the country are tho Gram-
mar Schools which were established
by low prior to the Separate School
Act of 18G8. Catholics and Protest-
ants wero alike liable for their support
in any municipality where thoy wera
established. The history of Legisla-
tion is briefly but very well given by

Limerick,

Wae regrot to record the death of Coroner
Sheehy, which took placo on May ith, at
Shaunongrove Houso, Palluskenry 1o was
coronor for the wostern divisivn of Limerick
for tho past 23 yoars. The deceased had
been ailing in health for some time, but his
death was not oxpected.

The death of Lord Emly has placed ut
tho disposal of tha Prime Minister a pension
under the Political Oflices Peusion Act of
1869.

a time, adding salt to taste and a little
tarragon vinegar,

Canpacr Sarap.—White cabbage
makes o cheap and good salad. Use
the firm, white heads only ; o quarter
is enough for o swmall family. Shred
very fine, mix with some minced boiled
potsatoes, and cover with the French
dressing two hours before serving. 1f
the cabbage is not tender, shred and
cover with boiling water ahout fifteen
minutes, drain and dress.

SaLav Macepoixe—When youhave
8 fresh variety of vegetables, canned or
fresh, take a littlo of each, some string
beane, some peas, some asparagus tips,
boiled carrot and a couple of boiled po-
tatoes ; if to this yon add celery root,
boiled in salted water and cut into
wheels, you have a macedoino salad,
which you arrange, dress and place on
ice two hours before serving:

OaPER AND MUSTARD DRESSING, —A
variation on the mayonnsise, that sauce
whichmanyattemptbut fewaccompiish,
may be relished scmetimex.  Mash the
yolksof twohard-boiled eggs toa paste;
add gradually five tablespoonfuls of oil,
a teaspoonful each of capersand French
mustard, two tableapoonfuls of vinegar,
or letnon juice tothe requiredacidity, a
dash of white pepper, and salt to taste.

Potato Sarap.—The orthodox po-
tato salad is said to contain thirty two
ingredients, but you can makea * sim-
ple” potato salad with half the number
as follows: Slico enough cold boiled
potatoer to make a pint, cut up pickled
beets, two teaspoonfuls after mincing;
add a tablespoonful each of shredded
anchovies, smoked herring and tomsto
catsup, a teaspoonful each of finely win-
ced parsley, chervil, chives, capers,
mushroom catsup and Worcestershiro
sauce; three tablespconfals of olive oil,
two of vinegar, two of ico water, agalt-
spoooful of salt and half that quantity
of pepper ; mix all thess thoroughly
and sct on ice for two hours.

LETTER FROM LONDON.
Weekly Correspondence of the Reyister.

Loxpox, Eog., May 18th, 1804,

Tuie 18 Whitsuutide and tho people
of Lngland have been dovoting them-
selves to holiday - making. Thoy
reckoned, however, without their host,
tho olerk of tho weather, who has
sternly sot his face agninst any such
frivolous employment of precious
time. The merry makers have in con
sequence hud to set about their task
under the 1nost gloomy and dispirit.
ing ciroumstances, and returning from
their eeveral outings by land and sea,
they remind an gbservant speotutor of
nothing so much as a flock of rain-
sonked hens. Tho greatest good
huniour, however, prevailed on nll
gides, and it certainly takes something
more thau dampness, cold and mud,
to interfero with an English artizanand
business man’s enjoyment of a holiday.

The roge for rest and recrestion has
invaded even the busy precincts of
Westminster, the usual habitues of its
halls bave fled, and chamber and
court are for the nonce given over to
the dustman and charwomoan.

The otber day I had the pleasure
of being 8 listener to one of those clo-
quent and statesman-like addresees
with  which the Hon. Edward
Blake is astonishing and enlight-
ening the public opinion of this
country on the great constitutional
question to which he is at present
devoting those rare abilities which
claims the admiration of friend and foe
alike. Ina subsequent interview with
which I was favored I learned much
of Ins eminent public career. His
infancy and boyhood, it seems, wero
gpent in what was at that time, the
backwoods of Canada. For his early
education he was largely indebted to
parental training. Showing rather a
dislike than otherwise for the ordinary
curriculum of studies it wes an ines-
timable advantage to him to be able,
like so many other faraous men, to ac-
quire mstruction in the happiest and
best form at home. From very early
years ho possessed a passion for read-
ing, and giftea with a very retentive
memory, often astonished his friends
by recalling to their recolleciion the
contents of the volumes he had pored
over. Vhen about fifteen years of age
he had the advantage of accompanying
his father on a visit to Europe, and,
being in Paris, was a spectator of some
of the mosb exciting scemes of the
revolation that drove Louis Phillippe
from the Throne of France. On bis
return e entered Upper Oanada Col-
lege, but stll did not display any par-
ticular eagerness for learning. The
stimulus afforded by the competition
for the Governor-General’s Prize first
made of him a hard student, and his
apphcation wag rewarded by his win-
ping the coveted distinction. He
fnished his education at the Univer-
gity of Tcranto, where ke was silver
medalist in classics, and took the de-
greeof M.A. in 1858. Havingdetermin-
ed on following s father’s profession
he was called to the Bar and socn
secured an excellent practice.

.This is not the place nor is it my
purpose to fullow his distinguished
public career in Canada, already so
well known w your readers. It was
with a thrill of joy and gratitude that
Irishmen who knew him beard that
in response to & call from the Iand of
his ancestors he had resolved to give
up home, family and friends and what
is, perhaps, more difficult, the associa-
tions and ties of a lifetime, and to
devote his talents and remasning
years to what, at times, scems the
almost hopeless task of securing free-
dom for his beloved Erin. With, as
we trust, a long and successful public
career Ycfore Inm, the occasion 18 not
one on which to sum up Mr. Blake's
distigguishing quairtics or characteris
tics, or « pronounce the final judg
ment history will render of his careor
