ST.SOPHIA—CONSTANTINUPLE,
“Externally, an indescribable mass of
blocks and domes, with outstanding ninarets
haside 1ty ‘I'hys-dormer Chnsuan Church,
built by Constantme the Great, i the fousn,
and rebuilt by Jusiinian in the sixth century,
has.often passed through the scathing. ordeal
of fire, and witnessed many revolutions around
it.  Unfortunately a number of workmen
wer2 employed in repairing it, and from near
the tlgor to tho roof of the dome,its interior
presented one entangled net work of scaffold-
‘Temple

mg. Ths Church, first called the *’{
of Divine Wisdom,” wys-built-of granite and
porphyry, and wlate, blue, green, black and
veined marbles. It has eight porplyry co-
lumns,taken by Aurelius from .the great Tem-
ple-of the Sun, at Balbec ; eight jasper ones
from the Tomple of Diana at Ephesus ; and
others from ‘I'roas, Cyzicus, Athens, and the
Cyclades. Its dome and roof are supported
by columns of the temnples of Isis and Osinis ;
of the Sun and Moon at Hieliopolis and Ephe-
sus; and Minerva, at Atheas; of Phebus, at
Delos ; and of Cybele, at Cyzicus. Over the
main cross were inscnbed the words of the
vision, ¢ In hoc signo vinces. After its des-
truction by firg, it was sixteen years rebuild-
ing. When completed, Justinian entered
with the Patciarch on Christmas day, and run-
ning alone to.the pulpit, cried out, * God be
prased, who hath estecined me worthy to
complete such a work. Solomon, I have sur-
passed thee.’ ‘Lhis Church is in the form of a
Greek Cross, 180 feet high, 269 long, and 143
Broad. It has one jarge central and two side
domes , its walls are of polished stones, and it
is paved with large flags. Within the cupola
is.anseribed the verse of the Xoran, ¢ God is ;
the lighy of the heavensand the earth” It
has two banners, one on cach side of the min-
ber, denoting, the victories of Islamism over
Judaism and Christianily ; and on the nights
of the Ramadaag, when this as well as 2l the
qther mosques .arc illuminated, the I'maum
mounts it with a wooden sword in hig hand.
On each miagretis a gilt orescent. Upon
the intersor surface of the great dome and the
vaulted roofs of the transepts we counted

,any crosses ie Mosaic, the work of its Chns-
tian_architect. A namber of workmen were
employed. scaling off the plaster, which, in.a
more bigoted day, had been spread. over the
interipr walls of this once rich and beautifil
Church. When Constantinople was taken
by Mohammed 11. he forced his charger
through a throng of priests and nuns who
had fled to the sacred temple, and riding
‘up lo the high altar, sprang from his horse,

I first paid a visit to this time-Yonoured es-
tablishment 1n 1847, Atthatperiod the Rev.
Henty Smuh, sor of Mr. II. Smith, Cannon-
street, in this town, was president. o 18
now a monk of the Cistercian Order at the
Monnalery of Mount St. Bernard,in Chaw-
wood Forest, Leicestershice.  The name of
Sedgley Pack had lang been familiar to me : [
heard of its fame, and had had for my school-
fellows several good and virtuous youths, who
there recewved the early rudiments of their
education. My first, no less than my second
visit last week, was a source of no emall gra.
tification to me. I was delighted with the
hospitality shown me, with the kindness and
affablity of the superiors, the personal atten-
tion .ad civility of wae masters, their zeal and
esrngsiness jor the moral and intellectual 1m-
provement of their pupils, and the respect-
ful demeanour and orderly traiming of the pu-
pils chemselves, “The school at present num.
bers 122 scholars, of whom fourteen are from
this county, and out of the number five car-
ried away prizes at the late exhibition, viz.,
William Horn and Richard Duckett, Prestan,
James Fisher, Blackburn, Richard Holden,
Brownedge; and Wilham Henry Englaud,
Liverpool, Silver medals, for good conduct,
were ,awarded to George Heseringham, and
George Tayiur Smith. The exhibition, which
passed off with considerable eclat, was closed
with the distribution of prizes, and the song
of * Dulce Domum,” ¢+ ome, sweet home,”
with which the old walls sounded to the echo.
The ¢ Park,” as a school, is of ancient date,
established at a ume when scarcely a Catho-
he school was 1o be found i England. It
was first begun at Betley,near Newcastle-
under-Lyne ; “was thence tranferred to Sedg-
ley Park, two miles from Wolserhampton,
and opened on Lady-day, 1763. The levs,
Hugo Bendal and ‘Thomas Southworth, his
nephew, both Lancashire men, the latier a
native of Salmesbury, and a descendant of the
fumily of the Southworths, of the Higher
Hall, were its first presidents. The present
presidens is the Rev. Jan.es Brown, formerly
prefect of studies at Oscott College. He suc-
ceeded the Rev. Heary Smith. The * Park”
prides stself on bewng the cradle and nursery
of a long hine of Catholic bishops, priests, and
men distinguished for learning, and who have
risen to eminence and fortune. Of the
bishops who there received thesr first educa-
tion, were Bishops Milner, Smith, Penswick,
Bripgs; Baggs, and Warewng, and the number
of priests, 1 believe amoants to more than 200.
‘Che Rev. Rowland Broomnhead, so celebrated
in his day in Manchester, was one of the
earhiest of the Park students. Dr. Crathorne,
50 well known and remembered 1n this coun-
ty, was also here educated, as was the Rev.
John Chetwode Eustace, author of the ¢ Clas-
sical Tour” besides a number of other illus-
trious aud distinguished persons.—B. Preston.

THE SIEGE OF ROME.

After the cuccessful attack on the bastionsin
front of S. Pietro 1n Montorio, on the night of
the 224, when three breaches were carried
by assault, nothing of importance took place for
several days. The chief engineering officc:
declared that he would not sacr:fice the princi-
ples of science 10 any temporary consenience,
and that the position which denominated the
city must be secure before any other operation
bo commenced. 8. Pictro in Montosio wes
exactly the position he required, and no as-
sault could safely be made made uatil it, with
the batteries that assisted 1t, were under French
control ; and though the army, might be
decimated by fever, or Rome be pillaged by
the mob, nothing covld be done whilst any
part of the Janiculum was su the hands of an

The assault in question scems to
have been 2 brnilhant affasr .—At ten o’clock,
aund the most seleron silence, three columas
of auack, each consisting of 200 grenadiers,
flanked by 100 light troops, and followed by
three divisions, of thirty men cach, of sappers
and miners, mounted the broken wall and
ganed a firm footing. Their ascent was not
at first perceived, but the alarm was speedily
given, and the Romans on the topof the
breach and on the side parapdts poured in
soveral volleys of musketry. Tho column of
attack nobly pushed on thei way, aud ina

short time full possession of the ground wasr
obtained where the breaches had been made

in bastions No. 6 and 7, and in the curtain
uniting them. ‘T’ho grenudiers carried every-
thing at the point of the bayonet, and secured
as many a3 106" prisoners, the loss in killed
and wounded on the partof the garrison not
beipg yet ascortained. At cleven o'clock the
position was won, and mstantly 300 men,
cuch carrying a gabion, a shovel, and pick,
set to work, and in a very short time the safety
of the troups wasassured. “{'he assauit on the
breachis was facilitated by two diversions of
the linc—the first by one battalion, vne squad-
ron of cavalry, and lour pieces of artllery, be-
tweort the Porta S Paolo and the Porta 8.

A private letter from Rome states that a
grand Republican procession, at the head of
which marched tlie Princess Belgioso, had
taken place in that city with a view to excite
the population to resist to the last.  ‘I'he Prin.
ces wore a Phrygian cep, and a black silk
gown decorated wiih red ribands, and hardn.
gued the people as she advanced. She was
followed by Messrs. Laviron and Pilkes, two
Frenchmen, who each carried a red flag, with
revolutionary devices, and by Mazzin, Gari.
baldi, Avezzana, &c. T'he effect of the de:
monstration, however, did not respond to the
expectation of the revolutionists, the popula-
tion viewing the exhibition with inditference
if not disgust.

Meunwhile General Oudinot's deldy has
been exciting the greatest dizcontent in the
minds of *hose in power a1 Paris, and at lengtl
on Monday, afler a council of General officers
held at the Elysee, it was settled not-exactly
0 recall him, but to send General Bedeau to
the camp to exawmine into the siate of affaire,
and if necessary to replace Oudinnt. Gene-
ral Bedeau accordingly left Paris the same
night. ‘I'his measarc would seem, however,
to have been hasty, for the very nest day,a
telegraphic despatch arrived, announciog that
a n_w bastion (No. 8), had been carried on
the night of the 20'h ult, gnd that on the next
day the Roman Cnnsutuent Assembly passed
a decree in the following terms -—*¢ The As.
sembly ceases 2 defence, which has become
impossible, and remains at its post. It char-
ges the Triamvirate with the execution of the
present decree > At the same time the Coih-
mander-in Chief of the Romau army demand-
ed, at seven o'clock, 2 sudpension of hostilities,
and announced the speedy arrival at the
French head-quarters of 2 deputation of the
Municipality of Rome.

Not very much mischief has been done,
though the Daily News makes the mast of it.
The correspondent of that journal states that
more or less injury has been sustained by the
** Aurora” of Guidoe, a fresco in the Palazza
Rospisliosi 3 the temple of Fortuna Vurilis,
one of the most esteemed specimens of ante-
imperial architecture extant; the Capitol, the
churches of Santa Maria in Trastevere, 8t.
Andrea della Valle, St Carlo in Catihari
(containing beautiful frescoe¢ by Domeni-
citino), and St Cosimato (possessing paintings
by Pinturicchio and valuable archices). The
different consuls sesnt in 4 remonstrauce te
General Oudinot, but the truth was that he
could not help himself He had the choiceof
being driven from the breach or driving the
Romaas from the threc batteries whieh im-
peded his progresson 8 Pietro in Montorio,
“ In no case,” says the correspondent of the
Times, * has the Commander-in-Chief or the
engineer directed shells against the town, amd
every calculation of distance and stredgth of
powder 13 made 10 prevent the vértical fire
passing ils due linuts ; but 1 have no doubit
that an occasional sliot goes beyond the mark,
and I heard the other day of a bomb haring
fallen on the other side of the Tiber.”
