Tax funeral of Sir George Cartier bas, unfortunately, been
the occa.ion of one of the greatest scandals which ever dis-

graced ithe history of Canada. When it was anuounced that

the Government intended honouring the deceased baronet by
giving his remains a publ c burial, a storm of indignation

was raised by a certain portion of the Canadian press. The

Icading organ of the Opposition was especially loud in its

denunctiations of the resolution taken by the Ministers, and

ils cry waas -rt-echoed by a portion of its small followers. After

reviewing the history of the late Ministerof 3ilitia, we utterly
ail to see any valid reason for this unseenly display of party

spirit, and it is to be deeply regretted that individuals should
have taken upon themselves thus publicly to give expression

tu their disaspproval of the course taken with referente to the

obsequies of Sir George Cartier. We say individuals, for we

do not believe that the sentiments expressed by the Glo.be are

to any great degre shared in by those who oppose the policy
of the' pr'sent 3linistry. The leader of the French branci of

the Opposition gave abundant proof of this in acting as pall-

bearer at the funerai. By this single act Mr. Dorion shows
all the justice and generosity of his character in a manner

which contrasts strangely with the virulence of some of bis

Upper Lanadian supporters. The whole conduct of the anti-

public funeral agitators is a crying shame. It is utterly with-
out parallel in the political history of any country. Such
conduet might not have been surprising in the factionists of
soLme of the lesser Eurupean nations, but in Canada-the
Canada we are so proud of as a free and enlightened couutry
-it is pitiful. W'e do not deny that during bis carly career
the deceased state.man had made some great and grievous
mistakes, but surti this is not a time t rake up former

errors, It is onil the meaneat of souls that would sek to
de'cry the ftir farne of the dvad. Sir George had amply atoned,
in so far as lay in bis power, for bis political sins of omission
and Lommision. Ilis dead past bad long ago buried its dead,
He bad been received with favour at Court, he had been pub.-
licly thanked for his exertions in making Canada what it is,
and, afiter all, it bas been reserved for Canadians to heap con-
tumely upon bis memory. It is pitiful. He was in every way
a man hom hi, monareh delighted to bonour. 15 this the
reason wby bié opponents deligbt to dishonour his rnemory ?
What will our descendants who read the story of Sir George
Cartie's carter tbink of us of the nineteenth century ? What
kind of a record must the truthful historian give us ?-for the

disgrace covers the entire nation. In the name of commun
sense, in the nanie of decency, in the name of humanity we

protebt against the rude words which have been uttered,
against the cruel scenes which have been enacted on the
occasion of the funeral of sir George Cartier. What can we
call the man who nurses bis hate for his enemy after bis
enemyb as succumbed tu the Great Avenger. For such aune
coward is no uame. How then shall we stigmatize those who

do this for a political opponent-one who differs solely in
opinion and creed ? Alil honour to thbe who, though arrayed
in political warfare against the deceased Ilinister, were just
and generous enough, manly enough, to forget past differences
and render him the last rites with all the honours he deserved.
In thus entering our protest it cannot be ubjeted that we arc
inuflenced by any party bias. We have studiously kept aloof
fron joining either one of the political parties of the day. As
spectators we have applauded where we feit applanse was due,
and condemned when to have withheld condemnation would
have been unjustifiable. la speaking as we have doune, we

feel that we are only uttering the sentiments of the large
rîajority throughout the country, and that we shall be sup-

ported by ail right-thinking and generous men.

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SOME POINTS RELATIVE TO TRE SANITA
FLUENCE OF LIGHT.

The gardener who wlshes to bleach his celery, piles up the(
earth around the growing leaves, and thus depriving them ofr
light, prevents their full development and keeps their sub-
stance white and crisp. The grass which grows under logsî
and wallis, and in shady corners, is blanched and stunted and1
the vegetable inhabitants of mines and cellars present a likei
unheaithv appearance. When we subrmit the substance ofc
such plants to careful examination, and especially to inspec-
tion with the microscope, we perceive that in addition to the1
loss of colouring matter which it has sustained, the cells ofr
which it i* composcd arc nalformed and small, and that the(
tissue which holds themu together so as to give form to the(
plant.i,%preasent i ( t iîcut quantity. The water, however,
is increa-vd to a great t,xtecut.

I ha several tines taken two potatocs which were ast
nearly as poss-ible alike, and placed one under a bell-glass,
through wli hich the licht could pass, and the other under at
similar cover rendered opaque by several coats of black paint.
Sprouting weut on unchecked under the translucent glass,1
while it was always notably retarded and sometines prevented
in the potato undmer the dark glass.

When we cone to beings higher in the scale of organiza-
tion, we ind that light is even still more necessary to perfect
growth. The fish found in the Mammoth Cave of Kentucky
and in seuv-ral dark caverns of the Tyrol, sufTer fron a want
of det-velopmentut not only of the eves but of the optic nerves,
and those gautglia of the brain which preside over the function
of s:ht.

TIh- ¡ t;s an i:u, an animal partaking of the character-
istics both of a fnsh and a reptile, probably, as Sir Humphrey

DIavy asert:s, owes its intermediate position to the absence of
light. These sincular animais are found in the grotto of the

1adalna n lulilyra. many hundred feet below the surface of
the -art, and are cousequently entirely shut off frotu ail ac-
ces, of light. Theyt' have no organs of vision, and it is not
certain tlhat they possess any power of perception. They
have ben 'ept in coninement for several years, but have
never bee known to eat, though they are well su:pplied with
teeth lu their natural rtate, they are white and nearly trans-
parent. I-.t i>y x-posure to light, the tiesh gradually becomes
dark ant opaqu.

Edwards. a istinguished French physiologist. perfornmed a
series of experimuents which showed that tadpoles wheni de-
prived of light did not develop into the frog. I have several
tines r hepeaed bis experiments, and always with confirmatory
results. On one occasion I prevented for one hundred and
twentyiv cdays the development of a tadpole by confning it
in a vessel to which the rays of light had no access. On
placing it in a receptacle open to the light, the process of
transif.rmtion was at once begun and was completed in

Ui. n antother occasion I took two kittens of the same litter,
and when they were t wenty days od(1 weighed them accu-
ratelv. Une w-ighed eigbteen ounces and the other eighteen
ouncs andl a balf. The> frst was placed in a box to which
the light of the sun had free access, the second in a similar
box to th,' interior ot which no light could reach. Both were
fed alike., and in ail other respects, save as regartied the light,
were ke pt in the same condition. At the end of the first tive
day, numbul-r on weihed twentv-two and a half ounces

whle numb--r two weighed but twenty and three quarters
ounces A the end of % zecond period of five days, number
one had attained a weight of twenty-four ounces, while nuurn-
her two s-arccely weihed twenty-two ounces. The two ani-

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THE LATE FRANCIS CAS
SIDY, ESQ., M. P. P.

Our late Mayor, whose por.
trait we give this week, was
born, of Irish parentage, at St
Jacques de L'Achigan, Que., in
1827. He was educated at the
College of L'Assomption and
was called to the bar of Lower
Canada, lu 1848. In 1863 he
was created Q. C., and In 1871
was elected by acclamation to
represent Montreal West in the
Local Legislature. On the re-
tirement of Mayor Coursol from
office in February lait, Mr. CaOs.
sidy was elected by acclamation
to fill the position of Mayor of
Montreal, a position which,
however, illness prevented him
from occupying as ,bly as .he
would otherwise have done.
Shortly before his election Mr.
Cassidy was seized with a severe
illnesswhichitwas hoped would
not terminate fatally; be wa
very feeble at the time of his
inauguration and has only been
able to preside at meetings of
the Council on one or two occa- 
sions for a short while. About À
ten days ago bis Illness asmumed
a more alarming character and
he expired at his residence in
St. Denis street, on Saturday
evening, 14th inst. Mr. Cassidy
was highly esteemed by his
companions at the bar, and won
hie way to fame and position
more by honest hard work and
close application than by bril-
liant genius. He was quiet
and unobtygsve In manner, but
social and genial, and hie many
good qualities of head and
heart won him hots of warm
personal friende who will mourn
bis lons. The doceased was
unmarried ; but, It may be re-
membered that at the time of
his election to the mayoralty,
playful allusion was made to
this tact as his one fault, and he
replied that that fault should be
corrected within six months ;
death bas, however, intervened,
and rendered his plans futile.
The funeral took place on Wed-
nesday, 18th inst., and was one
