DOMINION DAY CELEBRATIONS,
ST. PATRICK'S SOCIETY'S PICSNIC,

The magniticent grounds on St. Anteine street (west), for-
merly part of the Hon, Chas. Wilson's estate, and now owned
by James Howley, Esq., wera the scene, on Dominion Day, of
one of the most successtul gatherings ever held in the city.
The grounds are admirably adapted for the purpose.  Sloping
gently towards the foor of the plateau which divides 8t. An-
toine from Donchester street, they exbibitin a most striking
manner the beautiful slope which divides the levels bhetween
the two streets, snd having, besides, a8 never-failing spring,
bave given the opportunity of making a beautitul little pond
with an island in the centre of it The trees, both {ruit and
ornamental, were in prime condition.- To glint with the aid of
so much of the sun's rays as could penctrate the foliage,
through the shade snd sce the happy crowds on Duminion
Day moving about the grounds, was & sight which is not
likely soon to be forgotten by those who witnessed it These
grounds are admirably situated cither for public institutions
or public amusements.  Elevated, shaded and extensive, they
present a feld for enjoyment, or a healthy location fora school
or other similar institution that cannot be surpassed in Mont-
real.  The following account of the pic-nic wo copy frmn one
of our daily contetnporaries of July 3nd i—

The piv-nic of this Secicty, no wmatter where it is held,
whether at the Islands of Boucherville: the still mom: un-
romaatic locality of 8t. Lambert’s, or in the vicinity of the
city, is always successful, but never was It more secvessful
than the pic-pic of yesterday. The scene of the pic-nice, i1 the
term may be used, was on the grounds of Mr. Jumes Howley,
onr Upper St. Antoine streat, opposite Cauning street, and bet-
tor prounds for an occasion of the kind could aot he found
anvwhere, The grounds are in every rospeet as they wers
said to be, convenicutly sitnated, pretiy in sppuarance, well
shaded, with a large stream of water ruaning through, in
which is & very pretuty island.  The grounds were crowded at
one time during the afternoon, there being no less than foar
thousand perzons present. A large platform fordancing had
been erected, and to the muosie of 2 very fair guadrilie band,
aforded ample accommodation for the numerats danvers whe
tripped the light fantastic toe antil the pic-nic vame to a con-

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SKETCHES IN PARIS,

A corrcspondent who was in. Parig during the whol(.e of the
Communist tebellion, thus describes the last scene in that
bloody drama :—The night SMond_ny, 22ud May) was compn-
ratively quiet, aave the frregular firing of the insurgentsin the
Rue Lafayette, and the. peppering of the musketry in the dis-
tance. On Wednesday morniug our insurgents had disappear-
ed ; they had withdrawn as soon us the bnrl:icm]e across the
Faubourg Montmartre was taken, to the barricndes at ll}o end
of the Faubourg Poissonnitse and the Church of 8t. Vincent
de Paul. . We were therefore between two fires, shells explod-
¢d on every side; whilst the crakling noise of chassepots way
unceasing. = People called to one another, tf:lht{g what they
conld see, nccording to the disposition of their windows, One
person said he was sure that he had seen (behiud the trees of
the Square Montholon) a general und his staff 5 that they had
remnined there some minutes— Mais pour afir ils ne sont pux
torn. Impatience overpowered prudence, aud one after ano-
ther the more courageous or imprudent inhabitants, keeping
close to the wall, stole down the street in front, to the place
where the insurgents had been firing frem the day before, and
cautiously peered round the corner, in the hope of catching a
glimpse of deliverers. When a'shell arrived they all rushed
back to their doorways, but came creeping out ugain directly
afterwards, The whole morning passed in this way ; but
about two in the afternoon, a gentleman at a window better
placed than ours, called outy ¢ Ak ! les vold, vive Iu Ligne) and
immediately they came charging down in single tile on each
side of the street, formed at the top, and started to take the
barricade of the Faubourg Poissonniére by nssault.,  Windows
were thrown open; handkerchiefs waved ; some threw out
tri-coloured ribands; others held oul whatever they conld lay
their hands on representing the then national colours. We
were delivered—Dbut from this moment up to Sunday morning
the fighting scarcely left our quarter, and the insurgent shells
fell in all directions,  Sleep war impossible, At night the
sky wax in flames.  Euch one asked if it would not be his
turn next to burn, A cellar was hastily fitted ap with some
carpets und & stove, the children and the women were installed
therein, whilst the male portion of the house was occupied
with filling pails and tubs of water, and keeping wateh ina
warehouse at the back stored with wool and paper enttings,
Bullets and shrapnel <hot fell like rain in the court yard,
breaking the windows, knocking down the chimneys, and
tearing up the slatea,  Two nights auwd daya of this iuf.vrnu]
nproar added to the continual thundering of the batteri-s of
Montmartee, firing broadsides inte Pére ln Chaige snd the
Buttes Chawmont, brought us to Sunday. Towands tweo'clock
all was quict, when there cume pouring down from Belleville
and Villette the insurgent prisoners: one convoy consisted of
sbout §,000. At the head ciune the stafl, then the soldiers of
the regular army who had fraternised with the insurgents on
the 18th of March, their coats and porkets turned ingide out:
they knew what fate war uwaiting them outside the ramparts,
Then came the insurgent Nationsl Guands, most of them
dressed ag workmen; they had changed their uniform in the
hope of being nble to escape, and fuught in their ordinacy
dress,  One of these unfortunate beings as he pussed threw a
dirty piece of paper towards the erowd linfog the romjway v a
gentleman at my side picked it np, it contained 4 name aod
aifdress with the words, ¢ Please eall and say his wifi: has been
killed on a barricade,” I asked one of the Chassears i Cheval
if all was finished? he told me that the Jast had gurrendered at
three o'elock. I started immediately for Belleville™

The Hotel do Ville was a magnificent structure, dating in
part from 1628, The additions of 1842 to this munivipal
palace cost £649,000, and some of the saloons were the most
kotgeous in Paris, perhans in the world,  Here, in the days
gone by, the Prefect of the Seine was wont to entertain his
7,000 gnests in the great gallery, with its gilt Corinthian
columns and 3,600 wax-lighte—the whole snite of roowms
comprising six or geven grand saloons.  In and abont the
building wern five hundred statues and busts of French eele-
brities, from Charlemagne to Louis NIV, in a fall-bottomed
wig. As a specimen of magnificence in the medern French
taste, the furniture and decorations of the Hitel de Ville were
unrivalled, Here have bLeen enacted many fmmouns and in-
famous scenes in the history of Paris. Here the fitst Communy
held its bloody sittings ; here Robespierre took refuge with
hiz partieans, and was fonud Uy the soldices with his broken
jaw, when he had shot himself in despair; the Citizen King,
Louiz Philippe, was  presented here to the people by
Lafayette, from a central window ; here the soldiers were
quartered in 1848 ; and here in 1871 was the stroughold of the
Inst Commune, 88 fanatical and destructive as the first,

M. Ftienne Arago nsks that the Hotel de Ville should be
left in ruing, rearing its sacred and shattered walls in the sin-
ister grandeur they now wear.

tent of allowing the Amnzons of the Seine to march against
the enemy, some of the old fervor of 1792 would have been
revived and the besiegers would have been discomfited, La
Pétroleuse! what a terrible significance has this newly in-
vetited name ! Is it possible that those who belong to what is
emphatically styled the gentler sex' can perpetrate such atro-
citics?  We do not believe the Versnillist libellers who asgert
that all such criminals were the seum- of Paris, Twelve
months ugo, probably enough, the Pétrolense was an indus-
trions, well-behaved woman, with a busband and children,
Then came the siege—her husband lost hig work, served in the
ranka of the National Guard, and was gradually converted into
4 loninging, dissipated idler.  Meuntime his wife waited day
after day, in the frost and snow, for her scanty share of ra-
tions, and had the inexpressible grief to see her children dio
for want of the nourishment on which childhood thrives, The
capitulation must have come as a bitter pang to one who had
suffered so much.

converted her from a respectable woman into a Pétroleuse ?
Other people may have to answer this question some day
before a tribunal at which all sccrets will be made known.

The Grand Opera-House, lately erected on the Boulevard
des Ttaliens, was occupied by the soldiers of the regulac ariny,
on Tnesday the 22nd May, without much difticulty, the Com-
muniste still defending their barricades in the surrounding
sirects.  An interesting performance then took place, which
wag plainly beheld from an attic window of the Hotel Chat-
ham, by the correspondent who writes the following - % Over
tiles and turning cowls of chimneys, we could sce the vast
roof of the New Opera, sloping down on each side of the great
bronze Apollo, who holds his gilt Iyre above bis head, and
over which has floated for six weeks an immense red flag. We
saw a row of little pigmy men ¢merge from a eorner and climb
like insecty abont the stair-cagses which rib the roof.  They
were soldiers of the Line, in red trousers and white gaiters,
for the Opesa-House had nlready slipped ont of the hands of
the insurgents, A terrible fusillade was meanwhile raging in
the neighbonring strects, and we watehed with intense anxiety
the movements of the red-legged people on the roof. A wman
crawled cautiously up the balustrade, half enveloped in a huge
tri-colour, which he succeeded in planting on the angle of the
building. A subdued clapping of hands from the neighbour-
ing windows might be heard: bat the whole was not yet com-
plete—the red banner had to be got down fromn the Ivre of
Apolle on the front, a by no means easy task, considering
that the figure is upwards of 30 fect high, and within direct
range of the Federal treops below.  Several men endvavoured
to shoot it down with chassepot bullets, but this attempt,
althongh reiterated, proving a failure, one young fellow, more
daring than the rest, actually climbed from limb to limb of
the giguatic bronze, and tore it down with his hands, while
butlets whistled around him, striking every now and then the
frivze, or coping, of the pedestal,  He accomplished his task
in safety, and disappeared with' his trophy .

Puorograrny 18 Paris.—The keen commercial spivit of
Frenchmen is beginning to resume its sway'in Pacis, and the
photographers are making capital outof late disusters, and are,
it ix to be hoped, recompensing - themselves for past losses.
The Paria correspondent of the Eckho says :—% Photographs of
the ruius from all points of view cram the shop windows by the
side of the portraits. of the principal Comwmunists.  One in-
dignant shopkeeper labels his wares with epithets, such as
P the infamous Pyat) * the bloodthirsty Raoult, ¢ the fiend
Delescluze - The portrajts attract general attention, éspe-
cially among foreigners, whose only regret is they conldn't see
these gentlemen alive,  However, T daresay Tussand will do
all she can do to satisfy this want,” The correspondent of the
Daily News casts doubt on the genuineness of these porteaits,
and sayx, speaking of the ingenious devices for making shells
useful, if not ornamental, which may be seen in Paris:
“There is-at- least one comfort for the inexperienced 1
purchasing this kind of relief, namely, that they run little
danger of having & suppositious article palmed. off on them,
secing that the supply of shells, burst aad . unburst, in Paris
just now, ix likely to be sufficient for almost any possible
demand.  As much cannot be said of the photographs of the
lenders of the Commune, which daily attmct crowds of passers-
by in all the print shops.  Many of these portraits are purely
fanciful, to' my certain knowledge. Thereis one of Dombrowski
in particular, which is not even a bad likeness of the late
t General of the Army of Paris.  In to-day’s papers I sce a
letter from alawyer, complainiug that his photograph is being
zold as that of a prominent member of the Commune,; and that
he by no means appreciates the joke, as he is incontinual iear
of arrest in consequence.”  The fear of falling a victim to the
assiduity of the photographer. is not confined, apparently, to
the iwyer spoken of, for *An Old Parisian® from whose ex-
perience among the ruins we last week quoted, says; in a
subsequent tetter in the Telegraph ;=41 have before referred to
going out to see ruins—1 distinetly state 1 decline going out
to see any more.
