FAVORED CREDITORS.

Some flagrant cases of giving prefer-
ences by insolvents to favored creditors
bave recently occurred in the sister Pro-
vinee of Nova Scotia, to which it seems
desirable that public attention should be
called. In one of these cases we have
had an opportunity of examining the
deed of trust assigning the entire pro-
perty of the insolvent firm to a preferen-
tial creditor. There were in all five
classes, the first preference.having been
given to a local' babk, and; as one of the,

- partners in the insolvent firm is described

as a bank agent, it seems probable that
he was taking care of his own bank first, In‘
the second class the assignee and his firm
and another md1v1dua1 for a portion of,
his claim are found - The third class . ‘

)
. . ; .

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embraces about half a < 'dozen- more
favored creditors. The fourth class is
more numerous, containing about twenty-
one names, some evidently relatives;

while the fifth and last class comprises all
the remaining creditors who are not likely
o get a single cent, The clause in the
deed of assignment pnovxdma for all com-
ing after the 4th preferences isas follows :

hensive discharge then follows, which the
unfavored creditors must sign before they
can be entitled to share in what people
on the spot place a very small value,
and yet they are called on to sign the
following discharge : ¢ And the said credi-
¥ tors, subscribers hereto, in consideration
“ of the premises, do and every of them
% doth, remise, release and forever quit
¢ claim unto the assignees aforesaid, and
“ {0 each'of them, their heirs, executors,
“ and administrators, aii und every their
“ and each of their respective debts due,

“ and to grow due, and all claims, actions .

% and demands whatever against them or
“ gither of them, which they, the said
¢ creditors or any of them, may or can
“ have against thesaid assignors, or either
 of them, from the  beginning of the
# world to the present time.” The case
to which we have called attention is far
from being an isolated one, and we have
been induced to notice it because it is a
sample of what is occurring every day.
1t is, of course, impossible, that the state
of trade in the Dominion can’ be healthy
“when such monstrous preferences are
permitted to be given by insolvents to
their friends. A party after having traded
for some time, and obtained credit on
. the strength of a supposed capital, fails,
He then informs his business creditors
that his capital was borrowed—iwhich may
or may not be, true—and has been lost,

through his own incapacity (sometimes

worse); but that their goods must be held
‘to reimburse his firiends and pay them
usurious tnterest, . If anything is left they,

the creditors, can have it, but they must -

first grant him his discharge, because he
has assigned. He cloesnot speak in these
words, but this is the plain English of it.

,Under the same system? A can go'into

business under the name of B'by lending -

the latter the capital. . If the business
does not succeed ' A withdraws is capital
through a preferential claim on the sup-
posed estate of B.

There is but one remedy forall this, and
that is to be found in proper legislation.
We were in expectation that a Bill for

the distribution of insolvent estates would

have occupied the attention of Parlia-
ment this session, but it seems that the
time of that august body is so taken up
with discussions on military discipline and
etiquette and other such weighty matters
that the commercial interests of

‘the country can receive no attention. 1If

the Government is unprepared to bring
forward a measure such as would recon-
cile conflicting opinions let them at least
appoint a special committee to take the
necessary evidence which will show the
views of the commercial community on a

.subject of such vital importance to them.

The various “Boards of Trade’” have,
unanimosuly pronounced in favor of an
*Insolvency Act.” The Montreal Boardhas

"even drafted a Bill, which was presented

by Mr. Curran, M.P., and has received a
first reading ; but there the matter seems
to have ended. It is, in our opinion, the
imperative duty of our city members, re-
presenting as they do the commercial
metropolis, to urge the matter. - A com-
mittee such as we propose would have no
difficulty in getting suilicient dalq, and if
necessary the session should be prolonged
in order to attend to this important mat-
ter. The country cannot afford to wait
another year.

1t is not possible in a newspaper article
to elaborate & scheme or projet de loi.
We would, however, insist that equity
and simplicity must be kept in view,in
order to ensure the successful 'working of
an Insolvent Act. Equity requires that
only those who have suffered by the vicis-
situdes of trade should be allowed to take

.. the benefit of an Insolvency Act, that is,

of a discharge clause therein. Equity also
demands that acs the creditors should
share RATEABLY in the distribution of the
assets of an Insolvent. It were enough
to have said that the - Act” should be
founded on Equity, for this principle in-
volves the other, viz, that the machinery
for the winding up of Insolvent Estates
should be simple, so that this could be
effected at the least possible cost to the
creditors. The previous ¥ Insolvent Acts?’
failed mainly on account of the cumbrous-
neas and  costliness of ‘their operations.

It has been decided to oblain,
with as little delay as possible, a deﬁmte
decision, either from the Supreme Court . "
or [rom the Privy Council, on the ques-
tion of jurisdiction.

interpretaiion of' the true meaning of an
Imperial Statute, and i’ no decision had
been already given, one given by the
Y¥upreme Court might possibly be ac-
cepted by the contending parties, but
even that is doubttul. In view, however,
of the two decisions already given by the
highest federal tribunal, and the different
interpretations given tothem, it seems the
wisest course to make the new appeal to
the same body, and it is much better not
to run the risk of conflicting judgmenis
between the two courts, which, il unfortu-
nately given, would only lead to further
controversy. llis far from improbable
that the result of the final appeal may be
a demand for the amendment of the
British North America Act. It is clear
that the advocates ol Provincial autonomy
will never be satistied with any decision
which deprives the Provincial Legislature
of the right to regulate the liquor traftie.

“WERELL SER \'Ob THROUGH.”

There are occasions when the most
useful auxiliary to business is linble to
abuse: even the operations of that practi-
cal motor, the commercial traveller, may
be overdone. Among lhe nearly three
thousand members of such organizations
in Canada it is to be presumed that there
ave not & few whase zeal outstrips their
diseretion, whose sole endeavor is to sell
goods regardless of circumstances. In
times like these of the last few months,
when country storekeeperhave been buy-
ing with commendable caution—when the
judicious traveller takes a careful survey
of his customer's stock and reguirements
before recommending him to buy more
or less—the headlong traveller, for there
are recklesssellers as well as buyers, con-
cerns himself only with sending as many
and as large orders as hie can,  He may or
- may not represent a house which must sell
—must get paper Lo discount. Ashe meets
here and there with excellent reasons for
“ g0 small an order,” he is ready with the
promise, “Oh, that's all right;” ¢ We'll
" geo you through.! But where the relailer
is not in a position to refuse, although
Tis shelves are still groaning under the
weight of fall or winter staples, the
salesman receives no such candid reason ;
the buyer is afraid to argue the paint
with the representativeof a firm to whom
e is indebted ior somany favors,and the
traveller's order is oo [requently limited
by the influence only of his own eloguence
" or by the special instr uctions ol his em-

_whose inquisitive mission it is to frighten

— p
ployers. Many of the cases of insolvency-

in smaller localities are attributable to |
this feature in selling goods, for in these
places the retailer, especially if of short
experience, has not learnt to say “ no,”
and his personality is flattered by the
credit standing which he seems to
possess. The number of dealers through-
out the country operating with the capital
of wholesale houses who will “see them
through” is productive of much local mis-
chief, It too often partakes of the nature
of a contest between larger and smaller
capital, or perhaps belween a heavy line of
discount and none atall. Loegitimate re-
tailers are sorely tried by these concerns,
not because ol the ordinary cutling of
prices on the part of one who is having a
short time of it anda werry one, but be-
cause of the collapse that is sure to come
and throw upon the market a large stock
of goods which, whether asstaples or last
year’s styles, will find purchasers in the
neighborhood, and deprive nearly to that
exient the legitimate dealer of his ordi-
nary custom,

AMENITIES OF CANADIAN FIRE
UNDERWRITING.

The new insurance tarvifl’ lately formed
for Ontario caused, when started, consider-
able dissatisfuclion among the insuring
public, which, however, was expected by
managers and agents.  The air wus full of
rumors of war, the fact being that the
insurance companies Lad been selling in-
surance below cost for 'so many yewrs,
that the public had come to look upon
such absurdity as their right and that it
should  be continued. 1t was simyply
monstrous—so the argument ran—that
huge moneyed companies should =at the
present day continue to sell indemnity,
expecting a profit of even 3 or 4 per cent.
onor and glory—it seems—was thought
{o be suflicient reward for the company
and itsshareholders. The threat of start-
ing non-tariff companies was held out,
which should be equipped by courageous,
if nol experienced managers, to be remun-
erated upon the system of a straight com-
mission on all premiums received. "'o
promote this idea there should. be no
unnecessary expenditure in keeping up a
useless _staff of those prying’ officinls
known by the ominous litle of Adjusters,
claimants in  their hour of -distress!
When losses aceurred claimants in these
new non-tari{f companies would be only
required to give notice to the nearest
representatives and draw on the com-
pany bt sight, thus  abolishing the
vexatious annoyance of filling in claim:

papexs which contain so many mcompre-

thus avoid making false declarations.
1t is needless to say that “this end is
cotisiderably promoted by .a tangible
cousideration on the part of the claim-
ant. The blank forms which are fur-

nished free of charge must be a con-

stant drain on the resources of the com-
panies, and, as they are not of any benefit,
this is a needless expenditure, which will
not be incurred by the non-tariff com-
panies, whose philanthropic mission will
be to put an end to the present ruinous
high tarift monopoly !

The adjustment of the tarifl’ was a

_proper step towards removing the evils

referred to. In this, however, the
companies have not gone far enough;
for, while the rates charged may be
quite sufticient in each particular class
of risk, other things are to be con-
gidered: for instance, if A and B own
buildings of the same value, the rates
should, unquestionably, be equal. Sup-
posing that A puts in a stock of §25,000,
upon which "he ellects an insurance of
$20,000, and B invests thesame amount in
stouk, but only insuves to the extent of
$10,000, B should certainly pay a much
higher rate than A, for the reason of the
inereased uninsured margin which causes

a greater’ hazard to the company, and

should be rated accordingly under the
present tariff. Al kinds of commercial
risks appear to be rated in accordance
with the class of building in which they
are contained, without any consideration
being given to the character of the goods
on which depends the exient to which
they may deteriorale in vatlue by comingin
contact with water, by being handled in
removal, by exposure, and other causes.
Cases have been heard of where payments
have been made {o claimanis for the bare

removal, when neither fire nor water were

within two or three houses of the one in
question. A fire at & distance of half'a
mile very. often furnishes suflicient
reasous for goods to be offered to the

" hensible and impertinent queshio:ns, and

public at a discount ‘of ten to thirty per -

cent, the reduction being at all times
governed by the esftimnt.ed percentage
which the elaimant could manage to per-
suade the company to hand over, and in
too many cases this is regulated by the
standing and influential position of the

“former.

There may be nothing new in the fore-
going facts, but they are such.as should
not be lost sight of, as they form part of

" the principles of fire underwriting, which

has been for many years,and is ab present,
greatly disorganized, as can be testified
by many companies now doing busi-

“ness in Canada. For fuither confirmation
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of the foregoing; search . for the several -
Caundian - companies - which lave been
lauriched only to Hoat a day. on the
troubled sea, and then sink beneath the
flood of goneral demoralization which un-
happily prevails. There is nothing too
unimportant or insignificant to seize upon
that may tend towards removing the
evils whose existence has well-nigh
destroyed the iusurance business.

While fires occur so frequently and
losses gre so heavy, the small addition to
_ the premium income, vesulting from the

slight increase in rates, will not more than -

make up the difference between loss and
expense account on the one hand, and
preminm income on the other,—and {rom
this it is quite manifest that the com-
panies are only acting fairly towards the
public.

The question that naturally arose was,
what can be done? T'wo things may be, to
reduce the loss ratio and increase the pay-
ing power of the premium, both of which
cun be accomplished by specific insurance,
and if this be not suflicient. to place the
desived balance on the rvight side of the
ledger, then add, and in all cases apply
the average clause. In either case the
loss ratio will not.only be reduced, but we
have an idea that the number of fires will
also be congiderably rednced. Desperate
diseases require desperate vemedies. The
companies cannob atbach the blame to
any one, not even Lo circumstances. ‘They
must shoulder the entive responsibility of
the present unsatisfactory state of affairs,
as they have cubt and carved ihe rates
until théy amount to nothing, and low
rates mean a higher rate of commission ;
they have lopped off and swepb away one
by one every safeguard by which they
were protected and swrounded., This
was merely done with the idea that a
risk more or. less would be taken from a
rival company, and their own income be
thus magnified. By paying a higher rate
of gommu’mon and reducing the rate
-of premium "from which' their income was
_derived, was probably thought the surest
plan that could be adopted. The results
prove how wise and prudent was the
stratagem. However, we are glad to see
the dawn of a brighter day. Let the com-
panies follow up the good move already
-elfected, perfect it in every delail, and
then improvements will be acecomplished.

-conducted on sound business prihciples ;
like other legilimate enterprises it ,is
then bound to prosper.

THE LUMBER TRADE. -

As spring approaches, those engaged in
the lumber {rade begin {o mdnifest some
anxiety as to the effect on prices, During
the winter, business generally was
dull, and it'still continues sluggish at the
east., The absence of any speculative
tendency in most departments of trade
and the general weakness of prices are
likely to have a cotemporary influence
on the prices of lumber. The present
winter has not been unfivorable through-
out for the manufacture of timber and

saw logs in the north west of the United’

States and in Canads, although the heavy
snow-falls of January rendered operations
more laborious than usual. In this coun-
try the Banks have reduced their
accommodations to limit-bolders and mill-
men ; the supply {or next season is, there-
fore, likely to be less thun previous years.

‘There is no indication of higher prices.

The existent feeling implies & knowledge
of large stocks on hand, heavy. expected
output, and offerings beyond the capacily
of the market to absorb., There is much
uncertainty  about the future range of
prices, and holders of lumber and those
who contemplate buying are groping about
in search of some certain data,

Canadian lumber has threec outlels,

Great Britain, the United States and the

domestic market. In the United King-
dom, it meets with competition from the
timberproducing countries of Lurope,
Norway, Sweden and Russia, and is al-
fected, like them, by exportationsbeyond
the absorbing capacity of a vastand in-
creasing market. The- export of wood
from Norway to Greab Britain and Ireland
amounted, in 1883, to 608,214 registered
tons, against 545,985 tons in 1882, The
exportation of Sweden for 1883 was 752,-
304 stds. sawn and plaied wood, and 14,-
721,189 cubic feet,  The importation from
Canada was as follows :

partook of the depxession, which con.
tinued to increase in that country dur-
ing the year, and, although t,la.nsacuons,
compared in amount favorably with pre-
ceding years, there was a considerable
shrinkage in profits, and the year bore all
the characteristics of a period “of de-
pressed reaction. During the past year
Canada experienced a similar dullness in
trade.  Manufacturing and  industrial
enterprises flagged, mercantile failures in- .
creased, and the consumption “of lumber - =

'decr’eased in proportion, with the cur-

tailment of general acuvnty As a conse-
quence, the spring season .opens w1t11‘ .

In Ontario
some large sales of high qualities have
already bLeen made’ for the American
market, but lower grades are a Qrug on
the market. The prospects are not alto-
gethor gloomy, with short supplies and
low freights to England, better returns
may be expected from shipments. From
Quebec by sailing vessel 00s has already
been paid, and from the Lower Provinces
478 6d would be accepted, but the ten-
dency is towards lower rates. For the
United Slates the demand is good, but at
low ligures, and, owing to the general in-
crease in rents, it is likely that bnilding
will be brisk the coming summer, The
goneral impression is in favor of the main-
tenance of actual prices, without any
anticipation of an advance.

TIE SUN LIFE ASSURANCE CO.

All lovers of order must rejoice to learn
that the differences which for some weeks
pust appeared to threaten the internal
economy of the Sun Life Assurance Com-

;. pany were mutually and satisfactorily
adjusted a day or two before the annual
meeting of the 13th inst., the proceedings
of which are given, with the statement,

- elsewhere. . Mr, Macanlay, the managing
director, took a bold stand, one which
those not quite conversant with all the
circumustances were inclined io question
on the score of expediency; but he pro-
-bably felt that the gentleman to whom
the company owed its existence, and who
still maintains a large interost therein,
would hesitate to malke himself a party
to any contest that might result injurious-
Iy to his property, and possibly add to the
losses he has already met with in several
“local enterprises with which he has been,
and is, identitied. Mr. Macaulay, on the

other hand, was as litile likely to jeopar- |

dize his own property, and he must have
folt himself #doublly armed,” with the
fullest contidence in the strength. and
character of the company—and none is
in a better position to judge—era taking
the stand he did, and in which he appears
to have been supported by a majority of
the shareholders, ‘
That the company is well officered is
shown by the results for the year under

review, The increase in business iz no
legs an evidence of push than the number
of applications declined is ofa due regard
to future contingencies, while the fact
that there is not one contested claim on
the books of the company is an evidence
that business i3 not obtained through any
uncertain means, The accident depart-
ment in common with the experience of
other compnnies has not been as profitable
as usual, This business is subject all over
to rates of commission which must be
greatly reduced before it becomes possible
to obtain the returns aimed at. In this
brauch the experience of the Sun in 1883
was unusual, owing to one heavy loss ; the
total was $10,383, or $6,000 less than the
‘premium receipts of this department.

The total income of the company
during the year was $273,750, or $20,000
nmore thanin 1882, The expense account
is somawhat less than for the previous
year, and the amount paid for death
claims is also slightly reduced, a further
testimony of the care exercised in the
selection of lives, It will be seen that
ample provision lias been made for the
veduction in the vulue of ihe Loan and
Mortgage stock, and for the loss on
account of the small amount of Exchange
Bank stock held by the company, as
already uoted in these colutnns, “lhe re-
sult of this is seen in the amount of
# Surplas over all Liabilities and Cupital
Stoek,” which has fallen off about
818,000 as compared with that of the
preceding year. [n this respect it may be
only just to explain that the actuarial
examination by Prof. Cherriman, under
the British 4} per cent valuation, has pro-
bably reduced the net surplus some
$25,000 from what it would - have been
under the Amervican 45 per cent, tor
although the systems do not differ in the
long run, the valuation at certain periods
in tho lives of polieyholders is more
sovere nnder the Bnulish method, that
which our own Superintendent employs.
The stock of the company was held at an
advance of 50 per cent. after the result of
the meeting became known. ’

ArrEcTiNG THE MeraL Traps.—~Although tho

A reasouable
amount of goods hus been sold by travellers, |
and to some extent directly 5 but the volume is
much less than in former seasons; wholesnle
and retail dealers continue to regard the out-
look with a feeling rather of confidence than
mistrust.  Retailers are holding off, and
so general is this condition of the trade thatany
man  buying with the freedom of previvus
years would be looked mpon with something
fike suspicion. Wholesalers wre therefore not
despondent; their stocks, though well assorted,
are not heavy, and the probability is thnat the
country will absorb nearly all that has bLeen
imported, or reckoned upon by the domestic
manufacturers.: The number of small failures
throughout the country have but little signifi-
cance, Many of those in trouble began with little
or nothing, rud were carried slong by the cur-

indeed it is rare to find a merchant of .reason-

able capital, capacity and charncter, and who

has stuck to his business, failing to get along.

cinl situntion is one of ease, so fur as banks and
