Toc California ivine crop of 18e8 is esti-
mated by the State Vinecultural Commission
at 20,930,000 gallons, but it lS intimated by
this authorit3 that in view of the recent and
continuedl warm weather and the consequent
carly ripening of wine grapes, a considerable
quantity of the fruit will have oto be dryed,
which may serve to reduce the estimate of the
wine output.

Ar the Buk of British North , America
meeting, recently held in London, Mr. J. J.
Carter, the chairman, presiding, the report
was adopted decla4ring an interim dividend of
thirty-five shillings pur share, equal to seven
per cent. pur annum. The chairman thought
the general trade prospects in Canada were
improving, though the Ontario harvest was
unsatisfactory.

He estimated
that fifty per cent. of the crop is more or less
damaged and that the price to ho received for
this damaged portion will range from 60 to 30
cents a bushel.

JoUN, N.B., bas decided to hold an oxhi-
bition next year open to all the Maritime
Provinces, and it le proposed to have an
annual exshbition in that city someNvhat atter
the model of the Toronto and Bangor faire
The Provincial Exhibition of Nova Scotia is
to be held at Truro on the 24th of tiis month,
and keeps open until the 28th. Entries cease
on 15th instant.

LAST year the total assessment of Stratford,
Ont., amounted to $2,704,000 ; thîs year It
foots up to $4,523,430, nearly double. The

At Picton, Ont., a duty of ton
cents bas been levied on tue baskets, and at
Hamilton a duty of one cent. The ad valorem
rate is twenty per cent.; so the baskets are
officially valued at fifty cents lu the East and
at five cents in the West. The actual value
of a peach basket is said to be three cents.

This being the case, the tax should be six
mills.

D. LEPAaE, dry goods merchant of this city,
le obtaining a composition from his creditors
at 00 cents in the dollar payable in 4, 8, and
12 months, the last payment being secured.

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ever, whether his appeal and his promises
of cheaper necessaries ta theo people are
likely to be rated equally with the induce-
ment of high wages held out by those t
who favor a high tarif policy. The aver-
age wage-earner concerns himself less'
with the price of necessaries or luxuries
than with the rate of wages at bis com-
mand; we therefore incline to the belief
that the Republican party will be found
to have the best of the argument, and this
view is already favored by the result of
the early State elàctions. Notwithstand-
ing the rapid progress in manufacturing
being made by Georgia, Alabama and one
or two other States, the South is likely ta
remain largely "solid" for the Demo-
cratic party, but the great manufacturing
interests of the North will throw them-
selves bodily into the ranks of the Repub-
licans, Northern manufacturers main-
tain that even the present duties are barely
suflicient to protect them against goods
of European make-that the lower rate
of wavges, especially on the Continent, off-
sets any bonefit derived from the present
tariff, and that it is only because o the
use of labor-saving inveritions that they
are able to hold their own. They point ta
the great progress of the country under a
high protective policy-to the cities, towns
and villages which have arisen-to the
wealth accumulated and the greater coin-
forts enjoyed by the people-to the operat-
ives in the great factories and their famil-
ies-to the ready market afforded the far-
mer for his produce and to the respective
manufacturers for their goods, every ad-
ditional wage-earner becoming a profitable
consumer-a better customer than the
artisan across the so, who otherwise had
beeu paid for making the. goods. That
protection increases the price of the arti-
cle protected ta the consumer there is no
gainsaying, but the rapid increase in manu-
facture-especially in a large market like
the United States-gradually establishes
a new competition which in course of time
reduces prices ta a minimum. This is
well seon in the price of grey and ather
cottone in Canada and of paper in the
United States; and it is only by means of
" trusts " or combinations that prices in
certain Unes can be maintained at any-
thing like a paying proportion.

TnE ]RECENT HARVEST.
The bountiful exhibit made by Mani-

toba and the North-West close into mid-
summer promised to make amende for the
unpropitious outlook in Ontario, but this
has undergone a change : the returne from
Western Ontario are much botter than
could have been hoped for in May or
.Tune. Manitoba on the other baud did
not redeein ber promise, and from recent
reliable returns it ie estimated that the

expected twenty million bushels of wheat
have dwindled down to about six millions.
The condition of things which resulted
hus badly for the country le peculiar, and
Weil worthy the attention of our prairie
farmers. A Montreal mailler who visitedt
the North-West in the middle of July re-
marked the unusual growth of the stalk
which at that date, owing to the frequent
rains, was at least a foot taller than at the
same time the previous year. A close
observer of agricultural phenomena, he
saw that this rank growth, instead of behig
a benefit, was more likely ta prove an ob-
stacle in a country with se brief a season,
as regarded, the ripening of the grain,
throuigh the denser shade cast upon the
soil. He remarked to a friend on bis re-
turn that be feared the crop could not ma-
ture before the close of the season, about
a month from the time of bis visit. The
result unfortunately proved hris fears to
have been but too well grounded; a blight
overtook the crop a day or two after the
middle of August, and the damage was
done which has witbin the last week been
attributed ta the cold wave which recently
swept over the country. Minnesota and
Dakota have suffered from the same cause.
But there is a bright aide to the prospect;
owing ta the damage referred ta, wheat
has advanced ta 90 cents offered in Winni-
peg, nearly double the price of a year ago,
and there is every indication of a further
advance. The manufacturers of farming
implements especially will eagerly watch
every indication of an improvement Lin
grain or other values that enlarge the
prospects of cashiredemption.

WnOLEsALE TRADE.

The condition of trade, especially in the
west, ie not assuring. Much indulgence
bas been granted during the last inle
months, and many accounts nursed that
under other circumstances had been
treated with greater rigor. The dry goods
trade has felt the depression the most
heenly, and the wonder tà those pormitted
ta glance bebind the scenes is that so great
a calm hae been maintained. If there ho
any institutions in Canada making rapid
strides on the road to wealth, le is nat the
wholesale bouses; and it is not surprising
ta luear of unusually low rates of dis-
count to sane firme in a position to
argue the point. Our banks are pros-
pering-the late wrecks ta the contra-
ry notwithstanding- and aý considerate
policy l one of the healthy signe which
the economist balle with pleasure as tend-
ing to postpone indefinitely that bouse-
cleaning process which sooner or later l
certain ta overtake too close a division of
profits. After all ie said and dons, a live,
and let-live policy ie the wisest in the long
ruin,

THE CIVIC DEBT.
The civic finance committee naturally

object strongly ta that clause in the now
City Debt Consolidation Act which requires
that the city shall set apart sufficient of
their new issue of debenture stock ta form
a fund, the interest of which at four per
cent. will be equivalent ta thle amount of
the annual interest on the existing debt.
Tbey point out that the present net debt
amounts to $9,980,640 made up as fol lows:-

On this at existing rates the interest ii
$487,831. If thon the clause in question
be not amended], tie sum of $12,195,775
(which would be required te furnish this
amount at 4 per cent. interest) must be
deducted fron the sum the city ie author-
ized ta issue in order to guarantee the in-
terest on the existing debt. Consequently
only a comparatively Smal suin will he
available for imniediate negotiation.

The assessnent rolls show the value of
city property at the present moment to ho
in the vicinity of $110,000,000. Under the
act thon the city would be entitled ta issue
debenture stock to the extent of $16,ß00,-
000; but, if the suin already mentioned of
S12,195,775 muet ho deducted and reserved,
it leaves only $4,304,225, or say 26 per
cent. of the new issue, available for iin-
mediate negotiation. This reserve the
civic comrnittee look upon as excessive.
They point out that nearly ahl thle securi-
ties this reserve is intended to guarantae
are terminable, and in fact that the bulk
are redeeniable within an average of fi!-
teen years from date. They therefore ar-
gue that the reserve of stock should bo
based upon 3½ por cent. interest and not
upon four, and that the value to beso guar-
anteed should he fixed by acLuarial calcu-
lation. This would increase thoir presont
borrowing power by nearly aire million
while it would still furnish ample security
for the payment of interest on the exirting
debt.

The temporary loans negotiated by the
city amount in gross to $1,398,333, but de-
ducting the amount accruing from assess-
mente we May put the ampult ta b pro-
vided for ont of the new issue of $4,250,-
000 at one million. To hUis ve muet add
$290,000 to provide for redemption under
the sinking fund conditions, and $400,367 to
repay the bonde maturing noxt year. In
other words we muet deduct $1,00,367
which will leave a net suim of $2,553,633
available for civie purposes under the
existing law. If however an amendment
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Lo the act can be obtained reducing the re-
serve to the level we have already indi-
cated as amnple, this suim will bu further
incrcaseid by over $800,(00.

With respLet to the rate at whiclh this
iew debenîture stock slhould be issued, WC
qinite agree with the civic authorities tiit
le percentago of interest should be placed

as low asi possible, but ILt the same ime
we must renenber that the fixing of the
interest at too low a rate imiglt involve so
heavy a discount fromin the face value that
its good oets would be conpletely neutral-
ized. No doubt 'I per cent. is a hîigli rate
to pay now-a-days, but on the other iand

lier cent. is too low ; and if the suîgges-
tion made by the connmitteo that this per-
contage be fixed is carried out, the opinion
of financil men i8 tiat the new deben-
t ures will onily be placeil at a very heavy
discounit. The CetimatO made by the con-
inittec that 87) per cent. could bu obtained
for 3 per cent,. stock is coniidered far too
higi. No doubt the existence of a dis-
count iiglt. introduce a speculative ele-
muent into the stock thai mighit improve
values ; but thiàie inerely conjecture and
is net, a sfetc ground te build upon. Be-
cause certain 3' per cent. stocke are now
at par it is not safe to estimate that there-
fore a 3 por cent. stock will net 12J per
cent. less or $87.50. Nothing is more un-
certain than the value at which the Eng-
!ish public will t ako up colonial municipal
debentures, and therefore until the stock
shall becomo better known and appreci-
ated it woluld bu well net to offer a lower
rate of iiterest tliai 2à pur cent. At all
events nothing should bu done until the
Englishi niîîrket lias boon carofnlly sound-
cd and an approximation obtained as to
the price Chat. the different rates of inter-
ests would secure. If this bu carefully
and thorouîghly dlone the city will have
somne tangible grouînds to go oni and cali
solect the lowest, rate calculated to pro-
duce good resuilts. But if the coîmnittee
roly upon conjectural estimates based upon
the prices obtained for former issues, or
for the present issues of other cities, they
will bo apt to mnake a financial blunder
whose coise(qIuences mtîightcompletely (les-
troy any advantage te be gained from the
inw debentures.

IL is ecly possible te undeaver te
suitable te the changing requireinents of se change the present duties as te do as
th nation, le uquestionably çorruct. 'Un- littie injury as poeibfo te existing inter
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ests while seeking te reap the greatest ad-
vantage te the greatest number. This we
think Mr. Cleveland bas endeavored to do.
At all events he has put forward a legiti-
mate solution of the difliculty, which is a
great step in advance of the free whiskey
platform of his opponents. His retaliatory
message was indefensible, and we are glad.
to see that lie studiously ignores it in bis
letter of acceptance; but on the tariff ques-
tion bis views are admirable, and are sucli
as will be fully concurred in by every b-
liever in. a national policy of legitimate
protection.

TH'11E E-UROPEAN SITUATION.
Just of late more vital domestic interests

have caused speculators to withdraw
their attention from the European situ-
ation. The anxiety as te the harvest;
the natural excitement attendant upon a
vigorous and exceptionally bitter Presi-
dential campaign, coupled with the pacific
utterances of Eegland's prime minister,
have lulled the commercial community
into diaregarding the fact that the sit-
uation in Europe bas undergone un change,
and tiat the same disturbing influences
wvhich se nearly precipited a conflict
before are still present, and that until
they sha ll fally disappear there is no
certainty of prolonged tranquillity.

No doubt no. pressing cause for in-
mediate war exists in Europe. In fact
every one of the probable participants js
anxiouà to delay its outbreak as long as
possible, feeling certain that the nation
who commences the confliet will be put at
a disadvantago; but se long as existing
and palpable facts do net alter, we cannot
expect a feeling of security to rule. The
recent bombastic utterances of the Ger-
mai Emperor that, "not one stone or inch
of land that Germany bas gained shal be
taken froni her," are net calculatcd te re-
assure France. France on ber part' insists
that she will never cease te plan te get
back Alsace and Lorraine. Russia la
equally determined net to allow Bulgaria
te permanently emancipate heråelf from
lier influence. Austria is resolved net te
allow Russia to seize the road te Con-
stantinople, and Germany is well aware
that ehe dare net allow Austria te be
defeated by the Muscovite. Here are al]
strong and burning issues that no amuount
of diplomatic utterances can smooth 'over.
No pleasant greetings or embraces ex-
changed between potentates can obviate
the constant danger that these questions
imiply, and although nations, vhen they
wait upon each other's action, may delay
the sttnggle for a long time, it is none the
less certain te come in the end.

Se long as'the fear of a Franco-Russian
alliance is present in the German mind,
so long will the vituperative attacks mu-

tually indulged in by the Russian and
German oflicial press, continue. And
that there is a serions possibili ty of snch
nu alliance is abundantly manifest. A
diploinatic working agreement now existe
between the two countries whereby France
supports Russia in Constantinople and
Egypt, while Russia maintains France in
ber hostile attitude towards Italian ag-
gression at Massowali and in Tunis. At
any moment this working agreement
might be transformed into a treaty. Russia
on ber hand ean only regain ber old in-
ftence in Bulgaria by force, and is per-
fectly well aware that the expulsion of
Prince Ferdinand in the face of Austria,
and 'possibly Germany, would only be
possible by the possession of a powerful
ally in their rear.

We cannot then say that the prospects
of conflict are any less than they were
threo months ago. The situation is still
strainîed, although ostensibly the tension
lias been relaxed ; but when Prince Bis-
mark will openly announce in his oflicial
organs that the highest oflicials in the
Russian Foreign Oflice entertain the idea
of being able te seize H-Iesciwig-Holstein
in event of a neow Franco-German war, it
is evident that this relaxation is very
sliglit and that the irritation between the
two countries still exists. The other
.causes wbich might precipitate an out-
break, such as the Bulgarian question,
the Panelavist inovement, Italia Irridenta,
and the constant exacerbation in Alsace
and Lorraine, have lest noue of their
original power for strife. Although the
popular pendulum bas swuag teiporarily
to the side of peace there are no real
grounds for any bellef in its continuance.
On the contrary every real indication
points towards war. The tacit agreement
net te move which now exista between
the armed powers may at any moment
be broken, and there la no real reason,
otside of those we have cited, why the
long threatened outbreak should not occur
now rather than at a later date. We
have ne desire te exaggerate the posai-
bilities of war; but at the same time it
would be foolish te take the pacific utter.
ances of European sovereigns as any
guarantee of the assurance of peace. The
interests and enmities of the different
nations have undergone no change, and
until the causes of friction are removed or
become blunted by the efilux of time, we
cannot admit that the Eurepean situ'ation
bas lest anything of its uncertainty.

INDIAN WHEAT.
In al] great commercial movements we

find unexpected secondary results whose
importance often outweighs the primary,
and in no case is this more marked than
in the comparatively rece:îtly originated
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movement of wheat fron India. It now
appears that in fostering an expert trade
in wheat fron India toEurope, the Govern-
ment have accidentally hit upon one of the
surest possible safeguards against the
recurrence of those dreadful and devastat-
ing famines whose periodical advent
caused such extended sutfering among the
Hindoos that even the most lavisi expen-
diture of public ruoney could only partially
palliate their horrors. The certainty of a
profitable market for any surplus produc-
tion lias emboldened the Indian ryot to so
largely increase the area devoted to food-
stulls that the danger of any serious
diminution in the quantity available for
home consumption is completely averted,
as the grain originally grown for purposes
of expert can be called upon to supply the
deficiency. In the event of a scarcity,
prices, influenced by me % ordinary laws of
supply and denand, iLiply rise beyond
the limit at whiei; grain can be purchased
profitably for exportation, and, natur-
ally, the foodstuifs are at once diverted
to supply the needs of the inhabitants
instead of those of the foreigner. Before
this demand for expert sprang up, no
reserve supply like this was possible. The
area now devoted to wheat was then con-
.linud to oil-seeds, cotton, and other non.
edible products, and, consequently, when
the chill band of famine fell upon the
land, it was impossible to relieve it except
by importation at enormous cost. The
new trade in wheat (coupled with the in-
creased transportation facilities it involves)
however, has furnished the country with
an adequate, if not ample, protection
againSt this calamity i the future, and
thus a trade, which it was at first fcared
would increase the danger o famine li
India, bas proved in fact the most power-
ful protection against it that could possibly
be devised.

The following table compiled from offi-
cial sources shows the export and distri-
bution of wheat from India for the past
two crop years:

This suddon decrease of 436,000 tons from
the figures of the preceding year was due
to the heavy falling off in the crops of the
northern half of India during the period
which preceded the wheat harvest of fast
spring. The surplus stocks in Bengal and
the Central provinces were drained during
1887-8 for requirements in the North-West
provinces, which imported in the last
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quarter of 1887 fron those districts about
25,0100 tons of food-graius in excess of the
amount iinported during the saine quarter
of the previons year. As a conseqounce
prices rose above the level of profitable
export, and so long as the prospects of the
coming crop wero unfavorable owing to
the want of rain in Northern lndia, they
romainîel ut too high la level to permit of
competition witl Aimerican or Russian
wlieat in the Englisli market. SO soon,
however, as the result of the harvest was
assured, a decline in prices sOt i (entirely
indepondent of the Europeanî export de-
muand) and as ut the saine tine a steady
advanc has takei place at European cenl-
tres, prices have once nore reached the
point wlere exportation becomes profit-
able.

The crop of the present, year will be a
large one. It is estimiated that -t will be
nearly one per cent. larger than the nor-
nial harvest and that it will exceed seven
millions of tons, It is evidentalso thattwo
distinct factors ara now ut work that must
tend to a furth'er expansion of the weliat
crop. il those parts of India where there
le littleroom for extension of the culti-
vated area, wlîeat ie being substituted for
olier crops. Il othir regions, wlore new
land is available, both processes are going
on niinuintieeîously ; and this is the case
oven in the Central provinces, where the
largest area of culturable land le available,
and in whiicli it le reportod that whi'eat ls
produced at the expense of linsued and
cotton. li the 'unjab, liowever, wbeat
already occupies so iucli of the winîter
crop trea that there is no opportuity for
the substitution of wvhieat for other crops;
and the extension of the wheat aai eas due
ta the expansion of the culturable are
which is being continoiisly made possible
by the introduction of nev canal.

Under these circumstances we muet ex-
pect to find Inudia once more a formidable
competitor in European markets. The
falling off in lier wheat exportS last year
was duo, as wO have soei, iot to any ina-
bility to comipeto witlh other producing
countries but siiply to an iuproved local
demand, due to temporary causes, which
diverted to hione consuimption some hialf
million tons intended for exportation.
This your no such diversion is probable.
On the other hiand it seems certain that
tho aioiunt available for export will ba
larger thai over and that the steadv
cleapuninlg of the rupee will render thei
botter able to competo with American
wheat in Conitinenttal maritets. For cer-
tiili purposes, sucli as the manufacture of
macaroni iidsimnilar foods, Indian wloat
le peciliirly suitable; and lience, althrough
we shall not feel ite coipetitioni sostrongly
in Great Britain, in Sonthern Europe it
will prove a,most forniidablo rival.

CANADIAN LIVE STOCK.
Contrary to earlier expectations the ex-

ports of cattle are not far below last year,
while those of sheep are much larger. Few
branches of trade are so liable to sudden
cli anges and require equal shrewdness and
clear-headed business tact. Tie losses,
owing chiefly to British regulations at
landing and the expense of feeding cattle
for any length of time in Englanld, are at
times enormous, while the profits, if the
cargoes strike a fair market, may be
equally large. The weather and the sup-
plies arriving in the markets from other
sources have largely to be taken into cal-
culation. The usual ups and downs have
been experienced this season, but up to
about three weeks ago the business was
fairly profitable on the whole. Since thon
there ias been a glut of inferior cattle and
a general depression all round; ocean
freiglit rates have also risen to a hilgi
figure, as much as 65s@70sbeing asked by
the lines-insurance included. Consider-
ing the extreme drought and consequent
failure of pasturage in portions of Ontario,
the faet thtat the sliipments are only 6,500
less than last year, to recent date, le most
encouraging, and shows that the raising
of live stock for the European markets
has becoine recognized throughout the
length and breadth of the land as a well
establislhed industry not to be abandoned
if reverses are occasionally met with.

h'lie total exports have now reacied
41,592 cattle and 26,124 sheep. So far
this season the exports of slheep have
kept well alead, and they are now 6,194
in excess of last year. It ie thouglt tlat
the statistics at the close of the year may
compare more favorably, as there are
large numbers of hralf fed cattle in the
west which will be shipped within a few
weeks. In one week this season no less
tian 4,S91 lead were landled at this port
which ie the largest week's business in
the history of the trade. Tue insurance
mon and *the steamship owners have
overy reason to be satisfied with the
mortality rate, which lias been excep-
tionally low; the loss of horned cattle by
the three principal lines having been from
01 to .05 Per cent., or an average of 24 per
thousand.

Conflicting reports have been received
about the reception which the firet ship-
nient of ranche cattle of the season re-
ceiltl met with in England. The Mort-
real firm which sent the lot forward lias
stated the average price to be ashade
unider £18, and that the parties made
money and were well satisfied. Others
say the profit was ver'y slight, if any.
The truth will probablyi be found between
the two extremes. The lot, consisting of
somo 255 hîead, reaclhed the other side
nearly two montLis earhîer than the first
slipment last year. A Liverpool cor-

respondent, evidently 'a severe critic,
writes that they did not come up to ex-
pectations formed regarding them, and
that the selection was evidently not made
with due regard to British requirements,
As they were handled in the American
lairs, they had to be slaughtered within
the regulation ten days, and to a certain
extent they suffered by comparison with
the States cattle; they also sustained a
sliglit depreciation in prices consequent
upon the accession of au "extra supply.
The high color of the beef ie again raised
as an objection, but there was no serious
complaint as to its quality. The prejudices
of the British traders have so far been
against Canadian ranche cattle for store
purposes, as they are considered too wild
and also unsuitable in other respects. A
practical experiment will probably have
to be made to open the eyes of the slow
going Briton. Several lots of Ontario store
cattle have reached Aberdeen this season
and have given satisfaction, but this busi-
ness has also been started and is main-
tained against the strong opposition of in-
terested parties. . In view of the large
quantity of thoroughbred stock in the
North-West, the adverse comments of
English correspondents would scarcely
seem to be jnstified. The large impor-
tations of the best English stock have ail
along shown the determination of Cana-
dian ranchemen to maintain a reputation
which would allow no comparison to be
poésible between Canadian stock and the
low-bred scraggy cattle of the Anerican
prairies. The development of the Cana-
dian trade and ils vast possibilities bas,
however, aroused an interested elenent-
the English live stock breeders. Contracta
have been entered into for the. shipment
of 3,000 to 4,000 head of Canadian ranche
cattle this season, and the cloven foot ie
seen in the following, written from the
other side: "It le ta be hoped those to
follow will show better on arrivai, other-
wise, judging the stock from the sample.
I lear the transaction will not be very
satisfactory for the enterprising shippers."
The "enterprising shippers" willprobably
take this gratuitous advice in good part
and not be at ail discouraged.

FIRE INSURANCE.
The principal statistices of the progress

of fire insurance in Canada, recorded in
the report of the Superintendent of rire
Insurance for the year 18S7, bave already
appenred in our coluns. It may, perhaps,
however, be as well to give the concise
resume of the year's business contained in
the introduction to that report, because it
lays the situation before us in few words,
and yet at the saine tim' with perfect
clearness.

During the year 1887, the business of
fire insurance in Canada was carried on by
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thirty-two active companies; the new-
comers being the Atlas and the Employers'
Liability Assurance Company. Of this
number six were Canadian, twenty-one
British, and five American companies.
They received in cash as premiums during
the year S5,244,502-an advance of $812,167
over the receipts of 1866-but on theother
hand they paid out $8,408,514 in losses, or
$102,226 more than in the precoding year.
Obtaining an approximation to i he losses
incurred during the year, by excluding the
payments for losses outstanding at the
beginning of the year, and including the
amounts estimated for those of the year
still unsettled, the ratio of the losses in-
curred to premiums recoived may be
placed at 66.40 per cent., a ratio which
does not differ materially from the 66.62 of
the previous year, and is only 2,88 per cent.
in excess of the average for the last ten
years (68 52).

Possibly the most gratifying feature of
the year's business is the increase Of
twenty-seven millions of dollars in the
gross amount of policies ne w and renewed.
The total for the twelve months was no
less than $532,757,088; a marked indica
tion of the extent to which the advantages
of insurance are understood in this
country. Although the average rate of
premium paid vas less than that of 188s
(being $11.53.5 per thousand dollars against
$11.575) the total of premiums charged
thereon was $6,145,188, or an increase of
$291,016 over the figures of the previous
year. The loss rate was 64.90 or sub-
stantantially the same-differing,in fact,
by less than a quarter of one per cent from
the average loss-rate (64.67) for the past
nineteen years, the year 1877 being
excluded. The losses incurred (approxi-
mate) during the year, compared with the
amount of risk current (taking for this
the means of the amounts in force at the
beginning and end of the year) have been
at tbe average of $5.70 par $1,000 current
risk. The corresponding rates for 1882-8-
4-5-6 Vere $5.68, $5.56, $5.37, $4,54, $5.4S,
respectively.

Taking the return of the assets and lia-
bilities of the six Canadian companies
doing a fire business, we find that the
assets amounted at the end of the year to
$4,097,486, covering a total amount of
insurance of all kinds of $288,066,931, or at
the rate of $14.22 for every $1,000 of in-
surance in force. They have also a reserve
of subscribed capital not called up,
amounting to $1,646,460, making a total
security of 19.94 for every $1,000 insured,
The liabilities amounted to $2,406,288 made
up as follows:-

These are the most interesting statistics .
presented in the report, and although their
salient features have.already been present-
ed to our readers, they will bear repetition.
It is evident that the appreciation of the
great benefits of insurance against loss by
fire is daily growing more full. The
recent decision of the wholesale grocers not
to enter into any composition with an in-
solvent whose stock and premises vere not
insured to a certain porcentage of. their
value, indicates very clearly the import-
ance attached to this safeguard in the
commercial world. No doubt the propor-
tion of uninsured property is still far too
large; but it is diminishing every day
with the sproad of education and intelli-
gence. Fire insurance is now looked upon
as a vital necessity to every trader, and we
expect to see the increase of $27,000,000
in its volume duriug 1887 almost doubled
in 1888.

BONUSES TO MANUFACTURERS.
Under the above heading in our issue of

the 22nd July, 1887, we drew attention ta the
fact that the mayor of Oshawa iad resigned
his office sooner than give bis assent ta the
granting by the town of what he deemed ta
bo an exces'ive bonus ta E. H. Heaps & Co.
In endorsing the mayor's action we pointed
out that Mr. E. H. Heaps thon represented
two already insolvent concerns-the Reaps
Patent Manufacturing Company, on which ho
held a chattel mortgage in bis wife's name
wvhich they could not pay off, and the Oshawa
Cabinet Company, which he had just bought
out. Both these concerns had been con-
tinuously unsuccessful and there ias no
ground for bolieving that Mr. E. H. Heaps
was.in any way fitted ta change thoir pre-
vious record. Under these circumstances wc
said that for the town ta grant himu a loan
of $15,000 for ton years without interest, ex-
emption from taxation. for a similar period,
and, in addition to this, the sumu of $500 annu-
ally ta cover cost of cartage, was nt justified
by the advantages that might accrue from the
establishment of bis business in Oshawa. For
this statoment we were furiously attacked by
the local paper wvho predicted the most
glowing results from the town's action.
Unfortunately country editors are rarely busi-
ness mon; and are apt ta prognosticate the
future more from, what they hope it will e,
than from any consideration of the sactual
facts. lu a little more than one year from
the time of writing the article, our prodictions

ave been amply verified. Mr. Heaps bas
en compelled ta call a meeting of bis

reditors and claims to hav o sunk in bis
smines all his own means as w cll as $10,000

f bis wifes. The town's loan o $15,000 is
stensibly secured by the factory, but he
caves unsecured claims ta the extent of
i15,000 and the rosoate future which the
ocal paper so loudly insisted upon, bas.
urned out (as ie predicted it would) a
niserable failure.

BRITISH TINPLATES.
There bas been going on during the past

three months a somewhat rapid increase in
the production and export of tinplates, and
concurrently with the inercase there bas been
a steady augmentation in the prices realized.
A very large proportion of the tinplates and
sheets recently exported consisted of a class
of goods in the manufacture of which very
li tle or no tin is used, thin iron shoots mostly
unsed for roofing purposes in cold climates,
There is still a good demand for these sheets,
but the main increase in the consumption is
in tinplates properly socalled. Works which
were almost at a standstili three months ago
are now activoly employed, perhaps too ac-
tively for the requirements of consumners; for
although, as. wo have said, the demand con-
tinues active, stocks have very rapidly in-
croased from two or three thousand tons to
nearly eleven thousand tons. Just .now the
trade is decidedly brisk, and there is the usual
tendoncy to over-manufacture. Meanwhile
the exports of tinplates continue ta expand,
the increased shipments to the United States
boing the most marked feature of the roturns.
For the past month the quantity of tinplates
and shoot exported showed an increase of over
16 per cent., whereas for the seven months
thon ended the increase was ¯barely 9 par
cent. It will therofore be seen that the in-
crease for the month ias ratably larger than
for the savon months. The following table
shows the quantities, values and destination
of the shipments of tinplates and shets in the
past soven months, with the comparison of
the corresponding periods in the two preced.
ing years:-

THE BRITISH OROPS.
A careful review published by the London

Timesç may be summarised as follows: Thore
will be a fair yield of inferior quality, except
wheat, which is below any year since 1879,
and perhaps the smallest of the century. The
year 1888 will be a curious one in,the history
of agriculture, and in marked contrast with
1887. It cannot possibly bu called, on the
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whole, a disastrous one, sa far as the quantity
of produce is concerned, if we except the
wheat cropi, which will be not only worse than
In any year' isnce 1879 in yield, but generally
of a very inferior quality. As has been the
case since 1881, inquiries have beeu sent out
ta somne 400 farmers in every part of the
United Kingdomn, asking their opinions on the
harvest of the year, the opinions given being
expressed in figures, 100 representing au
average crop. As compiared with previous
years, the following are tie estimates given
of the crops of the year:

CUSTOMS ILEFUNDS.

Tus last meeting of the Council of the
Montreai Board of Trade decided upon a very-
sensible move wlsen they resolved to ask the
Collector of Customs to pay all refunds or
drawbacks upon dsuties by chaque instead of
in cash. The tenptation held out to weak or
ill-balanced minds by the payment to them of
suns in cash of which. their employers had
no exact ides, lias resulted in frequent cases
of dishonesty. If all refunds were paid by
chaeque and a reccipt given for dusties paid we
should hear less fequently of embozzloments,
and young clerks wiiose lives have been
ruined through yieldiug t hs lemptation
put bufore them,' would now would be reput-
able meibers of society. Thore ts really no
valid reason why this should not be done. It
wousld involve very little extra trouble to the
Custom House clerks, while it would put
euployers minds thoroughly at rest. Now'
that the Council have taken the evil in hand,
we trust that something will be donc, and
that the Government will put a stop to the
present unbussinesslikee method of receiving
and paying money ta youung employes with.
out giving a receipt. or nlotifying the firm ta
whom it belongs of the amount so refunded.

THEass is no fuimer commodity in the Boston
suarkut than turpentine. Tihe demand has'
not been botter since the great fire of i872,
when this trade was largely driven to New
York. Thera ta also a large foreign trade,
larger, in fact, thau the American market.
The supply inow ia not very heavy, and bas
reached its maximum, although the demand
is constantly increasing. But a few years ago
Wilmsington, North Carolina, was the distri-
buting centre of turpentine for the country.
Later on, aus the tres began to run out and
farns were abandoned for ones further soutb,
Charleston, In South Carolina, became thòi
distributing centre, aînd Wilminugton began to
sink into insignificance. Both of those cilles
yearly deliver ain output whiclh ts utterly in-
consequential and the centre of the turpentine
industry now, is Savannah, Georgia. 'lise
Boston Connercial Bulletin says : The yellow
fover about Jackson ville bas so frightened the
negroes who are the principal gatherers of tur-

Xpentine, that very little will be obtained from
there this year. Should the epidemic spread
to the North as far as Savannah, the output
will be considerably shortened. The trees
are eut from January to the first of March.
They run from March to the last of October.
Turpentine is collected in the interval during
these tivo monthe. Very little crude turpentine
comes North, as it ia put into a still with just
enougli wa or to boit it and ia distilled ta
spirits. The residum is shipped as rosin
Crnde is quotable at $3.00 a barrel and rosin
selle frost $1 50 t' $3 por barrel of 280 lbs.,
according to purity. The whiter the rosin
tie lessturpentine there ia in it, and the more
expansive it ia. The London market, is a
large one, and the quotation for spirits of tur-
pentine -is 28s 3d. In Boston, whore 15,000
barrels are annualiy consumed, the prices
stand at 391: cents for spot goods and 381
cents for good to arrive.

TE finx crop shows a marked diminution.
From Russia there will not bo so large a crop
raised as there was last yeat. The weather
has been largely responsible for the shortage,
the hot, dry weather being immediately fol.
lowed by wet spels. Insects also have in-
jured the crop. The late spring was the
cause of the omission of the March sowing
.and no flax was put Into the ground until the
eighth ot May. The flax ta now being bar-
vested, but as.there are many more operations
to go through with before it is placed upon
the market, it la hardly safe to estimateo the
size of the cròp. It has yet to be retted and
hackled and will bo upon the market about
the firt of ¯December. Next in order of size
comes the German flax erop. This crop,
however, is used up almost entirely at home
by the Germans, and therefore its conditions
are of but slight importince to us. The crop,
however, was only fair. The Austrinu and
Italian crops are in the same condition as the
Russian. A still greter demoralization is-
noticeable in the French and Belgiau cropÙ.
The weather has been unfavorable. In addi-
tion to tlis, caterpillars have injured the
crop still further, and a poor quality of flax
will lie obtained. Tho Irish crop will be fair,
ibis crop is without doubt making the -most
favorable showing ,of any. The weather,
liowever, has not been fully satisfactory and
the sudden alternating of hot and cold
weather las shortened the length of the fibre
Bo tbat the viold will ba probably about 33J

.per cent. Owing. to a lack of moisture in the
early part of the summer, the fibre will be
short and the quality poorer.

THE tormination of. the International Sugar
Bounty Conference at London, and the ap-
proval of the' agreement by some of the
nations represented, while others refuse te
sign, and' still otliers do so conditionally,
scarcely serves to show what the outcome
will be. Th growiug sentiment against
bounty.paying ln ait its forms encourages

't
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England to look forward to ultimate success;
while the opinion prevails in Paris that the
assent of France cannot be secured, and that
the agreement will have little effect without
French occurrences. The convention.remains
in force ten years, going into operation on
Septeniber 1, 1891. An international con-
mission: will be formed to supervise the ex-
ecutin of the measure. The convention
provides for the abolition of bounties for the
manufacture and exportation of sugar. Eng-
land agreed not to impose diffierential duties
on cane and beet imports from the countries
party to hie convention, the countries sigu-
ing the convention will exclude refined sugar,
molasses and glucose coming. from countries
that have not signed the convent.on. The
parties to the convention may lie exemptcd
from ils operations by giving a year's notice,
under certain conditions. Austria-Hungary
reserves the right to examine the matter
further. Brazil agrees with the principle,
but ieserves formal adhaerence to the con-
vention until it is finally adopted. Denmark
objects to the molasses clause. Egypt adheres
to the molasses clause. The signatory Powers
are Great Britain, Germany, Austria-Hungary,
Belgium, Spain, Italy, the Netherlaads and
Russia.

A VALUABLE hint showing the importance
of our Pacifie coast fisheries le contained in
the following taken from aPortland, Oregon,
nainesake: A new industry has lately sprang
upon this northwest coast since the arrival
of the fisherman in their smacks from Glou-
cester, Massachusetts, who, will endeavor te
reap a good harvest from the fishing grounds
in the vicinity of .Puget Sound. The other
day 150 tons of halibut were shipped from
Tacoma' to St Paul, St. Louis, Boston and
New York. The fish, which were in fine
condition, were packed in refrigerator cars,
and' itls intended to dispatch East consign-
ments every two weeks, and to supply the
markets there as cheaply as the Gloucester
fishermen do now. Special arrangements
bave been made with the Northern Pacifie,
and in due course of time daily shipments
will take place, since many more smacks are
en route, and others will follow. The de-
velopment of our fisheries atour doors should
he encouraged in every possible way, for a
profitable trade can be worked up in Montana,
Nebraska, Idaho, and our Inland Empire, and
in building up a new country, the more
variety of occupations there is, the botter for
the laboring classes.

J. E. STARKS, a cigarmaker, came to Strat-
ford in 1881, and started a nice little business
manufacturing cigars. He next went.into
paitnership with F. G. Counter and they
opened' up in Myer's Block ai elegant cigi
store; addingtheret a billiard room and tables,
They"aft'erward extended' tbeir premises and
fitted'up a barber shop at a cost of,$600.
Sh'ortlf.after thi they' dissolved and Starks

tender for the whole being the highest he con
tinued the business-chattel mortgaging to
pay off Counter. Business, however, proved
duli and did not pay, owing to too great ex-
penses and too heavy rent. He tried bard to
get a saloon in bis premises last May, but the
commissioners would not grant him a license.
Lately his household effects were burnt ont
and he only recovered about $300 insurance,
and this loss coupled with a conviction for
smuggling tobacco which involved a fine of
$200, proved too much for bis resources. He
consequently left two weeks ago, without pay.
ing the fine, and took bis family to the other
side of the line with him. The holder of the
chattel mortgage sold the business and just
about covered bis claim with expenses. It le
understood that a weakuess for games of
chance and skill largely assisted in closing up
his carcer in Stratford.

.Ota Deseronto correspondent sends the fol-
lowing notes:--The Smead system of beating
and ventilation bas been introduced into the
Picton public school buildings.-Oummings,
a Trenton confectioner, le missing, and his
creditors are preparing a warm reception for
him on his return.-An extension of one hua-
dred feet will be added to the great trestle
dock. In a few years it will reach the Fred-
erickeburgh shore, thus shelving one of the
bridge problems.- G. W. Huffman, hotel-
keeper, Napanee, bas made an assignment.-
Mr. Templeton, of the Napanee Beaver, bas
been appointed United States consul at
Napanee.-In spite of the drought there will
b a large quantity of fruit to export from
Prince Edward this season.-The recent rains
have greatly encouraged the farmers of Des-
eronto, the pasturage now being excellent.
The price of cattle and beef bas advanced.
One farmer not fer fromu this refused to laie
less than 30 dollars each for 17 head of three-
year old steers. One butcher had to pay 22
dollars a head for six cattle and three dollars
for Iambe. Many farmers now regret having
sold any of their cattile. Butter and cheese
will both be abundant, and prices are holding
up well. Grain, though undoubtedly a light
crop, le turning out better than was ex-
pected.

Tue Finance Department bas published the
following revised statement of revenue and
expenditure on account of consolidated fund
for the financial year 1887-88 : Total revenue,
$35,804,494; total expenditure, $36,698,005.
Deficit for the fiscal year, $833,510. A state-
ment of expenditures on capital account. of
1887-88 gives a total of $5,093,122, of which
$3,903,201 was for railways and canals and
public works; $1,027,041, railway subsidies;
$539,070, North-West rebellion losses; and
$135,100, Dominion lands. The sumcredited
for railways and canals expenditure on capi-
tal account includes bonuses to railways which
strictly can hardly he represented as capital.
After they are paid over the Dominion bas no

asset to show for the expenditure, the railwaïs
in which the money le sunk being private
property. A statement of the public debt
shows the gross debt on the 31st of August
to have been $284,554,072; assets, $50,013,_
373 ; total net debt, $234,540,700. On the
30th June, 1887, the gross debt was $273,-
187,620, and the net debt $227,313,911. The
deficit and the marked increase in the public
debt are certaiuly not at ail encouraging
facts.

The Liverpool Journal of Commerce says
that Colonel Davies Cooke, on behalf of the
Canadian Agricultural Colonization and Coal
Company, Alberta, Canadian Northwest, bas
just sent out 110 polled Anugs bulle. He
lias also made arrangements at Liverpool for
the shipment of no les thaIln 900 rame, com-
prising a very choice selection of Shropshire
Down sheep from the celebrated fiock of Mr.
Thomas Fena. Downton, Castle Ludlow
and the other are to he selected from equally
well-known breedors of Cheviot and Border
Leicester Eheep. These will b despatched
immediately to Albertaj and mated. with 45,-
000 ewes, which are now being purchased in
Montana. The bulls and rams will he placed
at the eleven farming stations which bave
just been formed by the company, and will-be
la a complete state when the animale arrive
at their destination. The numbers'of pedigree
cattle a,.d sheep li these consignments have
never been equalled in the annals ofîthe ex-
port trade to the United States or Canada,.or
indeed, to any other country.

A sucuEssFuL test of a new wire substituts
for'laths, recently perfected by B. Greening &
Co., of the Victoria wire mlls, Hamilton, Ont.,
bas recently been made in that city. The
inventors use for lathing a sort of wiré screen,
This le fastened to strips' of crimped iron.
The strips are an inch wide, and when fast-
tened to the joists edgeways they keep: the
screen and plaster an inch from the wood and
render the walls fire-proof. A scheme some.
what similar to this le used in the govern-
ment buildings in Hamilton, London, Orillia,
Ottawa and Montreal; also in the Bank .of
lontreal, Toronto; Mechanice' Institute,
Montreal, and other important public build-
ings. But in those buildings the screen is
nailed to the joists, while in the. Greening
patent the inch wide crimped iron strips in-
tervene and render it almost impossible for
the fire to penetrate it. Wire lathing le
coming more into use daily for the e'tter.
elase of liuildings because, as exemplified in
the experiment, it le one of the best firemroof
agents known.

higlier than lest year. hie N4cwfouindland
hait aet bas operated advantageously to the
Island fishiermen. The Newoundlanders
have caughit more fishu and the French mucli
less than usual. Under the French bounty
systen the Newfoindllinders weie gradually
being driven out of the markets of the world
and the huit aet seems to have bit the right
spot. The effect of the Bait cet on the French
fisiieries iay be judged of by the following
extract from a Paris iowspaîper: " St. Pierrei
10tli Juily.-Tie position of the fisliry lias
not varied since last advices.
