come into vogue of tanneries being owned and worked
by leather merchants, who have thus sought to secure
both a share of the profits made in the process of man-
ufacture, as well as those of the merchant dealer. This
systen is similar to that of a brewer becoming proprie-
tor of taverne. That arrangement has proved disastrous
to both parties for reasons akin te those that have done
damage te the leather interest. The retailer who is
restricted to the vending of only one brand of goode,
who acts merely as "supply agent " for one manufac-
turer, is under a serions disadvantage compared to one
who can buy where he chooses, and adapt his pur-
chases to his customers' tastes. The manufacturer
who is practically his own retailer bas cut himseolf off
from the open market. He has bound himself hand
and foot to do business in a narrow circle. If'then in
that circle his wares become unpopular he is in great
danger of ruin, the fate that hae befallen some who
adopted this policy, the policy of having his eggs,
as it were, in one basket.

The business of tanning is highly peculiar; the
processes are very simple, yet they require the closest
attention by a skilled principal, an attention that is so
tedious as to lead often to neligence, and to undue
trust of unskilled and uninterested servants. The
capital needed te work a tannery is disproportionate
te the output, when compared to other manufacturing
industries. No zal, no push, can drive the raw mate-
rial into saleable condition quicker than is needed for
certain chemical changes to operate. The hides are
cleansed by processes that cannot be hurried without
spoiling the leather. They have then te be placed
under conditions for absorbing nearly their own weight
of the chemical agent by which they are transforomed
into leather. These conditions demand rigidly fixed
periods of several menthe. The building plant of a
tannery le comparatively of small value compared te
the stock, but the time a proprietor must give te the
business is very large compared te the business done.
As an unstocked t8nnery can be bought for a small
sum, some are tempted te enter the business who have
a small capital, who. hope te use the larger part of
their time in some other occupation, and te get their
stock on credit, and thon te secure advances upon it
from a leather merchant who is anxious te control the
prices ho gives for the products of the tannery by
having the tanner in hie pnwer as his debtor. Thus,
in too many cases, the making of leather has been
taken up by persons without . any experience, with
wholly inadequate capital, and freqtiontly under con-
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ditions as te the prices to be got for their goods which
make the enterprise unprofitable.

If the product of a certain tannery is of especial
excellence, the restriction of its market te one leather
firm leads to money being made by both parties, if
ordinary care is exercised, as stocks will net accumu-
late, and good prices will be secured owing te the qual-
ity of the make. But if the leather i ordinary, thon
it must compete with the whole production of the
trade, and if the selling agency is net conducted by
prudent, active, pushing men, the tannery is apt to
get worked under its capacity, and charges on plant
and management, and capital begin te eat up the pro-
fits,-to Eay nothing of bad debts. The diversion of
hie capital by carrying a tannery at times pute the
leather merchant in need of funds, and ho is tempted
into cash sales te the factories at prices that leave him
no profit. When money becomes scarce resource is
had te loans from a bank, and the stocks are given,
under the banking act, as collaterals.

In this connection we are justified in affirming that
the system of bankers'making allowances upon stocks
in process of manufacture, or stocks warehoused, is
one liable te lead te gross abuse. There is nothing te
prevent the owner hypothecating those stocks te raise
other loans, and when the security is required to be
given up te the bank, on the failure of the owner te
pay the loan, the goods that constitute the security
cannot be identified as those te which the lender has
a legal and exclusive title. Indeed the title isno more
than a moral onein most cases, and moral titlBes are apt
te disappear like a bubble when touched hy the rude
hand of the law. The poor tanner in such a position
has his whole property pledged both te hie selling
agent and te hie banker, with interest, charges equal te
his profits.. In Quebec one bank that carried several
of these enterprises and leather dealers is eaid te have
shut down upon them when timely help was needed
because of its own means being straightened owing te
advances it had made upon timber limite by which
funds were locked up that a bank ought te have had for
the general use of its customers. The mischief se
caused is partly the reasin of the recent troubles-in
the leather trade in Quebec. The main causes of lea-
ther trade troubles however are those we have detailed,
viz, over production consequent upon so many enter-
ing into the manufacture of leather without skilled
experience; with wholly inadequate capital, or capital
borrowed under oppressive conditions; and leather
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merchants becoming entangled with manufacturing
enterpriees under such financial and business arrange-
ments as involved themr and their manufacturing asso-
ciates in common disaster. There is no evidence that
any existing circumstances, or circumstances of recent
origin, have brought about this year's troubles in the
leather trade.

TARIFF IIINDRANCES TO EXPORTS.
The duties imposed on imports hy the tariff were so

arranged as to be, in the judgment of its framers, a
protection to our manufacturing industries against in-
jurious competition. The tariff was not only to be a
shield against such competition in the home market,
but also an assistance to our manufacturers in culti-
vating a foreign trade. Any tariff that merely aime at
ensuring to a country the home market is based upon
radically unsound econonic principles. No civilised
nation can live unto itsolf, as within no beundaries
restricted by political arrangements of government,
are all those natural products grown, or those manu-
factured ones produced, that are necessary to civilised
life. The articles that are brought into any country
must be exchanged for others sent outside it, or for
money transmitted to those from whom these articles
have been purchased. If a people who buy gnods in
a foreign market have no goods to export in exchange
for ihei, or an insuflicient quantity to pay off the in-
debtedness so incurred, the balance must be made up
by money, or money's worth in the form of bonds. In
other words payment muet be made by either cash or
formal promisesto pay. The latter involves payment
also of a stipulated rate of interest on the floating debt.
On the goods sent out in exchange for goods brought
in there ie a profit made; there is also a large degree
of activity given to internal skill, industry, and capi-
tal, which in all their phases inure to the benefit of
the country. If thon all goods imported are paid for
by exports the double transactions yield profit and ad.
vantage for the greater is the activity of our manu-
facturing industries, so inuch the greater is the pur-
chasing power of those engaged in them, and those

purchases go to a large extent to swell the demand for,
and the sales of goods which have passed through the
warehouses of our importers, and left them a profit
thereon. The larger the volume of purchased goods
carried out of a retailer's store, the larger becomes the
volume of goods that enter his houge. In the same
way the greater become the manufactured exports of a
country, the greater beccme the the imports of such
goode as are needed for their manufacture, and of
those which an extended foreign business enables the
people to buy for comfort and luxury. Hence the
advisability of giving every encouragement to domestic
manufacturing by freeing raw materials from imposte,
and, asfar as is consistent with the intereete of other manu-
facturers, lightening the duties on such importe as
are required by certain classes of 'manufactured
goods made for export. There cannot be any profit
in a more acknowledgment of a debt, which
rather usually involves a yearly loss of interest.

These principles although elementary are vital,
yet they are very much lost sight of in constructing
tariffs, they were too littIe recognised in framing our
present tarif. Take as an illustration of this the con-
tot going on between Canada and the United States
in certain lines of manufactured goods te secure south-
ern markets. Fully confident of the ability of Can-
adian goods to compote with any others in the West

Indies we urged our manufacturers to push trade with
those regions. Considerable efforts have been made
to extend our trade in that direction. The govern-
ment has sought to facilitate this movement by subsi-
dising a swifter line ofsteamners plying between Can-
ada and a numberof ports inbothBritish and Spanish
West Indies. While doing se, they, owing to the
tariff, have been pursuing a highly incongruous policy.
They first handicspped the Canadian horse by extra
weights, and then offered a prize for winning the race
with its unhandicapped American competitor.

This is especially the case with the boot and shoe
industry. A large part of the materials used in mak-
ing these goods,-such particularly as the West Indies
consume and which we could supply, are the products
of the United States. Upon these materials our makers
have to pay duties of from twenty to thirty percent.
Yet, although our makers are weighted with these im-
ports, they are urged to compote with American rivais
who are not hampered with any duties on such articles.
Thus the money paid by Canadian manufacturera of
boots and shoes for duties that destroy all their
chance of selling in the West Indies, is taken to pay
subsidies to steamers to carry their goods to markets
where they cannot be sold, owing to those duties.

It will be said that the tariff allows a rebate of the
duties on materials that after being manufactured are
sent out of the country. That is so, but only in words.
It bas been found impracticable to carry on the manu-
facture of boots and shoes under such arrangements as
are necessary to socure the bonefit of the rebate on ex-
ports as provided by the law. To meet this provision
a factory would have to be especially devoted to the
manufacture of such goods for export, as are made of
imported materials. An unworkable, or if workable,
an intoleraffle system of governmental inspection has
been suggested. But the only practicable plan is that
of a special factory, or department for making export
goods. But to specialise the mnchinery of a business
in this way would more than absorb all the advantage
to be got from rebates of duties. We are thus shut up
to this conclusion, that so long as the Canadian manu-
facturer of boots and shoes has to pay any duties
which his rivals bave not to pay, he carries a burden
on bis back that disables him from racing against an
untrammelled competitor. If the duties complained
of must be retained, then a rebate should be fixed at a
given percentage on the gross value of exports propor-
tionate to the amount by which the cost prices have
been enhaneed by those duties. That percentage
could be arrived at by conference with manufacturera
interested.

The plea, however, that these duties form part of
the protective systen, will not bear examination. The
articles alluded to are not made in Canada, nor is it
possible in some cases, nor in the least degree probable
in others, that they ever can be made hore. 'Oak tan-
ned leather is one material we cannot make, yet it is
taxed on protective lines. Thera are other "fixings" used,
eyelets for instance, that are only made in two factories
in the States, and they are fighting so keenly for a mono-
poly that prices are cut down so far below what they
could be made for in Canada, and our consumption isso
snall that a factory here bas no chance oflife. A visit to
one of our largest boot and shoe factories is quite
enough to convince any person that in mechanical ap-
pliances, expert skill, enterprise, capital and a steady
supply of labor, we have every element needed for
successful competition with the manufacturera of the
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States. Only give them a chance to get their materials
on the saine terme as those rivals and they will sell

against them in foreign markets with ease, that is, if
the competition they have to meet is fair, and their

rivals do not combine to choke them off.
There has now elapsed a moro than sufficient length

of time to test the developing powers of the protective

element in the tarif. That test has demonstrated the
absolute incapacity of protection to create Canadian in-

dustries for manufacturing certain kinds of imported
articles. The soil bas been especially cultivated, the
seasons have been propitious, the -demand for a crop
has been urgent, but not a blade of green growth has

sprung into life as a promise of reward. The experi-
ment bas been expensive, we complain not of that, as
success would have made it an economical and re-
munerative one in these, as the same policy has been
abundantly proved to have been with others. , We
submit then that a revision is called for in the tarifi.
This should be based upon a frank recognition of facts,
such as are indicated above, such facts as show that
the line of protective imports should be rigidly drawn
along the line of goods that require protection, and
that especial freedom should be given to all materials
needed for and consumed in the manufacture of those
goods with wbich we could enter foreign markets as
auccessful competitors with any rival..

We recently sl)oke of " Free Trade" being an Eng-
lish Fetish ; Canada needs to be on its guard lest " Pri-
tection " be an idol worshipped bere with as much un-
ressoning superstition as the opposite policy is in the
old land, as neither one system nor the other contains
exclusively a monopoly of economic truth or wisdom.

THE MANUFACTURERS' ASSOCIATION.

At the annual meeting held this week in Toronto
of the Manufacturers' Association, President McNaugh-
ton delivered a highly interesting address. He took
occassion to give an emphatie denial to the charge
which has become a stock one on the platform, and
an habitual phrase in the press, that the Association
has contributed large funds for election purposes. He
declared that not a single dollar had ever been given
by them for any such purpose. Whatever subscrip-
tions towards election funds individual manufacturers
had given was, of course, their private business. It is
well such a disclaimer was made, as it is not well foi
any special interest to be organized as a collecting
agency for funds to be used in political contests. Ir
this age of combinations, when society seems univer.
sally under the influence of a centripetal force, it would
be puerile to object to any class organising to furtheî
its interests by any legal means. The manufacturing
enterprises of Canada have become so extensive, the
amount of capital they represent is so great, f ho per
sonal interests in them so numerous, that there may
complex interests are believed to be threatened b3
well be grave anxiety felt when all these serious and
political action which is openly advocated. A protec
tive organization is the natural consequence of an ag
gressive one. Business needs stability of those politi
cal conditions under T hich it works. We are not sur
prised at the President saying, that he would far prefe
tojump into annexation with a bound, rather than g
through years of agitation that would lead ¯ta tha
change. Nor can we be surprised, nor can complain
bejustified, at those whose capital and life interest
are jeopardised by a certain proposed policy, combin

ing to guard their possessions from 'what they believè
would bring them to ruin. The " Red Parlor " party,
-a nickname derived from the room where the late
Premier addressed the manufacturers at Toronto,-is
verybitterly abused, butits sufficient defence and just-
ification for existence are found in such attacks ; as self
preservation la the first law of nature, and the right of
self defence is indisputable. When his all is menaced,
when dire disaster is threatened his country, is the
Canadiau manufacturer to atind mute before such a
danger, so that ofi him it may be said "I He's silent in
bis hate, as Foscari was in his suffering "? Our people
are not built that way ; no sneers at the "Red Parlor "
will prevent the most active measures in their power
being taken by those engaged in our industries tu keep
them froin being swamped by any policy inspired by
either fanatical theories, or « anxiety to further the
ambition of a foreign nation.

The President boldly declared that Canada feared
no fair competition, her only danger is from competi-
tion organised to drown her industries by a flood of
slaughtered goods. In referense to this Mr. McNaugh-
ton made soine remarks which present a somewhat
novel aspect of this question. He stated that:-

4Anyone who bas atudied manufacturing in Canada must be
aware that our factories are largely duplicates of American in.
dustries, a large proportion of which are carried on by the holp
of patents which secure ta their owners an absolute monopoly
of their own market. Our mnufacturers of articles patented
in the United States, and I their name is legion for they are
many," may b fairly classed undor two heads; (1) those who
have purchased Canadian patents taken out by American in.
ven tors, and (2) those who are making articles patented in the
United States, which articles have never been patented in Can.
ada, or on which, if secured, the patent bas been allowed ta
lapse by reason of non-compliance with the Patent Act."

Frein this it is ecear that so far as the firat-clasa are
cancerned these patents would Ilcorral the Canadien
manufacturer mare effetually thani hlf a dozen Mc-
Kinley bis," for no tariff coula set thera aside.

19To the second class it ila evident that uttrestrioled recipro.
City would mean apything but fair competition, for whilq the
United States manufacturera warild have the protection af the
Chinese wail erected by their patents, whicb it wauld bc utterly
impassible for their Canadian competitora te Eurmaunt, they
could send their goada into this country as freely as they could
injta any part af the United States cavered by their patents. Lt
hardly needs that a persan shail be thoraughly conversant with
manufacturing to know .just how snob an arrangement would,

*operate on the Canadian industries affected by it. Lt would
simply Inean ruin ta theme for they wonld ha wiped out before
auch. a treaty would bave been hall a year in existence."

Those nat affscted by patenta would under the saine
palioy be compelled ta revolutionize their business by
mnufacturiag specialties, wbich wouid coxupel. thein
ta locate their factorisa witbin the United States wliere
their chief market would bo, as atlierwiss tliey could

*not compote with those on lhe graund, and,
CiThe identical reasous thaït wanld campei Canadian msnuac.

turers, under unrestricied reciprocity, ta move scras ta the
United States, would also prevent Arnerican manufacturera Iromn
lacating on this aide of the line,"

The foliawing resolutioas wsre passed regarding tlie
undervaluation of importe:

Wherean, by a recent decision of the Exchequer Court, it ap-
rpear: that job or unsaleable goods can be imported at:i3aughter

:) manufacturera they comnt ha sold for consumptian in the home
tmaikoet asathan regular prices. And, whoreas it fa unfair ta

. municate.with the Goverment with a view to bayinÈ the CYns-
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tours Act so amended that such goods ahall pay duty upon the
regular and not upon the slaughter prices, and that where such
goods have for any reason been withdrawn from the market
where manufactured the duty price for Canada shall be the low-
est price at which bons fide sales have been made for consumnp-
tion in the country where they were manufactured.

We believe the Customs Act already provides against
"slaugher prices" ruling the rate for entering goods.
The oath taken by agents or attorneys of the owner,
consignee, or importer reads thus: "I do solemnly
swear * * that the said invoice and entry exhibit the
fair market value of the said goods at the time and
place of their exportation ta Canada, without any de-
duction or discount for cash, or because of the exportation
thereof, orfor any other cause whatsoever." If then goode
are entered at prices that have been fixed for "slaugh-
teï " purposes, prices fixed " beause of the exportation
thereof," prices below " the lowest price et which bona
flde sales have been made in the country whpre they
were manufactured," it is quite manifest that whoever
passes such goods commits perjury when ho takes the
customary oath as above required by the Customs Act.

CREDIT RUN TO SEED.

Immediately certain plants begin ta run to seed
their life is being rapidly sapped, their usefulness has

gone, they are fit only ta be thrown out as refuse.
Credit in this country has entered this stage of deve.
lopment, and, ta a large extent, instead of being the
life sustenance of trade is becoming its poison.

When the causes of so many failures are investi-
gated, the tap root of these disasters is found ta be the
vicious system of credit now so general. Over produc-
tion ta which je attributed the failures amongst manu-
facturers, is only one effect of credit boing too easily
obtained by the manufacturer, and by him toc readily
granted. With capital borrowed from friends, or
from a too easy banker, mon rush into manufacturing
to supply a market already occupied. They offer long
credit ta retail purchasers; the retailer gives the same
dangerous favor to individual buyers; so through the
whole circle of trade this system se operates as ta
etimulate transactions that would net be entered upon
but for the day of paymient being se far ahead as to be
lost sigit of when buying. The same course is pur-
sued by wiholesale merchants. Their linge stocks are
built up largely on extensions of long credits given by
factory owners, or by bankers adopting the unbanker-
like policy of competing for business. To clear out
these stocks, to swell their output as largely as pos.
sible, wholesale bouses send agents into every retail
store in their lino, who tempt the owners into immo.
derate purchases by offering such terms as appear ta
put pay day off to an indefinite period in the dim and
misty future. These traders are thus tempted te treat
each day's cash recei pts as at their disposal for spending
or as a basis for still more extensions of credit from
other firme. They soli ecklesly to credit customers,
thon when the long deferred pay day is approaching
they begin te realise the need of funds, ta securo which
they have a " slaughter sale," and very frequently the
wholesaler and the banker are slaughtered in this
fight for ready money. The excessive credit being

given is shown ini the case of one firn who have just
assigned. They are rated by a mercantile agency at
about $10,000, while thoir liabilities are close upon ton
timeä that suni

Ingenious but questionable devices to raise money
that have been invented as a natural result of this

craze for long credit, have become an almost estab-
lished and recognised trade custom. The extent to
which storekeepers endorse for each other and accept
each others drafts, is prodigious and scandalous. A
genuine promissory note discounted by one bank, has
duplicates and triplicates in his neighbor's bill cases.
Notes given for goods supplied are made in sets in this
way, so that for each $100 really owing, $300, $400, or
more of discounts are afloat.

Our banks far too readily allow customers to keep
two banking accounts. This privilege is taken advan-
tage of ta double the banking [accommodation that
each one considers prudent for his customer to have.
In a recent failure two banks were in for about the
same amount; and the same goods had been hypothe-
cated in favor of both.

The whole system is rotten, it is a deadly cancer
eating up the health and strength of mercantile life.
What is the remedy ? One vigorous manufacturer
found and applied it. He went ta his competitor and
threatened that unless he stopped selling goods at such
long credit, he 'would cut prices so low as ta run him
out of the business, or compel him ta reform. The
effect was that one branch of our trade was relieved
fron this curse by credit being strictly confûned
ta thirty days. Merchants, manufacturerers, and
bankers must co-operate ta clear business from this
incubus. The losses from this pestilent influence could
be enormously reduced by joint action on the part of
those who chiefly are its victims, and they would do
the country an inestimably valuable a service were
they ta combine ta stop the abuse of long credits.

THE NON-INSURANCE OF MUNICIPAL BUILD-
INGS.

Some weeks ago a number of visitors ta this city
who came as representatives of the fire insurance in-
tereste of Canada were linvited by the authorities ta
witness a parade of the local fire brigade on the Champ
de Mars. Needless to say that display was admitted
ta be a splendid tribute ta the intelligence, the progress
and the wealth of this, the Canadian metropolis of
commerce. The ground on which the brigade and our
visitars were gathered is shadowed by civie buildings
of vast height and area, representing an expenditure
of public money ta extent of over'$l,000,000. Whether
from oversight or design the Mayor did not call the
attention of the insurance delegates ta the fact that ail
that city property was left uncovered by insurance.
If the omission was deliberate, it showed no little wis-
dom on the part of the Mayor and his colleagues who
were present. For, had such a condition of affaira
been made known, the spectators would have very
justly been convinced that, while the fire brigade did
honor ta the intelligence of the citizens, the absence of
insurance on the civic buildings showed that the gen-
oral intelligence of the people was not shared by its
civic representatives. It is however, no new, nor is it
an isolated local fact, that the people send ta a City
Council, those who are below their own average in
commonsense and business wisdom.

It is net generally known that the property owned
by the people of Montreal is net insured against loss
by fire. Were the City Hall burnt the cost of recon-
struction would have ta conie out of the ratepayers'
pockets by taxation. It is quite within the range of
possibility for this city ta have inflicted upon it a dead
loss of one million dollars by a fire breaking out in
civic buildings. One needs' but te look .up from the
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scene of the recent fire brigade display on the Champ
de Mars te see how disastrous a fire would be in that
vast, that very lofty structure. We are net aware that
a corporation building bas any more immunity from
fire risk than private ones, 'Nor do we knoiv of any
principle by which a corporation can justify ita keep-
ing property in its charge uncovered by insurance, any
more than would excuse a private trader negleeting te
insure his premises and stock. A corporation is in-
deed under more obligations te protect civic property
by insurance than is any individual owner. A private
citizen's negligence or folly, may bring upon him disas-
trous financial results, which, as a iule, punish only
him self or a very narrow circle. If a property owner
thinks well to play the fool by net insuring it, and te
endure consequent punishment by its being burnt he
can plead that folly is his private fun and he is ready
te pay for it, But a Corporation, a City Council, is a
body of Trustees, who have no right te make their
notions their rule of conduct in regard te property
held by them in trust. Conduct which in regard te
their personal estate may merely cause them te be
regarded as lunatices, is in regard te trust property,
absolutely criminal. Aldermen who leave civic build-
ings uninsured, and the citizens thereby unprotected
from loss by their injury or destruction by fire, cone
periously near a criminal dock; se near indeed that
they are only kept out of it~by a legal technicality,
net by any moral protection. We are however, dis-
posed te think that in relying upon suchilegal immu-
nity from prosecution they may be skating on very
thin ice, thin enough, were pressure applied, te let
them through.

If the law does net compel civic buildings te be
insured, or a fund to be built up specially for insur-
ance purposes, it is most defective; but the law touch-
ing the obligations of truçtees is wide.

It is urged that there have been no losses te recom-
pense the city for the cost of insurance, Apart from
the irrelevance, the childishness indeed of this plea,
the fact is that already a very heavy amount of insur-
ance money has. been paid te the city. Had net one
cent been se paid the argument would still stand un-
affected. Insurance money is paid for two purposes,
to cover the constant risc of fire, and to meet woen called for
the actnal lo8 byflre. No sane person supposes that in-
surance is an exchange operation, like giving four
quarters for a dollar bill. He who withdraws hie fire
insurance because his promises have net been burnt,
je like one who drops an accident policy because his
limbs are still unbroken, or one who allows a life policy
te lapse because he is still alive. An even cloFer ana-
logy is this,-dropping a fire policy because the pro-
perty wheii insured was net burnt, is like taking the
" locks, bolts and bars" ~off the doors of a house, be-
cause so far it has escaped the burglar. The sapient
Aldermen who have left our property uninsured are
known to look sharply after insuring their own build-
ings. Thus they prove, that they have great respect
for the safety of their own pockets, but none for the
public purse. They value a littie clap-trap popularity
amongst the Most ignorent classes of our population,
who pay no taxes as owners of property, more than
they respect their own judgment as te what is prudent
in a property owYner. Their duty, their honor, as
public Trustees, seem te have been utterly disregarded.
To catch the votes of a few who have no knowledge of
civo responsibilities, ner of thèse of a property owner,
or trustee, they have, put in jeopardy our magnificent

city properties by leaving them uncovered by insur-
ance.

The highly dangerous risk now being run of enor-
mous loss by fire in our civie buildings, demande the
prompt attention of the citizens.

CIVIL SERVICE EXAMINATIONS.
The Commissionere who are now investigating the

Civil Service, would do well before concluding their
labors, to pay some attention to the questions asked of
candidates for positions at Ottawa. Although weregard
it as utterly impossible to form any reliable judgment
on the fitness of a candidate for such duties as are dis-
charged in the Departments by his answers to exami-
nation questions, these answers may serve te show
who is palpably unsuited for the public service. A
candidate may fail to answer such questions as are
usually put, and yet be eminently adapted for useful-
ness in the Civil Service, while one who passes the
examination with honor may prove to be equally in-
capable.

Beyond being a test of his educational acquire-
ments, these examinations test nothing. The questions
simply serve te prove that he who answers them has a
certain.faculty for acquiring knowledge, but acquiring
knowledge is not the special duty of a Civil servant.
Looking at a list of the questions recently put te can-
didates we fail to see their bearing on the practical
duties of life, except te some extent those of a pupil-
teacher or a [school master. We venture te say that
many of the most able public men of the day could not
answer some of the questions put te Civil Service can-
didates. For instance they were asked te " Define a
subject, a predicate, a direct object, and an indirect
object giving an exampleeach." That question would
" plough" almost every living statesman, it would
be shirked by Mr. Gladstone himself, yet it could be
answered off-hand by boys and girls who had been
crammed with the rubbishy, metaphysical technica-
lities of modern grammars. Another question je ".How
did Sable island get stocked with cattle and ponies?"
Another "Say why was the Prince of W ales invited te
Canada? " Othera relate te obscure incidents in Can-
adian history which if answered, could only be by a
"I fluke," and if passed over would be no indication of
ignorance. The questions smack altogether of the
pedagogue; they would do very well te ask boys at a
yearly examination after instruction in the books
whence the answers could be drawn.

If candidates cannot prove their capacity te write
grammatically without knowing all about "a predi-
cate," or "a direct obj ect," they never wi.ll by repeat-
ing by rote the mystertous jargon that is now taught
as grammar, and te which le owing the miserably defec-
tive English of our young people. We have in our
possession a letter from the head of a large public
school, a letter closely written, covering four sides of
note paper, in which there is no sign of punctuation,
which is in fact one sentence wherein tenses and moods,
predicates and subjects and objecte, are mixed up in
admirable confusion.

There are very few positions at Ottawa where any
technical skill is.required. The great need of the Civil
Service is young men of fair education, sound cornmon
sense, earnestness, ambition te succeed by good work
and good habits. The presenice or the absence of th ese
prime requisites for.usefulness cannot be tested by ex-
amination papers, but such papers may be and are so
'uâed as te magnify needless qualifications, and to
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put wholly out of sight those that are essential-
Time nd time gain when a special urgency bas arisen
for clerkly skill, the want bas been supplied by select-
ing the right man from some business cffice and excus-
ing him the examination test. In many other cases
the test bas been set aside to find berthe solely
a give a bit of patronage ta a political friend of the
party in power. A system so defective in providing
efficient officere, and so easily set aside ta make places
for the unworthy, needs either reforming greatly or
abolishing.

JERRY BUILT HOUSES.

The prevailing style of dwellings erected in tbis
city bas not been favorable ta the jerry builder. Our
climate demands structures of greater stability than
wbere less artificial heat is required and for a ehorter
term. The topography of the site of the city has
developed also a class of buildings that require te he
substantial. The strain upon a bouse that is divided
up into two or three tenemrnte, as well as the ordinary
wear and tear incident upon occupations by several
families, are much greater in proportion ta size, than
in a dwelling occupied by only one family. House
owners are only too familiar with the damages done
by a constant change of tenants. The free, almost
univerpal use too of Stone for foundations, and the
main walls, is net a feature that lends encouragement
ta the jerry builder. As a rule, stone ia stone, but
bricks, and plaeter, and wood woik are qpt ta illus-
trate the saying that things are not what they seem.

In the last few years the city bas been bureting its
old tine bonds asunder; tbe north western and eastern
suburbs have become residential districts on a large
and increseing seale. 'Ie large tenement bouse 1s
giving way ta snaller, self-contained dwellings. It is
in this clas of structures, that the jerry builder finds
his opportunity. The outside of these bouses is made
attractive by ingenious fancy wood work, which is tuck
on the walls like a dab of plaster. All the interior
work that is left vieible is made ta catch and please
the eye. But from foundation te roof, throughout
every portion of man y of these buildings, there are
signa of the woik beirg ecamped as to execution, and
the mateials being of the poorest. No sooner do
tenants go in than they find daily annoyances of a
petty but most irritating kind. lio doors fit, the lockS
are uselese ; the icof lenks; the plsnter shells off; the
floors sink out of level; the windows are either too
lase and attle on the least excuse, or are immove-
able; the cellar is net drained ; the plumbing is very
temporary ; the hot water pipes are net enough ta en-
sure warmth, there is only one small chimney which
is too small, and so low at ta be smoky. or wholly un-
equal to giving a furnace aund stove sufficient draught.
Sa the tenant of one of those pretty looking houses,
with their elaborate w ood-work fronts and general
interior look of finieh, when be sings " There is ne
place like home," bas his mental reservations, for he
finde no place se irritating as that which ought to be
a salace and a balm after business worries.

One pleasant discovery that ho makes is that the
drainage in several of his neighbours' bouses empties
througb his cellar, and se the Most carefully kepi
dwelling is at the mercy of the reckless. Thus, what
ho supposes te be a aelf contained house, net only con.
tains itseolf, but contains also the filth and disease

generating odours of some uncleanly neighbour. HE

finds that his bouse also contains what seems like a
sounding board, for what passes next door can be heard
with etartling distinctness, a distinctness that is mad-
dening if ho happons to have musical taste and the
family of his next neighbour is fond of pounding the
life out of a never-in-t une piano, or when he le made
to share in all the midnight felicities created by a
screaming baby. Tenants then need beware and bave
any house they fan cy carefully examined before enter-
ing, and a cast iron lease executed compelling the
landlord to do wbat is necessary for comfort and health
and to rectify the defects of scamped work. The
drainage too needs the very careful attention of ten-
ants. As these houses are built to sell, buyers need take
great precaution lest they and the bouse are not sold
by the saine transaction.

DECISION AFFECTING COMBINES.

A highly important decision bas just been gven in England
regarding combinations. It is to this efleet, that manufacturers
who enter into an agreement not to seli their goods below a
certain price mutually determined and accepted, to form what
we call a " combine " ta keep up prices, do not by such agree-
ment commit an unlawful act. The principle on which this
decision is based is ibat which ia recognised by the legislation on
trade unions, and which is acted upon by certain professions
'who are bound by a tariff of fees. It affirma what all persons
regard as jist il regard to their personal possessions, over the
disposal of which they esteeem themselves ta have rights against
the world. For two or more persnns ta agree upon a joint lino
of action in respect ta the value they attach to their rerpective
prop<rtieq, dues not in the least degree invalidate their indivi.
dual iights as owners. The Act sought ta be passed in the
louse of Commons restraining " combines," would, in the face

of this decision, be almoat certainly disallowed. Altbough the
public are fleeced unmercifully by "trusts," who hold a mon-
opoly of certain producta, we venture the opinion that the loes
such combinations irflict by keeping up excessive prices i a
mere fraction of the losssi- flicted by unrestrain'd and reckless
competition. If somae law could be devised to prevent traders
selling goods without leaving them a fa*r profit, ihat would be of
infloitely mrre service to trade than any attempt to put down
combinations for maintaining prices.

TUE SUPPLY OF COTTON.

No amall anxiety exista in the States regarding the cotton in.
terests which are enormous. The Farm and Bome saya: g It
it proposed to reduce next year'a crop one million bales. But
would not this lead the pauper labor of South America, Asia,
Africa and Southern Europe to increase their screage aven more
rapidly than they bave iå the past two yeara? " We can ans.
wer that. Certainly if one source of supply is reduced in produc.
tion, then, if there is a chance of profit, others will be increased
in proportion. The Man/facturers' Record consoles the South.
ern farmers for the $80,000,000 of loss they are likely to sustain
by the shriukage in the price of cotton by showing that this ia
more than made up by the 150,000,000 bushels of corn, wheat
and oats raised in 1891 in exceBs-ot the crop of 1890. The esti.
nated value of the increased grain crop is $112,000,000. That is
poor consolation, except to the general public. The shrinkage
in price of cotton muat lead ta some reduction in its cost to re.
tail buyers, and the enormous harvests in the U. S., and Canada
will provide extra ieans for purchases, so, what with lower
prices for cotton goods, and increase of funds, there aeems a
probability of a large increase in consumption, and enlarged de.
mand for the products of our cotton nulls.

Three Insurance Companies.-the Norts British, the Cale.

donian, and the City of Glasgoto-are going ta ask Parliament
next session for extoneion of their powers. The City oj Glasgow
sirply wishes to increase its capital i the Caledoniaa and yortk
British are petitioning to extend their business, go as to include
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insurance against damsge ta property of any description, whether
by fire or water. The Caledoniaa also seeks to acquire Brglary
business, and enlarged powers of investment. The North Briti3h
goes further still, in asking for power ta lnsure contracts for the
formation of funds of every description. The last named Con-
pany will evidently be in a position, if the powers sought are
obtained, ta transact insurance business of any kind whatever,
and its request for authority to extend its home and foreign
business, and ta acquire that of existing companies, ie evidently
dictqted by the possibilities arising from the new responsibilities
sought for. The Insurance Agent aiso states thait the Imperial
Life Co. has issued a new propectus of childrens' endowiment.

ALLIANCE ASSURANCE COMPANY.

The lst Report., Accounts and Balance Sheet of this Con-
pany presented et a meeting held in London, on 18th March
last, are signed by Lord Rothschild, Chairman of the Board,-a
significant name. The balance sheet shows liabilities for capital
paid up $2,750,000, Life Assurance fAnd $10,200,000, Fire insur-
ance fund $3 250,000 and prefit and loas account $500,000, these
with $501,2.0 for claims admitted outstanding and amall sund-
ries make a total of $17,300,OO. This amouent i covered by
assets which within $461,900, which is held in cash, bille receiv-
able and due interest, are all invested in mortgages, debenture?,
loans ta corporations, and other first class securities. The re-
port of l fire account " shows amount of Fire insurance fund on
lst January as $3,118,000, preniums received after deducting
re-insurance premiums $I176,000, and interest on above fund
$150,000. Against this are placed loses by fire $943,000, expenses
of management $319,000, commissions $284,000, leaving $435,000
to transfer ta profit and loss, and a balance of Fire insnrance
fund of $3,351,500. The fine premiums for the year were $1,976,-
500, losses by fire were 47.70 per cent, commissions 14.30 per
cent, management and income tax 16 60 par cent, leaving 21.40
per cent surplus. The net interest amounted ta $266,370. Be
sides the magic name of "Rothschild," we find the naines of
others of the financial giants of London on the Board. The
company besides its four London offices, bas branches in fourteen
of the largest cities and towns of Great Britain. The entrance
of a company so powerful in resources and personal prestige
into the Canadian field of insurance, adds one more ta those
institutions that tend ta raise the stability and financial tone of
Canadien business. The sharebolders of the Royal Canadian
are to be congratulated upon finding so substantiel a successor,
and the Alliance is alse ta be congratulated on securing a valu-
able business in Canada.

A MISOHIEVOUS IiUMOUR.
The Ottawa Beening Journal of J4th inst., had the following

MONTREAL, JanuaTy i 5.-Owing te the recent heavy failures
in the leatuer trade at Quebec, one of the largest firms in the
leather business of Monte4l it is currently reported, i on the
eve of announcing suspension. Wbat lends great importance te
the rumor la the lact that a local banking institution hold the
pqpor of the Montreal firm ta the amountof nearly halfa million
dollars and, should runer be correct; wdl be forced ta suspend
els.

The sum named certainlv is large en.ough, if lost, ta cause its
suspension. But as the report is not true we took steps for its
correction all over the country. Were the calsmity ta happen,
which was stated to be probable, the shareholde ra would wonder
at their bliidness in not seeing what. would result fron the
policy of locking up thpir funda in timber limita se fer as ta
cripple the active and avaiable resources of the bank. But
when warnings given in good faith are resented, there cean be
no sympatby when the trouble comeF, except for persons whose
sex, age, and ignorance of the world have caused then ta be
victimised. Although resented, we repeat Our warning, especi-
aly ta Trustees.

UNFAIR TO CANADIAN FARMERS.

The discussions going on all over the country at agricultural
conventions will doubtless prove of great service ta our dairying
interests. Professor Saunders is especially active in urging far.
mers ta improve the quality and quantity of their butter made
for export. He recently said, "the excellence of Canadian
cheese was readity recognizid in England. We supplied Great
Britain with one half of their cheese importe. But on butter we
were very lamentably deficient. It was a fact that Great Britain
imported 216,000,000 pounds of butter annually, and Canada
only gave them one per cent. That was most unsatisfactory."
le went on to compare this with the enormous supplies of but-
ter from Denmark, and urged our farmers ta emulate the pro.
ducers of that country by keeping a better class of cows and
paying more attention ta the quality of their butter. While it
in true that our agriculturists are far too careless as ta their live
stoak, and areilacking in skill and care in making butter, they
have certain natural conditions ta contend with that do not
exist in Denmiirk. The climate of that country la one especi.
ally favorable ta pastures, and the live stock ean be kept graz-
ing in the fields for n'onths longer in each year than our ani-
mals. The winter feed is also more succulent, it gives better
milk than cean be yielded by our stall fed cows that are shut in
front grazing over half the year. Danmark too at every point la
very near ta English markets, hence the butter can be put on
sale in England in the freshest condition, and et a trifling cost
for inland and water freight. The Danish dairy la consequently
a much larger and more profitable factor in a farm there than is
usually practicable with us, where the drawbacks are aerious
caused by length of tine for stall feeding, comparative dearth of
pasture food, and long distance transport. Still, having done so
well with cheese making, we doubtless could do better than we
have done so far with producing butter for the English market,
were the advice given by Prof. Saunders and other experts
generally followed. But ta compare our farma for dairy pur.
poses with those of a country like Denmark is unfair ta our
farmers.

À POINT OF LAW RIE FRAUDULENT NOTES.

The Court of Appeal rendered judgment on the 19th which
is of some importance ta bankers, altbough the principle involved
bas been before declared and upheld in other Courts. A local
bank had made advances upon notes that had been procured
by one Mabon and bis confederates from fariera who in signing
them supposed they were mere contracts ta buy farta impie-
ments. One of these made by a farmer named Leblanc for
$300 was sued for by the bsnk and the action was dismissed on
grounds which practically involved the bank in the swindle.
The Court of Appeal reversed this judgment, holding that, it
being established that the bank not being aware of the frauda
at the time, and having accepted and holding the note in good
faitb, it could not, as a third party, be made ta lose on a perfect-
ly legitimate and honest transaction on iRs part. As between
appellant and respondent, the first was blameless and the other
was guilty of imprudence. The bank bad a lien on the note as
its holder in good faith for value given, and it must be paid.
Any other decision would have placed bankers in a very danger.
ouas position. It is impossible for them ta be familier with the
signatures of all persons whose acceptances are brought for dis-
count by customers.

J. E. M. WHITNEY & CO. -

The troubles of the above firm arose from the Mooney failure
alluded ta last week. Mesars. Whitney & Co. were selling
agents for G. A . Mooney & Co. (snd other tannere), ta whom they
advanced î5 per cent on value of goods held for sale. H1 d they
kept only ta this there would have been no necessity f>r a cm.
promise. But with regrettable imprudence they. adynnced
Mooney & Co. over $30,000 on stocks in process of manufacture,
or said to be. When the collapse came, these securities alsEo
gave way, as they had not been secured by the necessary legal
process. The mischief that brought down these firma bas been
cng hatching, and Mr. Whitney being unsuspecting, and given
ta placing undue confidence in his fellow-men, did not see bis
danger until too late. As Whitney & Co. sold sheepskins ta
M6oney & Co., the accommodation wasatrightly understood by
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the banks. Mr. Whitney bas narrowly escaped the worse fate
which ioten befalls men who become entangled and his many
friends hope he will take the lesson ta heart. The firm lost
aise by the John Price, and other failures. The total liabilities
are $74,000, assets nominally $45,000, of which about $17,000
is in warehoused stocks. A cash settlement at 40 cents in the
dollar has been finally arranged, which in such troub!ous times,
and under such circumatances, la net to ha despised.

LABELS ON FOREIGN WINE BOTTLES.

A little chink la said ta let in much light. It takes a very
slight fracture ta spoil a piece of china, or to ruin even the re-
putation of a good coin. There are labels used on wine bottles
that bear almost every outward and visible ign of being genu-
ine. But tliere i a rift in the lute that spoils the music. - The
vast maiority of wine buyers never read a label critically, their
eye resta on Bome name which is prominently displayed,-and
this bait catches them. A careful reading of some labels reveals
that they were never drawn up in the land wherein the wine ia
supposed ta have been bottled. The genuine labels which were
written and printed at the vineyard, or in an adjacent city, have
an indefinable foreigu appearance: The type la of a different
style ta that used on tis continent, the phrasing of the label is
racy of the soil. The deceptive labels, however, display the
kind of type only used on ibis aide the Atlantic, and their com.
position demaonstratea that the phrases upon them have under-
gone translation. These chinks of defect are very slight, in.
visible indeed save ta a trained eye, yet they let in suficient
light ta prove that these labels are fraudulent, and that the
bottles they are fixed upon contain a spurious compound. This
kind of fraud ought ta receive the attention of the customs
oflicials. No merchant in good standing allows hiniself ta ba
party to such rascality, but thero are some who are in league with
the concoctora of and agents for these chemical imitations of
foreign wines. Buyers therefore who have any respect for their
health need ba careful ta patronize only such of our wine mer-
chants as have an eatablisied, honorable reputation.

THE QUICKEST ROUTE LONDON 10 NEW YORK.

TELEGRAPi COMPANIES LIABLE FOR ERRORS. .

The G. N. W. Telegraph Co. bas beau adjudged liable for loss
thnt arase from one of its operatora making a mistake of one
letter in a message. He chîanged i writing to.night," !i I wait-
ing to.night," and this caused the receiver to return froin New
York for which as it was a neadlesa and inconvenient trip, ha
sought damages. The Telegraph Co. pleaded that they were
protected by a form haviug beu signed agreaing ta hold theni
not responsible for any mistakes. The conditions on the form
and the signature were admitted, and the only question now to
decide said Judge Wurtele, was whether the Telegraph Company
could stipulate for itself immunity froin its own faults. The
Code provides that a contract cannot b based upon an illicit

and immoral consideration. Now to stipulate immunity from
one's own fault, is au immoral and illicit conside ration, and con.
sequently the conditions mentioned in the formu referred to and
upon which the plea is founded, cannot be binding. For
these reasons, the judgment of the Court below was confirm.
ed which makes the Telegraph Co. liable for damages claimed.

Two very extensive fires occurred in this city On Wednesday

aight. The one at the corner of Victoria Square sud Craig
Street broke out in the warehouse of Mille and MacDougall,
where the stock valued at $120,000 was entirely consumed. The
insurance upon it was $70,000, so that it is practically disposed
of .for 58 cents on the dollar. The firm very recently com
promised for 60 cents on total liabilities of $175,000. This
calamity may hasten the amalgamation rumoured as probable.
The sane fire damaged the premises and stock of Fijher and
Co., ta extent, it is thought, of about $40,000. The building
is owned by Evans Brothers. The other fire was at corner of
Foundling and Port Streets, where the stocks of McLean and
Campbell, produce merchante, were damaged ta amount of
$30,000, covered by insurance. The electric wires seriously
hampered the firemen, who in both places had a very rough
time owing to these obstructions and the low temperature.

- OUR TRADE WITH SPANISH W. INDIES.

Soon after the reciprocity arrangements between tha United
States and Spain went into effect complaints were made by Can.
adian merchants that the authorities of Cuba and Porto Rica
were refusing to allow .Canadian products inta these islands at
the same rate of duty as impoEed upon United States products
of similar kinds, and also that they were imposing an export
duty on sugars destined for Canada. The Minister of Finance
made representation to the colonial secretary in London, and
soon thereafter received assurance that Caniadisu products
would receive in ail respects the muet favored nation treatment
and that the Cuban and Porto Rican authorities had been so in.
structed. Officiel despatches just received bear out these as.
surances, so that up te July lt, 1892, Canadian trade stands in
Cuba and Porto Rica on precisely the same basis as that of the
United States.

C. P. R. LAND PRICES.

In order ta encourage the settlement of their lands, the Can.
adian Pacific authorities bave made a reduction in the price of
all lands which bave hitherto been lield at $4 per acre and up.
