is like a wilderness, nay, a desert. (Applause.)

At the same Llime, as 1t will be the question for

Ttalian history—the most cruel disappciniment
that was ever met with by a betrayed nation—
I feel exceedingly grieved. I am, at this mo-
ment, in the position of one who is about to tell
bis own {amily troubles. Tor this reason, [ de-
clined many a time beretofore to treat this sub~
ject in public.  This time, however, I have, of
my own accord, chosen this very theme for my
lecture ; and behold my reasons: I think that,
by this time, any thinking mlnq must have made
the following remark: * How is it that a Revo-
lution, commenced with such bright prospects of
success, since 1847, has not as yelin 1864, after
17 years, come to ils final happy issue, nay, lies
now in an inglorious state of prostration, pretty
much alike to discomfiture ?  Might it not per-
chance be tbe effect of sometbing very wrong
existing in its very bosom 7’ Now, ladies and
geatlemen, I am here to shoyv that such in fact
1s the case ; I intend to pomt out to you what
that wrong thing really 1s—tbat deep internal
sore, which threatens to cause the Itahao Revo-
lution slowly to die, as 1t were, of consumption.
But, my remarks on this subject, some years ago,
would bave appeared to be dictated by party
spirit or by prejadice, and consequently they
would have been rejected at once ; whereas now
that time has wrought in the public miad the
above expressed suspicions; now that facts, if
attentively studied, already confirm 1t; now my
views will, I think, be better appreciated, per-
baps adopted. In this case, my subject would
be productive of several good effects. It would
make you aware of the danger to which even
the best political institutions are exposed, when
made to serve party mterests. It would bring
you to view in its true light the great question of
pohtical liberty—a question so vital for every
pation—a question now so grossly mstaken by
some in Italy. Finally, 1t would hinder you
from wmisplacing either your sympathies of your
prejudices for or against Italy ; and would guwide
you to know, and nduce you to haveat heart,as
it behooves every feelng and grateful American,
the true interests of the pative land of Christo-
pher Columbus, the first Jdiscoverer of these
blessed shores—the land of Americo Vespucci,
who gave the name to this great conlinent—the

“land te whick Chmstians ol all denommations
owe the primitive kaowledge of Christianity, the
transmission of Ioly Writ, the preservation of

the most important, sacred and profane, bisto-

rical and literary mopuments. (Loud applause.)

The present Italian Revolution apparently com-

menced in 1847, but in reality had its_origin

much earlier, and was brought about by 4 series

of preliminary eveats, noticeable only to keener

observers of ‘istory. Suck is always . the case

with every Revolution. A rebellion, a mutiny,

acinil quarrel or war, may break out all'of a

sudden ; but.a revolution, hich is a coinmotion
of one or more nations, tending to effect some
radical change, political or religious, is- like. a
wheel, put into motion at first by some startling
shock, then ‘going by degrees o, sometimes ra-
pidly, sometimes slowly, = and finally 'whirling.
around furiously and boisterously, until it either
Precipitates 1tself at once into a successful re-
sult, or it suddetly stops and goes into preces—
smashed, © The French Revolution at the latter
part of the last century.was a striking exempli-
fication of what I say. -The present Italian Re-
volution bears a-great resemblance with that Re-
volution 5 in fact 1t is the offspring of it, at least
in part, although it was also' the jssué of more
noble aspirations, As it isnow, in 1864, the,
spurious-instinets, which it drew from the French
tlement, have got'the better ot ‘its: pure,.native
blood ;and’ ualess this 1s in good time ‘purifled; I
fear the. whidle.-mass - will"soon ‘rot, and bring it
to.00e-ghave: with its illegitimate mother, ,, (Ap-
plause.)

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may at the simple recollection of the revolting
scenes which then took place 1n the public streets
of Paris and Lyons. Well, there were men in

Ttaly who, dizzied with the fou! idea of sharing
the adventures of the French anarchy, eagerly
embraced the opportumty, when it offered itself,
of transplanting it in thewr land. The conse-
quence was that this fair Queen of Nalions be-
came a province of Gaul, [first under the heath-
en directory, then under the Napoleonic inva-
sion. Mowever, at the time appomted by the
Most High, this scourge passed away ; and Italy
was disencumbered of those foreign usurpers.—
The treaty of 1815 now stepped in and settled,
or rather shaped somehow, Europe. This set-
ttemert, in 5o far as Italy is concerned, was like
the operation of some unsuccesstul surgeon on a
wounded body ; she was cut inlo many small
pieces, of which some were thrown like morsels
of meat to some famished members of theImpenial
family of Austria, and one, the best, was swal-
lowed up by that august monarch limself. Ve,
even so, Italy breathed again the balmy air of
peace ; felt berself at home once more; and,
devoting herself exclusively to the occupations
which are particularly congenial te her—the cul-
tivation of sciences, of the fine arts, of home in-
dustry and agriculture—succeeded to create for
herself a comparative happiness, which lasted
about a quarter of a century. (Cheers.) DBut
now, happy as we Itahans were then, for more
than one respect, we made ourselves unhappy,

fretting after things which we were lacking.—
We had no parliament, no free press, scarcely
any pewspapers ; we were the last to have rai-
roads ; and so many were the formalities to go
through, so many the inspection to submit to,
before we could go out, or go freely through any
Italian State, that the people, generally, unless
compelied by necessity to travel, chose rather to
stay at home. The consequence of this was,
that commerce was hampered, the intercourse
between Italians and therr countrymen difficult,
and life, in general, although comfortable, was
too moaotonous, aimless, and wearisome, for
want of stimulus to exertion, or scope to laud-
able ambition, and of space for expansion.—
Owing to thus, it happened that, with the excep-
tion of a few old and timid people, who were not
yvet entirely out of the fright, with which the
Freach anarchy had, as it were, scared their
lives out of them, a large number of generous,
intelligent, and good souls were sincerely anxious
to see the political condition of Ttaly some way
or the other modified. Their innocent, legiti-
male murmurs, though generally made 1n a wins-
per, were sometimes so loud as to be heard by
the rulers of the country, who, just on that ac-
count, redoubled thetr vigilance, and fetters.—
But, besides the princes, other men were keenly
watching this popular commotion deafly spread-
ing over the country. These, ali men imbued
with the principles of the Gallic philosophy of
the last century, men rallied secretly around the
standard of the old French Revolution, lurking
in the palices of the great, in the universities,
and 1a the army, whither they had crept under
the disguise of well-meaning patriots, spied the
opportunity of exploiting for their own advan-
tage the generous aspirations of the good Italian
people towards political reforms. Mazzini was
as early as 1820 the soul, or rather the enil ge-
nius of this faction. In 1821, they thought they
could essay an attempt of Revolution in their
seuse, as they had at hand quile a list of adepts,
mostly all mnocent and gudleless youths. But
the affair was such a puny display, that in a fori-
night it was all over, but for the cries of fond
mothers, bewailing their sous, the very flower of
the pation’s youth, driven into exde for having
jomed the rebellion. Charles Albert, then Prince
of Cairgnano, was on this oceasion banished and
hanged 1o efigy ; Silvio Pellice, another innecent
victim of that heartless Mazzinian experiment,
went to' Spitzberg, before he could understand
of what crime he was guilty. In 1831, at the
accession of Gregory the XV, to the poatifical
throne, tius same faction,though chiefly composed
‘of French exiles, made another attemptat rebel-
‘lion i the Romagna. Liows Napoleon, the pres-
ent Emperor of France, gotimplicated in that dis-
graceful affur. *Monsignor Mastai Ferretu, the
present Pope Pius IX., then Bishop of Spoleio,
hid hum - s-palace for a few days, then got
some kind of passport for him, and sent him
safe mto " Switzerland, (Applause.) Now, it
is evident, that this revolutionary faction, altho’
bold. and - adventurous, -would never -have been
able to effect anything but some insignificant re-
‘bellion. A trye Revolution;as I callit, that is,
.a general move of ‘a nation towards the attain-
ment of political reforms, requires.the .union . of
all the elewents:forming the strength, - the: mind,
:the‘respectability of ‘the: community, -having but
‘one ‘design, and Working uiider” one head, . The’
faction iu, discourse, whose' standard. was and is
still to..ape..the.

cere, impartial, and compatible with their reli-
gion ; in a word, they wanted semething 1talian,
not French., (Applause,) But who could thus
rally them? Where was to be found the man
endowed with power, and at the same time a sin-
cere liberal lnmself, a man of lofty genius, and
at the same time epjoying the sywpathtes of all
classes, and consequently ahle to start such a
movement 7 Well, Almighty God sent such a
man to Italy, in 1846. Mr. Presulent, ladies
and gentlemen, start not at what I am going to
tell you; it is an historical fact; [ cannot be-
tray it (o please any person. On the 161b of
Juve, a fortnight after the death of Pope Gre-
gory the XVI,, Cardinal Ferretti, above men-
tioned, came out ot the conclave, elected Pope
under the name of Pius IX. e was a most
popular man; bis liberal views were publicly
koown ; bis mildoess, his love for the people, his
charity 10 the poor, bad won him the affections
of all classes. Having lived for several yearsin
the East, as a simple missionary, he saw with his
own eyes the degrading results of tyranny and
despotism under the Mussulmac’s sway. Hav-
ing then come to America asa Nuncio, he equally
saw with his own eyes the rapid progress in civil-
isution that liberal institutions can eflect, There-
fore he was a sincere and warm friend of liberty.
“ Ah!” hie used to say, * the land of Catholicity
should also be the land of true liberty.,” (Pro-
longed cheers.) Ladies and gentlemen, you may
remember with what enthusiasm his election to
the Papal Throne was welcomed both in and out
of Italy, The reason was, because his acces-
sion to power foreboded the reign of liberty.—
And Italy was not disappointed by Pus IX.
On the 16th of July, just one month after his
election, be proclaimed an illimuted amnesty for
all political offenders—the most daring feat that
ever a monarch ventured to achieve. After the
promulgation of the decree of amnesty, some
time was spent by Pius IX., in maturing Tus de-
signs of political reformation; which caused

e

free nations,” as the phrase ran at those days.
A Parliament was sitting 1 Rome, a Parlia-
ment in Naples, a Parhament m Turin. The
Press, now made free, was teeming with periodi-
cals, which, 1ssuing forth from every corner of
the Peninsula, like the buds of a young poplar
tree in the spring, put the Italians iato communi-
cation with eaclh other and with the rest of the
world. The streets of every town and village,
at the dusk of the evening, resounded with

hymuos of gratitude and joy, that the workmen,
after their day’s work, assembled to chant to
Pus IX., the regenerator, as they called him,
the saviour, the titular angel of Italy. In a
word, the enthusiasm of all classes was roused
to its clunax. To complete the business, one
thing was now required, viz., to see Lombardy
and Venice admitted to share the happiness of
the other Italian provinces, Alas! they were
still in the grasp of Austria; they were still in
fetters. And oh how sorely did Pius the IX.
feel for them! Tbe first hint he gave to Aus-
tria of his displeasure on tis account was the
request to withdraw his troops from Rome and
froin Terrara, where they had beea for years,
under the plea ot protecting the Papal States.
The Pope said that he did not longer want any
other protection beside that of his own people.
Austrta withdrew ber troops from Rome, but re-
fused to leave Ferrara. The Pope, remonstrat-
ing against this, took the occasion to make a
solemn and touching appeal to the Emperor’s
lumanity and eonscience 1n behalf of poor Lom-
bardy and Veaice, Oh would to God that no
obstruetion had been put to the determined but
prudent working of Pius the IX. There 15 no
doubt but that, without strife or bloodshed, he
wou'd finally have brought zbout the redemption
of that section of Ttaly toe, sconer and more
effectually than if an army of a hundred thous-
and bayonets had stood behind him.

But alas! obstructions were at this very time
already m store, and were scon most tracherously

some delay, Some incident oceurred during this
interval, which may be mentioned as character-
istic of s grateful mapner of domg tlings. A
sheet of gilt-edged paper was found by a Pre-
lale one atternoon unon the stair-case that leads
to the Pope’s apartments in the Vatican, bear-
g two ltalian verses, whieh, translated into
English, sound thus :—
“ Mastai, you promised wonders :
Pray, whet are they going to be?”
When the Pope came 1nto the apartment, the
Prelate presented the curiesity to hin. [aving
read the verses, he smiled ; arnd taking the pen,
in his usual calm and happy mood, completed the
stanza with this answer—
“ i{astai, you promised wondera:
Pray, what are they going to be ?

Have patience yet a little while,
And I will let you see.”

(Laughter and great’cheering.)

Soon he redeemed his promise. On the 19th
of April, 1847, be created a Consulta of State,
that is, an Assembly of Representatives of the
Proviaces, sometiing ke a Parhament. On
the 5th of July, he created the Civil or Na-
tional Guard, something hke our militia here ;
thus entrusting the defence of the country to
every man’s patriotism. Subsequently, he made
the press free ; and m October, the Consulta of
State was changed into a regular Parliament,—
Now, remember, ladies and gentlemen, that the
Pope granted these privileges to his people of his
ouwn perfect aceord and out of 2 sincere desire
to do good to his country ; whilst, on the con-
trary, the other Princes of Italy, who, after
him, made the same concessions to their respec-
tive subjects, did so by force, reluctantly, and
because they could ro more belp themselves.—
Aad how could they, in fact, resist the impulse
thus given to the enfranchisement of Italy, by
such an authority and such an example as that of
the Pope. Accordingly, a hberal Constitation
was also granted by the King of Naples, by the
Dukes of Tuscany, Modena, and Lucca, and by
the King of Sardinia, Charles Aibert, who ap-
peared to be the least reluctant of the lot.—
When the press was made free, a caricature was
pubhisbed in ‘Lurm, by the Fischiesto, the Punch
of Italy, thus portraying how those Princes
adopted.the liberal reforms. They were sitting
aronnd the counter of an apothecary. Theapo-
thecary was the Pope. (Laughter.) He 'had
poured to each of them in a small glass some
bitter medicine, and intimated to them lo swal-
low it. . Charles Albert raised at once the glags
to s mouth ; and, although not without some
grimace, be drank the uopalatable stufl. But
tle otbers, with great contortions of their. body,
and makng horrible faces, showed their reluc-
tance even lo:.approach’only the - giass to. therr
Iips ; and the ‘Pope was actually taking by’ the
hand ‘ore of them==the King of Naples—and
;ﬁ_ircibtig: him to swallow. the drug.’ (Great laugh-
ter and cheers.] Any, bow, owieg ito the -ex~
ample, the-influence, the authority‘of Pope Pius:

thrown in bis way, The peace which reigned
all over the land for more than a year was but
the calm that usually portends a great tempest.
The union of all the citizens which seemed to
have made of them of them one bappy family,
was but the sweet dreamy siumber that precedes
the nightmare. The old conspirators of whom
I have spoken belore, amnestied like the rest, at
the first din of the startling news from Italy, bad
hastened hither eaeh from his place of exile.—
They were welcomed everywhere, and, either
out of pity for their past suferings, or out of
esteem for their talent and ability, they were
provided with offices or with pensions. They
extolled to the skies the patriotism of their old
antagonists ; a perfect union seemed to exist be-
tween them and the princes, as Well as with the
people.  Yet all this was only an apparent re-
concitiation. With this pretension of bemg sa-
tisfied and sincerely disposed to work with all
classes and with the Government of each State
in good harmeny, they, first of all, gained the
great point of monopolizing for themselves the
seats in Parliament, ol nisig themselves to the
first offices in the country—in a word, of seizing
the power also. On this account it became quite
natural that the Kings and Princes should pick
up among them their ministers. The Pope,
hiowever, managed, though not without alterca-
tion, to have at the head of his Cabinet his faith-
ful Count Rossi. You will hear hereafter the
fate of this devoted and conscientious patriot.

Meanwhile, the news that the rest of Italy was
about to come to their rescue, turned the head
of the poor Liombards, who, with a courage and
devotedness warthy of better success, in the me-
morable three days fight of May, 1854, chased
out of Milan Radetzky and his army.  Charles
Alberl and s army, kaving now bastened up to
their aid, Radetzky was driven back to hi:
stronghold of Mantua and Verona, where the
Italian army, successively victorious at Palestro,
Puschiers, and ou the Mincio, surrounded and
besieged him so tightly that, had he been left
without reinforcements and provisions for two
months, he would have had to surrender.

Contemporarily to this success of Charles Al-
bert m Lombardy, Ventce, lelt alore by the
Austrians, was proclaimed a Republic. TRome,
too, was at that same time made a Republic.—
But there-the Mazzinians called the dagger nto
requistion. They stabbed the Pope’s premier,
Count Rossf, on the very threshold: of the Hoyse
of Parliament, = Then they besieged the Pope’s
residence. Cardinal Palma, who ventured to
come to-a window to parley with them, was shot
dead on the” spot, just afew paces from where
Puus IX himsell was standing. Pus, seeing no
way  of bringing - matters. to any = definite ar-
rangement, and.‘being disgmsed,  escaped .to
Gaetay ' o ow oo T oe el
. After the flight:of Pius TX., the  conspirators,

—now masters.of the position—proclaimed  the.

Republic, under the presidency of 2 Triumvirate.
'composed: of Mazzini; ‘Sterbini, and Saffi;: iwith

Teal lile. She wis ‘#seated at the banquet ‘of

Garibaldias cotmander-m=chief of thearmy.:
" What do you" think {hey ‘did now,” thiose’ wo-

derful regenerators of Italy? Drunk wilh sue-
cess, they stopped Charles Albert m the midsé
of his victorious career, and exacted of lm to
lay down his crown before the Republic, as soon
as he has driven the Austrians from Italan soil.
You may imagine how amazed the poor king
must have been at such a preposterous propost-
tion.  The fact is, that this incident dewmoralized
inm exceedingly, and caused him to relent lus
eagerness in pursuing Radelzky’s army. Just
at the same tume his own army wanted a fresh sup-
ply of ammumtions; and these were not coming
from Turin, most likely because the Administra-
tion, worded by Mazzini, ¢id rot want to send
him any assistance, unless he accepted their pro-
gramme. Owing to these two causes, Charles
Albert and his army, encamped between Mantua
and Verona, remained for about two months i
a deadly state of 1lleness and expectation, dur-
g which the Emperor of Austria managed to
muster together 200,0C0 men and send them to
reinforce Radetzky. This borde poured down
the Northern Alps, when Charles Albert least
expected 1t ; and as soon as they eflected therr
Junction with Radetzky’s army, this, on a sudden
and contemporarily, pounced upon Venice and
destroyed its infant Republic, and stormed
against the Piedmontese, who, terror stricken
and overwhelmed by numbers, shrank back in
great haste towards Mifan, and dispersed. On
his flight—ob monstrous mgratitude ! — some
Mazzinian fired at Charles Albert most treacher-
ously, as 1f he, and not Mazzii himself, had
been the cause of the sad reverse of fortune.—
(Groans.)

Radetzky now came down as far as Novara,
and destroyed the scattered limbs of the Italian
army. Charles Albert totally discomfitted, ab-
dicated the crown in favor of his son, Victor
Emmanuel, who capitulated with Austria ; then,
disgwised, he macde in haste to Oparto, in Portu-
gal, where he soon died broken-bearted.

Previous to ths, the King of Naples had al-
ready withdrawn the constitution and the Dukes
of T'uscany, of Modena, and Luceca, were rein-
stated ; then, strange to say, the just born
French Republic sent an army’ to Rome, with
the express mandate to put down the Mazzinian
Republic and restore the Pope.  Garibaldi, with
his guerilla, ¢auld not very long stand the shock.
Taken, as it were, between two fires — the
French at lts beels and the King of Naples at
his flank—he had to disband his troops, and
sought his safety in an humble flight to Monte-
video. DMazzini repaired te his uswal demin
Logland.—(EHear, hear.)

O catastrophe ! Poor Italy, what a reverse !
Where are now those liberal institutions of which
thou wert so proud just a few months ago 7—
Who snatched them from thee ? The paternal
hand, forsooth, that bestowed them on thee 72—
Ah,no! Rather the rashness, the violence, the
madaess of a gang of men unworthy themselyes
of bemg free!

Now, in the capitulation made after the disas-
ter of Novara, Austria bad the condescension to
allow Sardmia the liberty to manage her own
internal affairs as she judged best. In force of
this arrangement, Victor Emmaauel, now King‘
of Sardinia or Predmont, kept up the constitu-
tion that his father had granted. Thus fus
kingdom became a happy exception from the
rest of Jtaly—a privileged spot where Liberty
could be kept, like the sacred fire bidden by the
Jews on going to the Babylonian capivity, to -
revive and bless again the whole country. And .-
do you not think, ladies and gentlemen, that this
providential disposition ought to have been con-
sidered by all parties as a good chance (o re-
examine their respective views, and modify them ..
if imperfect, or correct them if wrong? But,
alas! such was not the case! Hence all the -
subsequent errors.

Victo Emmanuel, my King, 15 a well meaning,
generous, open-hearted man. He is very jolly-
too, as you would say in English.

Under circumstances like these, Count Ca-
vour set cut, and walked for more thaa teo
years; -with an eagerness, perseverance and
energy worthy of a better programme, to ac-
complish his revolutionary plans in regard to
ltaly ; which were ¢ to out-plot and dispossess
the other Princes; to snateh Lombardy a2nd
Venice from the Austrian grasp ; to make Italy
one grest’ Constitutional Monarchy, under the
sway of the Royal Hou:e of Savoy.” [ cannot
say very well. that Cavour intended to dethicone
the Pope ; but it is certan that he was no Re-
publican. Whatever -improvetaents were intro-
duced i the internal administratioz of the king-
dom of | Sardinia, were, no doubt, due to Count’
Cavour. . Whatever important feat was aclieved
at home or abroad (o bring about the present state
of the Peninsula, was the result of bis schemes,
or of 113 artifices ; and whatever, violent, mis-
chievious, foolish, mean thing was done, was
always the work of others, but ably turned by Ca-
vour to serve his own views. He was not viclent,
thougli- overbearing ; he proclaimed, and followed
the maxim of a * Free Church in a Free State,’ yet
ke always kept the Church in a certain state of sub-
jection, therefore not purely free. It was a great
pity that he conld not come to an understandiog
with Piua the IX. What could not two men of
genius Jike them accomplish, if they had worked to-
gether? - They felt this truth; they made several
attempis of reconciliarion; but the pegotintions re-
peatedly-failed. Pius was nota Victor Emmannel —
and in Cavour's programme there were items which
the Pope could not countenance. Oavour's destb
was & great and irreparable loss for the Revolution,
In fact, niter he departed, nothing of importance
was done ; crimes only sbounded ~a rash and child-
ish policy prevailed—confusion and digorder reigued
ever since, : o

The'events that took place during the administra.
tion. of .Count Cavour and brought the Italian Revo-
lution to the present phasis, were the following:—
After Ursini’s murderous bombs burst at Napoleon's
feet in 1858, ‘Cavour went to Frauce &nd had a
mysterions interview with  the terror-stricken Em-
peror ; ‘the result of which was the descent of the
latter to tbe plains of Lombuardy, to fight eide by
gide with Victor Emmanael agaiost Austria. Dur-
ing this war the Duke of “Tvseany, of Modens, snd
Luceca ‘were deposed, and their territories annexed
to Piedmant.. Whilst:the French and Piedmontess
armies: were going on from victory, all of ‘s sudden
Napoleon stopped, sheathed his sword, and -made
proposili..a3 of veace to the Emperor of Austria.—
The "prow.8itiéna” were accepted, and one of the ar-
ticlea of he treaty-of peace was the cession of Lom-
bardy-t: Sardinia. - Oavour, seemiogly disappointed
resigoed his portfolio, becunse Napoleon re.crossed
ihe Alpa. without making Italy free from the Alps to
the Adriatic, as he bad promised ; but be got over
this displeasure a8 soon as it became well under-
gtood that the treaty of Yillafranca, though aigied
by all parties.at Zuric, wag to be made & dead lot-
ter.

The hand which
at first pnt it into motion, and would with its gentle
but powerful touch huve made ir smoothly roll
around to its climnx, ha3 been ungratefully dashed
away. Initsstead, a few puny, upprincipled men,
not understandiog each other, treachecously seized
it, and pushed it with such fury and violence, that
it went and stuck fast apainst the rocks, whilat, at
the same time time, its axles were in totel want of
greasing.

They promiss to render their dupes happy
and indeperdent; but far from being able to realise
such promises, they would implicate those who lis-
ten to them in misery and difficulties in ihis world,
and perhape leave them without Faith, or Religion,
or any hope of bappiness in the world to come, It
is a folly to expect good results from secret consp:--
racies and from deeds of darkness. *Everyoune,’
says the Scripture, ! who doeth evil hateth the light
end cométh.nat to the'light, that his works may nat
be reproved.'—Jobn, iii, 20, It seid, indeed, that
the societies referred to are not -secret as ‘they are
publicly known to exist, and bold their meeétings
uoder the eyes of Lthe world. But if they huve no-
tking to concesnl, why are 8o many of their members
bound by oath ard why ace the * 12th, 13th, and 14th
series’of preambles and resolutions, suppressed in
the authorised acconnt of their first convention
priated in Philadelphia, in November last year?
Why also are the names of several officers of the so-
ciety in the same report omitted ? But whether the
society be secres or not, the oath taken by many of
its members is sinful, the obedience swora to ua-
known chiefs and officers i3 criminal, and the whole
tepdency of the socieiy i3 contrary to the maxims of
obedience so often inculcated jo the Gospel. [n-
deed, I bave had & case before me of & man who
joined the Fenians and took thsir oath, but who was
80 shocked by tke irceliginus tendency of the pro-
ceedings and conversation at the first meeting which
be attended, that he immediately abandoned the so-
ciety. Hence ourlearned and revered fellow-citizen,
the lute Archbishop of Baltimore, a great ornament

For &ll these
reasans I exhort, in the most urgent terms and true
paternal solicitude for theic welfare, the Faithful of
this Diucess to avoid all conoexion with the afore-
gaid sucieties nud brotherhoods, and not to frequent
their meelings or to read their newspapera; and I
call on those who hud the misfortnne to join them,
t0 abandon them immediately, to make reparaticn to
lhose whom they may buve scandalised or led astray
by their exampie, to do penance for the past, and be
recouciled to the Church of ‘God. I know that
many plead patriotism as an excuge for the course
which they adopt, but he shourld recollect that no
abject to be attuined, lawever good it. muy appear,
will justify the taking of an unlawful oath, or the per-
formance of unytbing evil in itself.

utitity, and, nbove all, to give gederal edification by
the performioce’'of the duties of ‘religion, and the
practice of the virtues of ths Gospel.

Annpual
raids upon them were not crushed in Belfast until
they organised a Defence Gun-Club, when Govera-
ment was forced to show activity. The prospect of
such an internecine strife would be fearful, but not
50-fearful ag the sight of a people slaughtered, unre-
sistingly, and murderers swalking free for further
crime, Yet, we have hopes of Ulster. Protestant
and Qatholic live there on the best of terms, not un-
forgetful of the glorious united acuon of their fathers
in ’98 ; and were it not for the Orange Society, ob-
noxipls as it is to liberal Protestant ns to Catholie,
ut supported by magnates for their own ends, peace
and coocord would bless the land.—Dublin Irishman.

Ax Erisopz or ’98.—Upon a beautiful evening, in
the spring of 1798, a puriy of yeumanry might be
seen troveisicg the quict little village of B )
situate io the county of Carlow, their object beicg to
search for arms in A comfortable looking farmhouse,
which Jay at the extremity of the village. Upon en-
tering the house refreshmects were laid before them,
which they quickly dizposed of. After which they
commenced toransazk the premises, but with npo
avail, for after the most diligent search nothing
whatever could be found which could give a pretext
for the arrest of any of the inmates. The family
consisted of the owper himself, whose namo was
O'Finn, together with his son, & spirited young fei-
low of twenty, and his daughter, a yoang girl -of
gome eighteen years, The Orange yeomen being de-
termined on the arrest of either father or son, perfi-
diously set on fire a large quantity of hay which had
been preserved for the use of the cattle. This had
the desired effect, for roung O'Ficn being the first to
detect the atrocious act boldly demanded of the cap-
tain why bhe had permitted such an act to take place.
The capiain (who was at the sams time a magistrate
and a minister of the Established Church) drew his
sword and lavghed. In one instant the sword was
wrested from the hand of the fvaliant’ captain, and
smaghed in pieces Dby the excited young man, whose
warm bleod was roused by the insulting way in
which his demand was answered. The next instant
he lay senseless upon the.ground, from s desperate
cut which he received in the head from the sword of
one of the yeomen. The coward!y captain after re-
covering from his terror, which oaly left bim upon
secing the young man powerless, 2% once gave of-
ders 1o secure the ¢ prisoner, for €0 they now con-
sidered bim, for daring to remonstrate with tyranny.
Accordingly they plzced him in 2 carr, despite the
entreaties of his father, and the cries of bis sister,
brought bim to the bouse of the captain, where, after
three duys® detention, he was taken and piaced on
board a vessel, anc sold to Frederick I, King of
Priasin, & very convenient method of getting rid of
all the young ‘rebels’ or thosz likely to bacome
such, frequently resorted ‘o by the Government jn
those days. Ia the meantime bis futher lost no time
in petitioning the Lord Lientenant (Cornwallis).
After » fortnightv's delay he received an answer that
vothing coald be done for him, Three months pass-
ed away, and st the end of that time he died of a
broken beart, and was laid within the sacred pre-
cincts of the village churchyard. His daughter ful-
lowed the bier of her departed parent, and when all
bad departed from that mouruful spot, she still aat
upon the grave, sileat and motionless. The neigh-
bors missing her towards evening returned to the
churchyard, where they found ber sitting. They
called to ber, but, receiving no answer, they raized
her -up—she was dead. But to return to young
O'Finn. After arriviog in Pruossia he was placed in
_the army, wlkere his good conduct sud soldierly bear-
ing soon won him promotion, and after the lapse of
seven months he was a sergeant, In the meantime
‘he secretly cherisbed the hope of being able to desert
to the French lines, wheun opportunity offered, where
ke would meet thousandys of bia countrymen. Seven
years passed away before an opportunity occurred.
-The battle of Jena was fought in the October of 1506,
in which the Prussians were defeated, Young O'-
‘Finn entered the field of battle sub-lieutensnt of the
‘Prussian army, aod be left it ficst licuteuant iu the
French army., He subsequently followed the for-
tunes of Napeleon until the exile of that great man
to.Blba. Again he was by the side of Napoleon, at
his  triumphant entry into Paris. Waterloo was
“oudght andloss; Napoleon bad fled from the feld,
-but 811l a devoled band were fighting desperately—
hopelessly. They attracted the atiention of Welling-
ton, who repeatedly called upon them to surreader,
but they heeded bhim aot. They were at last enciosed
in"a'circle—escape was impossible. Again they
wera affered - quarter—again they refused to surren-

od, and ns ke fell he exclaimed in the hearing of the
Duke of Wellington, in‘good Epglish—* Remember
that'T am an Irishman, and my name is C'Fian.”

Upon the whole, the reasons for and against the al-
lowunce of - the appeal are pretty evenly balanced,
and it is hardly probable that an unanimous decision
will be obtained from the House of Lords, One side
may Jave relied somewhat more on the letter, and
the other on the spirit, of the statutes; one may have
drawn more subtle deductions from what is seid, and
the other may have raised more supersiractures of
conjectures upon what is not said, but nejther has
been able to adduce any decisive point in its own
favour. Again, we fear, the laiw wili bave failed to
realize that certainty which tbe public vainly re-
quires of it. Itis, indeed, most unsatisfactory and
untoward that the legal macbinery applicable 1o the
Foreigu Enlistment Act, as well as the attempt to
get it interpreted judicially, should thus far have
broken down. The most captious of American cri-
lics can Lardly deny that the Goveroment has done
its best ; but they niay well swile at the position in
which it will be placed if the House of Lords should
decline the jurisdiction. That disgraceful reault, if
it should come to pass, will be Gue in part to special
causes on which we now forbear to dwell, but will
also be due to the slovenly manner in which our Acts
of Parlismentare drawn and modified in Committee.
The Athenians had a body of public officers whose
duty it was to shape and reduce to a form consistent
witlh the rest of tha statute-book the laws which an-
nunlly pussed the popular aseembly. Had we pos-
sessed a similar institution, ‘uo-English? though it
would certainly be, ncither the Foreign Ealistment
Act nor the Queen's Remembruacer's Act would now
be a sabject of perplexity and despair, not unmized
with shawe, to the best ;awyers ir the land.—ZLoxz-
den Times.

Of course, if 2n insinus-
tien of so terrible o charactar had been dropped with-
out there being a particle of fact to juatify it—if the
Procureur-Imperizl out of the mere malicious suapi-
cion had charged members of the English Govern-
ment aod of the Eoglish Parlisment wit being con-
nected with an attrocious conspiracy, the lasguage
and toae udopted would have been the only one pos-
sible, But, on the contrary, looking on the matter
as a mere question of evidence of fact, thers were
pring fucie grounds for the insinuation. A letter i3
found among the papers of a man convicted of a con-
spiracy to murder, ia whick he is directed to apply
tor money to promote his infamous purpose at the
address of an Eanglish gentlemen, This money,
moreover, was 1o be supplied to him by Mazzini, and
Mazzini was known to be on intimate terms with
the gentleman in question, and to have *beep in re-
lation’ with the convict. Itis not too much to say
that, supposing the letter to be gennine—and its
genuineness was assumed by the French prosecution
~—these circumstances presest a chain of evidence
which justifies the moderate langusge used by the
Procureur<Imperinl, Instead of resenting iy, Mr.
Stsrsfeld ought to bave gladiy taken the opportunity
to disentangle his name,nnd the name of the country,
the House of Commeons, anod the Government, from
tho odious connection into which they bad unfortu-
nateiy been brought. But the very reverse of this
is the course pursued by Mr. Stansfield, He refuses
explanation, Lie even goes out of his way to defend
the maa who, not altogether without appareat rea-
son, was accused of having been the insuigator of the
coospiracy, but he bad not one word to express his
regrer at his address having been made use of by
such miscreants. Whea we eeec from M. Mazzini’s

Lookiog over this portion of oeur periodical
literatuze for last week we stumbled on a somewhat
stormy meeting held at the little Welsh town of
Lianidloes, on the 26th of February last. [t was the
balf-yearly weeting of tho shareholders of the New-
town and Llanidloes Railway Company, and Mr,
George Hammond Whalley, M.P. for Peterborough,
and the uncompromising advocute ag we all koow
of puze Prolestant Christianity in the House of Com.
mons, presided on the occasion as chairman of the
company. Posaibly the name of Mr. Whalley as an
active politician attracted our notice to proceedings
which are not usually of a very enticing character.
Eut we soon found that this was a railwey meeting
much more interesting than moat railway meecings,
a8 au lustration of cornmercial morality in gereral,
and as showing what an excellent trade that of a rail-
way director may be made. What ia all this about ?
we mentslly exclaimed : can the Pope have had any
thing to do with it? But we will note down for the
intormation of our readers some of the curious littls
facts that came out in the course of this rather an-
gry discussion in the little Welsh borough,.

Me. Whalley, a3 we have said, was in the cbair,
and as it was known that Mr. Whalley's conduct in
conpection with the company was to be inpugned it
wag but patural that ifc.  Whalley’s friends and ad-
mirer, should muster stroogly on the accaaion.
Whether from a respect to Mr. Whalley's private
character, or from an appreciation of his Protestant
championship, or through the impulse of some Welsh
beer judiciously administered, atappears that the
Llanidloes roughs mustered iz considerable force on
the occasion, insomuch that the opponents of Mr.

It was further atated in the course of the debate that
Mr. Whalley’s object in creating these new shares
was to provide a branch line to & place called Llau-
gurig, where he himself owns property, but which
branch the shareholders thought was in no way cal-
cuiated to forward their interests. However, we do
not want to go into all the charges of jobbery pre.
ferred against Mr, Whalley, some of which were of a
rature only to be correctly estimated by the share-
holders themselves. Thet body indeed seem to have
made up their minds very strongly on the matter,
After Mr, Whalley had made a despernte attempt to
adjourn the mesting of his own mere motion, & secies
of very stringent resolations were carried againat
him, one of which removed him from the office of di-
rector and appointed another in his room,

We remarked that the discussion showed how
good a thing a railway directorship sometimes is.

The snme auperiority of position will
befriend the Confederates in future, They c¢an oniy
fail by exhaustion; the Federnls may fail by weari-
ness, The former bave only (o siand in defence of
their homes till they can stand no longer; the latter
bave to maintain by incessant elforts the impetus of
an aggregsive and most costly war. Hitherto the
peeple of the North have not suffered either from
conscription or taxalion, but if the war is to be con-
tinzed tho time for tkose trials must coms, and it
seems at least as probable that they may tire of the
struggle us that the people of the South may become
unable to prolong it.

Here is the story as told by the writer in
the Tunes :=—

The Italian refogees bad for some time occupied
the attention of the public end the Government iu
consequeace of a crime committed on the 31stof
May, 1833. Those Italian refugees had beeu for the
most part enrolled in the * Young Italy,’ or secret
society ingrafted on Carbonerism, and at its head
was Mazzini, whom be describes as * & man of a de-
termined character, skilful, and persistent, who had
previously been expelled from France on accouant
of the uctive propagapdisrs which he pursued, and
who had unbounded influence over his exiled coun-
trymen.’ Mazzini resided at Geneva in 1832 and
1833, which he edited s paper called La Giovine
Ialia.

On the 20th of October, 15832, a person named
BEmiliazci was attacked a1 Rhodez [depariment of .the
Aveyron], by & band of Italiana who were refugees
like bimself, They stebbed him repeatedly with
popiards, but some syewitnesses of the crime rusbed
on ihe ng3assing, arrested them, and saved Emiliani
from certain death. The assassing were prosecuted,
and witb other evidence produced against them was
the following document, which wes read in court by
the Progureur du Roi ot Rbhodez 1—

tOn the 15th of December, 1832, »t 10 o'clock at
night, the chief of the Society and the members com-
posing it assembled, when the secretery was called
upon to read & leiter containing n sentence pro-
nounced by the [Secret] Tribunal of Marseilies
against the accused Emiliani, Scuriatti, Lazzoreschi,
and Aundreani, whose conduct had been brought be-
fore the President at Rhodez, and which proves their
guilt—first, in baving circulated infamons publica-
tions against our holy society; aud second, as parti-
sans of the most infamous Papal Government, with
the object of paralyzing our projects ia favour of the
sacred cause of liberty. Afier a deliberate exami-
nation of the charges resuiting from this inguiry,
and in conformity with the 22d article, the Tribuaal
unanimously condemn Emiiiani and Scuriatti to the
peaslty of death. As regards Liszzorenchi aod An-
dreani, the charges brought agninst them beiog less
grave they are sentenced to be scourged with rods,
but they are to ucdergo, on returoing to their native
country, another judgwent, which will send them to
the galleys for lite as traitors and as noted brigunds.

‘The President at Rbodez shall muke choice of
four persons to execute this sentence, who must do
so within 20 days &t +he utmost, If aoy cne of them
refuse, he incurs the penalty of deatb, ipso fucto.

‘Given ot Marseilles, by the Supreme Tribuoal, at
the hour of midnight, the same year and day as
abeve mentioned.

¢ Mazzixy, President,
tLia OreiLta, lincaricalo,

What followed proved the truth ot the docuwent
and the reality of ihe sentence prosuunced by the
Secret Tribupal at Maiseilles.

On the 323t of May, 1833, the Tribunal [pot the
secret ope] tried, convicled, and seolenced to five
years' imprisonment 1be six persone who committed
the erime of the 20tk of Qctober of the previous year.
Emiliani, on whom the aitempt was wmade, of course
appeared as & witness against them. He entered a
cafe one morniog, nccompapied by his wife, Lazzo-
reschi,and another person named Gavioli, whodrew a
poniard and stabbed Emiliani, and then Lezzoreschi
to the heart. Emilisni's wife tried to defend her
kusband, and she aleo was stabbed, No provocation,
—not & siogle irritating word preceded this crime.
Gavioli fled from the wown. He wns pursued by a
nuomber of young men, against whom he strove to de-
fend himself’ with bis poniard, but they succeded in
arresting him. Two days afterwards the murdered
men were interred, but oot av Italian was present at
the funeral, by reason of the terror which the Secret
Tribunals at Rhodez und Marseilles ingpired.

‘It seems evident to me,’ observes M. Gisquet,

We koowr pot whether the following story
which is going the rounds of the press 1s a squib
or satire upon Victor Emmanuel, and the cons
duct- of his Government towards the Catholic
Bishops and Clergy of bis lately dishonestly
acqured dominions.© It certainly reads very
much as if it were. Here s the stery which

.professes to give the particulars of * An Auda-

cious Attack” :— :

A letter from Rome in the Perseveranze of Milan
relates the following andacious attack :—A priest
when ‘returning home in the evening, was stopped
by a band of thieves, who began to rifle his pockets.
While so occupied, the rascals, pecceiving a French
patrol approacking, compelled the priest to intone a
portion of the Litausy, which he did, they kneeling
around him meanwhile, and devoutly responding,
Ora pro nobis. The soldiers takiog them for a group
of devotees, many of whom thus pray in publie,
pasged on ; and the moment they were out of sight,
the thieves completed their operation, and left the
priest without a bajocco.”

Well might it be said to Victor Emmaauel
and Lis ¢ band of thieves” that, with a change of
name, this fable is narrated of them. They, hke
the *rascals” spoken of, seize the helpless
Bishop or priest, as the case may be; compel
him to entone T¢ Dewm vader pain of imprison-
ment, and like the other thieves, leave their un-
happy victim without a dajoccs, What an ex-
cellent subject for a cartoon m Punch would
not this story furnish! Victor Emmanuel and
his gang represented with an unfortunate Bishop
in their clutches, menacing im whilst robbing
bim ; and by way of throwing dust in the eyes
of Europe looking on the shape of a French
patrol, forcing him to perform his religious func-
tions. The behaviour of thieves, whether of high
degree or of low degree, could never be better
illustrated than by such a sketch as that which
we here suggest.

Tue Sceoor WUESTION IN THE L.OwWER

Of course at bottom, the question at issue in
Nova Scotia is identical with that which ' we
bave so often discussed with reference to Upper
Canada. It is simply the ald questicn as to (be
respective rights of the State, or of the Family
over the education of the child; and though it
raises also an issue’ betwixt Catholics and non-
Catholics, yet should be it treated exclusively,
as a question betwixt the Father and “ Jack-in-
Office.” State-Schoolism 1s the form i which
Commumistic principles manifest themselves on
this Continent ; and in asserting the absolute
right of the Family as against the State n the
matter of education, the Calholic 1s assertiog the
fundamental principle of civil aud religious
hberty. 1f it be difficult for Catholics to estab-
tish theic right, as Catholics, to Separate
Schools, they van easily demonstrate that the
State has no right 1o burthen them with the
support of Common Schools ; and their position
is logically impregnable so long as they fizht the
battle of Freedom of Education in the natne not
of the Church, but of the Family, and in their
character of parents, and not 1 that of members
of any particular religious denomination. In
argwing with Catholics, of course the fact that
the Church has condemned this system of Edu-
cation, or approves of the other, is final and con-
clusive, But with noa-Catholics another made
of argument must be resorted to, since the latter
do not recognise the premise common to, but

_peculiar 1o Catholics, that the Church is the sole

mfallible judge in all questions either of faith or
wmorals ; and oo argument can be carried on be-
twixt parties who have no premises io common.
But the nos-Catholic and the Catholic can meet
on Lhe common ground of the Family ; and the for-
mer has, as a parent, as strong reasons for resist-
ing the encroachmeots of the State upon his
domain as has the Catholic. For no mag, no
body_ of men however nomerous, has, or have the
right to interfere betwixt parent and child, or 10
dictate to the former bow, and in company with
whom (be latter shall be educated. The parent
holds from God j he 15,10 the patural order, and
to the Family, God’s representative and vice-
gerent upon earth; and to lim alone; and not in
any manner to * Jack-in-Office” appertams all
that relates 1o0. the child and'its education. As
-agawst the State, the right of the father is abso-
lute. Oaly to the Ciwrch as, uader God, su-

preme in the supernatural order, 1s he bound to:

Nice DiBCRIMINATION.—It may be remem-
bered how strongly public opinion was expressed
w England some short time ago against a certain
class of exhibitions, consisting of perilous ex-
ploits on the tight and slack rope, suspended
over precipices, or at such great elevations as to
easure the death of the exhibitor should his foot
slip, or hus nerves failhim. In these exhibitions
there was nothing elevating, or which good taste
could approve of. People crowded to witaess
them from a haokering after morbid excitement,
and in the hopes of witnessing a eatastrophe.—
Of course had there been no danger to the ex-
bibitor in them, people would not have cared to
witness them; and the sentiments which were
thereby excited were analogous to those which
of old agitated the bosoms of the spectators at
the gladiatorial combats, or which now-a-days
inspire the gentle bosoms of the readers of some
pasty sensation story in the colums of the New
York press. ‘

So when our good Queen Victoria whose taste
is as pure, as her heart is kind, discouraged
these exhibitions in her dominions, loud and
general was the applause, and the aid of the au-
thorities was invoked to prevent their repetition.
Veury different, however, is the measure meted
out to the Sovereign DPontiff, who in his do-
mmions has pursued the course which the Queen,
and all authorities in Protestant England were
mvited to follow under sumilar errcumstances—as
witness Lhe following parazraph which we extract
from the Witness of the 4ith instant :—

* The Pope has forbidden the appearance of Blon-
din at Rome! It seems an assembly of some 12,000
or 15,000 persons would be dangerous to the Papal
sway. The King ef Italy, on the other band, is
auzious to see Blondin, whomn he calla a ¢ gallant
artist.’ "-—Wilness.

With its lngh pretensions to morality, with 1ts
assumed scorn for all low aod degrading amuse-
ments, we hardly expected to find the Witness
the avowed advocate of those dangerous, and in
an @sthetic point of view, very disgusting ex-
hibitions of which Blondin and his imitators are
the heroes. Perbaps, however, in its hatred of
Popery we shall ere long find the Witness de-

nouncing the Holy Father for not encouraging
cock-fighting and pugilism in the Papal States.

Diseasep Mear. — We'bave heard many
complaints of late of the prevalence of boils, and
of strange symploms, resembling those conse-
quent upon the exiibition of metallic posons,
following itmediately after the eatling of meat,
and attacking all those who had partaken of the
“food.

AN OBpsurvER.

InmicraTiOoN REPORT FOoR 1865.—The re-
port of the Tmmigration Agent for the past year
lias just made its appearance. Stalistics already
made public have extibited the falling off in the
immigration to Cavada in 1863 as compared
with 1862, which this official report confirms,
The number of tmimgrants or steerage passen-
gers arriving in the St. Lawrence was, in 1862,
20,037 ; in 1863 they numbered 18,112. The
nationalities are thus divided: Irish, 5,508 ;
Enghish, 4,820; Scoteh, 2,949 ; Germans and
Prussians, 3,047 ; Norwegiaus, Swedes, and
Danes, 1,416 ; other countries, 669. About
two-thirds of the whole number arrived in steam-
ships, while the perceatage of British emi-
grants, to procure a passage in a steymshlp,
i1s very large deed. The screw steam-
ships appear to be engrossing the whele of the
emigrant passenger business from the United
Kingdom. Of ncomers from the United States,
10,707 have been registered by the agents, mak-
ing (be total immgration 28,719, Of these,
18,101 bave settled m Upper Canada. The
immigration of Germans has increased, while the
influx of Norwegians has very much fallen off.
Of Danes, the number is returned at 218, and
the remarkable thing about their emigration is,
that they were induced to come to Canada at
the recommendation of one man. Mr, Soeren-
sen, of Copenhagen, after residing some time in
the Western States and in Canada, on s réturn
to Denmark published, at his own expense, a

_setting forth the superior advantages of Canada
as a field of emigration tor his countrymen over
the Western States. o )

Respecting the Enghsh Emigration, it may be
stated that the Lancashire operatives mostly
settled in Upper Canada, as also the Coventry

The Irish emigration is made up largely of the
pauper class, sent out by umion twork-houses as a
riddance. Many complaials have been made of
the incapacity of the girls sent out {rom the Irisk
unions, INot ome in ten is said {o be able to
milk a cow or iron a shirt, and most of them ap-
pear to be totally unacquainted with the ordinary
duties of domestic servaats. Mr. Buchanan, al-
luding to tiis defect in their education, says,
“The lack of some qualfication has proved
detrimeutal to their advancement,and shuts them
out from the very large field of profitable em-

.ployment existing amid our farming population,

which is in many respects preferable to that of
towns and large cities, as it offers them much
better prospects of improvisg ther condition of
life. They are consequently thrown from neces-
sily into the lowest class of service mn our cities,
where they are ill-paid and exposed to many
temptations which otherwise they would have
avoided.” Mr. Buchanan endarses as a remedy
that the workhouse guardians i Ireland should
adopt a plan of teaching the girls to be more
thorough servants befare sending them abroad to
shift for tbtemselves, More especially does he
recommend that the girls should be taught to
milk, and to perform the other necessary duties
of their position as servants in farm houses.
These suggestions seem to have been acted upon
by Mr. Evanturel, the Minister of Agriculture,
who instructed Mr, Buchanan, when setting out
on his mission to England, to warn the poor law
guardians against sending out paupers wniastruct-
ed in some useful labor,

An mmportant 1tem of the advaatages confer-
red by an influx of immigrants beyond the value
which the labor of their hands aflords to the
country, 15 the addition to the general capital
which these persons bring m their effects, and in
the shape of ready cash. For instance, Mr.
Macpherson reports that the value of immigrant
eflects entered at the Custom house in his agency
between Prescott and Cobourg, amounts to
$50,041, and the cash brought by the Enropean
emigrants as reported to hum, was $38,210, It
is true that a ntmber of the immigraats who
land are in an 1ndigent condition and are at first
a burden and a charge upon the province for
transport, lodging, and assistance, but tbe outlay
isindirectly repaid by the labor which they fur-
nish to the country.

The prospect for immigrants the coming sea-
son is summed up as good, The extension of
the cultivated 2rea and th2 rapid development of
our mineral resources are looked upon as open-
ing fields for the employmeunt of labor. - Kwng-
ston News. :

Some excitement recently took place in the
village of Bedford respecting a woman named
“Betsy Mlitchell, the wife of a man named Wiiliam
Morrits, who was found dead i a corn barn, It
was supposed that she bad been murdered by her
husband, and aflidavits in this sense were formsh-
ed to the Joint coroner, Dr. Chamberhn, of Fre-
lighsburg. An 1nquest was held, the result of
which showed that the woman, if not exactly
murcered, came to her death from typhoid dis-
ease accelerated by the exposure to which she
had been subjected by her husband.— Montreal
Gaczette.

A RECREANT CANADIAN. — The following
correspondence discloses 3 most degrading fact
in connection with the career of a man who was
once considered a true patriot, and a worlhy son
of Canada. Mr, Wilkes was well known:
shrewd and active, he thrust Lunself into public
notice, and twice aspired to a seat in the Legis-
lature.

sible loss, In order, lowever, to provide in every
possible manner against such a contingency, the
Board have steadily pursued the policy, from yeas to
year, of creating & reservo or safety fund—which
now amounts ta the large figure of over $100,000—
about ten per cent on the amount of Deposits.
The better to show the progress of the Institution,
we may add that during the past year there hag been
deposited in the Bank $1,357,133,26, against $1,263,
049.68 the proceeding year; and the sum repaid to
depositors was $1,207,079.43, against $1,199,533.83,
which would give a net gain on Deposits of $90,053.~
83, againgt 64,115.83 the year before. To this we
must add $31,513.07 placed to the credit of De-
positors, for interest against $27,878.G0 the year pre-
vious—and we bave then, a total gain, this year, on
Deposit Account, of $121,566 91, agaiast $91,944.43
the year previous,
These figures might lead to the belief that more
than Savings Benk business has been transacted;
but to correct this idea, it will be sufficient to state
that the average amount due each depositor is only
237 42——and this, including the amounts due to the
Religicus and Charitable Ingtitutions, whose deposita
by our act of incorporation, are unrestricted,
$2,600 were Inst year distributed amongst the
Charitable Institutions of the City. If to this sum
we add $8,760 distributed last January, you will have
a totsl of $24,260 distributed as donations to the poor
gince the establishment of the Bank.

Jesty would be justified in represeating that no
one has a mght to blame him for following . the
example of Prussia 10 1its dealings with Denmark.
His views, howerver, would, of course, he limited
reasonable, and just.’ Ambition’ he has” noney
and lis disinterestedness need not be insisted
upon when rectification of territory are in question.
We would simply urge a rectification in fuvor of
France, insignificantin a territorial point of view,
but otherwise most advantageous. The river Sarre

time; and he would willingly have it settled now,
were it for no other purpose than to spare his son
any future trouble. Hia Majesty has conversed with
a msmber of the Prussian Cabicet about jt—qu'te
frankly, and without menta! reservation; snd I be-
lieve the said@ Cabiret Minister exhibited no very
great alarm at the Imperisl longing for this erumb
of territory. Whether, if matters get more compli-
cated in the North, his Majesty's appetite would grow
with what it fed upon is anotber question which I do
not attempt to snswer.— Times Cor. o

The Emperor having heard of the great-advantage

to be derived from the use of the gun cotton prepared
by Baron Lenck, of Wolfaberg, requested the learned
profeasor to come to Paris to communicate to him
the mode of its preparation.
