Mr. Meiglien, by leave of the Hanse, introduced a Bill, No. 1, respecting the
Administration of Oaths of Office, which was read the first time.

Mr. ýSpeaker reported, That when the IHouse did attend Ris Excellency the
Governor General this day in the Senate Chamber, Ris Excellency was pleased ta make
a speech ta bath Hanses of iParliament, and ta prevent mistakes, he had obtained a
copy which he read ta the Hanse as follows:

Hon ourable Gentlem.en of the Senate:

Gentlemen of the Ifouse of Gommons:

On your return ta your Parliamentary duties, 1 arn glad to be able ta congratulate
you on the relative prasperity of the country and its comparative freedom frorn
the feeling of unrest -which. has agitated countries not so fortunately situated.
Following the conditions of expansion due ta the war, a period of contraction was
inevitable. Restriction of credit involving a certain limitation of production and
business has been universal, but this Dominion has been less affected than ather
countries, and a feeling of confidence prevails. A general reduction of the cast of
living has set in, and the country, save in certain Iimited areas, bas been blessed
with a bountiful harvest.

In'spite of this contraction, the annual -revenue of the country has been well
maintained, and my advisers considered that certain taxes, imposed in part ta check
extrapragant purchasing, had fulfilled their purpose and miglit be withdraw'i. Accord-
ingly, with a few exceptions, these taxes have been remitted, freeing industry and
business and thus promoting employment.

Unemployment, the world-wide result of the conditions ta which I have referred,
though less widespread in Canada than elsewhere, bas receîved the most anxiaus
consideration. 0f the charges for the relief of general unemployment, measures
have been taken ta bear a substantial share, and special measures have been taken ta
assist disabled and partially disabled ex-service men. These will be submitted ta you
for approval.

An investigation is being conduc.ted by the Departrnt of Labiur into syStem.5
of Unemployment Insurance and Old Age Pensions.

There will be submitted ta you for approval the important agreement concluded
last year with the Governments of the British West Indian Colonies for the purpose
of drawing still dloser the trade relations between Canada and these Colonies and of
improving the means of communication and intercourse.

The First Assembly of the League of Nations was recently held at Geneva.
Representatives of forty-one nations, including those of Canada, met and deliberated
together in a spirit of harrnony that promises much for this great experiment. Much
time was necessarily devoted ta the work of organization, but other measures were
also agreed upon which are calculated ta promate stability and goad will in inter-
national intercourse. iMost important of these is the draft scheme for the establish-
ment of a Permanent Court of International Justice which wiIl be submitthd t-') 3'ou tad
approval at an earlY date.

il GEORIGE V
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-My advisers are convinced of the necessity for revision of the Customs tariff. In1
order to secure the inost complete information a Committee bas conducted an exten-
sive and tborough inquiry, and has secured the views of all parties and interests in
every Province. The hearings necessary for this purpose bave now been completed,
and1 tbe conclusions founded thereon will be snbmitted to you in due course. It is
tbe opinion of my advisers that in sucb revision regard must bie bad to tbe necessities
of revenue and as well tbat the principle of protection to Canadian labour and legiti-
mate Canadian industries, including agriculture, wbicb bas prevailed for more tban
forty years in tbis country, must be consistently maîntained; but that tbe Customs
duties imposed to that end sbould be no higber than is essential to ensure good stan-
dards of living among our working population and to retain and make possible tbe
normal expansion of the industries in wbicb tbey find employment.

A iBill for the repeal of tbe Conservation Act will be submitted to you, there
being provision made for carrying on tbe essential functions of the Commission of
Conservation in tbe appropriate Departments of the Government. This measure
will, tberefore, avoid very considerable duplication of services, and permit consequent
saving of expense 'witbout detriment to tbe public advantage.

A Bill amending tbe Dominion Elections Act to provide for necessary revision
of tbe electoral lîsts applicable to tbevote sbortly to be beld in tbe Province of
Ontario respecting the Canada Temiperance Act will be submited to you.

Bills relating to Copyrigbts, tbe simplification and consolidation-of the Incomie
War Tax Act, 1917, and amendîng Acts, Scientific Rlesearcb and otber inatters will
be submitted to you.

Geteùnof the lTuose of Cononons:

Tbe accounts of tbe last fiscal year will be laid before you. Estimates for tbe
next fiscal year will be submitted at an early date, making provision for tbe various
services of government. Tbese bave been formed with a vîew to strict economy,
baving due regard to the obligations of tbe country and the exigencies of tbe public
service, and any possible contraction, following -thc expansion of the periUd of the
war, bas been diligently sought.

Honourable Gent4pmen of the Senate:

Gentlemen of the Hou-se of Commons:

In inviting your careful considcration of tbe important matters wbicb, wîll engage
your attention, 1 pray that Divine Providence may direct and prosper aIl your consul-
tations to tbe safety, honour, and welfare of our Sovereign aud this Dominion.

On'motion of Mr. iMeigben, it was ordered, Tbat tbe Speecb of fis iExcellency
tbe «overnor (4eneral f0 both flouses of Parlianient, be taken into consideration on
Tuesday next, and tbat tbis order bave precedence over aIl other business except tbe
introduction of bis, until disposed of.

The Joint Librarians of Parliament have the honour to submit the following
report for the year 1920, during oniy a portion of which they have had charge of the
Iibrary.

Mr. A. D. DeCelles, General Librarian, retired on the let of June last, having
served as Assistant Librarian for five years, and for thirty-five years as General
Librarian.

Mr. Martin J. Griffun, Parliamentary Librarian, retired on the 7th of July, having
been thirty-6ive years as Parliamentary Librarian. The present Librarians desire
to record their appreciation of the -assistance rendered and the information -given to
them on assuming office by their predecessors who have so recently terminated their
long and meritorious services.

In the last Annual Report, and from time to time previously, allusion has been
made to, the congested state of the ?Library and the necessity of providing ample
and safe accommodation for the thousands of volumes which now overload the shelves
of the Library proper, and fill the lowcr storprooms and vauits. The nccessity still
exists, and the undersigned f cel that neither the compl ete Êecurity of the Library
nor its convenient arrangement in respect to the needs of users can be assured under
present conditions.

Meanwhîle, the Librarians desire to express their appreciation of the fact that
two rooms at the north end of the ground floor of the new building have heen assigned
to the Library. One of these rooms has already been excellently fitted out by the
Department of Public Works witb steel shelving, and temporary relief will thus
be afforded by this opportunity of conveniently placing lnany thousands of volumes.

A list of donations to the Library, and of Copyright Works will be submitted.
The Supplementary Catalogue embracing the books purchased since the last report

is now in the hands of the printer and will shortly be suhmitted.
Amongst Governmental reports of ýpecia1 interest are the recent Official

Despatches, with Maps, issued by the Government of Great Britain relating to the
Jutland iBattle. Several copies of these bave heen secured.

Amongst the items in the list of donations which inay be specially noted are
the papers received from the "League of Nations"~ 'comprising:

1. The Official Journal.
2. Verbatim Record of the Proceedings of the Assembly.
3. Verbatim Record of the Proceedings of Conmîttees.
4. Documentary Correspondence submitted for consider ation by the Assembly.
5. Treaty Series-hbeing Treaties and International engagements registered with

the League.
Also a set of the ilansard of the British House of Commons owned hy the Late

Right ilonourable Joseph Chamberlain, and covering the period of his Parliamentary
career. These books were kindly given to the Canadian Government hy the Right
Honourable Austin Chamberlain, Chancellor of the Exehequer.

Both in Great Britain and on thîs continent, the increase in the price of raw
material* and in costs of labour compared to pre-war days have made a very marked
increase in the price of books and periodýicals, and added heai'ily to the cost of
hinding; and it naturally follows that with a vote barely larger than that of 1914,
the range of Library purchases in 1920 was somewhat restricted.

It has been the aim of the Librarians, however, to secure and make available
the works of the leading authorities on Constitutional subjects, on Sociology, Ecouo-
mics, History and the various questions which are specially related to the work
of Parliament.
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In respect to the borrowing and returning of Library books the ru1es laid down
by Parliament are adequate and clear, but not infrequently they are more honourcd

in the breacli thnn the observance. It is hardly necessary to point out 1ýhat complîinme
with the rules is a matter of obvious justice te the many users of the Library and
is to the best interests of the Lihrary itself.

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"In like manner, motions advocatig public expenditure or the imposition of a

charge, if the motion be framed in sulllciently abstract and general terms, can be

enteritained, and agreed to by the Ilouse. Resolutions, of this nature"-and 1 eall the

attention of the flouse particularly to the following sentence-"are permissible becanse,

having no operative efTect, no grant is made or burthcn împosed by their adoption."

It seems to me that there again the authority points to the resolution as being iii

order. But in looking up the Journals of the flouse I lad two cases particularl;y in

point. In 1892, on the l4th of IMarch, Mr. Ijenison, seconded by Mr. Tyrwhitt, nioved:

"That, whereas the new United States canal at Sault Ste. Marie *is being con-

structed of a depth of 18 feet, and 'whereas it is proposed in that Country to deepen

their canais on the Great Lakes to not leus than 20 feet, and whereas the proposed

increase in depth has already been made at the mouth of the DJetroit River, in the

opinion of this flouse it is expedient that the Soulanges Canal and the other canais

in the River St. Lawrence should be deepened to twenty feet."

Obviously*that resolution was in almost direct terms an authority to expend public

money. There was also in the year 1885 a resolution moved by Mr. White (Cardwell),

seconded hy Mr. Wright:
"That in the opinion of this flouse, the full sessional indemnity of such members

of this flouse as have volunteered, or may volunteer, for service in the North West,

and whose services have been or may be accepted, shonld be paid on their departure

from Ottawa?,
That resolution iii its terns clearly involved the expenditure of money. Taking the

general view, it does seemn to me that if the flouse were unduly to restrict honlourable

members in movirig motions of this character it would serve to circumscribe debate

to Fi very marked degree, because after ail very few resolutions are moved which

xvould not in themseIves, Af carricd into effect, involve the expenditure of public

money. It seems fé me that the better principle wonld be to widen the mile as much

as possible in order that the sense of the flouse may be f aken upon these maffers, if

being ianderstood iu ahl cases that these resolutions merely involve an expression of

opinion on the part of the flouse, and that they do not affect the constitutional method

of placing upon the Goverument the responsibility of initiafing ahl legieîntion which

bas for its object the expenditure of money. Therefore, under nîl these circumstanceg,
I must i-uic that the resolution is in order.

Hlenders, from the Select Standing Comnmittee on Agriculture and Coloniza-
tieni, -who have had under consideration the question of "Standardization of parts of

Agrîcultural Maehinery," pres-ented as their First Reportthe appended Report of

their Sub4Cominittee on this subject, to which they have unanimously acreed, as
fol1ows

The Sub-Coinittee of the Committee on Agriculture and Colonization of the

Ilonse of Commons, appointed to deal xith thie standardization of parts of agricul-
tural implements met in the iRailway Committee rooru on Thuiisday, April 7th, there
being present as members of this ýCommittee-the Chairinan, Mr. R. C. Henders, Mr.
ý%-cCoige iMr. Hlarold, Mr. Wright, IMr. Nicholson and Dr. J. Hl. Grisdale, -as well as
representatives from the various agricultural implement manufacturers, as füllows:

Mr. A. W. Wallace, International Ilarvester Co.;
Geo. G. Graham, The iFrost & Wood Co.;
T. Whitcomb, Smiiths Falls;
W. S. MeFarlane, Cocksýhutt Plo~w Co.;
W. A. Watts, iMassey Ilarris -Company;
E. F. Boite, International ilarvester Co.;
Wm. J. Verity, Verity Pie-w Company;
Geo. Valentine, Massey-Hlarris Company;
T. Bradshaw, Massey-llarris Company;
J. G. Hossack, Massey-llarris Company;
A. L. Upton, International fliarvester Co.

Samples wvere submitted of ledger plates, sections and guards, as well as parts
of cutting bar by the lMassey-larris and International Harvester Companies, and
parts of plow points and plow point hoits by Cockshutt and Verity Plow Companies.

It wvas argued by the manufacturers representatives tirat to stand-ardize these
different parts would be to create a new group of articles which would add to the
burden of the local agents in the way of repairs to be carried, and also th-at it would
interfere with the improvement of the different machines or implements affected.

It was ultimately conceded, on close questioning and pressure, that in
the case of ledger plates as to shape and attachment, ini the case of
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sections as to location of rivet holes, in the case of plow points as to location of boit
holes and shape of same, in the case of plow point boits as to shape, in the case of
sprockets and sprocket chains, nuts for waggon skeins and nuts and boits generally
that a very material progresis might be made towards standardization, and it was
suggested that the Committee of Manufacturers' iRepresentatives might meet with
the Sub-,Committee of the Committee on Agriculture and Colonization, or soma
representatives of the said Sub-4Comimittee, to discuss this matter.

No such Committee was, howcver, named by the manufacturers at the time of
the meeting above repuorted, but it was undcrstood that the manufacturers should
hold a meeting among themselves iii the afternoon to discus6 the matter privately and
give us their views. Such a meeting was held and a resolution drafted and passed,
reading as follows:

Ottawa, April 7th, 1921.

Tliat the reiiresenta1ives of the inmplement comipanies present at the meeting of
the Agricultural Comnmittee are of the opinion that a measure of standardization is
possible on many of the articles onsidered and discussed with your Suh Oommitte.,
this morning. It will, howev er, be recognized that any change, even of a minor
character, which may be made in agricultural implements, may involve important
manufactu ring considerations and therefore it is suggested that a Board composed
of expert engineers to be named by your Committee, and representatives of the
agricultural implement manufacturers,, be constituted to investigate and make recom-
mendatioiis.

Resolved, That it is expedient to amend The Opium and Narcotie Drug Act,
chapter seventeen of the statutes of 1911, as amended by chapter thirty-one of the
statutes of 19,9O, and to provide that,-

1. That subsection one of section five be amended to provide that no prescription
is to be used more than once;

2. That subsection two of section five be amended to provide that a physician
shall not prescrihe. adminîster or -ive anv druz except for medicinal Purposes:

3. That subsection one of section five A be amended to provide that the Minister
may prescribe that any person may be required to keep a record in connection with the
export, import, receipt, sale, disposai and distribution of sny drug mentioned in the
Schedale to the said Act;

4. That paragraph (e) of subsection two of section five A be amended by the
addition of the provision that any person oecupying premises in or lupon which any
drug is found, and who is charged with unlawful possession, shall be deemed to be in
possession of such drug-, unless he prove that the drug was there without his authority,
knowledge or consent, or that he was lawfully entitled to the possession thereof;

5. That where a charge is laid under either paragraph (d) or (e) of subsection
two of section fivc A, the onus of proof on the charge of rnannifacturing, selling,
givîng away or distributing any drug witlîout first obtaining a license thercfor, shall
be upon the accused; and that the certificate of the Dominion Analyst as to the result
of the analysis of any drug or drugs seized under the said Act shall be accepted as
evidence of the nature and content of sncb drug or drngs in ail legal proceedings and
prosecutions under the said Act;

6. That sections seven, eight and nine of the said Act be repealed and in lieu

thereof provision be made (a) for the right of search by any constable or other pejace
officer who bas reasonable cause to suspect that any drug is kept or concealed for any
purpose in any premises contrary to the Act; (b) for the forfeiture, upon conviction,
of the drug aud ail receptacles containiug the same, to Ris Majesty, whereupon the
same shall be delivered to thei Minister to be disposed of as hc may direct; and (c) for
the forfeiture of any drng now in the custody of any court, or any drug that may be
seized for the violation of any law, after three moutha from the passing of this Act,
or froma such seizure, as the case may be, to Rlis Majesty, and the delivery thereof to
the Minister to be disDosed of as he rnay direct, unloss within the said period of three

months it is established to the satisfaction of the court that no offence has been

committed in connection therewîth, or unless the court otherwise orders; Provided.
however, that the provisions of the Customs Act shahl apply to any drug nawfully
imported into Canada.

This recemmendation was nef infended te cever the translation services of fthe
annual reports, and as the public deparfments flnd difficuify in determining what sucil
services weuld cosf tilem, the Committea believe fthe simpiast mafhod is for the frans-
lation te remain under the jurisdicfion of fhe lieuse of Cemmens, as af presant, and if
se recommends.

The Coinitfee suggest that special pains be taken to see that public bodies,
more parficularly flic public libraries in the larger centres of population, be given
a full distribution, and that the practice of making a charge b3e dispensed wifh in this
connection, as far as public documents are concerned.

7. Thfe Commit tee lias had under consideration tlic annual report of flic Ediforial
Commiftee, and lias pleasure in eommending flua brandli of tbe public service for the
excellent work it is doing. If is a greaf satisfaction to, the Commiffee to know that
since it proposed tbe creation of the lEdiforial Committcc, there lias been saved to the
country flie sum of over $800,000, which would have gon in useless prinfing. The
annual dcpartmental reports submitfed to Parliament arc a tangible evidence of whaf
the Editorial Commit tee lias been able to accompliali, witlifout impairing the work of
any of the departmenfs. Besides flic reduction i the number of printed pages from
210,007,4M4 in 1916 f0 40,662,680 in 1fl20, fthc haîf-tone illustrations iii annual reports
in 1916 were 9,397,865, and last ycar tbere was none.

In its annual report, reference is made by thfe Editorial Commitfee to flic
frcqucncy witli which Rule 74 of the House of Commonis is suspcnded, and ail instance
is givon wliore. on the rcprcscntations of the Commiftec, an order for tlic printing
of baîf a million copies of a certain report was reduccd by fifty per cent, after al
public requirements had been met. The Commitfee rcallizes fliat occasionally tliere is
an urgent demand for the printing of a document for flic use of-Parliamenf, as for
instance flic Frenchi Treafy, in regard fo wbici IRule 74 was suspended on Marci 3lst
of the poresent Session, and to whicli flierecould be no objection. But many instances
bave occurred wlierc orders for prinfing bave heeil passed by Parliament without
tlie Commiftee on Prinfing being consulfed, and we would suggest thaf in evcry
instance wliere if is ronfemplated to suspend iRule 74, the Cliairman of the Com-
mittee on Prinfing sliould be notified in advance.

Witli reference f0 tIc recommendation confained in Report No. 2 of last Session,
"fliat if be made an imperative ordcr fliaf ail manuscripts of publications f0 be
printed for tIe public deparfmenfs or commission wliosc appropriation is votcd by
Parliament, must be refcrred fo the Ediforial Committee before action is faken upon
them," tlic Commitfec desîre f0 be undcrsfood fliat the widesf possible interpretafion
is f0 be placed upon this recommendaf ion. In one or f wo instances, flie jurisdicfiîon
of flie Ediforial Commitfec lias been eliallengcd, and tlie Joint Gommittcc flicrefore
recommends fiat flic rule as regards requisifions for aIl classes of printing, binding,
etc., lic made applicable f0 aIl officers appoinfed by iParliament equally as f0 flic public
departmenfs.

4. That the Governor in 'Couneil may by regulation provide for an appeal to the
Dominion Dairy and Cold Storage Commissioner, or lis representative, fronm a
deeision of a Dairy Prodûce Grader as to the classification or grading of any particular
lot of dairy produce.

5. That penalties may be imposed for the violation of any provision of the
proposed legishation or of any regulation. made thereunder.

Whereupon, Mr. Tolmie, a Mcmber of the King's Privy Council, informed the
flouse, That Ris Excehlency the Governor General, having been informed of the
subjeot-mattcr of the said proposed iResolution, recommends it to the flouse.

SPEAIER'S RUL1NG.

Mr.- SPEAKER: In the course of debate during the sitting of May tenth, the hon-
ourahie meniber for Brome read a letter which he said waEs purely imaginary. The
letter in question \vas addressed tu the honourahle F. B. Me nirdy, iMnister of Public
Works, and sijzned by C. C. Ballantyne. A -point of.order was raised by the hon-
ourahie member for Selkirk as to whether it xvas competent to attach a member's name
to an imaginary letter.

The situation wasr somewhat baffling and difficult to deal with at the moment,
inasmuchi as the question was without precedent so far as I have been able to ascer-
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tain, and, iu view of the speeifie staternent of the bonourable member-for' Brome
that the letter was purely îmgnrI did flot at the tirne mile thc proceeding out of
order. IJ-pon careful and mature rellection, I arn of opinion thal if this incident is
to stand, and a precedent thus established, a door would be opened for a grave abuse
of the mules of the iHouse and the general princifiles which govern debate.

There are geveral objections to this method of procedure. It is contrary to the
miles to refer ta an Honourable Mlember by îuame (and, iii this connection. I desire
ta direct the attention of the Hanse to the fact that theme lias been of late an increasing
tendency to violate this rnost important mile).

Furthermore, the matter contained in a letter of this eharacter, although said
to be purely imaginary, cannot fail to convey a meaning and be capable of an inter-
pretation whieh the honoumable inember affected cannot effectively deny, beinig pre-
cludeci by the very nature of the letter; thus in effeet an honourable member would
be enabled by this indirect method to convey a meaning or impression which he
would ho Dreoluded from doinz by direct assertion.

There is stili another very grave objection to this unetlîod, an objection which,
to lny mni, is sufficient iii it.elf, viz.. that the use of this method iii argument will
call for siilar letters in reprisai, aind thus the door would be opcaed to a method
of debate which it would require no0 effort of tbe imagination ta realize would affect
most injurionsly decoruni in debate and the dîgnity of the Hanose.

It is therefore in mny judgment of great importance that the incident in question
shbould not ho eonstrued as a precedent, and, iii order the more effectively to carry out
this intention. I have issned instructions that the letter in question ho not printed
iii the revised edition of Hansard.

potatoes to any foreign markiet.

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2. That no person shal .sell or offer for sale any potatoes in any package in whlich
the f aced or shown surface gives a false representation of the contents of sueli package,
that is when more than ten per centum, of such potatoes are substantially smaller in
size than, or inferior in grade to the faced or shown surface; and no person shall seli
or offer for sale any potatoes so diseased or otherwise depreciated as to render theni
unfit for consumption.

3. That whcnever any potatoes in any package are found s0 packed that the faced
or shown surface gives a false representation of the contents of the package, any
inspector may confiscate such package, which may be destroyed or otherwise disposed
of as the minister may direct; and whenever any potatoes in any package are found
to be f alsely marked- the said inspector may mark the same "below grade"' or efface
such false marks and place the proper grade marks thereon; and the inspector shall
give notice to the packer within twenty-four hours, of his action in regard thereto.

4. That ail potato barrels manufactured in Canada, for sale in Canada, and ail
barrels containing potatoes for sale in Canada, sbahl contain as nearly as practicable
seven thousand -and fifty-six cubie inches; and the Governor in Councîl may make
regulations as to auahity, form and dimensions of containers. and penalties for vio-
lation of the regiilatlons.

5. That no person shall seli, or offer, expose or have in bis possession for sale,
potatoes Dacked in a -barrel, for gale by the barrel. unless such barrel is well and
properly filled.

6. That inspectons may enter upon any premises to make examination of any
potatues suspeaed of bteing marked or paeked In vriôlation of these provisions, and
May detain any shipment of potatocs' for examination ini respect of wliceh hc lias
reasonable grounds for believing there is a violation of these provisions, upon giving
notice thereof to the owner.

7. That provision be made for the marking, grading and inspection of onions,
offered for sale by the hag, crate, or package; excepting wbat are commonly termed
"green onions." and not aiiulying to onions' imported into Canada, nor when com-
pliance would prevent the sale or exportation of onions to any foreign market.

8. That similar provisions as to false representation, and as to disonsed or other-
wige derpreciated onions, and as to seizure, confiscation and examination of onions,
be enacted as proposed in the case of Dotatoes.

9. That ail potatoes, onions, artichokes, beets, carrots, parsnips and turnips
offered for s'ale, shall be sold by the unit one standard Pound avoirdupois: Provided
that when any of the foregzoing vegetables are offered for sale with the top leaves
attached, commonly termed by the trade "green vegetables,"1 this provision shahl not
apply.

10. That penalties be enacted for violation of the proposed legisiation and for
the procedure tp be adopted in prosecutions therefor.

On motion of Mr. Meiglien, for Mr. Wigmore, the Hous'e resolved to go into
Committee of the Whole, on Monday next, to consider thefoilowing proposed Resolu-
tions.

2. That section thirtý-one of the Customs Act be amended by adding the provi-
sion that an entry shahl fot be perfect unless in ail cases of shipments from any country
other than the Uniied Kingdom, British Colonies and British Possessions, where
the value for duty of the invoiced goods in térms of the standard dollar of Canada is
one liundred dollars or over, such invoice bear theron a certificate of a 'Canadian
Trade Commissioner, British Consul or other duly accredited officer, in the form or to
the efTect prescribed in that behaîf by the Governor in Council, who may also precribe
the fee to be charged therefor.

3. That section forty of the said Act, relating to the valuation of goods at their
fair miarket value in the principal markets of the country wlience exported, be amended
by providinz that such value in no case is to be lower than the wholesale price thereof
at sunob time and place. and by the added provision that the value for duty of new or
unused goods sliall iii no c'ase be less than the actual cost of production of similar
goods at date of shipment direct to Canada, pîus a reasbnable profit thereon, and the
Minister of Customs and Inland Revenue shaîl be the sole judge of what shaîl con-
stitute a reasonable profit in the circumstances.

4. That section fifty-nine of the said Act be amended by adding thereto the
provision that notwithstanding any of the provisions of the section, in computing
the value for duty of the currency of an invoice, no reduction shaîl be allowed in.
excess of fifty per cent of the value of 'the standard or proclaimed currency of the
country from whence the g-oods are inivojced to Canada irrespective of the rate of
exçliange existing hctween quoh entintry and Canada on date of the shipmnent of the,
goods; and in respect of zoods shipped to Canada f-rom a country where the rate of
exehange is adverge to Canada, the value for duty of the currency of the invoice shaîl
be computed at the rate of exchanze existinz between sucb country and Canada at
the date of the shipment of the goods.

5. That section one hundred and four of the said Act be amended to provide thaf
entry of zoods outwards by land conveyance sliall be made at the Custom-house of
the port of exit for Canada.

6. That section one hundred and thirty-two of the Inland Revenue Act, relating
to the recovery of penaltiesl, be amended fo provide that the jurisdiction of the
Exchequer Court be extended to enforce penalties up to two thousand dollars, and
that every action, suit or progedution taken under the provisions of the Act shaîl be
inscribed on a privileged docket or roll, and heard by privilege and preference.

7. That section one hundred and eigbty of the said Act be amended to provide
that the certificate of a provincial analyst shaîl be accepted as evidence of the alcoholic
content of the beer or wash suitable for the manufacture of spirits.

8. Thaï section one hundred and eighty-one of the said Act be repealed and in
lieu thereof it be enacted that every person who has been convicted of an offence
against the provisions of section one hundred and eighty, relating to distilling without
a lieense. or has beeîi adjudged hiable to the penalty therein provided for, shaîl, in
addition to any such penalty, incur a penalty ini double the amount of dutieg which.
should have been paid.

9. That the said Act be amended by the insertion of the provision that on every
cask or barrel used in a brewery or for keeping or delivering out any beer, there
shail at ail times be leg-ibly cut, branded or painted in oul colours on one head, the name
and address of the brewer; and on every bottie containing beer, there shail at al
times be securely fixed by the brewer or bottlcr of the said beer, a label showing iii
conspicuous type the name and address of the brewer or hottler of 'the said beer and
showing also the percentage of proof spirits contained in the said beer.

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10. That section three hundred and fifty-six of the said Act be arnended by
adding the provision that everyperson who selis or oflers for sale any manufactured
tobacco or cigars dtherwise than' in or from the original package bearing thereon the
proper revenue stamps, whether or not the proper duty has been paid on such tobacco
or cigars, shall he guilty of an offence and be liable to a penalty of not less than ten
dollars and flot exceeding fifty dollars and for a second offence to a penalty of flfty
dollars.

19BB. (1) The followlng excise taxes ghall be imposed, levied and collected on
the article> hereinafter specified, namely.

(a) A tax on playing cards for every flfty-four cards or fraction of flfty-four
in each package,-,when selling at twenty-four dollars or less per gros packages, eight
cents Per pack; when selling in excess of twenty-four dollars per gros% packages,
fifteen cents per park;

(2) The excise taxes as imposed by the preceding subsection onle Shanl he payable at
the time of importation or when taken out -of warehouse for consumption in addition
to the present duticg of cu8toms or at the tixnc of sale by thc Canadian manufacturer,
but shall net apply on playingz cards when exported, and shail be accounted. for to is
-Majesty in accordance with such regulations as may be prescribed by the Minister
ýof Customg and Inland Revenue.

(3) (a) A tax of thirty cents per gallon on wines of all kinds, except sparkling
winqes, eontainîng not more than forty per cent of proof spirits;

(b) A tax of tlfree dollars per gallon on champagne and ail other sparkli-ng wines.
(4) The excise taxes ag imposed by the preceding subsection three shahl be payable

at the time of- sale by the Canadian manufacturer, but shah »ot apply to such wines
when exvorted, and shahl be accounted for to His Majesty, in accordance with such
regulations as ghall be prescribed by the Minister of Customns and Inland Revenue.

(5) Every person selling or deahing in the articles upon whicli taxes are imposed
as Dreserihed by this section may be requircd by the Minister of CuËtoms and Inland
Revenue to take out an an-nual license therefor, for which hicense a fee'not exceeding
-two dollars shall he paid and the penalty for neghect or refusal to obtain a license
shahl be a sum not exceeding one thousand dollars.
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2. Resolved, That any such tax, costs or penalties may, at tlhe option of the
Minister, be recovered and imposed in the Exchequer Court of Canada or in any other
Court of competent jurisdivtîiu, in the namne of Ris Majesty.

3. Resolved, 3?hat any enactinent founded on the preceding resolution shall
be dcemed to have corne into force on the tenth day of May, nineteen hundred and
twenty-one.

19BBB (1) That in addition to the present duties of customs and excise there
shall be imposed, levied and collected an excise tax of one and one-haif per cent on
sales and deliveries by Canadian nianufacturers or producers, and wholesalers or
jobbers. and a tax of two and :one-haîf per cent on the duty paid value of goods
iniported, but in respect of sales by manufacturers te refailers or consumer, including
saleg to Ris Majesty. whether in the riglit of Ris 'Majesty's Government of Canada
or His Majesty's Goverument of any province of Canada for the purpose of re-sale,
tlic excise tax payable shaîl be three per cent and on goods imporfed by retailers or
Consumers, including impor.tations by luis MaSesty, whether in the right of Ris
Majesty's Government of Canada or His Majesty's (iovernment of any pro vince of

Canada for the purpose of re-sale, the excise tax payable on'the duty paid value shall
be four per cent; that tlhe purchaser shaîl be furnished with a written invoice of
any S,,ale, which invoice shaîl state separatcly the amount of such tax te At lest the
extent of one and one-haîf per cent but such fax must not be included in the manu-
facturer's. producer's or wholesaler's costs on which profit is calculated; and the 4,ax
shaîl be payable by the purchaser to the 'wholesaller, producer or manufacturer at the
time of sucli gale, and by the wholesaler, producer or manufacturer to RTis Majesfy
in accordance with sucli regulations as may bc prcscribed, and suci wholesfler, pro-
ducer or manufacturer shaîl be liable to a penalty not exceeding five hundred dollars,
if sueh payments are not made, and in addition shaîl be hiable f0 a penalty equal
to double thec amounf of tlhe excise duties unpaid; that the ferm "duty paid value"
means the value of the article as it would be determined for the purpose of Icalculating
an ad v alorem. duty uapon the importation of samne into Canada under the laws relating
f0 the Customas and fthe Custoins Tarif! whether such article be in fact Su.bjecf to
ad valorem or other duty or not, and in addiftion the amount of thec Customs duties,
if any, payable thereon.

Provided that in respect of lumber an excise fax of two per cent shahl be .imposed,
levied and collected on sales and deliveries by the (anadian manufacturer and of threc
per cent on importations and that no further excise fax s-hall be payable on re-sale.

Provided also thaf the taxes.specified in this section shahl net apphy te sales or
Itapurtatiofla of!-

Bread; fleur, oatmcol, rollcd 0sf s, and coruimeal; animals living; live poultry;
Vieats and poultry, fresh; milk including buttermilk; creani; butter; cheese; oleo-
margarine, margarine, butterine or other substifutes for butter; lard, lard compound
sud similar substances, made fromn animal or vegetable stearine or ouas; eggs; vege-
tables, fruits, grains and seeds in their natural state; bran, shorts, middlings, oul cake,
oil cake meal; grains mixed or crushed for -cattie or poultry feed; hay; straw;
hops; nursery stock; chicory, raw or green; bees; honey; sugar, molasses;
other farm produce sold by the individual farmer of his own production;
ice; flsh and products f hereof net canned or medicated; ores of metals of ail kinds;
fuel of alI kinds; gold and silver in ingots, blocks, bars, drops, sheets or plates unmanu-
factured; British and Canadian-coin and foreign gold coin; legs and round unmanu-
factured tumber; fence posta, railroad ties, puhpwood, tan bark, and ether articles
the product of the forest when produced and sold by t he individual. settler or farmer;
newspapers and quarterly, monthly and semi-monthly magazines and weekly literary
papers unbound; materials for use .only in the construction, equipment and repair o 
ships; ships licensed to engage in the Canadian coasting trade; calcium carbide;
electricity; gas manufsctured from. coal, calcium carbide or oul for illuminating or
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heating purposes; materials for use solely in the manufacture of oleomargarine or
any substitute for butter or lard or for the production of cottolene; artificial limba;
and parts thereof; artificial eyes; donations of clothing and books for charitable
purposes; settlers' effects; War Veterans' badges; memorials or monuments erected
in memory of soldiers who fell in the Great War; articles imported for the use of the
Governor General; articles imported for the personal or officiai, use of Consuls GJeneral
who are natives or citizens of the country they represent and wlho are not engaged in
any other business or profession; Bibles, missals, prayer-books, psalm and iyxnn-books,
religious tracts, and Sunday school lesson pictures, and the Governor ini Concil shall
have power to add to the foregoing list of articles exempted fromn the excisé taxes on
sales, asle may deem it expedient or necessary to exempt fromn the said excise taxes.

Frovided further that the excise taxes specified in this section shall not be payable
on goods exported, or on sales of goods made to the order of each individual customcr
bj a business which sells exclusively by retail, under regulations by the Minister of
Gustoms'and Inland Revenue who shail be sole judge as to the classification of a
business; and a drawback may be granted of niuety-nin'e per cent of the said taxe§
paid on materials used, wtought into or attached to, articles exported.

(2) That the Minister may require every manufacturer, producer, wholesaler or
.iobber to take out an annual license for the purposes aforesaid, and may prescribe a fee
therefor, not exceeding two dollars, aud the penalty for neglect or refusal shaîl be a
sumn not exceeding one thôusand dollars.

(3) That any such tax, costs or penalties may, at the option of the Minister, be
recovered sud imposed in the Exchequer Court uf Canada or in any other Court of
competent jurisdiction, in the name of His Majesty,

(4) That the provisions of this resolution respecting a tax on sales shail be
deemed to havc come into force on the tenth day of May, nineteen hundred and twenty-
one, and to bave. applied to ail goods imported or taken out of warehouee for con-
sumption on snd after that day, kiTId ho 11ave >tk<,f applied to goods previously imported
for which no entry for consumption was made before that day.

legisiation and of the regulations made thereunder.

4. That the Governor in Council may hy règulation provide for an appeal to
the Dominion Dairy and Cold Storage Commissioner, or bis representative, from s

decision of a Dairy Produce Grader as ta the classification or grading of any particu-
lar lot of dairy produce.
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5. That penalties'may be imposed for the violation of any provision of the
proposed legisiation or of any regulation made thereunder.

.3. That section forty of the said Act, relating to ti. valuation of goods at their

fair mnarket value in the principal markets of the country whence exported, be amended

by providing that such value in no0 case is to be hower than the 'wholesale price thereof

at such tume and place, and by the added provision that the value for duty of niew or

unilsed goods shahl in no case be less than the actual cost of production of gimilar

goods at date of shipment direct to Canada, pîus a reasonable profit thereon. and the

Minister of Customs and Inland Revenue shaîl be the sole judge of what shahl

constitute a reasonable profit in the circunistances.

Mention sIîould be made also cf the efficient
assistance given to your Cominittee by the Officiais of the Board of -Pension Cern-
m.iss'lier.s>, of the Iipartment cf Soldiers' Civil lle-establîshment, Soldier Settiement
B3oard, Department of Labour and Militia and iDefence, the Superintendent of Insur-
ance, the Soidiers' Jîîsurance Branch and by Mr. C. G. MacNeil, cf the Great War
Veterans Assoeintioi; of Canada.

Reviewý of Post Effort and Expenditure

Before dealinig with the iminediate subjccts referred to your Cornmittee, it will be
cf interest to levicev briefly the effort and expenditure made by the people of Canada
throngh the F'cderài authorities on behaîf cf those w'ho teck part in the wîir. A compre-
hensive stateinen t on these subjeets wi]l be found in the report of the Special Parlia-
mentary Coînînittec on Rc-establishmei-}t issued'on October 31, 1919. It is net the
intention bo repent what was then said, but rather to present in a condensed form the
more strihing feinures relevant thereto. The figures quoted,1 un1egs otherwise indicated,
cover expenditures, including cost cf administration, to the 31st of Mairch, 1921. They
aire expressed iu iound amnounts, and nc do'lbt f all short cf a full accounting:

As already rnentioued, the above is by no0 means a complete accowsting of the
expenditure on behaif of the returncd man. It can be stated withi confidence that there
has been expended to the end of tho last fiscal ycnr, that iýs to Mardi 315t, 1921, froin
four hundred and flfty to five hundred millions, and in those figures no allowance is
made for the sum voted for the Federal IHousîn'g project or for the moneys disbursed
by Provinces and Munîcipalities or through the varions Veterans' Associations, the
Patriotie Fund, lied Cross and other voluntary societies.

It is flot so easy to forccast tic future iFederal yearly liability; mnuci will depend
upon a returu ta normal conditions throughout the country at large. The Pension
bill, including cost of administration, wMh hardly be less tian $33,000,00.00; the oCher
actîvities of the lDepartment of Soldiers' Civil Re-establishment may total a like
amount, while it is possible further large advances will be requîred to finance the
Soldier Settlenient Board. A conservative estimate of our annual expenditure in this
hehaif would not be less than $75,000,000.00.

INTRODtTCTORY
Turning now to the Order of lieference under which your Committee was con-

vened, there are indicated three distinct branches of inquiry, viz.: Insurance, Pensions
and Re-establishment. With the exception of the first named, Insurance,-which
was for the first time f ully considered last Session-the subjeets named have been
continuously under review by Special Committees of the Hanse of Commons, and
by the flouse itself, du*ring every Session of the presenit Parliament. The question
of Pensions indeed occupied the attention' of a previous Parliament, and Special
Committees sat thereon during the Sessions of 1916 and 1917. It is not surprising,
therefore, to find as a result of those previous inquiries, that a £und of information
has heen acquired and that it is the exception to have any wholly new problemn sub-
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mitted. Notwithstanding *his condition there were brouglit to the attention of your
Committee many questions connected vith each branci of its iaquiry. This is in

part evidenced by the fact that, exclusive of-the individual cases mentioned at the

outset, there were laid before the Comniittee more than 25,0 separate specifie sugges-,

tions, suggestions which deait with almost every conceivable aspect of the national
life in relation to the ex-service man.

Thanks to the efforts of the secretarial staff of the Committee. whose working

hours knew no limit, each one of these received due and careful consideration. It

is obvious, however, it would but burden the record to set out here ail these sugges-

tions. With the exception, therefore, of a few of the more important, concerning

which your Cominittee felt an expression of opinion was desirable, the report deals

only with those matters whereon the 'Committee was able to recommend positive

action or towards which it wished to direct the attention of the Goverument. Among

the latter are questions emhracing so wvide a field, they might well have been the

sole subjects of inquiiry throiughouit the Session by separate Special Committeps.

It is well to emphasize the fact that the mere abs~ence of an expression of an

opinion doca not indicate a failure to consider an.y one of the many suggestions

received. Once more let it be repeated that each and every one of these was

submitted to. discussed b.y, and decided on by volir Committee. If then those who

are interested in a special question submitted to, the Committee flnd no reference

thereto in this report, they mnay understand the Committee found itself unable

to make any recommenffition on the subjeet.

PART 1.-INSURANCE

1. Under the Act passed gt the last Session it lias 1ePPn possible Since September

list, 1920, for returned soldiers, sailors and nurses resident in Canada, without

niedical examination, te insure their lives with the Dominion of Canada up to a

maximum of $5,000 each. As carlier stated, by the end of iMarch last nearly 2,400

contracts had been completed. 0f these 910 were for the maximum sum, of $5,000;

059 for $1,000 each; 351 for $2,000; 234 for I$3,000 and the remainder for var.ving

amounts. The total liability on these policies is somewhat in excess of seven million

dollars; nearly $95,000 have been received in premiurns and by reason of the deaths

of those assured, dlaims amounting to over $120,000 have either been settled or are

awaiting adjustment. Further statistical information on this subjeet will be found

on pages 22 to 24 of the printed evidence.
2. It should he kept in iiind that the primarY objeet of the lleturned Soldiersy

Insurance Act, is to enable those whose health lias been impaired by service to

procure at actual cost, and without regard te their physical condition, some measure

of protection for their çlependents. The welfare of these dependents is accordingly

safeguarded. by various provisions of the Act which by their very nature limit ita

scope -and distinguished the relief it affords from that derived under ordlinary insur-

ance contracta.
3. IV will be noted from the statisties mentioned that a proportionately smâll

number of returned members of the forces lias yet taken advantage of the benefita

econferred by the Act. Your Committee is of the opinion that this is partly due to

raisunderstanding and lack of appreciation among returned soldiers generaily of the

benecfits that rnay be obtained. Evidence was submitted indicating that while a

large amount of printed matter lias been distributed. and maiûy avenues of publicity

used there are yet many individuals to whom this insurance would be of advantage

whio are unaware of its benefits, due in a meiaure to the difficulty of explaining

insurance except by personal interview. It às f elt that in view of the fact that appli-

cations for thus insurance will be received only for a limited period, suitable action

ahould be taken te ensure that ail persons eligible shall have had a reasonable oppor-
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tunity to obtain it before the expiration of that period. 'four Committee is not in

faveur of the appointment of agents, on a commission basis, or of any action that

might tend to obtain applications under pressure, but recommends that the Boa&rd of

Pension Commissioners, and the Department of Soldiers' Civil Re-establishment,

jointly select a sufficient number of returned soldiers to fully explain, by way of

addresses and otherfflIse, the details of the Act throughout the Dominion.

4. The following suggestions submitted to your Committee, in certain instances

by the Board of Pension Commissioners who are charged with the conduct of the

enterprise, and in others by the Soldiers' Associations or individuals, have been

approved.
(a) Thst the provision in the Act eonfining insurance contracts to those

xncmbers of the Canfidian forces who reside in this country be abrogated and

that such members, no matter where resident, be entitled to insure under the

Act.

(b) That upon the death of the assured the initial payment under the

policy, instead of being limited to one-fifth of its face value, shall be $1,0O0 or

the full amount of the policy if the latter be not in excess of $1,000.

(c) That section ten of the Act be so amended as to permit payment to

the wife of the assured wýhen sueh wife is not pensionable although other

dependents of the assured are awarded pensions.

(d) That section ten he further amended to cover the cases of those in

receipt of Pensions from othe-r than Canadian sources.

(e) That regulationis under thc Aot be framed to provide that the approval

by the proper officer of an application for insurance and receipt of the initial

premium due thereunder shaît, in the absence of fraud, have tlie saine effect

as dclivery of the pohicy to the assured. Cases already deait with affected by

such regulations to be reviewed.

(J) I1hat arraugenwtïia be m~ade whcroby pensioners inslired uinder the

Act be given the option of assigning their pensions or a portion thereof towards

payment of premnium.

The necessary amendments to the present Act to carry ont the above suggestions

have been incorporated in a Bill, a copy of which is attached.

5. The suggestions outlined are in the main self-exphanatory but in connection

with the second one mentioned (b) it may bie said that under the haw as it now stands

the maximum amount of insurance payable in one sum at dcath is one-6fth of the face

value of the policy, the balance being paid as an annuity for a period of years the

shortest of wiceh is five years. Under a $1,OO0 policy, therefore, only $200 is payable

at death. wIiile only $.100 is paid when the policy is for $500.- It is evident that the

sums mentioned are insuffloient to meet ordinary funeral expenses and that the

annuity payable under a small policy is too smaîl and spread over too long à period

to effect the maximum benefit. All amounts in exeess of $1,000 will stili be payable

as an annual incoïne and the principle of safeguarding the interests of beneficiaries,

laid down hyv your Committee last year. is not departed from in recommending this.
amendment.

6. Nuinhers of further suggestions were received, all :of which were given careful

consideration, but upon. which your -Committee was unable to reachi a favourable

decision. One of the more important of these.was that the period for receiving appli-

cations be extended. IUnder file present law this insurance is available until Sep-

tember 1. 1922, The Committee is of the opinion that with the facilities herein

suggested for Riving publicity te this ineasure every person ýwill bave had a reasonable
opportunity of eflecting insurance before that date.
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PART II.-PENSIONS

1. Following the recomniendations made by the Special Committee of'last Session,
pensions to the disabled, to widows and to dependent parents resident in Canada were
increased for a -veriod of 12 months from lst September, 1920, by a bonus of 50 per
cent over the basic rates fixed by Parlianient ini 1917. Further increases flot by way
of bonus -were at tife sanie time granted in respect of wiveR apd ehildren.

As a resuit, since the date named, the totally disabled unmarried man whose rank
is below that of a Captain, lias been in receipt of $75 a mon th, or $900 per annum; if
married but witliout chidren. $100 a month or $1,200 per annum, and if married with
3 children of pensionable age $137 a month or $1,644*per annum.

The widow of a deceased soldier of the ahove rank without chuldren, is in receipt,
of $60 per montli or $720 per annum; wliile lier allowance lias been incréased for
each eliuld of pensionable age by tlie saine amount as that allowed in respect of tlie
cliildren of the totally disabled pensioner.

12. Tlie question of continuing tliis bonus as a temporary or permanent addition
to pensions, of inereasinig or diminishing it, was one of tlic most important with
whicli your Committee liad to deal. Mucli evidence and many representations on tlie
subject were received and carefully considercd. Independent opinion was expressed
that the -present rates for tlie totally disabled and widows were in most localities
sufficient for tlie p)urpose for wliicli they were designed, aithougli as in former y-ears

leaving lîttie, if any, surplus to meet extraordinary expenses incident to illness or
accident.

Tlie Departmnent of Labour prepared for tlie use of the Committee tlie chart

attaclied to this report setting forth tlie entire cost of living for the average family

of five persons. This is based on the retail prices and rentais prevailing in the cities

of Canada, and covers a period from 1913 down to Mardi of thîs year. Tlie items

forming tlie aggregate total are rent. fuel, food, clotliing and sundries. The last-

named item includes a modest allowance for life insurance premiums. IRent, fuel and

food, make uv) about two-thirds of the total. and notwitlistanding- some fall in tlie

price of foods, the increase in rentals and cost of fuel maintains this major portion
of the budget at mucli beyond its prc-war level.

As will be noted, the peak of higli prices was reaclied during the middle of 1920

when tlie famuly budget was double Iliat of the average of 1913. Since September

last there lias been a sensible and accelerating decline until in March~ the level reaclied

corresponds to. that of the last quarter of 1919.
Other cliarts prepared by the samne Department sliow the trend of wholesale

prices over a longcr ierm of years. The decline ii these lias heen shUarper and more

rapid than in the retail trades and alTords ground for hope that ibefore long the con-
sumer will secure some further measure of relief

Taking into consideration thie above and tlie fact that tlie present bonus was not
in force during tlie period when prices were at the maximum your Committee recomn-

mends that it be continued for a furtlier period of 12 montlis, th -at is until September,
1922. IBefore tliat date arrives it is possible tliat living conditions may adjust tliem-
selves to a point which will justify its modification.

3. Last year's decision confined tlie 50 per cent bonus to pensioners resident in

Canada; for tliose resident elsewliere the former bonus of 20 per cent was continued.
Strong representations were made against the discrimination tlius shown-j and stress
was laid on the allegation tliat recruiting missions in the United ýStates made definite
promises that men enlisting in that country would receive the samne benefits as
Canadian residents. Many of tliose who thus enlisted returned after service to tlir
homes in the republic; some souglit thie advantage to be derived from special climatic
conditions, while others 'found it easier to obtain employment south of tlie line.

The position of pensioners living in the Ujnited States was furtlier aggravated
by the discount on Canadian funds iu whicli currency their pensions are payable.
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Your Committee recommend that from and after thé first of September next, the
bonus to pensioners, resident outside of Canada, be the saine as that payable to, those
living in. this country, but that'the practice of paying ai pensions in Canadian funds
be continued.

The increased liability incurred by this recommendatian is estimated at slightly
more than $650,000 per annuni divided about evenly between disabiity pensioners
and widows or dependent parents.

4. (a) TÉe position of widowed mothers in relation to pension lias received the
attention of every previous Committce and lias, as well, been discussed by tite flouse
during this and former sessions. The widow of a soldier receives lier pension as of
riglit, wholly without refeience to lier financial position. A widowed mother, on the
contrary, lias lieretofore by, our Pension Law been called upon to prove as a condition
precedent te award of pension, substantial dependency-eitlier actual or prospective
-upon hier deceased soldier son.

(b) It is suggested tliat titis distinct variation -in treatinent arises from titat
provision of tlie law whicli binds every liusband to support lis wife, whule save in the
Province of Quebec, no sucli legni obligation towards a motiter is laid upon lier son.
Even in that Province your Committee is advised a mother must, be in need, or in
tlie words of the Pension Act must be in a "dependent condition" before site can
substantiate lier dlaimi for support.

<(c) Parliament lias during tlie past two years axneliorated thte position of widowed
niotherq by providing tliat no reduction be made in thte pension of a widowed mother
because of hier personal earningg or be<cause she has the advantages of free lodgings,
by reason of te ownier8hip of lier htome or üLlherwiýýe, iior if she be resident In Canada
because site is in receipt of income from. outside sources of not more than $20.00 a
montli. In se f ar as titat income exceeds thte sum of $20.00 a montli thte pension fis
reduced. A reduction is et present elso made on account of actual contributions
made by other meinhers of thte fainily and net less tlian $10.00 a montit is deducted
on ýaccount of eaeh unmnarried son residing witli lier wliom thc Pcnsion Çommie5ioner,
consider situuld bie able to contribute Co lier support.

(d) To the above extent it wiil be noted there lias been a departure from the
original and perliaps unreasoneble mile, that even tlie smallest income or emolument
accruing to a widowed mother must be deducted fromi lier pension. What is now
urged is that a widowed motiter shahl be paid a pension as of riglit, witliout reference
to lier dependence upon lier son or to lier own financiai resources; or to put it in
another way, that widowed mothers shiah lie placed upon thte seme basis as widows.

(e) Your Cormiittee bas given fhis siib5ert very earnest consideration. To
abolisit the existing restrictions and award pension as of riglit te every motiter of a
deceased soldier, as and wlien site becomes a widow, would add many millions to tlie
pension bill. It wonld moreover resuit in the anomaly that mothers witit ample income
would receive an added suppiy frein the ceuntry's treasury, whuhe site, wlio is lessa
fortunate in woridhy wealtit, although lier sacrifice was as great, would have nothing
save lier pension upon wliicit te live. Thet a simular anomaly exisfs; in tite case of
widows does net jnstify the proposai and your 'Committee titerefore is unable to reconi-
mend samne.

(f) The question of deducting fron -pensions the contributions of children lias
aise been carefully considered. lThe Committee considers titat public opinion gener-
ally supports tlie contention that it is the duty of unmarried sons living at home ce
contribute te titeir motlier's support wlien able. ]Iowever, te do away witli the objec-
tien that a widowed' metliers pension is reduced on account of the sons living with
lier whule it is net reduced on account of income up te $20.OO -a mentit, your Cern-
mittee is of opinion that tlie iaw niigitt well be modified se that the widowed mother's
income is centidered te include any contribution from chuldren witli or away freni
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hier; thus providing that on account of such contributions up to $20.00 a nionth no
reduction from pension will be mnade.

Estimated yearly liability on this account, $17,600.00.

5. The Committee of last session' rccomnicnded an increase up to the C.E.E.
scale in pensions payable in connection with former military service. By some over-
sight the amendments to the iPension Act failed to cover ail the cases of those who
died or were disabled on military service in Canada prior to Augnst, 1914. Your
Comrnittee recommends that this error be no'w rectified, the estimated yearly liability
being $13,500.

No other recommendation involving an increased liability is proposed.

Other Pro posed Changes in the Pension Law.

6. It bas been represented to your Committee that in the aperation of the Pension
Act the following minor changes in'its wording are advisable, from an administrative
point of view :

(a) By more clearly deflning that deaths or disabilities to become pension-
able hereafter must be attributable to rnilitary service as such;

(b) By limiting the time up to which pension shall be awarded tO the
dependents of a meinher of, the forces whose death on service was due to mis,
conduct.

(c) By providing that a pensioner whose disability has been reduced tc.
within Classes 19 and 20 (fourteen to five per cent inclusive) be allowed the
option of accepting a final payment in lien of pension.

Y. The proposed bonus And Stiggested amendmeuLs to the Pension Act mentioned
above have been incorporated in a Bill, copy whereof is attached.

G enerai

8. Your Committee received many suggestions on subjeets other than those
deait with 9hove. Whiile, as stated earîjer in thc rcport, it would serve no useful
purpose to set ail of these out, yet due consideration was given to each. The foilowing
appeared of special importance:

Suggestion (a) .- "That the JJepartment of Soldiers' Civil Re-establishmnent con-
tinue pay and allowances until pension becomes operative."

A considerable amount of evidenc 'e was given to your Comnnittee on this sug-
gestion when it was shown that cases of delay in awardinx pension occurred even
under the best ordered Drocedure To prevent hardship in any case in future, your
Committee is of opinion that arran--enents he made in cases of diseharge froin
sanatoria of former members of the forces suffering fromn tixberculosis, whereby the
Departmcnt of Soldiers' Civil Re-es~tablishment sindi pay the equivalent of. a ninety
per cent.pension until sucli time as pension is awarded. Your Conmittee la of opinion
that the regzulations 110w in-force will enable the Department to put this into effect
without furthier amendment to the Pension Act.

Suggestion (b).-"Pension to be awarded for'old age disability."

This'question was pressed more strongly than in previous years. It was pointed
ont by the Commissioners that where senility has been hastened by service, pension
is awarded. Your Coninittee is of opinion that the time will shiortly arrive when cir-
cumstances will point to the necessity of very serions consideration being given to the
soldier without pensionable disahility who is unable, throng}i age or infirmity, to
care for himself.

Suggqestion (c) .--"That full disa bility pension be awarded to blind veteraxis
whether this disability was due fo service or not."'

The policy of the Pension IBoard in this inatter îs as f ollows:
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(î) A man blind in one eye previous to enlistment, who saw service over-
seas, which caused blindness in the second oye, will receive a full disability
pension;

(ii) A man blind in one eye as the result of service, who subsequently
loses the sight ini the othèer eye through some sympathetic trouble from the
first eye, will receive a full disability pension;

(iii) A man with eyesight in both eyes provieus to enlistment, who had
overseas service, through which he lost tlie sight of one eye, and subsequently
loses the the siglit in the other, from caus;es in no way related to service or to
the injury to the first oye, will receive a seventy per cent pension;

(iv) A man with impaired vision in ome eye prier to enlistment, whose
service overseas causes blindness in the other eye, and who subsequently, from
causes in no way related to bis, service, loses the siglit of the defective eye, will
receive pension at nof less than seventy per cent. In some cases sucli as
this and approximating more closely to example (î) above, lie may receive

pension at a higlier rate. Such cases as these can, however, he decided only
on their monits.

(y) Ail of the above examples will, when totally blind, receive an addi-
tional allowance for lielplessness.

An amendment to the Act in this respect is unnecessary.

Siggestion (d) .--"ThQt pension be awarded. to a widow rnarried after the appear-
ancti of the disabilit.y if thec marriapre takes3 place six xnonths hpfore deatbi"'

This suggestion received the very earnest consideration of your Committee and
the administration of the law in this respect by the Pension Board was thoroughly
inquired into. As the law now stands, a woman wlio marries a soldier after the
appearance of the injur.y or disease which resulted in bis death., is not entitled to
pension but the children may be awarded pension at orphan rates. This suggestion
lias been before former Committees whieli did not recommend any material altera-
tion. Under tlie Returnefi Soldice' Insurance Act a disabled man can proteet lis
wife by taking out insurance on his own life. Your Committcc was unabl@ to roadli
a decision in favour of the suggestion.

iSuggestion (e).-"Tliat the time limit of llve years witliin wlidh tlie widow and
cliuldren of a Densioner in classcs one to five be awarded pension, whether deatli be
due to service or not, be deleted."

It may bc pointed.out tiat pensioning the dependents of pensioners in classes
one to five wlio died from any cause wliatever, was donc witli the idea of continuing
the principle of insurance, as on service, in favour of tlie liigli disabilîty cases. Life.
insurance ean now be obtained under the Returned Soldiers' Insurance Act, and
jour Comuiittee is tlierefore not in faveur of adopting tlie suggestion-

Sug gestion (f) .--"Tliaf no reduction be made for any disability sliown to liave
existed prior*to enlistment."

No reduction is made under the existing law in tlie case of a man wlio reaclied
a theatre of actual war. unleas sucli disability was wiIfully concealed, was obvious,
or was not of a nature to cause rejection froru service.

At present also these mon suffering from tuberculosis on enlistment, who served
tliree months in Canada without a breakdown, are pensionable in full witli a maximum
deduction of ton per cent onjy on account of disability eéistng prior to enlistment.
Thus tiey receive a ninet.y per cent pension. Tliose mon 8uffering from tuberculosis
witli lesa than tliree montha' service, are pensioned for any aggravation of this disa-
bility on service. Your Committee is of opinion that no furtlier amendment is neces-
sary ini &mnection witli thlis.
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Suggestion (g) .- "Tllat dependents be pensioned when soldier' dies fromn loss of

vitality due to war service."

Evidence was flot lacking that, perhaps to an increasing extent as the war

recedes, the abnormal strain, occasioned by service in the trenches renders an ex-sol-

dier more liable to, disease and tends to hasten his demise. It is clear that eadh

case must be examined in the light of the deceased's life record and in the final

analysis the Commissieners must be guided largely by medical opinion. Your

Committee suggests that a sympathetie and generous view be taken of claims made

under such circumstances.

Suggestion '(h) .- "--ýThat pension be paid to wives of familles cf these men, lst,

who prior to enlistment had abandoned their familles and were killed on service.

2nd, who during the war were declared deserters and have sirice failed to reappear or,

3rd, who after being pensioned have lcft their homes."

The objections to awarding pensions lu these cases are se well founded your

Cornmittee is unable to make any recommendation. As to certain of th4se falling

under the 2nd, and mucli more numerous class, it appears possible thiat arrangements

can be made te protect the Dominion âgainst loss by means of a sufficient, bond cf

indemnity. It is suggested that the negotiations towards that end initiated by the

Commnittee should be continued.

Suggestion (l) .- "That commutation cf pensions above 14 per cent be made

optional, and that ail commutations be calculated on an actuarial basis."

Following the recomrnendations cf hast year's Cemmittee those in receipt cf

pensions cf hess than 15 per cent were givdn the option cf accepting a fixed amount

in cash in settiement of future pension payments. To termi such an arrangement a

commutation cf pensions is misleading. The maximum amounts available were set

eut in tbe Act and were obviously cf less advantage te, the younger pensioners and te

those with wives and pensionable familles. Your Committee lias reason to doubt the

wisdom cf the step taken hast year and is opposedi te a further extension cf thîs

plan.

PART III.-RE-ESTABLSMENT

1. This branel of your Committee's inquiry coniprised,' as was te be expected,

the more numereus, and weightier problems, in relation te ex-service.men, which

confront the country. 0f the resolutions, suggestions and communications submitted.

by soldier organizatiens and others, considerably more than orie-half had reference

te the above subject. It is a matter cf some difficuhty in dealing with these ques-

tiens te present them in an adequate manner in a report sudh as this. Many cf them

are se interrelated that it is impossible te deal with them separately and recourse

must needs be had te a broader method cf treatment than may appeal te those inter-

ested in seme particular aspect or phase cf the situation.
.2. In view cf the above, it is proposed, in opening the question, te consider, as

a whole, the position cf the ex-service man lu se far as hie may be interested lu the

genierâl subjeet cf re-establishment involving as that dees the questions cf unem-,

picyment and the after-care cf the disabled, whether needed for the tuberculous, the

amputation or the preblemn cases.

3. Since last session the world at large has reached an acute stage in the distress

whieh inevitàbly follows all great wars. The inflation of currency, notorious ln both

allied and enemy éountries,'and the inability cf most cf the European nations te, meet

their expenditure eut cf current revenue have produced'suffering and hardship every-

where. Although in Canada the situation la incomparably better than abread, yet a

precess of deflation eau neyer make for cemfort and the leas se when there is added

to the direct fiuancial obligations cf thé war the heavy railway deficits assumed by

the Dominion.
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Gratuities and Loans
4. iRepresentations were made to your Committee in favour of a further general

cash gratuity and advocating financial assistance in the shape of loans or grants inaid of many varied forms of re-establishment. In the main, these suggestions followed
the lines, adopted in previoxis years aithougli additional and sometimes novel reasons
were adduced. Your Conimittee for the reasons given in~ the report of the Special
Coxnnuttee of last year-reasons whieh have lost nothing of their strength by subse-gýuent developments- is unable to report favourably on either head.

IIousîng
.5. The adoption of a Dominion plan for the erection of houses was strongly pressed

upon the Committee both by' personal representations and by ineans of numerous
telegrAiphic appeals. It was, suggested that this miglit be accomplis 'hed in one of twoways: first, by enlarging the original Federal Housing Project whereunder the Govern-
ment appropriated the sum of $25,000,000 to be loaned the provinces; or second, by
setting aside a special sum as a housing Joan to ex-service men.

6. There wiIl be found at pages 5.e8 to 559 of the printed evidence a series of
comprehensive reports on this and kindrcd subjeets, presented by Mr. Thomas Adams.
From these it appears that the second plan proposed miglit involve an expenditure of$50,000,000 to be disburs-ed. through the ýSoldierSettiement Board in roans not exceeding
$5,000. As a check on reckless borrowing it wss suggested that each applicant mnust
be prepared to nieet onie-fifth of the cost of his lot and building out of his own

7. The original Federal project lias been taken full advantage of by four of the
provinces; two have as yet a certain amount of unexpended credit, while three have
failed to ýavail themselves of its terms. In the Province of B3ritish Columbia the plan
was utilized for the beniefit of ex-service mnen, while in soine of the other provinces the
percentage of loans to soldiers ran as higli as 80 per ent of- the total amount advanccd.

S. A strong belief was expressed that a measure of this kind would go far to check
uncmployxncnt and miglit, as wcll, rcndcr unneccssary further forms of relief which no
inatter-under what nam, are productive of deplorable results. After many and lengthy
discussions, your Commnittee agrees that the Goverument would be well advised. to
consider favourably an extension of its original project for the purpose of erecting
houses for ex-service men.

Employment of Di,,abled.
9. A widespresd, condition. -of unemployment bears'hardly enougli on the ýSound

maxi, but its trying effecta are intensified in1 the case of those 'who, through wounds
or disease are not in a condition to compete in~ the labour mnarket. The situation in
this respect is recognized in many countries where different atternpts have been made
Lo flnd a remedy. In Great Britain the plan was tried of a voluntary appeal to, em-ployers and by the establishmnent of an honour roll. In Germany a stringent law has
been enacted which coMpels every employer to find work for a certain percentage of
disabled men. In Canada the disabled mani in many cases lias been found employ-
ment, but too often, particularly where there is a large surplus of available labour,
ke is passed by.

10, lI the report of last year attention was called to the increased cost and risk
placed upon an industry by reason of employment of disabled men and the suggestion
was made that the Department of Soldiers' Civil Re-establishment should endeavour toformulate a plan whereby the opportunities of employment for disabled men should not
be Iessened.M

11. Pureuant to that suggestion the Department lias conducted an investigation
into the subject, the result of which lias been placed in the hands of your Committee.
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The situation in this country is rendered more difficuit by the varing laws of the
different provinces which deal with the compensation due to injured workmen. Your
C.ommittee recommends that for a period of three years from September lst, 1921,
the following suggestion submitted by the Department should be adopted:

That the Government of Canada should assume the liability imposéd upon
employers of disabled former members of the Forces to whom a pension of 20 per cent
or over is payable by the Government of Canada, in respect of disabilities received in
or attributable to the Great War when such former members of the Forces meet Vith
industrial accidents, subject to the following regulations:

(a) That on an accident occurring to any such pensioner in Canada and
compensation or damages being assessed by any Workmen's Compen~sation
Boar d of any province in Canada, or by any court or other authority against
the employer of such pensioner in respect of ýsuch accident, the Minister of
Finance shall pay ont of any unappropriated moneys in the Consolidated
Rlevenue Fond of Canada, thc total amount of compensation or damages
awarded.

(b) That the administration of these regulations shall be iu the hands
of the 1)epartment of Soldiers' Civil IRe-Establishment by whom ail awards
under this authority shall be approved before any payment is made.

(c) That the Minister of Soldiers' Civil IRe-Establishment be authorized
te issue regulations cevering procedure and any other matters not contrary to
the foregoing general authority.

Provided that any employee lu the service of Ris Majesty who is injured
and the dependents of any such employeo who is Icilled, and who are, on account
of sucli in:jury or death entitled to compensation under the provisions of
Chapter 15 of the Statutes of Canada, 1918, shahl not, cither for themselves
or their employers be entitled to the, bene-6ts granted under the above 'provision.

12. The (loverument of Canada being ene of the largest employers lu the
country should set an example lu this respect and your Committee therefore recom-
mends that the Civil Service Commission prepare and maintain a special list of those
desiring employment in the public service who have been disabled in the war ,and
that in ail examinations for entrance to the service the disabled who possess the
neeessary qualifications be placed ahead of ail other candidates.

A furthcr amendrnent to the Civil Service Act which. meets with the approval
of your Coffmittee is rcndered necessary by. the ruling that the Act as it stands
does flot permit the preference in appointments to the public service to be extended
te those members of the Canadian Navy who served on the Jligh Seas 'but flot in
lEuropean waters.

Amendments te the Civil Service Act requisite to carry ont the above are
attached te this report.

13. Your Committee further recommends that iu the event of reductions in the
staffs of the Canadian National iRailways or the Canadian Government Merchant
Marin(- ex-service men as far as possible be not discharged.

14. It was suggested te your Committee that expenditure on public works and the
purchase of supplies on behaîf of the Government should 'be regulated in such a
manuer as to counterbalance in some degree periodic business depression and conse-
quent unemployment of returned soldiers.

It would be diffleult to justîfy iu times like the present, any expenditure of
public funds except where there is absolute ueeessity coupled with a returu in the
form of increased efficieucy and production. The suggestion, however, does not
demand additional expenditures, but merely the regulation of such as must be made.

Your Cosaitittee believe that so far as may be possible the varieus governinental
departments should work together towards this end.
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15. It wa"ý suggested also that immigration should bie so regulated, as to prevent
an aggravation of unemployment conditions.

The Federal authorities have for some months past been making special efforts
in this direction. Your Commnittee feels too great care cannot be exercised in the
selection of immigrants from certain European States, but as this question does not
directly pertain to the subjects before the Comrnittee it makes no recommendation
thereon.

16. A resolution presented bythe G.W.V.A. asked that stepà be taken to enforce
the establishment of Provincial and Local Advisory Couxicils in conjunction with
the employment service of Canada. It will be readily understood that a move of this
kiud cau only be made with the co-operation and consent of the Provincial authori-
ties. Your Committee is adv~ised that negotiations are in progress with ail the
provinces; that some of these have already appointed both Provincial and Local
Councils while others have as yet authorized but one of these bodies. The Trades
and Labour Congress, IManufacturers 'Association and- G.W.V.A. are working in
concert with the Federal llepartment of Labour to bring about the desired result.

Probiem and Handicap Cases

17. The Committee's report of last session contained the following paragraph
under this head:

"With regard to Problem Cases in general, the time during which the
cxpcriments referred to îii t lif report of the Sub-Committee have been in
operation is not sufficiently long to warrant any definite recommendation.
Your Coîiiliitee considers that it would bc in the interest d> the work that
the matter be le-rt where it is for another year, when it may be possible to
submit a concrete proposai *embodying plans of a permanent character."

1)uring the intervening period the Department of Soldiers' Civil Rc Establish-
ment has conducted the experimental handling of these cases under provisions of
Order in Council P.C. 2328, die igiethiod adopted bcing as follows-

In the Province of Ontario, workshops providing occupation under special
conditions sot up to sneet the needs of the individuals were established in Toronto,
London, Hamilton, Brantford aild Kingston.

In British Columbia, the department operated farms as instructional centres, and
fîtrm colonies for the care of problem cases. These colonies as respecting problem
cases, were not in the opinion of the departmnent a succcss.

In the Provinep, of Quebec, a IMémorial Workshop was established by the co-
operation of various societies, and this workshop lias taken care of problemn cases with-
ont any' assistance froru the department, other than providing a building for this
purpose.

In the other provinces they have been taken cire of and given light employment
under the immediate supervision of the District Ofilcers.

18. The value of the work done in this connection by the department is evideneed
by the large number of men who were felt to be unemployable, having been placed in
employment. It is possible that some of these will again. coma on the strength but
an effort is made as soon as a man is capable of taking employment outside, to provide
samne for him.

It should also be borne in mind that for a considarable number of years, men
who are now in employment xviii be unable through their disabilities to continue in
competition with fit men, in the ordinary labour market, and may need a period of
sheltared employment before baing able to go 'back to outside work.

It is feit, however, that in view of the nature of the provision required, SOM(,
agency other than goverumental should conduct workshops similar to those being
operated at present time by the IDepartnient of Soldiers' Civil IRe-establishment.
Further, the mattar of the cost of operating these workshops xviii have to bie gone into
very carefuily with the organization to take up this-work.
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19. The department has aiready examined into the possibiiity of agencies outside

the Government conducting the necessary special workshops or other provisions that

may be approved from time te time in accordance witli the needs of various centres,

and the Canadian Red Cross, who have distinguished themselves in the carryisig on

of war work, and who it is believed are stili auxious to have their organization continue

in peace work, were thought of and approached. To date the p'roposais, which were

generail in character, have flot been replied to by the National Executive, but the

departrnent has beeti led te believe that.the proposais were well received, and that action

in the way of further and more detailed negetiatiens may be expected at an earty

date.
Apart from the National organization, however, certain branches have already

interested thenaseives and indeed started to- engage actively in the estiablishing of

definite centres of occupation. The work of the Quehec branch in Montreal has been

outlined above. The Rcd Cross of British Columbia have signified their intention of

embarking on a similar project withîn a short timc, if indccd, thcy have not alrcady

commenced operations.

20. Your Committee has given careful consideration to resolutions, forwarded in

,connection with this subjeet, and is of the opinion tbat the need for sheltered employ-

ment bas been established. Your Committee, therefore, goes on record as being in

agreement in principle with the requests submitted by the G.W.V.A., the G.A.U.V.,

and the Victoria Branch of the Canadian Rcd 'Cross.

From ail evidence submitted, it would appear that experiments conducted iii

other countries, as well as in'Canada, are net such as te lead to the belief that Farm

Colonies under supervision would havc any prospect of success. Your Committee,

therefore, was unahie to agree that the Government should embark on a definite

scheme of Farm homes. Your Commyittee believes that in the "Vetcraft ShopSa" new

being operated by the Department of Soldiers' Civil Re-establishment lies the most

feasihle scheme for the provision of sheltered employment in the larger centres of

population.

21. The recommendations of your Committee, therefore, are as follows:

1. (a) That the ?Department cf Soldiers' Civil Re-estahlishiment continue

negotiations with the Bcd Cross or other organîzation, te provide for the estab-

lishment under the administrative control of the association or organization,

sncb undertaking as may, in the opinion of the department, be considered to

be advisable.

(b) That until an organization of a definite nature is established, th2

department continue te care for these cases as at present.

2. As respects financial assistance by the Government additional te pen-

sien payments te individuais, it is feit that any decision cau enly be made

after further negotiatiens with the Bcd Cross or other organization under-

taking the work. It is, therefore, recemmended that such negoiatiens continue,

and se soon as a definite hasis of assistance is reached the proposai be placed

before the Government for'final approval.

Af ter-Care of Tuberculous.

22. Several representatiens respecting the after-care of tuberculous ex-seldiers

were placed befere your Committee. A resolution from the Great War Veterans'

Association "that a definite scheme for the after-care cf the tuberculous be piaced in

immediate operation," geuerally covers the subject of ail, excepting those having te0

do with personal representatiens.
The report of last year stated that a Board cf five specialists in tuberculosis

were investigating this prohlem and suggested that a definite scheme for after-care,

including the ce-eperation cf veluntar erganizatien, might later be forthcoming.
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.28.-Thât board after inspecting the twenty-six sanatoria, and other institutions
in Canada, where tuberculous ex-service men are being cared for, and after having
mnade other investigations pertinent to -their study of the subjeet, prepared several,
reports which were submitted to the T}epartment of Soldiers' Civil Re-establishment.
The st of these published in Tiecember was placed in the hands of your Co'nmittee.
It is a most comprehensive document, which deals exhaustively with the care and
employment of the tuberculous; ex-service man, after his discharge from sanatorium.
This report will douhtless take high rank in the medical world. It lias served as a
basis upon which consideration was given to thue subject ini hand.

It is recognized by, your Comnuittee that sanatorium trèatment alone andunaided cannot produce the best and most permanent resuits and that consequently
a system of after-care is essential if the resuits that sanatorium treatment does achieve
are to be consolidatèd.

24. Numerous individual suggestions from various sources were placed beforeyour Committee with regard to what should be provided for the after-care of the
tuberculous. 'Certain of these had reference to the provision of an increased pension
scale, and a supplementary allawance for the benefit of the tuberculous. Your Com-xnittee feels that neither of these can be endorsed, in view of the recominendation of
other suggestions which make them unnecessary.1It is feit that an adequate minimum pension either for' a period of vears or
permanently is desirgble in the case of the tuberculous. This recommendation is
limited in its application to ox-servicc men with a definite diagnosis of tuberculosis
based -on approved standards.

25. It'has been demonstrated to the satisfaction of your (Jommittee that the
majority of tuberculous ex-service men will require. skilled medical advice and super-
vision for as long as they live. This supervision should be available for tuberculous
pensioners as well as ont-patients of the IDepartment of Soldiers' Civil l{e-establish-
ment whîch will necessitate an extension of the present facilities in the way of clinics
and, personnel dcsîgncd for this purpose.

26. One of the great difficulties in dealing 'with the scourge of tuberculosis has
been the scarcity of medie-al experts and the absence of facilities for properly tralng
those members of the pwpfession 'who desire to qualif-y in this respect. The same
condition exists with regard to the nursing staff. Coinp]aint on the above heads
lias, been voiced to previous Cominittees and was again brought to the attention of
your Committee.

24'. There was established some years ago on the Muskoka lakes, a comparatively
small institution known as Calydor Sanatorium. 'It lias been since ifs inception
and is now under the charge of Dr. Ù. D. Parfitt, who is recognized as a leading expert
and authority on tuberculosis. Owing to limited accommodation, two-thirds of the
applicants for treatmen t in that institution during the past three years have been
refused admission. The Department of Soldiers',Civil iRe-establishment has becil able
to place a strictly limited'number of patients at Calydor and it is desirable that there
should be made available to a greater number the unequalled facilities afforded by the
personnel and equipment of this institution for differential diagnosis and instruction.
Your Committee recommends that the Department lie authorized to make arrangements
with the directors of this sanatorium whereby it can lie more extensively used for
the purposes set ont above. ýSucli an arrangement will probahly entail an extension
of the present building sufficient to accomunodate some e0 extra patients.

Provided this additional space is placed at the disposal of the Department for
a satisfactory term of years your Committee agrees that one-haif of the cost of the
extension should be paid out of public funds.

28. It lias been impressed upon your Committee that on therapeutie, economic
and moral grounds, every ex-sanatoýîum patient, who is even partîally fit, should be
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suitahly employed. Opportunities for suitable empoyment available to the average
type-of ex-sanatorium patient are extremely rare in the ordinary labour and indus-
trial markets. Philanthropists occasionally'employ a few but for the ma5ority oppor-
tunities for sheltered employment are only available if artificially created. Accord-
ingly there is a real 'justification for the inclusion of sheltered employment in any
well-balanced systcm of post-sanatorium care of the tuberculous.

29. It has been urged and your Conunittee agrees that the provision of sheltered
employment for the tuberculous should be in the hands of soine approved .non-
Governmental agency. The State sbould, however, recognize its responsibility to the
ex-service tuberculous patient by initiating sheltered employment and by off ering
the financial assistance required for the establishment of industries and for the
medical supervision of the patients. Your Committea recommends that tbe Depart-
ment be authorized to conaduct a survey of the tuberculous ex-service men residing
in ail the large, Canadian cities, and to take the necessary steps to establîsh a sub-
standard sbop to train and cmploy tuberculous ex-service men in any City, where the
result of the survey appears to warrant it. and where an approved non-Goverumental
agency is available for its administration.

30. It would appear that a purely agricultural colony for the tuberculous haý3
sucb narrow limits of usefulness in this country as flot to warrant its establishment.
Your Committee agrees, bowever, that an industrial colony on au experimental basis
warrants trial in Canada in a carefully scleoted location. The proposai submitted from
patients at the Mountain Sanatorium. Hamilton, in fiais connection is worthy of
most careful investigation and consideration, with a view to the provision of the neces-
sary finanrial assistance, to establish industries and provide competenit medical super-
vision under the T)epartmnt of Soldiers' 'Civil Re&establishment. As a permanent
community or village settiement for the tuberculous is tbe logical complement to the
training colony it may ultimately develop from it.

31. A sub-Committee composed of Messrs. ]3 rien, Chisbolm, and Green was
appointed to consider the question of building model tuwns for disabled ex-service
men.

After conferring with Mr. Mowat, M.P., whose resolution on the subjeet was
referred by the llouse-to your -Committee. and with Mr. Adams, to whose evidence
reference lias already been made, and bearing in mmnd the recommendations set forth
in the foregoing paragraplis, the sub-Committee lias made the following recom-
mendation in whicli your Committee concurs-

That the Depariment of th4 Tnterior be asked in collaboration with Mr.
Adams to make a report on the physical characteristies of a tract of some
7,000 acres across the North Tbompson River at KCamloops, B.C., and on the
probable cost of planning and constructing a model town thereon.

SoUlier Settiement A4ct
32. The Soldier Settlement Board was created in 1917 with, powers to make

loans for soldier settleinent uipon certain terms and conditions therein laid down.
The Board lias been buiît up to a very complete and efficient organization. Nearly
20,000 returned soldiers have been settled, and boans bave been granted amounting to
$&0,000,000. It is estimated that two million acres of free Dominion land have been
disposed of to returned soldiers under this scheme, and 8,300 of these nmen have been
successful in locating suitable homes on lands close to railway bines. The Board
appears to have produced gratifying results " both by reason of the help it afforded
to refurned soldiers to re-establisi themselves on the land and in the larger aspect
also of a colonization seheme.

There were numbers of suggestions brouglit before the Committee in. connnec-
tion with thè work of this Board, only four of which require any reference. It was
found when considering other suggestions Put forward, tbat under the Act and the
regubations, these were in the main satisfactorily covered.
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Suggestion (a).-"Tliat the deposit of 10 per cent necessary as a preliminary
to settling on the land under the Soldier ýSettiement Act be no longer required."

Becommendation.-That there be no changé.

It was shQwn in the evidence that where the 10 per cent was waived, the amount
of salvage cases increased'enorinously. The figures are interesting. The total salvage
throughout the whole seheme shiows apDroximately 6 Der cent but in the salvage
cases where the 10 per cent was waived, it is over 24 per cent; e.g., 17 cases in Toronto
office, ail of whieli were salvaged, or 100 per cent; 103 cases in Vancouver office, of
which 61 were salvaged, or 59 per cent; and in the Sherbrooke, Quebec office, the
salvaging-of these cases was 66 per cent.

Suggestion (b).-"That'the date of payment under the Soldier Settiement Act
be changed fromn October lst to December glst.".

Beevmmendation.-That the Board be given discretion to extend the thirty
day period of grace which they now shlow to sixty days, and that durIng this period
of graee no interest bie payable. it being taken that the payment is made as on the
first day of October. IÈ net Paid within the period of grace, the intercst must'be
paid.

Suggestion (c) .- "Thiat the settler, upon completion of his homestead duties be
granted letters Datent in the usual way, and that any money owingz by him on the
land to the Soldier Settlement Board be placed as a first mortgage against the title."

Recormcndation.-That the patent be issued to the Soldier Settlement Board.
If thiis is dono. tho Board eau thpr carry on ncigotiations with any settier who may
desire te seli out his holding.

Suggestion (d) .- "-jThat settiers who are unable to make 'paymenl in the fail of
any year. have their arrears amortized for the following years. înstead of being
charged up with arrears at 7 per cent due in the following year along with that year's
payment."

Itecommendation.--That the Soldier Settierment Board ha empowered, to re-arnorthwe
arrears when in the opinion of the B3oard sucli action is deerned to be in the best
interest' of thc soldier and of the suecess o-f the boan, notwithstanding that the full
amount of the boan bas already been advanced. No arnendinent to the Soldier Settie-
ment Act is necessary to carry out this recommendation.

General

Suggestion.-"That members of the Canadian Overseas Railway Construction
Corps, whose pay and allowances were dedue Led by reason of misconduct, should be
refunded that portion of it whieh was in exce~sof punishments laid down by K.IR. & 02"

.Recommendaion.-That the cases of soldiers in the aboya corps, whose working
pay was forfeited by reson of misconduct should be reconsidered by the iDepartment of

Militia and Defence, with a view to the continuance of working psy to the date of?
the soldier's discharge, les.s such period, or periods that the soldier may have forfeited
his ordinary psy and allowances.

Suggestion-'That certain employees of the G.T.P. who enlisted prior to the lst
of May, 1915, be granted the dillerence between their army pay and the pay they
would have received as employees of the Dominion Government in the service of the

The history of this rnatter dates back to the beginning of the war, and before the
railway was taken over by the Dominion Goverument. Some nineteen men immediately
obtaiued leave of absence and joined the overseas forces. On the lst of May, 1915, the
railwaywas taken over by the Dominion Governmeut, sud on the lSth of April, 1916,
an Order in Council (P.C. 903) was passed which gave the employees the difference
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between their military and civil pay as from the lst of November, 1915. This was

subsequently amended to the lst of iMay, 1915, the date the Govern ment took o-ver the
railway. These nineteen men are flot claiming for anything prior to the lat of May,

1915, as they received a bonus of f roui three to six months' pay. They do claim, how-
ever, consideration in common with ail other employees of the Government rallway as

providcd for those who did flot enlist until the Governuient had taklen o-ver the railway.

The amount required to meet these nineteen dlaims will be between fdrty and sixty
thousand dollars.

Becommendation.-That this matter be referred to the iDepartuient of IRailways

to investigate, the opinion of the Committee being that a very strong case is made
out on their behaîf.

Suggestion.-"That the gratuities of Canadian soldiers who remained in1 England

and had their gratuities paid there should be adjusted on the basis of Canadian
currency." #

Recommendation.-That the Government carefully in-vestigate this question from

both legal and equitable -standpoinf s.

Suggestion.-"That members of the "Polish Battalion" (Canadian born citizens)

be granted the difference between Canadian rates of pay and allowances and the rates.

of pay and allowances which fhey received on service overseas in the armies of allied

countries."

The men mentioned above, of their own free w111 enlisted during the period of the

Milifary Service Act, in this "Polish Battalion"l rather than in a Canadian IBattalion,

thcrcby f orf citing their dlaim f0 be placed on an equal f ooting.

Canteen Funds

Suggestion.-"That a Board of Commissioners be appointed to investigate the past

and present conditions of these funds, and thaf thc funds be disposed of for the benefit

of returned soldiers and their dependents."

Recoinmendation.-That this matter be referred to the Goverument together with

the reconirendafions of t~he G.W.V.A., Army and Navy Veterans Association, and

G.A.U.V., and that the Government obtain through these organizations an opinion as

to the best mefhod of the dispo-sai of these funds.
In this matter varions suggestions were received from returned soldier organiza-

tions, whichi the Committce considered, but on the merits of whieh if f elt if should
flot decide.

Suggestion---"That trustees of Battalion or Unit Funds be empowered t0 pay over

to the main fund any balances in their 'possession, and receive their discharge."l

Recommendation.-That the Governuient inake arrangements empowering the

trustee of any such fund to pay same int o the Canteen Fund.

SuggesUion.-"That if an alien subject or citizen'of any of the allies of Ris

Majesty or associated powers in the Great War having been a lxrna fide resident of

Canada, previous to the War, enlisted and served in the Army of the country of bis

origin, the time of such service shahl in the e-vent of his application for naturalizafion
bc deemed to be residence in Canada."

Recomnendaion.-That the Secretary of State investigafe this question with a

view f0 framing an ameadment to the Naturalization Act which will carry ouf the
latent of this suggestion.

kquggestion.-"T"hat flic time for filing applications for War service gratuifies be

further extended."
Under the original Order in Couneil, dealing wif h these gratuities, the applicant

was called upon f0 file lis dlaim by July 1sf, 1920. To meef fthe cases of those pre-
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vented through wounds and illness £rom complying with this condition, the time
for flling was at the last Session extended to 3lst Mardli, 1921.

Recommendation.-To cover a few cases which are stili outstanding your Coin-
rnittee suggests that the time for filing be further extended to 3lst Mardi, 1,922, upon.
the samie conditions ,as are set forth in the report of the Committee of last year.

Your Committee begs to submit herewith, for the information f the Ilouse, a
copy of its proceedinga and the evidence taken by it and also certain papers and
records submitted to the Committee, but not contained in its proceedings.

Your Committee furtlier recommends that the orders of reference, reports,
proceedings and the evidence taken by the Special Comniittee on Pensions, Insurance
and Re-Establishment, together with a suitable index, to 'be prepared by the Clerk
of the Committee, be printed as an appendix to the Journals, of the present Session,
and that 200 copies i11 English, and 50 copies i11 French be printed and sent to the
Clerk of the Comniittee, for distribution as instructed; also, that 1,90W copies in
English, and 800 copies in Frenchi, of the Third and Final Report, of the said
Coinmittee, be printed forthwith, for distribution, in a similar manner, by the Clerk
of the Committee, and that IRule 74-be suspended in reference thereto.

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Dulies and Powers of Commission
The Civil Service Commission is constituted by and receives its powers fromn the

Civil Service Act of 1K18 and amendments thereto. IJnder these statutes Parliament
placed the Civil Service throughout the whole of Canada, including ail classes of
employees fromn the higlicst to the lowest under the jurisdiction of the Commission ns
regards classification, appointment, promotions, salaries, transfers, etc., with the
exception of the employees of Goveinmeiit railways aîîd persons employed on Goveru-
ment boats.

It is to bc îioted that in takiiîg this action iii the direction of Civil Service reformi
Parliament has gone very mucli farther than the Governments of Great Britain or the
United States. In brief Canada now lias on its statute books a more radical and
advanced measure of Civil Service reform than any other country in the world.

In the Iiiited States the policy adopted was to make a beginniing in the elimina-
tion of polîtical patronage by bringing certain classes of employees under the jurisdic-
tion of a Civil Service Commission. Aý the Commission gained in experience and as
its organization lias bTroadened and improved other classes have fromn time to time been'
added, but a very large number of various classes of employees have flot as yet been
brouglit under its jurisdiction. The saine is true, but flot to tlie samne extent, in Great
Britain, where special provision is made for the exemption of professional and other
employees with special qualifications as well as other classes.

Here in Canada under the existing law the Commission is reqnired to classify and
descrihe the duties of every individual employed by the Government in any capacity
from an office boy to an astronomer. This bas been a gigantic task. Some sixteen
hnndred classes or positions have alrcady been evolved wuid their salary seliedules tixed.

The fixing of these classes witli the accompanying salary sehedules involved the
right of appeal upon the part of employees who were dissatisfied. Thousands of
appeals poured iii and some liundreds of themn stili remain f0 be heard.

Again under the law the Commission is required to examine and qualify ahl
persons applying for positions in flic public service or seeking employment of anýy
character in any brandi of the service tliroughont the wliole of Canada.

The Commission is further'charged with the duty of making appointments to ail
positions iii every branch of the service upon 1examination or by some other coin-
petitive method. Similnrly it is required to deal with ail promotions.

It is also compelled by statute to determine ail questions of increases in1 salaries,
of leaves of absence, and the matter of transfers fromn one department to another
as well as ahi fransfers whicli involve a change of residence.

This brief summary of the chief duties and responsibilities of the Commission
which Parliament suddenly cast upon its shonîders will give .some slight indication
o f flie volume of work ns well as the many problems and difficulties that confronted
the Commission when the Civil Service Acf of 1918 became operative.

The evidence shows that ftle staff of the Civil Service Commission lias beeu
mncreased. from time f0 time. That ifs expenditures witb respect to salary and other
expenses lins steadily grown. Particulars of fliese expenditures are set forth in
Appendix "A" and "1B" licreto. In addition if may be pointed ont that the op)eratonq
of flie Commission have resulted in an increase of staff in tlie varions ]Jepartments
of the service involving serions additional expenditures.

Political Patronage vs. Efficient Publ'ic Business
Througliout fthe inquiry condncted by your Committee. two dominant ideas. were

continuously manifest. These brieflv stated were:
1st., That the adoption of tlie principle of elimination of political. patronage

tlirougliout tic Civil Service was sonnd and should be ret ained.
2nd. That wlien the application of tbis principle serionsly affects the prompt

and efficient administration of public business, flie interest of the State -and neot
flie interest of the Civil Service is parîmonnt and that this factorshould 'lie
taken into consideration in any pýroposais to amend tie existing-law.

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Theories and Practice Respectin.q Appointments and Promotions.

Two opposite theories of appolntment and promotion were stdvtocated throughout

the îiquiry. The Commnission appear tte take the view that they are requlredl $y law

tu obxsere elosê1.W thé principle that every sort of inxployment in the gift of tbs

Goveruenit of Canada, from the hightËst to the lowest. must be thrtwli ôpen ah(

maode üvailab$i to ail the peoplé of Canada, upon the basis of cornpetitive ekaiiatio)n.

The Cbmmniss5ioi appeaed. to support this erinicple and udrged on behaif of the

saine that it was the democratic idea. On the other band, vour Committea fôutAd thwt

ail Civil Serv'ants ekamited, were fltmly of the opinion thàt -prômotieu ought to run

.thr-ongho)ut the dispartmnent, that the junior employees should bie promoted tu higher

positionse and that a inan or woman should enter the service *hile Young andi should

work bis or heir wa' froni the hottom to the top, tbdopting the 'Service as a life work

and à caret.
Iii exainining the practical application of these two principles wbich, it will bea

observed, are more or legs opposed tu one apother. we founti that *when a vacancy

occurred of a mînor or major character, a verv' conimon vracee is fur the deputy'

bend of -the departinint to put forward the namnes, qualifications or ratings of otie

or more persons for promotion to fil the vaeancy ini question. The Civil Service

Cotamission then advertises the* position and thereby conforma te the democratit

principle above laid down. The evidence disclosed the fact that altbough persons

outside the Service frequently applied, yet in quch cases where the vacafney exis.ted in

a large claPsified service persons siiggested b~Y the hctids of the branches or tle

Deputy liinisters almost invariably receivp<l the appointment.
Tour Committte have nofault to flnd with the geberal reaults of this poliey

but we aire obliged to point out that there is a gobil deal of deception in the method

ahove outlined and further that it lends itself to unnecessary expenser ini advertising,

to delays in making appointments and promotionsý and to a certain degree of bard-

ship in go far as outsirle applicants are concetned. As from the evidence it would

appear that in filling many positions thA Commission ig largely guidod by the roo-

mendations or representations of the deputy heads of departments and their

responisible offliciais, your Committee submits thaft if woula be inm the public ilntetest as

well as in the interests of the Civil Service itself if thec Commission by regulation

or otherwise, adopted a more direct mctbod of dealing with certâin classes of thea.

appointments and promotions.

Old vs. Neu, Conditions

During the course of tbe inquiir-y your Commnittee was repeatedly called upon

to consid1er whether or miot the Civil Service under the Commission was more efficient;

thon it was under conditions which prevailed prior to its establishment. Ail of the

witnesses examined by yo'ur Comnmittee gave evidence on this point. It May safeiy

be observed that the weight of evidence eltarly iridicated that the Civil Service was

not lesig efficienit under the Commission, generally speaking, tban it was under con-

ditions prevailing previously. On the other hand, several witnesses were positive

that tbe Service generally was more efficient,
Your Committee sought to asicertain to w'hat extent tbe public service bad been

hampered, bindered or delayed by the Civil Scrvice Commission in tbe matter of

înaking appointinents or filling vacancîes. AU witnesses were questioned upon this

point. Some of thfain had no sËrious eomplaints to make, but others had. They

distusaéd at lcnigth tbe cimrcumorution of the Commission in such matters and

supplied statisties showing that exasperating delays lied taken place in many

itniies.ý This is illüstrated by the Statement of the Department of Agriculture,

attacbed hereto as Apnndix "C." Your Committee is satisfled that in mnany cases

the Publie Sert'ice snfferfed by renson of thtese delays. In respect to this aspect of

the cage, tbe Commnission claimed that these delays were due chiefly to the large

i-odutne of wotk which had been laid upon tbem and the necessity that classification

should precede aIl other work.
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Pro posed E~xmplÎon of Certeain Classes

Tu the IBill submitted to your Comrnittee for consideration it is suggested, but
merely by way of illustration, that three classes of cmployees should be exempted
from the operation of the Civil Service Act, and your Committee deems it advisable
to ernbody in its report a brief summary of the e'vi<1ene suhmîtted with regard to

the appointment of these classes:-

(a) iManual labonrers.

There was fairly general agreement by «Il the witnesses that in the employment
of inanual labourers it was unnccssary and inadvisable for the Civil Service Coin-
mission to întervene. It was pointed out that manual labourers are required in
small or large nuxubers and usually for a limited time ail over Canada; they are

engaged upon special work, requiring no technical knowledge, inuch of their employ-
ment is of an emergeney nature'and such labourers are usuafly ernployed lo-co#Iy. ht
was generally agreed that responsible officers îii charge of Government work requiring
the employinent of manual labour could more quicly and more advantageously
employ such labour thon eould the Commission sitting at Ottawa.

(b) Postmasters whose reinuneration consists ini whole or in part of a percentage
of the receipts of the office;

The task of drawing a dividing line between classes of postmasters, the Comn-
mittee found most difficult. It is obvious that some postimasters, although. paid. on a

percentage basis, are by virtue of their responsibilities, the size of the office, the sire
of the town in which thie office is located, mûre nearly on par with permanment mem-
brm of the Civil Servire thim ore pfltosttrs in smalier towns and country localities.

T'he evidence given went to show thât the iietlio<l itw filnwed by the Commission
ils as follows:

* A vacancy occurs in a small towvn or rural post office and the Post Office Inspector
proceeds to secure a proper person to diseharge the duties of postmaster. In the
larger and more important offices in the lesser category, the post office inspector
proceeds to the locality, investigates the situation, consuits with the principal
inhabitants, eornes to a decision and makes a recommendation to his chief, wliieii
recomimendation is, in due course, brought before the Civil Service Commission.
which invariably act upon the recommendation. In the case of small rural offices,
post office inspeetors usually hase their recommendations to the Commiasion upon
information gathered throughi correspondence with residents of the locaiity.

IMembers of the Civil Service Commission agreed that their intervention in the
great rnajority of these appointments is ]argcly perfunctory and admitted that these
appointments were practically in the hands of the department eoncernsi.

(r) Professional, scientifle and technical oficers, emploiyed for the performance
of duties us such;

The problem involved in this clause is most difficult of solution. The principal
difficulty lies in determining precisely what scientiflc and technical officers xnight be.

In dealing with professional personnel, it is obvious that no0 form of examination
by itself alone con discloso the fitness of the applicant for a profei;siêtud position.

The Deputy IMinister of Justice made that point very clear whfen he stated that in
securing professional assistants for himself, bis position was not unlike the position
of a lawy'er who is the head of his firm and is about to take a new partner into the

ln the quarantine service in the selection of medieal men, the samne idea was put
forward, iami when your Cummittee camne to discuss specialists in science andi
agriculture, they were more thon ever impressed with the importance of bringing
into the Service men who liad other qualities th-au those that cani usuall'y be
determined by competitive examination.

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It was also pointed out that professional men in good standing who were successf ni

in their profession were in niany in-stances loath to submit themselves to competitive
examinations, fearing that if they were unsuccessful a certain odium would thereby.jbe
reflected upon them. On the whole the evidence disclosed the fact that in numerous
cases when professional, scientific and teclinical officers of special qualifications had to
be secured the practice lias grown up of permitting the deputy heada of departments
to induce competent persons with the necessary qualifications,-professional and other
Wise, to forward applications to the Commission and in the great majority of cases, if
not all, where this occurred the department either .by direct reconinendation or
through representatives on the boards appointed to consider applications, succeeded
in securing the appointment of the persons thus selected. While not objecting to the
practice that bas. thus grown up as regards certain professional, scientific and teclinical
appointments, your Cominittee deem it their duty to point out that the method of
making these appointments is scarcely fair to innocent applicants who are net fainiliar
with the practice folloWed. If would appear, therefore, that in the case of ail such
specini appointments where peculiar-qualifications are essential the Commission should
adopt some more direct method of dealing with them. The facts and necessities of
the situation and especially the needs of the public service should be squarely faced and
there should ho an end to any pretence in the matter.

The Commission agreed that there were a number of classes which miglit with
propriety be removed, if not' altogether from the operation of the Act at least fromn the
primary intervetition nf 'the Commission. What these classes were the Commission
were unable to say. They took the vicw that before coming to a conclusion ini the
ma tter, thev must bave tiînie lo -itutlv what the elTect would hc net offly upon the classes
which might be removed but upon all those classes which remain. Consïdering Bill
No. 122 in ail its phases, your Committee are agreed that the removal of any classes
by statuite at the preseut time involves a question of great complexity and the resuits
of such action cannot at the moment bceclearly foreseen.

CJonclusion

Tinder the Iaw as it now stands the Commission are empowered to exempt from its
jurisdiction certain classes of employees when in the opinion of the Commission it is
not practicable to apply the provisions of the Civil Service Act. Under this provision
the Commission lias already exempted certain classes of employees and your Committee
are of the view tbat iii cases wherc this bas been done the public service lias not
suffered.

As previously pointed out, the Commission were agreed that certain classes miglit
be removed from the operation of the Act and <when asked why these positions had
not been removed in the same manner and to the same extent as were the positions in
the Soldiers' Settlement Board and the Department of Soldiers' Civil Re-establishment,
the Commission replied, frst, that the cases were not parnîlel and that the Commission
ivas not prepared to admit that their continued intervention was impracticable. On
the other hand, they were quite sure that it was practicable for them to function with
respect to ahl classes. - t then was discovcred that a distinction was drawn in thp,
interpretation of the Act between what was practicable or possible on the one baud and
what was in the public interest on the other.

From the evidence submitted your Conimittee have been forced to the conclusion
thiât it is desirable in the public interest that the Commission in consultation with
the deuuty heads of departmrents should undertake a careful review of the entire
service with a view to determining what further classes of employees should be
exempted in whole or in part from the jurisdîetion of the Commission and the
provisions of-the Civil Service -Act.

Your Committee snbmit, consîdering the prroblemn from ail angles, that it would
be unwise at present to attempt to name or define these classes by statute. While

à
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a mass of evidence was -adduced in an endeavour to reaeh certain principles that
migbt be a guide in determining e;Keriptions vour Coinmittee finally reaclied the
conclusion that the problem was so complex and involved so many considerations that
the wisest course to pursue was to suggest certain amendinents to thie existing law
that woffld leave no doubt as to the powers of the Commission in this regard and
that the Commission itself before another session of Parliament should deal with the
situation. At the same time-your Coinmittee feels called upon to state that in ifs
judgmcnt the present law sliould be so amended as t0 give the Commission itself
greafer freedoni of action in determining tlie metliods or plans to lie adopfed by
if in1 making appoinvrnents or promotions, the prime consîderation in ail maes being
the prompt and efficient administration of public business railier than the rigid and
slavish interpretation of the law to proteet persons already ini the service or fliose
desirous of enfering the same. In working ýout this problem your Committee agree
there should be the fullest and most cordial co-operation between the Commission and
the depufy liead of deparfmnents with a view to the furthier iniprovement of the
service in flie general public interest.

After hearing ail the evidence and noting the demeanour of ail thie witnesses,
your Committee are impressed -wifb the facf that there is a genuine desire on the part
of deputy heads of departments to adhere to the idea of a Civil 'Service Commission,
and to work out the details of the sanie in a practical. way, liaving regard for the
efficienc*y of the service and economy in expenditure.

There was in the opinion of your Committee the same desire and intention on
the part of fthe members of the Civil Service Commission and, as lias been set ouf,
your (omnnittee helipve that if time is ziven and the same measure of co-operafion
and mnutual support is shown iii the settiement of these difficulties as was evinced by
the witnesses who appeared before the Commitfee, if would then only be a matter of
time tilI the difficulties above menfioned miglif be satisfactorily adjusted.

In view of al] the facfs disclosed, and the opinions a.nd conclusions aboya set
forth, yurur Committee has agreed f0 report the Bill No. 122, an Acf to amend the
Civil Service Acf, 1918, with the amendments indicated therein.

Your Cornmittee feel, sliould Parliament adopt the proposed amendmenfs fliat
befween now and the next session substantial progiress can be made by tlie Commis-
sion in arriving at sound conclusions as f0 wliaf classes of appointments and promo-
tions miglif properly be removed in wliole or in part from flie operation of flie Civil
Service Acf, if being undersfood fhat in ail sucli cases flie Commission retains flie
power, as provided in the Act, f0 make sucli regulations as are deemed, advisable,
prescribing liow sucli appointmenfs or promotions are f0 be deaît with. This, in flie
opinion of your Committee, would ensure an orderly and methodical procedure wliereby
the advanced measure of Civil Service reform adopted by Parliament some flire
years ago may from time f0 time he mndified and adjusted f0 nieft the actual needa
of the Service witliout in any way impairing the chief objecfs Parliament liad in vîew
in enacting tlie Civil Service Acf.

Your Conmmittee bas heid tweulty-two sitt.ings, and has examined under oath the
Chiief 1Èxecutive and Operating Officers in control of theCanadian National Railways
and Slbippiing, as weýll as one of the members of the Board who is Dlot an officer; two
of the offieers of the Canadian iPacifie Railway Company in charge of purchasing,
and three representatives of private shipping interests.

The Executive and operating officials have given to your Committee a vety con-

Fiderable volume of valiiablie and useful information with refemnce to the iformn of
organization, the financial conditions, the equipmeint, the operation, the prisent

business aud the future possibilities of both railway aind shipping properties oftthe,
(ioxernment.

The five questions jsubndtted 10 Your Comniittee are:
(11) What information as to operations of Canadian National Railways

and Shipping as coidiicted by the Bloard of Directors and Management slmomld,
in the public interest, be brought down in -Parliament on Question, Motion for
production of papers, or otherwise.

(2) When, by what xnethod, and under what conditions, if any, should suela
information bie given, regard being had for the necessity of securing to Parlia-
mient and the public ail facts requisite for the determination of polic.y (includ-
mng finance), aud 10 the Board of hirectors the best possible conditions for
efllciency of management.

(,I) Whant systemt of auditing should be adopted, and 'wbat extent of detail
should be given in the Annual Report.

(4) What, if any, improvement eould bc made in the general scheme of
management.

(15) Whether and for what purposes the said Committee should bie
eontinued, and that for the above purposes and for such other purposes as the
flnnithitts'e deem in the public interests. there bie referred to the qaid Coni-
tnittee the Annual Report of the Board of Ijirectors, and that the s~aid Coln-
mittee have power to examine witnesses under oath, to s-end for pap5ers, persons
and récords, sud to report from tine to linie.
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The first four of these questions involve principles of far reaching importance
and which wilI be aecentuated by the acquisition of the Grand Trunk Railway
System. Ilaving regard to the nature-and extent of the matters involved in the
Reference, and the numerous problems incidentai to the ownership and operations of
a railway and shipping system such as the Goverament possesses, any decision by
your Conimittee which would lie of any value would of necessity require investigation
into the methods pursued by other corporations carryring on sbnilar activities. Owing
to the fact that the Committee started upon its'labours late in the session, and that
the number of other Special Coxnmittees working interfered somewhat with its
sittings there lias not been adequate time to, do this, and if the Committee were to
report its conclusions now, its judgxnent would for the most part have to rest upon
the ex-parte evidence of the operating ofelers of our own systein.

In the circumstan ces your Committee is of the opinion- thàt if should deal withi
the questions submitted to it' in the reverse order, and answer the last first.

Question number five reads as. follows:-ý
(5) Whether, and for what purposes the said Committee should be con-

tinued; and that for the ahgve purposes and for such other purposes ns the
Committee deem in the public interests there be referred to the said Committee
the -Annual Report of the Board of Directors, and that the said Committee
have power to examine witnesscs under oâth, to send for papers, persons and
records, and to report from time to time.

Sexsmitli, from the Special Committee appointed to consider tlie subject

of proportional representation and tlie subject of the single transferable or preferen-

tial vote and the desirabilîty of the application of one or the otlier or both to elec-

tions to tlie flouse of Commons of Canada, presented the following as its First
Report--

Your Committee bas during the course of its inquiry held several meetings and

lias listened to wituesses wlio have testifled both for and algainst the metliods sug-
gested.

Your Committee lias corne to thae conclusion that at this time it is flot prepared

to recommend the application of proportional representation in the next general elec-

tion as a method of electing members to the flouse of Conimons.

Tlie Committee, however, was impressed with many of tife arguments advanced

by the advocates of tliis systein and believes that the systeni merits further study and

investigation by the iCanadian people. To this end, Your Committee recommends
that before action be taken a plebiscite should be held for the purpose of ascertaining

the desires of the electors as to tlie application of the principle of proportional repre-
sentation with ffroup constituencies.
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It mnust be apparent to ail that the present system of election in single member
constituencies meets fully the purpose intended only when not more than two candi-
dates are nominated. iRecent experiences in elections in Canada have brought home
to our peoplie the fa<'t that whiere three or more candidates present themselves in single-
member constituencies, the candidate declared elected may, and often doca, represent
merely a ininority of th-ose voting in the constituency.

Your Committee believes that in constituencies where more than two candidates
present themselves the adoption of the alternative vote offers a solution of the diffi-
culty, inasmuch by such method the candidate finally declared elected would represent
the choice of tlie majority of the electors.

The system of the alternative vote lias its application only in those constituencies
in which more than two candidates present tliemselves. The work of tlie elector is
simple. Instead of rnarking a cross opposite the namne for Which lie desires lis vote
te count lis privilege is to place the figures 1 and 2 after the names of lis fixst and
second choices. If ul-on the counting of tlie ballots if is Ibund that a majority of
those voting have placed tlie figure one (1) after the name of one of the candidates,
tlien that candidate is declared elected. Should, however, it be found tliat none of
the candidates has received an absolute majority, then in suchi event tlie following
procedure is adopted: The candidate having tlie lowest number-of first choices is
dropped and the-second choices expressed on lis voting papers are transferred to tliose
indicated on sucli ballots. This procedure of dropping the candidate liaving the lowest
number of votes after eaclf count is continucd until but two candidates remain. and
the candidate who lias the grcater numbcr of votes of tlicse two is declared elected.

Your Coniiitee is f the opinion that thîg systein will g; ve a triier refletxtion
of tlie desires of tlie voters in the various constituencies tlian will be obtained wliere
more than two candidates run under our present metlîod of counting tlie votes.

Your Comxnittee recommends that tlieir proceedings submitted herewitli be printed
in the appendix to the Journals of tliis session and that Rule 74 in relation thereto

:Mr. Armstrong (lambton), from tlie Select Standing Committee on Railways,
Canais and Telegrapli Lines, presented tlie Ninth Report of the said Committee, wliicli
is as follows-

Your Commnittee have lisa under consideration Bill No. 217 (Letter W5 of tlie
Senate), intituled: "An Act respecting Tlie Calgary and Fernie ?Railway Company,"
and have, agreed to report the same witliout amendment.

Mr. Steele, from the Select Standing Committee on iMiscellaneous Private Bis,
preseilted the lEleventli Report of the said Committee, which is as follows.-

Your Committee have had under consideration the following Bill, and agreed
te report the samne without any amendinent, viz..

Bill No. 918 (letter DO of the ;Senate), intituled: "An Act for the relief of
Susain Lee Johnson Bell"

Mr. iSteele, from the Special Committee on the future fuel supply of Canada,
presented the following as their 'Second and Final Report:-

On Mlarch 23rd the Blouse adopted the following resolution:
That, in the opinion of this Blouse, the future fuel supply of Canada shouid be

considered by Parliament, and that a Special Committee of tlie Blouse'of Cormons
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should lie forthwîth appointed fo inquire into ail matters pertaining thereto, witli
power to send for persons, papers and records, to examine witnesses under oath and
to report froin fine to time.

Your Committee was appointed accordingly.

We have heid 26 sessions and have examnmed 37 witnesses.

Among the subi ecf s deait wifh in our investigation are the following:

The fuel resources of Canada according to iProvinces;
The production of coal in Canada and the distribution thereof;
The importation and distribution of United States coal;
Transportation of coal by railand by water -throughout Canada;
Industrial and doinestic fuel;
Coal substitutes, with special reference fo wafer powers, electricity, peat, coke,

gas, oil shales and the carlionization of lignites.

Rcpresentatives of the Government of Alberta, New Brunswick and Nova Scotia

were hieard by the ýCoinmittee.

Witnesses have beên heard aiso on behalf of the coal operators of Nova ýScotia,
Alberta and British Colunmbia.

Labour Unions of Nova !Scofia sent four representatives who added materially to

the evidence received by the Committee.

The Fuel Supply of Ontario was treated by the ex-Fuel Confroller of the Province.
representatives of the fletail Coal Dealers' Association and by a representative of One
of the largest distributing agencies of the Province.

We have found that with the enormous reserves of coal in the Maritime Provinces,

British Columbia and Alberta, these provinces do not suif er to any degree froni scarcity

of coal-Saskatchewan and Manitoba are graduaily using more and more of the coal
from the Alberta mines and are also developing by mining and briquetting their own
enormous fuel resources. Owing fn the absence of the necessary shipping froin the

St. Lawrence during thle war, Quebec, which in 1915 obtained 2,048,222 tons from
Nova Scotia, iu 1920 purcliased only 386,022 tous from that province, the balance of
ber supply having been obtained from the United States. Ontario, unfortunately, is

at present almost entirely dependent on the United States for bier coal supply and is
in such a position that a prolonged strike in the United iStates mines or flie develop-
ment of sucli a situation as wouid prevent the export of coal fromn that country,

wolild eind that province cut off froni its usual source of supply. In sucli an emergency,
t he present production of coal in Canada is entirely insufficient to supply the needs
of the people of that province, even if the transportation of saine were practicable.

The limited finie at the disposai of the Committee has flot permitted a thorough

investigation in ail its phases of the problein of Canada's future fuel supply.. but we

have secured sufficient evidence to warrant us, in our opinion, making the following
recommendafons f0 the bIuse:

S1. The vital importance of the fuel supply of the people of any country admits
of no argument, but f0 the pcopIc of Canada with ifs rigorous élimate, fuel is one

of the chief essenfials of hf e. 'This being so, your 'Commit tee are of the opinion that,
in view of the difficulties that our people have experienced during recent years in

securing their necessary supply, of coal, and in view of the possibulity and even proba-

bility fliat thie samne adverse conditions may lie repeated at intervals in the future, it

i s, in our opinion, most desirable fliat there should lie an officer of the Goverument
appoinfed for the purpose of keeping in close touch with the fuel situation of 'Canada.
This officer, so f ar a8 federal autliority may permit, should lie clothed with sufficie nt
powers to enabie him, fo cope with any emergency that may arise, in order that our

people may not lie subjected f0 unnecessary suffering and inconvenience resulting froni
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an insufficient supply of fuel for domestie or industrial purposes. Hie should have
authority also to inquire into ail phases of the fuel situation and to select such experts
as lie may deem necessary to carry on the work entrusted to him.

2. That our water powers should be developed to the greatest possible extent in
order to supply hydro-electrit. energy to industrial plants.

3. The electrification of railways located in districts which cannot be economnic-
ally served by Canadian coal might solve the fuel difficulty there and is worthy the
attention of the railways affected.

4. That the transportation of coal by water is an important factor in the cost,
of coal to the consumer and that, therefore, cverything possible tending to reduce the
cost of transportation by water should be done.

5. That people should be encouraged to use doinestic coal, coke, peat and briquettes
when obtainable, instead of imported anthracite.

6. That ahl consumers, and particularly domestic consumers, should be urged ta
purchase their coal in the early summer when transportation facilities are at their
best for the distribution of coal and that transportation companies ho asked to assisi
in accomplishing this end by grantiag a substantial reduction in freight rates at
such seasons.

7. That Canadian coal operators be urged to produce and store at suitable points
iii Quebec, Ontario and ýManitoba, large quantities of coal, with a view ta the produc-
tion Q)c manufactv~rç of çùç~ for donieetir fuel and as a substitute for iniprtod
anthracite and also for thc production of thc by products tliereof.

S. That a campaign of publicity he maintained for the purpose of educating the
people of Canada to the need of using Canadian coal wherever possible ta do so, and
to inform them of the best methods of using the various fuels for both domestic and
industrial purposes, in order to obtain the greatest possible efficiency and increase the
dArriaîd for otir national pout~

Certain questions have been partially deaIt with hy your Committee, which in
our opinion require further investigation, and among these, we may enumerate-

Grading and inspection of coal at the mines;
Storage in the large cities of coal which can be delivered at'the season of the year

when freight cargoes on our railways are the lightest;
The economic use of fuel both in aur homes and in industrial plants with the

object of securing the greatest possible efficiency.
The distribution of cars for the purpose of coal transportation.
ýSuch matters can well be further investigated by the officer previously suggested.
The future fuel supply of Canada is a great national prohlem and as such requires

national action for its solution.

Your Committee begs to submait herewith for the information of the fouse a
copy of the Evidence taken by it.

And we further recommend that the Evidence taken from day ta day during the
current session by the Special Committee appointed ta consider the future Fuel
Supply of Canada, be indexed and issued in pamphlet form ta the number of 1,000
copies, and that mile 74, relating.thereto, be suspended; and further, that the distribu-
tion of the said copies be a nd is assigned ta the ýClerk of the Committee, who is hereby
instrncted ta cause them ta be forwarded ta educational institutions, public libraries,
Boards of Trade, Boards of Commerce, and such other public hodies as may desire
them.

Your Committee herewith submit the evidence taken in connection with above
payments for the information of the flouse.

Mr. Speaker: It may be open 10 question whcther this is a subjeet that properly
cornes within the letter and spirit of Rule 39, but without giving a decision upon that
point at the moment, I wish 10, say to the honourable member that I cannot entertain
the~ motion to-,day for t'he reason that probably the flouse will ho moved mbt Com-
mittce of Supply, and that motion being debatable, the honourable member will have
ample opportunity to present the malter to the flouse. Therefore, il would not be
proper at this stage 10 submit a motion of this character. I shahl look int the merits
of the motion in the meantime, and if the honourable member is within his rights
under Rle 39 in submitting a motion of this character, and if a motion to go mbt
Committee of Supply is flot made I shaîl at a later stage decide on the merits whether
the honourabbe member may proceed.

3. Tiat section nine of the said Act, relating to tbe granting of licenses where
the charter of the company autl•orizes an exceffs number or variety of classes, and
.section ten, relating to exoess deposits, be repealed.

4. That section thirteen be repealed and in lieu thereof it be enacted that a con-

tract of life insurance shall fot be combined in1 one policy with a contract for any
other class of insurance.

5. That in cvery annual statement required to be filed by sections thîrty, thîrty-

one and tlfirty-two of the Act, the bonds, debentures, stocks and other securities shahl
be taken into account at the market values applicable to the said securities at the date
of the statement; but that provision be made for teinporary depression of the market
values by reasoti ot serions disorganization of security markets.

6. That section sixty be araended to provide that no loans of its funde may be
made by a liSe insurance company to any director or offleer thereof or to any agent

or other employee therecf whose remuneration is in excess of "five thousand ýdollars
per annum, or to any member of the family of sucli director, officer, agent or employee.

7. That section seventy-seven, respecting the enlargement of the license on the

authority of the Treasury Board, be amended by making fuller provisions respecting

separate and distinct funds to be maintained in respect of the class or classes of

insurance, and the liquidation or -winding-up thereof under the said Act or the

Winding-up Act.

8. That provision be made for the approval of agents or brokers by the Superin-

tendent beforc any commnission or rernuneration is paid to them for soleltlng for, or

obtaining applications or proposals for insurance, or for collecting premiums fropi

policy holders, and that notice oS disapproval by the iSuperintendent be given in writing
to the company affected after an investigation by a Board oS Inquiry; with rigbt oS

appeal frorn the disapproval of the Superintendent to the Treasury Board.

9. That subsection two of section one hundred and twenty-nine, relating to an11ual
returns oS insurance in unliccnsed ýfire insurance companies, be amended by adding

the provision that in the case of auy insurance against lire on property situated in
Canada efYected in any unlicensed company, thec person effecting such insura1ce shaîl

pay to the Minister of Finance for Consolidated Revenue Fund- a sum equal to fifteen

per cent of the total net cost oS such insurance so effeeted, but not to exceed in1 any
case llfteen cents for each one bundred dollars of insurance for one year or a propor-
tionate sum for any longer or shorter period.

On motion of Sir George Foster, for Mr. Calder, the flouse resolved to go into

Committee oS thec Wbole, to-morrow, to consider the following proposed Resolutions:

That il is expedient to amend the provisions of Bill No, 107, entitled "An Act te

amend an Act to provide for the Retirement of certain Members of the Public Service,"
by providing:-

1. That the following words be added aSter the words "part time"' at the end of
paragrapli (b) as proposed to be enacted by section two oS tbe said Bill:-

"And any officer, clerk or employee in the said service who lias been continuously
employed from year to year for a period of flot less than eight months in each year,
or who, having been continuously employed, receives a daily, weekly or monthly rate
of wage or salary, but shaîl not include any person appointed for a temporary purpose
or any person who, while employed in the public service, does not give lis entire
time to the service."
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2. That the following subsection be added to section two of the said Bill:
"(2) If in the opinion of the Civil 'Service Commission the provisions of the Act

should be made applicable to any officer, clerk or employee flot included under para-
graph (b) of subsection one of this section, the Commission shiaîl report the same
to the Governor in Couneil, setting forth the circumstances and the reasons therefor,
and in the event of the 'Governor in'Cbuncil approving such report, such ofcr
clerk or employee may be retired as provided by this Act."

3. That the foliowing subsection be inserted in the said Bill irnmediately after
subsection two of section three thereof

"(2a). The said section' three is amended by adding thereto the foilowing sub-
section:

Section (6). In case there are any special circumstances relating to the appoint-
ment, eniployment, lcngth of service, remiineration, salary or allowance of any officer
or employee f0 be retired under the provisions of this Act that in the opinion of the
Commission should be taken into consideration in determining the gratuity or annuity
of such officer or employee the Commission shall report the saine f0 the G'overnor in
Couneil, indicating to what extent, if any, such special cirdumstances shouid be
taken into consideration in fixing the gratuity or annuity of the officer or empioyee
f0, be retired, and upon approval of such report t he gratuity or annuity in question
shall be fixed accordingly."

On motion of Sir George Fostcr, for Mr,. Meiglien, the Blouse resolved to go into

That the provisions of Bill 122, "An Act to amend the 'Civil Service
Act," be amended hy adding thereto thè provisions of the Bill reported f0 the Blouse
hy the Select Committee on Pensions, Insurance and lRe-establishment of
Soldiers, which provides, that the following be enacted as section thirty-nine of the
Civil Service Acf, 1918:

"39. (1) imediately after each examination a list of the successful competi-
tors in the case of a competitive examination, and of successful candidates in order
of menit in other examinations, ehahl be made out and Published in the Canada
Gazette.

"(2) The, Civil Service Commission shall prepare and maintain a special list
of persons in receipt of pensions by reason of their services in the war, nineteen
hunidred and fourteen f0 nineteen hundred and eighteen, who

"(i) have fromn causes attributable to such service bast capacity for physical
exerf ion f0 an entent; which makes themn unfit efficiently to pur-sue the avocations
which they were pursuing before file war,

"(ii) have flot been successfully re-established in some other avocation, and
"1(iii) desire to be placed on such list.
The Commission shahl obtain as full particulars of each person on such list,

including particulars of his age, education, physical and mental Condition, resources,
and responsibihities, as it is possible to obtain fromn ail available records.

In ail examinations for entrance into the Civil Service the persons named on
sucli list who are found to posseas the necessary qualifications shaîl be placed in the
order of merit on the list of succesaful candidates above aIl other candidates.

"(3) In ail examinations for entrance into file Civil Service aIl pensons
other than those mentioned in snbsection two of this section who have been on active
service overseas on the military forces or who have served on the high seas in a sea-
goinz shiD of war in file naval forces of ITus lMaiesty or of any of the Allies of Mis
Majesty during: the war, nineteen hundred and fourteen to nineteen hundred and
eighteen, who bave left such service with an honourable record or who have been
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honourably discharged, or 'when any persons wvho have servcd as aforesaid have died
9owing to sncb service the widows of sucb persons, and who in eitber case obtain
sufficient marks to pass such examinations, shall, irrespective of the marks they
have obtained. be placed in the order of menit o~n the list of successful candidates
next after any candidates who are on the special list mentioned in subsection two of
this section and above ail other candidates.

"(4) The provisions of any statute or regulation prescribing the age limit and
physical requirements with respect to any appointment in the Civil Service shall not
apply to any persons with the mihitary or naval service mentioned in subsection
two or tbree of this section."

Sir George Foster, for Mr. Meighen, pnoved, That the Ilouse do go into Com-
mittee of the Whole, to-morrow, to consider the following proposed iResolutions.

That it is expedient to amend the , Returned ,Soldiers' Insurance Act,
chapter f6fty-four of tbe statutes.of i 920, as vrovided in the Bill reported by the
Special Committee on Pensions, Insurance and iRe-establishment of Soldiers, which
provides-

1. That subsection one of section three of the said Act be amended by deleting
the words "domiciled and resident in Canada" in the.second line, and the words "so
domiciled and resident" in the thiird line thereof.

2. That subsection two of section three be repealed and the following substitutcd
therefor:

"The said payment shall, as to an amount not exceeding One thousand dollars,
be made on the death of the insured and the remaînder, if any, or the portion
thereof to whieh any benefieiary is entitled. shaîl at the ou)tion of the insured be
payable as, a life annuity, or as an annuity certain for five, ten, fifteen or twenty years,
or as an annuity guaranteed for five, ten, fifteen or twenty years, and payable there-
after as long as the bencficiary may live."

3. That section six of the Act be repealed and the following substituted therefor:

"If the insured is an unmarried man, or a widower without children, the insur-
ance contract shahl be for the benefit of bis future wife or of bis future wife and
children, and the insured may apportion tbe insurünce money among them as be
deems fit; but, subject to section four of tbis Act, the insured may designate an
alternative beneficiary, or beneficiaries, to whom tbe insurance money shahl be paid
in the event of bis deatb unmarried, or a widower witbout cbildren. If tbe insured
at bis death is still unmarried, or a widower without children, and bas not designated
an alternative beneficiary or beneficiaries, the xnoney shahl, subject to sections four
and eleven of this Act~ fali into and become part of tbe estate of the insured."

4. Tbat section nine be amended as follows: '

(a) Subsection one is'amended by the addition of the following words:

'Trovided, however, that tbe insured may designate in such declaration a person

por persons subject to section four of tbis Act, to wboma sncb sbares will be paid if
at the time of bis death be is unmarried, or a widower witbout children."

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as he may designate. If he does flot designate some other beneficiary the insurance
money shall, subjeet to sections four and eleven of this Act, fali into and become
part of the estate of the insured."

5. That section ten be amended by inserting after the word "Act" in the second
line thereof, the wcords:

"or the Pension Laws of the United Xingdom or of auy of RTis Majesty's
Dominions or of any of Ris Maiesty's Allies or Assoriated Powers in the Great War;"
andby the addition of the followiniz sentence:

"Provided, however, that this section shall not operate when the beneficiary of
the insurance is the wife of the insured and a pension is awarded under the Pension
Act to some other person or persons named in section four of this Act."

5. That section thirty-nine of the said Act be repealed.

6. That the said Act be amended by adding thereto the following section immedi-
ately after section forty-seven B, as enacted by said chapter sixty-two:

"47-C. The pensions which are now being paid to or in respect of members oz
Canadian Naval or Military Forces who were killed, had died or were disabled o.,
Active Service, during drill or training or on other mihitary duty previous to the
outbreak of the Great War, shahl, during the continuance of the residence in Canada
of the reoipients of such pensions, hereafter be increased to the rates set forth in
Sehedules A and B of this Act."
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7. That schedules A and B of the said Act be .repealcd and the schedules A and
B to these resolutions be suhstituted therefor.

8. That ail cases affected by this proposed legisiation shall be reviewed and future
payments shall be made at the rates and in accordance with the provisions set forth
herein. Provided that when death or disability has occurred previous to the coming
into, force of the proposed Act, the provisions of the-proppsed Act shall fot operate
to rernove from any applicant for pension any rights which he had in virtue of the
Pension Act.

9. That the legislation based upon these resolutions shall corne into force on
the first day of September, 1921.

Your Managers beg to report that they du]y lield the conference with the Managers

appointed by the Seuiate witli respect to the amendments made by the Senate to Bill

Nod. 60 of the Ilouse of Communs entitled "Au Aet to amend the Judges Act," and

that the Managers for the Senate have agreed to recommend that the Senate do not

insist on their secondl and third amendments, but ag-reed that the following be substi-

tuted therefor-
"4. The Judges Act, chapter 138 of the Revised Statutes, 1",6, is hereby amended

by adding thereto the following section.
"85. Unless nominated by the Govemior in Council no Judge mentioned in this Act

shall act as Commissioner or ATbitrator on auiyCommission or inquiry: Provided that

this enactinent shall iot interfere with Judges who are at present acting as Com-

mnissioners or Arbitrators eompleting the work on which they are engaged."

On motion of Mr. Doherty, the amendmient agreed to in the Free Conference wîtb,

the Senate to the Bill No. CO, An Act to amend the Judges Act, was taken into

consideration and agreed to; axud a Message ordered to be sent to the Senate to

acquaint their Ilonours therewith.

In aIl examinations for entra'nce into the Civil Service the persons named on
such' list who are found to poýssess the necessary qualifications shahl be placed in the
order of menit on the list of successful candidates above aIl other candidates.

"(3) In ail examinations for entrance int the Civil Service alI persons
other than those mentioned in subsection two of this section who have been on active
service oyerseas on the nnilitary forces or who have served on the high seas in a sea-
goinoe shiD of war in the naval forces of blis Majesty or of any of the Allies of bis
iMajesty during the war, nineteen hundred and fourteen to nineteen hundred and
eightee>n, who have left such service with an honourable record or who have been
honourably discharged, or when any persons ivho have served as aforesaid have died
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,owing to such service the widows of sucli persons, and who in either case obtain
sufficient marks to pass such examinations, shall, irrespective of the marks they
biave obtained, be placed in the order of menit on the list of successfnl candidates*
nexf affer any candidates whio are on the special list mentioned in subsection two of
this seetion and above all other candidates.

"(4) The provisions of any statute or regulation prescribing the age limit and
physical requirements with respect to any appointment in the Civil Service shall fot
apply to any persons with the military or naval service mentioned in subsection
two or three of this section."

I am glad VM relieve yon from further attendance in Parliament after a Session
which, has been marked by legisiation of an important character.

Steps to increase the trade of the country have bcen taken bY the ratification of
commercial agreements with France and the Br-itish West Indics. It may be ýhoped
that the latter agreement with also resuit in strengthening the tics which bind to-
gether Ris IMajesty's dominions.

Consequent on Canada's position as a member of the League of Nations, Acts
have heen passed to define Canadian nationals, and to authorize the ratification and
carryhrîg itito effect of the Protocol accepting the Statute for thc Permanent Court
of International Justice.

The attempt to arrange for joint control by the Dominion and the Province of
Ontario of the levels and flow of the Lake of the Woods water system having become
abortive, by reason of a Bill concurrent to The Lake of thc W 'oods Control Act
failing to pass the Legisiature of Ontario, legislation has been enacted declaring
certain works in that system to be for the general advantage of Canada and providing
for control by the Dominion in the public interest of aIl parts of Vhe countrv having
rigits therein.

A Comninttee on Pensions, Insurance and Re-establishment lias given thoroughi
consideration to these problems and their recommendations have been embodied iii
legislation which will make more adequate the assistance which the country owes to
its ex-service men.

A Bill to regulate Vhe grading of dairy produce lias become law. This legis-
lation should conduce to the more systematie and satisfactory marketing of a very
important Canadian produet with better results to both producer and consumer.

The Act Vo repeal the Conservation Act and to make provision for Vhe carrying
on by the appropriate departments of government of the necessary services hitherto
conducted under the Commission of Conservation will resuit in a reduction of public
charges whîch is so important at the present time.

A further step towards the solution of the problem of the National Raiiways bas
heen taken in Vie passage of an Act by virtue of which possession and control of the
Grand Trunk Railway System has been acquired and provision made for reviving the
