CHINA * ATTAGKS HER OPIUM
- © PROBLEM.

Sname progress has  Dbeen made n
China against the opium traffic and
the use of opium, since the mecting of
the International Anti-Opium Commis-
sion at Shanghai two ears ago. Last
January #a Chinese National
Opium Socicty was organized and 1
branches are under way thruout China.

reserve. The throne will watch offi-
cials of. the first rank. Evideatly the
officials are to set a right example to
the people. The discouragement of
personal habit and prohibition of
poppy planting can little succeed while

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" CURE FOB-CONGESTION

This is One of Several Ideas Mr
Rust Brings Back From .
Boston.

That regulation of traffic will ac-
complish mueh in removing congss-
tion in the downtown seéctlons of the
¢ity is the opinion formed by City En-
zine¢r Rust after gtudying co ditions
in Besgton the latter part of last week.

Mr. Rust, in,company with J. B.
Laidlaw and J.B. O'Brian, K.C., went
to Bo¢ton to enquire into what that
¢ity had done with referénce to splay-
ed corners similar to those proposed
at the Intersectipn of King and Yonge-
streets. They found that practically
rothing in. this line had been-done. by
the municipality, but in some instances
private property owners had made
guch improvements for their own ben-
efit.

“I was impressed with the manner
in which the regulation of -traffic re-
‘moved congestion,” .said. Mr.. - Rust,
“Many of their ¢ireets. are much nar-
rower than ours.and in éome. streéts
traffic 1s. only pérmitted. to travel.in
one diréction. Heavy loads and slows
moving vehic¢les are. required to keep
to the kerb and in many instances
there is But a single street car track
on a street. If we had this on Yonge-
strect, with the other track on Vie-
’rrwﬁa-stroet, it would relieve the con-
gektfion wonderfully.”

Mr. Rust also made some investiga-
tions of the tube system, which result-
ed in information being gleaned which
will assist him materially in the pre-
paration of specifications for Toronto’s
tubes.

He also examined a number of varie-
ties of paving for park purposes, and
will suggest to the board of control
that several varieties of Ditulithie
macadam be placed on the new road-
ways that are to be constructed .at
the exhibition groinds. He explains
that this-would e a good way 'to de-
| termine their merits, afid. would also
| give - visitors from outeide 'places an
|opportunity of judging them.

Onoe more -the Cect inquest was con-
tinued at the morgue last nighty thru a
maze of contradictions.

Enrico Portello had a brand new
version of the affair in which he cheer+
fully contradicted everyone previously
heard, including the police, by declar-
ing that Panzine had been arrested in

the kitchen where TRoselli. was also
taken. The sitting was brought to a
close by the illness of Official Steno-
grapher Angus.

Roselli added his complaint as to
treatment at the jail. He declared that
his wounded hand-had not been dress-
ed for two days. This wound-had to
be dressed by Coroner Cotton at an
earlier sitting of the inquest.

Portello’s Story.

Enrico Portello, 93 Er-street, said
he was at Fratroll’s house at 40 Agnes-
street, when the killing took place. He
told of being in the kitchen. He said
that the first time he had seen Anto-
nio Volante was when Panzine "took
him, the witness, upstairs. Here Mr.
Monahan asked him if it was true,
as Volante had sworn at the last sit-
ting, that Volante had gone with him
to the Agnes-street house. He said it
was not.

His story was that Rosello had asked
Panzine to go downstairs to have a cup
of coffee, and they went out together.

He heard the row in the yard shortly
after that. At that time Rosena En-
elli was upstairs with him and the
dead -man was also there and Mrs.
Valente, the woman who kept the

up there.

He looked out of the window and
gaw two persons grapple. TheY were
by the curb. He could not tell who
they were.

Panzine Rushed Upstairs.

Rosena Enelli and Ceci were still. up-
stairs. Volente went downstairs, then
Mrs. Volente, and then the witness
went downstairs. When he was half-
way downstairs he saw Donato rush
upstairs. When Panzine saw him be-
hind him he slammed the. door in his
face and he went down to the kitchen,
where he found Andy Mele with his
head covered with blood. He was
unloading a revolver.

Rosena Enelli and Ceci had gone
downstairs before him, but after he
had seen the men fighging across :the
street.

The witness said that the reason he
started downstairs was that he had
been left alone uptairs. He said that
Panzine had rushed upstairs. He fol-
1owed out of curiosity. ,After the wit-
ness went. downstalrs he saw Pan-
zine came into the kitchtn by the back
door with! a knife in his hand. He
therefore . believed that Panzine -had
come dewn the front stairs and out
the front d@ok ¥ Roselli was in the kit-
chen, sitting wh a ¢hair,” nursing his
cut “hand. - 4 .

When he got down Andy and Jghn
Baptiste and women were in the kit-
chen; then Rosellf® came in with cut
hand. Then Panzine came in with a
knife in his hand. Jolin Baptiste, An-
dy Mele and Roselli all jumped on
Panzine. Then the police came in
and arrested him. He declared that the

e actuaily identified Detective Mont-
ery and Policaman Wilson as the
men who come into the kitchen and
there arrested Panzine, while, as a
matter of fact, Panzine was arrested
in the front room and Roselli was ar-
rested in the back of the vard and
not in the kitchen.
,The witness explained that the rea-
gon that he knew that Roselli was
arrested in the kitchen was that Ro-
selli wan.ted to get his coat and hat.

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- “ Small Advances' in _.obalts the Feature of

arket

Cobalts Are in the Limelight
Porcupines Not So Prominent

Strong Demand for Silver Stocks, asd Small Gaiss Are Made—
Porcupises Generally Easier.

World Office,
Monday Evening, May 1.

Sentiment favored the Cobalts at the
opening session of the week on the
mining markets. and the silver mining
issues continued in strong demand,
with higher prices ruling in a number
of $nstances. This again detracted
from the hreadth of trading in the
Porcupines, and the gold stocks show-
ed as pronounced a disposition to. drag
‘as their sister issues did.to advance.

From the present condition of the
market it is apparent that the Cobalt
shares are going to prove the feature
for some little time to come. and this
is likely to prove somewhat of a de-
terrent factoy as far as the Porcupine
stocks arc concerned. With the gold
camp practically isolated owing to the
epring break-up, this is only a natural
outcome, however, and there is no
thought that the nmew securities will be
long held back when transportation is

again renewed.

There were nuimerous advances in
hie Cobalts to-day, but the majority of
these were confined to fractions of a
point, the market being held back by
realizing from tired holders and scalp-
ers who were willing to take advan-
tage of small profits. McKinley-Dar-
ragh was the only issue to record any
material change in price, these shares

moving up five points to $1.75, and

elosing only a point lower.

Hollinger constituted about the only
