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A STANDARD MILK CAN.

The bill introduced in the house of
commons last week by Arch Campbell
M.P. for Centre York, is one of con-
siderable importance to the farmers,
not only of York County, but all the
counties surrounding Toronto. It pro-
vides ‘that when milk is sold by the
can 8 gallons shall be equivalent to
a can ang 4 gallons to a half can. As
nearly all the milk which comes in to
Toronto, amounting to between 2000 and
2000 cans per day, is sold by the can,
this bill will apply to it. The com-
plaint is, that while originally 8 gallons
was sold as a can, yet there being no
law to fix the quantity, the dealers.who
furnished the cans have been gradually
making the cans larger and larger until
now every can will hold 81-2 to 9 gal-
lons, and unless the farmer fills the can
he is docked when the can is delivered.
To fill these cans means losing half a
gallon on every can (worth 12 cents per
.| gallon) for 365 days per: .year, and the
farmer does not like it. The bill intro-
duced by Mr. Campbell will remove that
| injustice by establishing what is a ‘¢an,
| and thus no injustice issdone to anyone.,
{as the farmer will get paid for all ha
i delivers and the dealer will get all he
pays for.
