8t. John’s, N. F., Nov. 17.—The barquen-
tine Titania, . Liverpool, for §St. John's,
was wrecked yesterday morning in a dense
fog near Cape Race.” One man, Williams,
lcst his life in trying to reach the shore.
The captain and the rest of the crew, all
of whom were badly Injured, had a ter-
rible experience. They were on the wreck-
age 36 hours, lashed to the rigging, and
wete not rescued until this afternoon. So
thick was the fog that the coast folk were
not aware that a wreck had occurred, the
crew being unable to make any signals
that would attract attention.

His Gigantic System of Blockhouses
Causes Surrender of Boers
in Small Groups.

PEACE PROPOSALS TO GEN. BOTHA

.

Alleged Letter Suggesting That Ne-
gotiations for a Settlcment .
of War Be Opened.

London, Nov. 17.—The government may
bave been lost in' the fog, but Lord Kitch-
ener knows where the battallons are, and
has not been disheartened by repeated
failures to overtake or entrap the guerilla
| leaders. His latest despatches, with the
| sidelight thrown upon them in the detall-
ed reports of the operations of the army,
explain what Is going on in South Africa.
The clearance of the Dutch districts so
that the enemy could mot maintain sys-
tematic hostilities in them was the chdef
cbject early in the year; driving the goat-
tered bands of guerillas against the lines
of blockhouses where the ememy Is forced
to surrender in small groups is the supreme
end of the close of the year.

The magnitude of the system of block-
house lines has not been appreclated by
military writers here. There is a complete
network of railway defemces for the pro-
| tection of ;the lines of communication,
and also transverse basriers across the
Orange River Colony, from Jacobsdal to
Ladybrand; from Aliwal North to De Aar,
' and thence to Kimberley, and in the East-
ern and Western Transvaal, with Heldel-
berg and Megaliesberg as centres. The
surrenders reported from week to week are
mainly due to the sweeping movements of
mobile columms toward these blockhouse
lines.

The Boers, with their talent for adapting
themselves to new conditions, are reverting
from Irregular to regulur warfare, and
after scattering their forces are now mass-
ing them for attacks upon rear guards of
columns and isolated garrisons. Botha
and Dewet are fol ing the same 'tactics.
But the bands of* Cape rebels against
whom Gemeral French is operating are too
widely dispersed to co-operate with one
another.

A new feature of Kitchener's. campaign
is apparently the organization of a fresh
series of mounted columms, with the light-
est possible equipment, and probably with-
out guns, for hot pursuit of the enemy’'s
force and the capture of the leadeis—
Steyn, Dewet, Botha, Delarey and Kdump.
There are no practical results of the new
tactics, but with the reinforcements order-
ed or already on the way military men
are hoping that the coliapse of the Boer
struggle will come in due time. It is mo-
ticeable that neither the end of the year
nor the meeting of Parliament is mention-

ed as the Umit of hostilities, but the cor-
onation in June.

BOER FUNDS GIVING OUT,

London,Nov, 17.—Many guesses are being
made at Lord ‘Salisbury’s mysteriéus plead-
ing that silence is Imposed on the govern-
ment by a sense of public duty. No au-
thentic information as to what the gov-
ernment knows, which would relieve the
public anxlety, if it could be told, is yet
forthcoming. One surmise is that the gov-
ernment has trustworthy information of
the extent of the Boer funds. That these
must have been running out at a great rate
is obvious to everyone, but to what extent
only a few can know. If they are near
depletion, it would naturally have a seri-
ous effect on the Boers. There is no doabt
that many Boers femain in the field still,
in hopes of European friends assisting
them. This hope, amounting to a belief,
Is fostered to a great extent by the Con-
tinental press, but the support of that
press is Intimately connected with the
condition of the Boer fund.

JAMAICANS AND BOER PRISONERS.

Kingston, Jamaig-a. Nov. 17.—8ir Aa-
gustus Hemming, Governor of Jamaica,
has expressed himself as in favor of send-
ing Boer prisoners here. There is consid-
erable opposition to this proposal.

THE NETHERLANDS AND BOERS.

The Hague, Nov. 17.—The government, In
the course of a communicdtion to the
Chamber, dealing with the Foreign Office
estimates, reiterated yesterday its desire
for the time being, to maintain its policy
of neutrality in connection with the South
African question, and said:

“But, while we should scrupulously ob-
serve the obligations of international law,
no one would suggest that the ties of con-
sanguinity of race existing between the
Dutch and the South African States should
be forgotten.

LET MR. PATERSON ACT.

Palma Trophy Won By Canadian
Marksmen Barred From Canada.
New York, Nov. 17.—Brigadier-General

Bird Spencer, president of the National
Rifie Assoclation of America, and Secre-
tary Lieut. Albert S. Jomes are in com-
munication with the customs authorities of
the Domipion of Canada, endeavoring to
deliver the Palma trophy, which the Cana-
dian marksmen won at the rifle shooting
tournament held at Seagirt last Seuztem-
ber. For some reason or other the Cana:
dian authorities cannot see their way lo
admit the trophy. While. Gen. Spencer and
all the other American marksmen are- reluc-
tant to lose the prize, which is emblematic
of the international team champlonship,
they are more than anxious to deliver it
to the Canadian shooters, who so cleverly
won it. Gen. Spencer said to-day that he
had no doubt the Canadian customs
officers would surely find a loophole thru
which the emblem could be admitted to
the Canadian Dominion.

MUSSOLINO TRIES TO ESCAPE.

Notorious Brigand Threatens More
Murders if He Gets Away.

Rome, Nov. 17.—The brigand Mussolino
has made three determined attempts to
escape, and is, consequently, guarded
more closely than ever. Since his capture,

he has kept up his murderous faith, and

has solemnly declared his intention to Kili

all those who had anything to do with his
arrest, and, also, some half-dozen prison
guards, who rejected his overtures to help
him escape. The intentién to copduct his
trial at Reggio has been abandoned, as It
s believed it would be impossible to ob-
tain a jury there which would not contain
some friends of the brigand. He will
probably be tried at Lecce. It is already
evident that the proceedings will assume
the dimensions of a state trial.

BOARDED BRITISH SMACK.

Dutoh Fishermen Give an Extraor-
dinary Exhibition of Pro-Boerism.
London, Nov. 18.—An extraordlnary

demonstration of pro-Boerism is reported

by a Brussels newspaper. It seems that

a Dutch fishing boat belonging to Ynul-

don, while off Wielingen lightship, in the

North Sea, pretended to be in distress and

approached a British smack.

Thirteen fishermen from the Duch boat
boarded the British craft, and attacked
the crew of the latter, shouting ‘Long live
the Boers!” Several of the Britishens were
wounded.

It is alleged that before making the at-
tack the Dutchmen locked their captain
in his cabin.

The British smack succeeded in escaping
and arrived at Ostemd, where the captaln
lodged a complaint with the Rritish Consul.

FRANCE’S VIGTORY IN TURKEY.

Powers Induced Her to Withdraw
Without Material Guarantee,
London, Nov. 17.—The settlement of (?e
Franco-Turkish dispute came With ubex-
pected promptness. The reason must be

sought in the action of other powers, es-
peciaily of the Triple Alllance. :

M. Delcasse, the French Foreign Minis-
ter, has scored a distinet triumph, but at
the same time he has gone back on the
definite declaration of France to accept
nothing less than satisfactory guarantees
that the Sultan would g ant her demands
before ghe would leave Mitylene.

Alessandrio had wronged
Costanza Nicorba, and the girl’s brother,
meeting the ruffian-in a street in Foggia,
forthwith attacked him with a knife, slash-
ing him to death.-

BRITISH LAFOR UNIONS

Large Increase in Membership Re-
ported for the Year 1900.

London, Nov. 17.—The annual report of '

the labor correspondent of the Board of
Trade shows that membership in trades
unions In 1900 was 1,905,116, an Increase
of 5.8 per cent. over 1899. Of the total
6.5 per cent. are, women and girls, 79 per
cent. of whom are in the cotton dndustry.
The income of 100 principal unions was
£1,975,000, 'ther expeditures, £1,491,000
and their accumulated funds £3,767,000.

Reinstatement Application to Come
Up at A.A.U. Annual
Convention.

REFORMS TO BE INTRODUCED

Messrs. Pearson, Morrison and Mac-
aulay Will Represent
the C.A.A.U,

New York, Nov. 17.—The annual conven-
tion of the Amateur Athletic Union will
be held to-morrow at the Astor House and
the allied members of the national body
from north, south, east and west will re-
view the work of each for the past vear,
idtroduce new rules and reforms and in
general scrutinize the entire domain of
amateur athletics. No glaring departare
from the old regime will in any case be
effected, but a few important rules will
be altered and paragraphed here and there

to an extent which will surprise some of
the local wiseacres and kickers for A.A.U.
reform.

A move was made to reduce the sanction

‘| fees for athletic games and the dues of

basketball players, but as this has met ne
1avor in the eyes of the Legislation Com-
mittee, matter submitted on the subject
will be pigeonholed next Monday. It Is
understood that there will be some warm
work over rule 8 of the General Rules,
which regulates the relation in competition
of paid mstructors in clubs with their pu-
pils.  The Atlantic Assoclation advocates
a more liberal rule and will make a solid
stand to have it altered so that amateurs
and professionals can meet each other in
club contests without the standing of the
former being in any way impaired.

At a special meeting of the Metropolitan
Association, held on Oct. 29, it was resoiv-
ed ‘‘that it is the desire of the Metropoli-
tan Association that the amateur definition
be as strong and binding as it can be,” and
that this resolution be presented to the an-
nral convention with the object, of course,
that the present amateur definition be made
more stringent; but as the necessary for-
malities have not been observed, no sug-
gestion, resolution or amendment can be
received on the amatzur definition, and
those anxious for something more ‘‘bind-
ing”” will have to wait until November,
1602. For the past couple of years the po-
sition of handicapper to che Metropolitan
Association has been the cause of an un-
desirable amount of internal strife, which
will probably be remedied by a decision or-
dering that the handicapper be in future
elected by the convention instead of the
Board of Managers. Then every lelegate
will have a voice in deciding on the only
'lucrative position in the local association,
(and the wire pulling and political drum-
nming to elect certain men on the board
will be abolished.

It is hinted that a host of reinstatement
applications will come up for treatment,
and under this head will be tried the ex-
ceptionally prominent cases of Harry Gill
of the Toronto Y.M.C.A., one of the best
all around athletes of the present geneva-

BROKERS WANTED A BLACK LIST

LESSONS OF THE WAR.

Modern Rifles Less Deadly Than
Those Used in 1870,

Paris, Nov. 17.—Among military men,
great Interest is taken in an article in the
current number of The Nouvelle Review,
setting forth the lessons derived from the
Transvaal war. The author of the article
is Captain Gilbert, formerly of the French
staff, and a recognized authority at ‘he
War School, whoee, death was announced

last week. Capumin Gilbert shows that
| the Boer army never exceeded 38,000 men
and 70 guus, mostly of old model, against
a British force of 250,000 men and 450
guns and machine guns. The most valu-
able lesson deduced by Captain Gilbert is
that, with every 1000 men hit with bullets
of the Mauser rifie of 7.7 millimetres cali-
bre, with which the Boers are aumed, 220
were wounded mortally; and, of these, 175
were killed Instantly and 45 survived a
few days. During the war of 1870, on the

contrary, for every 1000 men hit by chasse-

pot bullets, 248 were mortally wounded, |
of whom 158 were killed instantly, while !
95 survived several days; the conclusion

being that modern rifles cause fewer mor-

tal wounds than the rifles used in th?2 |
Franco-Germam war of 1870, and that.!
those mortally wounded dle quicker than ‘
those mortally -wounded by chassepot
riffle bullets. Another conclusion is that |
soldiers slightly wounded by Mauser bul-

lets are able to rejoin their regiments
