Three hours prior to the murder 
a telephone message was received at a 
newspaper office from Moscow asking for 
news of M. Heraenstein, and saying that 
it was reported in Moscow that he had 
been assassinated.

M. Herzenstein was of Jewish descent, 
and very wealthy. His attacks on the 
minister of finance in the lower house of 
parliament attracted widespread attention. 
He supported -the constitutional demo­
cratic scheme for land/ expropriation. He 
was a practical banker, and for a long 
time was the secretary of the Moscow’ 
Land Bank. He was a recognized author­
ity on finance and was 'regarded as the 
first in all financial and agricultural mat­
ters. . —

iHHLSINGiFORS, Finland August 1—The 
hght between the mutineers and the loyal 
troops was waged during most of the past 
night. The cannonade was heavy, the fir­
ing of the guns furnishing an" awful spec­
tacle to the thousands lining the point? of 
vantage on Conservatory Hill.

The loyal minority seemed to command 
the forts on Nicholas Island, which was 
engaged in a duel with San ha mm’s formid­
able masked batteries. At ten o’clock 
this morning they were still exchanging 
broadsides at ten minute intervals. The 
casualties transported to Helsingfors 
ber less than 50, of whom 15 are dead. 
But thus far the number of killed or 
wounded in the Sveaboig hospitals has not 
been ascertainable.

Island, where 110 sailors and 11 civilians 
have been disarmed. From the civilian 
point of view the local situation is easier.

search work by the Hon. Sydney Fisher), 
Dr. Loir has discovered a process by 
which he claims minnows and other stroll 
fish used as bait can be preserved inde­
finitely upon being treated with the pre­
paration which, he says, prevents decom­
position, leaving but a scarcely preoep- 
tible effect upon taste. Before offering 
his discoveries to the public Dr. de Mar- 
tigny wishes to submit it to a final test, 
and for that purpose he is about to 
dertake a trip to the Grope coast.

The cost of a process for preserving 
bait has hitherto proved the greatest 
handicap under which the ood fishermen 
have labored and this inconvenience jhas 
been felt to such an extent that the 
United States government recently offered 
a bonus of several thousand dollars for 
the production of an artificial bait that 
would equal the ordinary article in effic­
iency.

The week just part has witnessed a 
splendid rally in the stock market, due in 
considerable degree to the improvement 
in Russian internal affairs and in the 
money situation, supplemented by a ser­
ies of clever manipulative movements on 
the part of the bull element. Certainly 
the banks have been strengthened by the 
recent stock market liquidation, the per­
centage of legal reserve in the central re­
serve cities being nearly 25.95 per cent., 
■which is higher than at any time since 
January. This compares with 25.35 per 
cent a year ago. Moreover, bank circula­
tion has been stimulated by the issue of 
$30,000,000 Panama Canal bonds, which 
will, of course, permit an increase of a 
corresponding amount in circulation by 
the national banks. As regards the con­
summation of certain “deals,” it may be 
said that they seem just as mythical as 
ever. Yet, stocks seem stronger and more 
buoyant with their recurrent publication, 
and some of the issue© that three weeks 
ago appeared hard to dispose of, have 
been quickly absorbed during the last few 
days.

The net earnings of the Canadian Pacific 
Hallway Company for the fiscal year ending 
June 30, were 122,973,312, contrasted with 
116,475,088 in the previous year, the increase, 
after expenses, being $7,489,234, or $48.46 per 
cent. Working expenses amounted to $38,- 
6%,446, against $35,006,793 for the previous 
twelve months. The great decrease in the 
percentage of operating expenses to gross 
receipts will prove to be almost as remark­
able as the development in the gross busi­
ness of the road, and more especially when 
contrasted with the expenses of the previous 
year.

“The average farmer is paid less than 
his hired man. His net receipts are under 
$600 a year. If from this arc deducted the 
interest on capital invested, the taxes and 
the cost of replacing worn-out stock and 
machinery, the farmer’s pay is less than 
a day laborer’s.

“The situation will compel a reorganiza­
tion of American farming. Instead cf an 
occupation it has become a business. Such 
investigations as the Cornell school is now 
making will hasten this development. Rais­
ing vegetables would 'be immensely profit­
able if the -producer received half the price 
the 'housekeepers of New York City pay. 
If, instead of two cents a quart, the dairy­
man could get for milk six or seven, less 
tue çost of delivery, his balance, after pay­
ing for his labor and feed, would be qun- 
tupled. The great cotton mills, iron fur­
naces, steel works and like industries, 
whose total production is only a fraction 
of the value of the farm products, handle 
their sales so that they get most of the 
profits -themselves. The new farming will 
do likewise.”

Arriving at the scaffold Radcdlffe im­
mediately placed the straps on Stanley’s 
feet, and legs, placed the black cap over 
has head, adjusted the rope around his 
neck and as the words “May God have 
mercy on his soul’*" fell from the lips of 
the priest the trap was sprung.

When Stanley was sentenced, and for 
some time afterwards, he asserted his in­
nocence, but latterly he had not done so, 
although up to the evening before his ex­
ecution not one known word had passed 
his lips that would indicate that he was 
guilty. Father McManus whs in Windsor 
last week and held several interviews with 
the condemned man, and administered 
the sacraments of the church.

During his confinement. Stanley ate and 
slept well and showed a taste for good lit­
erature. E'/erythimg connected with the 
final scene was conducted with the utmost 
decorum and as privately as possible. Only 
the officials and necessary pensons were 
present. Rev. Father Carroll prepared 
the doomed man for burial. The gallows 

en erected on Monday and a high 
Ibooni wall fixed around the jail yard, so 
that the utmost secrecy might be main­
tained.

At 3.20 Dr. Black pronounced life ex­
tinct. A jury met at 6.30 under Coroner 
Reid and a verdict was rendered in accord-

Special arrangements are being made for 

tihe holding of the twentieth annual meet­
ing of the National Fraternal Ocmgrese, 
which convenes in this city on Wednesday, 
Aug. 15. The meeting gives promise of 
being the most important gathering 
held by .this organization, as questions of 
momentous interest to fraternal societies 
of the United States and Canada will be 
discussed.

The National Fraternal Congress was or­
ganized at Washington, on Nov. 16, 1886, 
mainly -through- the influence of the An­
cient Order of United Workmen. Six­
teen organizations, including all of any spe­
cial importance at-that time, participated 
in tihe organization, the combined mem­
bership of which was nine hundred and 
thirty-five thousand. Nine of these or­
ganizations and many others are now affi­
liated with the Congress, representing a 
membership of over five million, whose 
nual disbursement of -benefits amount to 
over sixty million dollars.

The Congress has labored to improve the 
conditions of the societies connected with 
its work, and by the combined wisdom of 
itié members it endeavors to point out tihe 
way leading to future stability and success. 
During the first few years of the history 
of tüe Congress, its influence was restrict­
ed and little note was given to it by tihe 
legislatures of the various states and pro­
vinces, but as the fraternal societies in­
creased in numbers did the congress im­
press itself upon those -representing the 
law-making power of the country, 
the Congress is looked to as expressing tihe 
united wisdom of the great fraternal bene­
fit interests of the United States and Can­
ada. This prominent position the con­
gress has won by its efforts to legislate 
along safe and secure lines and make per­
manent the protection of the home.

The question of the consolidation of the 
National Fraternal Congress and the Asso­
ciated Fraternities -qf America will be pre­
sented for serious consideration at the 
coming convention, and it is hoped that 
all obstacles will be set aside and that this 
desired consummation 'may result in the 
joining of" these two organizations, whose 
strength and importance will be greatly 
enhanced by the union.

Another matter for consideration will be 
the perfecting of tihe plan to carry forward 
the great humanitarian work of perman­
ently establishing and providing for the 
maintenance of the National Fraternal 
Sanatorium at Las Vegas, N. M.

h WIHE “BOLD BOND SHOE.would probably be finished in ten days. 
A telegram will be sent today to Hon. C. 
S. Hyman, urging that the award for the 
extra 100 feet of dredging may be official­
ly made as the work is being delayed. The 
director reported that the city dredge 
would complete the Sand Point dredging 
in time for next season’s business. The 
consideration of the plans for the new 
warehouse was deferred until a special 
meeting on Friday. Aid. McGoldrick oc­
cupied the chair and, with the exception 
of AM. Lewis, the full board was present, 
with the director, city engineer, superin­
tendent of streets and common clerk.

Before the regular -business commenced 
the chairman called the aldermen’s atten­
tion to an editorial in the Sun of July 
27, criticising the council and suggesting 
•that the citizens might demand a change 
of management as nothing seemed to grow 
but the expenses. The article referred to 
.the unwisdom and inefficiency of the com­
mon councils which have ihad the city’s 
affairs in charge, and of the men elected 
as those “in whose hands no sensible elec­
tor would place his personal business in­
terests.”

At this sentence the chairman paused 
to remark that it was a pretty hard touch 
on the lawyers, 
with a reminder that under these condi­
tions the city could expect a rapidly ac­
celerating progress toward bankruptcy or 
at least toward a financial condition which 
would “drive capital out of the city.”

Montreal, July 31—As a result of a 

meeting of the directors of the Grand 
.Trunk Pacific Railway today, assurances 
that the work of transforming the great 
project into a reality will proceed with 
redoubled energy are heard. Apparently 
the only thing to retard record-breaking 
railroad building on so large a scale is the 
shortage of men.

The meeting today wae held in conse­
quence of the presence of Sir Charles 
Rivers Wilson, president of the Grand 
Trunk Railway, in Montreal, and it is un­
derstood that he hae told other directors 
of the G. T. P. that stock holders in Lon­
don are now eager to see the undertaking 
completed in order to share as early as 
possible in the country’s development.

One of the plans in this connection is 
the construction of an immense fetation to 
replace the present G. T. R. Bona venture 
station at Montreal, and aüso elevated 
tracks from St. Henri, together with ad­
equate terminal facilities, the wholç of 
Which will probably cost well up into the 
millions.

The station itself and approaches will 
occupy a space of two large city blocks 
running from the present station at tfae 
foot of Windsor street to Inspector street 
on one side, and from St. James to Cha- 
boillez square on the other side.

There seems to be some doubt about the 
completion of the section between Red 
River and Lake Superior by next autumn, 
but it is expected that Kby that time steel, 
will be laid all the way from Winnipeg 
to Edmonton. It now seems probable that 
the G. T.‘ P. will have an independent 
road between Winnipeg and Portage la 
Prairie instead of sharing a road with the 
Canadian Northern.
