Death of General Lord Howden, G. C. B.—We
regret to announce the death of that highly respected
Officer and venerable Nobleman, Genersl Lord How-
den, in the 80th year of his age. Lord Howden was
almost the senior General in the Army ; and was first
Knight Grand Cross of the Military Order of the
Bath, and Colonel of the 43d Regiment. His Lord-
ship had served with great distinction in various
parts of the world. He was Quarter Master Gene-

ral in Ireland, during the whole time of the rebellion,
and was severely wounded in a repulse of the French.
He commanded a battalion of Grenadiers at the ta-
king of the West Indian Islands, and afterwards a
division in the Egyptian campaign, when he received
the order of the Crescent of the first class, from
the Sultan, as an acknowledgement of his services.
He was appointed, in 1804, Commander in Chief in
India, and afterwards Commander of the allied Eng-
lish and Portuguese forces, at the commencement of
the Peninsular war. His lordship was subsequently
Governor of the Cape of Good Hope, and Governor
of Gibraltar. As a senator, Lord Howden was mode-
rate in his political opinions, but an advocate of Li-
beral principles, and steadily supported the Whigs in
Parliament. He married, in 1779, a daughter of John,
Earl of Clanwilliam, and is succeeded in his peerage
and estates by his only son, the Hon. Col. Caradoc,
Equerry to her Royal Highness the Duchess of Kent,
and military attache to her Majesty’s embassy at
Paris.

strange blindoess to our national and individ-
ual well being. One would think that the
suggestion of a war with England would call
forth one streng, general burst of epposing
feelings. Can a more calamitous event, with
the exception of civil war, be imagined?
What other nation can do us equal harm 7
With what other nation do we hold equally
profitable connections? To what other are
we bound by such strong and generous ties?
We are of one blood. We speak one lan-
guage. We have a common religion. We
have the noble bond of free institutions ; and
to these two countries above all others, is the
cause of freedom on earth entrusted by Pro-
vidence. A war with England would, to a
great extent, sweep our ships from the seas,
cut off our intercourse with tbe world, shut up
our great staples, palsy the spirit of internal
improvement, and smite with langour, if not
with death, our boldest enterprises. It would
turn to the destruction of our fellow-crea-
tures, vast resources which are now working
out for us unparalleled prosperity. It would
load us with taxes and public debts, and
breed internal discontents, with which a free
government contends at fearful oddsin the
midst of war. Instead of covering the ocean
with the sails of a beneficent commerce, we
should scour it with privateers, that is, as le-
galized pirates. Our great cities would be
threatened with invasion, and the din of in-
dustry in the streets of this metropolis would
be stilled :—and all this would come upen us
at amoment when the country is pressing
forward to wealth, greatness, and every kind
of improvement, with an impulse, a free
joyous activity, which has no parallel in the
history of the world.

A BILL -
For the more effectual prevention of FIRES in the
City of Saint John.

1. Be it enacted by the Lieutenant Governor, the
Legislative Council and Assembly, that all Dwelling
Houses, Storehouses, und other Huildings, excepting
as bereinafter excepted, which from and after the pas-
sing of this Act shall be built, erected or set up in the
City of Saint John, within the limits hereinafter men-
tioned and described, that is to say :— Beginning at
the southern extremity of Prince William street,

Ward street, thence along the said last mentioned
street and a prolongation of the western line thereof
sonthwardly until it strikes the southern line of the
Ferry Slipat the foot of Princess street, thence along
the said last mentioned line to St. John street, thence
along St. John street end a prolongation of the west-
ern line thereof southwardly until it intersects the
rolongation of the northern line of St. James's
street, and thence along the said last mentioned pro-
longation to the place of beginning, mcluding the en-
tire space within the said limits, and also all the lots
of ground to the depth of forty feet on the eastern
sides of Prince William street, Germain street, Geor-
ge’s street, and Mill street, the south side of Princess
street, the north sides of Union street ard Pond street,
two hundred feet on the western side of Smyth street,
forty feet on the western sides of Nelson street and
Ward street, and one hundrell feet on the western
side of St. John street, terminating at the foot of
Duke street, shall be made and constructed of SToNE
or Brick}or other non.combustible materinls, with
party or fire walls rising at least six inches above the
roof, and shall be covered with tile or slate or other
safe materials against Fire, and not with Loards or
shingles. Provided, that this Act shall not Le con-
strued to extend to Buildings or erections not ex-
ceediog fifteen feet in height from the ground orjlevel
to be determined on by the City authorities, to the
peak or highest part of such building or erection :
Provided also, thav all steeples, cupolas and spires of
Public Buildings, where such buildings shall stand at
least ten feet from auy and every other building, may
be covered with boards or shingles.
11. And be it enacted. That from and after the pas-
sing of this Act, no wooden building, storehouse or
other erection of what nature or kind soever, shall be
built, erected or set up to the westward of the limits
hereinbefore mentioned or described, of a greater
height than thirty feet from the bottom of the sill to
the highest point of the roof, the bottom of the wills
to be elevated not more than eighteen inches above
the level of the street or wharf whereon the said
building, storehouse or erection may stand, or above
the point where such level may Le determined on by
the City authorities, the posts to be not more than
twenty feet, the roof to be covered with slate or other
non-combustible material, to be of a regular pitch of
one third, and to have at least one scuttle in the same :
Provided also, thet between every two such wooden
buildings, storehouses or erections, there shal! be a
partition wall of Lrick at least eight inches in thick
ness, to extend not less than six inches above the roof.

111. And be it further enacted, That no dwelling
house, storehouse or other building of wood at pre-
sent standing or being within the Fire limits descri-
bed in this Act, shall hereafter be raised, enlarged or
Yuilt upon ; nor shall any wooden building exceeding
the height mentioned in the proviso contained in the
first section of this Act, be hereafter removed. from
one lot or place to any other lot or place withio such
Fire limits,{as the same are by this Actjestablished or
may hereafter be extended.

1V. And be it further enacted, That from and after
the passing of this Act, if any dwelliog house, store-
house or other building whatsoever shall be built,
erected, raised, enlarged, removed or roofed contrary
to any of the provisions of this Act, the proprietor or
proprietors thereof shall for overy such offence forfeit
and pay the sum of Pounds, and every
builderor other person who shall build, erect, raiss,
enlarge, remove or roof, or assist in building, erecting,
raising, enlarging or roofing such dwelling house,
storehpuse or other building, shall for every such of-
fence forfeit and pay the sum of Pounds,
to bo recovered with costs of suit in any Court of Re-
cord within this Province by the Treasurer or Cham-
berlain of the said City of Saint John, for the use of
the Poor thereof, and when recovered shall be appro-
priated in the snme manneras the monies raised by
tax for the maintenance of the Poor of the said City
are hy law directed to be applied.

V. And be it further enacted, That any such dwel,
ling house, storehouse or other building which sfter
the passing of this Act shall be built, erected, raised,
enlarged, removed or roofed within the limits herein.
before described, contrary to the provisions of this
Act, shall be deemed and the same is hereby declared
to he a common Nuisance.

V1. And be it further enacted, That the several
Streets mentioned in this Act shall be taken to mean
the same respettively as at present laid out, without
reference to any intended alterations in the lines or
courses of the same.

Yellow Fever.—This disease is said to prevail, to
a greater or less extent, at the present time, in four
of the Southern cities, viz, New Orleans, Mobile,
Charleston, and Augusta.

there were 136 yellow fever patients admitted, and
46 deaths by the same disease. At the Potter’s
Field burying ground, from the 1st to the 17th inclu-
sive, there were 231 intermeggs; 143 deaths having
been caused by yellow fever. In the Protestant ce-
metery from the lst to the 18th inclusive, nine in
terments of pereons who died of yellow fever. In
the Catholic cemeteries, 24 interments,~—only one
death-being caused by vellow fever.
