TIL. A third most potent and influential Agent
in this human advancement consists in the Politi-
cal Revolutions which are o frequent in our era.
‘The principles naturally resulting from the en-
largement of mer’s minds ‘and ideas, the exten-
sion of their views and the better appreciation of
their natural rights, inevitably operate in promot-
ing social freedom snd moral and intellectual
energy. Political privileres are extended ; hu-
manity is elevated ; mental exertion is stimulated
and rendered beneficial to society ; ancient pre-
judices and restrictions, the offspring of bar S
and ignorance, are swept away ; gradual social
amelioration is promoted, and national morality
and greatness advanced, by these periodical reno-
vations of the outward condition of society. Re-
volutions are not, in themselves, desirable; they
are not uamitigated blessings ; their beneticial
effects are accompanied by much temporary evil
and individual suffering. But they arc the na-
taral result of human progress ; while humanity
is subject to so maay conflicting pussions, inter-
ests, desires and aspirations, the natural conse-
quencant their turbulence will be otigns and
convalsions ; but the effect will %e eneficial to
mankind at large. The raging fever that racks
the human frame, is gendered by the accumulated
foul and disorder of the physical system ; the
friendly mediciner administers powerful remedies,
which, for a time, apparently increase the strug-
gle and excruciate the pain; but the ordeal being
past, the patient rises purified and renovated, en-
dowed with regenerated health and strength. So
the political convulsions of the world are the
peinful remedies, ordained of God, as instruments
of punishment for human evils and excesses, of
cure and renovation of the social system; of gen-
eral human improvement and progress. Be it our
business, as it is our duty, to acknowledge these
truths in contemplating such social changes ; so
to bear our own share in them, as manifestly to
assist the Divine intention, by a patient, benevo-
lent, philanthropic and just deportment under all
circumstances ; and by studying in all our con-
duct to further the true Progress for which they
are ordained.

But as this Progress is still in operation, and
most emphatically so in our own era; all the ener-
gies and faculties of every human being are need-
ed, in aid of its advancement. Looking forward
to the glorious results to be promoted and attained ;
and ing the multitudi evils still pre-
vailing in the world, wé are individually called
upon to combat those evils by preceptand by prac-
tice. Every one has his sphere of action, in which
he can be more or less useful, in proportion to his
advantages.
