LONDON PLEASED BUT
COMPLICATIONS SEEN

*7 Russian and Italian Interests, It is Feared,

Will Be Hard te Arrange After War

London, May 21—Italy’s participation
in the war, while welcomed in many
quarters is not expected even by the
most optimistic, to result in any quick
termination of hostilities. While it may
lead to immediate benefit for the allies,
it is feared that several complications
may result.

Russia’s ambition has been not only
to gain Constantinople, but also to reach
the Adriatic. By the establishment of
Italy upon the eastern shore of the Ad-
riatic the claims of Rome and Petro-
grad may come into sharp conflict. They
will have to be adjusted after the war
but how no one can foresee.

Even the complete annihilation of the
fighting strength of Germany and Aus-
tria will not solve the problem. In the
Balkans, Greece, Bulgaria and Rou-
mania, must be reckoned with, whether
they follow Italy into the war or remain
neutral. Serbia, too, will want some ter-
ritory.

There is no doubt that Germany and
Austria have been preparing for war
with Italy for many weeks. Austria’s fin-
est troops have been concentrated on the
Italian frontier. At least one Germun
corps, possibly more, has also been sent
there. German submarines have been

4 sent to Pola the Austrian naval base on
the Adriatic.

The defeat of the Russians in the east-
ern theatre will permit Germany and
Austria to withdraw several more corps
for service against Italy.

CHEER THEMSELVES

FOR PEACE BY RUSSIA

Vienna, May 21—The News from
Romeé was réceived here without excite-
ment. It was followed by rumors that
Italian troops had already crossed the
Austrian frontier, but there was appar-
ently less interest in this than in reports
that Russiag might sue for peace.

The source of these reports could not
be learned, but it was said that the
presence of the Kaiser and the Czar at
the front at the same time was signi-
ficant. .

Passenger traffic on the railroads to
the Italian frontier was, suspended to-
day; this indicated that great troop
movements are under way.

Switzerland to WNobilize,

Geneva, May 21—An ultimatum from
Italy to Austria may be expected today,
and a declaration of war before the end
of the week. Baron Von Macchio, the
Austrian ambassador, is expected to
leave Rome today. He and Naby Bey,
the Turkish ambassador, are ready to
start at a moment’s notice. Prince Von
Buelow, the German ambassador, wired
yesterday to servants awaiting him at
Chiasson that he had postponed his re-
turn “for a day or two.”

There are about 20,000 Italians of mil-
itary age in Germany and it is said the
German authorities are placing every
obstacle in the way of their return. The
Swiss government is taking every step
possible to maintain its neutrality. A
general mobilization will be ordered on
the day Italy enters the war.

In Care of Spain

Rome, May 21—The 'Tribuna says
Spain may be asked to protect the inter-
ests of Italians in Germany, after war
is declared.

Opinion In Berlin

Berlin, May 21—The morning papers
publish long reports of the Italian chamn-
ber of deputies meeting. The most prom-
inent feeling expressed is revulsion at
what is regarded as Italy’s treachery in
turning on a former ally.

Italians In States

Washington, May 21-—Italians in the
United’ States probably will not be call-
ed back to the colors unless the Euro-
pean war is to continue for another
vear, Italian officers here believe Italy
has sufficient men in her home army to
maintain a vigorous offensive against
Austria.

The possibility that Italy’s entrance
in the war may compel peace in another
six months is suggested as a reason for
withholding any call for reservists in for-
eign countries until necessary through
development of military operations.

It is some time since I wrote you, as

Well, the Canadians have made a name
for themselves and panada is proud, T
‘know, but it was a big price to pay. We
all ' had to work in our hospital day and
night and the wounded praised our
work “very much as they also did the
work of our stretcher bearers.

You know by this time that Captain
Duval was wounded, The ambulance in
which he was hit is but a mass of twist-
ed metal." The very next day his horse
was killed just in the rear of our hos-
pital. 4

The- Germans had been :shelling our
town for several days, but.early on the
night of April 29 they started dropping
shells very close - to us; one ' crashed
through the brick side of the beautiful
house we were using as a hospital.
Luckily we had: just removed our
wounded from the building, so no one
was injured. We had to vacate thai
night and after sending ‘away. all the
wounded in. the .ambulances we retired
to neighboring cellars. The next morning
we vacated “the town :altogether, it be-
ing made too hot for us. ‘

We had.in our hospital wounded fro
a great many countries, British, Cana-
dians, French, Belgians, Ghurkas . and
Sikhs, Turcos and ‘Germans (both Prus-
sians and Bavarians). Of course our
German patients were prisoners. *

You have read of the battle and know
where we are. It is quiet in this sec-
tion just fiow; the allies have regained
more than they lost the first day. I do
not know where our next move will be.

The Canadians have now. been in the
two greatest battles of the war, and each
time havé done well,

Our unit is still in the field, and also
running a hospital some distance in. the
rear. I tell you we have some great
and faithful workers. I have a slight
cold-but if I could get a little Trest
would be all O. K.

From Abner Belyea.

The following from Abner Belyea
comes to hig sister, Miss Mabel Belyea,
5 Horsfield street:—

April 29, 1915.
Dear Sister Mabel:—

Just a line to let you know that I am
in the best of health and all the Gage-
.town boys are the same. We have been
very busy lately and have not had a
chance to write. I have not had my
boots off for four days and nights and
the horses have been harnessed all that
time. We have been -under some severe
shell fire, But all have come off safely.
Just lost three or four wagons and some
‘horses. Ben Dunn, Jack Pincombe and
John Wright are in a three team hitch
and had a narrow escape; a shell
burst -about twenty feet from them kill-
ing three horses and blowing a hole in
the ground big enough to bury them. It
spattered them with horse flesh, blood
and mud. They were an awful sight,
but thank goodness, they came out of it
whale.

We had a shell burst within twenty-
five yards of our hitch (Bird, Belyea and
Mathews), it blew a big tree about
twenty feet in the air and killed one
horse and wounded two men; that was
close enough for me.

The roads are just strewn with dead
horses and I saw two dead men, the first
U have seen. They looked awful, they
surely unnerved me, but such is war
and one must grin and bear it.

The 5th Royal Highlanders surely cov-
ered themselves with glory, and the
Canadians as a whole did good work.
Send me the Telegraph that describes
the second battle of Ypres. It will be
very interesting to me. I have seen quite
a number of towns shelled and it is a
common occasion to see great holes in
the road and fields from the explosion of
them. I saw a house the other day that
had been hit by a shell. The whole front
had been blown clear out of it and the
kettle was still on the stove and up stairs
the bed was half blown away and the
garments were hanging on pegs on the
wall.

HAWAIIAN  BELIEFS

Natives Have Wealth of Super-
stitious Rites—Coincidents Due
to Physical Causes .

Like all primitive people, and some
that are not so very primitive, as well,
the native Hawaiians have many super-
sitions in which they firmly believe, and
which they carefully conceal from the
haoles, or whites.

No matter how long they have been
civilized, or how much they have asso-
“ciated with Caucasians, deep in the heart
of every one of them are strange beliefs
and traditions, and not anything in the

* world can shake their faith in these age-
old bits of folk-lore. They are, of course,
very interesting to the stranger, once he
gets on the track of them, for they have
a setting that is peculiarly their own,
and they are, therefore, not quite like
the superstitions of any other people in
the world. .

The fish” that are found in Hawaiian
waters are widely known for their beau-
tiful colors and curious forms. Every
hue in the rainbow is to be seen in the
various species that are to be found there
and the aquarium out at Waikiki Beach,
wherein are collected almost all the dif-
ferent varletaies of the finny tribes of the
.eight islands, is worth going a long dis-
tance to see.

In one of the tanks may be observed
a number of small red fish, roundish in
shape called the aweoweo. Very bril-
liant they are and they always prove in-
teresting to the spectators as they play

* together in their watery prison, seem-
ing not in the least to mind being con-
fined in this small area. When in their
natural state they travel in schools. '

Once in a while these schools dash
themselves on the shore, for some reason
possibly to escape some enemy, and the
sands. are ruddy with their small bodies,
as they fling themselves frantically out
of their native element. The original in-
habjtants think that this, like a thun-
derstorm, means the inevitable death of
a ruler, or the relative of a ruler.

Countless legends concern that lake of
fire, Kilauea, the largest volcano in the
world. It is sald that every Hawaiian,
educated or ignorant, as he stands upon
the brinks of the crater, breathes a
prayer to Pele, the goddess of their an-
clent faith. When the volcano is unusu-
ally active and the white-hot lava rises
high against its prison walls, they be-
lieve that Pele demands a sacrifice. At
the time of the last illness of Queen
Likelike. Kilauca was dangerously ac-
tive, and when the queen heard of it she
said that a sacrifice was demanded, and
she was to he the sacrifice. She died
soon afterward and the native populace
believe implicitely the truth of her
words.

The rain has many legends and super-
stitions connected with it, since it is
such a regular part of the daily life of
Hawaii. It showers one minute, the
next the sun is shining brightly, while
the rainbows that heralded the down-

pour are still gleaming across the blue i}

sky. Countless are the legends connect-
ed with the bow of promise, and super-
stition has much to do yith them as
well, the time of their appearing is
significant, and their form also.

A minor superstition concerns the
bloom of the lehua, a tree that grows in
the mountainous regions. It has a bril-

Friday of last week thes# same Ger-
man children weré given a special holi-
day to rejoice over the drowning of doz-
ens of Americans—fathers, mothers and
little ones—who had been sent to etern-
ity without a moment’s notice by di-
rection of the German government. They
celebrated the cruel. murder of harmless
people—many of whom no doubt had
made their last Christmas on earth a
making

bearable event:' by buying or

pretty or useful presents to delight the:
eyes of Hans and Gyetchen in Kaiser-

land.

There are many angles by which to
view the tragedy of last week in which
Chicago and America lost some of their
best citizens. This picture of the Christ-
mas ship which brought Germany Am-
erica’s harvest of love in December, and
of the Lusitania, which brought Ameri-
cans a harvest of sorrow and death in
May, comes instinctively to our mind.

John Markey Latest Fredericton
Man in The List

TWO BROTHERS ARE HIT

Lockhart Boys of Truro — Ger-
mans Declare Canadians “Devil-
ish Good Fighters”—Sussex and
Charlotte County Heroes of the
War Ci)

Private John Markey, wounded in
Flanders, is the fourth Fredericton man
to be wounded. The others are Privates
Archie Smith, Joseph Lefford and Arn-
old Smith. Private Markey left last
August with the first draft from the 71st
Regt. and went to England with the
12th Battalion. He was one of the first
local men to reach the firing line, having
been in the first draft from the 12th Bat-
talion sent to France to reinforce the
Princess Pats. He has been In the trench-
es for almost four months, and in letters
to his wife in this city told of meeting
several Fredericton men in the trenches.
He was a member of the “Marysville
Lambs” of the 7lst Regiment, having
been a sergeant in Major Guthrie’s com-
pany.

Two Brothers Wounded

Private Frank M. Lockhart of the 15th
Battalion and Private Wm. Parker Lock-
hart of the same battalion, of Truro, N.
S., were both wounded at the" battle of
Langemarck. No particulars of Frank's
wounds have been received. William
was struck in the face by a piece of
shrapnel and his nose and face were
seriously mutilated. The left "eye was
so seriously injured that.it.had to be re-
moved. These boys formerly lived in
Penobsquis, N. B, Letters were received
from both boys on May 11th by their
parents. They are in hospitals in France
but not fatally wounded.

“Devilish Good Fightens”

“The Canadians are devilish good
fighters,” is the compliment paid to our
boys by German prisoners captured in
the fighting in Flanders, according to
Sapper Frank Estey of Fredericton, who
has written an interesting letter to his
mother, Mrs. J. D. Estey.

Sapper Estey is with the Third Com-
pany, Canadian Engineers,and in his let-
ter he states that they . fought in the
trenches with the infantry. The follow-
ing are extracts from his letter:—

“I am well. We had an awfyl time for
the last week., However, I guess' we will
have some rest now. The Canadians lost
an awful lot and so did the English, but
we have those Germans under control.

“We were acting as infantry- in the
trenches. I never want to see the same
thing again and I hope I never will. It
was terrible but the fellows stuck to it
like regulars. German prisoners say the
English are good soldiers, but the Can-
adians are devilish g fighters,

“Our company was mentioned in the
despatches to the War Office. The Third

A Sussex Hero.

A. L. Bunnell, son of Albert Bunnell
of Sussex, killed at Langémarck, was a
bright young man of exemplary charac-
ter. In a letter received from N. Bar-
don by his uncle and aunt ,Mr. and
Mrs. Beverly Proctor, telling of the
battle, he says:—

“Poor Len Bunnell was killed at the
beginning of the battle, We were ad-
vancing across a field in the open when
he went down with several others. It
was too bad about Bunnell; he was
my comrade and a fine fellow; he was
close to me when he fell.”

Lance Corporal Bunnell previous to
enlistment, was an employe of the Sus-
sex Mercantile Company, and was ex-
tremely popular with his asociates, and
the public generally.

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MUST HAVE MORE MEN

If the war is not fought to a finish
now, it will have to be fought over
again as soon as Germany is able., Hon.
W. T. White emphasized this fact at 2
recent meeting in Ottawa. It is one
that should be emphasized to stir the
people to greater effort. A report of
Hon. Mr. White’s speech shows that he
does not anticipate an early end of the
struggle. The report says:

“Hon Mr. White expressed the opin-
jon that the Germans would not be beat-
en because of failure of food supplies or
of financial collapse. They might fail
for want of munitions of war, but even
that was not certain. There was no evi-
dence of their lacking munitions and
this fact showed what tremendous pre-
parations the Germans had made for this
war. The war was not likely to end as
the result of any great decisive battles,
it was more likely to be a war of attri-
tion, said Hon. Mr. W, ite, and this
would make the length 8f the war un-
certain, but the advantage would be
with the Allies because of the men they
could bring up.” ;

That is the crucial test. The Allies
must bring up more men. The appeal
comes to Canada, to New Brunswick
and to the city of St. John. Kitchener’s
additional 800,000 should be in training
at the earliest possible date, and to this
end recruiting must be carried on with
vigor.

A THRILLING STORY

There are passages in some of the let-
%ers from soldiers at the front that stir
the pulse and make every Canadian feel
gomething of the enthusiam and the
fighting spirit of the splendid fellows
who are making history and covering
themselves with glory in the great strug-
gle in Europe. Note this thrilling extract
from a letter written by Private C. B.
Forward, of the Canadian Scottish (16th
Battalion) which lost thirty eut of forty
eight men in one battle in the battle of
Langemarck:—

“About 9 p. m. we received orders to
advance and retake some trenches and
a battery of artillery and by so doing
check their advance.

“At 11 p. m. we were lined up in form
of attack a few hundred yards ahead of
the enemy. Here we waited, lying on the
ground, stripped of all extra equipment,
with bayonets fixed and only waiting
for the word to advance.

“It came at last.

“We were formed up in eight lines of
attack and on the word moved steadily
forward. At about 850 yards the enemy
opened a withering fire with mathine
guns and maxims.

«Still we moved steadily but quickly.

“At 150 yards’ distant the order
*Charge!’ rang out, with the call from
our colonel and majors in front of ‘Come
pn, the Sixteenth! Come on, the Cana-
dians! Give them hell?

“And we did.

“In a few minutes we had both the
trenches in front of the woods.

“Qur officers were grand and not a
man wavered or held back except those
stopped with lead.

“One captain went down, shot through
legs and body, but continued with his
jast breath, crawling on his hands and
knees through the enemy’s lines, and
calling to his men to go on.

“Our good old colonel and his brother,
pur senior major, led the charge, each
with a rifle and bayonet in their
bands and were amongst the first to
cross over the trenches. Both, thank God,
were never hurt and are still with us, as
proud of us as we are of them.”

As a bit of descriptive narrative this
story deserves to rank with the best
work of the famous war correspondents
of the last century. It is the story more-
over of a charge that will live in his-
tory, and will be cherished by Canadians
of generations yet unborn.

Surely these letters from the front
will so stir patriotism and the martial
spirit of other young Canadians that
there will be no difficulty in filling up
the ranks of new battalions, to do their
share in the great task which still con-
fronts the British Empire.

The German press is still boastful. Tt
is going to whip Italy along with the

rest. The nation has surely gone mad.
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Empire Day has a peculiar significance
in this year of a war that involves the
very fate of the Empire.

D, has published in
New York a book on the war, in which
he places the responsibility upon Great
Britain, and says the British government
is a despotism and compares unfavorably
with that of Germany, which is more
efficient and more democratic. Among
other things he says: ‘Belgium . 'has
Great Britain to thank for every drop
of blood shed by her people and every
franc of damage inflicted within her
territory during this war” It seems
rather a pity that Prof. Burgess did not

go to England to impress his views upon
the people there—and that he did not

take passage on the Lusitania.
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The Women’s Christian Temperance
Union in Montreal has established a
home for working girls receiving less
than six dollars per week. The Mail
says: ““At present twelve girls are liv-
ing there, two receiving two dollars and
a half a week. The average wage of the
others is five dollars. Each boarder pays
half of her wage for food and lodging.
The place is not a Home in the institu-
tional sense, neither is it a reformatory.
Those who live there are self-supporting,
as far as possible, and wish to remain
self-respecting.” Of eourse the Home is
not self-supporting, but the Union ap-
peals for contributions in money or sup-
plies, and expects to get enough to keep
the house open. It is certainly a very
worthy work, and will doubtless mean
the salvation of some of the poorly paid
girls of the city.

| their Shakespeare, for us it is ‘to be or
! not to be’ But for them, the English, it
is not the same. We are defending our

t soil, our children, all we hold dear and

sacred to us. For them they have no
| need to leave their sweet home, their
green Ireland, their glorious Scotland,
{ their grand and ancient Fngland. They
might have remained by the side of their
wives and children; they might have
continued their farming, their commerce,
their industry; they might have eraced
the seas with their ships, superb and
peaceful.

“Why have they left everything, given
iup everything, sacrificed everything?
Why do they descend upon our shore
every day like a wave which nothing
can stop? Why are they now at our
side, armed, calm, intrepid, happy, and
singing? Because they are men of hon-
or.

11,000 Officers Dead; 200,000
Officers and Men Missing

London, May 21—The Daily Chronicle
has received what purports to be an
authoritative statement of casualties in
the German ranks from the beginning
of the war to the end of March. There
are two sets of classified lists in! the
Chronicle’s possession. The first set,
covering the period of fighting from Au-
gust 2 to February 14, numbers 180, and
the second, from the middle of Febru-
ary to March 81, numbers 45, making a
total of 225 lists. .

“According to the general statement
from which we quote,” says the Chron-
icle, “the following is the classified loss
until February 14.

“Dead—Officers, 10,951; non-commis-
sioned officers and men, 287,697; wound-
ed—officers , 19,680; non-commissioned
officers and men, 728,406; missin, f-
ficers, 1,862; non-commissioned officers
and men, 177,144; total, 1,175.681.

HOT ORE O THEM
LEFT T0 RETIE

Col. Currie, M. P., of Canadian
Highlanders, Tells of Fierce
Fighting-Capt. Cory Mentioned

“The 48th have made a name that will
go down into history, but the price paid
was awful,” writes their commander,
Lt.-Col. J. A, Currie, M. P, in a letter
dated April 29, received by M):s. Currie,
of Toronto.

“We have had a terrible battle, lasting
six days. ‘The Canadian division re-
placed a French Army Corps on the line
in Belgium. My regiment and the High-
landers of Montreal heid the angle. We
were on the right and they were on the
left next to the French. The Germans
attacked, using chlorine gas and shell
fire, and drove the Turcos, who had only
been several days in the trenches, out.
Our division had to restore their line and
hold our own. In several desperate
charges we drove the Germans back to
where they are now held.

Losses Very Heavy.

“QOur losses were very heayy. The
second day they attacked our trenches,
which were partially exposed by the re-
treat of the French. My men were in
small redoubts which we defended so
vigorously that they had to retire with
heavy losses. The third morning at four
o’clock they. attacked us. again with
about forty heavy guns and using gas
tried to rush us, but we beat them back
and held the line all day till only Mar-
shall and myself and about. sixty men
were -left in _support. Then the order
came at five to retire.. We sent it on
but there was no one to retire. They
had all died gt their posts or were taken.

“The British troops came up and oc-
cupied the supporting® trenches but it
was too late. - They got our first line,
Our losses will run about 691 officers
and men. s :

Saved the Day.

“Capt.  Alexander and Capt. Cory de-
fended St. Julien for two: days and two

nights with their company .and a buneh
of Turcos, but they were washed out of

the village. later with the British sup-
ports half a mile off. s
“They all say our regiment saved the
third day, which was the final and most
critical one. Some of my ' men are re-
turned as missing, but they were the

More *Than 350 Babies Were Drowned:

The Illustrated Sunday Herald, Cork, .
says:— : : :
There were on the Lusitania fifty bab-
ies who were less than twelve months
old, and more than 100 more whose ages
'did not reach two years. They have,
all been drowned. The babies were the
talk of the ship, and everybody tried to:
look after them. Not fewer than 150
of them, it i§ calculated, died from'
shock and exposure. They were after-
wards eeen floating in the water with
life-belts tied around their little bodies,:
but they were past saving. 'Their mo-
thers recovered consciousness in the res-.
cuing boats, only to find that the little
ones they were hugging to their bosoms:
were dead. One mother lost all her
three young children, one six years old,:

arms, six months old. She herself lives,
and held up the three of them in the
water, all the time shrieking for help.
When rescued by a boat party the two
oldest were dead. Thelr room was re-
quired on the boat, and the mother was
tbrave enough to. realize it.

“Give them to me,” she shrieked,
“give them to me, my bennie wee things.
I will bury them, they are mine to. bury
as they were mine to: keep.” !

With her hair streaming down her
back and -her form shaking with sorrow,
'she took each of 'the little ones from
the rescuers and. reverently. placed. it in
the water again, and the people in the
boat wept with her as she murmured a
little ' sobbing prayer to the great God
above.

One feeble man
of sixty was knocked down with a blow
of a musket in the hands of an officer,
and his face caved in. Right up to the
time I was let out the unspeakable cru-
elty to prisoners went on” .

The informant says he has indisput-
‘able evidence of reliable eye-witnesses
that British soldiers at the Cellelager
and Munsier military camps have been
hideously malireated by German sol-
diers. Prisoners, he said, were tied to
a stake for some violation of orders,
after being stripped of their clothes.

A letter has been received in London
from Fred Winter, a well-known Eng-
lish jockey, who before the war was first
jockey to the Kaiser, and who is now
a prisener . in the Ruhleben camp in
which Winter - asks for bread and bis-
cuits; He says: '

“Oh, I do wish I conld get my free-
dom. You can’t realize what.it is like
to be caged up as we are. Just think,
from 6 in the morning until 9 o’clock
st night we have nothing whatever to
do but walk about. It preys on the
mind.”

HEN the treaty of peace is migned in Berlin, a new and free
Germany will arise from the ashes. As a business com-
petitor it will be more aggressive than the Germn.n'y of the
Hohenzollerns.

After the war of 1870 France paid her billion-dollar war in-
demnity to Germany with a shrug of the shoulders and became one
of the great creditor nations of the world. Will Germany do less?
Is it not probable that with its enormous and efficient industrial
system it will do even better?

Germany must gain its revival from its exports. It must pro-
duce for other nations and pay ite debts in manufactured products.

The ‘‘Made in Germany’’ label is not popular in Canada at the
present time. How long will that sentiment last! What is the usual
course in analogous cases? :

A brutal criminal is not popular. He might be in damger of lynch
law were indignant citizens able to lay hands on him. After his
trial and conviction, however, our tenderly sympathetic people send
comforts and luxuries to his cell and sign petitions for a commuta-
tion of his sentence, while the less emotional members of the com-
munity simply forget. This kindly human spirit that occasionaly
is misdirected denotes a tendency that it is well to note..

‘A favorite trick of some salemen is to insult e prospective cus-
pomer and then abjectly ask his pardon. Ik the fulness of his for-
giveness, and to demonstrate that there is no ill-will, the unsuspect-
ing prospect signs the dotted line on the order blank.

“‘Made in Germany’’ will not continue to be unpopular. The
danger is that it may become too popular; that our sympathy for

the “poor Germans’’ may affect our better judgment and our sense
of justice towards the Canadian manufacturers, who have been ever
true and faithful to British interests.

1t is well to face frankly the peculiarities of popular sentiment.
In fact, it is essential that this should be done by those who depend

upon public approval for the sale of their goods. It requires only

& slight knowledge of human nature to anticipate the indifference
that will follow the present outburst of patriotic fervor.

Now is the time, when imports are discontinued, to get the
Canadian people to acquire the habit of asking for Canadian brands;
not because they are Canadian, but because the goods are right and

the prices fair. Undue emphasis on the Canadian-made feature is

.apt to be ephemeral in its appeal. The present passionate patriot-

ism is too intense to be abiding; but an acquired habit is more than
second nature—it IS nature. On the other hand, when the Empire
is no longer in danger we will return to our old thoughtless ways.
We will resume our criticisms of the tariff. We will do our best as
individuals to buy in the cheapest market and sell in the dearest.

Now is the time to prepare and to give Canadian business an
impetus that will carry it through the period of reaction, and over-
come the sentimentalism of newly-awakened sympathies. ‘A brand
thoroughly established in public esteem on its merits and by its pub-
licity is proof against the ebb and flow of the tide of impulsiveness
or the stagnation of indifference.

Now is the time to 2ntrench a business against the possibility
of suocessful assault. Now is the time to prepare for more war, a
war of aggressive competition, that will be quite as vital to our com~
mercial interests as is the clash of arms in Europe.

“We ask bread; we are given a stone”

REDMOND NOT 10 TAKE
PLACE Y GOVERNMENT

London, May 20, 920 p. m.—The
National government which is to guide
the British empire for the duration of
the war is now in progress of formation.
The leaders of the political parties were
in conference throughout the day, ar-
ranging details,

No statement has yet been made as to
the personnel of the new ministry ex-
cept that Premier Asquith and Foreign
Secretary Grey will remain in the posts
which they now hold. Thus far, all the
statemcents as to the allottment of officers
l:ave been based largely on surmise. It
appears certain, however, that there will
be a new ecivil head of the Admiralty and
war oflice, respectively, and possibly in
the professional heads as well, or, at any
rate, & re-adjustment of the responsibil-
ity.

Earl Kitchener, the secretary for war,
it is generally agreed, has too much to
do in the direction of the war, raising
new armies and the organiaztion of the
oulput of munitions, and some of these
duties will be shifted to other ministers.
Chancellor Lloyd George and A. Bonar
Law, leader of the opposition, are about
cqually favored for civil head of the war
office, and A. J. Balfour,is mentioned for
& similar position in the Admiralty., In

the latter case. there is some doubt as to
whether Mr. Balfour would consent to
accept this position.

However, there is to be a complete®
change in the whole government, includ- '
ing not only the cabinet but the under-
secretaryships as well, and the posts will
be distributed among the Liberals, Un-
ionists, and Laborites according to their
strength in the house of commons.

The Nationalists, it is understood, have
definitely decided to stand aside. T. P.
(’Connor, in an article in his weckly
newspaper, says that John E. Redmond,
the Nationalist leader, respectfully re-
fused the offer of a seat in the eabinet,
and adds:

“I have no doubt he felt that such a-"
refusal was imposed upon him by the®
conditions of Irish public life. The Irish
party has a long, unbroken tradition be-
hind it  of single-minded and self-
sacrificing devotion to the cause of Ire-
land, and probably many of Mr, Red-
mond’s countrymen might think he
would have broken that tradition, or he
would, at least, be ctarged with break-
igg it, were he to take any office until

- ADDRESS 10 CREDIT
MEN'S ASSOCIATION

How modern commerce depends for
fts firm credit system on old English
statutes going back to the times of’

Charles II. and Queen Elizabeth and to
the decisions of judges rather than di-
rect legislation, was shown by His Honor
Judge McKeown' in an address . before
the maritime division of the Canadian
Cerditmen’s Association last night.

He took the stand that all trade and
business today was based on credit and
showed how the Babylonian clay tablets
in the British Museum proved that the
whole system of legal forms for trade
existed then in a highly developed state.
In the legislative records were many
articles of beauty to the trained eye
ihat exactly carried out to perfection the
objects for which they were created.
There was the Statute of Frauds which
had grown up in the time of Charles IL
at the instance of the judges who were
aware of the corruption that existed be-
fore them. The principles of that en-
actment had been carried out in the
most modern laws wherever the English
language was spoken. It formed the
basis of dominion and provincial com-
mercial law as well as the laws of the
United States.

“This is the blossom and the flower
of the intellect of man in commercial
law,” declared the judge. Then there
was the Statute of Elizabeth’s time, so
well known that it -had no other name.,
Those two statutes lay like the sills of
a house unseen but built on and form-
ing the very foundation of the super-
structure of business law.

Judge McKeown then went on to show
how all the great volume of what was
known as common law was unwritten
but was the sum of all the good sense
of business in the past. No one could
define common law; they could only say
what it was not. He instanced the law
of the stoppage of goods in transit in
the case of a debtor beir~ unsatisfac-
tory. There was no written law on the
matter but it was one of the fundamen-
tals of Canadian law today. It had
grown out of the ruling of judges in
accordance with good sense and public
opinion. Another point was that of the
right of a workman to hold goods upon
which he had worked until paid for
them. That could not be found on the
statutes of any land yet was well known
and acted upon.

His honor’s idea, he said, in %the ad-
dress was to show that while legisla-
tures could make the laws the conditions
of trade could not be \made and it was
the conditions of trade, credit especially,
that made modern commerce so different
from primitive barter.

“It is to the wise legislation and the
stern sense of the judiciary of days gone
by that we owe today the conditions
under which commerce can flourish.”

A vote of thanks to Judge McKeown
was moved by George A. Horton, sec-
onded by J. Hargreaves, and carried.
