STRIKE IN C.B.
ON APRIL 1

What May Happen After
That is Problematical.

Speech.. of Roy Wolvin
Before Sydney Board of
Trade and Demand Made
for an Inquiry by Govern-
ment.

(Canadian Press)

Sydney, N. S., March 381—While
there will be ni general strike of Cape
Breton miners and steel workers on
April 1, according to positive state-
ments made last night by both U. M.
W. headquarters in Glace Bay and by
officials of the steel union' in Sydney,
it was intimated at both places that
what may take place after the first of
the month was largely problematical.

Openly expressing its contempt for
what it terms an imitation Fascisti,
Phalen local of the U. M. W. yesterday
issued a public challenge to the Sydney
Board of Trade to come out to New
Aberdeen and there begin its avowed
purpose of stamping out the “red” ele-
ment in Cape Breton.

Paul McNeill, secretary of N. S. steel
union, and J. B, McLachlan, secretary
of U. M. W., District 26, have issted
a statement to the effect that some
three weeks ago, Roy Wolvin, president
of the British Empire Steel Corpora-
tion, addressed a closed meeting of the
Sydney Board of Trade and that they
have been reliably informed that he
said to the Board of Trade mémbers
that it was up to them to drive the
radicals out of Cape Breton or he
would withdraw his capital from this
island and allow the grass to grow on
the - streets of Sydney.

They demand a thorough investiga-
tion by the Government into the
speech delivered by Mr. Wolvin.

Among those in touch with the whole
situation it is realized that the danger
is not over, but may merely be post-
poned. The uncertainty regarding fin-
ancial support from union headquart-
ers in Cincinnati is said to have some-
thing to do with the immediate inactiv-
ity of the steel workers.

Colonel Eri¢ MacDonald, head of the
Provincial Police, arrived yesterday
morning with twenty-seven constables.
The men were in civies and carried no
arms, or.equipment. of any kind., They-
were taken to temporary barracks
within the barb wire guarded prem-
ises of the steel plant and there they
will be uniformed, armed and drilled.
Colonel McDonald said he hoped to re-
celve reinforcements daily until his unit
was up to strength and that he was
trying as far as possible to enlist only
ex-service men or men with previous
police experience.

Sharp, of Brampton, acting Dominion
president of the G. W. V. A, says
that thousands of ex-service men and
dependents who had been denied pen-

sion during the last eighteen ‘months
or more would now become eligible
for payments under the Royal Com-
mission findings, while thousands more
who become incapacitated in future
years as a result of disabilities incur-
red on war service will be pensioned.
If the policy of the Pension Board
had been allowed to stand, these peo-
ple would have had to suffer physi-
cally and financially.

“One of the outstanding conclu-
sions of the royal commission’s find-
ings, Dr. Sharp said, is that the con-
tention of the G. W. V. A. that the
Pension Board was adopting a policy
contrary to that of the expressed
wishes of Parliament is fully sus-
tained.” .

He said that after the second phase
of the royal commission’s work was
concluded in Toronto next week, the
efforts of the G. W. V. A. would be
directed in having a clear-cut re-draft-

ing of the pensions and insurance again
so as to eliminate the confusing feat-
ures of the present measures.

It had only a rumor that the Com-
pany would gell its distribution plant
to the City. This is old stuff. The
Company made that offer last Decem-
ber,-but made it only in general terms.
Phe City Council has .never recelved
a definite proposition relative to the
Company’s distribution system, nor did
it get one on Saturday. In spite of
this, however, the delegation achieved
its purpose. ‘With the help of Com.
Thornton it gained delay. The other
Commissioners voted for the bond is-
_sue asked for by the Civic Power Com-
mnission, but Com. Thornton voted
‘nay. He held up the work.

Why should it be held up? The

ter can accept. Encouraged by the at-
titude of some citizens who want the
will of the people defeated, its terms,
if it offers any, will 'be exhorbitant.

HON. MR, FOSTER ON HYDRO.

Hon. W. E. Foster gave the enemies
of hydro something to think about
when he discussed the subject in the
Legislature on Thursday. Dealing
with the Musquash development, he

benefits of cheap light and power. That
is a business proposition which the
people will endorse and recognize as
one of the highest value to the Province.

THE LIQUOR ISSUE.

No argument would seem to be
necessary to prove that the chief essen-
tial in the enforcement of prohibition
is to reduce as fast as possible the
supply of liquor in the province. No
matter how well guarded the supply
imported and held ostensibly for export
may be, its existence is a menace, and
there is certain to be a leakage. To
deny this is to fly in the face of com-
mon sense. Why, therefore, have any
such source of a possible’ supply for
violators of the law¥

An attempt has been made to create|
the impression that in regard to pro-
hibition this newspaper has been seek-
ing to embarrass the Government.: The
Times advocated prohibition before
the law was enacted. Since the enact-
ment it has advocgted law observance
and enforcement. Its policy has not
ghanged. Because it accepts Premier
Veniot’s assurance that he desires
rigid enforcement of the law it points
out to him and his Government and
the Legislature what it believes to be
essential to such enforcement. It
holds, and believes the position to be
unassailable, that so long as the
province receives more revenue from
liquor than the legitimate sale for
medicinal, sacramental and industrial
purposes would warrant, it is a partner
in the traffic which it has made unlaw-
ful. This journal also holds that no
plea of financial need can justify a Gov-
ernment in regarding as a large revenue
producer a traffic which the people
have so emphatically condemned; and
it sincerely hopes the majority of the
members of the Legislature share its
views. Since every member is there in
a representative capacity, and is under
an obligation to make effective the laws
upon the statute books, until the people
have clearly signified a desire for their
amendment or repeal, the question is
not for any of them one .of personal,
inclination or opinion, but of plain
duty. The will of the people is para-
mount. The same responsibility that
rests upon members of the Government
is upon every member of the House.
Moreover, the observance and enforce-
ment of the law is a matter in regard
to which every citizen of the Province
owes a duty’to the community. If
there is a provincial partnership in the
prohibited traffic, every citizen, whether
willingly or not, is a shareholder. -

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An Audience With the President of (hin,a

Peking—President Li Yuan Hung|
received me in private audience in the
Winter Palace within the Forbidden
City of Peking. This is a very un-
usual honor. 1 mention this feature of
the affair quite freely because it was
not an honor due to any merit of mine
—a casual travelling Jjournalist—but
one that was conferred on me because
I had a powerful friend at the Chinese
‘Court. My friend is , “Ferguson of
China,” easily the most influential
foreigner today in China a Canadian
boy of whom I want sometime to tell
you. He had arranged this “audience”
by virtue of his personal.influence with
the President at a period when no
Chinese official had much time to
spend on strangers; for Canton was
in the midst of a very mixed military
melee, Peking itself was full of intri-
gue,  and the disturbing China New
Year was at hand.

The night I got to Peking, Dr. Fer-
guson said: :

‘remarked :

“You have only one fixed engage-
ment for tomorrow, an audience with
the President in the Palace at 3 p.m.

“Dres he speak English?” I enquir-
ed faintly.

“Not a word,” said Dr. Ferguson.
“T'll see. you through.” And as my
friend talks Chinese like a native, I
dismissed the whole business from my

mwind. I could see easily what would
happen. It wouldn’t matter what I
said. Dr. Ferguson would say the

An Audience With the
President of China

(Continued. from page 4)
of tea were served. Fortunately I kept
my hands off mine. At once I felt
that I could talk to this man quite

freely of anything that came into my
head. So I forgot all formal compli-
ments and plunged in medias res by
asking him about the disturbed condi-
tion of China.

He said that it was due to “mili-
tarism”—which was, by the way, pre-
cisely the answer I had got to the
same question from Dr. C. C. Wu, one
of Sun Yat Sen’s chief supporters, a
few days before on the Hong-Kong-
Shanghai steamer. Dr. Wu was then
on his way from Canton to Shanghai
presumably to persuade Sun Yat Sen
that the time was ripe for his return
to the Southern City, where he subse-
quently went.

President Li defined “militarism” as
the far too great and costly military
activities of “the military Governors.”
They kept armies mobilized to attack
each other and defy the central gov-
ernment, and these armies were at once
a burden and a menace to the country.
But as these military Governors fell,
one by one, they would be replaced by
peaceful Governors who would disband
these armies and turn them back to
agriculture. It sounded a simple solu-
tion, but will they disband so long as
veiled banditry pays better than hard
work? Some very well-informed au-
thorities say they must because their
Governors can no longer pay them;
but others point to Chang Tsao Ling,
the “King of Manchuria,” and his
rapidly growing force, insisting that
it is growing precisely because he does

ay.

1 switched the conversation to rail-
ways, telling the President how com-
fortable we had found the Chinese
roads after the rolling mortuary
chambers they use in India; but  §
cannot say that he was flattered. He
took all that for granted. Of course,
the Chinese railways were as good as
the best. He seemed more pleased at
mention of the Washington Confer-
ence and the achievements of the
Chinese delegation there.

By this time, we were getting on
so well that I thought I would ven-
ture on the delicate subject of our
Canadian restrictions on Chinese im-
migration. The ice was a bit thin,
perhaps, but I had skated all over it
in India with complete safety.

The President received the subject
affably and then delivered quite a
little monologue on it. I never wished
so much that I understood Chinese.
The interpreter was correct, no doubt,
but he was much briefer than the
President. What I got was practical-

y this: :

“Canada is quite right to keep out
Chinese laborers. Canada does not
need Chinese laborers, for she has
plenty of laborers of her own. But
Canada does néed Chinese scholars, for
she has none of her own. Thus she
would be very foolish to deny her-
self the advantages of receiving Chin-
ese scholars just because she does not
need Chinese laborers.”

If you will read that last paragraph
carefully and get its full import, you
will have the key to very ~much of
Chinese policy toward the outside
world., President Li was thinking of
Canada preciscly as the Canadian mis-
sionary thinks of China.. He was con-
cerned for the moment solely with our
side of the question—not at all with
any wounded susceptibilities the Chin-
ese might conceivably suffer from be-
cause of our restrictions. It was
wholly a matter of what would be good
for Canada. He was not interested in
my suggestion that, of course, “China
did not want to lose any of her own
people—that she would want to keep
them at home which would be the ef-
fect of our restrictive policy.” I might
just as well have suggested to a Can-
adian missionary that Canada wanted
to keep her best people at home. The
missionary would say:—

“Yes, but China needs missionaries
more than Canada does.”

So President Li said, in effect:—

“Yes; but Canada needs scholars
more than China does.” :

The only difference is that President
1i feels that China would be giving
out of her measureless abundance while
Canada feels that she is sparing as
much as possible out of her poverty.

This was not precisely the angle
from which I had intended to discuss
this question which seemed delicate to
me, but not a bit to the President. 1
“gentleman’s  agreements”
and the difficulties being wholly econ-
omic and not to the smallest degree
racial, etc., etc., but the President
cared nothing for these phases of the
question and harked back at some
length to his theory ‘that Canada need-
ed scholars—and so she does in.the
Chinese sense of the term.

We often wonder how it is that a
nation of four hundred millions sub-
mits so tamely to be tweaked by the
nose and generally ordered about by
comparatively little nations from Eur-
ope and America—and even by the
Japs, whom the Chinese most heartily
despise. We say it is because the Chin-
ese cannot fight, though “Chinese”
Gordon could have told us. better—
that they have no patriotism, no co-
hesion, no self-respect—though no one
more highly esteems himself or his
special type of civilization than a
Chinese gentleman.

We never think to find the explana-
tion in a Chinaman’s serene confidence
in his own unchallenged superiority.
Yet that is very likely where it lies.
What does the display of superior
force mean to him? Only the tempor-
ary physical triumph of a ruder peo-
ple who will very soon be conquered
by and eagerly adopt his superior and
much more cultured Chinese civiliza-
tion, The Mongols came and conquer-
ed him; and then he conquered them—
they became Chinese. The Manchus
came, and were swallowed in the same
fashion. The Japanese, he believes, got
all their culture from him. So why
should these outer barbarians from
Europe and America be any different?
They may have more physical force
for the moment, but presently they
will bow-—as all barbarians have bowed
in the past—to Chinese culture, learn-
ing, philosophy and art. = China has
only to wait,

But you mustn’t imagine that I
thought of all this while watching
President Li’s fine face light up from
time to time with a smile as he caught
the meaning of my latest question
from the interpreter—I had begun to
wonder rather when and how I should
go. The President showed no sign of
terminating the interview, as is the
custom and privilege of rules. Yet 1
knew that he was terribly busy with
far-reaphing and hlghly explosivc pro-
blems. I felt that I could not trespess
any longer; but could I dismiss the
President of four hundred million peo-
ple?

I wished with all my might that I
had thought to ask John Ferguson
about this.

In the end, I took a middle course.

“The Crime of Being Clean”

~ (By H. A. Cody.)

In the April number of the New
York “Bookman,” the following brief
notice is given of a recent Canadian
novel:

“The Bells of St. Stephen’s—Marian
Keith. One of those nice, -sweet, in-
nocuous products that Canada (out-
side of the Province of Quebec) insists
on exporting to us.”’ :
What a sneering note is detected in
those few words. The writer appar-
ently resents Canada exporting clean,
wholesome - books into : the - United
States: And yet what a ‘tribute to
Canadian authors. How .thankful we
should be that Canadian books as a
rule are “innocuous.” °“Nice” and
“gweet” are beautiful words. to. all
whose vision is not sadly” distorted.
But one with the soul of the swine,
prefers, perhaps, the pig-sty to the
niceness of ‘a gardem with its sweet
flowers. - Such_a person may follow. his

‘| desire; and wallow in the sex novels,
and books of that type. But the Can-| gls,

adian public as a rule demand clean,
wholesome ‘books. ‘Such writers as
Marian Keith, Ralph Connor, Sir Gil-
bert Parker, Robert Stead, L. M. Mont-
gomery, Nellie McClung and others,
write clean books; and anyone reading
their works need not be ashamed to
give them to his soms or daughters.
That is the high standard we wish to
maintain, and any critical, carping
countries might do well to follow our
example. In a recent number of a
leading New York literary paper a cer-
tain book was highly commended. The
reviewer says in part:

“It is intense beyond bearing. It
reeks with sour brutality of truth.
. . It is a novel that will be decried,
sneered at, ignored, censured by the
puritanic; but its bitter honesty lives
on every page” The heroine of the
book is the hero’s mistress, “his master
and inspirativn, a blowsy third-rate
street-walker, who gives her body to
his art and sells herself that he may
live and create. . . Beneath her re-
pulsiveness flames high woman’s faith
in man. She is hideous, terrifying in
her pathos.”

Such a book is_ highly commended
by the reviewer because of its reality
and portrayal of truth. But why
serve up everything that is real? Would
we want the filth of our streets serv-
ed up on our breakfast table becausc
it is real and true filth? Certainly not.
We know where such stuff belongs,
and for the safeguard of our homes
we. demand that it be removed and
destroyed. If we are so careful of
our bodily health, should not the minds
and souls of a community be safe-
guarded? The whole matter might be
summed up in a few words—encourage
Canadian authors to continue their
production of clean, wholesome books;
and place a ban upon the importation
of the unclean and degrading novels,
magazines, and moving pictures. What
people read is either strength and in-
spiration, or it is a subtle poison of
far-reaching effect.

Ermytage —and the Curate

Many books have been written about
the Great War, and it has provided
themes and incidents for literary treat-
‘ment by innumerable writers. The
public appetite for war stories is per-
haps a bit jaded, to be revived in later
years in the generation now coming
up; but there are some books which
seize the imagination and command

" | the attention of readers because there

is a definite purpose behind them, and
because the pictures théy present have
an almost hideous sort of fascination
for those who have viewed war only
through the eyes of others.

Such a book js Ermytage and the
Curate by A. M. Cogswell, published
by Edward Arnold & Co, London.
Two men, one a teacher and the other
w curate, were in the war, and this
book deals chiefly with their experi-
ences in an English labor corps at a
base depot near Boulogne. The ‘reader

sees them and becomes acquainted

with them in their home setting, and
hag revealed to him their thoughts
q.bmtt. u the war and their motives in
joining up; and gets entertaining
glimpses 'of many other characters
more or less closely associ: with
their pre-war life; but the real action
of the story is concerned with their ex-
periences. when, unfit for work at the
front, they are\ located at the labor
base. The reader lives with them and
their -comrades, the latter also unfit
for further serviée up the line, or get-
ting into shape to go up again; and
tthe almost intolerable life they live is
porirayed with a grim vividness and
sardonic humor. The story inevitably
arouses in the reader's mind a hatred
of war, and the inhumanity which
&hrows its sinister shadows across the
lives of broken men who are far from
the front line, and who ought to be
able to command a kindly considera-
tion—even from a sergeant major
Some of the experiences related seem
almost incredible, and yet they are
vouched for.. The only excuse that
can be offered would be summed up
in Sherman’s gentence:—“War is hell.”
Sombre as the book is, however; it is
relieved by flashes of humor, and a
thread of romance runs through it, to
culminate when Ermytage and the
Curate are re-united with their sweet-
hearts after their return to Blighty.

Capt, Gwynn, a journalist who was
o a member of parliament as well
as an officer in the war, has written a
foreword to Mr. Cogswell’s book in
which he says:—“Nothing in your pic-
ture is incredible to me”’; and no less
an authority than H. #. Wells wrote
to the author: “I read Ermytage and
the Curate with: very great interest
and pleasure. It is onme of the best
rank and file stories of the war I have
ever come upon.” Punch says:—“Mr.
Cogswell’'s novel is extraordinarily
vivid and convineing. It if a gloomy
picture, not, however, because the
author revels in gloom—the book, in-
deed, is full of humor—but because he
is bent on depicting the tyranny and
beastliness and hardship of war.” The
Bath Chronicle describes it as “the
greatest indictment of war that has
ever been written” The Government

C. P. R. Brakeman
Killed in Fairville

Ralph Peterson, a C. P. R. brakeman,
was almost instantaneously killed yes-
terday morning when a freight car of
a train on which He was working pass-
ed over his body.

Testing Quality of Oil

The practice of draining off a little
of the crankcase oil to examine it and
decide whether all the oil should be
discarded is not good. The heaviest
portion of the oil naturally goes to the
bottom, and as the drain plug is al-
iways at the bottom of the crankease,
the oil the motorist drains off is no
index of the general conditien of the
lubricant. The best plan is jo make

s | the test after the engine has warmed

up, drawing off about a quart. If it
is in excellent shape, and if no fresh
oil is handy, it can be poured back.

It is easier to buy a used car than to
sell one.

Carelessness causes three-fourths' of
tire troubles.

When properly nligned; front wheels
are not exactly parallel.

A short circuit is often caused by
wires becoming oil or water soaked.

Pack universal joints with grease af-
ter every thousand miles of running.

Spinning the wheels in /mud or on
slippery road surfaces grinds off the
tire treads rapidly.

The cost of repairs to the full-float-
ing axle is usually less than for the
line axle, because the former is more
accessible.

Lack of oil will cause piston rings to
cut the cylinder walls, causing a leak,
which in time will usually break the
rings.

To check the speed of a car when
descending a wet hill, use the engine
as a brake, by shifting to second or
low gear and leaving the clutéh en-

gaged.

Before applying new grease to the
universals, first remove the grit and
old grease with kerosene. :

Every province in Canada with the
exception of those in the 'maritime
group are represented in ‘the Cana-
dian Teachers’ Federation, so R. E.
Aowe, B.A. principal of the West-
mount High School, Montreal, and of-
ficial representative of the federation,
told a Times reporter in an interview
this morning. He said that he hoped
‘Defore the end of the present year the
teachers’ associations of New Bruns-
wick, Nova Scotia and Prince Edward
#sland would have affiliated with the
Canadian body.

Mr, Howe said that the all-Canada
arganization was about three years old
and was formed in Ontario and the
western provinces. Last January the
Québec association was admitted.

The objects of the society, he said,
were to combat as far as possible ihe
Yack of understanding, information and
sympathy which existed between the
provinces in educational matters. It
was also out to elevate the professional,
social and financial standing of the
profession. ;

Tdeal Is Nationalism.

The ideal of association, he continu-
ed, was nationalism rather than pro-

The federation, Mr. Howe declared,
did not allow interference between the
teachers of different provinces or local-
ities in the matter of disputes between
the teachers and their respective au-
thorities. While the federation con-
cerned itself with the financial welfare
of the teachers, he added, it had not
adopted the union principles and had
conferred complete autonomy on the
various provinces that had affiliated or
might affiliate with it. It was not con-
nected, he said, either officially or un-
officially with any labor organization,
and no levy may be made upon the
profession in any province for the bene-
fit of the other provinces, except the
regulation membership fee of fiftv cents
a teacher which is devoted to the ad-
ministrative 'work of the organization.

This amount, he said, was paid out
of the provincial association fees, which
were approximately as follows:—DBrit-
ish Columbia, $5 to $7 a year, accord-
ing to salary; Alberta, $6 to $11; Sas-
katchewan, $3 to $5; Manitoba, $5 flat;
Ontario, $5 for men and §1 for women;
Quebec, $2, $3, and $5; New Bruns-
wick, $1. He said that when Qiebec
joined the federation it was compelled
to increase the provincial fee, and he
presumed that the same would have to
be done in New Brunswick. He said a
few of the provinces were benefitting
from provincial magazines and. he felt
the esprit de corps resulting from a
Canada-wide publication would be re-
peated in greater measure.

He said that another aim of the fed-
eration was an arrangement for the ex-
change of teachers between the prov-
inces which would tend to broaden
their outlook and thus assist the pro-
fession. Some 18,000 teacirers were
now included in the federated member-
ship, he said.

The next annual meeting of the fed-
eration was ‘scheduled to take place
in Montreal August 7-11, and it was
hoped to have a representative of the
N. B. Association there. The officers
of the federation at present are:

For some considerable time, Can-
adian Pacific officials have been study-
ing plans to take care of their subur-
ban traffic in such a manner that the
acme of gtandard service can be ac-
complished.

The trouble with hydro at Edmund-
son is, according to Hon. J. K.
Michaud, insufficiency in the plant at
Green River, not in the plant at Three
Rivers. The Green River plant was
built a few years ago, when the town’s
population was probably not more than
a thousand; and now, with a popula-
tion increased to four thousand in a
comparatively brief period, the service
is quite inadequate. Mr. Michaud’s
statement not only brings cheerfully to
public attention the rapid progress
which enterprising Edmundston. has:
recently been making in substantial
development; it serves to materially
strengthen, to make irresistible, the
argument that it is the duty of the
Government to proceed with hydro de-
velopment at Grand Falls without
further delay. Our duty is to develop
our. wealth of resources as rapidly as
possible, Edmundston is demonstrat-
ing, as Bathurst and other places in
the provinces are also demonstrating,
what can be done. It will be a serious
drawback if we are obliged to wait
any great length of time for the Gov-
ernment of the Proyince to act.
