Lloyd George May Meet the
Free State Men Today—
Erish Republican Army
Convention Scored — The
Belfast Situation.

Belfast, March 27—The Ulster cabinet
at its session ‘today accepted the in-
vitation extended by Colonial Secretary
Churchill to a conference of Irish leaders
in London, called in view of th dis-
{ turbed conditions in. Ireland.

. Premier $ir James Cralg, telegraphing
' acceptance |in behalf of the Ulster cab-
inet, sald members of the government
will arrive in London on Wednesday.
Newspaper Man Arrested,

Dublin, March 27—The correspondent
of th man’s Journal at Charleville,
County Cork, has been arrested. Ap-
parently, says the newspaper,\ the Irish
Republican Army authorities there were
| offended by his report of an attempt to
’b‘reak up a pro-treaty meeting at
Charleville. The newspaper adds that
while it makes no demand for special
privileges for the press, it considers the
arrest part of a scheme by the “treaty
wreckers” to strifle free expression of
public opinion and to intimate individual
journalists.

Plan Belfast Boycott

Dublin, March 27—The convention
of members of the Irish Republican
Army held at Mansion House here yes-
terday, notwithstanding the prohibition
jssued by the Dail Eireann authorities

t

against it, was in session for more than

twelve houws. A resolution was passed
unanimously reaffirming allegiance to
the Irish republic. It also declared that
the republican army should be under the
supreme control of an executive which
should draft a constitution for submis-
sion at a subsequent convention.
Among other matters on which the
convention took decisions and concern-
ing which the executive committee will
later issue a full statement was to boy-
cott Belfast and to extend the boycott
to the six northern counties of Ireland.

An official statement set out that the.

delegates present numbered 220, that
they represented 49 brigades, as well as
four members of general headquarters
and officers from eight divisional staffs
and from three or four independent bri-
gade staffs.

May be Stricken from Roll.

The convention ended late last night
without having excited any outward de-
monstration, or ruffled the usual Sun-
day life of the city. The provisional free
state government made no httempt to

any action, although it is generally su|
posed that those who attended will b!:

from the rest of the army, and their
names may possibly be stricken from
the army roll.

The action of the convention in un-
animously adopting a resolution reaffirm-
ing the delegates’ allegiance to the Irish
republic met with strong condemnation
among the supporters of the Free State.

The Irish Independent this morning
says: “Many times in the past have our
people become divided in a crisis, when
unity was essentlal. Today we witness
the same unedifying, deplorable spec-
tacle. Disunion has been forced on the
country. The resolution passed by the
sectional convention amounts in effect

de Valera insists that the Dail is the
supreme authority in Ireland. In all
democratically governed republics like
France and the United States the army
is strictly subject to the contral of civil
authority or the government for the
time being. Wherever departures from
that constitutional system have taken
place, grave events, sometimes amount-
ing to establishment of a military dicta-
torship have followed.”

Dublin, March 27—Forty men took
possession of the Orange headquarters
in Dublin on Saturday night. They are
thought to have been Belfast workers out
of emplpyment and to have made this
move in retaliation for some seizures by
the Unionists in Belfast.

Sergeant Gloster of the Royal Irish
constabulary was shot and killed in Cork
Saturday afternoon, Up to last night
the total number of deaths for March
in Belfast as a result of the disorders,
was reported to be fifty-six, fifty civilians
and six police and military officers.

In London

London, June 27.—Lloyd George is not
expected to participate in the conference
of Irish leaders in London, should that
meeting be definitely arranged, but he is
likely to see Arthur Griffith, president of
the Dail, and Eamonn J. Duggan, Dail
home minister, if they arrive today, as
expected. It is generally believed that
Michael Collins, head of the provisional
government, will follow his colleagues to
London, but will wait to learn what
prospect there is of the Ulster premier,
Sir James Craig, accepting the govern-
ment’s invitation before he starts.

AUSTRALIA’S BID
FOR ENGLISH BOYS

Recruit 6,000 for Farms and
Save their Money for Them
Until Majority Reached.

London, March' 27—Premier Barwell
of South Australia is attempting to rec-
cruit 6,000 boys in England between the
ages of 15 and 18 for apprenticeship to
South Australia farmers, under govern-
ment' guardianship. The boys are
wanted to replace the 6,000 South Aus-
tralians killed during the war.

Each boy will be paid four shillings a
week for pocket money, the remainder
of his earnings being placed to his credit
in the state treasury, where it will earn
41-2 per cent interest, the whole sum
being turned over to him when he at-
tains his twenty-first year. This amount
will enable him to become an indepen-
dent  farmer.

New York, March 27.—Six barefooted
girls, clothed fn the loose, flowing gar-
ments of another age, danced before the
velled sanctuary in the Church of 8t.
Mgrk, in the Bowery, yesterday after-
noon, while spotlights played upon them,
and blue smoke from huge incense pots
curled about their graceful forms.

O LIVING IN JAPAN

| Shipbuilding Costs so High

as to be Unprofitable—Re-
lations With China Friend-
ly Now.

Montreal, March 27.—The cost of liv-
ing .has increased at an enormous rate
in Japan since pre-war days. In fact,
so great has been this increase that
working men in that empire now earn
as much as 150 yen per month, or $75,
.nd there are only eight hours to a

Japanese working day, according to
Shigesme Yokowo, a Japanese shipping
engineer, .connected with the Harima

Dock Yards near Kobe. / Mr. Yokowo
arrived in Canada recently on the Cana-
dian Pacific Monteagle. He sailed on
the Metagama on Friday for Liverpool
to study shipbuilding in the principal
vards in the United Kingdom, after
Wwhich he intends to return to the United
States and study the principal construc-
tion yards on this side, before returning
«0 Japan,

In dealing with the extraordinary in-
crease in the cost of production and the
detrimental effect such increase has at
the present time in the prosperity of the
nation, he said:—

«Business is bad, and there will not
be any noticeable improvement until a
general reorganization or reduction takes
place in the wage schedule of the people.
The yards where I work near Kobe are
doing very . little. Shipbuflding has
mounted in cost to such an extent that
it is no longer profitable, and those fn-
terested in this branch of Japanese in-
dustry have had to suspend operations
on a considerable scale. I might say by
way of giving a rough estimate that
the cost of building vessels has in-
creased something like $78 per ten, and
this is a fair average. In some cases the
increase has been considerably more.

“We only build merchant ships in our
yards, but they are now practically idle,
and I think that it will be August be-

Toronto, March 27.—“Western Canada
will get thousands of farmers from the
Central States this year,” said G. C.
Porter, a Winnipeg newspaperman, who
is returning after a month’s investigation
of immigration subjects south of the
line. He visited Minnesota, the Dakotas,
Iowa, Nebraska, Kansas, Missouri and
Illinois, and talked at length with do-
minion immigration agents, railroad offi-
cials, bankers and farmers. “I found,”
he said, “the conditions for the move-
ment northward better than at any time
since 1910. Thirty-six per cent. of
Unitefl States farmers are tenants, and
the price of land has reached from three
to five hundred an acre in those great
1 agrarian states, whence the Canadian
| prairies have drawn so many farmers in
other years. Owners of these: high-
priced lands must have from fifteen to
eighteen dollars per acre rent from their
tenants if they are to get adeguate in-
terest on their investments. Wheat at
$2.75 per bushel and corn at §1 would
net a tenant something, but not at pres-
ent prices.

DUTY IS NOT 10
~ HER LIKING

Mrs. Cunningham of Trenton
Recounts Experience and is
Excused by Judge.

Trenton, N. J., March 27. — Judge
Marshal, in the Mercer circuit of the
common pleas, has excused Mrs, Anna
Cunningham from further jury service

two mixed juries within a week had con-
vinced her women were not fitted for
such duties.

During this time she was locked for
all-night deliberation, and, she declares,
she has not yet recovered from a threat-
ened nervous prostration. Her views are
endorsed by her husband, James.

“The present illness of Mrs. Cunning-
ham is the first at all serious in sixteen
years,” he said. “I attribute it solely to
the mental and nervous strain to which
she has been subjected.”

Referring to her services on gwo juries,
each composed of six men and six
women, Mrs. Cunningham cited numer-
ous reasons for reluctance further to par-
ticipate in the administration ‘of justice.
Among these reasons are six which she
considers the best in the world, five chil-
dren and a husband. The children range
in age from three to fourteen years.

“My selection as a juror was unsolicit-
ed and I accepted only! after consider-
able hesitation,” Mrs. Cunningham de-
clares. “I was actuated by the fact that
I had lost a little boy early this year,
and thought that participation in court
work would tend to occupy my mind
and in a sense relieve my grief.

“My first night away from home con-
firmed the already half-formed opinion
that ¥ had made a mistake. Imagine my
feelings.. . My husband is employed at
night.
home alone. .

“The second experience was altogether
needless to convince me that a woman’s
place is not in a court room, particularly
if she is married and a mother. By some
I may be termed old-fashioned in my
views. To those wholdeem it a woman’s
duty to insist upon each and all of her
recently-acquired rights I have nothing
to say other than to advise that they
carefully consider all of the responsi-
bilities that accompany the privilege. In
other words ,Jook before you leap.

%I might add my personal opinion that
the majority of women are temperment-
ally unfitted to pass judgment upon
others. Many I have found addicted to
preconceived verdicts, which argument
or logic failed to change. Sympathy,
doubtless, was a factor with some; with
others it seemed a reluctance to be guilty

admit that they might have been wrong
in their first view.

“In a sense, I also consider that jury
duty is an assault fipon woman’s natural
modesty, refinement and reserve. Some
cases which is called upon to consider
are of a mnatureigo  delicate that she
shrinks from a frank discussion of evi-
dence, and a just verdict is impossible
otherwise. I-am speaking for the first
time since:I acceptlid duty on a jurys
and am doing s ti8t others may know
what to cxp%ctﬂf they accept, the obli-
gation.”
