' HAS PASSED AWAY

'GIBBONS |

Great and Popular Prince of the Roman Catholic
Church Breathes His Last in Archiepiscopal
Reésidence at Baltimore—Was Born'in 1834 in
City Where He Died—Was Apostle of Uni-
versal Peace and Advocate of Good Works
Within and Without the Church.

Baltimore, March 24—His Eminence
James, Cardinal Gibbons, one of the
most notable of the princes of the Roman
Catholic church, died at the archiepis-
copal residence in Baltimore at 11.30
o’clock today. .

Cardinal Gibbons had been in indif-
ferent state of health, due principally to
his great age, since his severe illness of
last December. In that’ month he be-
came extremely weak, so weak in fact
that the last' rifes of the church were
administered.. His vigorous constitution
served him well at that time and the
aged prelate surprised his friends and
the world at large by rapidly recovering
much .of his old-time vigor, and he was

end would come.

Cardinal Gibbons was universally pop-|
ular among all classes of people x-ega.x'd-i
less of religious beliefs, and he was ve-
garded generally throughout the United
States as one of- its greatest: eitizens. He
was broad-minded and was interested
actively “in ‘many- good works not con-
fined to his own church.

His State 'Torn By Civil War.

He was- born 4in this city on July 28
1834, the son of Irish parents, and was
educated at St' Charles’ College, Mary=
land, and St. Mary’s Seminary, Balt
‘more. He “was “ordainied priest in 186
in the midst.of troublous times when
his state, part Union and part Confed=
erate, was torn asunder by political dis-
sensions,  Maryland, wavering  betwixt
loyalty ‘to the umion and loyalty to its
southern traditions. ?

In 1868 Father Gibbons became vicar~
apostolic of North Carolina “and four
years later was consecrated Bishop of
Richmond (Va.) In 1877 he was ele-
vated to the office of Archbishop of Bal-
timore, succeeding Cardinal McCloskey
as a prince of the church in 1886.

His activities in behalf of his church
and of Christianity were so numerous
that tHey cannot be outlined here. H
was also a prolific writen powerful
preacher and platform speaker. He wrote
“Fhe Faith of Our Fathers,” “Our
Christian' Heritage,” “The Ambassador
of Christ,” and other books.

When. he was ordained priest his heart|
was moved by the tragedy he witnessed
in the terrible conflict between north and
south, and he was ever strongly opposed
to war as a means of settling the differ-
ences of nations and peoples.

Cardinal Gibbons, as senior bishop of
the church, wielded a strong influence |
outside as well as within the United
States. The confidant of three Popes,
he made several important tours to
Rome, the last in August, 1914, a few
days after the opening of the world war,
to elect the successor to Pius X. He ar-
rived too late, however, to participate in
the ceremony that elevated Benedict to
the pontificate.

Worked for Peace.

Upon- returning to the United States
he visited President Wilson, informed the!
latter of affairs in Europe and discussed|
means to bring about peace. The car-
dinal was strongly interested in the af-
fairs of the church in Mexico during the
troublous times in that country and de-
clared that he feared fighting would
never cease gnder the Carranza regime.
It was largely as a result of his efforts
that the condition of the clergy and nuns
of Mexico was ameliorated.

Cardinal Gibbons was active in his
work for the Allies in the war and in a
lletter written to the Catholics of the
" archdiocese of New York in 1917 when'
| the United States entered the conflict,!
;urged the fullest support of the govern-
| ment. A few months previously he sent
$10,000 to the American committee in
London for the relief of the Belgians, onc
of the many notable instances of his be-
nevolence. In a sermon at Baltimore, in
1918, he praised the speech by Lloyd
George and said that Germany’s war
aims would fail. About the same time
he explained Benedict’s war policy, an
article which so pleased the pope that
he ordered it translated and published
| broadcast. In it he asserted sympathy
| with the Allied aim of winning the war
“for permanent peace.” To achieve this
result he also expressed opposition toc a
cessation of hostilities when A ustria
made fresh overtures.

His Fiftieth Anniversary.

Celebrating his fiftieth anniversary as
bishop in Baltimore, on October 21,
i 1918, an event attended by ecclesiastics
from all over the world, he feceived
among many other gifts the decoration
of grand officer of the Legion of Hohor
from France. Italy also decorated him.
A month later he joined with former
President Roosevelt, both of whom had
been friends for years, in a message of
cheer to the American Expeditionary
Forces. On June 80, 1919, he observed
his 88rd anniversary as cardinal-arch-
bishop and the fiftieth year of his priest-
hood. Cardinal Mercier, the heroic pri-
mate of Belgium, visited him on this
occasion.

_held that the provisions of the
Indian’' divorce act of 1869, conferring
authority on the Indian courts to dis-

solve marriages contracted between resid-
ents of India were ultra vires.

The tést
of domicile was the determining fact of
Jjurisdiction in his opinion.

This judgment covers decrees issued
in the other dominions as well as India,
especially Australia and New Zealand,
where courts were authorized to graunt

! divorces to deserted wives whose hus-

bands had changed their domicile. Mere
residence is not sufficient to establish
domicile and the most general court in-
terpretation of the meaning of the word
is the intention of a person to reside
permanently or indefinitely in a country.
If there is not imperial legislation in
which the dominions concur it is said
that persons who have been divorced in
the dominions and in India will be guilty
of bigamy if they marry again in Eng-
land. ' It would also make. illegitimate
the children of hundreds of persons mar-
ried a second time in India since the act
of 1869.

The matter does not greatly concern
Canada. Under the British North Am-
erica Act full jurisdiction in divorce was
given parliament. The senate, while free
to consider many matters which a court
could not, has nevertheless followed the
procedure of English courts and has al-
ways insisted on domicile in Canada be-
ing established beyond doubt before
moving. Therefore there will not be
many such cases here.

peared when German armies mvaged|
French territory, burnt French cities and |
towns, destroyed French cosl mines and
stole French machinery. French asséts
were what disappeared. It was not
British profits alone that were ended
when German submarines sank British
‘merchant vessels. It was not Belgian
profits alone that were stopped when
Germans cleaned out Belgium of live
stock, took away a vast quantity of
machinery and burnt Louvain and other
towns. War forced upon other countries
by Germany cost nearly every country
engaged against her a vast loss of assets
8s well as stoppage of profits. But Ger-
many lost little in the way of assets,
comparatively., Considerable in ships,
but little else. "No destruction took place
in German territory. Nothing was stolen
from her. She came through with a loss
of little except what she spent for her
own war purposes. Yet the German idea
now as regard indemnity to the Allies is
that they should arrange that the pay-
ment by Germany of damages should
aerely come only out of German ‘busi-
ness of the next half century, should
come only out of German profits, leaving
Germany untroubled by present finan-
cial sacrifice just as her territory was
untroubled by war- &

The German people are taxing them-
selves less than half the amount per
head the French people are taxing them-
selves and less than g®arter the amount
per head the British people are paying.
This is not to be explained by assertion
that Germany is poorer by comparisofi.
Why should she be? Germany has not
yet paid any indemnity, and the war did
not cost Germany any more than it cost
Britain or France, nor interfere more
with her industries. ‘The German peo-
ple ought to be able to stand as much
taxation st present as people of the other
great powers in Europe who fought
against her. And she ought to realize
that her assets should suffer just as those
of other countries have dome.

PLEBISCITE AREA IS
RICH IN MINERALS

Upper Silesia, where a plebiscite was
held on March 20, is one of the richest
economic prizes in Europe. It embraces
an area of approximately 5,000 square
miles, being almoat identical in size with
the state of Connecticut. -

The greatest wealth of Upper Silesia
is derived from coal deposits. The an-
nual production is approximately 48,-
000,000 tons of coal. The total eoal re-
serves of Upper Silesia are estimated by
Polish geologists to be approximately
62,000,000,000 tons — greater than the
total reserves of Great Britain.

Iron, zinc and lead are also produced

in important quanties. . The annual pro-
duction of iron approximates 250,000
tons, of zinc 650,000 tons, and lead 55,000
tons.
The Upper Silesia region has been
highly developed as regards industrial es-
tablishments, railroad equipment, farm
and factory machinery and war equip-
ment being the chief manufactures.

Ethnographically Upper Silesia has for
many centuries been strongly Polish, but
in the matter of political associations its
history has been varied, belonging at
various periods to Poland, to Austria,
and to Prussia.

German Couples Buy House
} Licenses Claiming Proposed

Marriage and Sell Again at
Big Profit.

Berlin, March 6.—(Associated Press,
'by mail.)—Marriage ' licenses are being
utilized for profitéring by Germans.
The marriage “profiteer” developed out
of the situation which has made neces-
sary the strict “rationing” of housing
space. A married couple or a pair about
to be married may obtain permission to
occupy certain rooms by presentation of
the marriage license to the housing of-
fice,

It has been discovered that many mar-
riage licenses have been issued to men
and women who have no intention to
marry, but, having secured the license,
and the permission to occupy the num-
ber of rooms allotted to married persons,
sell the “permission” to married folks or
others who need rooms and cannot find
them.

The officials say some profitable busi-
ness has been done, but that the practice
is being stopped by keeping a watch on
those to whom marriage licenses are
granted and withdrawing permission to
occupy rooms unless the marriage is per=
formed.

Marriages, however, eclipsed all pre-
vious records in the last year. The
number has increased two-fold over pre-
war years, and many fold over the mar-
riages during the war, which fell to less
than half the normal number.

“Many young folks today are getting
married here simply to get a room chdap-
ly,” said a Berlin official. ‘“The cost of
the dwelling is cut in half by the mar-
riage of a man and woman both of whom
are working. They also feel they can co-
operate to some advantage in the matter
of food, which is a serious problem.”
